Skup je posve}en informacij-
skoj i komunikacijskoj tehnologiji, elektronici i mikroelek-
tronici, a odr`an je pod parolom »S MIPRO-m u dru{tvo
znanja«. Tijekom pet radnih dana vi{e od 1000 sudionika
skupa sudjelovalo je na brojnim znanstvenim i stru~nim
savjetovanjima, seminarima kontinuiranog obrazovanja,
forumima, okruglim stolovima, radionicama, izlo`bi opre-
me i servisa u podru~ju ICT-a, stru~nim prezentacijama,
plenarnim sjednicama i plenarnim temama te nizu ostalih
usputnih doga|aja.

Me|u sudionicima bio je velik broj vrlo uglednih do-
ma}ih i stranih znanstvenika i stru~njaka sa sveu~ili{ta,

instituta, iz svih razina obrazovanja, ali i menad`era iz
podru~ja ICT-a, ~elnika pojedinih ministarstava i resora u
ministarstvima te tijelima dr`avne uprave.

U kratkom osvrtu nije mogu}e spomenuti sva doga-
|anja na skupu MIPRO 2004. te }emo navesti samo neke
karakteristi~ne doga|aje. Odr`ano je 7 znanstvenih i
stru~nih savjetovanja pod naslovima: Mikroelektronika,
Elektronika i elektroni~ke tehnologije, Hipermedija i re{et-
kasti sustavi, Telekomunikacije i informatika, Ra~unala u
tehni~kim sustavima, Inteligentni sustavi, Ra~unala u obra-
zovanju, Digitalna ekonomija – prvo e-poslovanje ALADIN.
Prikazano je 207 referata objavljenih u zborniku od 5
dijelova. U prva su dva radovi isklju~ivo na engleskom
jeziku, a u ostalima ve}im dijelom na engleskom, a ma-
njim na hrvatskom jeziku. Tri su najbolja rada nagra|ena
plaketom i nov~anom nagradom. To su radovi Doctor on
a chip autora B. Malnar, B. Malyan, W. Balachandran i
F. Cecelja, potom Using Jini to Connect Condor Pools into
a Computational Grid autora G. Sipos i P. Kacsuk te
Testing Methodology for Primary Health Care Enterprise
System autora M. Kalenik, K. Mar`i} i K. [mid. MIPRO
}e i ubudu}e nagra|ivati najbolje radove,
posebno mladih autora. U odnosu na pret-
hodnu godinu broj radova pove}an je ~ak
za 50 %, {to je rezultat bolje animacije, ali
i sve ve}e atraktivnosti skupa poradi nje-
gove izrazite multidisciplinarnosti.

Izrazito su bile uspje{ne i nadasve aktu-
alne plenarne teme na sve~anom otvaranju
skupa. B. Lampl (Siemens) govorio je na
temu Upravljanje inovacijama – klju~ uspjeha
u globalnoj ekonomiji. D. F. Vrsalovi} (Intel
– USA) odr`ao je plenarnu temu Ra~unal-
na mo} u mega i nano svijetu, dok je Ivan
Vidakovi} (IBM-Hrvatska) imao izlaganje
pod naslovom E-poslovanje na zahtjev. Ova
izlaganja odr`ana su s namjerom da se opi-
{u vode}i svjetski trendovi u ICT-u s osvr-
tom na na{e {anse i mogu}nosti. Izlaganja
su pra}ena velikim odzivom i zanimanjem
brojnih sudionika skupa MIPRO uz veliki
odziv niza istaknutih ~elnika javnih podu-
ze}a, velikih sustava, dr`avne uprave i mi-
nistarstava.

Veliko zanimanje izazvao je tradicionalni i vrlo dobro
posje}en seminar Informacijskokomunikacijska tehnologija
(ICT) u elektroprivrednim organizacijama HEP, koji ve}
desetak godina okuplja stotinjak HEP-ovih stru~njaka za
ICT. Prvi je put odr`an seminar za stru~njake iz podru~ja
telekomunikacija Od tehnologije prema sadr`aju: Mena-
d`erski izazovi kod transformacije lanca vrijednosti u teleko-
munikacijama. Seminar je sponzoriralo poduze}e HT-mo-
bilne komunikacije, a odr`ao ga je renomirani predava~
Alexandru-Ioan Mincu iz Poslovne {kole Sveu~ili{ta u
Leidenu, Nizozemska. 

Radionicom Prijavljivanje i vo|enje me|unarodnih pro-
jekata pod voditeljstvom Bla`enke Divjak s Fakulteta
organizacije i informatike u Vara`dinu taj se fakultet
uklju~io u rad MIPRO-a.

Navodimo i vrlo zanimljive okrugle stolove [irokopo-
jasne komunikacije kao podloga za EU integracije i Nova
telekomunikacijska regulativa Hrvatske u Europskoj uniji.
Prvi je u suradnji s MIPRO-m organizirao HT-Hrvatske
telekomunikacije, a drugi Ministarstvo mora, turizma,
prometa i razvitka. Ovim okruglim stolovima MIPRO ve}
tre}u godinu za redom doprinosi prilago|avanju hrvat-
ske zakonske regulative u podru~ju komunikacija zakon-
skim propisima Europske unije.

Organiziran je i Dan Ericssona Nikole Tesle na kojem je
predstavljena djelatnost poduze}a na vrlo dojmljiv na~in.

Submission Guidelines. The language of the Confe-
rence is English. The papers are submitted in their final
form and are limited to four A4 pages including text,
references and figures. Margins of 2.5 cm should be used

on all sides of the paper. Times or similar fonts should
be used. The text should be single-spaced in two columns,
and the font size of the text should be 10 pt. The title
should be in 14 pt font centered on the first page above
both columns. The author's (or authors') names, com-
plete affiliation and e-mail address should be two lines
below the title. Papers accepted for presentation will
appear in the conference proceedings. Detailed paper
submission guidelines and paper sample are available at
www.rc.fer.hr/icecom. Papers are submitted in electronic
form as single file in pdf (Adobe) format by e-mail to:
icecom2005@fer.hr. The file size is limited to 4 Mb. An
accompanying letter should indicate the proposed topic
and contain the complete mailing address, e-mail address,
and telephone and fax numbers of the corresponding
author. Only the corresponding author will be contacted
regarding the submission.
