V ¢lanku je obravnavan srp, ki so ga nasli pri kopanju peska ob Dravi pri Velikem
Bukovcu. Na podlagi analogij je datiran v mlajso Zarnogrobisc¢no dobo (Ha Bl) oz. v

depojski horizont Hajdiiboszormény (Miljana). Koncentracija depojev s podobnimi srpi
kaZe na njihov izvor v srednjem Potisju.

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NAJDISCNE OKOLISCINE IN OPIS

Pri kopanju peska ob Dravi pri Velikem
Bukovcu, so neznanega leta naSli bronast
jezicastorocajni srp. Leta 1999 ga je Gradske-
mu muzeju v Varazdinu poklonil KreSo Fili-
pec. V zbirko Arheoloskega oddelka GMV je
bil uveden pod inv. §t. A 6520.

Srp (sl. I1: 1a, 1b) je ohranjen prakticno v
celoti. Ulit je bil v dvodelnem kalupu, mesto
ulivanja je na izrastku. Na rocaju ima tri rebra.
Notranje (levo) in srednje ro¢ajno rebro tekoce
preideta v rezilni rebri, ki teceta vzporedno s
hrbtnim rebrom. Pred konico srpa zavijeta v
hrbtno rebro. Srednje rocajno rebro je nad
trikotno izrezano osnovo rocaja razcepljeno.
Zunanje (desno) rocajno rebro tekoce preide v
hrbtno rebro. Notranje in zunanje rebro, ki sta
Sirsi in vi§ji od srednjega rebra, sta okraseni s
posevnimi zarezami; prav tako tudi zacetek
hrbtnega rebra nad izrastkom. DolZina (pra-
vokotnica od konice do zunanjega rebra): 16

CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE FIND AND
DESCRIPTION

A bronze sickle with tongue-shaped handle
was found while digging for sand at river Dra-
va near Veliki Bukovec some unknown year.
Kreso Filipec donated it to the »Gradski mu-
zej« (City Museum) in VaraZzdin, Croatia in
1999. It carries the inventory number A 6520
in the Department of Archaeology at GMV.

The sickle (fig. 1: 1a, 1b) is almost entirely
preserved. It was cast in a two-part mould; the
casting hole was positioned on the outgrowth.
Three ribs are on the handle. The inner (left)
and central handle rib stem into blade ribs that
run parallel to the back rib. They curve into the
back rib just before the tip of the sickle. The
central handle rib splits in two above the trian-
gularly cut out handle base. The outer (right)
handle rib forms into the back rib. The inner
and outer ribs, which are wider and higher than
the central rib, are decorated with slanting inci-
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cm; viSina (pravokotnica od osnove rocaja do

CASOVNA OPREDELITEV

Najboljse primerjave za srp iz Velikega
Bukovca najdemo v depojih Bingula-Divos!
(sl 1:2), Spalnaca II? (sl. 1: 3) in Nadudvar-
Halomzug? (sl 1: 4).

Zelo blizu navedenim primerkom sta tudi
srpa iz depojev Polgar-Folyds-Szilmeg* (sl. 1:
5) in Tiszakardd II° (s 1: 6). Oba imata na
rocaju Se poSevna rebra, ki pri prvem tvorijo
okras smrekove vejice, pri drugem pa ¢rko X.
Poleg poteka rezilnih in hrbtnih reber sta vsem
srpom skupna S$e trikotno izrezana osnova ro-
¢aja in mesto ulivanja, ki je na izrastku.

Depo Bingula-Divos je datiran v fazo oz.
horizont IL,° depo Spilnaca II v sodasno stop-
njo Suseni (Ha A1).” Depoji Nddudvar-Halom-
zug, Polgér-Folyas-Szilmeg in Tiszakarad II so
mlajsi, datirani so v horizont Hajdiboszor-
mény (Ha B1).2

Srpa iz starejsih depojev sta vecja od srpov iz
mlajSih. Njuni viSini sta 12,4 in 12,6 cm, Sirini
ro¢ajev pa 3 in 2,6 cm. ViSina srpov iz mlajSih
depojev se giblje med 7,8 in 10 cm, §irina rocaja

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sions; the beginning part of the back rib has the
same decoration above the outgrowth. The len-
gth (perpendicular from the tip to the outer rib)
measures 16 cm; the height (perpendicular
from the handle base to the top of the back)
measures 10.3 cm; the width of the handle me-
asures 2.4 cm; the weight is 97 g.

CHRONOLOGICAL CLASSIFICATION

The best analogies for the sickle from Veli-
ki Bukovec are found in the hoards from Bin-
gula-Divos! (fig. 1: 2), Spilnaca II? (fig. 1: 3)
and Nddudvar-Halomzug? (fig. 1: 4).

