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Modern Approaches to Teaching
the Coming Generations

The International Scientific Conference EDUvision 2012 Modern Approaches to
Teaching the Coming Generations took place on December 6-7 2012 at the Technology
Park in Ljubljana (Slovenia). The conference focused on recent challenges and
approaches to teaching, assessment and grading.

Presentations addressed the following - motivation for learning, encouraging
creativity and personal growth and implementation of knowledge in everyday
situations. The topics included new technologies in education, the relationship
between sustainable development and the human society as a whole.

The message sent to the Conference participants was Let Us Become the Change We
Want to See in the World.

Numerous lecturers and presenters from Slovenia, Croatia, Serbia and Bosnia and
Herzegovina participated in the Conference. Their work was presented in English,
Slovene and Croatian.

Colleagues from the Faculty of Teacher Education, University of Zagreb Marija Jurci¢
Dev¢i¢, Ivan Mrkonji¢ and Velimir Topolovec (Rijeka) participated in the plenary part
of the Conference with the lecture Cognitive, Metacognitive and Motivational Aspects
of Problem Solving. Miroslav Huzjak held the lecture entitled Intersubject Correlation
of Art and Music Education.

The International Conference was organized in five sections: Communication and
Personality Development, Knowledge Assessment and Evaluation, Modern Approaches
and Challenges, Teaching on the Environment and Sustainable Development,
Education Adaptations to New Technologies.

Within the section Knowledge Assessment and Evaluation, Martina Kollar Billege
(Faculty of Teacher Education, University of Zagreb) participated with the presentation
Marks Based on the Amount and Type of Obtained Educational Achievements in the Area
of Language for the Subject Croatian Language in the 4th Grade of Primary School in the
Republic of Croatia. The research results indicate an inconsistency of participants’
opinions regarding the number of educational outcomes necessary to be acquired
for marks 2 and 5. The marks which teachers give to their students are based on a
subjective assessment of each assessor. Such a situation does not enable a comparison
between marks at any level (classroom, school, state). The presentation indicates that
further research which should be directed at defining learning outcomes (cognitive
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area of knowledge and understanding and affective area of attitudes and psychomotor
area of skills) and defining common criteria which enable a comparison of marks.

In a special section of the Conference, secondary school students and grammar
school students presented their research problems.

The Conference brought together numerous researchers and practitioners from
various areas of science and art. Such a gathering enabled a dialogue between scientists,
researchers and practitioners at all levels of the educational system. The participants’
work is published in the Conference proceedings entitled Contemporary Approaches
to Teaching New Generations (Slo. Sodobni pristopi poucevanja novih generacij) (Ed.

Medunarodna znanstvena konferencija EDUvision 2012 Suvremeni pristupi
poucavanju budulih generacija odrzana je 6.1 7. prosinca 2012. godine u Tehnoloskom
parku u Ljubljani (Slovenija). Raspravljalo se o najnovijim izazovima i pristupima
poucavanju te nac¢inima provjeravanja i ocjenjivanja znanja.

Teme su
obuhvatile nove tehnologije u obrazovanju, vezu odrZivog razvoja i ljudskog drustva
u cjelini.

Poruka upucena sudionicima konferencije glasi Postanimo promjena koju Zelimo
vidjeti u svijetu.

U radu Konferencije sudjelovali su brojni predavadi i izlagadi iz Slovenije, Hrvatske,
Srbije i Bosne i Hercegovine. Radovi su predstavljeni na engleskom, slovenskom i
hrvatskom jeziku.

S Utiteljskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu u radu Konferencije sudjelovali su u
plenarnom dijelu Marija Jurci¢ Dev¢i¢, Ivan Mrkonji¢ i Velimir Topolovec (Rijeka)
s predavanjem Kognitivni, metakognitivni i motivacijski aspekti rjeSavanja problema
te Miroslav Huzjak s predavanjem Medupredmetno povezivanje likovnog i glazbenog
odgoja.

Medunarodni znanstveni skup bio je podijeljen na pet tematskih cjelina:
Komunikacija i razvoj osobnosti, Vrjednovanje znanja, Moderni pristupi i izazovi,
Poucavanje za okolis i odrzivi razvoj te Prilagodba u¢enja novim tehnologijama.

