19"-century, and two 20"-century issues from Austria,
the United Kingdom, and Kingdom of Yugoslavia, re-
spectively) were recovered.

The Greek coins belong to the period between the
4™ and the 1* centuries BC. Four silver coins come
from Magna Graecia: the earliest of them is an issue
of Velia datable between 400-350 BC and two or pos-
sibly three coins are Tarantine issues datable from
the 4™ to the 3™ centuries BC. Three bronze coins
originate from Sicilian mints: one is from Alaesa, and
can be dated to the mid-4 ™ century BC, another is a
Mamertine issue of Messana, datable after 288 BC,
and the third one is an issue of Hieron II of Syracuse
(274 — 216 BC). The Vlaska njiva excavations also
yielded three coins of Issa (datable from the end of the
4" to the 3™ century BC). Some Illyrian coins were
unearthed as well: three Illyrian bronze coins belong
to King Ballaios, and can be dated to the end of the
3" century BC,* and a silver coin from an unidentified

Popis grckog novcea s Vlaske njive, nadopuna je
popisa do sada poznatih nalaza grckoga novca na Visu,
objavljenog prije 12 godina u radu “Monetary circu-
lation on the Island of Vis (Issa), c¢. 350 B.C. — A.D.
6007 U tom je radu obradena viska zbirka Zanella,
sada u Arheoloskome muzeju u Splitu, privatna zbir-
ka Pave Tipic¢a iz Visa te novac s istrazivanja isejskih
terma 1985. godine, takoder u zbirci Arheoloskoga
muzeja u Splitu, uz prije objavljeni novac s nekropole
Martvilo, kao i ostalog do tada poznatog novca na-
denog u Visu.

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mint in southern Illyria may be datable to the late 3™
century BC.* Two coins come from Ionia, a region of
Asia Minor very far from the island of Vis; they con-
sist of an issue of Miletus, datable between 300-250
BC, and an issue of Chios, datable between 190-84
BC. Two Greek coins could not be identified because
of their poor state of preservation.

The group of Greek coins from this site is an addi-
tion to the list of those found at Issa, which was pub-
lished in the 2002 essay “Monetary Circulation on the
Island of Vis (Issa), ¢. 350 B.C.—A.D. 600°.The data
published previously — based upon an analysis of the
coin in the Zanella and Tipi¢ collections from Vis, and
the coin finds from the Martvilo necropolis excava-
tions and from the Issa - Thermae 1985 excavations
— dealt with the circulation at Issa from the Greek
to the Early Medieval period. They show that Issa’s
numismatic record already included coins of Alaesa,
Syracuse, Ballaios. An issue of Alaesa, datable to 241
BC, is in the Zanella collection.® A Syracusan bronze
“hippocamp” of Dionysius I (405-367 BC) was found
near Grave 12 in the Martvilo necropolis,’” and another
five of them are also in the Zanella collection.?

Finds of Isseaen bronzes have long been recorded
from Vis. On the other hand, only three coins of Issa
have been found at Vlaska njiva: one of the female
head/star series, datable to the end of the 4™ century
BC (or, in P. Visona’s view, between 320-300 BC),’
and two bronzes of the series with head of Athena/
deer, datable possibly between 240-230/220 BC.!° On
one of the latter, which is overstruck upon an issue of
Metapontum, traces of the ear of corn undertype are

Nalazi Balejeva novca, kako smo
prije rekli, ve¢ su evidentirani na Visu."* Nacin izrade
Balejeva portreta i Artemide na svim viskim primjer-
cima u osnovnim crtama pokazuju jednake osobine
i vierojatno su iskovani u istoj kovnici.'* Cini se da
bi svi trebali imati u legendi i titulu kralja, premda je
ona Citljiva samo na primjerku s Vlaske njive (kat. br.

visible (cat. no. 9)."! The Zanella and Tipi¢ collections
contain numerous Issaean coins.'” The Zanella col-
lection also includes six Ballaios coins, and another
bronze of Ballaios is in the Tipi¢ collection.'® All the
Ballaios coins from Issa show very similar details in
the cutting of the dies. The effigies of Ballaios and Ar-
temis may not have been made by the same engraver,
but they surely come from the same mint.'* A legend

Finds of coins of Alaesa, Syracuse, Issa and Bal-
laios, are confirmed from the area of Dalmatia, along
the coast and the islands, as well as from the Italian
side of Adriatic, as was said earlier. A coin of Alaesa,
dated c¢. 340 BC, from the Machiedo collection from
Hvar is in the collection of Split’s Archaeological Mu-
seum.' Tt is worthy of note that a coin of Alaesa, dated
to 241 BC, was also found at Ancona, on the opposite
shore of the Adriatic.'® Recently, while studying the
coin finds from Palagruza, data of the findspots of the
coins of Syracuse in the Adriatic have been assembled.
Syracusan coins come from the islands of Palagruza,
Hvar, Vis, Brac, possibly Vir, and from Rovinj and
Mazin. On the Italian side of Adriatic, findspots in-
clude Lecce, Barletta, Chieti, Ripatransone, Urbisa-
glia, Pesaro, Urbino and Ancona.!’

