DALIBOR BROZOVIC, akademik
prof. dr. Cvito Fiskovi¢, prof. pok. Hrvoje Morovi¢ i sveu¢. prof.

Imenom »Cakavske rici« nije se Zeljelo prejudicirati kakvo ogra-
nicenje u pogledu tema ili suradnistva na samo Cakavsko-ikavsko
podrucje, ono je prvenstveno napominjalo knjiZevnojezi¢nu bastinu
kojoj HRVATSKI CAKAVAC ikavac Splicanin Marko Marulié stoji
na pocetku, te vjekovni kontinuitet hrvatskoga cakavskog izraza u
kraju u kojemu je ova inicijativa niknula. »Cakavska ri¢« je objavlji-
vala studije, rasprave, strucne prikaze i ocjene o problematici svih
cakavskih govora i Cakavske knjizevnosti, od pocetka do danas,
gradu te knjiZevne tekstove — stare i nove. »Cakavska ri¢« je objav-
ljivala i radove iz drugih znanstvenih disciplina (npr. etnologije,
muzikologije, antropogeografije), ako je karakter priloga bio rele-
vantan za jezi¢nu ili knjizevnopovijesnu problematiku.
