Alemka Markoti} i suradnice dale su kratki prikaz imunoreakcija na uropatogenu bakteriju
Escherichia coli, vezanih za receptore sli~ne Tollu, pentraksin 3 i prirodno ubila~ke stanice, za koje su se u
zadnjih nekoliko godina u literaturi pojavili zna~ajni znanstveni iskoraci, a koji bi u relativno skoroj
budu}nosti mogli imati i zna~ajnu prakti~nu vrijednost.

Posljednji rad ovog tematskog ~asopisa prikaz je bolesnice s pijelonefritisom i hemoragijskom vru-
}icom, a napisala ga je dr. sc. Tomislava Skuhala sa suradnicama.

This issue of Infektolo{ki glasnik brings current, interesting and selected papers dealing with urogenital
infections. It is no coincidence that the issue is published just in time for the 7th Congress on Urogenital and
Sexually Transmitted Infections with international participation, which is traditionally every year held in
Opatija, organized by ten professional societies of the Croatian Medical Association, seven reference cen-
ters of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Croatia, the University Hospital for Infectious Diseases "Dr.
Fran Mihaljevic ", Dr. Andrija [tampar Teaching Institute for Public Health and the School of Dental
Medicine of the University of Zagreb.

The aim of this issue is to provide an overview of interesting and useful topics for everyday clinical prac-
tice through five selected papers, written by eminent experts in their particular fields.

Prof Vi{nja [kerk and coauthors present latest amendments and updates to the ISKRA Croatian national
guidelines for the treatment and prophylaxis of urinary tract infections in adults.

The paper written by Assist Prof Sun~anica Ljubin Sternak and associates, underlines the importance of
M. genitalium as an under-recognized and under-diagnosed causative pathogen of sexually transmitted and
urinary tract infections.

Prof Arjana Tambi} Andra{evi} and collaborators write about antibiotic resistance, which is particularly
worrying when developed in E. coli, which is on one hand a ubiquitous bacterium but also able to cause fre-
quent, sometimes clinically very severe infections.

Prof Alemka Markoti} and colleagues gave a brief overview of immune reactions to uropathogenic
Escherichia coli, related to the Toll like receptors, pentraxin 3 and natural killer cells, for which, in recent
years, significant scientific breakthroughs have been described in the literature, that in the relatively near fu-
ture could have a significant practical value.

Dr Tomislava Skuhala and collaborators present a case of a dual infection with pyelonephritis and haem-
orrhagic fever. 

And finally, dear readers and collegues, we hope you will find this special issue of Infektolo{ki glasnik

with selected topics on urogenital infections, interesting, up to date and useful.
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
