In 1950, on the then unexcavated tumulus of Gamulica
near Martijanec, a transmission line pole was set up. On
that occasion Martin Stanglin, a resident of Matrijanec,
SJound a pit in the tumulus which contained traces of a
tomb with grave goods. The site was then visited by profes-
sor Stjepan Vukovic who worked as a curator at the De-
partment of Archaeology of the Varazdin City Museum
and who collected movable finds and protected the tomb.
Research led by Zdenko Vinski, PhD, as well as a detailed
analysis of the finds, confirmed the exceptional status of
the Martijanec-Gamulica site. However, the study did
not include finds collected in 1950 by S. Vukovic. Twenty
seven ceramic and one bronze find make up a small but
valuable group of finds the analysis of which will unite our
knowledge of the tomb inside the Gamulica tumulus and
contribute to our understanding of the Iron Age Martija-
nec-Kaptol group.

Sredinom VIIL st. pr. Kr. na prostoru mlade KPZ
dogadaju se promjene koje posljedi¢no dovode do
novih oblika funkcioniranja ondasnjih ljudskih za-
jednica. Na Sirem prostoru od danasnje Slovenske
i Austrijske Stajerske na zapadu pa do Pozeske ko-
tline na istoku, ovaj se razvoj ocituje u formiranju
grupe Martijanec-Kaptol (Vinski-Gasparini 1987:
182; Simek 2004: 84). Grupu je pod nazivom Mar-
tijanec-Kleinklein (Wies-Martijanec) prvi opisao S.
Gabrovec prvenstveno povezujuéi odlike materijal-
ne kulture istrazenog tumula u Martijancu s onima
u austrijskoj Stajerskoj. Posebno se orijentirao na
veze s nekropolom knezevskih tumula kod Klein-
kleina i drugih u dolini rijeke Sulm (Dobiat 1980:
16-18; Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 182; Terzan 1990:
121-122). Osim te ¢vrste veze s jednim od najzna-
¢ajnijih europskih sredista starijeg Zeljeznog doba,
grupa se moze povezati i s podru¢jem Donje Au-
strije, Gradisca, zapadne Madarske te jugoistocne
Slovacke gdje se rasprostire vrlo sli¢na grupa Ka-
lendenberg (Eibner-Persy 1980: 87-90; Nebelsick
1997: 20-29; Simek 2004: 82). Preimenovanjem
grupe u Martijanec-Kaptol snaznije se naglasila
veza izmedu lokaliteta smjestenih na prostoru sje-
verne Hrvatske, prvenstveno ukopa u Gamulici, te
na polozaju Kaptol-Cemernica, a zatim i nekropole
tumula u isto¢nom Medimurju. Pocetna znanstve-
na orijentacija ubrzo je s atraktivnih tumula pre-
bacena na utvrdivanje mjesta i nacina Zivota sta-
novni$tva koje je svoje “knezeve” ukapalo na tako
monumentalan nacin. Istrazeni su ili se jos istrazuju
vazni naseobinski lokaliteti kao $to su Sveti Petar
Ludbreski, Sigetec Ludbreski i Gradci kod Kaptola
te manja naselja i Zivotni prostori (Potrebica 2003:
218; Simek 2004: 96-98). Izvan danasnje Hrvatske
potrebno je spomenuti utvrdeno naselje Postela s
dvije nekropole ukopa pod tumulima u neposred-
noj blizini Maribora u Sloveniji (Vinski-Gasparini
1987: 184, 186; Terzan 1990: 59). Cilj ovog rada je
upoznati znanstvenu javnost s do sada nepoznatim
nalazima otkrivenima u tumulu na lokalitetu Mar-
tijanec-Gamulica, pa tako temu ne¢emo dalje $iriti
geografski niti se baviti kompleksnim drustvenim
odnosima unutar grupe Martijanec-Kaptol. Sloze-
ne teme bliZe i dalje trgovine i drugih oblika kon-
takata medu onodobnim drustvenim zajednicama
srednje i jugoistocne Europe kao i procese drustve-
nog raslojavanja o kojem ovakvi bogati ukopi sva-
kako svjedoce, ostavljamo za neku drugu priliku.

THE MARTIJANEC-KAPTOL GROUP

Changes which inevitably led to new ways in which
human populations functioned happened in the
middle of the 8" century BC on the territory of the
late Urnfield culture. On the wider territory of to-
day’s Slovenian and Austrian Styria in the west to
the Pozega basin in the east, this development is ev-
ident through the formation of the Martijanec-Kap-
tol group (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 182; Simek 2004:
84). The group, called Martijanec-Kleinklein (Wies-
Martijanec), was first described by S. Gabrovec,
primarily connecting the features of the material
found in the excavated tumulus at Martijanec to
those from Austrian Styria. He put special emphasis
on connections with warrior tumuli near Kleinklein
and others in the Sulm River valley (Dobiat 1980:
16-18; Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 182; Terzan 1990:
121-122). Apart from this firm connection to one of
the most significant European centers of the Early
Iron Age, the group can be connected to the area
of Lower Austria, Gradi$¢e, western Hungary and
southeastern Slovakia where a very similar group,
Kalendenberg, was present (Eibner-Persy 1980: 87-
90; Nebelsick 1997: 20-29; Simek 2004: 82). By re-
naming the group to Martijanec-Kaptol, stronger
emphasis was put on the connection between sites
situated on the territory of northern Croatia, pri-
marily the burial at Gamulica, Kaptol—éemernica
and the tumulus necropolis in eastern Medimurje.
The original scientific focus soon shifted from at-
tractive tumuli to determining the place and way of
life which buried its “warrior” in such a monumen-
tal fashion. Important sites like Sv. Petar Ludbreski,
Sigetec Ludbreski and Gradci near Kaptol were and
are still being excavated, as are smaller settlements
and occupational areas (Potrebica 2003: 218; Simek
2004: 96-98). It is important to mention the fortified
settlement outside today’s Croatia - Postelna with
two tumuli necropolises near Maribor in Slovenia
(Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 184, 186; Terzan 1990: 59).
The aim of this paper is to introduce the finds dis-
covered in the Martijanec-Gamulica tumulus to
the wider public, so we will not widen our inquiry
geographically or discuss the complex social rela-
tions within the Martijanec-Kaptol group. We leave
complex subjects of short- and long-distance trade
between the then populations of central and south-
eastern Europe, as well as the processes of social
stratification attested to by these rich burials for

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Takoder, vazno je napomenuti kako je pomicanje
apsolutnog datiranja prelaska kasnog broncanog u
starije Zeljezno doba, tj. Ha B, razdoblja u pocetak
IX. st. pr.

Grupa Martijanec-Kaptol podijeljena je na tri ra-
zvojna horizonta ili faze koje traju od sredine VIII.
do sredine V1. st. pr. Kr. §to u relativnom smislu zna-
¢i razdoblja Ha B,-Ha D, (Vinski-Gasparini 1987:
183). Razvoj grupe Martijanec-Kaptol utemeljen
je na nasljedu mlade KPZ koje se posebno ocituje
u tradiciji keramickih oblika te sahrani pokojnika
spaljivanjem. K. Vinski-Gasparini smatra kako ovaj
kontinuitet ukazuje na slab priljev novog stanovnis-
tva, a pojavu ukopa pod tumulima pripisuje pojaca-
noj trgovini koja omogucuje bogacenje jednog sloja
drustva ciji se novi status zatim iskazuje ovakvim
“skupim” grobovima (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 213).

Tri horizonta grupe Martijanec-Kaptol vremenski
se podudaraju s bliskim hal$tatskim manifestacija-
ma i njihovim kronoloskim podjelama. Horizont 1
traje kroz relativna razdoblja Ha B, i Ha C,, tj. od
sredine VIII. do prve polovice VII. st. pr. Kr. (Vin-
ski-Gasparini 1987: 188; Simek 2004: 84). U to vri-
jeme zamire dobovsko-ruska grupa KPZ na zapad-
nim rubovima grupe Martijanec-Kaptol, a daljska
grupa na istoku prelazi iz bron¢anog u Zzeljezno
doba (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 188; Loznjak-Dizdar
2004: 230-233). Zeljezno doba Dolenjske, s kojim
prostor grupe pokazuje iznimnu povezanost, za-
pocinje u svojim fazama Podzemelj 1 i 2. Jednako
tako, istovremeno se zapocinje razvijati tzv. grupa
Donja Dolina-Sanski Most preko koje su na prostor
Pozeske kotline i $ire pristizali impulsi s balkanskih
prostora, ali i Dolenjske i drugih zapadnih predje-
la dolinom Save (Potrebica 2003: 222; Tecco Hvala
2012: 43-48).

Pocetna faza grupe Martijanec-Kaptol odlikuje se
iznimno jakom tradicijom KPZ $to se posebno oci-
tuje u keramickim oblicima, ali i tipovima metalnih
izradevina, posebno oruzja. Ovu tvrdnju najbolje
potkrepljuje nalaz pribora za lijevanje na lokalitetu
Staro Groblje u Svetom Petru Ludbreskom (Simek
1983: 151).

