Dear readers,

This is another special issue of the Croatian Journal of Education, however, of mixed
content. The Editorial board decided on publishing papers accepted in the review process
but not yet placed within the thematic units that the journal covers (as many papers have
been awaiting inclusion into a particular section). The reason for that is a significant number
of authors from many countries wanting to publish their papers in our Journal, while the
regular rhythm of the issues simply cannot accompany such a volume. The major area of
the published papers in this issue is teaching methodology of several subject areas, with
occasional papers that can be placed into disciplines such as psychology, kinesiology, art
education, etc. However, the link with practice, i.e. teaching methodology is evident.

Due to the same reason, this issue contains an unequal number of papers with respect
to the countries of origin. Four papers are from Serbia, two from Turkey and Croatia
respectively and one from Slovenia and Greece each. The general agreement of the Editorial
board is that each issue of the Journal contains papers from a number of countries. However,
the positive side of this particular issue is the inclusion of some authors, whose papers have
been long awaiting publication, thus significantly reducing the number of papers on waiting
lists.

We are confident that you will understand and accept our reasons for making such a
selection in this issue.
