Three papers deal with issues and value orientations of participants in the educational
process (Teachers’ Views on Types of Support Provided for Pupils with Learning Disabilities;
Students’ Perception of the Higher Education Service Quality; Values and Value Orientations
of Students, Future Primary School Teachers and Preschool Teachers). Review papers
summarize knowledge, to date, from a narrow area of educational sciences (Girls’ and Boys’
Achievements Differences in the School Context: An Overview of Possible Explanations),
i.e. they question possible approaches and topics in education (Time to Reinvent the Wheel:
A New Approach to Accounting Education.

Of significance are also the preliminary communication papers as they set the grounds
for further research and theoretical approaches (Investigating the Effect of Inquiry-Based
Learning on Pre-Service Teachers’ Attitude and Opinions about the Approach; Expectations
and Views of the Participants of the Lifelong Learning Program in the Didactics course; The
Effect of Adaptive Learning Environment in Teaching the Number Concept to the Students
with Intellectual Disabilities; Cheating is Unacceptable, but... Teachers’ Perceptions of and
Reactions to Students’ Cheating at Schools and Universities).

Dear readers, we hope that this issue will offer topics that you will find relevant for your
scientific and/or professional work.

Pregledni radovi uzimaju
u obzir dosadasnje spoznaje u jednom uzem podrucju edukacijskih znanosti (Postignuca
djevojcica i djecaka u skolskom kontekstu: pregled mogucih objasnjenja utvrdenih razlika),
odnosno problematiziraju moguce pristupe i teme u odgoju i obrazovanju (Vrijeme za
promjene: novi pristup obrazovanju u podrucju racunovodstva).
