The book is primarily intended for the students of 
literature and art studies, as well as all others who are 
interested in storytelling from the theoretical, reading or 
writing perspective. The aim of the book is to provide a 
systematic overview of the basic narratological terms with 
a focus on narratology (of a literary text), in other words on the tradition begun by 
Gérard Genn, and continued by Seymour Chatman, Mieke Bal and Shlomith Rimmon-
Kenan. This means that the book is devoted to the so-called classical narratology and 
does not include an overview of the more contemporary postclassical narratology. 
The reason for this is its textbook character, as well as the lack of systematic manuals 
in the field of classical text narratology in the Croatian language1

The 
first part of the textbook deals with 
early and preschool music teaching 
methodology: subject matter, activities, 
procedures and forms of work, all 
illustrated with numerous examples. 
The second part of the textbook is actually a collection of songs and rhymes. A 
novelty in the literature on the teaching methodology of music education in Croatia 
is evident in a variety of games accompanying music and movement (in different 
forms). Especially valuable contribution are singing games for nursery children, which 
have not been previously published. The author’s basic principle is that every child 
can respond to a music stimulus and educational requirements related to music, in 
accordance with the principles of gradual progression, continuity and consistency, 
which requires musically sensitized and well educated early and preschool education 
teachers who have had integrated interdisciplinary education.1
