Pred vama je, poStovani Citatelji i Citateljice, joS jedan broj Medijskih istraZivanja u
kojem donosimo znanstvene radove o medijima i novinarstvu. Autori su posvetili
pozornost aktualnim temama, a rezultati njihovih empirijskih i teorijskih istraziva-
nja omogucit ¢e znanstvenoj zajednici i medijskim profesionalcima razumijevanje
mnogih, jo§ nerasvijetljenih ili nedovoljno istrazenih fenomena suvremenog javnog
komuniciranja.

Melita Poler Kovaci¢ i Natasa Logar u ¢lanku On-line izvjeStavanje o terorizmu:
Izmedu informiranja javnosti i Sirenja straha/Online News Coverage of Terrorism:
Between Informing the Public and Spreading Fear, istrazuju uporabu diskursa on-
line medija prilikom izvjeStavanja o terorizmu. Svoje istrazivanje temelje na kon-
kretnom tragicnom slucaju ubojstva Tomislava Salopeka, a zakljucke temelje na
analizi 57 izvjeStaja o tome dogadaju, objavljenih na pet najposjecenijih slovenskih
portala. Pitanje koje postavljaju jest prije svega pitanje novinarske etike i svijesti o
ulozi koju novinarstvo mora imati u drustvu.

Tanja Grmusa, Goran Popovi¢ i Mihaela Banek Zorica u ¢lanku Percepcija kriterija
selekcije vijesti kod novinara u hrvatskim dnevnim novinama/Perception of News
Selection Criteria by Journalists in Croatian Daily Newspapers, u srediste pozorno-
sti stavljaju pitanje izbora vijesti u medijima. Na primjeru ulaska Hrvatske u EU
autori su proveli online anketu medu novinarima redakcija Sest najCitanijih hrvat-
skih novina kako bi istrazili kriterije selekcije vijesti i njihove objave u medijima.

Vlasta Svoger i Mirela Kresié¢ bave se medijima, odnosno tiskom sa stajalista prav-
ne profesije. U clanku U svjetlu tiska: hrvatsko sudstvo u razdoblju pseudoustavno-
sti (1849.-1851.)/In the Eyes of the Press: The Croatian Judiciary in the Period of
Pseudo-Constitutionalism (1849-1851), autorice nam priblizavaju jedno povijesno
razdoblje, nedovoljno istrazeno s aspekta komunikacijskih znanosti. Na temelju
analize Clanaka objavljenih u liberalno usmjerenom zagrebackom tisku, istrazile su
stajaliSte tadaSnje javnosti i njezinu drustvenu participaciju, kad je rije¢ o potrebi
reforme pravosuda.

Hrvoje Jakopovi¢ i Nives Mikeli¢ Preradovi¢ u ¢lanku Identifikacija online imidza
organizacija temeljem analize sentimenata korisnicki generiranog sadrzaja na hrvat-
skim portalima/ldentification of Organizations' Online Image Through Sentiment
Analysis of User-generated Content on Croatian Web Portals, istrazili su komentare
korisnika portala Indeks.hr i 24sata koji su se odnosili na putnicki prijevoz (Hrvat-
ske Zeljeznice, Croatia Airlines 1 Zagrebacki tramvaj). Cilj im je bio da ra¢unalnom
analizom sentimenta i frekvencijom rije¢i u komentarima izrade ra¢unalni leksikon



sentimenta za domenu prijevoza. Rezultati njihova istrazivanja pokazali su domi-
nantno negativan ton, odnosno, da na news portalima transportne organizacije imaju
negativan imidz.

Ana Milojevi¢, Aleksandra Krsti¢ i Aleksandra Ugrini¢ autorice su studije Budu¢-
nost novinarstva kao sustava, profesije i kulture: kako to vide studenti novinarstva /
The Future of Journalism as a System, Profession and Culture: The Perception of
Journalism Students, koju su prvi puta predstavile na konferenciji CEECOM 2015
odrzane u Zagrebu, od 14. do 16. lipnja 2015., pod naslovom “Digital Media,
Communication, Media Communication Technhology and Social Media Practices”.
Autorice fokusiraju svoje istrazivanje na potrebu redefiniranja tradicionalnog novi-
narstva te su u tom smislu kvantitativnom i kvalitativnom analizom sadrZaja stu-
dentskih eseja te kritickom analizom diskursa istrazile kako studenti novinarstva
procjenjuju buducnost svoje profesije i svoju ulogu u tome.

