Next,
students and practitioners (teachers) are encouraged
to engage in discussion and critical thinking about |
issues like upbringing, socialization, the power of
upbringing and its limits, its goals, contents and fields
of upbringing as well as its strategies and methods. In
addition to upbringing at home, particular attention
is dedicated to upbringing in school, with special
focus on the relationship between students in the
classroom and working with at-risk students (depressed, fearful, withdrawn, defiant,
aggressive and violent). After that, upbringing influences outside the family and
school, as well as media education are analysed. Separate chapters are dedicated
to communication in education, teaching and education theories, and to academic
research methodology. Finally, the chapter There is an alternative deals with alternative
pedagogies, pedagogical pluralism and paradoxes as well as a number of open issues.
Apart from an extensive list of references and index of terms and names, there is also
a short pedagogical glossary.

Each chapter begins with questions for motivation, i.e. stimuli for active reading
and learning while at the end of each chapter there are questions for thinking,
for possible seminar discussions, or scenarios and workshops whose objective is
questioning, expanding the knowledge about the offered contents and connecting it
with experience.
