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U radu se obrađuje manji broj staklenih boca koje se čuvaju u 
Arheološkom muzeju Istre. Radi se najvećim dijelom o stolnom 
posuđu, dok se manji broj bočica mogao koristiti u ljekarnama 
ili drogerijama.
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Arheološki nalazi staklenih predmeta kasnosrednjo-
vjekovnog i novovjekovnog razdoblja s područja 
Istarskog poluotoka, a koji se čuvaju u Arheološ-
kom muzeju Istre, većinom su sačuvani u većim ili 
manjim ulomcima. Možemo ih opredijeliti u stolno 
posuđe, dijelove prozorskih stakala, rasvjetnih tijela 
i vaza. Zasad je manji broj onih koji su se koristili 
u drogerijama, ljekarnama ili u medicinske svrhe.1 
Najvećim dijelom pripadaju jednostavnijim oblici-
ma, kako načinom izrade tako i ukrasom, i ne mogu 
se uspoređivati s vrhunskim djelima venecijansko-
muranskih radionica koje su se od polovice 15. st. 
nametnule svojom proizvodnjom i čiji su proizvodi 
oponašani i u drugim europskim radionicama.2 

U rekonstrukciji kasnosrednjovjekovne i novo-
vjekovne trpeze, osim najzastupljenijega keramič-
kog stolnog posuđa, svakako je značajno mjesto 
zauzimalo i stakleno posuđe. Od stolnog posuđa na 
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Archaeological finds of glass artefacts from the late 
mediaeval and modern era periods from the territory 
of the Istrian peninsula have mostly been preserved 
as larger and smaller fragments and are kept at the 
Archaeological Museum of Istria. They can be classi-
fied as tableware, and parts of window glass, lighting, 
and vases. So far, the number of those that were used 
in drugstores, pharmacies or for medical purposes is 
smaller.1 They are mostly simple in form, both in terms 
of production methods and also decoration, and can-
not match the high-quality work of the Venetian Mu-
rano workshops, whose production stood out after 
the first half of the 15th century, and whose products 
were imitated in other European workshops.2 

In late mediaeval and modern era tableware, 
apart from ceramic tableware, which was very 
widespread, a significant position was also certainly 
occupied by glassware. As far as tableware is con-

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Istarskom poluotoku najviše je sačuvanih dijelova 
boca koje prepoznajemo po vratu ili dnu. Slijede 
čaše, jednostavne ili one s nožicom, dok je zdjelica 
najmanje.3

Ovdje su izdvojeni samo pojedini oblici kasno-
srednjovjekovnih i novovjekovnih staklenih boca 
koje se mogu opredijeliti u stolno posuđe, kao i ne-
koliko bočica koje su mogle poslužiti u ljekarnama 
ili drogerijama. Primjeri su to koji su cjelovitiji i koji 
nam donekle dočaravaju onovremenu proizvodnju i 
raznovrsnost oblika. 

Općenito su radovi o staklenim predmetima iz 
navedenih razdoblja, pronađenih arheološkim istra-
živanjima u Hrvatskoj malobrojni, pa time i oni 
koji su posvećeni isključivo staklenim izrađevinama 
s Istarskog poluotoka,4 te je ovaj rad skroman do-
prinos nekim budućim znanstvenim studijama po-
svećenim ovoj temi.

***

Od boca 14., 15. i 16. st., koje su se najčešće upo-
trebljavale za vino ili vodu, sačuvali su se dugi i uski 
vratovi, jednostavnih ili narebrenih oblika rađenih 
puhanjem ili puhanjem u kalup. Otvor je cilindričan 
ili ljevkast i blago raširen prema van (kat. br. 1-2; 
T. I, 1). Za sada nisu primijećeni vratovi koji imaju 
vanjsko prstenasto zadebljanje. Pretpostavlja se da 
je zadebljanje služilo radi lakšeg rukovanja samom 
bocom ili kao jedinica mjere.5 O tijelu boca ne može-
mo ništa zaključiti jer nije sačuvano, a moglo je biti 
loptasto, kruškoliko ili valjkasto. Prema načinu izra-
de dna ili noge, među muzejskim primjerima doku-
mentirana su dva tipa. Prvi ima uvučeno dno s manje 
ili više naglašenim stožastim ispupčenjem. Ovo dno 
učestalo se pronalazi i u slojevima datiranim od 11. 
do 13. st.6 (kat. br. 3; T. I, 2). Prema nekim autorima 
tip stožasto uvučenog dna proizvod je venecijanskih 
radionica, a svoje porijeklo ima u ranosrednjovje-
kovnim primjerima ili je bio uvezen iz bizantske Grč-
ke tijekom 11. i 12. st.7 Drugi tip noge koji se pojav-
ljuje oko polovice 14. st. i ostaje dugo u uporabi, do 

cerned, the most commonly preserved finds on the 
Istrian peninsula are those of bottles, which can be 
identified by their necks or bottoms. These are fol-
lowed by glasses, either simple ones or on feet, while 
the number of bowls is smaller.3

