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U ovom radu obradeno je 28 primjeraka rimskog novca nadenog
na podrucju Splita koji se ¢uva u zbirci Arheoloskog muzeja u
Splitu. Kvinar Tita Kloulija iz 98. godine pr. Kr., naden u okolici Sv.
Trojice jedini je rimski republikanski novac iz Splita sacuvan u
muzejskoj zbirci. Sest komada novca careva Tiberija, Gaja Kaligule,
te Klaudija I., Vespazijana i Trajana zastupaju 1. stolje¢e Rimskog
Carstva. Nadeni su na Kamenu i Kmanu, te ispod Gripa. 1z 2.
stoljeca je samo jedan Trajanov denar, za koji ne znamo to¢no
mjesto njegova nalaska u Splitu. Pet primjeraka novca je iz 3.
stoljeca, a pripadaju emisijama careva Karakale, Galijena, Klaudija
Il. i Dioklecijana. Nadeni su na Visokoj, kod Sv. Trojice u Poljudu, te
na spoju Manusa i Dobroga u Bihackoj ulici. NajviSe novca je iz 4.
stoljeca, Sesnaest primjeraka careva Maksimijana, Konstantina I.,
Konstantina Il., Konstancija Il., Valentinijana I. Vedi broj primjeraka
je lose sacuvan pa se ne moze utvrditi ime cara na njima. Nadeni
su u kod Sv. Trojice, u Bihac¢koj ulici, na Spinutu u Teslinoj ulici, u
uvali Bene, na sjevernoj strani Marjana.
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This work consists of an analysis of 28 coins found in the territory
of Split held in the collection of the Archaeological Museum in
Split. The quinarius of Titus Cloulius from 98 BC, found in the
vicinity of the Holy Trinity Church, is the sole example of Roman
Republican coinage from Split held in the Museum’s collection.
Six coins minted during the reign of the Emperors Tiberius, Gaius,
and Claudius |, Vespasian and Trajan represent the first century

of the Roman Empire. They were found in Kamen, Kman, and
beneath the Gripe Fortress. From the second century, there is only
one denarius of Trajan, although the site of its discovery in Split
remains unknown. There are five coins from the third century,
minted under the Emperors Caracalla, Gallienus, Claudius Il and
Diocletian. They were found in Visoka, near Holy Trinity Church at
Poljud, and at the boundary between Manus and Dobri in Bihacka
street. Most of the coins date back to the fourth century, sixteen
coins of the Emperors Maximian, Constantine |, Constantine Il,
Constantius Il and Valentinian I. Several coins are poorly preserved,
so the names of the emperors on them cannot be ascertained.
They were found at the Holy Trinity Church, in Bihacka street, at
Spinut in Teslina street, and at Bene, in the northern side of Marjan
Hill.

U ovom radu obradeno je 28 primjeraka rimskog novca nadenog
na podrugju Splita koji se ¢uva u zbirci Arheoloskog muzeja u
Splitu. Vremenski raspon tog novca je od 1. st. pr. Kr. do 4. st.
Nalazi potjecu s Kamena, Visoke, Kmana, Gripa, Spinuta i Poljuda,
potom s grani¢nog podru¢ja Manusa i Dobroga (Pozzobon), te

iz uvale Bene. Kman, Kamen i Visoka rubni su dijelovi Splita na
istoku, prema Stobrecu, Gripe i Manus / Dobri pripadaju Sirem
sredistu grada, dok su Spinut i Poljud rubni dijelovi grada na
sjeverozapadu. Uvala Bene nalazi se sa sjeverne strane Marjana i
otvorena je prema Kastelanskom zaljevu. Za nekoliko primjeraka
novca ne zna se poblize mjesto njihova nalaska. Sigurno je samo
da su nadeni u Splitu. Nalazi svjedoce o zivljenju na podrucju
danasnjeg Splita i prije izgradnje Dioklecijanove palace, na sto
ukazuju i ostaci arhitekture iz istog vremena, kao i pronadeni
pokretni arheoloski materijal.’

