AUCISSA FIBULAE FROM ROMAN ASSERIA
(PODGRADE NEAR BENKOVAC)

Apstrakt

U clanku se obraduju aucissa fibule
koje su, kao slucajni nalazi, pronadene u
antickoj Aseriji, a cuvaju se u Arheoloskom
muzeju u Splitu. Od Cetrdeset sedam fibula
pronadenih u Aseriji, koje pripadaju auci-
ssa tipu, dvadeset jedan primjerak ima nat-
pis na zaglavnoj plocici. Zastupljeno je se-
dam imena: Aucissa, Cartilia, Durnacus,
OVbl, Revetu, CCar, Pualer. Osim fibula s
natpisom na zaglavnoj plocici obradeni su
i primjerci bez natpisa. Uocava se da je
znatno veci broj fibula s polukruznim lu-
kom od onih s trakastim. S natpisom je sa-
mo jedna, a bez natpisa tri, dok su one s po-
lukruznim presjekom zastupljene sa sveu-
kupno trideset devet primjeraka. Od obra-
denih fibula izdvaja se jedna s pravokutnim

Abstract

The article discusses Aucissa fibulae
that were discovered as chance finds at Ro-
man Asseria and are in the collections of the
Archaeological Museum in Split. Of the forty-
seven fibulae found at Asseria that belong to
the Aucissa type, twenty-one specimens have
an inscription on the head plate. Seven names
are represented: Aucissa, Cartilia, Durnacus,
OVbI, Revetu, CCar, and Pualer. The exam-
ples without inscriptions were also analyzed.
A considerably larger number has been noted
of fibulae with a semi-circular bow section
than those with a ribbon bow. Of the latter,
only one has an legend, while three lack such
an inscription, while the fibulae with a semi-
circular section are represented by a total of
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presjekom luka, dvije fibule imaju visedijel-
ni luk, a jedna ima luk s kuglastim dodatci-
ma. Sve fibule s natpisom, njih 21, ve¢ su
ranije objavljene.

Dvije rane zglobne fibule ne pripa-
daju aucissa tipu, no obradene su kao dio
ove radnje jer su s njima povezane kon-
strukcijski, a i vremensk, i barem prema do-
sadasnjim istrazivanjima na podrucju rim-
ske Dalmacije.

thirty-nine examples. Analyzed fibulae with
specific features included one with a recta-
ngular bow section, two fibulae have a multi-
sectioned bow, and one fibula has a bow with
rounded appendages.

Two early hinged fibulae do not belong to the
Aucissa type, but they are discussed as part of
this text, as they are related in terms of con-
struction, and also chronologically, at least
according to research performed to the pre-
sent in the region of Roman Dalmatia.

Sanja IVCEVIC, Aucissa fibule iz anti¢ke Aserije

U Arheoloskom muzeju Split cuva
se velik broj fibula pronadenih u antic¢koj
Aseriji. Najveci broj otpada na tip auci-
ssa 1 njima srodnih fibula. Zastupljeni su
i neki drugi tipovi fibula, kao snazno pro-
filirane, visestruko rasc¢lanjene i lukovi-
Caste.

Uglavnom je jedini sa¢uvani poda-
tak mjesto nalaza, bez detaljnih okolno-
sti, te za neke primjerke podatak da su ot-
kupljeni za splitski Muzej 1930. god.

Fibule tipa aucissa razvijaju se u
zadnjoj Cetvrtini 1. st. pr. Kr., a traju do
kraja 1. st. NajraSireniji su oblik fibula
toga vremena, a nalazimo ih u velikom
broju na podrucju cijeloga Rimskog Car-
stva. Vojnicke su, ali su i u civilnoj upo-
rabi pa ih osim u vojni¢kim logorima na-
lazimo dobro zastupljene i na civilnim lo-
kalitetima. Znacajke su tipa zglobna kon-
strukcija za kopcanje igle, polukruzni luk
vrpcasta ili polukruzna presjeka, Cetvrta-
sta zaglavna plocica, trokutasti drzac
igle, te kratka noga koja redovito zavrsa-
va kuglastim ukrasom. Unutar osnovnog
tipa postoje brojne inacice koje se uglav-
nom odnose na oblikovanje luka. Dvije
su osnovne skupine aucissa fibule s vr-
pcastim lukom i one s lukom polukruzna
presjeka. No unutar tih dviju skupina jav-
ljaju se razne inaCice uglavnom prepo-
znate s obzirom na ukras na luku. Zaglav-
na plocica takoder se razlikovala prema
nac¢inu ukrasavanja.

A large number of fibulae discovered at
the site of Roman Asseria are in the collections
of the Archaeological Museum in Split. The ma-
jority consists of the Aucissa type and related fi-
bulae. Certain other types of fibulae are also re-
presented, such as highly moulded, multi-join-
ted, and crossbow fibulae.

The only preserved data is mostly the
site of discovery, without any details about the
circumstances, and for some examples the data
that they were purchased for the Split museum
in 1930.