The two sickles from the Polgar-Folyds-
Szilmeg* (fig. 1: 5) and Tiszakarad 1P (fig. 1:
6) hoards are also very similar to the above-
mentioned examples. Both have additional
slanted ribs on their handle; they form a pine
branch decoration on the former example and
the letter X on the latter. In addition to the co-
urse of the blade and back ribs, all sickles sha-
re a triangularly cut out handle base in com-
mon, as well as a casting point positioned on
the outgrowth.

The Bingula-Divos hoard dates to the phase
or horizon IL° while the Spalnaca II hoard da-
tes to the contemporary Suseni level (Ha Al).’
The Nd&dudvar-Halomzug, Polgdr-Folyés-
Szilmeg and Tiszakarad II hoards are younger
and they are attributed to the Hajdiboszormény
horizon (Ha B1).2

The two sickles from the earlier hoards are
larger than those that were found in the later
hoards. Their heights are 12.4 and 12.6 cm; the
widths of the handles measure 3 and 2.6 cm. The
heights of the sickles from the later hoards range

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med 1,8 in 2,3 cm. Po dimenzijah je torej srp iz
Velikega Bukovca bliZje mlajSim primerkom.
Podatek o tezi je znan samo za srp iz depoja
Bingula-Divos - 219 g:° torej je ve¢ kot dvakrat
teZji od srpa iz Velikega Bukovca (97 g).

Enak potek roc¢ajnih in hrbtnih reber, nizko
razcepljeno srednje rebro ter mesto ulivanja na
izrastku so tudi na srpu iz depoja Mdrok'? (si.
1:7), ki pa ima vboceno osnovo rocaja. Na sr-
pih iz depojev Uioara de Sus!' (sl I: 8) in
DraBburg'? (sl. 1: 9) je osnova rocaja ravna, pri
slednjem je mesto ulivanja je na hrbtu. Depoji
so socasni, datirani so v horizont Kurd oz. stop-
njo Suseni oz. Ha A 1. Tudi ti srpi so vecji od
srpov iz mlajS$ih depojev - njihova viSina se
giblje od 11,4 do 13 cm, Sirina rocaja pa od 2,7
do 2,8 cm. Podatki o teZzah niso znani.

Na osnovi zgoraj povedanega, predlagam
datacijo srpa iz Velikega Bukovca v mlajSo zar-
nogrobiscno dobo (Ha B1) oz. v depojski hori-
zont Hajdiboszormény (= horizont Miljana).

RAZPROSTRANJENOST

Na karti razprostranjenosti (sl. 2) so obrav-
navani srpi razSirjeni prakti¢no po celi Panon-
ski kotlini. Pomenljiva je koncentracija mlajSih
depojev, ki vsebujejo manjSe srpe s trikotno
izrezano osnovo (Nddudvar-Halomzug, Pol-
gar-Folyas-Szilmeg, Tiszakarad II) v srednjem
Potisju, ki kaze na poreklo srpa iz Velikega
Bukovca.

between 7.8 and 10 cm; the width of the handles
measure between 1.8 and 2.3 cm. According to
its dimensions, the Veliki Bukovec sickle is mo-
re similar to the later examples. The weight da-
tum is only known for the sickle from Bingula-
Divos hoard - 219 g;° it is more than twice hea-
vier than sickle from Veliki Bukovec (97 g).

The sickle from the Mdrok'® (fig. 1: 7) ho-
ard also have this same type of handle and back
ribs, a low split central rib and a casting hole
on the outgrowth; however, the handle base is
concave. The sickles from the Uioara de Sus'!
(fig. 1: 8) and DraBburg'? (fig. 1: 9) hoards
have handle bases that are straight. The casting
point of the DraBburg sickle is on its back.
These hoards are all contemporary with each
other, dated to the Kurd horizon or the Suseni
level or Ha Al. These sickles, with the excep-
tion of the example from the Uioara de Sus
hoard, are also larger than the sickles from the
later hoards - their heights measure between
more than 11.4 and 13 cm, and the handle wid-
ths measure between 2.7 and 2.8 cm. The wei-
ght data are not known.

On the basis of above-said I suggest a da-
ting of the sickle from Veliki Bukovec to the
late bronze age Hajdiboszormény horizon (=
Miljana horizon).

DISTRIBUTION

The distribution map (fig. 2) incorporates
all sickles distributed practically throughout
the entire Pannonian basin. The concentration
of later hoards in the central Tisa region (N&-
dudvar-Halomzug, Polgér-Folyas-Szilmeg, Ti-
szakarad II), with smaller sickles having trian-
gulary cut out bases, is also significant and in-
dicates the origin of the sickle from Veliki
Bukovec.