U sekciji Vrjednovanje znanja sudjelovala je Martina Kolar Billege (U¢iteljski
fakultet Sveucilista u Zagrebu) s izlaganjem Ocjena temeljena na broju i vrsti dosegnutih
obrazovnih postignuca u podrucju jezika u nastavnom predmetu Hrvatski jezik u 4.
razredu osnovne Skole u Republici Hrvatskoj. Prikazani rezultati istrazivanja pokazali
su neuskladenost ispitanika u misljenju o tome koliko je obrazovnih postignuéa
potrebno dosedi za ocjene 2 (dovoljan) i 5 (izvrstan). Ocjena koju ucitelji dodjeljuju
ucenicima temelji se na subjektivnoj procjeni svakog ocjenjivaca. Takva situacija ne
omogucuje usporedivost ocjena ni na kojoj razini (razrednoj, $kolskoj, drzavnoj).
Izlaganje upucuje na daljnja istraZivanja koja treba usmjeriti na odredivanje ishoda
ucenja (kognitivno podruéje znanja i razumijevanja, afektivno podruéje stavova i
psihomotoricko podruéje vjestina) te odredivanje zajednickih kriterija koji omoguéuju
usporedivost ocjena.
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U posebnoj su sekciji ucenici srednjih $kola i gimnazija predstavili svoje istrazivacke
zadatke.

Konferencija je okupila brojne znanstvenike, ali i prakticare iz razli¢itih podrucja
znanosti i umjetnosti. Takav je susret omogucio uspostavljanje dijaloga izmedu
znanstvenika, istrazivaca i prakti¢ara na svim razinama obrazovnoga sustava. Radovi
predavaca i izlagaca objavljeni su u Zborniku radova Sodobni pristopi poucevanja novih
generacij (ur.

Phonological Awareness of First Grade Pupils as a Precondition for Initial Reading and
Writing in the Croatian Language is the topic which Ante BeZen, Vesna Budinski and
Martina Kolar Billege presented at the 11" International research Conference on
Croatian Studies which took place October 12-13,2012 in Pecs (Hungary).

The event took place in the building of the Regional Centre of the Hungarian
Academy of Science. The following were conference organizers: The Croatian
Scientific Institute in Hungary, Department of Croatian Studies of the Faculty of
Humanities University of Pecs, The Slavistic Committee of the Regional Centre of the
Hungarian Academy of Science and the Croatian Theatre in Pecs.

The Conference was opened by the following plenaries: Milan Cerneli¢ (Zagreb)
Folklorisation of Identities: Restored Customs of the Bunjevci Croats — Calls to the Queens
in Hungary and Goran Rem (Osijek) Boro Pavlovi¢ - The Panonian in World Literature
Following the 90th Anniversary of Birth and 10th Anniversary of Death. As part of the
opening ceremony, Vinko Bresi¢ and Ernest Bari¢ presented the Conference proceedings
of the 10th international Croatian studies Scientific Conference (Pecs, 2012) and the book
by Tomislav Zigmanov Challenges - Collections, Commensurability and Interpretations
(Pecs, 2012).

Ante BeZen, Vesna Budinski and Martina Kolar Billege (Zagreb) talked about the
topic Phonological Awareness of First Grade Pupils as a Precondition for Initial Reading
and Writing in the Croatian Language. They pointed out that the development of a
child’s language begins with nonverbal communication, the acquisition of speech in
a communicative environment, and at the same time acquiring the meaning of words
and grammatical structure of the mother tongue. In that way, using language, the child
acquires an identity and culture of the nation he/she belongs to. The research that the
authors conducted refers primarily to the testing of the level of phonological awareness
(sound reception) of pupils at the beginning of the first grade of primary school. The
results showed that by attaining the conditions for learning initial reading and writing,
i.e. sound letter transfer can serve as a presentation of initial state of the pupils for
monitoring progress in knowledge and skills during the first grade of primary school.

Fonoloska svjesnost ucenika prvoga razreda kao preduvijet za poletno Citanje i pisanje
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na hrvatskome jeziku. Istaknuli su da razvoj dje¢jega jezika pocinje neverbalnom
komunikacijom, usvajanjem govora u komunikacijskoj okolini, a istodobno se ovladava
znacenjem rije¢i materinskoga jezika i gramatickom strukturom. Na taj nacin, pomocu
jezika, dijete usvaja identitet i kulturu naroda kojem pripada. Istrazivanje koje su
autori proveli odnosi se na provjeru razine fonoloske svjesnosti (glasovne osjetljivosti)
ucenika na pocetku prvoga razreda osnovne $kole. Rezultati su pokazali ostvarenost
preduvjeta za ucenja pocetnog Citanja i pisanja, tj. prijenosa govorenoga u pisani jezik
i mogu posluziti kao prikaz inicijalnog stanja ucenika za pracenje napredovanja u
znanju i vje$tinama tijekom prvoga razreda osnovne $kole.

Medunarodni kroatisticki znanstveni skup odrzava se svake druge godine i okuplja
imanentne stru¢njake iz podruéja kroatistike. Teme koje su zastupljene pridonose
izgradnji identiteta hrvatskoga jezika. Valja naglasiti da na Filozofskom fakultetu
Sveudilista u Pe¢uhu postoji Odsjek za kroatistiku pa se identiteta Hrvata u Madarskoj
izgraduje i u obrazovnom sustavu.