The coins of Issa circulated from the 4™ to possibly
the 2™ century BC on the island of Vis. Although they
were not used for transactions overseas,'® their wide
circulation can be traced on the islands of Palagruza,
Hvar, Bra¢ and Pag', as well as on the mainland
at Split-Solin,®® Resnik,?! Cape Plo¢a,? Plavno,
Podgrade near Benkovac, and Nin.? The evidence of
finds of Issaean coins at Starigrad-Paklenica shows
that they traveled to the Liburnian area.?* All the find-
spots of Issaean coins along the coast of Dalmatia are
indicative of the route followed by Issaean products

Novosti s Vlaske njive su podaci o nalazima novca
Tarenta 1 Velije, emisije Mamertinaca u Meseni, sre-
brni novac neodredene juznoilirske kovnice, te novac
Mileta i Hija, jer do sada nisu poznati u Isi. Eviden-
tirani su medutim njihovi nalazi na Sirem dalmatin-
skom podrucju, otocima i obali, kao i na talijanskoj
strani Jadrana. NajbliZi nalaz novca Tarenta viskome
nalazu evidentiran je na Hvaru.?” Osim novca, nesum-
njivu komunikaciju Ise i Tarenta potvrduje i keramika
tarentske produkcije nadena u Visu, koja se cuva u
Arheoloskome muzeju u Splitu.?® Novac Velije je za
sada jedini nalaz novca ovoga grada na Visu.” Na-
deni su, ipak, novci drugih gradova pokrajine Luka-
nije, Herakleje i neizravno Metaponta, buduci da je
isejski novac u odredenom razdoblju prekivao novac
Metaponta, o ¢emu je prije bilo rije¢i.** Novac emisije
Mamertinaca u Meseni s Vlaske njive, predstavljao
bi drugi primjerak tog novca nadenog na istocnoja-
dranskoj obali.

and other Greek goods into northern Illyrian and Li-
burnian territory.?

In contrast, the coins of Ballaios are frequently
found on both sides of the Adriatic. This attests to the
importance of this king, whose identity and historical
role are still elusive.?

Finds of coins of Velia, Taras, the Mamertines,
southern Illyria, Miletus and Chios have not previ-
ously been recorded at Issa. They corroborate the
evidence of similar finds at other sites in Dalmatia,
as well as on the Italian shore of the Adriatic. In
particular, Tarentine coins had already been found at
Hvar.”’ Aside from the numismatic evidence, Issa’s
connection with Taras is attested by finds of pottery
of Tarentine production at Vis.?® The discovery of a
coin of Velia coin at Vlaska njiva is hitherto unprec-
edented.”” However, coins of other cities of Luca-
nia (such as Heraclea and Metapontum) have been
found in Dalmatia, and Metapontine bronze coins
were systematically overstruck by Issa in the late 3™
century BC.*® Moreover, a Mamertine bronze coin,
known to have been found at Hvar, is in the Zagreb

In contrast, finds
of the small silver coin of an unidentified south Illyr-
ian mint are not known to north of the Bay of Boka
Kotorska. actually the provenience of these issues re-
mains very uncertain. Thus far, Risan has frequently
been mentioned as their findspot.*? A hoard from Risan
held in Belgrade’s Narodni muzej (National Museum)
contains issues of this unidentified south Illyrian mint
associated with coins of Ballaios, autonomous coins
of Rhizon, Dyrrhachion, and Petelia.*® There is a note
by P. Visona that a similar drachm was acquired for the
Archaeological museum in Pula in 1889.3* A review
of the coin collection in the Split Museum, which is in
progress, brought to light six examples of silver coins
attributed to this unidentified south Illyrian mint from
the collection of Dr. Karl Stockert, five of the Mace-
donian shield/star series and one of bull’s head /star
series. Although their findspots are unknown, they
must have been located along the East coast of the
Adriatic.® The discovery of this type of coin at Issa
can be linked to earlier finds of coins of Scodra, Bal-
laios, Dyrrhachion, and Apollonia.*® On the whole,
they testify to the intensive relations between Issa and
southern Illyria in the 2" century BC.*’