Kratak, ali iznimno znacajan horizont 2 obuhvaca
razdoblje Ha C,, tj. drugu polovicu VIL st. pr. Kr. U
svojem trajanju, ova se faza podudara s horizontom
Sti¢na starijeg Zeljeznog doba Dolenjske te pocet-
kom 2a faze grupe Donja Dolina-Sanski Most (Si-

some other discussion. Additionally, it is important
to highlight the possible shift in the absolute dating
of the transition from the late Bronze to the Early
Iron Age, that is, the Ha B3 phase, to the beginning
of the 9" century. However, considering the fact that
the chronological scheme is based on the analysis
of sites belonging to the western Hallstatt circle,
in this paper we will stick to traditionally accepted
dates (Pare 1998: 405; Majnari¢-Pandzi¢ 2002: 342-
344; Loznjak-Dizdar 2004: 232-233).

The Martijanec-Kaptol group is divided into three
horizons or phases lasting from the middle of the
8% to the middle of the 6% century BC, covering the
relative datation span from Ha B, to Ha D, (Vinski-
Gasparini 1987: 183). The development of the Mar-
tijanec-Kaptol group is based on the legacy of the
late Urnfield culture which is especially reflected
through pottery forms and incineration burials. K.
Vinski-Gasparini felt that this continuity pointed to
a slow influx of new inhabitants, and she ascribed
the appearance of tumulus burials to increased
trade which enabled layers of society to prosper and
show their new status through these “expensive”
burials (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 213).

The three phases of the Martijanec-Kaptol group
temporally overlap with nearby Early Iron Age man-
ifestations and their chronologies. The first phase
includes the relative stages of Ha B, and Ha C, that
is, the middle of the 8" to the 1* half of the 7™ cen-
tury BC (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 188; Simek 2004:
84). At the time, the Dobova-Ruse group of the Late
Urnfield culture slowly ceased to exist in the west-
ern regions of the Martijanec-Kaptol group, and the
Dalj group in the east shifted from the Bronze into
the Iron Age (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 188; Loznjak-
Dizdar 2004: 230-233). The Iron Age of Dolenjska,
which is very similar to our studied group, begins
in its Podzemelj 1 and 2 phases. Also, the so called
Donja Dolina-Sanski Most group appeared, spread-
ing influences from the Balkans, but also from Do-
lenjska and other western regions through the Sava
valley into the PoZega basin (Potrebica 2003: 222;
Tecco Hvala 2012: 43-48).

The starting phase of the Martijanec-Kaptol group
is characterized by very strong Urnfield culture
traditions, evident through pottery forms, but also
through metal objects, especially weapons. This is
attested to by finds of casting equipment from the
site of Staro Groblje in Sveti Petar Ludbreski (Simek
1983: 151).

The brief, but extremely important phase 2 includes
the Ha C, phase, that is, the 2" half of the 7 century
BC. The phase overlaps with the Sti¢na horizon of
the Early Iron Age in Dolenjska and the beginning
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mek 1983: 151; Balen-Letuni¢ 2004: 21). Tijekom
pedesetak godina, koliko je horizont trajao, uocava-
ju se vazne promjene unutar grupe i njezinih srod-
nica. Upravo je u ovoj fazi grupa Martijanec-Kap-
tol dozivjela svoj najveli procvat, a nalazi otkriveni
istrazivanjima ukazuju na vaznost i bogatstvo tzv.
knezeva-ratnika. Spoznaje s eponimnih lokaliteta
Martijanec-Gamulica i Kaptol-Cemernica upot-
punjuju nalazi na nekropolama Gori¢an-Gmajna i
Turcis¢e-Dvorisée u Medimurju te Kaptol-Gradci u
Pozeskoj kotlini (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 39-58; Si-
mek 1997: 250-251; 2004: 102-105; Potrebica 2002:
331-332). Za razliku od mnostva metalnih nalaza ot-
krivenih na nekropoli Kaptol-Cemernica, nekropola
tumula u Goricanu isti¢e se brojno$¢u keramickih
oblika (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: T.XXI-XXII). Naj-
znacajniji su nalazi grafitiranog askosa s tri bovida
aplicirana na rudci (sl. 2. a) kao i zara obojana crveno
sa crnim motivom spirala i cik-cak linijom. Upravo
izvodenje ukrasa crveno-crnim slikanjem cesto s
dodanim metalnim lamelama, motiv spirala i mean-
dra uz zivotinjske aplikacije ¢ine posebnost keramo-
grafije grupe Martijanec-Kaptol ¢iji keramicki oblici,
naprotiv, u mnogo ¢emu slijede tradiciju KPZ (Vin-
ski-Gasparini 1987: 200-206). Nacin ukrasavanja ke-
ramickih priloga ¢vrsto povezuje ovu fazu grupe s
istovremenim zapadnim manifestacijama. Posebno
treba izdvojiti tre¢u fazu velike nekropole u dolini ri-
jeke Sulm kao i fazu Ila grupe Kalendenberg (Dobiat
1980: 126-136, 169-170; Nebelsick 1997: 50, 58, 68).

Zavrsna faza grupe, tj. horizont 3, traje kroz razdo-
blje Ha D, iako postoje indicije kako se taj razvoj
nastavlja i kasnije, do vremena Ha D,. Ova se faza
Cesto definira kao nastavak razvoja grupe s odrede-
nom degradacijom u odnosu na horizont 2. Takav
je zaklju¢ak utemeljen na smanjenom broju bogatih
knezevskih ukopa kao i pojavi shematiziranih vari-
janti ranijih realisti¢nih Zivotinjskih ukrasa aplicira-
nih na raznim keramic¢kim oblicima (Dobiat 1980:
206-209). Medutim, novija istrazivanja koja na ne-
kropoli Kaptol-Gradci provodi H. Potrebica ukazu-
ju na skoru potrebu revizije tre¢eg horizonta grupe.
Najznacajniji do sada otkriveni nalaz na ovoj nekro-
poli ¢ini cjelina tumula VI koji je istrazivan tokom
2004. i 2005. god. Tumul se sastojao od zemljanog
plasta unutar cijih su slojeva otkrivena dva paljevin-
ska groba s prilozima. Znacajan je grob 1 opremljen
zeljeznim noZem s pojasnom garniturom koja je
datirana u Ha D, razdoblje, dakle u vrijeme kada,
prema dosadasnjim tumacenjima, grupa zamire
(Potrebica 2006: 61). U unutrasnjosti grobne komo-
re nalazio se paljevinski grob s brojnim keramickim
i metalnim prilozima od kojih treba izdvojiti nalaz
broncane situle. U njoj su, izmedu ostalog, bili po-
hranjeni dijelovi zdjelaste kacige $to ukazuje na izni-

of the 2a phase of the Donja Dolina-Sanski Most
group (Simek 1983: 151; Balen-Letuni¢ 2004: 21).
During the fifty years, significant changes are noted
within the group and its neighbors. In this phase,
the Martijanec-Kaptol group was at its peak, and
the finds obtained through excavations point to the
importance and richness of the so called warriors.
Insights from the eponymous sites of Martijanec-
Gamulica and Kaptol-Cemernica are made fuller
by finds from the Gori¢can-Gmajna and Turcisce-
Dvorisc¢e necropolises in Medimurje and Kaptol-
Gradci in the Pozega basin (Vinski-Gasparini 1961:
39-58; Simek 1997: 250-251; 2004: 102-105; Potre-
bica 2002: 331-332). In contrast to the multitude of
metal finds from the Kaptol-Cemernica necropolis,
the one from the tumulus in Gori¢an stands out
due to many pottery forms (Vinski-Gasparini 1987:
PL.XXI-XXII). The most significant are a graphite
covered askos with three bovines on the handle (fig.
2. a) and a red-painted urn with black spirals and a
zigzag line. Precisely painted red and black deco-
rations, often with additional lamellae, spiral and
meander motifs and zoomorphic applications make
the pottery production of the Martijanec-Kaptol
group special, and the pottery forms follow the tra-
dition of the Urnfield culture in many ways (Vinski-
Gasparini 1987: 200-206). The mode of decoration
on ceramic grave goods closely connects this phase
of the group to its contemporary western cultural
occurrences. The third phase of the big necropo-
lis in the Sulm River valley and the IIa phase of the
Kalenderberg group should be especially empha-
sized (Dobiat 1980: 126-136, 169-170; Nebelsick
1997: 50, 58, 68).