Domagoj Bebi¢ i Marija Volarevi¢ svoj su rad Viralno novinarstvo: Uspon novog
oblika novinarstva/Viral journalism: The rise of a new form, takoder predstavili na
CEECOM konferenciji u Zagrebu 2015. godine. Njihov je interes takoder usmjeren
na buduénost novinarstva. U odnosu na tradicionalno novinarstvo, novi medijski
trendovi poticu korisnike na participaciju, zatim na koriStenje kreativnog i graficki
lako prihvatljivog sadrzaja, ukratko na stvaranje tzv. viralnih vijesti te zakljucuju da
je na pomolu radanje jednoga novog oblika novinarstva.

Objavljujemo prikaze nekoliko domacih i stranih knjiga, donosimo prikaz Ljetne
skole Informacijska tehnologija i mediji koja je u kolovozu odrzana u Zadru, osvr-
¢emo se na konferenciju PubMet 2016 o znanstvenom izdavastvu, odrzanu na
Sveucilistu u Zadru te na skup Domovinski rat i moguénosti znanstvenog pristupa,
koji je odrzan u Zagrebu u organizaciji Hrvatskih studija SveuciliSta u Zagrebu.

EDITORIAL

Ahead of you, dear reader, is another issue of Media Research in which we present
scientific papers on media and journalism. The authors have looked into current is-
sues, and the results of their empirical and theoretical research will bring the scien-
tific community and media professionals insight into as of yet underresearched phe-
nomena of public communication.

Melita Poler Kovaci¢ and NataSa Logar in their article Online News Coverage of
Terrorism: Between Informing the Public and Spreading Fear investigate the use of
on-line media discourse when reporting on terrorism. Their research is based on the
analysis of 47 reports, published on the five most visited Slovenian news portals, of
the tragic murder of Tomislav Salopek. The foremost question they ask is the one of
journalist ethics and awareness of the role journalism must fulfill in society.

Tanja Grmusa, Goran Popovi¢ and Mihaela Banek Zorica in their article Perception
of News Selection Criteria by Journalists in Croatian Daily Newspapers, shed a
light on the question of selection of news in the media. Using the example of Croa-
tia’s entry in the EU, the authors have conducted an online poll among the journal-
ists of six most read Croatian newspapers in order to research the criteria of news
selection and publishing in media.

Vlasta Svoger and Mirela Kresi¢ discuss media, specifically press, from a legal
standpoint. In the article In the Eyes of the Press: The Croatian Judiciary in the Pe-
riod of Pseudo-Constitutionalism (1849-1851) the authors shed some light on a his-
torical era insufficiently researched from the viewpoint of communication sciences.
Based on the analysis of articles published in liberally inclined press from Zagreb,
they researched the attitude of the public of the time, as well as its social participa-
tion when it comes to judicial reform.

Hrvoje Jakopovi¢ and Nives Mikeli¢ Preradovi¢ in the article Identification of Or-
ganizations’ Online Image Through Sentiment Analysis of User-generated Content
on Croatian Web Portals have researched user comments of the web portals Index.
hr and 24sata pertaining to passenger transport (Croatian Railways, Croatia Airlines
and ZET). Their goal was to create a computer lexicon of sentiments for the domain
of transport, based on a computer analysis of sentiments and word frequency in the
comments. The results of their research show a dominant negative tone, meaning
that transportation companies have a negative image on news portals.

Ana Milojevi¢, Aleksandra Krsti¢ and Aleksandra Ugrini¢ are the authors of the
study The Future of Journalism as a System, Profession and Culture: The Perception
of Journalism Students, which they presented for the first time on the conference



CEECOM 2015 held in Zagreb from the 14th to the 16th of June 2015, and titled
“Digital Media, Communication, Media Communication Technology and Social
Media Practices”. The authors focus their research on the need to redefine tradi-
tional journalism. Using the quantitative and qualitative analysis of the contents of
student essays and a critical analysis of the discourse used, they researched how
students of journalism asses the future of their profession and their role in it.

Domagoj Bebi¢ and Marija Volarevi¢ have also presented their paper Viral Journal-
ism: The Rise of a New Form on the CEECOM conference in Zagreb in 2015. They
as well focus their interest on the future of journalism. In comparison with tradi-
tional journalism, new media trends encourage users to participate, they encourage
the use of creative and graphically easy to accept content, and generally the creation
of so-called viral news. The authors conclude that the birth of a new type of journal-
ism is approaching.

In this issue we also present the reviews of several books, as well as reviews of the
Summer School of Information Technology and Media Held in Zadar in August, the
PubMet 2016 conference on scientific publication held in the University of Zadar,
and the conference War of Independence and the Possibilities of a Scientific Ap-
proach held in Zagreb and organized by the Centre for Croatian Studies of the Uni-
versity of Zagreb.

We thank the authors for their papers and reviewers for their exceptional contribu-
tion to the quality of papers published. We thank all collaborators and all those who
helped bring this issue to publication. We invite you to keep following us on Hréak
http://srce.hrcak.medijska and on the pages of Media Research www.mediaresearch.