In this paper, only certain individual forms of late 
mediaeval and modern era glass bottles which can be 
classified as tableware have been singled out, togeth-
er with several small bottles which may have been 
used in pharmacies or drugstores. These are better 
preserved specimens that partly suggest the produc-
tion and diversity of shapes of the period. 

Generally speaking, there are only a few articles 
on glass artefacts from this period that have been 
unearthed in archaeological excavations in Croatia, 
including those concentrating on glass artefacts from 
the Istrian peninsula.4 This paper is a modest con-
tribution to future scientific studies dedicated to this 
subject matter.

***

Of the bottles from the 14th, 15th and 16th centuries 
that were most frequently used for holding wine or 
water, long and narrow necks with simple or ribbed 
shapes, manufactured by free-blowing or mould-
blowing, have been preserved. The openings are cy-
lindrical or funnel-shaped and mildly everted (Cat. 
No. 12; T. I, 1). To date, no necks with an outside 
ring-shaped thickening have been identified. It is as-
sumed that the thickening served for easier handling 
of the bottle or as a unit of measurement.5 No conclu-
sions can be made regarding the bodies of the bottles, 
because they have not been preserved. However, they 
may have been spherical, pear-shaped or cylindrical. 
As far as the manufacturing of the bottoms or feet of 
the bottles are concerned, two types have been docu-
mented among museum specimens. The first has an in-
dented bottom with various grades of conical emboss-
ment. This bottom is also frequently found in layers 
dated from the 11th to the 13th century6 (Cat. No. 3; T. 
I, 2). According to some authors, a conically indented

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kraja 16. i u 17. st., visoka je noga krnjeg stošca s 
uvučenim stožastim završetkom8 (kat. br. 4; T. I, 3). 

Ovi tipovi boca učestalo se pronalaze arheo-
loškim istraživanjima,9 a na Istarskom poluotoku 
dokumentirani su i ikonografski. Na djelomično 
sačuvanom prikazu Posljednje večere u crkvi sv. 
Barnabe u Vižinadi vidi se staklena boca dugog 
vrata i loptastog tijela, dok dio s nogom nije sa-
čuvan. U crkvi sv. Duha u Balama prikazane su 
tri boce, jedna s visokom nogom krnjeg stošca i 
loptastim tijelom, druga s prstenastom nogom i 
kruškolikim tijelom, a od treće se vidi loptasto ti-
jelo (Sl. 1). U Žminju u kapeli sv. Trojstva boca je 
loptastog tijela s prstenastom nogom (?).10

Zanimljiva je dvokonusna boca kojoj nije saču-
vano grlo (kat. br. 5; T. I, 4). Radila se puhanjem i 
u vrućem stanju tijelo je dodatno oblikovano s unu-

bottom is a product of Venetian workshops, with its 
origins in early mediaeval specimens, or was imported 
from Byzantine Greece in the course of the 11th and 
12th centuries.7 Another type of foot, which occurred 
in approximately the first half of the 14th century and 
remained in use long afterwards through the 16th and 
17th centuries, is the high tronco-conical foot with a 
recessed conical ending8 (Cat. No. 4; T. I, 3). 