This work consists of an analysis of 28 examples of Roman

coins found in the territory of Split held in the collection of

the Archaeological Museum in Split. The coins encompass a
chronological range from the first century BC to the fourth
century AD. They were discovered in Kamen, Visoka, Kman, Gripe,
Spinut and Poljud, between Manus and Dobri (Pozzobon), and

in the Bene Cove. Kman, Kamen and Visoka are at Split’s eastern
periphery, in the direction of Stobre¢. Gripe and Manus/Dobri

are encompassed by the city’s broader downtown section, while
Spinut and Poljud are on the city’s north-west periphery. The
Bene Cove is north of Marjan Hill, open toward Kastela Bay. The
discovery site of several coins remains unknown; it is certain that
they were found in Split. These discoveries testify to life in the
territory of today’s Split even prior the construction of Diocletian’s
Palace, which is also indicated by the remains of earlier
architecture and small finds.!

Kvinar Tita Kloulija iz 98. g. pr. Kr., dakle iz 1. st. pr. Kr., naden
u okolici Sv. Trojice, jedini je rimski republikanski novac iz Splita
sacuvan u muzejskoj zbirci. Dva asa, kvadrans, denar i sestercij,
ukupno Sest komada novca, zastupaju 1. stoljece Rimskog Carstva,
te careve Tiberija, Gaja Kaligulu, Klaudija I., Vespazijana i Trajana.
Nadeni su na Kamenu, Kmanu, te ispod Gripa. Iz 2. stoljeca je samo
jedan Trajanov denar, za koji ne znamo to¢nu lokaciju nalaza u
Splitu. Pet primjeraka novca je iz 3. stoljeca, a pripadaju emisijama
careva Karakale, Galijena, Klaudija II. i Dioklecijana. Nadeni su na
Visokoj, kod Sv. Trojice u Poljudu, te na granici Manusa i Dobroga
u Bihackoj ulici. Najvise novca je iz 4. stoljeca, Sesnaest primjeraka
careva Maksimijana, Konstantina I., Konstantina Il., Konstancija
Il., Valentinijana |. Nekoliko primjeraka je lose sa¢uvano pa se
ne moze utvrditi ime cara na njima. Nadeni su kod Sv. Trojice, u
Bihackoj ulici, na spoju Manusa i Dobroga, na Spinutu u Teslinoj
ulici te u uvali Bene, na sjevernoj strani Marjana.

Opisani rimski novac obuhvaca zadnje stoljec¢e Republike i
gotovo cijelo razdoblje trajanja Rimskog Carstva. lako mali broj
primjeraka zastupa razdoblje od 500 godina, taj novac mozemo
smatrati realnim uzorkom za prikaz kolanja novca na podrugju
Splita, a u prilog tome idu i dosad objavljeni podaci o nalazima
novca u Splitu.

Najraniji novac do danas poznat naden na podrugju Splita,
broncani je novac Herakleje, gr¢ke kolonije na ilirskoj obali. Datira
iz 4. st. pr. Kr. Nadena su dva primjerka, jedan velike nominale,
najvjerojatnije hemilitre, te njezina frakcija trias. Obje na aversu
imaju glavu Herakla s lavljom kozom, a na reversu njegove
atribute, luk i toljagu. Hemilitra ima na reversu legendu HPA, a
trias HRAK? Nalazili su se u zbirci Karla Lanze, a nadeni su “presso

The quinarius of Titus Cloulius from 98 BC, i.e. the first century
BC, found in the vicinity of the Holy Trinity Church, is the sole
Roman Republic coin from Split held in the Museum'’s collection.
Two asses, a quandrans, denarius and sestertius, a total of six coins,
represent the first century of the Roman Empire, and Emperors
Tiberius, Gaius, Claudius I, Vespasian and Trajan. They were found in
Kamen, Kman and beneath Gripe. The only second century coin is
a denarius of Trajan, although its findspot in Split is unknown. Five
coins from the third century were issued by Emperors Caracalla,
Gallienus, Claudius Il and Diocletian. They were found in Visoka,
near the Holy Trinity Church at Poljud, and between Manus and
Dobri in Bihacka street. Most of the coins date back to the fourth
century, sixteen of them issued by the Emperors Maximian,
Constantine |, Constantine Il, Constantius Il and Valentinian I. A
number of them have been poorly preserved so the names of the
emperors on them cannot be discerned. They were found at the
Holy Trinity Church, in Bihacka street, at Spinut on Teslina street,
and at Bene, in the northern side of Marjan Hill.