The Aucissa type fibula developed in
the last quarter of the 18t century BC and con-
tinued to the end of the 15t century AD. They
were the most widely distributed form of fibu-
la in that time, and they are found in large qu-
antities throughout the entire Roman Empire.
They can be classified as military, but were al-
so in civilian use, so in addition to military
camps, they are also well represented at civili-
an sites. Their characteristics are a type of hi-
nge construction for fastening the pin, a semi-
circular bow of ribbon or hemispherical secti-
on, a square head plate, a triangular catch-pla-
te, and a short foot that regularly ends in a ro-
unded knob. Numerous variations exist among
the basic type, mostly related to the shape of
the bow. The two main groups of Aucissa fibu-
lae are those with a ribbon bow and those with
a semicircular section bow. Different variants
exist within these two groups, primarily based
on the decoration of the bow. The head plate
can also be distinguished according to the ma-
nner of decoration.
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Neki primjerci nose natpis na za-
glavnoj plo¢ici.! Radi se o pecatu radionice
koji sadrzi ime majstora koji ih je proizvo-
dio. Isti tipovi proizvode se s pecatom radi-
onice 1 bez njega, s tim da su one bez utis-
nutog imena brojnije. Pozornost se uglav-
nom poklanjala onima s natpisom, tako da
je velik broj takvih fibula bez natpisa ostao
neobjavljen. Za europsko podrucje postoje

dva starija rada o tom tipu fibula.2 Za po-
druc¢je Dalmacije vazna su dva ¢lanka o au-
cissa fibulama s natpisom. To su radovi L.
Marovi¢a i T. Separovi¢a.3

Razli¢iti pecati radionica, odnosno
velik broj imena majstora, kao 1 razlike u
oblikovanju 1 ukrasavanju luka, svjedoce o
postojanju veceg broja radionica u kojima
su se proizvodile. Unato¢ tome aucissa fi-
bule ostaju ujednacene kroz Citavo vrijeme
trajanja i na velikom prostoru Rimskog Car-
stva. OCito su odraz homogenizacije ljudi
razlicita podrijetla s razlicitih podrucja, kao
dio procesa romanizacije.

Tijekom trajanja, od kraja 1. st. pr.
Kr. pa do kraja 1. st. po Kr., najbrojnije suu
doba Flavijevaca, nakon ¢ega polako izlaze
iz uporabe 1 zamjenjuju ih novi tipovi. Na-
jranija im se pojava stavlja u zadnju tre¢inu

Some examples have an inscription on
the head plate.! This is the stamp of the work-
shop, containing the name of the craftsman who
produced them. The same types were produced
with the workshop stamp and without it, and
those without the stamped name are more nu-
merous. Attention is usually directed to exam-
ples with an inscription, so that many such fibu-
laec without a legend have remained unpubli-
shed. For Europe as a whole, two earlier texts
about this type of fibula exist.2 For the region of
Dalmatia, two articles about Aucissa fibulae wi-
th inscriptions are important.3

The varied workshop stamps, or rather
the great quantity of the craftsmen’s names, as we-
11 as the variations in the formation and decoration
of the bow, bear witness to the existence of a large
number of workshops in which these fibulae were
produced. Despite this, the Aucissa fibulae remain
uniform throughout their entire period of existen-
ce and throughout the great spatial extent of the
Roman Empire. Evidently they represent a refle-
ction of the process of Romanization through the
homogenization of people of different origins.

During their existence, from the end of
the 15t century BC to the end of the 15t century
AD, they were most numerous in the Flavian
period, after which they slowly go out of use
and are replaced by new types. Their earliest

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1. st., i to za obje inac¢ice.# Opéenito se drzi
da su fibule s trakastim lukom brojnije u ra-
nijoj fazi, odnosno negdje do polovice 1. st.,
a da one s lukom polukruzna presjeka prev-
ladavaju od sredine 1. st. po Kr. Za podrucje
provincije Dalmacije ustanovljena je njiho-
va pojava negdje izmedu 15. g. pr. Kr. 1 sre-

dine prvog desetljeca 1. st. pr. Kr.5 U pravi-
lu se aucissa fibule prestaju rabiti do kraja
1. st. U Ninu je pronadena fibula s natpisom
Durnacus s noveem cara Nerve® (96. -98.),
Sto je potvrda njihova trajanja na nasem po-
dru¢ju sve do pocetka 2. st.

Fibule s natpisom AVCISSA

Iz anticke Aserije saCuvane su dvije
fibule s natpisom AVCISSA (kat. br. 1, 2, sl.
1, 2). To, najcesce zastupljeno, ime na fibu-
lama tog tipa pripada keltskom onomastiko-
nu, a nalazimo ga utisnuto i na keramickom
posudu.” Pretpostavlja se da je utisnuto ime
proizvodaca, odnosno vlasnika radionice u
kojoj su se fibule proizvodile. Nastanak tipa
stavlja se na podrudje sjeverne Italije, oda-
kle se Siri u ostale dijelove Carstva, trgovi-
nom ili vojnim kretanjima. Poznato je da je
u 1. st. trgovina izmedu nasih krajeva 1 po-
drucja sjeverne Italije uspostavljena, kao §to
je poznata i Cinjenica da su u provinciji Da-
Imaciji boravili vojnici iz gornje Italije.”

Primjerci s natpisom Aucissa pripa-
daju uglavnom tzv. klasi¢nim aucissa fibula-

appearance is placed in the last third of the 18t cen-

tury BC, which applies to both variants.# It is ge-
nerally considered that the fibulae with a ribbon
bow are more numerous in the earlier phase, to
approximately the middle of the 18t century AD,
and that the fibulae with a bow of semicircular se-
ction predominate from the middle of the 15t cen-
tury AD onwards. Their appearance has been
established for the province of Dalmatia sometime
between 15 BC and the middle of the first decade
AD.> As a rule, Aucissa fibulae cease to be in use
to the end of the 15t century AD. At Nin, however,
a fibula with the inscription Durnacus was disco-
vered with a coin of the emperor Nerva (96-98),0
which is confirmation for their continued use in
Dalmatia up to the beginning of the ond century.