A bronze coin of Chios was found in trench S 8/7.
The closest finds of these coins come from the island

of Hvar.® Traces of contacts between Chios and the
Adriatic can be recognized in a sherd from a red fig-
ured kylix bearing a graffito of a seaman from Chios,
which was found on Palagruza.*

As for the coin of Miletus, the only correspon-
dence to the Issaean find is a silver coin of Miletus

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a tri su bronéana. Cetiri su lodeg stanja sa¢uvanosti pa
se ne mogu precizno odrediti.

Usporedujuéi republikanski novac s Vlaske njive
s onim iz zbirke Zanella i s novcem nadenim na ne-
kropoli Mrtvilo, mozemo uociti da su na Vlaskoj njivi
kao i na Mrtvilu u grobovima nadeni sesterciji emiti-
rani nakon 211. pr.

Najveci broj primjeraka novca s Vlaske njive pri-
pada razdoblju Rimskog Carstva. Osim dva denara
cara Trajana, svi ostali primjerci su broncani. Medu
njima prevladavaju asevi. Nadena su tri asa cara Au-
gusta, po jedan as Tiberija, Vespazijana i Tita, pet ase-
va Domicijana, jedan as Nerve, tri asa i dva denara
Trajana, po 11 aseva za Hadrijana i za Antonina Pija,
pet aseva Marka Aurelija medu kojima su i dva za Fa-
ustinu, te jedan za Komoda; jedan je Marka Aurelija i
Lucija Vera, tri su loSe sacuvani i ne moZze se odrediti
pripadaju li Antoninu Piju ili Marku Aureliju; jedan je
dupondij Lucija Vera za Lucilu, dva su asa Komoda.
Naden je primjerak rudnickog novca koji bi se mozda

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from Salona.*” A bronze coin of Miletus was also
found at Ancona.*!

Seventeen Roman Republican coins found at
Vlaska njiva belong to the period between 211-38
BC. Fourteen of them are of silver, or are silver-plat-
ed, and three of them are of bronze. Four of them are
badly preserved and cannot be identified. The silver
coins consist of nine denarii, two sestertii and three
quinarii. Two denarii are halved.”* Two of the bronze
coins are halved asses; the third one is an issue of Oc-
tavian minted c. 38 BC. Two sestertii and a quinarius
are anonimous issues struck after 211 BC. The earliest
denarius that could be narrowly dated is a halved coin;
it was minted between 194-190 BC. Five denarii are
datable to the second half of the 2™ century BC: they
represent issues of C. Aburius, Cn. Papirius Carbo, M.
Sergius Silo, Cn. Cornelius Blasio and Mn. Fonteius.
Two quinarii are issues of the early 1 century BC
minted by C. Egnatuleius and Q. Titius.

A comparison between the Republican coins from
Vlaska njiva and the finds from the Martvilo necropo-
lis shows that sestertii issued after 211 BC have been
found in the graves of both cemeteries. The Zanella
collection also contains a denarius of Cn. Blasius and
a bronze issued by Octavian c. 38 BC, similar to that
found at Vlaska njiva.

It has been already pointed out that the finds of Re-
publican coins at Issa illustrate the continuity of trade
relations between Issa and Italy and may attest to mi-
grations of people from Italy after the 2" Punic War,
and the foundation of Aquileia.* It is noteworthy that
the finds of Republican currency are more frequent
the closer one gets to the mainland, e.g. at Salona.*
This suggests that contacts with the Romans and the
process of Romanization (including clashes and com-
bats) in the 2™ and 1* centuries BC were focused on
the mainland, whereas the islands were involved in
these events to a lesser extent.

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mogao pripisati Hadrijanovu vremenu.* Najkasniji
rimski novac je onaj Konstancija II. iz kovnice Tesa-
lonike. Jedan rimski novac zbog loSe sacuvanosti nije
bilo moguce identificirati.