The final, third phase of the group covers Ha D , al-
though there are indications that it continued to de-
velop until Ha D,. This phase is often defined as the
continuation of the group with certain degradation
in comparison to phase 2. Such a conclusion is based
on the reduced number of rich warrior burials as well
as on the appearance of schematized variants of earli-
er realistic zoomorphic decorations applied to differ-
ent pottery forms (Dobiat 1980: 206-209). However,
recent excavations of the Kaptol-Gradci necropolis
conducted by H. Potrebica point to the need for revis-
ing the third phase of the group. The most significant
find from this necropolis is tumulus VI, excavated
during 2004 and 2005. The tumulus was constructed
from dirt which contained two incineration burials
with grave goods. The significant grave 1 yielded an
iron knife and belt dated to the Ha D, period, that is,
to a time when the group, according to older inter-
pretations, ceased to exist (Potrebica 2006: 61). The
burial chamber contained an incineration burial with
numerous pottery and metal goods, a bronze situla

mno bogat knezevski ukop (Potrebica 2006: 62-63).
S obzirom na pripadnost nekropole grupi Martija-
nec-Kaptol, ukupni sadrzaj tumula VI predstavlja
jedinstven nalaz, medutim, treba pricekati detaljnu
analizu kako bi se mogla sagledati njegova stvarna
vaznost. Keramicki nalazi na polozaju Lisicja jazbi-
na u blizini nekropole Kaptol-Gradci takoder mogu
posluziti kao osnova za produzetak trajanja grupe
nakon Ha D, stupnja. Tu su, izmedu ostalog, otkri-
veni lonci s izvijenim rubom i kanelurama na vratu i
trbuhu te namreskane $alice s podignutom drskom
koje se datiraju u Ha D, razdoblje tj. u sredinu VL.
st. pr. Kr. (Potrebica 2003: 223-226). Zanimljivo je
kako se u isto razdoblje datira i pocetak intenzivnog
Zivota u naselju na lokalitetu Zbelava-Pod lipom u
blizini skupine tumula kod Jalzabeta i Martijanca
(Kovacevic¢ 2005: 83). Osim nalaza u Pozeskoj ko-
tlini, horizontu 3 grupe pripada i tumul Jalzabet II
u neposrednoj blizini divovskog tumula na polozaju
Jalzabet-Breski (Pri Gomili ili Bistricak). Istraziva-
nje jednog od najkasnijih grobova grupe Martija-
nec—Kaptol: datiranog u Ha D, stupanj, provodila
je Marina Simek 1989. god. Iznimno bogato opre-
mljen i detaljno pripremljen paljevinski ukop konja
ukazuje na znatno bogatstvo njegovog vlasnika $to
ponovno govori protiv teorije o zamiranju grupe.
(Simek 2003: 57, 69).

Sam zavrsetak grupe Martijanec-Kaptol te prije-
laz njezinog prostora u razdoblje mladeg Zeljeznog
doba jo$ uvijek nisu dovoljno dobro razjasnjeni.
Arheoloska istrazivanja koja traju, kao npr. kampa-
nja na nekropoli i naselju Kaptol-Gradci, te buduca
ciljana istrazivanja poznatih naseobinskih polozaja
mozda daju odgovore i na ta pitanja.

Za sada se moze samo natuknuti kako je prilikom
istrazivanja starijezeljeznodobnog naselja u Sigete-
cu Ludbreskom utvrden mogudi kontinuitet nase-
ljavanja od VII. do V. st. pr. Kr. uz tragove zivota u
IL i L st. pr. Kr,, dakle u mladem zeljeznom dobu,
dok naselje u Svetom Petru Ludbreskom traje sve
do IV. st. pr. Kr. U neposrednoj blizini Gamulice,
upravo se u razdoblju prelaska sa VI. na V. st. pr.
Kr. formira znacajno naselje na lokalitetu Zbelava-
Pod Lipom, a sli¢no je datirano i blisko naselje na
polozaju Farkasi¢ “P” kod Koprivnice (Simek 1983:
151; 1984: 52-56; Kovacevi¢ 2005: 12, 83; Kovacevic¢
2008: 67-68).

TUMUL MARTIJANEC-GAMULICA
Eponimni lokalitet grupe Martijanec-Kaptol i je-

dan od najznacajnijih arheoloskih polozaja u va-
razdinskoj dravskoj nizini, tumul Gamulicu kod

being especially important. It contained, among oth-
ers, fragments of a bowl-like helmet, pointing to a
rich warrior burial (Potrebica 2006: 62-63). Consid-
ering the fact that the necropolis is ascribed to the
Martijanec-Kaptol group, the inventory of tumulus
VI is a unique find. However, only a detailed analy-
sis will reveal its true importance. Pottery finds from
Lisi¢ja jazbina near the Kaptol-Gradci necropolis
can also serve as a basis for extending the duration
of the group after the Ha D, phase. Among other
things, the site yielded pots with an outward facing
rim and cannelures on the neck and body and ribbed
cups with uplifted handles dated to the Ha D,, that is
to the middle of the 6™ century BC (Potrebica 2003:
223-226). It is interesting to note that the beginning
of intensive settlement of the Zbelava-Pod lipom
site near the group of tumuli near Jalzabet and Mar-
tijanec can be dated to the same period (Kovacevi¢
2005: 83). Apart from finds from the Pozega basin,
the Jalzabet II tumulus situated near the gigantic tu-
mulus at Jalzabet-Breski (Pri Gomili or Bistri¢ak) also
belongs to phase 3. Excavations of one of the latest
graves of the Martijanec-Kaptol group, dated to Ha
D,, were carried out by Marina Simek in 1989. The
exceptionally rich and thoroughly prepared incinera-
tion burial of a horse points to the exquisite wealth of
its owner, which, yet again, testifies against the group
ceasing to exist (Simek 2003: 57, 69).

The end of the Martijanec-Kaptol group and its tran-
sition to the Late Iron Age are still not very clear. Ar-
chaeological research which are still in progress, like
the one at the necropolis and settlement at Kaptol-
Gradci, and future specifically focused research on
known settlements might answer these questions.

For now we can only mention that research on the
Early iron Age settlement at Sigetec Ludbreski point
to a possible continuity of settlement from the 7
until the 5" century, with traces of occupation in the
2" and the 1* centuries BC, that is, in the Late Iron
Age, while the settlement at Sveti Petar Ludbreski
lasted until the 4" century BC. In close proximity
of Gamulica, precisely at the transition from the 6™
to the 5" century BC, a significant settlement at the
Zbelava-Pod Lipom site was formed, and a similar
settlement at Farkasi¢ “P” near Koprivnica was dat-
ed to the same period (Simek 1983: 151; 1984: 52-
56; Kovacevi¢ 2005: 12, 83; Kovacevic¢ 2008: 67-68).

THE MARTIJANEC-GAMULICA TUMULUS
The eponymous site of the Martijanec-Kaptol group

and one of the most important archaeological sites
in the Varazdin Drava River valley, the Gamulica
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tumulus near Martijanec
(Map 1), was excavated
by a group of archaeolo-
gists from the Archaeo-
logical Museum in Za-
greb, led by Z. Vinski in
1957.2 Before these ex-
cavations, the tumulus
was visited by S. Vukovi¢
(VCM, AD 1950) several
times. Starting from the
known big Gomila tu-
mulus, Vukovié¢ located
Gamulica with the help of
local resident M. Stanglin
in 1949 (Map 2). The fol-
lowing year, a transmis-
sion line pole was set up
on the tumulus and M.
Stanglin and some work-
ers dug a hole measuring
1.70x0.80x1.20  meters

Martijanca (Karta 1), istrazivala je 1957. god. gru-
pa arheologa AMZ pod vodstvom Z. Vinskog.?
Prije ovog istrazivanja, tumul je u nekoliko navrata
obilazio S. Vukovié¢ (GMYV, AO 1950). Kre¢uci od
poznatog velikog tumula Gomila, Vukovi¢ je Ga-
mulicu locirao uz pomo¢ mjestanina M. Stanglina
1949. god. (Karta 2) Sljedece godine na samom je
tumulu ukopan stup dalekovoda pri ¢cemu su M.
Stanglin i radnici prokopali jamu dimenzija 1,70 x
0,80 x 1,20 m u c¢ijem je juznom dijelu otkrivena
struktura od prirodno lomljenog kamena te ulom-
ci keramike i jedan metalni predmet (sl. 1) (GMYV,
AO 1950). Nakon $to je S. Vukovic¢ obavijesten o
tome, pregledao je iskop i ustvrdio kako se kamena
struktura nalazila uz rub jame blize centru tumu-
la. Uz strukturu su bili raspr$eni keramicki nalazi
bez novijih lomova prema ¢emu je zakljuceno kako
je grob vec ranije bio opljackan, a prilozi prilikom
toga razbijeni i porazbacani (GMV, AO 1950;
GMYV, AO bez datuma). Ovaj se zakljucak S. Vu-
kovica podudara s nalazom istrazivanja Z. Vinskog

which contained a struc-
ture made out of naturally broken stone with pottery
fragments and one metal object (fig. 1) (VCM, AD
1950). After S. Vukovi¢ was notified, he reviewed
the dig and established that the stone structure was
near the edge of the dig, closer to the center of the
tumulus. Pottery fragments without recent breaks
were scattered along the structure, so it was con-
cluded that the grave CAS been previously robbed,
breaking and scattering the grave goods (VCM,
AD 1950; VCM, AD, no date). The conclusion S.
Vukovi¢ made matches the results of Z. Vinski’s ex-
cavations (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 40). After he col-
lected the available finds, Vukovi¢ buried the probe
and concluded that his (...) department does not
have funds to conduct such big excavations. It might
be easier for the Archaeological Museum in Zagreb
(...), which came true in 1957 (VCM, AD 1950). The
finds collected by S. Vukovi¢ during the so called
M. Stanglin’s probe were not included into the
publication of this excavation. It is interesting that,
speaking of the beginning of research at Gamulica,
K. Vinski-Gasparini stated that the tumulus was
damaged by the transmission line, revealing pottery
fragments causing the villagers to (...) damage the
tumulus yet again by hunting for material (Vinski-

The tumulus was listed under the name of “Gamulica” in ar-
chaeological literature since K. Vinski-Gasparini published the
results of her excavation, so we will use the same name in this
paper. However, in the VCM archives and inventory books of
the GMV Archaeological Department, it was called “Mogilica”
(GMYV, AO 1950; GMYV, AO Inventory book II; Vinski-Gasparini
1961: 40; Simek 1997: 105, br. 284).
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(Vinski-Gasparini 1961:
40). Nakon $to je saku-
pio dostupne predmete,
Vukovi¢ je ovu sondu
zatrpao te zakljucio kako
njegov (...) odjel za sada
ne raspolaze bilo kako-
vim sredstvima za po-
duzimanje ovako velikih
iskopavanja. Mozda bi to
lakse poduzeo Arheoloski
muzej iz Zagreba (...) §to
se i ostvarilo 1957. god.