These types of bottles are frequently unearthed 
in archaeological excavations,9 and on the Istrian pe-
ninsula have also been documented iconographically. 
On a partly preserved representation of The Last 
Supper in the Church of Saint Barnabas in Vižinada, 
a glass bottle with a long neck and a spherical body is 
visible, although the part with the foot has not been 
preserved. In the Church of the Holy Spirit in Bale, 
three bottles are represented: one with a high tronco-
conical foot and a spherical body, and another with 
a ring-shaped foot and a pear-shaped body, while the 
spherical body of a third is visible (Fig. 1). In Žminj, 
in the Chapel of the Holy Trinity, there is a bottle 
with a spherical body and a ring-shaped foot (?).10

A biconical bottle whose neck has not been pre-
served is interesting (Cat. No. 5; T. I, 4). It was pro-
duced by blowing, and while still hot its body was ad-
ditionally shaped with an inside ring on the joint of 
two cones. It was used as a drinking vessel in homes

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trašnjim prstenom kod spoja dva konusa. Upotre-
bljavala se za piće u kućama i gostionama ili kao 
apotekarska posuda.11 Rub otvora koji nije sačuvan 
mogao je biti dodatno ukrašen plavom niti, a va-
lovita nit od kobalta mogla se nalaziti i na donjem 
dijelu vrata.12 Tip boca s bačvastim donjim dijelom 
raširen je od 13. do 16. st. u zapadnoj Mađarskoj, 
pojavljuje se u Donjoj Austriji, Sloveniji, Hrvatskoj, 
Bosni i Hercegovini i Srbiji.13 Učestalo se pronalaze 
i u Njemačkoj, gdje su rađene od zelenkastog stakla 
od 14. pa sve do polovice 17. st., kao i u istočnoj 
Francuskoj.14 Veća količina pronađena je u Sloveniji 
gdje se smatraju proizvodom ljubljanskih staklana 
u 16. st.,15 dok su u Italiji slabo zastupljene.16 U 16. 
st. tijelo postaje sve izduženije, a stajaća ploha sve 
uža.17 Varijanta su i one boce s donjim dijelom tijela 
cilindričnog oblika koje se od druge polovice 13. st. 
pojavljuju u zapadnoj Mađarskoj, Donjoj Austriji, 
Moravskoj i Češkoj.18 

Posude različitih veličina, nižeg vrata s otvo-
rom izvijenim prema van i ovoidnog tijela na nižoj 
nožici pripadaju u skupinu vaza. Površina im je 
najčešće ukrašena, a mogle su imati ručke i poklo-
pac. One manje mogle su poslužiti kao ukras, za 
čuvanje parfema, a veće kao stolno posuđe.19 Proi-
zvodnja se povezuje uz venecijansko-muranske ra-
dionice, kao i one koje su proizvodile predmete na 
venecijanski način – à la façon de Venice.20 Među 
istarskim nalazima samo jedan ulomak otvora i 
djelomično sačuvana vrata pripadao je vazi većih 
dimenzija (kat. br. 6; T. I, 5). Vanjska površina 
ukrašena je vertikalnim neprozirnim bijelim sta-
klenim nitima koje su se užarene aplicirale na go-

and inns, or as a pharmacy container.11 The rim of the 
mouth which has not been preserved may additionally 
have been decorated with a blue thread, and there may 
have been a wavy cobalt thread on the lower part of 
the neck.12 Bottles with a barrel-like lower part were 
widespread from the 13th to the 16th century in west-
ern Hungary. They also occurred in Lower Austria, as 
well as in Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, 
and Serbia.13 Such bottles are also frequently found in 
Germany, where they were made from greenish glass 
from the 14th until as late as the first half of the 17th 
century, as well as in eastern France.14 A large quantity 
has also been found in Slovenia, where they are be-
lieved to be a product of Ljubljana’s 16th-century glass-
works,15 though in Italy they are poorly represented.16 
In the 16th century, the body gradually became increas-
ingly prolate, and the standing surface narrower.17 A 
variant includes bottles with a cylindrical lower part 
of the body, which from the second half of the 13th 
century occurred in western Hungary, Lower Austria, 
Moravia and Bohemia.18 

The group of vases includes vessels of different siz-
es, with a lower neck, everted opening, and an ovoid 
body on a lower foot. Their surface is most frequently 
decorated, and they may have had handles and a cov-
er. The smaller ones may have served as a decoration 
and for preserving fragrances, and the larger ones as 
tableware.19 Their production is associated with the 
Venetian Murano workshops, as well as those pro-
ducing Venetian fashion artefacts – à la façon de Ven-
ise.20 Among the Istrian finds, only one fragment of 
a mouth and of a partly preserved neck belongs to a 
vase of larger dimensions (Cat. No. 6; T. I, 5). Its ex-

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tov predmet.21 Neprozirno mliječnobijelo staklo, 
kao i ono u drugim bojama poznato je u staklar-
stvu Rimskog Carstva.22 Od druge polovice 15. st. 
posuđe izrađeno od bijeloga neprozirnog stakla23 
predstavljalo je imitaciju kineskog porculana.24