The Roman coins described above date to the last century of
the Republic and almost the entire period of the Roman Empire.
Even though a small number of coins represent 500 years, it can be
regarded as the pattern of coin circulation in the Split area, and this
is backed by previously published data on coins discovered in Split.

The so-far earliest known coins found in the Split area are bronze
coins from a Greek colony on the lllyrian coast, Herakleia. They date
to the fourth century BC. Two examples were found, one of a larger
denomination, probably a hemilitra, and its fraction, a trias. Both
bear the head of Heracles with a lion’s skin on the obverse, while the
reverse depicts his attributes, a bow and club. The hemilitra bears
the legend HPA, while the trias reads HRAKA. They were a part of
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Spalato”? Tako se Split pridruzuje lokalitetima na dalmatinskoj
obali na kojima je pronaden novac koji su zanimljivi utoliko sto
sama lokacija Herakleje jos$ nije pronadena ili prepoznata.* Nalaz
tog novca na podrucju Splita svjedoc¢i o odredenoj komunikaciji
ovog podru¢ja s Heraklejom, koju najvjerojatnije treba traziti

u trokutu zamisljenom izmedu Sibenika, Splita i otoka Hvara.

U svjetlu ¢injenice da je Issa u 3. stoljecu prije Krista osnovala
potkolonije Tragurion i Epetion, izmedu kojih se nalazila Salona,
luka Delmata, vezu grckog svijeta sa splitskim podrucjem
potvrduje ostava bron¢anog novca Farosa, nadena u splitskom
polju, a cuva se u muzeju Nemzeti u Budimpesti.® Ostava je
nadena godine 1826. Prvotno ju je ¢inila skupina od dvadeset
komada novca, a danas ih je dvanaest. Novac pripada razdoblju
3.1 2. stoljeca pr. Kr. Osim jednog primjerka velike nominale sa
Zeusom i kozom, ostali pripadaju emisijama s prikazom glave
muskarca i kantarosom. Razlog skrivanju te ostave mozemo traziti
u dogadanjima na ovom dijelu dalmatinske obale u vrijeme 2.
ilirskog rata, kada su Rimljani spalili Faros.

Nalazu opisanoga republikanskog kvinara pridruzuje se
srebrni republikanski novac iz 2. li 1. stoljeca pr. Kr. $to ga je
okruzni kapetan Josip Tonci¢ pronasao na Ba¢vicama 1889.6
Identificiran je kao novac obitelji Calpurnia. Ta identifikacija daje
mogucnosti za nekoliko tumacenja o kojem se novcu to¢no
radi. Mogao bi biti iz 2.iiz 1. st. pr. Kr.” Trebao bi se nalaziti u
numizmatickoj zbirci Arheoloskog muzeja u Splitu, ali o tome
danas nema podataka. Nalaze republikanskog novca u Splitu
moramo gledati u kontekstu ostalih nalaza novca tog razdoblja na
sirem podrucju tadasnje Salone. Jednaki kvinar nalazimo u ostavi
iz Gajina.® Republikanski novac iz devedesetih godina 1. st. pr. Kr.
dobro je zastupljen i u drugim ostavama s podru¢ja Salone, onoj
iz tupinoloma u Sv. Kaji te u onoj s Putalja.® Nalazimo ga i u ostavi
iz Dracevice na otoku Bracu.'® Nadalje, iz Salone je poznato 11
primjeraka republikanskog novca, koji su nadeni kao pojedinacni
nalazi, devet na Sirem podrucju Foruma,"" a tri na Manastirinama.'?