Fibulae with the inscription AVCISSA

Two fibulae with the inscription
AVCISSA come from Asseria (cat. no. 1, 2, Fig.
1, 2). This most commonly represented name on
the fibulae of this type belongs to the Celtic
onomastic sphere, and can also be found stam-
ped on pottery vessels.” It is considered that the
name of the manufacturer, or rather the owner
of the workshop in which the fibulae were pro-
duced, was stamped. The origin of this fibula
type is placed in the region of northern Italy,8
from where it spread to the other parts of the
Empire, through trade or military movements. It
is known that trade was established in the 15t
century between Dalmatia and Northern Italy,
as is the fact that soldiers from Upper Italy we-
re stationed in the province of Dalmatia.”

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ma. Razliciti ukrasi na glavi i luku te varija-
cije imena na zaglavnoj plocici svjedoce o
razli¢itim radionicama.!9 Znacajka je fibula
s tim natpisom da su jako ujednacene, bez
obzira na podrucje na kojem su pronadene. U
pravilu imaju vrpcast luk, ukraSen uzduznim
rebrima i urezivanjem, zglobni je tuljac izra-
den izvijanjem prema van, a zaglavna ploci-
ca ima polukruzne bocne ureze te na gornjem
dijelu natpis. To je u preciznoj podjeli M. Fe-
ugcrea tip 22b2, a u tipologiji Lacabe, koja ih
dijeli prema ukrasu na luku, idu u tip 20, ina-
gica 3. 2a.l1

Njihova pojava na nekom lokalitetu
gotovo je siguran znak vojnicke nazo¢nosti
jer su upravo fibule ove varijante masovno
zastupljene u vojnim logorima, pogotovo u
Germaniji Inferior, ali ima ih i u Velikoj
Britaniji, Galiji pogotovo srednjoj i juznoj,
te srednjoj 1 sjevernoj Italiji. U logorima u
kojima se javljaju u ve¢em su broju oni lo-
gori koji su nastali do 10. god. pr. Kr., a pu-
no su slabije zastupljene u kasnijim logori-
ma.!2 Takvim fibulama pripada jedan pri-
mjerak iz Aserije (kat. br. 1., sl. 1).

Posebnost tog primjerka je natpis
koji ima dodatak -TI na kraju, te glasi
AVCISATI. Vjerojatno je taj dodatak bio
oznaka radionice. Marovi¢ drzil3 da je vje-
rojatno radionica presla u vlasnistvo cara, u
ovom slucaju cara Tiberija (14.-37.), te se

Examples with the inscription Aucissa
mostly belong to the so-called classic Aucissa fibu-
lae. The different decorations on the head and the
bow, and the variations of the names on the head
plate bear witness to production by different work-
shops.!0 One characteristic of fibulae with this le-
gend is that they are very uniform no matter where
they are found. As a rule they have a ribbon bow
decorated with lengthwise ribs and incisions, the
hinge covering was made by bending the sheet-
metal outwards, and the head plate has semicircu-
lar lateral notches and an inscription in the upper
part. In the precise classification of M. Feugcre,
this is type 22b2, and in Lacabe’s typology, where
they are assigned according to the decoration on
the bow, they belong to type 20, variant 3.2a.!1

Their appearance at a site is an almost
certain sign of military presence, as this specific
variant of fibula was massively represented at mi-
litary camps, particularly in Germania Inferior,
but also in Britannia, in Gaul (especially central
and southern Gaul), and in central and northern
Italia. This fibula type is registered in a greater
number of those military camps that were built up
to 10 BC, but is more poorly represented at later
camps.!2 One example from Asseria can be cla-
ssified among such fibulae (cat. no. 1, Fig. 1).

A special feature of this example is the in-
scription with the suffix -TI at the end, reading
AVCISATI. This addition probably denoted the wo-
rkshop. Marovi¢ thought that the workshop had pro-
bably become imperial property, in this case of the
emperor Tiberius (14-37), and the stamp emphasized
under whose reign production was taking place.!3

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pecatom naglasavalo za Cije se vladavine
proizvodnja odvijala.

Fibule s peCatom Avcissa zastupljene
su s petnaestak primjeraka u Hrvatskoj,
uglavnom iz priobalja,14 §to je prili¢an broj
usporedimo li nalaze na nekim drugim po-
dru¢jima Rimskog Carstva. S podrucja sje-
veroistotne Spanjolske saduvane su dvije s
tim pe¢atom, !5 iz juzne Galije pet,!© dok su
samo u Saloni pronadena cCetiri primjerka, u
Gardunu tri, a dvije su fibule iz Aserije.!”
Napomenimo da se radi o podatcima na te-
melju slucajnih nalaza. Svi navedeni lokali-
teti s naseg podrucja istrazivani su od vre-
mena pisanja Marovic¢eva ¢lanka, te se mo-
ze ocekivati jos takvih nalaza. Fibule s tim
pecatom najbrojnije su u Dalmaciji, Italiji 1
Velikoj Britaniji.!8