Novac rimskih careva s Vlaske njive ve¢ je evi-
dentiran medu nalazima rimskog novca u Isi u zbir-
ci Zanella, na istrazivanjima Termi 1985. i u zbirci
Tipi¢. Tako u zbirci Zanella ima 14 aseva Augusta,
jedan njegov kvadrans i jedan denar.*® U toj zbirci je
i osam aseva Tiberija, tri asa i jedan dupondij Domi-
cijana, dva asa Nerve, dva asa, dupondij i semis Tra-
jana, pet aseva, dva dupondija i sestercij Hadrijana,
dva asa i dva sestercija Antonina Pija, nadalje dva asa
Antonina Pija za Faustinu 1. i jedan za Diva Fausti-
na, dva dupondija Marka Aurelija i Lucija Vera, jedan
dupondij Lucile, as, dupondij i sestercij Komoda i pet
primjeraka bron¢anog novca Konstancija II.

Na Termama je naden as Augusta, dupondij Ner-
ve, sestercij i dupondij Trajana, as Hadrijana, dva asa,
dupondij i sestercij Antonina Pija, dva asa i dupondij
Marka Aurelija, dva asa Antonina Pija za Divu Fau-
stinu, as Komoda. U privatnoj zbirci Tipi¢ nalazimo
dupondij Trajana, as i dupondij Hadrijana, dupondij
Antonina Pija za Diva Faustina, dva bron¢ana novca
Konstancija II.

Ovdje smo opSirno nabrojili nominale carskog
novca nadenog u Isi, kako bismo istaknuli veliku ko-
li¢éinu malih nominala novca — aseva, uz poneki du-
pondij i sestercij. Dakle, asevi ¢ine glavninu carskog
novca u Isi. Zajednicka osobina tog novca je da je vrlo
istrosen, §to znaci da je vrlo dugo bio upotrebljavan.
Sada valja spomenuti i dvije ostave iz Visa, da vidimo
kako se vrjedniji novac posebno spremao. Jedna je
ostava vjerojatno tek manjim dijelom sacuvana, a sa-
stoji se od Sest sestercija, dva asa i jednog dupondija,
iz vremena od Trajana do Marka Aurelija.*’” Druga je
vrlo bogata ostava srebrnog novca, 75 denara i 3 an-
toninijana careva od Antonina Pija do Gordijana II1.#3
Novac iz te ostave dobro je saCuvan, §to znaci da je
bio kra¢e u upotrebi. Cini mi se da ju je sakrio netko
tko je na Vis pobjegao s kopna u strahu od rata ili
neke druge opasnosti i u udaljenoj Isi sigurno sakrio
svoj imetak. Manje mi je vjerojatna moguénost da je
taj novac sakrio stalni stanovnik Ise, jer bi se u tom
slu¢aju naslo jo§ primjeraka ovih nominala srebrnog
novca kao pojedinacnih nalaza na istrazivanjima ili
slucajno.

Od rimskog provincijalnog novca naden je bron-
cani novac Amfipolisa u Makedoniji, emisija Marka

The largest group of coins from Vlaska njiva con-
sists of Roman Imperial issues. Except for two den-
arii of Trajan, most of them are bronze. Asses are the
predominant denomination. The finds comprise three
asses of Augustus, one of Tiberius, Vespasian, and Ti-
tus respectively, five of Domitian, one of Nerva, three
of Trajan, eleven of Hadrian and as many of Antoni-
nus Pius, five of Marcus Aurelius, (two of them for
Faustina and one for Commodus; one as is an issue of
Marcus Aurelius and Lucius Verus). Three coins are
badly preserved and it is uncertain whether they can
be assigned to Antoninus Pius or Marcus Aurelius. In
addition, there is a dupondius of Lucius Verus for Lu-
cilla. Two asses are issues of Commodus. An example
of a “coin of the mines”, datable possibly to Hadrian's
reign, has also been found.*” The most recent Roman
coin on Vlaska njiva is an AE 3 of Constantius II from
the mint of Thessalonica. A Roman coin in very poor
condition could not be identified.

In general, the types of Roman imperial coins
found at Vlaska njiva are already known from other
finds at Issa, from the specimens in the Zanella and
Tipi¢ collections, and from those found in the excava-
tions of Issa’s Thermae in 1985. The Zanella collec-
tion contains fourteen asses, a denarius, and a quad-
rans of Augustus.*® In the same collection there are
eight asses of Tiberius, three asses and a dupondius of
Domitianus, two asses of Nerva, two asses, a dupon-
dius and a semis of Traian, five asses, two dupondii
and a sestertius of Hadrian, two sestertii and two ass-
es of Antoninus Pius, two asses of Antoninus Pius for
Faustina I, and one for Diva Faustina, two dupondii
of Marcus Aurelius and Lucius Verus, a dupondius of
Lucilla, an as, a dupondius and a sestertius of Com-
modus and 5 AE of Constantius II.