Nalazi
koje je S. Vukovi¢ priku-
pio prilikom obilaska tzv.

bili uzeti u obzir u objavi
rezultata tog istrazivanja.
Zanimljivo je kako govo-
re¢i o pocecima istrazi-
vanja Gamulice, K. Vin-

ostetili tumulus (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 39). Su-
protno tome, S. Vukovié izric¢ito navodi kako na
mjestu ukopa stupa nije bilo niceg pa su stoga rad-
nici s M. Stanglinom iskopali drugu sondu. Sudeéi
prema tome, tekst izvjestaja S. Vukovica vjerojatno
nije bio poznat arheoloskoj ekipi AMZ, a kako se
u njemu navode nalazi iz 1950. god., i oni su ostali
neobradeni.

Istrazivanjem 1957. god. utvrdeno je kako je tumul
sa svog originalnog oblika i visine izoravanjem sni-

Gasparini 1961: 39). Contrary to that, S. Vukovi¢
explicitly stated that there was nothing at the place
where the pole was placed, which is why the work-
ers and M. Stanglin dug another probe. Judging by
that, S. Vukovi¢’s report was probably not read by
the team from the Archaeological Museum in Za-
greb, and, since it lists the finds from 1950, they too
remained unanalyzed.

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se pretpostavilo da ¢ini originalni prostor tumula
promjera oko 15 m s visinom izmedu 4 i 5 m.

NALAZI I1Z TUMULA MARTIJANEC-
GAMULICA

Ovdje smo se odlucili na prikaz nalaza iz 1950. god.
u kombinaciji sa znacajnijim nalazima istrazivanja
1957. god. Zanimljivo je kako su neki nalazi iz sonde
M. Stanglina u toliko uskoj vezi s kasnijim otkri¢i-
ma da se mogu uklopiti u same rekonstrukcije (T. 1)
dok je dio njih do sada bio potpuno nepoznat unu-
tar grupe nalaza tumula Gamulica.

ULOMCI CRVENO-CRNO BOJANIH ZARA I
NJIHOVIH POKLOPACA

Od ulomaka otkrivenih 1957. god. u AMZ su re-
konstruirane dvije gotovo identi¢ne zare od crveno
obojene gline koje pripadaju tipu 1 lonaca sa stoza-
stim vratom prema J. Dularu (Dular 1982: 23, T.3:
14). Zare imaju ljevkasto izvuceni obod, naglaseni
trbuh i usko dno (T. 1: A, B). Na ramenu su ukra-
$ene s po Cetiri rosc¢ica, a svaka je vjerojatno bila u
paru s poklopcem od crno pecene gline (Vinski-
Gasparini 1961: 41-46., T. IV: 1-4, T. V, VI). Zare
su bile ukrasene crvenim bojanjem vanjske stijenke
te crnom bojom naznadenim ornamentom na koji

Usporedujudi crtez S. Vukovica s opisom i prilozima K. Vinski-
Gasparini moze se s velikom sigurno$cu zakljuciti kako je iskop
B iz 1957. god. obuhvatio tzv. sondu M. Stanglina (op.a.) (GMV,
AQO 1950; Vinski-Gasparini 1961: Prilog B).

The 1957 excavations revealed that the tumulus
was reduced from its original shape and size to the
height of 2 meters, and was widened to 41x52 me-
ters. That is why only the central part was excavated
under the assumption that it comprised the original
surface of the tumulus measuring about 15 meters
in diameter with a height of 4-5 meters. After the
excavations, it was concluded that the rectangular
chamber was built as a dry wall and that a bigger
part of the stone was scattered in an ancient rob-
bery, as attested to by fragments of broken pottery
vessels and metal grave goods located outside the
parameters of the burial chamber.? Judging by the
finds of coal and ashes, the deceased was incinerat-
ed inside an already constructed chamber (Vinski-
Gasparini 1961: 41).

Based on movable finds, K. Vinski-Gasparini de-
fined the Gamulica warrior tumulus as an occur-
rence formed on the local Urnfield culture founda-
tions with significant influences from the southeast-
ern Alpine region of the Early Iron Age. The forms
of urns, cups, bowls and pots, as well as type Kurd
situlas were already known in the Late Bronze Age.
However, painted decorations, applying metal and
meander motifs are a novelty. Finally, the tumulus
itself is a novelty. The tumulus was created in the Ha
C, period, that is, in the 2" phase of the Martijanec-
Kaptol group (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 55).

FINDS FROM THE MARTIJANEC-
GAMULICA TUMULUS

Finds from 1950 will be presented alongside more
significant finds from the excavations carried out in
1957. It is interesting to note that some finds from
M. Stanglin’s probe are so closely related to later
discoveries that they can be included into grave
reconstructions (Pl. 1), while part of them were a
completely unknown part of the assemblage from
the Gamulica tumulus.

FRAGMENTS OF RED-BLACK PAINTED URNS AND
THEIR LIDS

Fragments discovered in 1957 were put together
in the Archaeological Museum in Zagreb, and two
almost identical urns were reconstructed. They are
made out of clay which was painted red and belong
to type 1 pots with a conical neck according to J.

Comparing S. Vukovi¢’s drawings to K. Vinski-Gasparini’s de-
scriptions and appendices, we can conclude with great certainty
that dig B from 1957 also included the so called M. Stanglin’s
probe (a.n.) (GMYV, AO 1950; Vinski-Gasparini 1961: Prilog B).
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su bile aplicirane trake kositrenog lima.* Ornament
se sastoji od motiva Sahovnice u Cetiri reda nepo-
sredno na prijelazu vrata u lijevak oboda te razlici-
to komponiranih formi uglatog meandra na vratu
i trbuhu posude.

U sondi M. Stanglina otkriven je veéi broj ulomaka
crveno bojanih zara (T. 1: 3-11, T. 4: B) od kojih se
veéina moze s velikom sigurnosc¢u pripisati jednoj
od dviju posuda. Tako Zari A vjerojatno pripadaju
ulomci T. 1: 3, 4 dok se Zari B mogu pripisati ulomci
T. 1: 5-8. Ulomci T. 1: 9-11 pripadaju samom dnu
zara pa ih je nemoguce sa sigurno$cu pripisati nekoj
od njih, a isto je i s ulomcima T. 4: B koji su premali
ili previse osteceni da bi ih se prema ornamentu ili
zakrivljenosti moglo to¢no odrediti.

Osim ulomaka zara, 1950. god. otkrivena su i dva
ulomka od tamno-smede do sive gline koji vjerojat-
no pripadaju jednom od dvaju poklopaca vezanih
uz zare (T. 1: 1, 2) (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 41, T. IV:
3,4).

ULOMCI GRUBOG LONCA

Dva ulomka izradena od iznimno grube i lose pe-
Cene gline mogu se usporediti s nalazima sli¢nih
lonaca iz 1957. god. (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 42, T.
VIIL: 14-20). Vjerojatna rekonstrukcija posude uka-
zuje na jednostavan lonac ili pitos bikoni¢nog obli-
ka, lagano izvucenog ruba s bradavi¢astim ukrasom
na vratu (T. 2: 1). Nekoliko gotovo identi¢nih po-
suda otkriveno je u humcima na velikoj halstatskoj
nekropoli u dolini rijeke Sulm, a pripadaju drugoj i
trecoj fazi nekropole (Dobiat 1980: 169-170, T. 29:
5, T.37:1, T. 79: 14). ]. Dular ovakve posude datira
od horizonta Sti¢na 1 starijeg zeljeznog doba Do-
lenjske, tj. Ha C, razdoblja 5to kronoloski odgovara
dataciji tumula (Dular 1982: 20-21).