Uporaba mliječnog stakla pogotovo je došla 
do izražaja pri izradi tzv. filigranskog stakla (ve-
tro a filigrana), tj. umetanjem tankih neprozirnih 
niti (bezbojnih ili koloriranih) u stijenke posuda.25 
Ova ukrasna tehnika osmišljena je u venecijanskim 
radionicama između kraja 15. i prve polovice 16. 
st.26 Pulski ulomak dna ukrašen je nitnim staklom 
čije su trake paralelno raspoređene i imaju zajed-
ničko „ishodište“ iz blago udubljenog dna (kat. br. 
7; T. I, 6). 

Arheološkim istraživanjima i kao slučajno izro-
njeni nalazi pronalaze se boce različitih dimenzija 
koje se razlikuje po manje ili više naglašenom krat-
kom ljevkastom vratu te debljim stijenkama27 (kat. 
br. 8-11; T. I, 7-10). Među pulskim primjerima za-
stupljene su one s vratom oblika krnjeg stošca, tj. 
zakošenoga kratkog vrata s ravnim obodom (kat. 
br. 8; T. I, 7) i one koje na obodu imaju stakle-
nu nit od mliječnog stakla (kat. br. 9; T. I, 8). Da 
su najvjerojatnije imale četverokutno tijelo i dno 
s unutrašnjim stožastim ispupčenjem, možemo za-
ključiti na temelju podmorskih nalaza pronađenih 
kod rta Seline kod Pule i uvale Veštar pokraj Ro-

ternal surface is decorated with vertical opaque white 
glass threads, which were appliquéd onto ready-made 
artefacts.21 Opaque milk white glass, as well as other 
colours, was known in the glass industry of the Ro-
man Empire.22 From the second half of the 15th cen-
tury, crockery was made of white opaque glass23 as an 
imitation of Chinese porcelain.24

The use of milk glass was particularly important 
in the production of so-called filigreed glass (vetro 
a filigree), i.e. the insertion of thin opaque threads 
(colourless or coloured) into the vessel walls.25 This 
decorative technique was invented in Venetian work-
shops between the end of the 15th and the first half of 
the 16th century.26 The Pula bottom fragment is deco-
rated with thread glass, whose ribbons are arranged 
in a parallel manner and have a common source in 
the mildly depressed bottom (Cat. No. 7; T. I, 6). 

Finds as a result of archaeological excavations, as 
well as those discovered by chance by divers, have 
yielded bottles of different dimensions which vary ac-
cording to the grade of accentuation of the short fun-
nel-shaped neck and thicker walls27 (Cat. Nos. 8-11; 
T. I, 7-10). Among the Pula specimens, there are ex-
amples with tronco-conical necks, i.e. a slanted short 
neck with a flat rim (Cat. No. 8; T. I, 7), and also with 
a milk glass thread on the rim (Cat. No. 9; T. I, 8).

Dosta 
sličnog oblika kao ove jednostavne boce su i boce 
od bezbojnog stakla, s nožicama, bogato ukrašene 
oslikavanjem i/ili apliciranjem reljefno obrađenih 
raznobojnih niti.

Radi manjih dimenzija najvjerojatnije ih možemo 
smatrati bočicama za parfeme, lijekove ili neke dru-
ge tekuće sastojke.32

of the 17th century,28 it can be concluded that they 
most probably had a quadrangular body and bottom 
with a conical inside embossment. Certain bottles of 
colourless glass with a foot and which are richly col-
oured and/or appliquéd with relief threads of differ-
ent colours have a rather similar form to these simple 
bottles. They were produced in Murano workshops 
from the 16th until the 18th century, but were also 
imitated in other workshops.29 Besides bottles found 
in drugstores and pharmacies, this form has become 
synonymous with devotional bottles, a symbol of the 
patron saint of seafarers and glassmakers.30 

The second type of funnel-shaped neck is the one 
which is not as accentuated as the previous one, be-
ing shorter and with a mildly everted rim (Cat. No. 
10; T. I, 9). Just as with bottles with a tapered neck, 
here, too, examples with a white thread on the rim 
have been found (Cat. No. 11; T. I, 10). Of these bot-
tles, examples with thinner but also thicker walls have 
been preserved. The body may have been of an oval, 
quadrilateral or hexagonal cross-section, as confirmed 
by the abovementioned finds near Seline and Veštar.31 