The Finds of Roman Coins in Split

the Karlo Lanza collection, and found “presso Spalato”? Split is thus
among those sites on the Dalmatian coast in which these coins have
been found, and they are all the more interesting since the actual
location of Herakleia has neither been found nor recognized yet.*
The discovery of its coins in the Split area testify to the existence of
some form of communication between this territory and Herakleia,
which should probably be sought somewhere in an imaginary
triangle between Sibenik, Split and the island of Hvar. In light of the
fact that Issa established the sub-colonies of Tragurion and Epetion
in the third century BC, between which Salona, the Delmati port,
was located, the links between the Greek world and the Split area

is confirmed by the hoard of bronze coins of Pharos, found in Split
Field, and now held in the Nemzeti Museum in Budapest.® The hoard
was found in 1826. It initially consisted of a group of twenty coins,
and today there are nineteen. The money dates to the third and
second centuries BC. Except for one coin of large denomination
featuring the image of Zeus and a goat, the remaining ones belong
to an issue with the head of a man and a kantharos. The reason for
the concealment of this hoard should be sought in the events in this
part of the Dalmatian coast during the Second lllyrian War, when the
Romans set fire to Pharos.

The discovery of the Republican quinarius described above
can be added to the silver Republican coins dated to the second or
first century BC, found by District Captain Josip Tonci¢ at Bacvice
in 1889.6 They were identified as coins of the Calpurnia family.
Such identification facilitates several interpretations as to precisely
which coins are involved here. They may date to the second and
first centuries BC.” They should be in the numismatic collection of
the Archaeological Museum in Split, but there is no data on this
today. The finds of Republican coins in Split should be viewed in
the context of the other discoveries of coins over the wider area
of Salona at the time. An identical quinarius can be found in the
hoard from Gajine.® Republican coins from around the year 190 BC
and the preceding decade are well represented in other hoards
from the Salona area: one from a cement-clay quarry in Sveti Kajo,
and one from Putalj.? They can also be found in the hoard from
Dracevica on the island of Brac."’ A further eleven examples of

Republican coins are known from Salona. They are random finds -

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U popisu darova Muzeju godine 1883. nalazimo podatak da je
Stjepan Bartulica iz Splita darovao jednu “srednju broncu” Marka
Agripe.” To je najvjerojatnije as s imenom Marka Agripe koji je
emitirao Gaj Kaligula (37.-41.), njegov unuk. Takav as pronaden
jeiuLori, predjelu uz more sjeveroistocno od Poljuda, u jednoj
najvjerojatnije obiteljskoj grobnici, koju su Cinile tri kamene urne.™
Identificiran je kao Coh. I, 175, 3. Nikolanci ga datira izmedu 27. i
12. god. pr. Kr., pa je tu dataciju potrebno ispraviti na razdoblje od
37.do 41. godine.