Salona i Aserija u sli¢cnom su poloza-
ju jer im se u blizini nalaze vojni logori, u
kojima moZemo pretpostaviti proizvodnju
fibula namijenjenih vojnickoj nosnji. Na
oba lokaliteta aucissa fibule bez natpisa za-
stupljene su u relativno velikom broju.!?
Svi navedeni primjerci odgovaraju po svo-
jim znacajkama tipu Feugere 22b2, odnosno
Lacabe tip 20. 3.2. a, Riha 5.2.1, osim jed-
nog primjerka iz Aserije (kat. br, 2, sl. 2).
Radi se o fibuli polukruzna presjeka luka,

Fibulae with the Avcissa stamp are re-
presented by fifteen examples in Croatia, most-
ly from the coast,!4 which is a considerable
number if they are compared with finds from
other areas of the Roman Empire. From the re-
gion of northeastern Spain two examples with
this stamp have been preserved,!> and from so-
uthern Gaul five,!© while only at Salona four
examples were discovered, along with three
from Gardun, and two fibulae are from Asse-
ria.!”7 It should be noted that this data is all on
the basis of chance finds. All of the above sites
in Dalmatia have been further excavated in the
period since Marovi¢ published his article, and
more such finds can be expected. Fibulae with
this stamp are most numerous in Dalmatia (Cro-
atia), Italy, and Great Britain.!8

Salona and Asseria represent similar si-
tuations, as military camps were located in the-
ir vicinity, where the production of fibulae in-
tended for military attire can be conjectured. At
both sites Aucissa fibulae without inscriptions
are represented in relatively large amounts.?
All of the cited examples correspond in traits to
type Feugére 22b2, or Lacabe type 20.3.2. a, or
Riha 5.2.1, except for one specimen from Asse-
ria (cat. no. 2, Fig. 2). This is a fibula with a se-
micircular section of the bow, which is unusual
(Lacabe 20.5.2. b, Feugeére 22c, Riha 5.2.4). In
fact, the inscription AVCISSA is normally fo-
und on fibulae with a ribbon bow, while on
those with a semicircular bow section various

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Sto je neuobicajeno (Lacabe 20.5.2. b, Feu-
gere 22¢, Riha 5.2.4). Naime, natpis AVCIS-
SA nalazi se na fibulama s vrpcastim lukom,
dok se na onima s polukruznim lukom utisku-
ju razli¢ita imena, vjerojatno kao rezultat po-
jave veceg broja radionica u vrijeme druge
polovice 1. st., kada prevladavaju fibule s ta-
kvim lukom. Sli¢an je luk samo na jednom je-
dinom primjerku AVCISSAI.20 Takav se pe-
¢at nalazi na Cetiri salonitanske fibule, Sto
upucuje na to da su izradene u istoj radionici.

Pojava se obje inacice aucissa fibula u
provinciji Dalmaciji stavlja u kraj 1. st. pr. Kr.
Inacica s vrpcastim lukom prevladava u prvoj
polovici 1. st., dok se drugoj polovici tog sto-
lje¢a polako smanjuje njihov broj, a prevlada-
vaju one s lukom polukruzna presjeka. O tome
svjedoce i numizmaticki nalazi2! Uz ime Au-
cissa na vrpéastima se javlja i Atrixtos,?? ka-
kvih nema sacuvanih u Aseriji.

Istoj inacici poput fibule s peCatom
AVCISSA pripadaju tri fibule iz Aserije bez
natpisa na zaglavnoj plocici (kat. br. 3-5, sl. 3-
5).

Fibule s natpisom OVbI

Na dvije fibule iz Aserije (kat. br. 6,
7, sl. 6, 7) natpis nije do kraja jasan. Maro-
vi¢23 ih gita kao OVbI::, dok Separovié?4 na
primjerku kojem je nalaziSte nepoznato Cita
kao OVII. Oc¢igledno se radi o oznaci iste ra-

names are stamped, probably as a result of the
appearance of an increased number of work-
shops in the period of the second half of the 15t
century AD, when fibulae with such a bow pre-
dominated. A similar bow is found on only the
unique example AVCISSAI20 Such a stamp is
otherwise located on four Salonitan fibulae,
which indicates that they were made in the same
workshop.

The appearance of both variants of the
Aucissa fibula in the province of Dalmatia is da-
ted to the end of the 15! century BC. The variant
with a ribbon bow predominated in the first ha-
If of the 15t century AD, while in the second ha-
If of that century their number is slowly reduced
and those with a semicircular bow section pre-
dominate. This is proven by numismatic fi-
nds.2! Along with the name Aucissa, on the ri-
bbon bow type the name Atrixtos also appe-
ars,22 but no such examples are preserved from
Asseria.

Three fibulae from Asseria without an
inscription on the head plate belong to the same
variant as the fibulae with the inscription
AVCISSA (cat. no. 3-5, Fig. 3-5).

Fibulae with the inscription OVbl

The inscription is not entirely clear on
two fibulae from Asseria (cat. no. 6, 7, Fig. 6, 7).
Marovi¢ read them as OVbI: -,23 while Separo-
vi¢ read the inscription as OVII on an example
from an unknown site.2# These are evidently ma-
rks for the same workshop, which is supported

dionice, a tome u prilog govori i medusobna
sli¢nost fibula u obliku, ukrasu i dimenzija-
ma. Osim navedena tri primjerka jos se tri,
kojima nije poznato mjesto nalaza, Cuvaju u
Arheoloskome muzeju Split.25 S obzirom
na toda su pronadene jedino na podrucju
rimske provincije Dalmacije, moguce je da
se radi o lokalnoj proizvodnji, a kako nema-
mo potvrdene nalaze izvan Aserije, moguce
je da su proizvodene bas tamo.