The excavations of Issa’s Thermae have yielded
an as of Augustus, a dupondius of Nerva, a sester-
tius and a dupondius of Trajan, an as of Hadrian, two
asses, a dupondius and a sestertius of Antoninus Pius,
two asses and a dupondius of Marcus Aurelius, two
asses of Antoninus Pius for Diva Faustina, and an as
of Commodus. A dupondius of Trajan, an as and a du-
pondius of Hadrian, a dupondius of Antoninus Pius
for Diva Faustina and two AE of Constantius II are in
the Tipi¢ collection.

Earlier in this report the denominations of the Ro-
man Imperial coins have been listed in detail, in order
to underscore the fact that a large quantity of small
denominations has been found at Issa, namely asses,
whereas dupondii and sestertii are less frequently

Aurelija za Faustinu II., kao i bron€ani novac grada
Bostre u Arabiji, emisija Severa Aleksandra za Juliju
Mameju. Do sada je poznato pet primjeraka rimskoga
provincijalnog novca iz Ise. U zbirci Zanella nalazi-
mo novac gr¢kih gradova Korinta i Egija iz vremena
samog kraja Republike, i broncani obol Aleksandri-
je za cara Tiberija.* Za istrazivanja Terma godine
1985. naden je novac Elagabala, emisija Nikopolisa,
grada u Epiru.*® Iz zbirke Tipi¢ makedonski je novac
iz vremena Gordijana II1.°' Medu ovdje spomenutim
kovnicama uocavamo da ih je vise s podrucja Greke i
Makedonije, gradova koji su blize Isi, a samo dva su
iz udaljenih kovnica, Bostre i Aleksandrije.

Novovjeki novac naden je u sondama. Radi se o
novcu koji je tokom vremena bio u upotrebi u Visu
ili su ga koristili posjetitelji Visa, te je slucajno dos-
pio do Vlaske njive. Dva su iz vremena Venecije, a s
po jednim primjerkom novca zastupljeni su europski
vladari druge polovice 19. st. i pocetka 20. st., Franjo
Josip, George V. i Petar II. Karadordevic.”

A hoard
which was partially preserved contained 6 sestertii, 2
asses, and a dupondius ranging in date from the reign
of Trajan to that of M. Aurelius.*” Another hoard con-
sisting of silver coins - 75 denarii and 3 antoniniani
from the time of Antoninus Pius to that of Gordian
IIT was found complete.”® The coins from this hoard
are very well preserved, suggesting that they had been
in circulation for a short period of time. Apparently,
they were hidden by someone who fled the mainland
fearing war or some other peril and chose a relative-
ly distant island to conceal his money. It seems less
probable to me that this hoard was hidden by a local
resident: if so, more of these denominations in silver
would have been found at Issa, either in controlled
excavations or in stray finds.

Two Roman Provincial coins have also been un-
earthed at VlaSka njiva: a bronze of Amphipolis in
Macedonia, an issue of Marcus Aurelius for Faustina
II with a countermark on the obverse, and issue of
Severus Alexander for Iulia Mamaea, from the mint
of Bostra, in Arabia. There is the evidence for earlier
finds of Roman Provincial coins at Vis. The Zanella
collection includes bronze issues of Corinth and Ae-
gium datable to the late 1% century BC, and a bronze
obol of Alexandria minted under Tiberius.* An issue
of Nikopolis for Elagabal was found in Issa’s Ther-
mae.”® In addition, the Tipi¢ collection contains a
Macedonian bronze from the reign of Gordian III.%!
It seems relevant that most of the provincial coins
from Issa come from cities relatively close to Vis,
from Macedonia, and from Greece, whereas only two
specimens come from the faraway mints of Bostra
and Alexandria.

All the 17" century Venetian gazettes, and the coins
of European states datable from the 2" half of 19" to
the beginning of the 20™ century, such as the Austrian
5/10 Kreuzer of the Emperor Franz Joseph, a British
penny of King George V, and the coin of the King-
dom of Yugoslavia, King Petar II Karadordevi¢, have
been found in the trenches. These coins were used in

The coins described in this essay are only a frac-
tion of the circulating medium at Vlaska njiva, and at
ancient Issa. An analysis of the grave goods found at
Vlaska njiva will reconstruct the evolution of the ne-
cropolis through time. Burying the dead is an aspect
of a way of living and a reflection of everyday life.
Thus, a complete study of the necropolis will broaden
our knowledge of Issa’s history and culture.

This is the reason why they use things for a long time,
and why they keep them for so long: to have them at
hand in case of a shortage.