LONAC TRBUSASTOG TIJELA

Ulomak keramicke posude crvenkasto-smede boje
otkriven 1950. god. ne pripada ni jednoj od posuda
opisanih u objavi rezultata istrazivanja 1957. god.
Vjerojatno se radilo o manjem loncu trbusastog ti-
jela s kratkim izvijenim vratom i izvu¢enim rubom
(T. 2:2). Na prijelazu ramena u vrat lonac je ukrasen
s dvije plitke i Siroke kanelure. Ovakva se posuda

Dular (Dular 1982: 23, PL.3: 14). The urns have a
funnel-like outward facing rim, an emphasized body
and a tight bottom (PL. 1: A, B). The shoulder is dec-
orated with four horns, and each urn was probably
paired up with a black lid (Vinski-Gasparini 1961:
41-46., PL.1V: 1-4, PL.V, VI). The outside surface of
the urns was painted red with black painted decora-
tions which was then covered with tin plates.* The
ornament includes a chess board motif in four rows
at the transition from the neck to the funnel, and
different forms of the angular meander on the neck
and body. On the bottom and above the chess board
motif, the urns are decorated with simple black
paint.

M. Stanglin’s probe yielded a large number of frag-
ments of painted red urns (Pl. 1: 3-11, PL 4: B), most
of which belonged to one of the two vessels. Frag-
ments shown on Pl 1: 3, 4 belong to urn A, and
fragments shown on pl. 1: 5-8 to urn B. Fragments
shown on Pl. 1: 9-11 are parts of the bottom, so they
cannot be ascribed to either of the urns with cer-
tainty, which is also the case with fragments shown
on Pl. 4: B which were either too small or too dam-
aged to be precisely defined based on decoration or
curvature.

Apart from urn fragments, two fragments made out
of dark grey clay were found in 1950 which were
probably parts of the two urn lids (PL. 1: 1, 2) (Vin-
ski-Gasparini 1961: 41, PL. IV: 3, 4).

FRAGMENTS OF A COARSE POT

Two fragments made out of exceptionally coarse
and poorly fired clay can be compared to finds of
similar pots found in 1957 (Vinski-Gasparini 1961:
42, PL. VII: 14-20). A possible reconstruction of
the vessel points to a simple pot or a conical pithos
with a slightly outward facing rim with decorative
knobs on the neck (Pl. 2: 1). Several almost iden-
tical vessels were found in tumuli from the great
Hallstatt necropolis in the Sulm River valley, and
which can be ascribed to the second and third
phase of the necropolis (Dobiat 1980: 169-170, PL.
29: 5, PL. 37: 1, PL. 79: 14). J. Dular dates these
vessels from the Sti¢na 1 phase of the Early Iron
Age of Dolenjska, that is, from the Ha C, period
which matches the datation of the tumulus (Dular
1982: 20-21).

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sa stozastim vratom uklapa u skupinu keramickih
oblika grupe Martijanec-Kaptol koji vuku podrije-
tlo iz ranije KPZ (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: 200).

CJEVASTI ULOMAK KERAMICKE POSUDE

Dvije $alice s ruckom u obliku stilizirane pticje gla-
ve otkrivene su prilikom istrazivanja 1957. god., a
predstavljaju jednu od formi zoomorfnog nacina
ukrasavanja keramickih posuda unutar grupe Mar-
tijanec-Kaptol. Gotovo identi¢ne posude otkrivene
su na nekropoli Dalj-Busija u asocijaciji s dva asko-
sa s ruckama u obliku stilizirane Zivotinje (sl. 2: a).
S iste nekropole potjece i nekoliko primjeraka Zara
bliskih onima otkrivenima u Gamulici (Vinski-Gas-
parini 1961: 46-47). Jedna od $alica iz Gamulice
potpuno je sacuvana (sl. 2: b), a moze se opisati kao
minijaturna posuda tankih stijenki ukrasena crve-

ROUNDED POT

A fragment of a reddish-brown vessel discovered
in 1950 is not a part of any vessel described in the
publication of the 1957 excavations. It was probably
a smaller rounded pot with a short bent neck and
an outward facing rim (Pl. 2: 2). The transition from
the shoulder into the neck is decorated with two
shallow wide cannelures. This type of vessel with a
conical neck belongs to the known pottery forms of
the Martijanec-Kaptol group which stem from ear-
lier Urnfield culture traditions (Vinski-Gasparini
1987: 200). An example of this is a vessel found in
grave 16b at Pobrezje near Maribor, a site belonging
to the Dobova-Ruse group of the Urnfield culture
(Pahi¢ 1972: 27, PL. 4, 3).

TUBULAR FRAGMENT OF A POTTERY VESSEL
Two cups with a handle shaped like a stylized bird

head were found in the 1957 excavations, and rep-
resent one of the forms of

zoomorphic decorations
found on pottery vessels
of the Martijanec-Kaptol
group. Almost identi-
cal vessels were found at
the Dalj-Busija necropo-
lis in association with
two askoses with handles
shaped like stylized ani-
mals (fig. 2: a). The same
necropolis yielded several
fragments of urn similar
to those from Gamulica
(Vinski-Gasparini  1961:
46-47). One of the cups
from Gamulica is com-
pletely preserved (fig. 2:
b), and can be described
as a miniature vessel with
thin walls decorated by
red paint and black me-
anders with traces of tin

nim bojanjem te motivom meandra u crnoj boji s
tragovima kositrenog lima. Poput uglatog meandra,
apliciranje protoma zivotinja smatra se tipi¢nim za
jugoisto¢noalpski prostor starijeg Zeljeznog doba

plate. Just like the angular
meander, the application of animal-like protomes
is typical of the southeastern Alpine regions of the
Early Iron Age as well as the regions inhabited by
the Kalendenberg group (Vinski-Gasparini 1961:
42(11), Plate VII. 1, 2.; 1987: 200; Dular 1978: 85-88;
Dobiat 1980: 126-127; Nebelsick 1997: 114-117).
In1950, the so called M. Stanglin’s probe yielded an
exceptionally fine and well-fired pottery fragment
(PL. 3). S. Vukovi¢ described the fragment as a hol-
low handle which CAS, on its upper part, a formed
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kao i za podrud¢je grupe Kalendenberg (Vinski-
Gasparini 1961: 42 (11), Tabla VIL 1, 2.; 1987: 200;
Dular 1978: 85-88; Dobiat 1980: 126-127; Nebelsick
1997: 114-117).

Godine 1950., u tzv. sondi M. Stanglina, otkriven je
keramic¢ki ulomak iznimno dobre fakture i pecenja
(T. 3). Ulomak je S. Vukovi¢ opisao kao $uplju rucku
koja je imala na svojem gornjem dijelu neki plastic-
ni ukras — mozda Zivotinjsku glavu (...) (GMV, AO
1950). Ukoliko prihvatimo takvo tumacenje, ovaj bi
se neobican keramicki fragment mogao usporediti
s aplikacijama u obliku rogatih Zivotinja na Zari iz
Kaptola (sl. 2: ¢) te drugim sli¢nim primjerima unu-
tar keramografije grupe (Vinski-Gasparini 1961:
42, Tabla VII. 1, 2,; 1987: SI. 13: 1, 3, T.XXI: 1, 10).
Medutim, obzirom na veéinu keramickih posuda sa
slicnim protomama unutar grupe Martijanec-Kap-
tol, tj. relativnu gracilnost izvedbe njihovih nosaca
zivotinjskog prikaza, mozda bi za ovaj ulomak Siro-
kog, izvijenog vrata trebalo ponuditi drugacije rje-
$enje (Vinski-Gasparini 1987: SL. 13., 1, 3., T.XXI: 1;
Simek et al. 2004: 303, Kat. 18). Na prostoru isto¢-
nog halstatskog kulturnog kruga Cesti su nalazi kera-
mickih posuda ukrasenih zivotinjskim protomama.
Kao nacin ukrasavanja, ali i kulturoloski fenomen,
ovo je jo$ jedna poveznica s ranijom KPZ. Uo¢eno
je kako se najcesce radi o prikazima rogatih Zivo-
tinja kao s$to su govedo ili jelen, a Cesti su i prikazi
ptica (Dular 1978: 85; Dobiat 1980: 125-127; Vinski-
Gasparini 1987: 204-206; Nebelsick 1997: 114-115).
U svojem radu o ukrasima zivotinjskih glava na ke-
rami¢kim posudama hal$tata Slovenije, A. Dular
kronologiju takvih posuda temelji na realisti¢nosti
odnosno stiliziranosti pojedinih primjeraka. Navo-
di kako su u vrijeme starijeg hal$tata posude gotovo
u potpunosti slijedile oblik Zivotinje koja se prikazi-
vala. Tako su recipijenti stajali na realisti¢cnim noga-
ma, a bio je izveden i zadak. Glava zivotinje uvijek je
prepoznatljiva. Ovakve se posude na temelju dostu-
pnih paralela datiraju u Ha C razdoblje (Dular 1978:
86). Zanimljiv primjer dolazi iz groba 3 tumula 3
kod Donnerskirchena u austrijskom Gradi$¢u (SI. 3:
3). Grob je takoder datiran u Ha C razdoblje (Rebay
2005: 187). S druge pak strane, A. Siegfried-Weiss
napominje kako je moguce da su ovakvi realisti¢ni
prikazi potpuno kronoloski paralelni s razvijenim
formama posuda sa zivotinjskim protomama, tj. da
promjena oblika ne mora nuzno znaciti razvoj vec
regionalne razlike (Siegfried-Weiss 1979: 32-34).
U skupini keramickih posuda sa zoomorfnim apli-
kacijama posebno su zanimljive one s antiteti¢cno
postavljenim zivotinjskim glavama (SI. 3: 1). Ovdje
predstavljeni primjerak jedan je od dvije gotovo
identi¢ne posude otkrivene u tumulu 1 kod Geme-
inlebarna u Donjoj Austriji (Siegfried-Weiss 1979:

decoration — possibly an animal head (...) (VCM,
AO 1950). If we accept such an interpretation, this
unusual pottery fragment could be compared to
applications shaped like horned animals found on
an urn from Kaptol (fig. 2: ¢) and other similar ex-
amples in the group’s pottery production (Vinski-
Gasparini 1961: 42, Plate VII. 1, 2.; 1987: Fig. 13: 1,
3, PL.XXI: 1, 10). However, considering the major-
ity of pottery vessels with similar protomes found
in the context of the Martijanec-Kaptol group, that
is, the relative softness of execution of their zoo-
morphic images, perhaps this fragment with a wide
bent neck should be considered separately (Vinski-
Gasparini 1987: Fig. 13., 1, 3., PL.XXI: 1; Simek et al,
2004: 303, Cat. 18). The area of the eastern Hallstatt
circle often yields pottery vessels decorated with
zoomorphic protomes. As a decoration, but also as
a cultural phenomenon, this is another connection
to the earlier UFC. It has been noted that mostly
horned animals are portrayed, like cattle or deer,
and depictions of birds are also frequent (Dular
1978: 85; Dobiat 1980: 125-127; Vinski-Gasparini
1987: 204-206; Nebelsick 1997: 114-115). In his pa-
per on the animal head decorations on pottery ves-
sels from the Early Iron Age of Slovenia, A. Dular
based the chronology of such vessels on the realism,
that is, stylization of specific examples. He states
that, at the beginning of the Early Iron Age, the ves-
sels portrayed the animals almost completely realis-
tically. The recipients stood on realistically shaped
legs, and abdomen was shown as well. The head of
the animals was always recognizable. These ves-
sels, based on available comparisons, can be dated
to the Ha C period (Dular 1978: 86). An interesting
example was found in grave 3 from tumulus 3 near
Donnerskirchen in the Austrian Gradisce (fig. 3: 3).
The grave has also been dated to the Ha C period
(Rebay 2005: 187). On the other hand, A. Siegfried-
Weiss states that these realistic portrayals might
be completely contemporaneous with developed
forms of vessels with zoomorphic protomes, that is,
that the change in shape does not necessarily mean
development but regional differences (Siegfried-
Weiss 1979: 32-34). The group of pottery vessels
with zoomorphic applications includes particularly
interesting examples with antithetically placed ani-
mal heads (fig. 3: 1). The example shown here is one
of two almost identical vessels found in tumulus 1
near Gemeinlebarn in Lower Austria (Siegfried-
Weiss 1979: PL. 1, 2; Nebelsick 1997: 58, Fig. 20. 22,
23). A. Dular places these vessels into the circle of
realistic portrayals although the shape of the vessel
no longer matches the stylized animal body.

The shape and execution of the fragment found at
Gamulica resembles the neck of the vessel from
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Donnerskirchen, but also oth-
er suggested examples (Dular
1978: 86, Tab. 1. 2, 3, 4, Tab. 2.
1, 4, 5; Dobiat 1980: PL. 97. 4,
7). However, due to their dis-
tribution mostly in western
areas of the eastern Hallstatt
circle, it is possible that this is
the same type of vessels, but
not very likely (Terzan 1990:
232-233).

Somewhat closer, in the area
of the Dolenjska group of the
Early Iron Age of Slovenia, the
development of pottery ves-
sels with zoomorphic applica-
tions is very interesting. It is
noted that the most of these
applications are on luxurious
vessels such as ciboria like the
ones from the Mlade Vine site
near Smarjeta dated to the
Ha C, period (Dular 1978: 86,

T. 1, 2; Nebelsick 1997: 58, SI. 20. 22, 23). A. Dular
ovakve posude svrstava u krug realisti¢nih prikaza
iako ovdje sam oblik posude vise ne odgovara she-
matiziranom Zivotinjskom tijelu.

Ulomak otkriven u Gamulici svojim oblikom i
izvedbom asocira na vrat posude iz Donnerskirche-
na, ali i druge predloZene primjerke (Dular 1978: 86,
Tab. 1. 2, 3, 4, Tab. 2. 1, 4, 5; Dobiat 1980: T. 97.
4, 7), medutim, obzirom na njihovu rasprostranje-
nost pretezito u zapadnim prostorima isto¢nog hal-
statskog kulturnog kruga, vjerojatnost da se ovdje
radilo o takvoj posudi postoji, ali je iznimno mala
(Terzan 1990: 232-233).

Nesto blize, na prostoru dolenjske grupe halstata
Slovenije, razvoj keramickih posuda sa zoomorfnim
aplikacijama vrlo je zanimljiv. Uocljivo je kako se
najveci dio ovakvih aplikacija nalazi na veé¢im luk-
suznim posudama kao $to su ciboriji od kojih treba
posebno izdvojiti one s lokaliteta Mlade Vine kod

Tab. 4. 1, 2; Dular 1982: 45-46,
PL. 13. 120). The shoulders of
these ciboria have three or four applications shaped
like horned animals, probably bulls. The necks of
the animals are thickened, matching the fragment
from Gamulica (Pl. 3). Apart from that, the ves-
sels themselves are, as stated by J. Dular, dark from
baking and well-polished. A later variant of ciboria
with zoomorphic applications is characterized by
a wrinkled surface on the shoulder and upper bel-
ly and by very stylized protomes which, as a rule,
have thin short necks. These ciboria can be dated
to the Ha D period, so they are not relevant for this
analysis (Dular 1978: 86, Tab. 4. 3-6; Dular 1982: 46,
PL. 13. 124, 125). Along with ciboria, zoomorphic
depictions of horned animals appear on pots with
conical necks. Examples from western Hungary are
interesting, more precisely from the Vas County,
the Vaskeresztes and Goér-Kapolnadomb sites (fig.
3:4) (Ilon 2007:113-114, Fig. 10; Ilon 2008: 107, 111,
Fig. 2). Both vessels can be dated to the Ha C, pe-
riod, and the pot from Gér-Képolnadomba is the
only known example of a vessel with zoomorphic
depictions found in the context of a settlement (Ilon
2008: 111).

The preserved tubular fragment of the Gamulica
pottery vessel poses more questions than it an-
swers. It is really hard to determine whether it was
a zoomorphic depiction and almost impossible to
determine the type of the vessel which bore the ap-
plication. However, judging by available compara-
tive examples, it can be concluded that the deceased
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Smarjete datirane u Ha C, razdoblje (Dular 1978:
86, Tab. 4. 1, 2; Dular 1982: 45-46, T. 13. 120). Na
ramenima ovih ciborija postavljene su tri do Cetiri
aplikacije u obliku rogate Zivotinje, vjerojatno bika.
Vratovi zivotinja su zadebljani $to odgovara ulomku
iz Gamulice (T. 3). Osim toga, same su posude, kako
navodi J. Dular, tamno pecene i dobro zagladene.
Kasnija varijanta ciborija sa zoomorfnim aplikacija-
ma odlikuje se namreskanom povrsinom ramena i
gornje polovice trbuha te vrlo stiliziranim protoma-
ma koje u pravilu imaju tanak i kratak vrat. Ovi se
ciboriji datiraju u Ha D razdoblje pa stoga nisu rele-
vantni za nasu analizu (Dular 1978: 86, Tab. 4. 3-6;
Dular 1982: 46, T. 13. 124, 125). Osim na ciborijima,
realisti¢ni zoomorfni prikazi protoma rogatih Zivo-
tinja javljaju se i na loncima sa stozastim vratom.
Zanimljivi su primjerci iz zapadne Madarske, toc-
nije Zupanije Vas, s lokaliteta Vaskeresztes i Gor-
Képolnadomb (SI. 3: 4) (Ilon 2007:113-114, SL. 10;
Ilon 2008: 107, 111, Sl. 2). Obje su posude datirane
u Ha C, razdoblje, a posebno je zanimljivo kako je
lonac iz G6r-Képolnadomba jedini do sada otkrive-
ni primjerak posude sa Zivotinjskim protomama iz
naseobinskog konteksta (Ilon 2008: 111).

Ocuvani cjevasti ulomak keramicke posude iz Ga-
mulice otvara vise pitanja nego $to daje odgovora.
Doista, tesko je tvrditi da se doista radilo o zoo-
morfnoj aplikaciji, a gotovo nemoguce zakljuciti
kojem je tipu pripadala posuda na kojoj se aplika-
cija nalazila. Medutim, sude¢i prema dostupnim
poredbenim primjerima, nudi se zakljucak kako je
pokojniku sahranjenom u tumulu Gamulica, osim
ve¢ poznatih keramickih izradevina, prilozena i
kvalitetno izradena i pecena posuda ukrasena zivo-
tinjskim protomama. Obzirom na geografski bliske
nalaze s prostora dolenjske grupe, vjerojatno se ra-
dilo o ciboriju ili loncu sa stozastim vratom na ci-
jem je ramenu bio apliciran veéi broj protoma neke
rogate Zivotinje.