There are also several preserved cylindrical necks 
of small bottles of minor dimensions which remained 
unchanged over a longer chronological period (Cat. 
No. 12-13; T. I, 11-12). The opening of all such bot-
tles is mildly everted. Due to their smaller dimen-
sions, most probably they can be interpreted as small 
bottles for fragrances, drugs or some other liquid.32

Prema oblicima i boji stakla za najveći broj boca 
(a i ostaloga staklenog posuđa) možemo pretpo-
staviti da se uvozio iz bližih radioničkih centara s 
područja Italije (kat. br. 1-4, 6-7, 12-13), a što se 
uostalom može primijeniti i na cijeli Poluotok bez 
obzira na njegovu podijeljenost od kraja drugog de-
setljeća 15. st. između Mletačke Republike i Kuće 
Austrije.33 

Osim muranske proizvodnje, za razdoblje od 
srednjeg vijeka arhivski i arheološki najbolje je 
dokumentirana proizvodnja u Toscani, a slijede ju 
Veneto, Emilia-Romagna i druge talijanske pokra-
jine.34 

Poznato je da su i druge europske radionice35 
proizvodile kvalitetne predmete oponašajući vene-
cijanske uzore, koje je ponekad teško razlikovati od 
onih nastalih u venecijanskim radionicama. Nama 
najbliže, a iz kojih se može pretpostaviti uvoz na 
Istarski poluotok, su radionice iz Ljubljane čija je 
proizvodnja temeljem arhivskih dokumenata potvr-
đena u 16. st.36 

Rijedak nalaz dvokonusne boce na Istarskom 
poluotoku možemo smatrati uvozom iz neke sred-
njoeuropske radionice koje su proizvodile ovaj tip 
boca (kat. br. 5). S tog područja su vjerojatno i če-
tvrtaste boce od zelenkastog i smećkastog stakla s 
vratom oblika krnjeg stošca, iako je njihova proi-
zvodnja od bezbojnog stakla potvrđena i u Mura-
nu37 (kat. br. 8-11). 

The specimens from the Archaeological Museum of 
Istria presented here are only a part of the finds of late 
mediaeval and modern era glass bottles unearthed in 
archaeological excavations on the Istrian peninsula, 
while a smaller number belong to finds discovered 
by chance by divers. A more detailed, comprehensive 
processing of the bottles will allow for more precise 
data on their origin. By comparing Istrian finds with 
individual published finds in Croatia and neighbour-
ing regions, certain assumptions can be made. 

Based on the shape and colour of the majority of 
bottles (as well as other glassware), it can be assumed 
that they were imported from workshops on the ter-
ritory of Italy (Cat. Nos. 1-4, 6-7, 12-13). This refers 
to the entire peninsula, regardless of its division until 
the end of the second decade of the 15th century be-
tween the Venetian Republic and House of Austria.33 

In terms of archives and archaeology, apart from 
Murano, mediaeval production is best documented 
in Tuscany, followed by Veneto, Emilia-Romagna 
and other Italian regions.34 

It is known that other European workshops35 
also produced high-quality artefacts imitating Vene-
tian models. These are sometimes hard to distinguish 
from those produced in Venetian workshops. The 
closest workshops which could have exported to 
the Istrian peninsula are assumed to be the Ljublja-
na workshops, whose production, based on archive 
records, dates back to the 16th century.36 

The unusual find of a biconical bottle on the Is-
trian peninsula can be considered an import from a 
Central European workshop that produced this type 
of bottle (Cat. No. 5). Rectangular bottles of green-
ish and brownish glass with tronco-conical necks are 
probably from the same area, although the produc-
tion of such bottles, but colourless, has also been 
confirmed in Murano37 (Cat. Nos. 8-11). 

So far, the only reliable data on the existence of 
glass workshops in Croatia concern the Dubrovnik

Based on differently coloured shards of melted 
glass, melted raw materials, glass sticks, tubules, 
and bricks with a melted glassy substance on them 
that have been unearthed, certain authors have as-
sumed Modern Age glass production took place in 
the Bay of Veštar near Rovinj.39 Only more detailed 
archaeological campaigns on land, as well as archive 
investigations and chemical analyses will be able to 
confirm or refute the existence of such a workshop 
complex.