O nalazima rimskoga bron¢anog novca 1.-3. stoljeca.
izvjestava Frane Buli¢ pisuci o rimskim natpisima nadenima
1887. na Visokoj, na lokaciji Dragovode.' Nedaleko od natpisa
pronaden je novac Neronov (54.-68.), medaljon Antonina Pija
(138.-161.), te novac Septimija Severa (193.-211.).'* Neronov novac
Buli¢ identificira kao Coh. I1, 186, 80, sto odgovara sesterciju s
Anonom na reversu (RIC 12, 390). U Buli¢evoj biljesci sacuvanoj u
arhivu Luke Jeli¢a (Spalatensia VII/1) opisan je taj nalaz s Visoke,
ali umjesto novca Septimija Severa navodi se novac Klaudija I.,
pa je neizvjesno koji je podatak toc¢an. Medaljon Antonina Pija
identificiran je kao Coh II', 336, 426."7 Prema legendi na aversu
u kojoj je navedena tribunicia potestas 15. put, radi se o emisiji
medaljona iz 151.-152. godine. Velika je Steta da medaljon nije
sacuvan u muzejskoj zbirci. U srpnju 1901. na Kmanu su u jednom
polju pronadeni ostaci antickih zidova i nekoliko grobova.’® U
jednom grobu nalazio se novac Galijenov (253.-268.), identificiran
kao Coh.2, 378, 341, koji odgovara Galijenovu antoninijanu
iz kovnice u Rimu, iz vremena njegove samostalne vladavine,
poslije 260. Na reversu je prikazana koza, te legenda IOVI CONS
AVG, i oznaka kovnice ¢. (RIC V/1, 207). Sitni bronc¢ani novac
Konstantina I. (307.-337.) i njegovih sinova Konstantina Il. (337.-
340.), Konstancija Il. (337.-361.) i Krispa (317. - 326.) pronasao je
1879. tezak u vrtu zapadno od tvrdave Gripe.' Novac je naden u
blizini jednog skeleta, a mozda se radi o skupnom nalazu. Ukupno
je bilo 37 komada novca, od kojih se tri nisu mogla identificirati
zbog lose sac¢uvanosti. Identificirano je devetnaest komada novca
Konstantina |., sedam komada Konstantina Il., te po Cetiri komada
novca Krispa i Konstancija Il. Godine 1886. splitski gradonacelnik
dr. Gajo Bulat darovao je Muzeju nekoliko primjeraka bron¢anog
novca iz Konstantinova razdoblja, dakle iz 4. stoljeca, koje je nasao
na Sukoisanu.?’ Sjeveroisto¢no od Dioklecijanove palace, na
bastionu Contarini, pronadena je starokrs¢anska zidana grobnica

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nine from the broader Forum area,"" and three from Manastirine.'?

In the register of gifts to the Museum in 1883, there is a
notation that Stjepan Bartulica from Split donated a “medium
bronze” of Agrippa.’ This is most likely an as bearing the name
Marcus Agrippa issued by Gaius (AD 37-41), his grandson. The
same kind of as was found in Lora, an area along the seashore
north-east of Poljud, probably in a family tomb consisting of three
stone urns,'* identified as Coh. I?, 175, 3. Nikolanci dated it to
between 27 and 12 BC, so this dating should be corrected to the
period from AD 37 to 41.

Frane Buli¢ reported the finds of bronze coins of the first to
third centuries when writing about Roman inscriptions found in
Visoka, at Dragovoda, in 1887." Not far from the inscription, a coin
of Nero (AD 54-68), a medallion of Antoninus Pius (AD 138-161),
and a coin of Septimius Severus (AD 193-211) were found.'® Nero's
coin was identified by Buli¢ as Coh. 1", 186, 80; and this corresponds
to a sestertius with Amon on the reverse (RIC |, 390). Buli¢'s
note, kept in the Luka Jeli¢ Archives (Spalatensia VII/1), describes
this discovery from Visoka, but instead of the coin of Septimius
Severus, it mentions a coin of Claudius |, so it is uncertain which
information is accurate. The medallion of Antoninus Pius was
identified as Coh'll, 336, 426."7 According to the legend on the
obverse, in which tribunicia potestas is cited the fifteenth time, this
is a medallion issue from AD 151-152. It is quite unfortunate that
the medallion was not preserved in the Museum’s collection. The
remains of Roman walls and several graves were found in a field
in Kman in July 1901."® One grave contained a coin of Gallienus
(AD 253-268), identified as Coh.?, 378, 341, which corresponds to
the antoninianus of Gallienus from the Roman mint, during his
independent reign after 260. The reverse bears a depiction of a
goat and the legend I0VI CONS AVG, and the mint-mark, ¢ (RIC
V/1,207). Tiny bronze coins of Constantine | (307-337) and his sons
Constantine Il (337-340), Constantius Il (337-361), and Crispus (317-
326) were found by a farm labourer in a garden to the west of Gripe
Fortress in 1879." The coins were found near a skeleton. Perhaps
this is a hoard. There were a total of 37 coins, of which three could
not be identified due to their poor condition. The following were
identified: 12 coins of Constantine |, 7 coins of Constantine Il, and 4
coins each of Crispus and Constantius Il. In 1886, the Mayor of Split,
Dr Gajo Bulat, donated several bronze coins from the Constantinian