Fibula s natpisom CCAR

Jedina fibula s tim natpisom pro-
nadena na naSem podrucju u Aseriji (kat.
br. 8, sl. 8).

Fibule s natpisom Cartilius nisu
pronadene u Aseriji. Radi se o fibulama
koje su takoder brojne na podrucju pro-
vincije Dalmacije, a ime im je italskog
podrijetla. Cesto se na njima navodi i pre-
nomen C(aius). Premda se s obzirom na
pecat radionice mozda fibula s natpisom
CCAR moze povezati s fibulama Carti-
lius, oblikom i ukrasom se ne povezuju s
njima, ve¢ s fibulama s pecatom Cartilia i
OVbl, koje su dobro zastupljene na po-

drudju Aserije.26

Fibule s natpisom CARTILIA

Kao §to smo ve¢ naveli iz Aserije ne-
ma sacuvanih primjeraka s natpisom Carti-
lius, premda je veéina do sada objavljenih

the similarity of the fibulae in form, decoration,
and dimensions. Other than the three examples
cited above, another three with an unknown site
of discovery, are in the collections of the Archa-
eological Museum in Split.25 Considering that
this type has only be found in the area of the Ro-
man province of Dalmatia, it is possible that
they were produced locally, and as the only co-
nfirmed finds come from Asseria, they may we-
1l have been manufactured there.

Fibulae with the inscription CCAR

The only fibula with this legend in
Dalmatia was found at Asseria (cat. no. 8§,
Fig. 8).

Fibulae with the inscription Cartilius
were not found at Asseria. These fibulae are
also numerous in the region of the Roman
province of Dalmatia, and the name is of Ita-
lic origin. Often the prenomen C (aius) is ci-
ted on them. Although considering the work-
shop stamp, the fibula with the legend
CCAR could perhaps be connected to the
Cartilius stamped fibulae, in terms of form
and decoration it is not related to them, but
rather to fibulae with the stamps Cartilia and

OVbl, which are well represented at Asse-
ria.26

Fibulae with the inscription CARTILIA
As was already noted, no preserved
examples with the inscription Cartilius are kno-
wn from Asseria, although the majority of fibulae
of this type published to the present were found

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fibula pronadena na podrucju sjeverne
Dalmacije.2” S druge strane fibule s ime-
nom Cartilia najveéim su dijelom prona-
dene u Aseriji. Sest (kat. br. 9-13, sl. 9-
13) od devet poznatih primjeraka s po-
drucja provincije Dalmacije potjece s tog
lokaliteta.28

Fibule s natpisom PVALER

Ove fibule pokazuju razvojnu vezu i
s fibulama s imenom Cartilius koje nisu
pronadene u Aseriji, premda su dobro zastu-
pljene u provinciji Dalmaciji.3! Fibule s
natpisom Pualer brojne su osim u Aseriji
(kat. br. 14-17, sl. 14-17), jos i u Ninu 1 Si-

in the area of northern Dalmatia.2” On the other
hand, fibulae with the name Cartilia were predo-
minantly found at Asseria. Six (five published
here: cat. nos. 9-13, Fig. 9-13) of nine known
examples from the region of the Roman provin-
ce of Dalmatia come from this site.28 This might
indicate the existence of a workshop manufactu-
ring these fibulae that could be connected in so-
me manner with a workshop producing fibulae
with the name Cartilius.

Four fibulae from Asseria2? and one
from Bribira3? have the suffix -IVI (CARTILI-
AIVI), which might indicate that the workshop
had ties to an individual from the clan of the Ju-
lii (IVLII). The addition of -I at the end of the
stamp on the fibula cat. no. 9 is interpreted in
the same manner.

Fibulae with the inscription PVALER

These fibulae exhibit a developmental
connection with fibulae with the name Carti-
lius, which have not been found at Asseria, al-
though they are well represented in Dalmatia.3!
Fibulae with the legend Pualer are numerous at
Nin and Sisak,32 in addition to Asseria (cat. no.
14-17, Fig. 14-17).

Fibule s natpisom DVRNACUS

Only one example is known from Ga-
rdun,33 while not a single example with this in-
scription has been found at Salona.

A specimen from the site of Fréjus in
Gaul is dated to the Augustan period,3# and an
example from a grave at Nin was found together
with a coin of Augustus’ triumvir C. Plotius Ru-
fus, minted in 15 BC.35 These finds date the
appearance of fibulae with the name Pualer to
the earliest phase. They are classified to the type
Feugeére 22¢,36 and Lacabe 5.3.37

Fibulae with the inscription REVETV

The characteristics of fibulae with this
inscription consist of a wide head plate and a le-
gible stamp. The name Revetu is of Celtic ori-
gin. The highly arched bow, large head plate,
decoration on the bow, and hinge covering for-
med by bending sheet metal outwards are
almost identical to such elements on fibulae wi-
th the inscription Durnacus. Only one fibula wi-
th this legend has been found at Asseria (cat. no.
18, Fig. 18), with another eight from elsewhere
in Dalmatia.38

Fibulae with the inscription DVRNACUS
From Croatia, and primarily the coastal
region, 25 fibulae with the inscription Durnacus
have been published. The name is of Celtic ori-
gin, and it has also been noted on Celtic silver
coins and on inscriptions.3® At Nin they are da-
ted to the 18t century by the coins and clay

Za duzinu trajanja
pokazatelj nam je nalaz fibule s novcem
Nerve (96.-98.) u jednom grobu u Ninu.4!
Behrens#2 navodi pet aucissa fibula s ime-
nom Durnacus, od ¢ega su tri s naseg po-
dru¢ja. Premda se javljaju na ostalim po-
dru¢jima Carstva, fibule s tim natpisom
nigdje nisu tako brojne kao na nasem po-
drucju.