KALOTASTA BRONCANA ZAKOVICA

U tumulu Martijanec-Gamulica jedini istraziva-
njem utvrdeni metalni predmet bila je situla ot-
krivena u obliku ostataka drveta pomijesanog s
oste¢enim ulomcima iskucanog broncanog lima.
Definirana je kao tip Kurd poznat iz vremena starije
KPZ, medutim, kao mladi nalaz u vrijeme starijeg
zeljeznog doba na prostoru sjeverne Hrvatske izni-
mno rijedak (Loznjak-Dizdar 2007: 69-78). Ovakve
se situle u to vrijeme javljaju pretezito u jugoistoc-
noalpskom prostoru te u Italiji (Vinski-Gasparini
1961: 41, 52-55, Tabla VIII). Za razliku od brojnih
metalnih priloga u bogatim hal$tatskim ukopima

buried at Gamulica, apart from already known pot-
tery objects, had a well-made and fired pottery ves-
sel decorated with zoomorphic protomes. Consid-
ering the geographically close finds from the Dolen-
jska group, it was probably a ciborium or a pot with
a conical neck with more depictions of a horned
animal on the shoulder.

DOMED BRONZE RIVET

The only metal object found in the Martijanec-
Gamulica tumulus was a situla found in the shape
of wood remains mixed with damaged fragments
of an embossed bronze plate. It was defined as
type Kurd known from the earlier UFC, however,
as a younger find in the Early Iron Age of northern
Croatia, the type is extremely rare (Loznjak-Dizdar
2007: 69-78). At the time, these situlas mostly ap-
pear in the southeastern Alpine regions and in It-
aly (Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 41, 52-55, Plate VIII).
Unlike the numerous goods in rich Early Iron Age
graves from the western regions, the ‘warriors’ of
the Martijanec-Kaptol more often showed their
wealth through numerous, high-quality and richly
decorated pottery objects. An interesting bronze
rivet discovered in 1950 can now be added to the
described situla (fig. 4, PL 4: A).

An overview of the most significant works on the
Martijanec-Kaptol group, especially K. Vinski-Gas-
parini’s work, did not reveal finds of similar metal
objects in the area the group occupied (Vinski-
Gasparini 1961: 39-66; 1987: 182-230; Simek 2004:
80-129). If they were found in previous excavations,
they were given no attention, that is, they were not
published. Considering this fact, it is important
to differentiate between bronze rivets of the Early
Iron Age of similar cultural occurrences based on
their form and function. Such an examination re-
veals two basic groups of rivets. The first group in-
cludes bronze rivets used for their basic function
of fastening. They are part of weapons and military
equipment, jewelry and metal vessels. It is clear that
these rivets are most often compact with circular
or semicircular heads (Kromer 1962: PL. 1-PL. 59;
Stare 1973: PL. 15; Vinski-Gasparini 1987: PL.XIX:
1-5). Also, very similar rivets appear on bowl-like
helmets where they can be used to fill up the space
between bigger plates or, like the example from tu-
mulus 3 from the Budinjak necropolis, the helmet
could be completely covered with this type of riv-
ets (Skoberne 1999: 83, fig. 54, 59, 63, 65, 66, 70).
Smaller rivets or nails with rounded heads found
on luxurious pottery vessels are similar in shape but
serve only as a decorative element (Skoberne 1999:
57-58, fig. 43).
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zapadnih prostora, “knezevi”
grupe Martijanec-Kaptol svo-
je su bogatstvo Cesce iskazivali
brojnim, kvalitetnim i bogato
ukrasenim keramickim izrade-
vinama. Uz gore opisanu situ-
Iu, metalnim nalazima iz Ga-
mulice sada mozemo pripisati i
zanimljivu bron¢anu zakovicu
otkrivenu 1950. god. (sl. 4, T.
4: A).

Pregledom najznacajnijih ra-
dova o grupi Martijanec-Kap-
tol, a posebno rada K. Vin-
ski-Gasparini nije utvrdeno
postojanje  slicnih  metalnih
predmeta na prostoru grupe
(Vinski-Gasparini 1961: 39-
66; 1987: 182-230; Simek 2004:
80-129). Ukoliko su oni prona-
lazeni prilikom ranijih istra-
Zivanja, na njih nije obracana
posebna pozornost, tj. nisu

objavljeni u stru¢noj literaturi.
S obzirom na to, potrebno je
opcenito rasclaniti broncane zakovice unutar sta-
rijeg zeljeznog doba bliskih kulturnih manifestacija
prema formi i upotrebi. Takvim pregledom mogu se
uociti dvije osnovne grupe zakovica. Prva su gru-
pa bronc¢ane zakovice koristene u osnovnoj funkciji
ucvrséivanja. Nalaze se na oruzju i ratnoj opremi,
nakitu i metalnim posudama. Uocljivo je kako su te
zakovice najce$¢e kompaktnog izgleda s kuglastim
ili polukuglastim glavicama (Kromer 1962: T. 1-T.
59; Stare 1973: T. 15; Vinski-Gasparini 1987: T.XIX:
1-5). Takoder, vrlo su sli¢ne zakovice koje se javlja-
ju na zdjelastim kacigama gdje mogu posluziti za
popunjavanje meduprostora izmedu vecih ploca ili
kao kod primjera iz tumula 3 nekropole Budinjak
gdje je kaciga potpuno prekrivena ovakvim zakovi-
cama (Skoberne 1999: 83, sl. 54, 59, 63, 65, 66, 70).
Slicnog su izgleda manje zakovice ili ¢avli¢i okrugle
glavice koji se mogu ustanoviti na luksuznijim kera-
mickim posudama, medutim, ove sluze kao dekora-
cija (Skoberne 1999: 57-58, sl. 43).

Drugoj grupi pripadaju zakovice s plosnatim trnom
i sirokom kalotastom glavom. Kada govori o ova-
kvim primjercima iz ostave Klo$tar Ivani¢ grupe
Zagreb KPZ, K. Vinski-Gasparini navodi kako su se
one pojavile u Ha A1 stupnju da bi se u razdoblji-
ma Ha C i Ha D koristile na zdjelastim kacigama
(Vinski-Gasparini 1973: 139, T. 96: 31-33). Pojava
ovakvih zakovica opdenito je iznimno rijetka i ce-
sto bez definicije funkcije, a kada se sli¢ni predmeti
pojavljuju na svojoj primarnoj poziciji to je doista

The other group includes rivets with a flat nail and
a wide rounded head. When discussing such exam-
ples from the Klostar Ivani¢ hoard of the UFC Za-
greb group, K. Vinski-Gasparini states that they ap-
peared in the Ha A1 period only to be used on bowl-
like helmets in the Ha C i Ha D periods (Vinski-
Gasparini 1973: 139, PL. 96: 31-33). The appearance
of this type of this type of rivets is generally rare and
often undefined, and when similar objects appear in
their primary position it is most often as central pins
on side plates of bowl-like helmets of different types
(Gabrovec 1962-1963: 294-295; Skoberne 1999: 76-
99). Our specimen is almost identical to rivets from
the bowl-like helmet found at Batina, the parts of
which are kept at the Natural History Museum in
Vienna. C. Metzner-Nebelsick compiled these frag-
ments into a reconstruction of a helmet with a scalp
calotte and smaller rivets and dated it to the 8" cen-
tury BC (Metzner-Nebelsick 1993: 393, Abb. 176).
Furthermore, when describing rivets from the Bati-
na helmet, C. Metzner-Nebelsick states that most
of them measure around 2 cm in diameter with a
flat nail curved to the side, which is also the case
with the Gamulica rivet (Metzner-Nebelsick 1993:
389-394, T.10, Gabrovec 1962-1963: 294). Namely,

najcesce u obliku sredisnjeg klina boc¢nih ploca
zdjelastih kaciga raznih tipova (Gabrovec 1962-
1963: 294-295; Skoberne 1999: 76-99). Nasem su
primjerku gotovo identi¢ne zakovice sa zdjelaste
kacige otkrivene u Batini, a ¢iji se dijelovi ¢uvaju u
Naturhistorisches Museumu u Becu. C. Metzner-
Nebelsick je ove dijelove uklopila u rekonstrukciju
kacige s tjemenom kalotom i manjim zakovicama
te ju datirala u VIIL st. pr. kr. (Metzner-Nebelsick
1993: 393, Abb. 176). Nadalje, kad opisuje zakovice
s kacige iz Batine, C. Metzner-Nebelsick kaze kako
je vecina njih promjera oko 2 cm s plosnatim trnom
zavijenim u stranu $to je uodljivo i kod zakovice iz
Gamulice (Metzner-Nebelsick 1993: 389-394, T.10,
Gabrovec 1962-1963: 294). Naime, njezin je trn od-
lomljen, medutim, neposredno iznad loma moguce
je uociti laganu zakrivljenost u stranu. Zbog izrazite
patine nije moguce utvrditi da li je na vrhu doista
zavrsavala sitnom bradavicom ili pak $iljastim na-
stavkom, a jednako tako ni jedan dio njezinog origi-
nalnog ruba nije sa¢uvan od ostecenja pa tako nije
moguce u potpunosti odrediti stvarni promjer kalo-
te. Zakovica iz Gamulice tako se moze usporediti sa
zakovicama, ali i ulomcima vecéih bronc¢anih ploca
zdjelastih kaciga iz nekropole u Smarjeti te Vacu
(Gabrovec 1962-1963: 293-295, T.IV: 7, 8, T.V: 16;
Stare 1973: 9, 10, T.13: 5). U prilog ovakvom tuma-
¢enju broncane zakovice iz Gamulice takoder ide
objasnjenje S. Gabrovca kako su bo¢ne ploce zdje-
lastih kaciga mogle biti lijevane, a zatim iskucavane
u jednom komadu ili pak pri¢vr§éivane na oplatu
kacige kalotastim bronc¢anim zakovicama plosnatog
trna te bi tako nasa zakovica tipoloski mogla pripa-
dati jednom od ovih dvaju oblika (Gabrovec 1962-
1963: 295).