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te uokolo nje razasuti novac Klaudija I., Klaudija Il., Maksimijana,
Konstantina Il, Konstancija Il., Honorija, te nekoliko komada lose
sacuvanog novca najvjerojatnije iz razdoblja Flavijevaca, dakle iz 2.
stolje¢a.”!

Nekoliko puta spominju se nalazi antickog novca bez ikakve
identifikacije, bez oznake cara i stoljeca kojem bi novac pripadao.
Na Karepovcu je 1898. pronaden pod suhozidom bijeli mozaicni
pod, a uz njega novac koji se ne moze odrediti.?? Dr. Juraj
Marcocchia je 1899. darovao Muzeju predmete koje je nasao
na Pojisanu: svetiljku s prikazom glave Satira i Zigom OCTAVI, te
nekoliko komada anti¢koga i srednjovjekovnog novca.?

Na iskopavanjima u Dioklecijanovoj palaci sto su ih provodili
Urbanisticki ured Dalmacije iz Splita i University of Minnesota
od 1968. do 1974. naslo se 125 komada novca.** Medu njima
su Sezdeset tri rimska, jedan bizantski, dva ostrogotska, dva
talijanska srednjovjekovna, te noviji novac iz razdoblja 16.-20.
stoljeca. Rimski novac pripada carevima 4. stoljeca, Maksimijanu,
Konstantinu I. i njegovim sinovima, Valentinijanu I., Valensu,
Gracijanu, Valentinijanu Il., Teodoziju I. i Arkadiju. Na nekima su se
mogle odrediti kovnice, od zapadnih Rim, Akvileja i Siscija, a od
isto¢nih Aleksandrija, Konstantinopol, Tesalonika. Iz 6. stoljeca su
bizantski i ostrogotski novac, bizantski novac je Justinijanov (527.-
565.), a ostrogotski Totilin (541.-552.). U kasnijim istrazivanjima
Palace naden je tek pokoji komad rimskog novca. U istraZivanjima
1992. pronaden je jedan antoninijan cara Karina (283.-285.), koji
je bio Dioklecijanov prethodnik.”> Nummus?® cara Galerija (305.-
311.), Dioklecijanova nasljednika za isto¢ni dio Carstva, naden je u
istrazivanjima u Hrvojevoj ulici i ku¢i Andri¢ 2005.-2006. godine.?”’
U blizini, na Srebrenim vratima, nadeno je 25 komada novca, ali
nema podataka o kojem se novcu radi.®®

Prilikom istrazivanja lokaliteta Ad basilicas pictas, odnosno
crkve sv. Andrije, u Sirem sredistu Splita, pronadeno je vise od
tisucu primjeraka novca, ali dosta lose sa¢uvanog.? Od njih je
identificirano i obradeno Sesnaest primjeraka. Najraniji novac
je Trajanov dupondij, a ostali su iz razdoblja kasne antike, iz
4.-6. stoljeca. Zastupljeni su carevi Maksimijan, Konstantin 1.,
Licinije, Konstantin Il., Konstancije Il., Konstans, Gracijan, Valens ili
Valentinijan, Teodozije Il., Marcijan i Justinijan .

Jubilarni broj muzejskog ¢asopisa posvecen Splitu prigoda
je da se objavi rimski novac iz muzejske zbirke koji je naden u
Splitu, te da se rekapituliraju dosadasnji nalazi novca. Od novca

period, i.e. the fourth century, to the Museum. He had found them
at Sukoi$an.?’ An Early Christian masoned tomb, and dispersed
coins of Claudius |, Claudius II, Maximian, Constantine I, Constantius
I, Honorius and several poorly preserved coins, probably from

the Flavian era (2™ century), were found north-east of Diocletian’s
Palace, at the Contarini bastion.?'