U literaturi se naglasavalo kako su
fibule s punim imenom na zaglavnoj ploci-
ci (Durnacus) potvrdene samo na dalmatin-
skim lokalitetima,*3 §to je o¢igledno bio re-
zultat nedovoljne istrazenosti tog tipa fibu-
le. Prema popisu nalaza R. E. Lacabe#* se-
dam je takvih pronadeno na podru¢ju Spa-
njolske, tri u Italiji, jedna u Portugalu. Jed-
noj fibuli iz sjeverne Afrike s punim ime-
nom na zaglavnoj plocici nalaziste je nepo-
znato.*> Mozemo primijetiti da je jos uvijek
najvedi broj takvih fibula pronaden na po-
dru¢ju Hrvatske, te da su veéinom zastu-
pljene fibule s punim imenom.

Natpis Durnacus javlja se na aucissa
fibulama s polukruznim presjekom luka s
Cetvrtastom zaglavnom plocicom, a ukras
urezanih poprecnih linija nalazi se na pocet-
ku i sredini luka (kat. br. 19-23, sl. 19- 23).

Fibula s dvorednim natpisom
Fibulama s imenom Durnacus bliske su

lamps with which they were found.*0 Their
continuity of use is indicated by the find of su-
ch a fibula with a coin of Nerva (96-98) in a gra-
ve at Nin.4! Behrens cited five Aucissa fibulae
with the name Durnacus,42 three of them from
Dalmatia. Although they appear elsewhere thro-
ughout the Empire, fibulae with this legend are
nowhere as numerous as in this.

In the earlier litera‘[ure,43 it was em-
phasized that fibulae with the full name (Dur-
nacus) on the head plate were confirmed only
for Dalmatian sites, which was evidently a re-
sult of the insufficient research into this type of
fibula. According to the list of finds of R. E.
Lacabe,44 seven such fibulae were found in
Spain, three in Italy, and one in Portugal. One
fibula from north Africa with the full name on
the head plate comes from an unknown site.4>
It can be noted that the greatest number of such
fibulae have still been discovered on the terri-
tory of Croatia, and that fibulae with the full
name predominate.

The legend Durnacus appears on Auci-
ssa fibulae with a semicircular bow section and
a rectangular head plate, while the decoration of
incised transverse lines is located at the beginni-
ng and center of the bow (cat. no. 19-23, Fig.
19- 23).

Fibulae with a two-row inscription

Fibulae with the name Durnacus are re-
lated to those with a two-row legend (cat. no.
24, Fig. 24), which are also fairly numerous in
the region of the Roman province of Dalmatia

njem ili savijanjem prema van, te velik i
profiliran kuglasti ukras na kraju noge. Ri-
jetke su na podruéju Galije,4” upravo su ka-
rakteristicne za podrucje provincije Dalma-
cije i Panonije,*® a este su i na podru¢ju
Spanjolske.49 Takoder ih nalazimo u Svi-

and are rarely found outside this area.#® As a
rule, the upper row of the inscription is ille-
gible. The lower row of the inscription can
only in some cases be read as Durnacus. As
the form and dimensions do not differ greatly
from those with the single-line legend Durna-
cus, it can be hypothesized that the local wo-
rkshop whose stamp was in the upper row pro-
duced the fibulae under the supervision of the
northern Italian workshop of the craftsman
Durnacus.

Aucissa fibulae without an inscription and
with a semicircular bow

Of the twenty-six fibulae without an in-
scription, most of them (cat. no. 25-39, Fig. 25-
39) belong to fibulae whose basic characteristi-
cs are a bow with a semicircular section decora-
ted by a lengthwise rib that is sometimes filled
with transverse lines, a wavy line, or a row of
small circles, a head plate with semicircular no-
tches on both sides and decorated with incised
lines, a hinge covering made by casting or ben-
ding sheet metal outwards, and a large and mo-
ulded rounded knob on the end of the foot. They
are rare in the area of Gau1,47 and are characte-
ristic for the region of the Roman provinces of
Dalmatia and Pannonia, 8 and are also common
in the area of Hispania.49 They can also be fo-
und in Switzerland.>0

They are dated from the Augustan period,
and they continue to the end of the 15t century.3!

Four examples (cat. no. 40-43, Fig. 40-
43) belong to the same group of fibulae,>2 the
only difference being that the head plate has
straight edges.