Tesko je definitivno utvrditi funkciju broncane za-
kovice iz sonde M. Stanglina, medutim, ukoliko se
ona doista moze pripisati unistenoj ili ukradenoj
zdjelastoj kacigi to bi bio prvi otkriveni trag tog sta-
tusnog simbola na podrudju rasprostiranja grupe
Martijanec-Kaptol. S obzirom na dataciju cijelog
tumula u Ha C, razdoblje, ovaj bi primjerak pred-
stavljao kasnu varijantu kaciga koje se na prostoru
Dolenjske, gdje su njihovi nalazi najces¢i, ali i Sire,
datiraju u Ha Crazdoblje s krajnjom granicom u Ha
C, razdoblju (Gabrovec 1962-1963: 305; Skober-
ne 1999: 99; Balen-Letuni¢ 2004: 21). Ovdje treba
ponovno upozoriti na izvanredan nalaz bronca-
ne situle s mnostvom metalnih predmeta od kojih
neki takoder vjerojatno pripadaju zdjelastoj kacigi
u tumulu VI na lokalitetu Kaptol-Gradci $to ovdje
izneseno tumacenje zakovice iz Gamulice ¢ini nesto
vjerojatnijim (Potrebica 2006: 61-63).

its nail is broken, however, right above the break, a
slight curvature is noticeable. Due to a lot of patina
it is not possible to say if the tip really has a small
nipple or a pointy end, and not one part of the
original rim is completely preserved. The Gamu-
lica rivet can, therefore, be compared to rivets, but
also to fragments of larger bronze plates of bowl-
like helmets from the necropolises at Smarjeta and
Vac¢ (Gabrovec 1962-1963: 293-295, T.IV: 7, 8, T.V:
16; Stare 1973: 9, 10, T.13: 5). This interpretation of
the Gamulica bronze rivet is additionally attested
to by S. Gabrovec’s explanation that the side plates
of bowl-like helmets could have been cast and then
embossed from a single plate, or could have been
attached to the base of the helmet with rounded
bronze rivets with a flat nail, so our rivet could be
ascribed to any of these two forms (Gabrovec 1962-
1963: 295).

It is difficult to precisely determine the function of
the bronze rivet from M. Stanglin’s probe. However,
if it can really be ascribed to a destroyed or stolen
bowl-like helmet, it would be the first trace of this
status symbol on the area of the Martijanec-Kaptol
group. Considering the datation of the entire tu-
mulus to the Ha C, period, this find would belong
to a late type of helmets which can, in Dolenjska
where they are most common, be dated to the Ha
C period, possibly lasting until Ha C, (Gabrovec
1962-1963: 305; Skoberne 1999: 99; Balen-Letuni¢
2004: 21). We would also like to emphasize the ex-
ceptional finds of a bronze situla with a multitude
of metal objects, some of which possibly parts of a
bowl-like helmet, from tumulus VI at Kaptol-Grad-
ci, which makes the here presented interpretation
of the rivet from Gamulica more likely (Potrebica
2006: 61-63).
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ZAKLJUCAK

Eponimni lokalitet grupe Martijanec-Kaptol, tumul
Martinanec-Gamulica, do sada je u arheoloskoj li-
teraturi bio prepoznat kao knezevski ukop, tj. po-
sljednje pocivaliste osobe vladarskog ranga. Na to
su upucivali nalazi, posebice situla tipa Kurd, dvi-
je zare s poklopcima te $alice ukrasene slikanjem i
kovinskim aplikacijama. U nekom davnom razdo-
blju tumul je bio opljackan pa se moze pretposta-
viti kako su do nas stigli samo odbljesci njegovog
pravog sjaja.

Novo svjetlo na ukop u Gamulici bacaju do sada ne-
poznati nalazi otkriveni slucajno, nekoliko godina
prije sustavnog iskopavanja 1957. god. Uz ulomke
dobro poznatih crveno-crno oslikanih zara i njiho-
vih poklopaca ustanovljeno je postojanje dodatnih
dvaju jednostavnih keramickih lonaca u kojima je
vjerojatno prilozena pokojnikova popudbina. Novi
keramicki element medu nalazima iz Gamulice
predstavlja cjevasti ulomak izraden od dobro pro-
C¢isc¢ene i kvalitetno pecene gline s tragovima grafiti-
ranja. U tekstu je argumentirano kako se vjerojatno
radi o fragmentu vrata zoomorfne protome kakve
su kao nacin ukrasavanja luksuznih keramickih
izradevina dobro poznate unutar grobljanske ke-
ramografije grupe Martijanec-Kaptol. Medutim,
aplikacija je izvedena vrlo masivno, a vrat je sirok
$to je blize primjercima zivotinjskih protoma na
keramickim posudama s prostora grupe Kalende-
nberg, nekropole uz Kleinklein i hal$tata Dolenjske.
Zakljucak kako je u Gamulicu bio prilozen lonac ili
ciborij ukrasen zivotinjskim protomama uklapa se u
sliku knezevskog tumula te dodatno potvrduje zna-
¢aj ovog lokaliteta. Uz ulomke situle i dvije $alice,
ciborij ili luksuzni lonac upuéuju na obicaj prilaga-
nja pica.

Osim keramickih nalaza, god. 1950. u tumulu je ot-
krivena i bron¢ana kalotasta zakovica koja je mogla
pripadati kacigi zdjelastog tipa. Vjerojatno nikad
nece biti moguce sa sigurnoscu tvrditi kako se u
Gamulici doista nalazio takav statusni simbol, me-
dutim, u svjetlu nalaza na lokalitetu Kaptol-Gradci,
moze se zakljuciti kako su i velikodostojnici grupe
Martijanec-Kaptol poznavali ovaj tip kacige, $to do
nedavno nije bio slu¢aj. Zakovica iz Gamulice, uz
ostale nalaze, zaokruzuje pricu o ukopu vladara-rat-
nika.

CONCLUSION

The eponymous site of the Martijanec-Kaptol
group, the Martijanec-Gamulica group has, up to
now, been published as a warrior burial, that is, as
the resting place of an important person, possibly
a ruler. This was attested to by finds, especially of
the type Kurd “situla’; two urns with lids and cups
decorated by painting and metal applications. The
tumulus was robbed a long time ago, so only reflec-
tions of its true glory have reached us.

Finds discovered accidentally a few years before the
1957 excavations shed new light on the Gamulica
burial. Along with fragments of well-known red-
black painted urns and their lids, the existence of
two simple ceramic pots, probably used to store the
deceased’s grave goods, was established. The frag-
ment made out of purified and high-quality clay
with traces of graphite is a new element among the
finds from Gamulica. The discussion above lists ar-
guments in favor of interpreting this fragment as
the neck of a zoomorphic protome the like of which
were used to decorate luxurious pottery objects in
the pottery production of the Martijanec-Kaptol
group. However, the application is massive, and it
has a thick neck, which makes it more similar to ex-
amples of zoomorphic protomes from the area of
the Kalendenberg group, the Kleinklein necropolis
and the Early Iron Age of Dolenjska. If it is a frag-
ment of a pot or ciborium decorated with zoomor-
phic protomes was put into the Gamulica grave,
it would mean that Gamulica is a warrior burial,
which would additionally emphasize the impor-
tance of this site. Along with situla fragments and
two cups, the ciborium or a luxurious pot would in-
dicate that liquids were put into the grave.

Apart from pottery, a domed bronze rivet which
could be part of a bowl-like helmet was also found
in the tumulus in 1950. It will most likely never be
possible to claim that Gamulica really contained
such a status symbol, however, in combination with
finds from Kaptol-Gradci, we can say that the im-
portant members of the Martijanec-Kaptol group
used this type of helmet, a fact we did not know
until recently. The rivet from Gamulica, along with
other finds, completes the story of a warrior burial.