The finds of the Roman coins lacking any identification of
an emperor or the century in which they were minted are often
mentioned in literature. A mosaic floor with an indeterminable coin
next to it was found under a drystone wall at Karepovac in 1898.22 In
1899, Dr Juraj Marcocchia donated items he found at Pojisan to the
Museum: a lamp depicting a satyr and stamp reading OCTAVI, and
several Roman and medieval coins.”?

During excavations in Diocletian’s Palace conducted by the
Urban Planning Office of Dalmatia in Split and the University of
Minnesota of 1968 to 1974, 125 coins were found.?* Among them
were 63 Roman coins and a Byzantine coin, 2 Ostrogothic coins, 2
medieval Italian coins, and more recent coins from the sixteenth
to the twentieth centuries. The Roman coins belong to the fourth
century Emperors, Maximian, Constantine | and his sons, Valentinian |,
Valens, Gratian, Valentinian Il, Theodosius |, and Arcadius. They are
from the western mints: Rome, Aquileia, and Siscia, and from the
eastern ones: Alexandria, Constantinople and Thessalonica. There
are Byzantine and Ostrogothic coins from the sixth century; the
Byzantine coins were minted by Justinian (AD 527-565), and the
Ostrogothic king Baduila (AD 541-552). In subsequent excavations
of the Palace, Roman coins were found only occasionaly. In research
conducted in 1992, an antoninianus of Carinus (AD 283-285), the
emperor who preceded Diocletian, was found.?® A nummus?® of
Galerius (305-311), Diocletian’s successor in the eastern part of the
Empire, was found in research in Hrvojeva street in the Andri¢ home
in 2005-2006.” Nearby, at the Silver Gate (Srebrena Vrata), 25 coins
were found, but there are not any data on which type.?®

During exploration of the Ad basilicas pictas site, i.e. the Church
of St. Andrew, in the wider area of downtown Split, over a thousand
coins were found, but in relatively poor condition.” Sixteen of them
were identified and analyzed. The earliest coin is a dupondius of
Trajan, while the remaining ones date to Late Antiquity, fourth to
sixth centuries, belonging to the Emperors Maximian, Constantine
|, Licinius, Constantine Il, Constantius Il, Constans, Gratian, Valens or

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Herakleje, najstarijeg novca za koji znamo da je naden u Splitu,
do danas proslo je otprilike 2500 godina. Takvu kategoriju starosti
pojedinog predmeta, u ovom slucaju novca, nije uobicajeno
spominjati. Ovo je prigoda da se ona istakne jer svjedoci o dugoj
povijesti koristenja novca na prostoru Splita, premda ne uvijek
jednakim intenzitetom. Na mjestu neprekinutog Zivljenja novac
se trosi, on se ne ¢uva, a kada vise ne vrijedi, njegov se metal
koristi za izradu novog novca ili nakita. U gradu je teze negoli na
nenaseljenim podrucjima pronaci novac, osobito u gradu s dugim
kontinuitetom Zivljenja. To donekle opravdava c¢injenicu da je
‘splitskog’ novca danas tako malo u muzejskoj zbirci.

Valentinian, Theodosius Il, Marcian and Justinian I.

This jubilee issue of the Museum’s journal dedicated to Split
is an opportunity to publish the Roman coins in the Museum's
collection that were found in Split, and to recapitulate all previous
finds of coins. Approximately 2,500 years have elapsed since the
date of the oldest coins known that were found in Split, those from
Herakleia, to the present. It indicates how long currency has been
in use in Split, although at varying intensities. Money is spent,
rather than hoarded, in places of continuous habitation, and when
it no longer has value, it is used as bullion. It is more difficult to
find coins in the city than in poorly inhabited areas, especially in a
city with such a long continual habitation. This could explain the
relatively small number of coins found in Split, today held in the
Museum’s collection.
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