Aucissa fibulae with a multisection bow

A variant of the Aucissa fibula that di-
ffers from the basic type in that its bow is com-
posed of several parallel bands (from two to six)
that are connected by cross bands covered by
bronze tubelets. The bow and the head plate are
somewhat broader than those of the other Auci-
ssa fibulae. Their appearance is assigned to the
Tiberian,>3 or the Tiberian-Claudian period.>*
They were very common in the Claudian period
in Britannia. Feugere dates them from 10 to 60
AD.53 The fibulae with two bow bands are con-
sidered earlier and exhibit a great similarity wi-
th Aucissa fibulae with a ribbon bow. The vari-
ant with the multisection bow derived from
them. The distribution throughout the entire Ro-
man Empire was the same as for the other vari-
ants of Aucissa fibulae. According to the typolo-
gy for southern Gaul, it belongs to type Feugere
22d%6 and composes a small group in that area.
They are also scarce in the region of northea-
stern Spain, where they are classified as a speci-
al type (Lacabe 21),°7 while at Augst they are
somewhat more numerous and are distinguished
as a variant of the Aucissa type (Riha 5.4)58

Srebrna fibula (kat. br. 46, sl. 46)
uska luka 1 zaglavne plocice, te s tuljcem
izradenim savijanjem prema unutra, pripada
najranijoj inacici aucissa fibula.

The collections of the Archaeological
Museum in Split contain two such fibulae from
Asseria, one with a four-part (cat. no. 44, Fig.
44), and the other with a six-part bow (cat. no.
45, Fig. 45).

Silver Aucissa fibula

The silver fibula (cat. no. 46, Fig. 46)
with a narrow bow and head plate, and with a
hinge cover formed by bending sheet metal
inwards, belongs to the earliest variant of the
Aucissa fibula. Two groups of such fibulae are
distinguished, one without a rounded knob on
the bow and another where a wire is drawn thro-
ugh the bow to attach two lateral rounded kno-
bs.>9 Our example belongs to this second gro-
up. They are fairly rare, and are found througho-
ut a broad region, approximately the same as
that of the Alesia type that preceded them.60
Their distribution throughout a large area means
that they are considered to have been worn by
soldiers, but as most of them come from non-
military sites, civilan use is also possible. The
great variety in the cross-sections of the bow su-
ggests several production centers. They are da-
ted from the second half of the 15t century BC,
and extend to the end of Augustus’ reign.6!

Almost identical examples made of
bronze were found in Sisak/Siscia and the vici-
nity of Singidunum,%? and a similar example
was found at Titelberg.63

Aucissa s dugmetastim ukrasom na luku

Rijetka pojava na naSem podrucju je
fibula koja ima sve znacajke aucissa tipa s
iznimkom ukrasa na luku koji je nesto Siri 1
uz rubove ima po tri polukruzna dodatka.
Vecina autora izdvaja ih u posebnu skupinu
unutar aucissa tipa ili ith naziva fibule koje
proizlaze od aucissa tipa. Tako ih naziva
Lacabe, koja ih stavlja u poseban tip 2264 i
dijeli ih u dvije inacice: 22a, kojem je sredi-
Snje rebro na luku ispunjeno ravnim uzdu-
znim linijama, 1 22b, s ukraSenom valovi-
tom linijom. Fibula iz Aserije pripada u sku-
pinu 22a. Feugere ih navodi kao inadicu au-
cissa fibula (22e),95 a tako su obradene i na
Svicarskom podrucju, gdje su nazvane auci-
ssa fibulama s dugmetastim ukrasom na lu-
ku.66

Datiraju se u flavijevsko vrijeme,
premda je jedan primjerak iz Augste prona-
den u grobu datiranom u Tiberijevo vrije-
me.®7 Najbrojnije su u Francuskoj i Velikoj
Britaniji, nesto slabije su zastupljene u Svi-
carskoj i Spanjolskoj, a u Njemackoj su ma-
lobrojne.63

Aucissa fibulae with button decoration on
the bow

A fibula type that has all the characteri-
stics of the Aucissa fibula with the exception of
the decoration on the bow, which is somewhat
wider and has three rounded knobs along the ed-
ges, rarely appears in Dalmatia. Most scholars
classify them into a separate group within the
Aucissa type or consider them fibulae the evo-
lved from the Aucissa type. This is what Lacabe
calls them, who assigned them to a separate
type 22,64 and divided them into two variants:
22a, where the central rib on the bow is filled
with straight lengthwise lines, and 22b, decora-
ted with a wavy line. The fibula from Asseria
belongs to group 22a. Feugere cites them as a
variant of the Aucissa fibula (226),65 and they
are also considered such in Switzerland, where
they are called Aucissa fibulae with button de-
coration on the bow.00

They are dated to the Flavian period, al-
though one example from Augst was found in a
grave dated to the Tiberian period.6” They are
most numerous in France and Great Britain, so-
mewhat more poorly represented in Switzerland
and Spain, and they are scarce in Germany. 8

Other than at Asseria (cat. no. 47, Fig.
47), one example was found at Salona.®®

Posebnu skupinu Cine dvije zglobne fi-
bule (kat. br. 48, 49, sl. 48, 49) trakasta luka,
Cetvrtaste zaglavne plocice koje podsjecaju na

Early hinged fibulae

A separate group is composed of two hi-
nged fibulae (cat. no. 48, 49; Fig. 48, 49) with a
ribbon bow and a rectangular head plate that are
reminiscent of Aucissa fibulaec and appear ina-
smuch as is presently known in the area of the Ro-
man provinces of Dalmatia, Moesia, and Dacia.’0

In the region of Moesia, they are dated to
the end of the 15t and in the 29 century, while so-
me variants are further dated to the late Roman pe-
riod, and they are considered to have been produced
in local workshops.”! Although they are not identi-
cal to the fibulae from the area of the Roman pro-
vince of Dalmatia, they are very similar to them, in
contrast to the fibulae from the region of Dacia,
where the head plate is not rectangular, as on the
Dalmatian examples. They are dated to the 15! and
first half of the 20d century, while iron examples are
dated even later, and to the very end of the 2nd cen-
tury such fibulae appear, at least as far as is now
known, in the area of the Roman provinces of Da-
Imatia, Pannonia, northern Italia, Moesia, and Da-
cia, and production is considered to have taken pla-
ce in northwestern Dalmatia or southwestern Pa-
nnonia because of the density of the finds.”?

Marovi¢ considered them a special fea-
ture of one part of the northern Dalmatian regi-
on in the 15t century, and hypothesized that they
continued in use throughout the 15¢ century. He
supported his opinion with the fact that all the
objects from the vicinity of the source of the Ce-
tina River were discovered in graves with mate-
rial of local production.”3

The only securely dated example comes
from a grave from the Claudian period.”# The

excavations by the source of the Cetina River un-
covered seventeen fibulae of this type, while they
are rare at other sites in Dalmatia. Three exam-
ples are known from Salona,’> one from Ga-
rdun,” and they have also been discovered in the
region around Kupres and Livno.”” This fibula
type is attributed to civilian and military attire.”8

*

Seven names are represented on the fi-
bulae from Asseria discussed here: Aucissa,
Cartilia, Durnacus, OVbI, Revetu, CCar, and
Pualer. As various forms of names are stamped,
the represented number of legends is somewhat
greater. For example, the name Aucissa was
stamped on one example as AVCISSATI, and on
another as AVCISSA; the name Cartilia, other
than in its original form, was stamped as CAR-
TILIAIV on one example, and as CARTILIAIVI
on another three, while the name Durnacus was
stamped as DVRNACV and DVRNACO. The
various names are usually related to various wo-
rkshops or craftsmen producing new series of fi-
bulae. It is difficult to speak of the existence of a
workshop for any given type of fibula merely on
the basis of a stamp mark without other archae-
ological confirmation for the existence of actual
production. It is possible to conjecture the exi-
stence of a workshop on the basis of the histori-
cal circumstances, and the quantity or concentra-
tion of fibulae with a given stamp at a certain si-
te, but it is necessary to be very cautious in such
hypotheses because of the insufficient publicati-
on of material, not merely in Croatia, but also in
the other regions where such fibulae were in use.

Typologically, fibulae with the legend
Cartilia, Durnacus, OVbI, Revetu, CCar, and
with a two-row legend belong to variants with a
semicircular or circular section of the bow, whi-
ch is decorated with transverse incised lines,
and has a rectangular head plate, rounded on the
upper corners, while the hinge cylinder was cre-
ated by bending the sheet metal outwards or by
casting.79

The legend Aucissa appears mainly on
fibulae with a ribbon bow and head plate, deco-
rated with incisions along the edges, as is the
case with one specimen from Asseria (cat. no.
1), while the other example with this legend be-
longs to the variant with a semicircular bow,
which is less common (cat. no. 2).80

Four fibulae with the legend Pualer are
distinguished by their form, where the bow has
a thin circular section, and the form of the head
plate is also specific.81 Finds of this type most-
ly come from northern Dalmatia, while two are
from Sisak and one from Novi Banovci. Other
than at Nin, where four fibulae with this inscri-
ption were found, they are not so numerous at
other sites. Not a single one is known from Sa-
lona, and there is only one example from Ga-
rdun. They are very similar to fibulae with the
legend Cartilius, which have not been found at
Asseria to the present.

The legend Cartilia is found in the pro-
vince of Dalmatia on nine fibulae, six of them
from Asseria, and the legend OVbI on six fibu-
lae, two of them from Asseria, while the site of
discovery is not known for the others, and thus

Imena Revetu i CCar zastupljena su
s jednim primjerkom. Natpis CCAR jedini
je takav, a moze se povezati s natpisom
CCartilius kakav se €esto srece na fibulama
tog tipa.82

the only site at which we are certain such fibu-
lae were found is in fact Roman Asseria.

The names Revetu and CCar are repre-
sented with one example each. The legend
CCAR is unique, and it can be related to the le-
gend CCartilius, which is often found on fibulae
of this type.82

The largest group of fibulae without a
legend is composed of fairly uniform fibulae
with a semicircular section of the bow, twenty
examples of which are preserved. One example
in silver (cat. no. 46) differs somewhat, as it has
a rectangular bow section and a somewhat na-
rrower head plate than is usual, but in terms of
all other traits it belongs to the above group.
Only three examples have a ribbon bow witho-
ut a legend (cat. nos. 3-5). It is evident that fibu-
laec with a semicircular bow section are repre-
sented to a much greater extent than those with
ribbon bows. Of the latter, only one has a le-
gend, while three lack them. Fibulae with semi-
circular bow sections are represented by a total
of thirty-nine examples.

Two fibulae have a multi-section bow,
and one has a bow with appendages.

What are known as early hinged fibulae
do not belong to the Aucissa type, but they are
also discussed in this text as they are related in
terms of construction, and also chronology, at
least according to research to the present in the
region of Roman Dalmatia.
