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U ovome radu analizirana su 224 objavijena epigrafska
spomenika s podrucja Republike Hrvatske u kojima se
pojavijuje Jupiterovo ime. Od tog broja 149 il potjece s
podrucja provincije Dalmacije, 13 s podrucja italske X.
regije, 36 s podrucja provincije Gornje Panonije i 26 s po-
drucja provincije Donje Panonije. Gotovo svi analizirani
natpisi posvetnog su karaktera. Oni ukazuju na komplek-
snu prirodu Jupiterova kulta i biljeze 23 razlicita epiteta
koja stoje uz njegovo ime. Kult vrhovnog Jupitera bio je
najrasprostranjeniji rimski kult u provincijama. Uz taj
postojali su i drugi, manje popularni Jupiterovi kultovi
sinkretistickog karaktera. Glavni gradovi provincija i re-
gija bili su epicentri iz kojili su se ti kultovi Sirili po manje
urbaniziranim podrucjima. Analizirani epigrafski spone-
nici biljeze imena 210 osoba koje se mogu dovesti u izrav-
nu vezi s Jupiterovim kultovima prakticiranima u anticko
doba na podrucju Hrvatske.

This work contains an analysis of the 224 published epi-
graphic monuments from the territory of the Republic
of Croatia in which Jupiter’s name appears. Out of this
number;, 149 are from the territory of the province of Dal-
matia, 13 from the Italian Regio X, 36 from the territory of
Pannonia Superior and 26 from Pannonia Inferior. Almost
all analyzed inscriptions are dedicatory in character. They
indicate the complex nature of Jupiter’s cult, and 23 different
epithets accompanying his name have been recorded. The
cult of Jupiter Optimus Maximus was the most widespread
Roman cult in the provinces. There were additionally other,
less popular Jupiter cults that had a syncretic character. The
capital cities of the provinces and regions were the epicen-
tres whence these cults spread to less urbanized areas. The
analyzed epigraphic monuments record the names of 210
individuals who can be directly connected to Jupiter’s cults
as practiced in Antiquity in Croatias territory.

UuvOD INTRODUCTION

Roman imperialism exerted considerable influ-
ence on changes in cultural circumstances in the

Rimski imperijalizam znacajno je utjecao na pro-
mjenu kulturnih prilika na podrudju llirika. Pocetak
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romanizacije oznacile su povremene vojne koje su
rimski konzuli vodili protiv ilirskih plemena tije-
kom prva dva stoljec¢a prije Krista te rimski trgovci
koji su u Ilirik dolazili trgovati s lokalnim stanov-
nistvom. Medutim vidnijih u¢inaka u romanizaciji
nije bilo sve do konac¢nog vojnog i politickog pod-
¢injavanja lokalnih zajednica. Stanovni$tvo Ilirika
na to je bilo privoljeno ognjem i macem rimskih le-
gija. Kad se Ilirik nasao ¢vrsto u kandzama rimskog
orla, uslijedila je vidna preobrazba tamosnjih poli-
tickih, drustvenih i kulturnih prilika. Romanizaciji
je najvise bilo izloZeno stanovnis$tvo gradova koje
je rimska vlast izabrala za sjedista svog upravnog
sustava i gdje se koloniziralo brojno stanovnistvo
iz ostalih romaniziranih dijelova carstva. Tekovine
rimske kulture iz tih sredista preuzimalo je stanov-
nistvo i drugih manjih naselja. Postupno je sve veci
broj peregrinskih naselja stjecao obiljezja i statu-
se rimskih gradova. Sto je naselje bilo udaljenije i
losije povezano s rimskim sredi$tima, to je proces
njegove romanizacije bio sporiji.

O opsezima romanizacije odredenih naselja i po-
drucja danas nam najvise svjedoce ostaci materi-
jalne kulture. Nastojanjem sredi$nje rimske vlasti
i lokalne elite, koja je prva prihvatila rimski ha-
bit, u provincijskim je mjestima pokrenut proces
izgradnje javnih gradevina kao najvidnijeg obi-
ljezja romanizacije. Kolika se vaznost u to vrije-
me pridavala javnim gradevinama, lijepo svjedoci
Vitruvijevo (I, 2) obracanje Augustu, u kojemu se
kao posebna vrlina istice vladarova briga da rimska
vlast izgradnjom javnih zgrada dobije vec¢i ugled.
Javne zgrade koje su se po uzoru na rimsku arhi-
tekturu gradile u provincijama bile su svojevrsno
olicenje rimske vlasti. Romanizacija provincija oli-
Cena je i izgradnjom ostale urbanisticke i prometne
infrastrukture.

Rimska arhitektura i prisutnost romaniziranoga
stanovnistva iz drugih dijelova imperija — u vrije-
me ranoga principata ponajvise s podrucja Italije —
neizbjezno su uveli lokalno stanovni$tvo u proces
prihvacanja rimske kulture. Romanizacija je bila
neizbjezna na putu integriranja i afirmiranja poje-
dinca ili zajednice u novostvorenom drustvenom
poretku. Za taj proces bilo je nuzno da se zade i u
sferu religije lokalnoga stanovnistva. Kako su reli-
gijski osjecaji vazan dio identiteta svakog pojedinca
i zajednice, onaj tko ostvari pristup toj sferi, ujedno
ostvaruje moc¢ kontrole i upravljanja javnim mni-
jenjem. U sredistu sluzbene rimske religije nalazio
se kult vrhovnog Jupitera i rimskog vladara. Sto je
Jupiter predstavljao na nebu, to je rimski vladar bio
na zemlji. Rimljani su obicaj identificiranja vrhov-
nog boga i vladara preuzeli iz helenistickih monar-

territory of Illyricum. The onset of Romanization
was marked by intermittent military campaigns
waged by Roman consuls against the Illyrian
tribes during the first two centuries BC, and by the
Roman merchants who came to Illyricum to trade
with the local population. However, there were no
very perceptible effects of Romanization all until
the final military and political subjugation of the
local communities. The population of Illyricum
was put down by the fire and swords of the Roman
legions. Once Illyricum was firmly in the grasp of
the Roman eagle’s talons, the palpable transforma-
tion of local politics, society and culture ensued.
Romanization mostly affected the populations
of the cities chosen by the Roman authorities to
serve as the seats of their administrative system,
which were colonized by many people from other
Romanized territories of the Empire. From these
centres, the components of Roman culture were
assumed by the population of other, smaller set-
tlements. Gradually an increasing number of per-
egrine settlements acquired the features and status
of Roman cities. The farther from and more poorly
linked with Roman centres a given settlement was,
the slower its Romanization.

Today material cultural remains tell the most about
the extent of Romanization in specific settlements
and regions. Through the efforts of the central
Roman authorities and the local elites, who first
accepted Roman customs, the process of construc-
tion of public buildings, as the most visible feature
of Romanization, commenced. The importance ac-
corded to public buildings is nicely demonstrated
by Vitruvius (I, 2) in his address to Augustus, when
he emphasized as a special virtue the ruler’s concern
for the Roman government’s enhanced reputation
through the construction of public buildings. In
their own way, the public buildings constructed in
the provinces based on Roman architectural mod-
els personified Roman authority. Romanization of
the provinces was also reflected in the other urban,
and also transportation infrastructure.

Roman architecture and the presence of Romanized
people from other parts of the Empire — mostly from
the territory of Italy during the early Principate —
inevitably drew the local population into the proc-
ess of accepting Roman culture. Romanization was
unavoidable for any individual or community on the
way to integration and affirmation in the newly-cre-
ated social structure. This process also required en-
croaching into the local population’s religious sphere.
Since religious feelings are a vital component of the
identity of any individual and community, whoever
approaches this sphere must simultaneously acquire
the power to control and manage public opinion. The

turna praksa bila poznata i prije uspostave rimske
vlasti. Pojedine politicke zajednice u Iliriku preuzele
su instituciju vladarskog kulta neposredno iz hele-
nistickoga kulturnog kruga i u lokalnim su prili-
kama nastavile razvijati odredene njegove aspekte.
Medutim politickim pod¢injavanjem rimskoj vlasti
taj je proces bio prekinut, a lokalnom je stanovnis-
tvu posredstvom lokalne elite nametnuta rimska
kultna praksa i $tovanje rimskog vladara i ¢lanova
vladarske obitelji.

Sa slabljenjem starih republikanskih institucija,
preobrazbom u principat i jacanjem uloge princep-
sa u rimskoj drzavi uslijedile su i promjene u drzav-
nom kultu Jupitera. U hramu kapitolijskog Jupitera
vrhovni su se rimski magistrati u doba republike
zavjetovali za dobrobit rimske republike (vota pro
reipublicae salute), dok su se od Augusta nadalje
prije svega zavjetovali za prosperitet rimskog vla-
dara (vota pro salute imperatoris). Ritual zavjeto-
vanja na odanost rimskom vladaru, pa samim tim
i ¢itavoj zajednici rimskih gradana, omasovljavao
se sa Sirenjem rimske vlasti i jacanjem carske ide-
ologije u rimskim provincijama. Uz drzavni kult
Jupitera, koji je stajao u uskoj vezi s carskim kul-
tom, postojali su brojni drugi neispolitizirani as-
pekti Jupiterova kulta. U zapadnim provincijama
carstva sacuvala su se brojna materijalna svjedo-
canstva Jupiterova kulta. Sa¢uvani epigrafski spo-
menici biljeze vise od 200 razlicitih Jupiterovih
epiteta (Bartoccini 1940: 241-246).

GEOGRAFSKA RASPROSTRANJENOST

Ovdje su analizirana 224 objavljena epigrafska spo-
menika s podrucja Republike Hrvatske u kojima se
spominje Jupiterovo ime. Veéi dio njih objavljen je
u Korpusu latinskih natpisa (ukupno 150 natpisa:
104 s podrudja provincije Dalmacije, 32 s podrucja
provincije Gornje Panonije i po 7 s podrucja Istre i
provincije Donje Panonije), dok je drugi, manji dio
naknadno objavljen u hrvatskoj i inozemnoj znan-
stvenoj periodici (ukupno 74 natpisa). Gotovo svi
objavljeni natpisi posvetnog su karaktera. Aktualni
broj zabiljezenih ili objavljenih spomenika i nat-
pisa pouzdano je manji od ukupnog broja prona-
denih spomenika i sve do detaljne obrade i objave
ukupnoga fundusa rimskog epigrafskog materi-
jala koji se ¢uva u hrvatskih muzejima i zbirkama
stvarni broj nije moguce znati. Trenutno su u obja-
vi dva dosad nepoznata Jupiterova zrtvenika: jedan
koji potjece s Garduna, a dao ga je podici izvjesni
Elije Barbije (Elius Barbius), i jedan iz Otisi¢a kod

core of official Roman religion was formed by the
cult of supreme Jupiter (Jupiter Optimus Maximus)
and the Roman ruler. What Jupiter represented in
the heavens, so the Roman ruler was on earth. The
Romans assumed the custom of identifying the su-
preme deity and the ruler from the Hellenistic mon-
archies (Fears 1981: 68). In Illyricum, this cultural
practice was known even prior to the establishment
of Roman rule. Individual political communities in
Ilyricum assumed this institution of the ruler’s cult
directly from the Hellenistic cultural sphere and
they further developed some of its aspects under lo-
cal circumstances. However, political submission to
Roman authority halted this process, while Roman
cult practices and veneration of the Roman ruler and
members of his family were imposed upon the popu-
lation through the local elite.

The weakening of the old Republic institutions,
the transformation into the Principate and the
enhanced role of the princeps in the Roman state
were followed by changes in the state cult of Jupiter.
During the Republic era, Roman magistrates swore
an oath to the benefit of the Roman republic (vota
pro reipublicae salute) in the temple of Jupiter
Capitolinus, while from the reign of Augustus on-
ward they primarily swore an oath to the prosper-
ity of the Roman ruler (vota pro salute imperatoris).
The ritual swearing of loyalty to the Roman ruler,
and thereby to the entire community of Roman
citizens, became massive with the spread of Roman
authority and the strengthening of the imperial ide-
ology in the Roman provinces. Besides the state cult
of Jupiter, which was narrowly tied to the imperial
cult, there were also numerous other non-politi-
cized aspects of Jupiter’s cult. Considerable physi-
cal evidence of Jupiter’s cult has been preserved in
the western provinces. The preserved epigraphic
monuments record over 200 different epithets for
Jupiter (Bartoccini 1940: 241-246).

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION

The 224 epigraphic monuments from the territory
of the Republic of Croatia in which Jupiter’s name
is mentioned are analyzed here. Most of them have
been published in Corpus Inscriptionum Latinarum
(a total of 150 inscriptions: 104 from the province
of Dalmatia, 32 from the province of Pannonia
Superior and 7 respectivelly from the territory of
Istria and the province of Pannonia Inferior), while
the other, smaller portion was subsequently pub-
lished in Croatian and foreign scholarly periodicals
(a total of 74 inscriptions). Almost all published

Od ukupnoga broja analiziranih natpisa 149 ih po-
tjece s podrucja provincije Dalmacije, 13 s podruc-
ja italske X. regije, 36 s podrucja provincije Gornje
Panonije i 26 s podrucja provincije Donje Panonije.
U provinciji Dalmaciji najveca je koncentracija
natpisa u Saloni, glavnome gradu provincije.

inscriptions are dedicatory in character. The current
number of recorded and published monuments and
inscriptions is certainly lower than the total number
of monuments found, and until the total body of
Roman epigraphic materials held in Croatia’s mu-
seums and collections is thoroughly examined and
published, the actual number cannot be known.
Currently, two previously unknown altars to Jupiter
are being published: one from Gardun, which was
commissioned by a certain Aelius Barbius, and one
from Otisi¢i, near Vrlika, left behind by an unidenti-
fied dedicant.! Also known is a currently lost altar to
Jupiter discovered in Umljanovi¢i near Drnis, which
was dedicated by a certain Petronius Maximus.?
There is additionally an unpublished altar to Jupiter
that was discovered beneath the building of the na-
tional petroleum company (INA) in Split, and which
is held in the Tusculum in Solin (Jeli¢i¢-Radonié
2007: 11, n. 6). Individual monuments have not
made their way to either museums or collections,
so as such they are forever lost to scholarly analysis.

Out of the total number of analyzed inscriptions,
149 are from the province of Dalmatia, 13 from the
territory of the Italian Regio X, 36 from the prov-
ince of Pannonia Superior and 26 from Pannonia
Inferior.

In the province of Dalmatia, the highest concen-
tration of inscriptions is in Salona, the provincial
capital. 43 inscriptions are from Salona and its
ager. Salona is followed by Burnum with 18 inscrip-
tions, Narona and Aequum with 13, the municip-
ia of Novae and Magnum with 9, Scardona with
8, the municipium of Rider with 7, Corinium and
Tilurium with 5, Asseria, Nedinium and Arupium
with 3, Issa, Iader, Aenona and Varvarium with 2,
and Arba and Alvona with one.

In Istria, which belonged to Regio X of Italia, 11 in-
scriptions are from the city of Pula and its ager, one
is from Pore¢ and one is from Rog¢, in the territory of
the Tergeste (Trieste) ager.

Out of the 36 inscriptions from the Croatian part
of Pannonia Superior, 20 are from Siscia and its
ager. 8 inscriptions are from find-sites in the vicin-
ity of Varazdin and Krapina, which belonged to the
Poetovio ager. They are followed by Metulum with
5, Aquae Balissae with 2 and Andautonium with
one inscription.

The distribution of the inscriptions in the Croatian
part of Pannonia Inferior is limited to just a few
sites. Out of the total 26 published inscriptions, 22
are from Mursa and its ager, while the remaining 4
are from the Cibalae area.

U Istri, koja je pripadala italskoj X. regiji, 11 natpi-
sa potjece s podrucja Pule i njezina agera, jedan iz
Porecaijedan iz Ro¢a na podrudju tré¢anskog agera.
Od 36 natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela provincije Gornje
Panonije 20 ih je s podrucja Siscije i njezina age-
ra. S nalazi$ta u okolici Varazdina i Krapine, koja
su pripadala petovijskom ageru, potjece 8 natpisa.
Za njima po brojnosti slijede Metulum s 5, Aquae
Balissae s 2 i Andautonija s jednim natpisom.

Rasprostranjenost natpisa u hrvatskome dijelu pro-
vincije Donje Panonije ogranic¢ena je na svega ne-
koliko nalazista. Od ukupno 26 objavljenih natpisa
22 su s podrucja Murse i njezina agera, a ostala 4 s
podrugdja Cibala.

Zajednicko je svim rimskim regijama na podrucju
Hrvatske da je koncentracija Jupiterovih natpisa
najveca u gradovima koji su bili sredista rimskog
upravnog sustava — u provinciji Dalmaciji u Saloni,
u italskoj X. regiji u Puli, u provinciji Gornjoj
Panoniji u Sisciji, u provinciji Donjoj Panoniji u
Mursi. Pored tih upravnih sredista Jupiterovi natpi-
si u manjem su broju takoder prisutni u gradovima
i mjestima duz vaznijih rimskih prometnica, gdje su
bili smjesteni rimska vojska i ispostave rimske vla-
sti u provinciji. S druge strane, na podrucjima koja
su romanizacijom bila manje zahvacena Jupiterovi
natpisi pojavljuju se tek iznimno.

Nalazista Jupiterovih posvetnih natpisa u hrvat-
skome dijelu provincije Dalmacije koncentrirana
su duz magistralne ceste Akvileja—Salona—Dirahij
i duz prometnica koje su glavni grad Salonu kroz
unutrasnjost provincije povezivale s provincijom
Panonijom. Ve¢ u drugome desetljecu 1. st., za na-
mjesni$tva Publija Kornelija Dolabele, iz Salone
je prema unutras$njosti bilo izgradeno pet cesta,
¢ime je proces romanizacije provincije Dalmacije
znatno ubrzan (Bojanovski 1974: 16, 17). Epicentri
Jupiterova kulta bili su i gradovi vojnog karaktera
koji su se nalazili na trasama i raskrizjima vaznijih
provincijskih cesta. Burnum, drugo najbrojnije na-
laziste Jupiterovih natpisa poslije Salone, bio je is-
hodiste vise cesta od kojih su najvaznije one koje su
Salonu preko donjeg Unca, Petrovackog polja i doli-
nom Sane povezivale sa Siscijom u Panoniji, a preko
Gackog polja, Vratnika, Senja i Trsta s Akvilejom
u Italiji (ibid. 206, 210). Trajna prisutnost vojske
kljucni je razlog dominacije Jupiterova kulta u
Burnumu. Pripadnici rimske vojske najvise su za-
sluzni i za odrzavanje Jupiterova kulta u municipiju
Magnumu, municipiju Novae, Tiluriju i Arupiju.
Sva navedena mjesta nalazila su se na trasi magi-
stralne ceste Akvileja—Salona—Dirahij. Kroz Tilurij
je prolazila i druga vazna prometnica, koja je Salonu

What all Roman regions in Croatia’s territory have
in common is that the concentration of inscrip-
tions to Jupiter is highest in the cities which served
as seats of the Roman administrative system: in
Salona in the province of Dalmatia, in Pula in Regio
X, in Siscia in Pannonia Superior, and in Mursa in
Pannonia Inferior. Besides these centres, inscrip-
tions to Jupiter were also present in smaller num-
bers in cities and smaller settlements all along the
major Roman roads, where the Roman military and
Roman governmental outposts in the provinces
were situated. On the other hand, inscriptions to
Jupiter appeared only exceptionally in areas less en-
compassed by Romanization.

The find-sites for dedicatory inscriptions to Jupiter
in the Croatian section of the province of Dalmatia
are concentrated along the Aquileia-Salona-
Dyrrachium trunk road and along the roads leading
from the capital city of Salona to the provincial inte-
rior, linking it to the province of Pannonia. Already
in the second decade of the first century, during the
consulship of Publius Cornelius Dolabella, five roads
were constructed which led from Salona into the
interior, whereby Romanization of the province of
Dalmatia was accelerated considerably (Bojanovski
1974: 16, 17). Cities with a military character on the
routes and intersections of major provincial roads
were also epicentres of Jupiter’s cult. Burnum, long
the most productive find-site for inscriptions to
Jupiter after Salona, was the starting point of sev-
eral roads, of which the most important were those
which connected Salona, via the lower course of the
Unac, Petrovo polje and the Sana River Valley, with
Siscia in Pannonia, and via Gacko polje, Vratnik,
Senj and Trieste with Aquileia in Italia (Ibid. 206,
210). The permanent military presence was the
key reason for the domination of Jupiter’s cult in
Burnum. Roman troops were also mostly responsi-
ble for the maintenance of Jupiter’s cult in the mu-
nicipia of Magnum and Novae, and in Tilurium and
Arupium. All of these places were on sections of the
Aquileia-Salona-Dyrrachium trunk road. Another
major road passed through Tilurium, linking
Salona with Argentarium in Bosnia-Herzegovina
(Ibid. 151, 221). Narona, the third most numerous
site for Jupiter inscriptions in the Croatian part of
the Dalmatian province, was also on a section of the
Aquileia-Dyrrachium trunk road. Tasov¢ici, near
Capljina, was the point of origin of the road which
connected Narona, via the Nevesinje filed, Konyjic,
Ilidza, Mt. Romanija, Zvornik and Loznica, with
Syrmium in Pannonia Inferior (Sergejevski 1948:
46; Bojanovski 1978: 63; 1981: 165, 166). Nedinium
and Asseria, find-sites for inscriptions to Jupiter,
were on a section of the Iader-Burnum road, while
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povezivala s Argentarijom u Bosni i Hercegovini
(ibid. 151, 221). Narona, trec¢e najbrojnije nalaziste
Jupiterovih natpisa u hrvatskome dijelu provin-
cije Dalmacije, takoder se nalazila na trasi magi-
stralne ceste Akvileja—Dirahij, a u Tasovci¢ima
kod Capljine bilo je i ishodiste ceste koja je Naronu
preko Nevesinjskog polja, Konjica, Ilidze, plani-
ne Romanije, Zvornika i Loznice povezivala sa
Sirmijem u Donjoj Panoniji (Sergejevski 1948: 46;
Bojanovski 1978: 63; 1981: 165, 166). Nalazista
Jupiterovih natpisa Nedinij i Aserija nalazila su se
na trasi ceste Jader—Burnum, a Varvarija, Skardona
i municipij Rider na trasi ceste Jader—Salona.

U hrvatskome dijelu provincije Gornje Panonije
vise od polovice Jupiterovih natpisa potjece s po-
drucja Siscije i njezina agera. Siscija je bila jedno
od najveéih prometnih ¢vorista u Panoniji, odakle
su polazile ceste na sve strane carstva. Posebno je
znacajna bila magistralna cesta Akvileja—Emona—
Siscija—Sirmij—Nais, koja je povezivala isto¢ni i
zapadni dio carstva. Na tu cestu prikljucivale su
se sve ceste koje su kroz unutrasnjost provincije
Dalmacije povezivale panonske i dalmatinske lu¢-
ke gradove (Bojanovski 1984: 146). Siscija je itine-
rarskom cestom bila povezana i s magistralnom
prometnicom Akvileja—Salona—Dirahij (Klemenc
1961: 10; Bojanovski 1972-1973: 172; 1984: 155).
Nalazista Jupiterovih natpisa Petrinja, Topusko i
Metulum nalazila su se na trasi te ceste. Jednom
itinerarskom cestom Siscija je bila povezana i s
Mursom (Bojanovski 1993: 62; Schejbal 2003: 95).
Na trasi te ceste nalazile su se Aquae Balissae, gdje
su pronadeni posvetni natpisi Jupiteru Dolihenu. To
naselje nalazilo se i na trasi ceste koja je povezivala
magistralne ceste Petovion—-Mursa i Siscija—Sirmij,
tj. savsko i dravsko medurijecje (Schejbal 2003: 96,
karta I). Siscija je dvjema cestama bila povezana i
s Petovionom (Bojanovski 1972-1973: 172; Gregl
1991: 40; Schejbal 2003: 96, karta I). Nalazista
Jupiterovih natpisa u hrvatskome dijelu petovij-
skog agera koncentrirana su duz trasa te ceste.
Nalazista iz okolice Varazdina bila su na trasi ceste
Siscija—Petovion koja je prolazila isto¢nim rubom
Medvednice, dok je cestovna postaja u Mihaljekovu
Jarku kod Krapine bila na cesti Siscija—Petovion
koja je trasirana zapadnim rubom Medvednice.

U hrvatskome dijelu provincije Donje Panonije od
26 poznatih Jupiterovih natpisa 22 su pronadena
na podrudju Murse i njezina agera. Mursa se na-
lazila na trasi magistralne ceste Akvileja—Emona-—
Petovion—Sirmij—Singidunum, koja je povezivala
isto¢ni i zapadni dio carstva (Pinterovi¢ 1978: 115).
Na trasi te ceste nalazile su se i Cibale, drugo na-
laziste Jupiterovih natpisa u hrvatskome dijelu te
provincije.

Varvarium, Scardona and the municipium of Rider
were on a section of the Iader-Salona road.

In the Croatian section of Pannonia Superior, over
half of the inscriptions to Jupiter are from Siscia
and its ager. Siscia was one of the largest transit
hubs in Pannonia, whence roads leading to all parts
of the Empire began. The Aquileia-Aemona-Siscia-
Syrmium-Naissus trunk road was particularly im-
portant, as it linked the eastern and western sec-
tions of the Empire. All roads linking the Pannonian
and Dalmatian port cities through the Dalmatian
provincial interior had connections to this road
(Bojanovski 1984: 146). Siscia was connected to the
Aquileia-Salona-Dyrrachium trunk road by an itin-
erarium road (Klemenc 1961: 10; Bojanovski 1972-
1973: 172; 1984: 155). The find-sites of inscriptions
to Jupiter in Petrinja, Topusko and Metulum were
on sections of this road. One itinerarium road also
connected Siscia to Mursa (Bojanovski 1993: 62;
Schejbal 2003: 95). Aquae Balissae was located on
a section of this road, where dedicatory inscriptions
to Jupiter Dolichenus were found. This settlement
was also on a section of the road which linked the
Poetovio-Mursa and Siscia-Syrmium trunk roads,
i.e., the Sava and Drava interfluve (Schejbal 2003:
96, map I). Siscia was linked to Poetovio by two
roads (Bojanovski 1972-1973: 172; Gregl 1991: 40;
Schejbal 2003: 96, map I). The find-sites for inscrip-
tions to Jupiter in the Croatian part of the Poetovio
ager are concentrated along this road. The find-sites
in the vicinity of Varazdin were along the Siscia-
Poetovio road, which passed through the eastern
edge of Medvednica, while the roadside outpost in
Mihaljekov Jarak near Krapina was on the Siscia-
Poetovio road, which ran along the western edge of
Medvednica mountain.

Out of the 26 known inscriptions to Jupiter from
the Croatian part of the province of Pannonia, 22
were found in Mursa and its ager. Mursa was on a
section of the Aquileia-Aenona-Aemona-Poetovio-
Syrmium-Singidunum road, which linked the east-
ern and western parts of the Empire (Pinterovi¢
1978: 115). Cibalae was also on a section of that same
road, and this was another find-site for inscriptions
to Jupiter in the Croatian part of this province.

TYPES OF INSCRIPTIONS

The highest share of the inscriptions in question are
dedicatory inscriptions on altars (97.8%). Numerous
altars were raised to fulfil a vow the dedicants made
to Jupiter for answering their prayers. In the votive
inscriptions, the most frequently used phrase is vo-
tum solvit libens merito. It appears in 58 of these

Najvedi udio u predmetnim natpisima imaju posvet-
ni natpisi sa Zrtvenika (97,8%). Brojni zrtvenici po-
dignuti su kao ispunjenje zavjeta koji su dedikanti/
dedikantice dali/dale Jupiteru za uslisenje molbi. U
zavjetnim natpisima najcesce je koristen izricaj vo-
tum solvit libens merito. On se pojavljuje u 58 pred-
metnih natpisa. Skraceni oblik votum solvit pojav-
ljuje se u 15 natpisa, dok se izriCaj ex voto pojavljuje
u 9 natpisa. Manje su prisutni izricaji votum posuit,
votum posuit libens, votum libens posuit, votum li-
bens solvit, votum solvit merito, votum solvit libens,
libens votum solvit, votum libens laetus merito, voto
suspecto, voto soluto, solvit libens merito i solvit. U
100 posveta izricito se navodi da su nastale kao ispu-
njenje zavjeta dana Jupiteru. U 3 slucaja dedikante je
na podizanje zrtvenika navelo Jupiterovo ukazanje.
U tim natpisima kori$teni su izri¢aji ex visu (kat. br.
26 i 121) i monitus visu (kat. br. 87). Jedan dedikant
Zrtvenik je postavio po zapovijedi (ex iussu) (kat. br.
63b). Vise dedikanata zrtvenik je podiglo za svoje
zdravlje i zdravlje drugih (pro salute). U 7 slucaje-
va dedikanti su podigli zrtvenik za zdravlje rimskog
vladara i vladarske obitelji (kat. br. 5, 6, 10, 157, 163,
1891 191), u 5 slucajeva za zdravlje svoje i svojih (kat.
br. 86, 186, 191, 207 i 215), u 2 slucaja za zdravlje
svoje, svoje supruge i svih svojih (kat. br. 1711 187), u
jednom slucaju za zdravlje svoje i drugih prinosnika
(kat. br. 179), gradskog vijeénika (kat. br. 200), za-
kupnika rudnika (kat. br. 209), kolegija (kat. br. 61) i
rimskih gradana (kat. br. 10). Jedan posvetni natpis
kazuje da je dedikant zrtvenik dao podi¢i za sigur-
nost svoju i svih svojih (kat. br. 216).

Medu predmetnim natpisima 4 su natpisa koja pri-
padaju gradevinskim natpisima. S otoka Visa potje-
¢e pocasni natpis koji svjedoci o podizanju hrama
i zrtvenika (templum et ara) Jupiteru Herkulu (kat.
br. 23). Iz Salone potjece zavjetni natpis o izgrad-
nji jednog gradskog portika (porticum) koji je bio
posvecen vrhovnom Jupiteru i Bozanskom Klaudiju
(kat. br. 37). U Klapavicama kod Klisa pronaden je
gradevinski natpis pocasnog karaktera s uvodnim
rijeCima Ex imperio domini lovis Optimi Maximi,
koji svjedoCi o obnovi Silvanova svetista (aedes)
(kat. br. 65). Iz Josipdola potjece natpis sa sun¢anog
sata koji je osim vrhovnom Jupiteru bio posvecen i
drugim bozanstvima (kat. br. 156).

Jedan predmetni natpis nadgrobnog je karaktera.
Rije¢ je natpisu s nadgrobnog spomenika sveceni-
ka Jupitera Dolihenskog iz Salone (kat. br. 49).

DATACIJA NATPISA

Manje ili vi$e precizno bili smo u moguénosti da-
tirati 197 natpisa, dok u preostalih 27 slucajeva

inscriptions. The shortened form votum solvit ap-
pears in 15 inscriptions, while the expression ex voto
appears on 9 inscriptions. Less present expressions
are votum posuit, votum posuit libens, votum libens
posuit, votum libens solvit, votum solvit merito, vo-
tum solvit libens, libens votum solvit, votum libens
laetus merito, voto suspecto, voto soluto, solvit libens
merito and solvit. In one hundred dedications, it is
explicitly stated that they originated to fulfil a vow
made to Jupiter. In three cases, the dedicants were
prompted to raise the altar by a vision of Jupiter.
In these inscriptions, the expressions ex visu (cat.
no. 26 and 121) and mounitus visu (cat. no. 87) were
used. One dedicant placed the altar by command
(ex iussu) (cat. no. 63b). Several dedicants raised
the altars for their health and the health of others
(pro salute). In seven cases, the dedicants raised al-
tars to the health of the Roman ruler and the ruling
families (cat. no. 5, 6, 10, 157, 163, 189 and 191),
in five cases to the health of themselves and their
relations (cat. no. 86, 186, 191, 207 and 215), in two
cases to the health of themselves, their spouses and
all relatives (cat. no. 171 and 187), in one case to
the dedicant’s own health and that of other donors
(cat. no. 179), a city councillor (cat. no. 200), a mine
concessionaire (cat. no. 209), a collegium (cat. no.
61) and Roman citizens (cat. no. 10). One dedica-
tory inscription indicates that the dedicant raised
the altar for the safety of himself and all of his rela-
tions (cat. no. 216).

Among the inscriptions, four are construction in-
scriptions. An honorary inscription from the island
of Vis testifies to the erection of a temple and altar
(templum et ara) to Jupiter Herclis (cat. no. 23). An
inscription on construction of a city porticum dedi-
cated to Jupiter and the Divine Claudius (cat. no.
37) is from Salona. A construction inscription with
honorary character was found in Klapavice near
Klis, which has the introductory words Ex impe-
rio domini lovis Optimi Maximi, which testifies to
the restoration of a shrine of Silvanus (aedes) (cat.
no. 65). An inscription on a sundial from Josipdol
is dedicated to both Jupiter Optimus Maximus and
other deities (cat. no. 156).

One of the inscriptions has a sepulchral character.
It is an inscription from a gravestone of a priest of
Jupiter Dolichenus from Salona (cat. no. 49).

DATING OF INSCRIPTIONS

It was possible to date 197 inscriptions more or less
precisely, while there were no reliable elements for
dating in the remaining 27 cases. The inscriptions
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nije bilo pouzdanih elemenata za dataciju. Natpisi
se datiraju u vremenski period izmedu vladanja
careva Augusta i Dioklecijana, tj. od kraja 1. st.
pr. Kr. ili pocetka 1. st. do kraja 3. ili ¢ak pocet-
ka 4. st. Dvadeset i tri natpisa datiraju se u 1. st.,
13 natpisa u 1. ili 2. st., 43 natpisa u 2. st., 63 nat-
pisa u drugu polovicu 2. ili u 3. st. i 55 natpisa u
3. st. Konzulskom godinom datirano je 13 natpi-
sa, a periodom vladanja i vladarskom titulaturom
pojedinih careva i ¢lanova njihove obitelji 6 natpi-
sa. Ostali natpisi datirani su na temelju imenskih
formula, onomastickih i prosopografskih analiza,
Jupiterovih epiteta, spomenutih vojnih jedinica,
vojnih i civilnih duznosti.

Od 149 natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela rimske provin-
cije Dalmacije 23 se datiraju u 1. st., 13 u 1. ili u
2. st, 21 u 2. st., 34 u drugu polovicu 2. ili u 3. st. i
33 natpisa u 3. st. Konzulskom godinom datirano
je 8 natpisa. Ti su natpisi iz 137. g. (kat. br. 30),
191. g. (kat. br. 35), 202. g. (kat. br. 16), 209. g. (kat.
br. 5), 211. g. (kat. br. 27 i 67), 225. g. (kat. br. 6) i
245. g. (kat. br. 66). Dva natpisa datirana su go-
dinama vladanja rimskih careva. Jedan je datiran
vladarskom titulaturom cara Klaudija u 54. g. (kat.
br. 37), a drugi u period vladanja cara Pertinaksa,
tj. u prvo tromjesecje 193. g. (kat. br. 10). Dvadeset
i Sest predmetnih natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela pro-
vincije Dalmacije moze se samo okvirno datirati
od 1. do 3. st.

Od 13 natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela italske X. regije
4 se datirajuu 2. st., 4 u 2.ili 3. st. i 5 u 3. st.

Od 36 natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela rimske provin-
cije Panonije Superior 4 se datiraju u 2. st., 21 u
drugu polovicu 2. ili u 3. st.i 10 u 3. st. Konzulskom
godinom datirana su 3 natpisa. Ti su natpisi iz
189. g. (kat. br. 163), 227. g. (kat. br. 178) i 238. g.
(kat. br. 163). Tri natpisa datirana su periodom vla-
danja rimskih careva. U jednom se spominju car
Septimije Sever i njegov stariji sin Karakala kao ce-
zar, $to natpis datira u 196. ili 197. g. (kat. br. 157).
U drugome natpisu takoder se spominju Septimije
Sever i Karakala, ali obojica kao augusti, $to upu-
¢uje na period izmedu 198. i 209. g. (kat. br. 189).
Tredi natpis datira se u vrijeme Dioklecijanova vla-
danja, od 284. do 305. g. (kat. br. 158).

Od 26 natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela rimske provin-
cije Panonije Inferior 13 ih se datira u 2. st., 5 u
drugu polovicu 2. ili u 3. st. i 7 u 3. st. Konzulskom
godinom datirana su 2 natpisa — jedan je iz 164.
g. (kat. br. 203), a drugi iz 226. g. (kat. br. 215). Iz
tog dijela provincije jedan natpis moze se datira-
ti u vrijeme vladanja cara Karakale, izmedu 211. i
217. g. (kat. br. 191).

have been dated to the period between the reigns
of the emperors Augustus and Diocletian, i.e. from
the end of the first century BC or early first century
AD to the end of the third or even beginning of the
fourth century AD. 23 inscriptions have been dated
to the first century, 13 to the first or second cen-
tury, 43 to the second century, 63 to the second half
of the second or third century, and 55 to the third
century. 13 inscriptions have been dated by a consul
year, while 6 inscriptions were dated by the period
of rule and the ruling titular of individual emperors
and members of their families. The remaining in-
scriptions have been dated on the basis of Roman
naming conventions, onomastic and prosopograph-
ic analysis, Jupiter’s epithets, the aforementioned
military units, and military and civilians posts.

Out of the 149 inscriptions from the Croatian part
of the Roman province of Dalmatia, 23 have been
dated to the first century, 13 to the first or second
century, 21 to the second century, 34 to the second
half of the second or third century and 33 to the
third century. 8 inscriptions were dated by consul
years. These inscriptions are from the years 137 (cat.
no. 30), 191 (cat. no. 35), 202 (cat. no. 16), 209 (cat.
no. 5), 211 (cat. no. 27 and 67), 225 (cat. no. 6) and
245 (cat. no. 66). Two inscriptions have been dated
by the reigning years of Roman emperors. One was
dated by the ruling titular of the Emperor Claudius
to the year 54 (cat. no. 37), while the other to the
reign of the Emperor Pertinax, i.e. the first quarter
of the year 193 (cat. no. 10). 26 of these inscriptions
from the Croatian part of the Roman province of
Dalmatia can only be roughly dated from the first to
third centuries.

Out of the 13 inscriptions from the Croatian part of
the Italian Regio X, 4 have been dated to the second
century, 4 to the second or third century, and 5 to
the third century.

Out of the 36 inscriptions from the Croatian part
of the Roman province of Pannonia Superior, 4
have been dated to the second century, 21 to the
second half of the second or third century, and 10
to the third century. 3 inscriptions were dated by
consul years. These inscriptions are from the years
189 (cat. no. 163), 227 (cat. no. 178) and 238 (cat.
no. 163). 3 inscriptions were dated to the reigns of
individual Roman emperors. One inscription men-
tions the Emperor Septimius Severus and his elder
son Caracalla as Caesar, which places the inscrip-
tion in the year 196 or 197 (cat. no. 157). Another
inscription also mentions Septimius Severus and
Caracalla, but both as Augustus, which indicates
the period between 198 and 208 (cat. no. 189). The
third inscription was dated to Diocletian’s reign,
from 284 to 305 (cat. no. 158).
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Najvedi broj predmetnih natpisa nastao je u dru-
goj polovici 2. i prvoj polovici 3. st. Natpisi koji
se datiraju u 1. st. redom potjecu iz provincije
Dalmacije. Na temelju imenskih formula dedika-
nata i Jupitera najmanje 5 natpisa moze se dati-
rati u prvu polovicu 1. st. ili ¢ak u kraj 1. st. pr.
Kr. (kat. br. 23, 120, 125, 126 i 127). Oni pripadaju
skupini najranijih Jupiterovih natpisa na podrucju
Hrvatske. S druge strane, najmladi pouzdano dati-
ran Jupiterov natpis na podrucju Hrvatske nastao
je u vrijeme Dioklecijanova vladanja (kat. br. 158).
Cini se da su se nakon tog vremena u hrvatskome
dijelu provincija Dalmacije i obiju Panonija Zrtve-
nici Jupiteru postupno prestali postavljati.

DRUSTVENI POLOZAJ OSOBA KOJE
SE SPOMINJU U NATPISIMA

ROBOVI

Samo ujednom predmetnom natpisu izricito se na-
vodi ropski status (servus/serva) spomenute osobe.
Rijec je o posvetnome natpisu Jupiteru Kulminalu
i geniju vladara iz Petrijanca kod Varazdina (kat.
br. 185). Zrtvenik je dao podiéi rob Skitik, vilik (vi-
licus) Julija Julijana i Ulpije Maksimijane. Njegovo
ime ukazuje na skitsko podrijetlo. Posao koji su vi-
lici obavljali ponajprije je podrazumijevao uprav-
ljanje gospodarskim imanjem, medutim uz njih se
vezu i poslovi koji nisu imali veze s poljoprivredom
(Sanader 1995: 97-109).

Na temelju imenskog obrasca ¢ini se da je jos 10
osoba iz predmetnih natpisa bilo ropskog statu-
sa. Robovi nisu imali gradanska i politicka prava,
a u svom imenskom obrascu nosili su samo jed-
no osobno ime (Keppie 1991: 20; Matijasi¢ 2002:
70). U Naroni je Maksim, kamenoklesar (lapida-
rius) ropskog statusa, podigao zZrtvenik posvecen
vrhovnom Jupiteru (kat. br. 2). Natpis iz Splitske
na otoku Bracu, posveéen imperatorima Karakali,
Geti, njihovoj majci Juliji Domni, vrhovnom
Jupiteru i Junoni Regini, a datiran u 211. g., dao
je podici izvjesni Hermes (kat. br. 27). S otoka
Braca, iz Luke izmedu Skripa i Supetra, potjece jo$
jedan natpis koji je dala podi¢i osoba ropskog sta-
tusa. RijeC je o Valentu, koji je Zrtvenik posvetio
Jupiteru Dolihenskom (kat. br. 28). Iz Solina po-
tjece nadgrobni natpis Aurelija Germana Barlahe,
sveCenika Jupitera Dolihenskog (sacerdos Iovis
Optimi Maximi Dolicheni), koji je za Zivota podi-
gao nadgrobni spomenik sebi i svojoj supruzi Siri

Out of the 26 inscriptions from the Croatian part of
the Roman province of Pannonia Inferior, 13 have
been dated to the second century, 5 to the second
half of the second or third century, and 7 to the third
century. 2 inscriptions were dated by consul years —
one to the year 164 (cat. no. 203), and the other to
226 (cat. no. 215). One inscription from this part of
the province can be dated to the reign of Emperor
Caracalla, between 211 and 217 (cat. no. 191).

Most of these inscriptions emerged in the second
half of the second or third century. The inscrip-
tions dated to the first century are regularly from
Dalmatia. Based on the nomenclature of the dedi-
cants and Jupiter, a minimum of 5 inscriptions can
be dated to the third half of the first century, or even
the end of the first century BC (cat. no. 23, 120, 125,
126 and 127). These belong to the group of earli-
est inscriptions to Jupiter in Croatia’s territory. On
the other hand, the youngest reliably dated inscrip-
tion to Jupiter in Croatia’s territory emerged during
Diocletian’s rule (cat. no. 158). It would appear that
after this time, the raising of altars to Jupiter in the
Croatian part of the province of Dalmatia and both
Pannonias gradually ceased.

SOCIAL STATUS OF THE PERSONS
MENTIONED IN THE INSCRIPTIONS

SLAVES

The slave status (servus/serva) of an individual is only
stated explicitly in one of the inscriptions. This is a
dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Culminalis and the
gens of the ruler from Petrijanec, near Varazdin (cat.
no. 185). The altar was raised by the slave Sciticus,
the vilicus of Julius Julianus and Ulpia Maximiana.
His name indicates his Scythian origin. The duties
of a vilicus primarily involved management of an es-
tate, although this also included jobs that had noth-
ing to do with agriculture (Sanader 1995: 97-109).

Based on the nomenclature, it would appear that
ten additional persons from these inscriptions
were slaves. Slaves had no civil nor political rights,
and in their nomenclature they bore only one per-
sonal name (Keppie 1991: 20; Matijasi¢ 2002: 70).
In Narona, Maximus, a stonemason (lapidarius)
with slave status, raised an altar dedicated to the
supreme Jupiter (cat. no. 2). The inscription from
Splitska on the island of Bra¢, dedicated to the em-
perors Caracalla, Geta, their mother Julia Domna,
Jupiter Optimus Maximus and Juno Regina, dat-
ed to 211, was erected by a certain Hermes (cat.
no. 27). One more inscription is from the island
of Bra¢, from Luka between Skrip and Supetar,
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(Syra) (kat. br. 49). Dok je Aurelije German Barlaha
vjerojatno bio oslobodenik, ¢ini se da je njegova
supruga Sira ostala ropkinjom do kraja svog Zivo-
ta. Njezino ime i njegov kognomen ukazuju na si-
rijsko podrijetlo. U Dioklecijanovoj palaci u Splitu
nedavno je pronaden zrtvenik koji je vrhovnom
Jupiteru dala podici izvjesna Lucila (kat. br. 63a).
U Danilu kod Sibenika pronaden je zrtvenik koji
je vrthovnom Jupiteru postavio izvjesni Varon (kat.
br. 97a). Na temelju imenske formule u oba se slu-
Caja moze pretpostaviti da je rije¢ o ropkinji/robu.
Jupiterov zrtvenik iz sela Gori¢ka kod Dvora na Uni
dao je podici rob Markurijal, vikar carskog roba
Sekunda koji je u Gornjoj Meziji obnasao duznost
vilika (kat. br. 163a). Ropskog statusa medu oso-
bama iz predmetnih natpisa bili su riznicari (ar-
karii) Asklepijad s posvetnog natpisa iz Siska (kat.
br. 172) i Gamik s posvetnog natpisa iz Osijeka
(kat. br. 209). Flavije Ver Metrobalan, carski pro-
kurator (procurator Augusti) i predstojnik uprave
za rudnike (praepositus vectigalis ferrariarum), za
Asklepijada koji je obnasao duznost riznicara ure-
da u Sisciji (arkarius stationis Siscianae) posvetio
je zrtvenik Jupiteru Fulminatoru Fulguratoru. U
drugom slucaju riznicar Gamik posvetio je Zr-
tvenik vrhovnom Jupiteru za zdravlje Gaja Julija
Agatopa, zakupnika rudnika i ljevaonica Zeljeza
u panonskim i prekomorskim provincijama (con-
ductor ferrariarum pannoniarum itemque provin-
ciarum transmarinarum). 1z Osijeka je i zrtvenik
vrhovnom Jupiteru koji je izradio rob Asklepijad,
a dao podidi vitez (eques) Tit Hortenzije Frekvent,
gradski vije¢nik kolonije Murse (decurio coloniae
Mursensium) (kat. br. 197).

OSLOBODENICI/OSLOBODENICE

Oslobodenicki status (libertus/liberta) u pred-
metnim natpisima izricito je naveden kod 7 oso-
ba. Posebno je zanimljiv zavjetni natpis iz Salone
o izgradnji jednog gradskog portika (porticum)
koji je Herma, oslobodenik Publija Anteja Sira,
salonitanski sevir i augustal, posvetio vrhovnom
Jupiteru i Bozanskom Klaudiju (kat. br. 37). Iz Kule
Atlagi¢ kod Benkovca potjece Jupiterov zrtvenik
koji je dala podi¢i oslobodenica Voltisa (kat. br.
107). Njezino ime ukazuje na lokalno liburnsko
podrijetlo, a ¢ini se da je liburnskoga podrijetla
bila i osoba koja ju je oslobodila (Caminis, gen.)
(Rendi¢-Miocevi¢ 1948: 41, 42; 1989: 715). U
obliznjem Karinu zrtvenik vrhovnom Jupiteru dao
je podici Lucije Valerije Sever, oslobodenik Lucija
Valerija (kat. br. 116). Iz Pule potjece zrtvenik

commissioned by a person with slave status. This
was Valens, who dedicated the altar to Jupiter
Dolichenus (cat. no. 28). The grave inscription of
Aurelius Germanus Barlaha is from Salona — he was
a priest of Jupiter Dolichenus (sacerdos lovis Optimi
Maximi Dolicheni), who during his lifetime erected
a gravestone to himself and his wife Syra (cat. no.
49). While Aurelius Germanus Barlaha was prob-
ably a freedman, it would appear that his wife Syra
remained a slave to the end of her life. Her nomen
and his cognomen indicate a Syrian origin. An al-
tar was recently discovered in Diocletian’s Palace in
Split that was erected to the supreme Jupiter by a
certain Lucilla (cat. no. 63a). An altar was discov-
ered in Danilo, in the wider Sibenik area, which was
erected to Jupiter Optimus Maximus by a certain
Varro (cat. no. 97a). Based on the name formulas,
in both cases it may be assumed that the individuals
in question were slaves. An altar to Jupiter from the
village of Goric¢ka, near Dvor na Uni, was erected by
the slave Mercurialis, the vicar of the imperial slave
Secundus, who held the post of vilicus in Moesia
Superior (cat. no. 163a). Among the persons from
these inscriptions with slave status were the treasur-
ers (arcarii) Asclepiades in the dedicatory inscrip-
tion from Sisak (cat. no. 172) and Gamicus in the
dedicatory inscription from Osijek (cat. no. 209).
Flavius Verus Metrobalanus, the imperial procu-
rator (procurator Augusti) and steward adminis-
tering mines (praepositus vectigalis ferrariarum)
for Asclepiades, who was treasurer of the office in
Siscia (arkarius stationis Siscianae), dedicated the
altar to Jupiter Fulminator Fulgurator. In the other
case, the treasurer Gamicus dedicated the altar to
Jupiter Optimus Maximus for the health of Gaius
Julius Agathopus, a contractor of a mine and iron
foundry in the Pannonian and overseas provinces
(conductor ferrariarum pannoniarum itemque pro-
vinciarum transmarinarum). An altar from Osijek
dedicated to Jupiter Optimus Maximus was made
by the slave Asclepiades, and commissioned by the
knight (eques) Titus Hortensius Frequens, a city
councillor of the Mursa colony (decurio coloniae
Mursensium) (cat. no. 197).

FREEDMEN/WOMEN

Freed status (libertus/liberta) is explicitly specified
for seven persons in these inscriptions. Particularly
interesting is the votive inscription from Salona on
the construction of the city porticum which Herma,
a freedman of Publius Anteius Syrus, a Salona se-
vir and Augustalis, dedicated to Jupiter Optimus
Maximus and Divine Claudius (cat. no. 37). An al-
tar to Jupiter from Kula Atlagi¢, near Benkovac, was
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posvecen Jupiteru Konzervatoru koji je dao podici
Diokles, carski oslobodenik (Augusti libertus) i na-
mjesnik u jednom od ureda za upravljanje carskim
dohocima (procurator) (kat. br. 144). 1z Pule je i 7r-
tvenik posvecen Jupiteru Viktoru koji je dala podi¢i
Ticija (nepoznata kognomena), oslobodenica Gaja
Ticija (kat. br. 148). Oslobodenici se kao dedikanti
Jupiterovih zrtvenika pojavljuju i u Osijeku. Jedan
zrtvenik vrhovnom Jupiteru posvetio je oslobode-
nik Flavije Filip za zdravlje svoga zastitnika (pa-
tronus) Tita Flavija Martina, gradskog vije¢nika
kolonije Murse (decurio coloniae Mursensium),
nacelnika udruzenja vatrogasaca (praefecti collegii
centonariorum) i duovira designata (kat. br. 200).
Drugi zrtvenik vrhovnom Jupiteru posvetio je car-
ski oslobodenik Fortunat (kat. br. 201).

Carski oslobodenik bio je i blagajnik (dispensator)
Marko Sperat (kat. br. 191). Njegov oslobodeni¢-
ki status ne navodi se izricito, ali je poznato da
su duznosti dispensatora obnasali carski robovi i
oslobodenici (Weaver 1964: 120; 1967: 6).

INCERTI

Broj oslobodenika/oslobodenica u predmetnim
natpisima sigurno je veci, samo njihov oslobode-
nicki status nije izri¢ito naveden. Kratice lib(ertus)
ili [(ibertus), kojima se oznacava oslobodenicki
status osobe, u epitafima oslobodenika/oslobode-
nica Cesto izostaju (Frank 1916: 691, n. 3). Od 2. st.
nadalje isticanje oslobodenickoga statusa u epi-
grafskim spomenicima evidentno je samo u sluca-
ju carskih oslobodenika (Ross Taylor 1961: 121).
Stoga se oslobodenici/oslobodenice cesto mogu
identificirati samo ako to dopusta kontekst nat-
pisa ili na temelju onomastickih svojstava samog
imena. Grcki kognomen cesto je naznaka oslobo-
denickoga statusa ili podrijetla od oslobodenika.
Njihovo mnostvo u latinskim natpisima tumaci se
kao posljedica ucestala oslobadanja robova (ibid.
127). S obzirom na to da je organizirana trgovi-
na robovima na zapad tekla uglavnom iz isto¢nih
dijelova carstva, glavni jezik trgovine bio je grcki
jezik, $to se odrazilo i u robovskoj nomenklatu-
ri (Gordon 1924: 105). Velik broj robova imao je
grcka imena, a poznato je da su oslobodenici svoje
ropsko ime Cesto zadrzavali kao kognomen (Ross
Taylor 1961: 125; Matijasi¢ 2002: 71, 72). Medutim
u tim slucajevima rijetko mozemo biti potpuno si-
gurni da se radi o osobi oslobodenickoga statusa.

August je oslobodenicima uskratio mogucnost su-
djelovanja u gradskoj upravi, kako u Rimu i Italiji
tako i u provincijama, ali im je zato omogucio

erected by the freedwoman Volltissa (cat. no. 107).
Her name indicates a local Liburnian origin, and it
would appear that the person who liberated her was
also Liburnian (Caminis, gen.) (Rendi¢-Miocevic¢
1948: 41, 42; 1989: 715). In nearby Karin, an altar
to Jupiter was erected by Lucius Valerius Severus,
a freedman of Lucius Valerius (cat. no. 116). An al-
tar dedicated to Jupiter Conservator from Pula was
erected by Diocles, an imperial freedman (Augusti
libertus) and official in one of the offices adminis-
tering imperial revenues (procurator) (cat. no. 144).
Another altar from Pula dedicated to Jupiter Victor
was erected by Titia (cognomen unknown), a freed-
woman of Gaius Titius (cat. no. 148). Freed indi-
viduals as the dedicants of altars to Jupiter also ap-
peared in Osijek. One altar to Jupiter was dedicated
by the freedman Flavius Philippus to the health
of his patron (patronus) Titus Flavius Martinus, a
city councillor of the Mursa colony (decurio colo-
niae Mursensium), and the head of the fire-fighting
guild (praefecti collegii centonariorum) and a duovir
designate (cat. no. 200). The other altar to Jupiter
Optimus Maximus was dedicated to the imperial
freedman Fortunatus (cat. no. 201).

The cashier (dispensator) Marcus Speratus was also
an imperial freedman (cat. no. 191). His freed status
is explicitly noted, but it is known that the duties of
dispensator were performed by both imperial slaves
and freedmen (Weaver 1964: 120; 1967: 6).

INCERTI

The number of freedmen/women in these inscrip-
tions is certainly higher, only their freed status is
not expressly stated. The abbreviations lib(ertus)
or [(ibertus), which denotes a person’s freed status,
are often absent in epitaphs to freedmen/women
(Frank 1916: 691, n. 3). From the second century
onward, the explicit mention of freed status in epi-
graphic monuments is only evident in cases of im-
perial freedmen (Ross Taylor 1961: 121). Therefore
the freedmen/women may be identified only if this
is allowed by the context of the inscription or on the
basis of the onomastic properties of the name itself.
A Greek cognomen is often an indication of freed
status or descent from a freed individual. Their
abundance in Latin inscriptions is interpreted as a
result of the frequent liberation of slaves (Ibid. 127).
Given that the organized slave trade in the west
generally proceeded from the eastern sections of
the Empire, the principal language of this trade was
Greek, which was also reflected in slave nomencla-
ture (Gordon 1924: 105). A high number of slaves
had Greek names, but it is known that freed indi-
viduals often retained their slave names as a cog-
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obnasanje duznosti augustala (augustales), nove
institucije koja se za njegova vladanja pojavila u
gradovima Italije i zapadnih rimskih provincija
(Gordon 1931: 66). Njihova nadleznost i uloga u
rimskome drustvu nije potpuno razjasnjena, ali se
zna da je bila u uskoj vezi s carskim kultom (Taylor
1914: 232; Shin 1988: 425; Fishwick 1990: 609;
Beard, North & Price 1998: 357, 358). Oko 90% au-
gustala bili su oslobodenici (Shin 1988: 425).

U predmetnim natpisima spominje se 6 augusta-
la. Samo je u slu¢aju Herme, salonitanskog sevira
i augustala, oslobodenicki status izric¢ito nave-
den u natpisu (kat. br. 37), dok se u sluc¢ajevima
ostalih augustala oslobodenicki status ne navodi.
U Naroni je augustal Lucije Publicije Dijadumen
posvetio Zrtvenik Jupiteru Augustu (kat. br. 9). Iz
Klapavica kod Klisa potjece poc¢asni natpis koji ka-
zuje da su Fescenija Astika (Astice) i njezin suprug
Tit Faust (nepoznata nomena), sevir i augustal
(VIvir et Augustalis), obnovili Silvanovo svetiste
(kat. br. 65). Cini se da je oslobodeni¢koga statusa
bilo oboje supruznika. Iz Osijeka potjecu 3 posvet-
na natpisa augustala kolonije Murse (augustales
coloniae Mursensium). Publije Elije Kalije Morf
posvetio je zrtvenik vrhovnom Jupiteru za zdrav-
lje svoje i svojih (kat. br. 195). Gaj Julije Firmin
posvetio je zrtvenik Kapitolijskoj trijadi (kat. br.
208), dok je Gaj Ekvicije Artemidor zajedno sa
svojom suprugom Elijom Brutulom i sinom Gajem
Ekvicijem Viktorom Zrtvenik posvetio Jupiteru
Eternu (kat. br. 210).

Oslobodenickoga statusa, ¢ini se, bili su i Elije
Valerije i Elije Sekundin, magistri koji su u Sisku
za zdravlje svoje i prinosnika podigli zrtvenik vr-
hovnom Jupiteru i Junoni (kat. br. 179). Natpis je
biljezio ime jo$ jednog magistra, ali su se od nje-
gova imena u$cuvala samo posljednja dva slova
kognomena.

Oslobodenik je vrlo vjerojatno bio i Aurelije
German Barlaha, svecenik Jupitera Dolihena koji
je u Saloni sebi i supruzi Siri za Zivota dao podici
nadgrobni spomenik (kat. br. 49). Carski oslobode-
nici vrlo su vjerojatno bili Flavije Ver Metrobalan,
carski prokurator i predstojnik uprave za rudnike
u Sisciji (kat. br. 172), i Gaj Julije Agatop, zakupnik
rudnika i ljevaonica zeljeza u panonskim i preko-
morskim provincijama iz Murse (kat. br. 209).

Na temelju gr¢kog kognomena u imenskom obras-
cu moze se pretpostaviti da su oslobodenickoga
statusa ili barem oslobodenic¢koga podrijetla bili
i sljede¢i dedikanti Jupiterovih Zrtvenika: Valerije
Aleksander (kat. br. 11), Emilije Hermosenaks
(kat. br. 26), Kvint Raonije Diodor (kat. br. 35), Gaj
Cezije Korimb (kat. br. 38), Tit Pinarije Eros (kat.

nomen (Ross Taylor 1961: 125; Matijasi¢ 2002: 71,
72). However, in these cases we can rarely be en-
tirely certain if these are persons with freed status.

Augustus denied freedmen the opportunity to
participate in urban governance, either in Rome
or the provinces, but he did allow them to serve
as Augustales, a new institution which appeared
during his reign in the cities of Italy and the west-
ern Roman provinces (Gordon 1931: 66). Their
authority and role in Roman society has not yet
been fully clarified, but it is known that they were
closely linked to the imperial cult (Taylor 1914 232;
Shin 1988: 425; Fishwick 1990: 609; Beard, North
& Price 1998: 357, 358). Approximately 90% of the
Augustales were freedmen (Shin 1988: 425).

Six Augustales are mentioned in these inscrip-
tions. Only in the case of Herma, the Salona sevir
and Augustalis, is freedman status explicitly noted
in the inscription (cat. no. 37), while in the cases
of the remaining Augustales, freedman status is
not specified. In Narona, the Augustalis Lucius
Publius Diadumenus dedicated an altar to Jupiter
Augustus (cat. no. 9). An honorary inscription from
Klapavice, near Klis, states that Fescenia Astice and
her husband Titus Faustus (nomen unknown), a
sevir and Augustalis (VIvir et Augustalis), restored
the shrine to Silvanus (cat. no. 65). It would appear
that both spouses had freed status. Three dedica-
tory inscriptions of the Augustales of the Mursa
colony (augustales coloniae Mursensium) are from
Osijek. Publius Aelius Callius Morphus dedicated
an altar dedicated to Jupiter Optimus Maximus
for the health of himself and his relations (cat.
no. 195). Gaius Julius Firminus dedicated an altar
to the Capitoline Triad (cat. no. 208), while Gaius
Equitius Artemidorus, together with his wife Aelia
Brutula and son Gaius Equitius Victor, dedicated
an altar to Jupiter Aeternus (cat. no. 210).

It would appear that Aelius Valerius and Aelius
Secondinus also had freedman status — these mag-
istrates (magistri) erected an altar to Jupiter and
Juno in Sisak for their own health and that of their
contributors (cat. no. 179). The inscription men-
tioned the name of one more magistrate, but only
the last two letters of his cognomen were preserved.

Aurelius Germanus Barlaha, a priest of Jupiter
Dolichenus who erected a gravestone to himself
and his wife Syra in Salona during his lifetime (cat.
no. 49), was very likely also a freedman. Flavius
Verus Metrobalanus, an imperial procurator and
mines administrator in Siscia (cat. no. 172), and
Gaius Julius Agathopus, the mine and iron foundry
contractor in the Pannonian and overseas provin-
ces from Mursa (cat. no. 209), were very likely im-
perial freedmen.
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br. 43), Gaj Arije Narcis (kat. br. 58), Aul Laberije
Sinegdemijan (kat. br. 64), Gaj Arije Ageviv (kat.
br. 92), Lucije Plotije Eperast (kat. br. 114), Lucije
Aleksandar (nepoznata nomena) (kat. br. 122),
Oktavije Eufem (kat. br. 138), Gaj Julije Krisogon
(kat. br. 145), Papirije Andronik (kat. br. 146), Gaj
Lekanije Jalis (kat. br. 152), Tit Ecije Eonije (kat.
br. 165), Aurelije Antiokijan (kat. br. 176), c¢iji ko-
gnomen ukazuje na antiohijsko podrijetlo, i Marko
Aurelije Kokej Eutihijan (kat. br. 207).

RIMSKI GRADANI/GRADANKE

Najveci broj osoba zabiljezenih u predmetnim nat-
pisima bili su rimski gradani. Kad se u kontekstu
natpisa spominje i njihovo zanimanje, onda je naj-
cesce rijec o pripadnicima vojnih postrojbi, ¢lano-
vima gradskih uprava, svecenickih redova i o dr-
Zavnim duznosnicima.

Pripadnici  vojnih  postrojbi  najzastupljeni-
ji su medu posvetiocima Jupiterovih Zrtvenika.
Predmetni natpisi biljeze 58 rimskih gradana koji
su svoju profesionalnu karijeru gradili u vojnim
postrojbama (kat. br. 5, 6, 8, 12, 14, 1618, 29, 48,
56, 66—69, 83, 86, 87, 89, 90, 123, 126, 130-136,
140, 142, 158, 160, 161, 164, 166—169, 174, 177,
178, 181, 182, 188-190, 194, 202-205, 214 i 215).
U vrijeme podizanja spomenika 36 osoba obnasalo
je duznost konzularnih beneficijara (beneficiarius
consularis) (kat. br. 5, 6, 8, 14, 16—18, 67, 68, 83,
86, 87, 132-136, 140, 161, 164, 167-169, 174, 177,
178,181, 182, 188,202-2051i215), 8 osoba duznost
centuriona (centurio) (kat. br. 12, 19, 66, 90, 158,
160, 1891 190), po 2 osobe duznost hvataca divljih
zivotinja (venator immunis) (kat. br. 48), proku-
ratornih beneficijara (beneficiarius procuratoris)
(kat. br. 166 i 214), konzularnih protektora (protec-
tor consularis) (kat. br. 29 i 131), od kojih je jedan
imao ovlasti beneficijara (kat. br. 131), i signifera
(signifer) (kat. br. 69 1 126), te po jedna osoba duz-
nost konjickog dekuriona (decurio equitum) (kat.
br. 89), prokuratornog kornikulara (cornicularius
procuratoris) (kat. br. 194), teserarija (tesserarius)
(kat. br. 82) i frumentarija (frumentarius) (kat. br.
123). Dvije osobe bile su veterani (veteranus) (kat.
br. 56 i 142).

U predmetnim natpisima spominju se sljedece
legije i kohorte: Legio I Adiutrix (kat. br. 14, 16,
17, 68, 123 i 132), Legio I Italica (kat. br. 6), Legio
I Minervia (kat. br. 12), Legio II Adiutrix (kat. br.
158), Legio II Italica, s pocasnim nadimkom Pia
Fidelis Severiana (kat. br. 215), Legio IIIl Flavia
(kat. br. 202 i 203), Legio V Macedonica (kat. br.

It may be assumed on the basis of the Greek cog-
nomens in the nomenclature that the follow-
ing dedicants of altars to Jupiter also had freed-
man status or were at the very least descended
from freedmen: Valerius Alexander (cat. no. 11),
Aemilius Hermosenax (cat. no. 26), Quintus
Raonius Diodorus (cat. no. 35), Gaius Caesius
Corymbus (cat. no. 38), Titus Pinarius Eros (cat.
no. 43), Gaius Arrius Narcissus (cat. no. 58), Aulus
Laberius Synegdemianus (cat. no. 64), Gaius Arrius
Agaevivus (cat. no. 92), Lucius Plotius Eperastus
(cat. no. 114), Lucius Alexandar (nomen unknown)
(cat. no. 122), Octavius Euphemus (cat. no. 138),
Gaius Julius Crysogonus (cat. no. 145), Papirius
Andronicus (cat. no. 146), Gaius Laecanius Ialysus
(cat. no. 152), Titus Aetiius Aeonius (cat. no. 165),
Aurelius Antiocianus (cat. no. 176), whose cog-
nomen indicates his Antiochian origin, and Marcus
Aurelius Cocceius Eutychianus (cat. no. 207).

ROMAN CITIZENS

Most individuals recorded in these inscriptions
were Roman citizens. When an occupation is also
mentioned in the context of the inscription, then
these are usually members of military units, city
governments or priestly orders and state officials.

The members of military units are the most numer-
ous among the dedicants of altars to Jupiter. These
inscriptions record 58 Roman citizens who chose
the military as their professional career (cat. no.
5,6, 8, 12, 14, 16-18, 29, 48, 56, 66-69, 83, 86, 87,
89, 90, 123, 126, 130-136, 140, 142, 158, 160, 161,
164, 166-169, 174, 177, 178, 181, 182, 188-190, 194,
202-205, 214 and 215). At the time of erection of
these monuments, 36 persons held the post of ben-
eficiarius consularis (cat. no. 5, 6, 8, 14, 16-18, 67,
68, 83, 86, 87, 132-136, 140, 161, 164, 167-169, 174,
177,178,181, 182, 188, 202-205 and 215), 8 persons
were centurions (centurio) (cat. no. 12, 19, 66, 90,
158, 160, 189 and 190), 2 each were wild game hunt-
ers (venator immunis) (cat. no. 48), members of a
procurator’s staft (beneficiarius procuratoris) (cat.
no. 166 and 214), consular bodyguards (protector
consularis) (cat. no. 29 and 131), of which one ex-
ercised the authority of beneficiarius (cat. no. 131),
and standard bearers (signifer) (cat. no. 69 and 126),
while one each was a cavalry decurion (decurio
equitum) (cat. no. 89), procurator’s non-commis-
sioned staff officer (cornicularius procuratoris) (cat.
no. 194), tesserarius (cat. no. 82) and frumentarius
(cat. no. 123). Two persons were veterans (vetera-
nus) (cat. no. 56 and 142).

In these inscriptions, the following legions and co-
horts are named: Legio I Adiutrix (cat. no. 14, 16,
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136), Legio VII Gemina (kat. br. 189), Legio X
Gemina (kat. br. 56 1190), Legio XI Claudia (kat. br.
18183), Legio XIII Gemina (kat. br. 14 i 160), Legio
XIIII Gemina (kat. br. 5 i 140), Cohors I Belgarum
(kat. br. 12 i 90), Cohors III Alpinorum (kat. br. 82
i 89), koja se u jednom natpisu javlja s poc¢asnim
nadimkom Antoniniana (kat. br. 29), Cohors IIII
Praetoria (kat. br. 142), Cohors V (Praetoria?) (kat.
br. 48) i Cohors VIII voluntariorum (kat. br. 69,
mozda i kat. br. 69a), koja se u jednom natpisu jav-
lja s poc¢asnim nadimkom Philippiana (kat. br. 66).

Podrijetlo vojne osobe izricito se navodi samo u jed-
nom natpisu. RijeC je o posvetnom natpisu Marka
Ipija, Lucijeva sina, Vitalisa, iz Beneventa u Italiji,
konzularnog beneficijara kohorte VIII voluntario-
rum Philippiana koji je sluzbovao u Tiluriju (kat.
br. 66). U jednom slu¢aju podrijetlo dedikanta ot-
kriva njegov kognomen. Rijec¢ je o Marku Aureliju
Dalmati, konzularnom protektoru iz Burnuma,
koji je kognomen vjerojatno stekao sluzbujuci
izvan rodne provincije Dalmacije (kat. br. 131). U
ostalim slucajevima zemljopisno podrijetlo vojnih
osoba ne moze se odrediti s potpunom sigurnoscu,
ali se kod nekih ono moze pretpostaviti na teme-
lju njihova gentilnog imena. Italskoga podrijetla
bili su dedikanti zrtvenika vrhovnom Jupiteru Tit
Fufisije, signifer iz Burnuma (kat. br. 126), i Sekst
Kvinktilije, Sekstov sin, Seneka, veteran IV. pre-
torijanske kohorte iz Raba (kat. br. 142). Italskoga
podrijetla vjerojatno su bili i sljedec¢i dedikanti: Gaj
Stacije Tacitijan, konzularni beneficijar legije XIIII.
Gemine iz Narone (kat. br. 5), Gaj Atilije Gen[---],
konzularni beneficijar legije XIII. Gemine i legije
I. Adiutrix (kat. br. 14), Gaj Vibije Januarije, kon-
zularni beneficijar legije 1. Adiutrix iz municipi-
ja Novae (kat. br. 17), Vibije Vibijan, konzularni
protektor s otoka Braca (kat. br. 29), Marko Junije
Faden, konjicki dekurion kohorte III. Alpinorum
iz municipija Magnuma (kat. br. 89), Gaj Vibije
Julijan, frumentarij legije I. Adiutrix (kat. br. 123), i
Bilijan Ver, konzularni beneficijar iz Burnuma (kat.
br. 135). Podrijetlom iz zapadnih provincija car-
stva vjerojatno su bili Celije Saturnin, konzularni
beneficijar legije 1. Adiutrix iz municipija Novae
(kat. br. 16), i [---]aicus, signifer kohorte VIIL
Voluntariorum iz Tilurija (kat. br. 69). Dedikant
Sulpicije Kalvio, centurion legije I. Minervije i pre-
pozit kohorte I. Belgarum iz Vrgorca, vjerojatno je
bio podrijetlom iz Donje Germanije (kat. br. 12), a
dedikant Titulenije Respekt, konzularni beneficijar
legije X. Gemine koji je sluzbovao u Burnumu, vje-
rojatno iz Norika (kat. br. 130).

U predmetnim natpisima zabiljezeno je 13 ¢lanova
gradskih uprava (kat. br. 30, 32, 73, 106, 163, 186,

17,68, 123 and 132), Legio I Italica (cat. no. 6), Legio
I Minervia (cat. no. 12), Legio II Adiutrix (cat. no.
158), Legio Il Italica, with the honorary epithet Pia
Fidelis Severiana (cat. no. 215), Legio IIII Flavia (cat.
no. 202 and 203), Legio V Macedonica (cat. no. 136),
Legio VII Gemina (cat. no. 189), Legio X Gemina
(cat. no. 56 and 190), Legio XI Claudia (cat. no. 18
and 83), Legio XIII Gemina (cat. no. 14 and 160),
Legio XIIII Gemina (cat. no. 5 and 140), Cohors 1
Belgarum (cat. no. 12 and 90), Cohors III Alpinorum
(cat. no. 82 and 89), which appears in one inscrip-
tion with the honorary epithet Antoniniana (cat.
no. 29), Cohors IIII Praetoria (cat. no. 142), Cohors
V (Praetoria?) (cat. no. 48) and Cohors VIII volun-
tariorum (cat. no. 69, perhaps also cat. no. 69a),
which appears in one inscription with the honorary
epithet Philippiana (cat. no. 66).

The origin of a military individual is only explicitly
stated in one inscription. This is the dedicatory in-
scription of Marcus Ippius, son of Lucius, Vitalis,
from Beneventum in Italia, a beneficiarius consula-
ris of Cohors VIII voluntariorum Philippiana which
was posted in Tilurium (cat. no. 66). In one case, the
origin of the dedicant is revealed by his cognomen:
Marcus Aurelius Dalmata, a consular bodyguard
from Burnum, who probably acquired his cog-
nomen serving outside of the province of his birth,
Dalmatia (cat. no. 131). In other cases, the geo-
graphic origin of the persons cannot be determined
with absolute certainty, although for some it may
be assumed on the basis of their gentilitians. Thus,
an Italian origin may be assigned to the dedicants
of the altars to Jupiter Optimus Maximus, Titus
Fufisius, a standard-bearer from Burnum (cat. no.
126), and Sextus Quinctilius, son of Sextus, Seneca,
a veteran of Cohors IIII Praetoria from Rab (cat. no.
142). The following dedicants were also Italian in
origin: Gaius Statius Tacitianus, a beneficiarius con-
sularis of Legio XIIII Gemina from Narona (cat. no.
5), Gaius Atilius Gen[---], a beneficiarius consularis
of Legio XIII Gemina and Legio I Adiutrix (cat. no.
14), Gaius Vibius Januarius, a beneficiarius consu-
laris of Legio I Adiutrix from the Novae municip-
ium (cat. no. 17), Vibius Vibianus, a consular body-
guard from the island of Bra¢ (cat. no. 29), Marcus
Junius Fadenus, a cavalry decurion of Cohors III
Alpinorum from the Magnum municipium (cat. no.
89), Gaius Vibius Julianus, a frumentarius of Legio I
Adiutrix (cat. no. 123), and Billianus Verus, a ben-
eficiarius consularis from Burnum (cat. no. 135).
Caelius Saturninus, a beneficiarius consularis of
Legio I Adiutrix from the Novae municipium (cat.
no. 16), and [---]aicus, a standard-bearer of Cohors
VIII voluntariorum from Tilurium (cat. no. 69)
were probably originally from the Empire’s western
provinces. The dedicant Sulpicius Calvio, a centu-
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187, 192, 197, 200, 212 i 216). Na gradskoj razini
oni su pripadali vladaju¢em i najimu¢nijem stale-
zu rimskog gradanstva. Cursus honorum tih osoba
biljezi vise razli¢itih duznosti i casti koje su ob-
nasale i stekle tijekom svoje karijere, od kojih su
najucestalije duznosti dekuriona (decurio), ¢lanova
gradskog vijeca (kat. br. 32, 106, 163, 186, 187, 192,
197, 200, 212 i 216) i duovira (duovir), vrhovnih
gradskih magistrata u ¢ijim je rukama bila izvr$na
gradska vlast (kat. br. 30, 73, 163, 187, 200 i 212).

Dva posvetna natpisa pripadaju ¢lanovima salo-
nitanske gradske uprave (kat. br. 30 i 32). Jedan
zrtvenik vrhovnom Jupiteru dali su podi¢i Gaj
Domicije Valent, duovir iure dicundo, i Gaj Julije
Sever, pontifex (kat. br. 30), a drugi Lucije Egnacije,
sin Lucija, unuk Gneja, praunuk Gneja, Klement,
dekurion i augur salonitanske kolonije (kat. br.
32). Gaj Domicije Valent mogao je biti italskog, ali
i orijentalnog podrijetla, dok je italsko podrijetlo
Lucija Egnacija Klementa gotovo izvjesno.

Iz Kijeva kod Knina potjece posvetni natpis vr-
hovnom Jupiteru koji je dao podié¢i Tit Aurelije
Maksimin, duovir kvinkvenal (quinquennalis) ko-
lonije Ekvum ili jednog neidentificiranog rimskog
municipija na podrucju gornjeg toka rijeke Cetine
(kat. br. 73). Taj gradski magistrat vjerojatno je bio
lokalnoga podrijetla, a rimsko gradanstvo stekao
je u vrijeme vladanja jednog od careva iz obitelji
Aurelija. Lokalnoga podrijetla vjerojatno je bio i
Tit Elije Celzin, dekurion aserijatskoga municipi-
ja koji je u Aseriji dao podic¢i zrtvenik vrhovnom
Jupiteru (kat. br. 106).

Iz Lijevog Degoja na Kupi potjeCe posvetni nat-
pis Jupiteru Nundinariju koji su za zdravlje cara
Gordijana III. dali podi¢i Gaj Viktorin (nepozna-
ta nomena), dekurion i duovir siscijske koloni-
je (decurio coloniae Sisciae) i svecenik provincije
Gornje Panonije (sacerdos provinciae Pannoniae
Superioris), te Gaj Viktorininijan, njegov sin, tako-
der dekurion siscijske kolonije, i njegova supruga
Lucilija Lucila (kat. br. 163).

Dva predmetna natpisa spominju dekurione peto-
vijske kolonije (kat. br. 186 i 187). Posvetni natpis
Jupiteru Depulsoru iz Klenovnika dao je podi¢i Gaj
Tiberinije Faventin, dekurion petovijske kolonije
(decurio coloniae Poetovionensis), praefectus fa-
brum, kvestor (questor) i praefectus pro Ilviris (kat.
br. 186). Iz Krizovljana kod Varazdina posvetni je
natpis Jupiteru Kulminalu koji je za zdravlje svoje,
svoje supruge Aurelije Marceline i svih svojih dao
podic¢i Marko Aurelije Maksimin, dekurion peto-
vijske kolonije, duovir kvinkvenal i svecenik pro-
vincije Gornje Panonije (kat. br. 187).

rion of Legio I Minervia and the steward of Cohors
I Belgarum from Vrgorac was probably originally
from Germania Inferior (cat. no. 12), while the
dedicant Titulenius Respectus, a beneficiarius con-
sularis of Legio X Gemina, who served in Burnum,
was probably from Noricum (cat. no. 130).

The inscriptions record 13 members of city govern-
ments (cat. no. 30, 32, 73, 106, 163, 186, 187, 192,
197, 200, 212 and 216). At the city level, they be-
longed to the ruling and wealthiest class of Roman
citizens. The cursus honorum of these individuals
indicates a series of different posts and honours
which they held and acquired during their careers,
of which the most frequent duty was decurion (de-
curio), city councillor (cat. no. 32, 106, 163, 186, 187,
192, 197, 200, 212 and 216) and duovir, the supreme
city magistrate who held executive authority in the
city (cat. no. 30, 73, 163, 187, 200 and 212).

Two dedicatory inscriptions belonged to members
of the Salona city government (cat. no. 30 and 32).
One altar to Jupiter Optimus Maximus was erected
by Gaius Domitius Valens, duovir iure dicundo, and
Gaius Julius Severus, pontifex (cat. no. 30), while an-
other was erected by Lucius Egnatius, son of Lucius,
grandson of Gnaeus, great-grandson of Gnaeus,
Clemens, decurion and augur of the Salona colony
(cat. no. 32). Gaius Domitius Valens may have been
Italic in origin, but also oriental, while the Italic ori-
gin of Lucius Egnatius Clemens is almost certain.

A dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Optimus
Maximus from Kijevo, near Knin, was erected by
Titus Aurelius Maximinus, a duovir quinquennalis
of the Aequum colony or an unidentified Roman
municipality somewhere along the upper course of
the Cetina River (cat. no. 73). This city magistrate
was probably from the local area, and he acquired
Roman citizenship during the reign of one of the
Aurelian emperors. Titus Aelius Celsinus, a decu-
rion of the Asseria municipality who erected an al-
tar to Jupiter Optimus Maximus (cat. no. 106) was
probably also from the area.

A dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Nundinarius
from Lijevi Degoj on the Kupa River was raised
for the health of Emperor Gordian III by Gaius
Victorinus (nomen unknown), a decurion and du-
ovir of the Siscia colony (decurio coloniae Sisciae)
and priest of the province of Pannonia Superior
(sacerdos provinciae Pannoniae Superioris), and
Gaius Victorininianus, his son, also a Siscia colony
decurion, and his wife Lucilia Lucilla (cat. no. 163).
Two inscriptions mention decurions of the Poetovio
colony (cat.no. 186 and 187). The dedicatory inscrip-
tion to Jupiter Depulsor from Klenovnik was erect-
ed by Gaius Tiberinius Faventinus, a decurion of the
Poetovio colony (decurio coloniae Poetovionensis),
praefectus fabrum, questor and praefectus pro
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U dva slu¢aja dedikanti Jupiterovih Zrtvenika bili
su i dekurioni cibalske kolonije (decurio coloniae
Cibalarum) (kat. br. 192 i 216). Jedan zrtvenik pro-
naden je u Vinkovcima, a drugi u blizini Dalja. Prvi
je dao podi¢i dekurion Elije Prokul (kat. br. 192),
a drugi dekurion i bivsi kvestor Marko Aurelije
Kvintilijan (kat. br. 216).

Tri predmetna natpisa iz Osijeka biljeze dekurio-
ne kolonije Murse (decurio coloniae Mursensium)
(kat. br. 197, 200 i 212). Jedan zrtvenik vrhovnom
Jupiteru dao je podi¢i dekurion Tit Hortenzije
Frekvent (kat. br. 197). Drugi Zrtvenik vrhovnom
Jupiteru za zdravlje Tita Flavija Martina, dekurio-
na, nacelnika udruzenja vatrogasaca (praefectus
collegii centonariorum), duovira designata (Ilvir
designatus), podigao je njegov oslobodenik Flavije
Filip (kat. br. 200). Treéi zrtvenik, posvecen Jupiteru
Fulguratoru, dao je podi¢i Gaj Elije Surin, dekurion
i duovir kvinkvenal designat (kat. br. 212).

Petorica rimskih gradana, dedikanata predmetnih
natpisa, bili su ¢lanovi svecenickih redova (kat. br.
23, 30, 32, 163 i 187). Imali su sljedece titule: au-
gur (kat. br. 32), pontifex (kat. br. 30), sacerdos (kat.
br. 23) i sacerdos provinciae Pannoniae Superioris
(kat. br. 163 i 187). 1z Salone potjece posvetni nat-
pis vrthovnom Jupiteru koji je dao podi¢i Lucije
Egnacije, sin Lucija, unuk Gneja, praunuk Gneja,
Klement, salonitanski dekurion i ujedno augur sa-
lonitanske kolonije (kat. br. 32). Iz Salone je tako-
der posvetni natpis vrhovnom Jupiteru koji su dali
podi¢i Gaj Domicije Valent, salonitanski duovir, i
Gaj Julije Sever, gradski pontifeks (kat. br. 30). Na
otoku Visu gradski svecenik Kvint Baronije, sin
Kvinta, dao je svojim sredstvima podi¢i hram i zr-
tvenik Jupiteru Herkulu (kat. br. 23). Dedikanti Gaj
Viktorin, dekurion siscijske kolonije (kat. br. 163), i
Marko Aurelije Maksimin, dekurion petovijske ko-
lonije (kat. br. 187), bili su svecenici carskog kulta
u provinciji Gornjoj Panoniji.

Posebno je zanimljiv posvetni natpis vrhovnom
Jupiteru pronaden u blizini rusevina srednjovje-
kovnog grada Bedemgrada na Krndiji, koji su dali
podici legati Fabije Kilon i Klaudije (kat. br. 193).
Tu je vjerojatno rije¢ o carskim namjesnicima (le-
gati Augusti pro praetore) Luciju Fabiju Kilonu i
Tiberiju Klaudiju Klaudijanu. Lucije Fabije Kilon
bio je podrijetlom iz grada Iluro u provinciji Betici
(danas grad Alora u Spanjolskoj), a senatorsku ka-
rijeru zapoceo je za vladanja Marka Aurelija (Fitz
1993: 508). Obnasao je niz raznih duznosti u Rimu
i u vise rimskih provincija, a u Gornjoj Panoniji bio
je carski namjesnik od 198. do 201. g., za vladanja
Septimija Severa (Fitz 1993: 508, 509; Rathmann
2006: 229). Tiberije Klaudije Klaudijan, za kojega

Ilviris (cat. no. 186). The dedicatory inscription to
Jupiter Culminalis from Krizovljan near Varazdin
was raised for his own health and that of his wife
Aurelia Marcelina and their entire family by Marcus
Aurelius Maximinus, the decurion of the Poetovio
colony, the duovir quinquennalis and priest of the
province of Pannonia Superior (cat. no. 187).

In two cases, decurions of the Cibalae colony (de-
curio coloniae Cibalarum) were also dedicants of
altars to Jupiter (cat. no. 192 and 216). One altar was
found in Vinkovci, while the other near Dalj. The
first was erected by the decurion Aelius Proculus
(cat. no. 192), while the other by the decurion and
former quaestor Marcus Aurelius Quintilianus
(cat. no. 216).

Three of the inscriptions from Osijek record de-
curions of the Mursa colony (decurio coloniae
Mursensium) (cat. no. 197, 200 and 212). One al-
tar to Jupiter Optimus Maximus was erected by the
decurion Titus Hortensius Frequens (cat. no. 197).
The second altar to Jupiter Optimus Maximus,
erected for the health of Titus Flavius Martinus,
decurion, head of the fire-fighting guild (praefectus
collegii centonariorum), and duovir designate (IIvir
designatus), was erected by his freed slave Flavius
Philippus (cat. no. 200). The third altar, dedicated
to Jupiter Fulgurator, was erected by Gaius Aelius
Surinus, the decurion and duovir quinquennalis
designate (cat. no. 212).

Five Roman citizens, dedicants of these inscrip-
tions, were members of the priestly orders (cat.
no. 23, 30, 32, 163 and 187). They bore the fol-
lowing titles: augur (cat. no. 32), pontifex (cat. no.
30), sacerdos (cat. no. 23) and sacerdos provinciae
Pannoniae Superioris (cat. no. 163 and 187). The
dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Optimus Maximus
from Salona was raised by Lucius Egnatius, son
of Lucius, grandson of Gnaeus, great-grandson of
Gnaeus, Clemens, decurion and augur of the Salona
colony (cat. no. 32). Also from Salona is the dedica-
tory inscription to Jupiter Optimus Maximus that
was raised by Gaius Domitius Valens, the Salona
duovir, and Gaius Julius Severus, the city pontifex
(cat. no. 30). On the island of Vis, the city priest
Quintus Baronius, son of Quintus, used his own
funds to erect a temple and altar to Jupiter Herclis
(cat. no. 23). The dedicants Gaius Victorinus, decu-
rion of the Siscia colony (cat. no. 163), and Marcus
Aurelius Maximinus, the decurion of the Poetovio
colony (cat. no. 187), were priests of the imperial
cult in the province of Pannonia Superior.

A particularly interesting dedicatory inscription to
Jupiter Optimus Maximus was discovered near the
ruins of the medieval castle Bedemgrad at Krndija,
which was raised by the legates Fabius Cilone and
Claudius (cat. no. 193). They were probably the im-

se pretpostavlja da potjece iz Bitinije, takoder je
obnasao niz raznih duznosti u vise rimskih pro-
vincija, a u Donjoj Panoniji bio je carski namjesnik
198. g., za vladanja Septimija Severa (Fitz 1993:
511-513; Rathmann 2006: 229).

Rimsko gradanstvo imao je i Gaj Ekvicije Viktor
iz Murse, koji je zajedno sa svojim ocem Gajem
Ekvicijem Artemidorom, augustalom kolonije,
i majkom Elijjom Brutulom posvetio zZrtvenik
Jupiteru Eternu (kat. br. 210).

Ostali natpisi o dedikantima ne donose vise od sa-
mog imena. Sigurnu potvrdu njihova gradanstva
imamo u slucajevima gdje se u imenskim obrasci-
ma pojavljuje filijacija. Izostanak filijacije u imen-
skom obrascu tria nomina izostanak je sigurna
dokaza rimskog gradanstva (Frank 1916: 691, n. 3;
Gordon 1931: 69; Ross Taylor 1961: 123; Rawson
1966: 82; Weaver 1972: 42, 43).

Filijacija se pojavljuje u osam natpisa iz kojih je po-
znato samo ime dedikanta. Pet Jupiterovih zrtve-
nika postavile su osobe lokalnoga ilirskog podrije-
tla: Tit Aurelije, sin Tita (ako se natpis moze tako
razrijesiti) (kat. br. 76), Aurelije Sekst, sin Ledra iz
Vinali¢a kod Vrlike (kat. br. 78), Pins Germanik, sin
Tura iz Ridera (kat. br. 97), Opija Tertula, kéi Volsa
iz Skardone (kat. br. 101), i Publije Elije Andes, sin
Barcina iz Otona kod Knina (kat. br. 137). Publije
Elije Andes stekao je rimsko gradanstvo vjerojatno
u vrijeme vladanja cara Hadrijana, a Aurelije Sekst
u vrijeme vladanja jednog od careva iz obitelji
Aurelija (Rendi¢-Miocevi¢ 1948: 47, 51). Ostala tri
Jupiterova zrtvenika postavile su osobe vjerojatno
italskoga podrijetla: Apuleja Kvinta, k¢i Marka, i
njezin sin Lucije Turpilije Brok Licinijan iz Jadera
(kat. br. 111), Kornelija Tercija, kéi Gaja iz Enone
(kat. br. 113), i Gaj Vokonije, sin Marka iz Burnuma
(kat. br. 127) (Alfoldy 1969: 78; Wilkes 1969: 310;
Medini 1979: 155).

Rimsko gradanstvo imali su i ovi dedikanti lokal-
nog ilirskog podrijetla: Lucije Junije Mesor iz Splita
(kat. br. 63b), Marko Pletorije Alban iz Ekvuma
(kat. br. 71), Aurelije Plator iz Ridera (kat. br. 96)
i Rek Sencije iz Nedinija (kat. br. 109). Iza imena
dedikanata Tita Aurelija Kvinta iz Podosoja kod
Vrlike (kat. br. 81) i Publija Elija iz Korinija (kat.
br. 119) vjerojatno se takoder kriju gradani lokal-
nog ilirskog podrijetla. Gentilicij dedikanta Opija
Severijana iz Rotija u Istri ukazuje na moguénost
venetskoga podrijetla (kat. br. 155).

Status rimskih gradana izvjestan je kod jo$ dva de-
dikanta Jupiterovih zrtvenika: Gaja Kalija i Gaja
Koranija iz Burnuma (kat. br. 120 i 125). Imenski
obrazac u kojem se navode samo prenomen i nomen

perial consuls (legati Augusti pro praetore) Lucius
Fabius Cilone and Tiberius Claudius Claudianus.
Lucius Fabius Cilone was originally from Iluro in
the province of Baetica (today the town of Alora in
Spain), while he began his senatorial career dur-
ing the reign of Marcus Aurelius (Fitz 1993: 508).
He performed a series of various duties in Rome
and in several Roman provinces, while in Pannonia
Superior he was the imperial consul from 198 to 201,
during the reign of Septimius Severus (Fitz 1993:
508, 509; Rathmann 2006: 229). Tiberius Claudius
Claudianus, who is assumed to have come from
Bithynia, also held a series of posts in several Roman
provinces, while in Pannonia Inferior he was impe-
rial consul in 198, during the reign of Septimius
Severus (Fitz 1993: 511-513; Rathmann 2006: 229).

Gaius Equitius Victor from Mursa, who together
with his son Gaius Equitius Artemidorus, the colo-
ny’s Augustalis, and his mother Aelia Brutula, dedi-
cated an altar to Jupiter Aeternus (cat. no. 210), also
had Roman citizenship.

The remaining inscriptions on dedicants do not
provide anything more than the name. Certain
confirmation of their citizenship can also be found
in cases in which the filiation appears in the name
formulas. The absence of filiation in the tria nomi-
na formula means an absence certain proof of
Roman citizenship (Frank 1916: 691, n. 3; Gordon
1931: 69; Ross Taylor 1961: 123; Rawson 1966: 82;
Weaver 1972: 42, 43).

Filiation appears in eight inscriptions in which only
the names of the dedicants are known. Five altars
to Jupiter were placed by persons of local, Illyrian
origin: Titus Aurelius, son of Titus (if the inscrip-
tion may be read thusly) (cat. no. 76), and Aurelius
Sextus, son of Ledrus from Vinali¢ near Vrlika (cat.
no. 78), Pinsus Germanicus, son of Turus from Rider
(cat.no.97), Oppia Tertulla, daughter of Volsus from
Scardona (cat. no. 101), and Publius Aelius Andes,
son of Barcinus from Oton, near Knin (cat. no. 137).
Publius Aelius Andes probably acquired Roman
citizenship during the reign of Emperor Hadrian,
while Aurelius Sextus acquired his during the reign
of one of the Aurelian emperors (Rendi¢-Miocevi¢
1948: 47, 51). The remaining three altars to Jupiter
were erected by persons probably of Italian origin:
Appuleia Quinta, daughter of Marcus, and her son
Lucius Turpilius Brocchus Licinianus from Iader
(cat. no. 111), Cornelia Tertia, daughter of Gaius
from Aenona (cat. no. 113), and Gaius Voconius,
son of Marcus of Burnum (cat. no. 127) (Alfoldy
1969: 78; Wilkes 1969: 310; Medini 1979: 155).

These dedicants of local, Illyrian origin also had
Roman citizenship: Lucius Junius Messor from
Split (cat. no. 63b), Marcus Plaetorius Albanus from
Aequum (cat. no. 71), Aurelius Plator from Rider
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osobe prethodio je imenskom obrascu tria nomina,
a medu rimskim gradanima koristio se najkasnije
do sredine 1. st. (Medini 1979: 155; Salway 1994:
124-126; Salomies 2001: 83). Gentilna imena oboji-
ce dedikanata ukazuju na njihovo italsko podrijetlo
(Alfoldy 1969: 70; Medini 1979: 152, 153).

Rimsko gradanstvo vjerojatno su imali i Claudije
Urs mladi, dedikant iz Salone (kat. br. 47), i
Vincencije, vir perfectissimus, dedikant iz Nedina
(kat. br. 110).

Rimsko gradanstvo i italsko podrijetlo moze se pret-
postaviti i u slucaju sljede¢ih dedikanata: Publija
Mescenija Severijana (kat. br. 3) i Lucija Munija
Imnisa (kat. br. 4) iz Narone, Gaja Valija Festa s
otoka Visa (kat. br. 24), Kvinta Papinija Prokula
s otoka Braca (kat. br. 25), Junije Jukunde (kat. br.
60) i Salvija Venerija (kat. br. 61) iz Salone, Lucija
Apuleja Krispinijana iz Dubravica kod Skradina
(kat. br. 102b) i Gaja Helvija Maksimina iz Burnuma
(kat. br. 121).

PEREGRINI

Najdominantniji dio populacije na podrudju
Hrvatske u rimsko doba ¢inilo je autohtono stanov-
nistvo. lako je proces dodjele rimskog gradanstva
zapoceo jo$ u vrijeme Cezara i Augusta i kontinui-
rano se nastavio tijekom prva dva stolje¢a nove ere,
ipak je najveci dio slobodnoga lokalnog stanovnistva
rimsko gradanstvo dobio tek Karakalinim ediktom
212. g. (Rendi¢-Miocevi¢ 1948: 44). Tim ediktom u
potpunosti je bio prekinut razvoj autohtone ilirske
onomastike, a ilirskim imenima na epigrafskim spo-
menicima izgubio se i posljednji trag (ibid.).

U predmetnim natpisima pojavljuje se pet dedika-
nata koji su imali status peregrina: Pan Slator, sin
Ciasika iz Vinali¢a kod Vrlike (kat. br. 77), Kasije, sin
Dasanta, teserarij u centuriji Nunizijani kohorte III.
Alpinorum iz Andetrija (kat. br. 82), Jet, sin Dasanta
(kat. br. 93), Aplud Mevertens, sin Pladomena (kat.
br. 94), i jo$ jedan Aplud, iz Ridera (kat. br. 95).

KARAKTER POSVETA - JUPITER I
NJEGOVI EPITETI

U saCuvanim antickim literarnim izvorima i
epigrafskim spomenicima s podru¢ja Rimskog
Carstva zabiljezeno je vise od 200 razlic¢itih
Jupiterovih epiteta (Aust 1890-1897: 750-754;
Thulin 1917: 1142-1144; Bartoccini 1940: 241-
246). Tako $arolika slika Jupiterova kulta odraz

(cat. no. 96) and Recus Sentius from Nedinium (cat.
no. 109). Citizens of local Illyrian origin also prob-
ably hide behinds the names of the dedicants Titus
Aurelius Quintus from Podosoj near Vrlika (cat. no.
81) and Publius Aelius from Corinium (cat. no. 119).
The gentilitian of the dedicant Oppius Severianus
from Rotium in Istria indicates the possibility of a
Venetan origin (cat. no. 155).

Roman citizenship is also certain for two other
dedicants of altars to Jupiter: Gaius Calius and
Gaius Coranus from Burnum (cat. no. 120 and 125).
The nomenclature in which only the praenomen
and nomen are cited preceded the tria nomina for-
mula, while among Roman citizens it was used up
to the mid-first century at the latest (Medini 1979:
155; Salway 1994: 124-126; Salomies 2001: 83). The
gentilitians of both dedicants indicate their Italian
origin (Alfoldy 1969: 70; Medini 1979: 152, 153).
Claudius Ursus the younger, a dedicant from Salona
(cat. no. 47), and Vincentius, vir perfectissimus, a
dedicant from Nedinum (cat. no. 110), probably
also had Roman citizenship.

Roman citizenship and Italian origin may also be
assumed in the case of the following dedicants:
Publius Mescenius Severianus (cat. no. 3) and
Lucius Munius Imnis (cat. no. 4) from Narona,
Gaius Valius Festus from the island of Vis (cat. no.
24), Quintus Papinius Proculus from the island of
Brac (cat. no. 25), Junia Iucunda (cat. no. 60) and
Salvius Venerius (cat. no. 61) from Salona, Lucius
Apuleius Crispinianus from Dubravice near Skradin
(cat. no. 102b) and Gaius Helvius Maximinus from
Burnum (cat. no. 121).

PEREGRINES

The predominant portion of the population in
Croatia’s territory during the Roman era consisted
of indigenous inhabitants. Even though the process
of granting Roman citizenship had already com-
menced during the time of Caesar and Augustus
and continued during the first two centuries AD,
most of the free local population only obtained
citizenship during with the pronouncement of the
Edict of Caracalla in 212 (Rendi¢-Miocevi¢ 1948:
44). This edict fully halted the development of in-
digenous Illyrian onomastics, and the last vestiges
of Illyrian names on epigraphic monuments (/bid.).

In the inscriptions there are five dedicants who
had peregrine status: Panus Slator, son of Ciassicus
from Vinalié, near Vrlika (cat. no. 77), Cassius, son
of Dasantis, a tesserarius in the Nunisianus century
of Cohors III Alpinorum from Andetrium (cat. no.
82), Jettis, son of Dasantis (cat. no. 93), Apludus
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je suzivljavanja razlic¢itih kultova koji su postojali
na podruc¢ju Rimskog Carstva. S jedne strane po-
stojali su drzavni rimski kultovi, s druge kultovi
brojnih lokalnih zajednica koje su uklju¢ivanjem
u okvire rimske drzave bile izlozene procesu ro-
manizacije. Vrhovni polozaj koji je Jupiter imao
u rimskome panteonu i njegova uska veza s insti-
tucijama rimske vlasti osigurali su da se u okri-
lju njegova imena, u odnosu na druga rimska
bozanstva, nasao najveci broj razli¢itih kultova i
kultnih praksi. Jupiter se pod razli¢itim imenima
i na razlicitim mjestima $tovao kroz razlicit skup
rituala (Rives 2000: 257). Medutim drzavni rimski
kult Jupitera koji se odrazava u kapitolijskoj formi
imena (lupiter Optimus Maximus), sudeci prema
broju epigrafskih spomenika, zasjenio je u zapad-
nim rimskim provincijama ne samo druge aspekte
njegova kulta nego opcenito kultove svih drugih
bozanstava (Fears 1981: 102).

Isklju¢ivo vrhovnom Jupiteru na podrudju
Hrvatske posveceno je 128 od ukupno 224 pred-
metna natpisa, tj. 57,1% natpisa (kat. br. 1-6,
12-14, 18, 19, 21, 22, 26, 29-35, 44, 45, 47, 50-52,
54-57, 62-64, 69-71, 73-78, 80, 82-86, 88-97a,
101, 102b, 104-106, 108-110, 113, 115, 116, 119,
121-123, 126, 128, 130, 133-136, 140-142, 145,
146, 149, 152, 155, 159, 161, 163a, 164-169, 175,
180-183, 188, 192-207, 209 i 214-216). Na razi-
ni hrvatskih dijelova provincija i regija taj udio je
sljedeci: u provinciji Dalmaciji 88 od ukupno 149
natpisa (tj. 59% natpisa), u X. italskoj regiji 5 od
ukupno 13 natpisa (tj. 38,4% natpisa), u provin-
ciji Gornjoj Panoniji 15 od ukupno 36 natpisa (tj.
41,7% natpisa), u provinciji Donjoj Panoniji 20 od
ukupno 26 natpisa (tj. 76,2% natpisa).

U drzavnome kultu u vrijeme carstva zavjet na
odanost rimskom caru (vota pro salute imperato-
ris) magistrati su najcesce polagali pred Jupiterom
(Fears 1981: 98). Stoga su brojne posvete uradene
po sluzbenoj duznosti i predstavljaju odraz lo-
jalnosti rimskoj vlasti i rimskom caru. Latinski
epigrafski spomenici ukazuju na znacajnu ulo-
gu Jupitera i u privatnom kultu diljem Rimskog
Carstva (ibid.). Usvajanje kapitolijskog obrasca
Jupiterova imena jasna je posljedica romanizacije
Italije i rimskih provincija, medutim stupanj ro-
manizacije dedikanata i kultni kontekst njihovih
posveta najce$¢e izmiCe nasem uvidu. Posvete
vrhovnom Jupiteru nerijetko su inspirirane dr-
zavnom ideologijom, pa se stoga mogu promatra-
ti i kao aspekt kulta rimskog vladara i vladarske
obitelji. Jupiter je predstavljan kao vrhovni zastit-
nik rimske zajednice na ¢ijem je celu bio rimski
imperator, $to ga je preporucivalo za zastitnika i

Mevertens, son of Pladomenus (cat. no. 94), and
one more Apludus from Rider (cat. no. 95).

CHARACTER OF THE DEDICATIONS:
JUPITER AND HIS EPITHETS

Over 200 different epithets for Jupiter have been
recorded in the preserved ancient literary sourc-
es and epigraphic monuments from the territory
of the Roman Empire (Aust 1890-1897: 750-754;
Thulin 1917: 1142-1144; Bartoccini 1940: 241-
246). This kaleidoscopic picture of Jupiter’s cult is
a reflection of the co-mingling of different cults
which existed in the Roman Empire. On the one
hand there were the Roman state-sanctioned cults,
while on the other there were the other cults of nu-
merous local communities which were subject to
Romanization once they were incorporated into
the Roman state. Jupiter’s supremacy in the Roman
pantheon and his close association with the insti-
tutions of Roman authority ensured that the high-
est number of diverse cults and cult practices, in
comparison to other deities, came under his aegis.
Under diverse names and at diverse places, Jupiter
was revered through a diverse set of rituals (Rives
2000: 257). However, judging by the number of
epigraphic monuments, the Roman state cult of
Jupiter which was reflected in the Capitoline form
of his name (Iupiter Optimus Maximus) overshad-
owed not only the other aspects of his cult but also
the cults of all other deities in the western Roman
provinces in general (Fears 1981: 102).

128 out of the total 224 inscriptions in Croatia’s ter-
ritory are dedicated exclusively to Jupiter Optimus
Maximus, i.e., 57.1% of the inscriptions (cat. no. 1-6,
12-14, 18, 19, 21, 22, 26, 29-35, 44, 45, 47, 50-52,
54-57, 62-64, 69-71, 73-78, 80, 82-86, 88-97a, 101,
102b, 104-106, 108-110, 113, 115, 116, 119, 121-123,
126, 128, 130, 133-136, 140-142, 145, 146, 149, 152,
155, 159, 161, 163a, 164-169, 175, 180-183, 188, 192-
207, 209 and 214-216). At the level of the Croatian
parts of the provinces and regions, this share is as
follows: in the province of Dalmatia, 88 of the total
149 inscriptions (59%), in Regio X, 5 of the total 13
inscriptions (38.4%), in the province of Pannonia
Superior, 15 of the total 36 inscriptions (41.7%), in
the province of Pannonia Inferior, 20 of the total 26
inscriptions (76.2%).

During the imperial period, magistrates most often
swore the oath of loyalty to the Roman emperor (vota
pro salute imperatoris) before Jupiter (Fears 1981: 98).
Therefore, numerous dedications were made ex offi-
cio and they are a reflection of loyalty to the Roman
authorities and the Roman emperor. Latin epigraphic
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pomoc¢nika i u domeni privatnih stvari pojedinaca
koji su se osjecali ¢lanovima te zajednice.

O uskoj vezi Jupitera, imperijalne ideologije i lic-
nosti vladara svjedoce posvete Jupiteru Augustu.
Taj epitet, koji je dodavan i imenima brojnih dru-
gih bozanstava, rimskih i nerimskih, posljedica je
podcinjavanja raznih religioznih sustava na po-
drucju Rimskog Carstva politickom sustavu i ide-
ologiji carske vlasti (Beard, North & Price 1998:
352). Na podrucju Hrvatske posvete lovi Augusto
pojavljuju se u 4 (kat. br. 9, 58, 111 i 150), a Iovi
Optimo Maximo Augusto u 2 predmetna natpisa
(kat. br. 24 i 53).

Jedan Zrtvenik iz Splitske na otoku Bracu, koji je
dao podi¢i rob Hermes, posveclen je carevima
Karakali i Geti, njihovoj majci Juliji Domni, vrhov-
nom Jupiteru, Junoni Regini, Marsu(?) i Viktoriji
Augusti (kat. br. 27). O vezi Jupitera i divinizirana
cara svjedoci pocasni natpis iz Salone o podizanju
portika, koji je vrhovnom Jupiteru i Bozanskom
Klaudiju posvetio Publije Antej Herma, oslobode-
nik provincijskog namjesnika Publija Anteja Syra,
gradski sevir i augustal (kat. br. 37).

Jedanaest predmetnih natpisa posveéeno je isklju-
¢ivo Jupiteru, a njegovo ime u njima je ispisano
bez ikakvih epiteta (kat. br. 25, 39-41, 100, 103,
107, 118, 120, 125 i 127). Sve te posvete potjeCu s
podrudja provincije Dalmacije. Imena dedikanata
spominju se u 10 natpisa, a u 7 ih se mogu isc¢itati
u cijelosti. Italskoga podrijetla pouzdano su bila
¢etvorica dedikanata (kat. br. 25, 120, 125 i 127),
a tako je vrlo vjerojatno i u slucaju jos dvije dedi-
kantice (kat. br. 100 i 118). Imenski obrasci koji-
ma su ispisana imena trojice dedikanata ukazuju
na rani nastanak njihovih natpisa, svakako prije
sredine 1. st. (kat. br. 120, 125 i 127). Smatramo
da su i drugi posvetni natpisi Jovi nastali tijekom
1. st. Izostanak kapitolijskog imenskog obrasca
Jupiterova imena, par excellence simbola rimskog
identiteta, i drugih njegovih epiteta ukazuje na
mogucnost da se radi o Jupiterovu kultu koji je
svoje korijene vukao iz italske tradicije predrim-
skog vremena (Medini 1979: 160). Jupiter je bio za-
jednicka svojina svih italskih zajednica koje su go-
vorile latinsko-faliskickim i oski¢ko-umbrijskim
jezicima (Fears 1981: 16).

U uskoj vezi s imperijalnom ideologijom i kul-
tom vladara stoje i natpisi posveceni Jupiteru
KonzervatoruiJupiteru Viktoru. Epitet Conservator
Jupiter nosi u dva posvetna natpisa iz Pule (kat. br.
143 i 144) i u jednom posvetnom natpisu iz Salone
(kat. br. 48). Vrlo je vjerojatno da se tim epitetom
mogu razrijesiti kratice u dva Jupiterova posvetna
natpisa s podru¢ja Burnuma (kat. br. 1241 137) iu

monuments indicate the significant role of Jupiter in
private cults as well throughout the Roman Empire
(Ibid.). The adoption of the Capitoline formula for
Jupiter’s name is a clear result of the Romanization
of Italy and the Roman provinces, even though the
degree of Romanization of the dedicants and the cult
context of their dedications remain beyond our pur-
view. Dedications to Jupiter Optimus Maximus were
not infrequently inspired by the state ideology, so
they may also be considered an aspect of the cult of
the Roman emperor and the ruling dynasty. Jupiter
is depicted as the supreme patron of the Roman
community headed by the Roman emperor, which
in turn commended him to also serve as protector
and helper in the private realm of individuals who
felt they belonged to this community.

Dedications to Jupiter Augustus testify to the close
link between Jupiter, the imperial ideology and the
personage of the ruler. This epithet, which was also
appended to the names of numerous other deities,
both Roman and non-Roman, resulted from the sub-
jugation of various religious systems in the territory
of the Roman Empire to the political system and
ideology of the imperial authorities (Beard, North &
Price 1998: 352). In Croatia’s territory, dedications to
Iovi Augusto appear in four inscriptions (cat. no. 9,
58, 111 and 150), while those to lovi Optimo Maximo
Augusto in two (cat. no. 24 and 53).

An altar from Splitska on the island of Bra¢, erected
by the slave Hermes, was dedicated to the emper-
ors Caracalla and Geta, their mother Julia Domna,
Jupiter Optimus Maximus, Juno Regina, Mars (?)
and Victoria Augusta (cat. no. 27). The inscription
from Salona pertaining to the erection of a portico
also testifies to the link between Jupiter and the
divinized emperor, for it was dedicated to Jupiter
Optimus Maximus and the Divine Claudius by
Publius Anteius Hermes, a freedman of the provin-
cial consul Publius Anteius Syrus, a city sevir and
Augustalis (cat. no. 37).

Eleven of the inscriptions are dedicated solely to
Jupiter, and his name in them is written without any
epithets (cat. no. 25, 39-41, 100, 103, 107, 118, 120,
125 and 127). All of these dedications are from the
territory of the Dalmatian province. The names of
the dedicants are mentioned in 10 inscriptions, and
they can be read in their entirety in 7 of these. Four
of the dedicants were certainly of Italian origin (cat.
no. 25, 120, 125 and 127), and two more women dedi-
cants very likely were as well (cat. no. 100 and 118).
The nomenclature with which the names of three
dedicants is written indicate the early date of their
inscriptions, certainly prior to the mid-first century
AD (cat. no. 120, 125 and 127). I believe that the oth-
er dedicatory inscriptions to Jovi also emerged dur-
ing the first century. The lack of the Capitoline name
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jednom posvetnom natpisu iz Siska (kat. br. 176).
Jupiterov epitet Victor pojavljuje se u dva posvetna
natpisa iz Pule (kat. br. 148 i 153).

Jovijanska teologija imperijalne mo¢i rimskog
vladara aktualizirala se tijekom gradanskog rata
69. g. i kasnije Vespazijanova vladanja, a poseb-
no je postala popularna za Domicijanova vlada-
nja, kad je bila sredi$nji element sluzbene impe-
rijalne propagande (Fears 1981: 77; Wardle 1996:
208). Povezivanje vladara s Kapitolijem i kapito-
lijskim Jupiterom u gradanskome ratu 69. g., tije-
kom kojega su se na rimskom prijestolju smijenila
Cetiri vladara, ¢in je distanciranja od prethodne
julijevsko-klaudijevske dinastije i nastojanja da
se vlast legitimira autoritetom vrhovnog rim-
skog boga (Wardle 1996: 208). Domicijan je na-
kon Vespazijanove pobjede kojom je gradanski
rat okoncan u spomen na to $to se uspio spasiti
kad su Vitelijanove pristalice zapalile Kapitolijski
hram na Kapitoliju dao podici svetiste Jupiteru
Konzervatoru (Platner & Ashby 1929: 292).
Propagandna poruka tu se ¢ini jasnom: Jupiter
stiti i donosi pobjede Domicijanu, koji zauzvrat
stiti i skrbi za zajednicu rimskih gradana (Fears
1981: 79). Jupiter Konzervator i Jupiter Viktor
relativno su Cest motiv na Domicijanovu novcu
(ibid.). Jovijanska teologija imperijalne vlasti bila
je jos izrazajnija u sluzbenoj propagandi za vlada-
nja Trajana i Hadrijana, a sredi$nje mjesto u njoj
zadrzala je sve do pocetka 4. st. (ibid. 81, 86, 119).
S kultom rimskog vladara u vezu se mogu dove-
sti i posvete Jupiteru Fulminatoru, Fulguratoru i
Tonansu. Jupiter je Fulminator u posvetnom natpi-
su iz Podosoja kod Vrlike (kat. br. 81), Fulminator
i Fulgurator u dva posvetna natpisa iz Siska (kat.
br. 172 i 173), vjerojatno Fulminator ili Fulgurator
u posvetnom natpisu iz Kopaceva kod Osijeka
(kat. br. 212), a Tonans u posvetnom natpisu iz
Zadra (kat. br. 112). Epiteti Fulminator, Fulgurator
i Tonans pripadaju opusu Jupiterovih epiteta koji
stoje u vezi s njegovom gromovnickom prirodom.
U Rimu je u republikansko doba posvjedoc¢en kult
Jupitera Fulgura, koji je imao hram na Marsovu
polju (Wissowa 1971: 122; Palmer 1976: 45; Latte
1992: 81, n. 1). Jupiteru Fulguru iz Rima vjerojatno
odgovara Jupiter Flagius, koji se spominje u jed-
nom kampansko-oskickom natpisu iz 3. ili 2. st.
pr. Kr. pronadenom u Kapui, i Jupiter Flazzus ili
Flazius iz Puteola (CIL X 1571) (Aust 1890-1897:
641; Thulin 1917: 1141, § 19; Wissowa 1971: 121,
n. 10; Lomas 1996: 181). Epiteti Fulgurator (CIL I11
1569; 8304) ili Fulgerator (CIL VI 377) izvode se iz
imenice fulgur(i)atores, kojom su se nazivale osobe
s vjestinom pokapanja gromova (Palmer 1976: 45).

formula for Jupiter, the symbol of Roman identity
par excellence, or any other epithets indicates the
possibility of a Jupiter cult rooted in the Italic tradi-
tions of pre-Roman times (Medini 1979: 160). Jupiter
was the common property of all Italic communities
which spoke the Latin-Faliscan and Oscan-Umbrian
languages (Fears 1981: 16).

Inscriptions dedicated to Jupiter Conservator and
Jupiter Victor are also closely tied to the impe-
rial ideology and the cult of the ruler. The epithet
Conservator is borne by Jupiter in two dedicatory
inscriptions from Pula (cat. no. 143 and 144) and in
one dedicatory inscription from Salona (cat. no. 48).
It is very likely that this epithet may be used to re-
solve the abbreviations in dedicatory inscriptions to
Jupiter from the Burnum area (cat. no. 124 and 137)
and in one dedicatory inscription from Sisak (cat. no.
176). Jupiter’s epithet Victor appears in two dedica-
tory inscriptions from Pula (cat. no. 148 and 153).

The Jovian theology of the Roman emperor’s might
was actualized during the Civil War in 69 AD, and
later during Vespasian’s rule, and it became particu-
larly popular during Domitian’s rule, when it was the
centrepiece of imperial propaganda (Fears 1981: 77;
Wardle 1996: 208). The linkage between the rulers
and the Capitol and Capitoline Jupiter during the
Civil War of 69, during which the imperial throne
changed hands four times, signified a distancing
from the preceding Julio-Claudian dynasty and an
effort by the government to secure legitimacy by
using the authority of the supreme Roman deity
(Wardle 1996: 208). After Vespasian’s victory ended
the civil war, Domitian commissioned the erection
of a temple to Jupiter Conservator on the Capitol to
commemorate his own salvation when the followers
of Vitelianus set fire to the Capitoline temple (Platner
& Ashby 1929: 292). The propaganda message ap-
pears clear in this case: Jupiter protects and brings
victory to Domitian, who in return safeguards and
cares for the community of Roman citizens (Fears
1981: 79). Jupiter Conservator and Jupiter Victor are
relatively frequent motifs on the coins minted by
Domitian (Ibid.). The Jovian theology of the impe-
rial authorities was even more prominent in official
propaganda during the reigns of Trajan and Hadrian,
and it retained this central position in it until the be-
ginning of the fourth century (/bid. 81, 86, 119).

Dedications to Jupiter Fulminator, Fulgurator and
Tonans can also be associated with the cult of the
Roman ruler. Jupiter is Fulminator in the dedica-
tory inscription from Podosoj, near Vrlika (cat. no.
81), Fulminator and Fulgurator in two dedicatory in-
scriptions from Sisak (cat. no. 172 and 173), probably
Fulminator or Fulgurator in a dedicatory inscription
from Kopacevo near Osijek (cat. no. 212), and Tonans
in a dedicatory inscription from Zadar (cat. no. 112).
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Augustov program kulturne obnove rimskog drus-
tva doveo je do znacajnih promjena u sferi drzavne
religije (Zanker 1990: 101-166). Sustavnom propa-
gandom kult vladara populariziran je do te mjere
da su brojni kultovi u Rimu i drugdje na podrudju
Rimskog Carstva stavljeni u sluzbu tog novog kul-
ta. U vezu s Augustom doveden je i kult Jupitera
Tonansa (Rowell 1962: 193). August je 1. septem-
bra 22. g. pr. Kr. Jupiteru Tonansu posvetio hram
na Kapitoliju u ¢ast tomu §to se uspio spasiti tokom
vojne kampanje u Kantabriji, kad je grom ubio roba
koji je stajao pokraj njega (Platner & Ashby 1929:
305, 306; Rowell 1962: 192, 193). Podizanje hrama
bilo je vise od obi¢nog $tovanja. August je tim ¢i-
nom jasno dao na znanje da on osobno stoji pod
zastitom Jupitera Tonansa (Rowell 1962: 193; Fears
1981: 59). Dok Jupiterove munje potvrduju njego-
vo vrhovnistvo nad carstvom nebeskim, August je
predodreden za vladara zemaljskog carstva (Hor.,
Carm., 111, 5, 1-4). Munja i grmljavina kao simboli
Jupiterova nebeskog autoriteta bili su Cesto pridru-
zivani liku rimskog vladara (Scherrer 1984: 605).
Marcijal, Domicijanov dvorski pjesnik, vise je puta
Jupitera (Epigr., 8,39; 9,11, 9, 3; 9, 91) i Domicijana
(Epigr., 6, 10; 7, 99; 9, 39; 9, 86) predstavio kao
Tonansa. S druge strane, Plutarh kritizira vladare
koji su imali potrebu uzurpirati te nebeske atribute
i s njima se predstavljati u skulpturalnim djelima i
likovnim prikazima (Moralia, 780F). Jedan natpis
iz Rima posvecen caru Karakali povodom njegova
rodendana spominje Jupitera Tonitratora i ukazuje
na postojanje statue koja je cara prikazivala u pozi
tog bozanstva (Palmer 1978: 1101). Vrhovnom
Jupiteru Tonitratoru posvecen je i posvetni natpis
pronaden u Svrakinu Selu u blizini Sarajeva (CIL
III 2766a = 8374; Imamovi¢ 1977: 364, br. 97).

U jednom posvetnom natpisu iz Narone vrhovni
Jupiter nosi epitet Cohortalis (kat. br. 7). Epitet
Cohortalis ili Cortalis rijetko se pojavljuje u epi-
grafskim izvorima, a najveéi dio posvetnih natpi-
sa tom bozanstvu potjece s podrudja centralnog
Ilirika (Bartoccini 1940: 242; Mirkovi¢ 1982: 363).
Takva distribucija ukazuje na moguénost da se ne
radi o vojnickom karakteru posveta, kako se dosad
Cesto smatralo, posebno ako se uzme u obzir to
da su dedikanti u dva slucaja bili civili (Imamovic¢
1977: 127, 128, n. 1; Speidel 1982: 859, n. 40).
Moguce je da je u pitanju sinkretizirani kult nastao
prozimanjem rimskih i epihorskih elemenata.

Jupiter u tri posvetna natpisa s podrucja Hrvatske
nosi epitet bez analogija u poznatim epigrafskim
izvorima. U jednom posvetnom natpisu iz Salone
Jupiter nosi epitet Adflator (kat. br. 60). Taj epitet
izveden je iz latinskog glagola afflare ili adflare,

The epithets Fulminator, Fulgurator and Tonans
belong to the body of Jupiter’s epithets which are
tied to his nature as a thunder god. A cult of Jupiter
Fulgurator during the Republic era, which had a
temple on the Campus Martius, has been verified
(Wissowa 1971: 122; Palmer 1976: 45; Latte 1992:
81, n. 1). The Jupiter Fulgurator from Rome probably
corresponds to Jupiter Flagius, who is mentioned in a
Campanian-Oscan inscription from the third or sec-
ond century BC found in Capua, and Jupiter Flazzus
or Flazius from Pozzuoli (CIL X 1571) (Aust 1890-
1897: 641; Thulin 1917: 1141, § 19; Wissowa 1971:
121, n. 10; Lomas 1996: 181). The epithets Fulgurator
(CIL III 1569; 8304) or Fulgerator (CIL VI 377) are
derived from the noun fulgur(i)atores, which was
used to designate persons with the skill of wielding
thunderbolts (Palmer 1976: 45).

Augustus’ program for cultural renewal of Roman
society led to considerable changes in the state re-
ligion (Zanker 1990: 101-166). Through systematic
propaganda, the cult of the ruler was popularized
to such a degree that numerous cults in Rome
and elsewhere in the Roman Empire were placed
in the service of this new cult. The cult of Jupiter
Tonans was also brought into connection with
Augustus (Rowell 1962: 193). On 1 September in 22
BC, Augustus dedicated a temple on the Capitol to
Jupiter Tonans, to honour the fact that he managed
to survive during a military campaign in Cantabria
when a slave standing next to him was struck by
lightning (Platner & Ashby 1929: 305, 306; Rowell
1962: 192, 193). The erection of the temple was more
than mere veneration. By this act Augustus made
it clear that he was under the personal protection
of Jupiter Tonans (Rowell 1962: 193; Fears 1981:
59). While Jupiter’s thunderbolts confirmed his
supremacy over the heavenly realm, Augustus was
preordained as the ruler of the earthly realm (Hor.,
Carm., 111, 5, 1-4). Thunder and lighting as symbols
of Jupiter’s divine authority were often merged with
the image of the Roman ruler (Scherrer 1984: 605).
On several occasions, Martial, Domitian’s court
poet, presented Jupiter (Epigr, 8, 39; 9, 11; 9, 3; 9,
91) and Domitian (Epigr., 6, 10; 7, 99; 9, 39; 9, 86)
as Tonans. On the other hand, Plutarch criticized
those rulers who need to usurp these heavenly at-
tributes and have themselves depicted with them in
sculptures and other artistic portrayals (Moralia,
780F). One inscription from Rome dedicated to
Emperor Caracalla to observe his birthday men-
tions Jupiter Tonitrator and indicates the existence
of a statue which portrayed the emperor posed as
this deity (Palmer 1978: 1101). An inscription found
in Svrakino Selo near Sarajevo is also dedicated to
Jupiter Optimus Maximus Tonitrator (CIL III 2766a
= 8374; Imamovic¢ 1977: 364, no. 97).
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$to znaci ‘zapahati, zapahnuti, dolaziti kao zadah,
dopuhati’. U antickim literarnim izvorima pojav-
ljuje se svega jedanput, kod Tertulijana u opisu
Dubha Svetoga (Adv. Herm., XXXI1I, 2). Glagol affla-
re ili adflare i imenica fulmen, inis, n., $to znaci
‘munja, grom, trijesak, gromovna strijela’, susre¢u
se u kontekstu u vise antic¢kih literarnih izvora
(Ovid., Trist., 1,9, 21-22; Ovid., Ex Pont., 111, 6, 17;
Serv., ad Aen., 1, 234).

Jedinstven je i posvetni natpis Jupiteru Nundinariju,
iz Degoja na Kupi, konzulskom godinom datiran u
238.g. (kat. br. 163). Epitet Nundinariusizvedenje iz
latinske rijeci nundinae, arum, f, §to znaci ‘nedjelj-
ni sajam, pazar, trgovina’ Epitet jasno upucuje na
usku povezanost trgovine i drzavne religije. Trgovci
su Jupiteru Nundinariju ili Merkuru Nundinatoru
odavali zahvalnost za dobit koju su stjecali na saj-
movne dane (MacMullen 1970: 336). Svetista i hra-
movi Cesto su bili smjesteni uz prostore u kojima
je izlagana roba za prodaju (ibid. 337). Odobrenje
za odrzavanje sajmovnih dana na podrudju Italije
u vrijeme principata moglo se ishodovati od sena-
ta i konzula, a u provincijama samo od cara (ibid.
334). Monopoliziranje nadleznosti za izdavanje
odobrenja objasnjava se zaradom koju je drzavni
aparat imao od oporezivanja sajmovnih skupova. O
vezi rimskog vladara i odrzavanja sajmovnih dana
svjedoCi i spomenuti natpis s Jupiterova Zrtvenika
iz Degoja. Njega su za zdravlje cara Gordijana III
dali podi¢i Gaj Viktorin (nepoznata nomena), de-
kurion i duovir siscijske kolonije i svecenik provin-
cije Gornje Panonije, koji je bio viteskog staleza,
te njegov sin Gaj Viktorininijan, takoder dekurion
siscijske kolonije, i njegova supruga Lucilija Lucila.

Bez poznatih analogija jest i posvetni natpis
Jupiteru Senam(u?) iz Gredana kod Topuskog (kat.
br. 162). U slucaju tog epiteta nije sigurno ni kako
se razrjesuje.

Postoje i natpisi koji su osim vrhovnom Jupiteru
posveceni i drugim bozanstvima i silama, s time da
se Jupiterovo ime redovito nalazi na prvom mje-
stu. Takve posvete vrhovnom Jupiteru najcesce
su u kombinaciji s raznim genijima. Tri natpisa iz
Runovica (kat. br. 15-17) i jedan iz Podbablja kod
Imotskog (kat. br. 20) posveceni su geniju municipi-
ja Novae. Iz Tilurija potjece natpis posvecen Junoni
Regini, Fortuni Redux i geniju Luci Angitiae (danas
grad Luco u Italiji) (kat. br. 67). Jedan natpis s Baline
Glavice kod Drnisa posvecen je geniju municipija
Magnuma (kat. br. 87). Geniju mjesta municipi-
ja Metuluma posvecen je jedan natpis pronaden u
Munjavi kod Josipdola (kat. br. 158). Iz Siska po-
tjeCe jedan natpis posvecen geniju kolonije Siscije
(kat. br. 170). Cetiri predmetna natpisa posveéena

In one dedicatory inscription from Narona, Jupiter
Optimus Maximus bears the epithet Cohortalis (cat.
no. 7). The epithet Cohortalis or Cortalis rarely ap-
pears in epigraphic sources, and most of the dedi-
catory inscriptions to this deity originated from the
territory of central Illyricum (Bartoccini 1940:242;
Mirkovi¢ 1982: 363). Such a distribution indicates
the possibility that these dedications do not have a
military character, as thought thus far, particularly
if one takes into account that the dedicants in both
cases were civilians (Imamovi¢ 1977: 127, 128, n. 1;
Speidel 1982: 859, n. 40). It is possible that this was
a syncretized cult that emerged with the intermin-
gling of Roman and epichoric elements.

Jupiter bears epithets with no analogies in known
epigraphic sources in three dedicatory inscrip-
tions from Croatia. In a dedicatory inscription from
Salona, Jupiter bears the epithet Adflator (cat. no.
60). This epithet was derived from the Latin verb af-
flare or adflare, which means ‘to breath into, to draw
as breath, to blow on’ In ancient literary sources,
it appears only once, in Tertullian’s description of
the Holy Spirit (Adv. Herm., XXXII, 2). The verb af-
flare or adflare and the noun fulmen, inis, n., which
means ‘lighting, thunder, thunder-clap, thunderbolt’,
are encountered in many Classical sources (Ovid.,
Trist., 1, 9, 21-22; Ovid., Ex Pont., 111, 6, 17; Serv., ad
Aen., 1,234).

The dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Nundinarius,
from Degoj on the Kupa River, made in the consul
year dated to 238 (cat. no. 163), is also unique. The
epithet Nundinarius is derived from the Latin words
nundinae, arum, f., which mean ‘weekly fair, market-
day’. The epithet clearly indicates a close tie between
commerce and the state religion. Merchants ex-
pressed gratitude to Jupiter Nundinarius or Mercury
Nundinator for the profit they earned on fair days
(MacMullen 1970: 336). Shrines and temples were
often raised at places where goods for sale were ex-
hibited (Ibid. 337). Approval to hold market-days in
Italia during the Principate could be obtained from
the Senate or a consul, but only from the emperor in
the provinces (Ibid. 334). The monopoly on authori-
zation to approve can be explained by the revenues
which the state apparatus derived from taxation of
fairs. The link between the Roman ruler and the
holding of market-days is reflected in the inscription
to Jupiter from Degoj. It was raised for the health of
Emperor Gordian III by Gaius Victor (nomen un-
known), a decurion and duovir of the Siscia colony
and priest of Pannonia Superior, who was from the
knightly class, and his son Gaius Victorininianus,
also a decurion of the Siscia colony, and his wife
Lucilia Lucilla.

The dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Senam(us?)
from Gredani, near Topusko (cat. no. 162) also has
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su vrhovnom Jupiteru i geniju mjesta bez imenova-
nja mjesta (kat. br. 131, 160, 171 i 178). Sude¢i pre-
ma nalazi$tu tih zrtvenika, moze se pretpostaviti
da je rijec¢ o kultu genija gradova Burnuma (kat. br.
131), Metuluma (kat. br. 160) i Siscije (kat. br. 171 i
178). Vrhovnom Jupiteru i geniju posvecen je jedan
zrtvenik iz Tilurija, ali se natpisom ne odreduje o
kojem je geniju rije¢ (kat. br. 66). Jedan zrtvenik
iz Korinija posvecen je vrhovnom Jupiteru i geniju
imperatora cije ime ne znamo jer se natpis nije sa-
¢uvao u cijelosti (kat. br. 117).

Vrhovnom Jupiteru u zajednici s Junonom
Reginom i Minervom Augustom, tj. Kapitolijskoj
trijadi, posvecena su svega Cetiri Zrtvenika na po-
druc¢ju Hrvatske. Jedan potjece iz Salone (kat. br.
59), jedan iz Burnuma (kat. br. 132) i dva iz Murse
(kat. br. 2081 211). Za posvetu iz Salone ne moze se
sa sigurno$¢u tvrditi da je posrijedi iskljucivo kapi-
tolijski kontekst jer natpis nije sacuvan u cijelosti.
Jupiteru u kombinaciji samo s Junonom posveéena
su tri zrtvenika: iz Arupija (kat. br. 139), Brijuna
(kat. br. 151) i Siscije (kat. br. 179).

Jupiteru i Marsu Inviktu posvecena su dva zrtve-
nika iz Skardone (kat. br. 98 i 102).

Jedan zrtvenik iz Siska posvecen je vrhovnom
Jupiteru i Cereri (kat. br. 177). Bozica Cerera najce-
$¢e se dovodi u vezu s plodnoséu poljoprivrednih
kultura. O tome svjedoce brojni anticki literar-
ni izvori i spomenici anticke likovne umjetnosti
(Spaeth 1996: 16). Cerera se takoder dovodi u vezu
s plodnos$¢u ljudi i Zenama opcenito, plebejskim
stalezom u republikansko doba, a pripisuje joj se i
uloga u ritualu kojim se uspostavljala veza izmedu
svijeta zivih i svijeta mrtvih (ibid. 1-16). Njezina
veza s plodno$¢u u vrijeme principata stavljena je
u kontekst imperijalnog politickog simbolizma. S
Cererom su se identificirale ¢lanice vladarskih fa-
milija — Zene, sestre, kéeri i majke vladajucih prin-
cepsa — dok su se s njezinim atributima predstav-
ljali i pojedini princepsi (ibid. 47).

Iznimno je zanimljiv natpis sa Zrtvenika iz
Rupotina iznad Solina posvecen Jupiteru i Jani (Iovi
et lane) (kat. br. 61). lana je arhai¢ni italski imenski
oblik imena bozice Dijane (Gabricevi¢ 1969: 225).
Taj imenski oblik epigrafski izvori ne biljeze, dok
se u antickim literarnim izvorima pojavljuje svega
jedanput kod Varona (De re rustica, 1, 37, 3).

Jedan posvetni natpis iz Salone posvecen je vrhov-
nom Jupiteru i neimenovanim bogovima i bozi-
cama (dis deabusque) (kat. br. 36). U koritu rije-
ke Cetine kod Trilja, na mjestu gdje je u vrijeme
Rimskog Carstva stajao most, pronaden je zZrtve-
nik posvecen vrhovnom Jupiteru i numenu rijeke
Cetine (Numen Hippi fluminis) (kat. br. 68).

no known analogies. There is also no certain expla-
nation in the case of this epithet.

There are also inscriptions dedicated to both Jupiter
Optimus Maximus and other deities and forces, al-
though Jupiter’s name is regularly placed first. Such
dedications to Jupiter Optimus Maximus are most
often combined with various genii. Three inscrip-
tions from Runovic¢i (cat. no. 15-17) and one from
Podbablje near Imotski (cat. no. 20), are dedicated
to the genius of the Novae municipium. An inscrip-
tion dedicated to Juno Regina, Fortuna Redux and
the genius of Luca Angitiae (today the town of Luco
in Italy) (cat. no. 67) is from Tilurium. An inscription
from Balina Glaica, near Drni$, is dedicated to the
municipium of Magnum (cat. no. 87). An inscription
found in Munjava, at Josipdol, is dedicated to the gen-
ius of the municipium of Metulum (cat. no. 158). An
inscription dedicated to the genius of the colony of
Siscia is from Sisak (cat. no. 170). Four of the inscrip-
tions are dedicated to Jupiter Optimus Maximus and
the genii of places that are not named (cat. no. 131,
160, 171 and 178). Judging by the find-site of these
altars, it may be assumed that these refer to the cult
of the genii of the settlements of Burnum (cat. no.
131), Metulum (cat. no. 160) and Siscia (cat. no. 171
and 178). An altar from Tilurium is also dedicated
to Jupiter Optimus Maximus and a genius, but the
inscription does not specify which genius (cat. no.
66). An altar from Corinium is dedicated to Jupiter
Optimus Maximus and the genius of an emperor
whose name remains unknown because the inscrip-
tion was not entirely preserved (cat. no. 117).

Only four altars from Croatia’s territory are dedicat-
ed to Jupiter Optimus Maximus together with Juno
Regina and Minerva Augusta, i.e., the Capitoline
Triad. One is from Salona (cat. no. 59), one is from
Burnum (cat. no. 132), and two are from Mursa (cat.
no. 208 and 211). In the case of the dedication from
Salona, it cannot be said with certainty whether the
Capitoline context is exclusive, for it has not been en-
tirely preserved.

Three altars are dedicated to Jupiter combined with
Juno alone: from Arupium (cat. no. 139), the Brijuni
islands (cat. no. 151) and Siscia (cat. no. 179).

Two altars from Scardona are dedicated to Jupiter
and Mars Invictus (cat. no. 98 and 102).

One altar from Sisak is dedicated to Jupiter Optimus
Maximus and Ceres (cat. no. 177). The goddess Ceres
is mostly associated with crop fertility. Numerous
Classical literary sources and Classical artistic mon-
uments testify to this (Spaeth 1996: 16). Ceres is also
associated with the fertility of people and women
in general, and with the plebeian class during the
Republic era, and the rituals establishing contact
between the worlds of the living and the dead are
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Na podrudju Hrvatske sac¢uvalo se viSe spomeni-
ka Jupiterova kulta koji se mogu dovesti u vezu s
keltskim kulturnim krugom.

Keltskomu kulturnom krugu pripadaju posvet-
ni natpisi Jupiteru Taranuku iz Skardone, koji je
dala postaviti Arija Sukcesa (kat. br. 99), i posvetni
natpis Jupiteru Tanaru iz obliznje Varvarije (kat.
br. 103a). Jupiterov epitet Tanarus posvjedocen
je u jos jednom posvetnom natpisu iz Chestera
u Engleskoj, koji se datira u 154. g. (RIB 452: Iovi
Optimo Maximo Tanaro). Taj natpis pronaden je
na paradnom polju uz tamosnji rimski vojni lo-
gor, a dao ga je podici princeps XX. legije (Birley
1986: 72; Mason 1987: 151). Rimski epigrafski
spomenici biljeze i imenski oblik Taranucnus — na
posvetnim natpisima iz Godramsteina (CIL XIII
6094) i Bockingena (CIL XIII 6478) u njemackom
Porajnju. Bozanstvo kojemu su Zrtvenici posvecéeni
oslovljava se s deus Taranucnus. U svim slucajevi-
ma radi se o interpretatio romana keltskoga boga
Taranisa. Taranis se identificira s vchovnim bogom
keltskog panteona, koji Cezar spominje u Galskim
ratovima, a imenuje njegovim rimskim pandanom
Jupiterom (VI, 17) (Munro Chadwick 1900: 26).
Taranucus, Taranucnus i Tanarus romanizirani su
imenski oblici izvornog keltskog imena, a izvede-
ni su iz korijena rijeci koja ima znacenje ‘grmlja-
vina ili grom’ (Much 1898: 227; Maier 1997: 261).
Koncept boga gromovnika i opcenito boga koji
stoji u vezi s nebeskim pojavama bio je prisutan u
religiji gotovo svih Indoeuropljana na europskom
kontinentu (Mallory 2006: 165; Munro Chadwick
1900: 28). Lukan spominje da su Kelti Taranisu pri-
nosili i ljudske Zrtve (Phars., 1, 444—446).

Posveta vrhovnom Jupiteru, Eponi i Marsu
Kamulu iz Salone takoder je u vezi s keltskim kul-
turnim krugom (kat. br. 46). Taj posvetni natpis ne
donosi ime dedikanta, ali moze se pretpostaviti da
se radi o ¢ovjeku podrijetlom iz keltskih provincija
carstva i/ili pripadniku konjani¢kih postrojbi koje
su boravile u Saloni. Epona je keltska bozica ¢ije
je ime u keltskom britonskom jeziku imalo zna-
cenje ‘bozica konja’ (Koch 2006: 707). Njezin kult
najvise je bio rasprostranjen u sjevernoj i istocnoj
Galiji, duz rajnskog i dunavskog limesa te na sje-
veru rimske Britanije (Green 1986: 143; Webster
2001: 221; Koch 2006: 707). Najcesce su je stovali
vojnici podrijetlom iz keltskih provincija i opce-
nito pripadnici konjani¢kih postrojbi (Koch 2006:
707). Mars Kamul sinkretizirano je ime nastalo
spajanjem imena rimskog i keltskog boga rata.
Marsa Kamula kao zastitnika sStovalo je keltsko
pleme Remi, koje je Zivjelo na podrucju Reimsa
u sjevernoj Francuskoj (Derks 1998: 97). Posvetni

also attributed to her (Ibid. 1-16). Her link to fertil-
ity during the years of the Principate is placed in the
context of imperial political symbolism. The female
members of the ruling families — the wives, sisters,
daughters and mothers of the ruling princeps — were
identified with Ceres, while individual princeps even
presented themselves with her attributes (Ibid. 47).

The altar dedicated to Jupiter and lana (lovi et lane)
from Rupotin, above Solin, is exceptionally inter-
esting (cat. no. 61). lana is the archaic Italic form
of the name of the goddess Diana (Gabricevi¢ 1969:
225). This nominal form has not been recorded in
epigraphic sources, while in the Classical literature
it appears only once, in a work by Varro (De re rus-
tica, 1, 37, 3).

One dedicatory inscription from Salona is dedicat-
ed to Jupiter Optimus Maximus and the goddesses
(dis deabusque) (cat. no. 36). An altar was found
in the bed of the Cetina River near Trilj, at a site
where a bridge stood during the Roman Empire,
which was dedicated to Jupiter Optimus Maximus
and the Cetina River numen (Numen Hippi flumin-
is) (cat. no. 68).

Several monuments of Jupiter’s cult in Croatian
territory can be associated with the Celtic cultural
sphere.

The dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Taranucus
from Scardona, raised by Aria Successa (cat. no. 99)
and the dedicatory inscription to Jupiter Tanarus
from nearby Varvaria (cat. no. 103a) both belong to
the Celtic cultural sphere. Jupiter’s epithet Tanarus
was also recorded in another dedicatory inscription
from Chester in England, which dates to the year
154 (RIB 452: Iovi Optimo Maximo Tanaro). This
inscription was discovered on a parade ground next
to the local Roman military camp, and it was raised
by the princeps of Legio XX (Birley 1986: 72; Mason
1987: 151). Roman epigraphic monuments also re-
corded the form Taranucnus — on the dedicatory
inscriptions from Godramstein (CIL XIII 6094) and
Bockingen (CIL XIII 6478) in Germany’s Rhineland.
The deity to whom the altars are dedicated is ad-
dressed as deus Taranucnus. In all cases, there are
interpretatio romana of the Celtic god Taranis.
Taranis has been identified as the supreme deity of
the Celtic pantheon, whom Caesar mentioned in
his Commentaries on the Gallic Wars, and named
with his Roman counterpart Jupiter (VI, 17) (Munro
Chadwick 1900: 26). Taranucus, Taranucnus and
Tanarus are Romanized nominal forms of the origi-
nal Celtic name, and they are derived from the root
word which means ‘thunder or thunderbolt’ (Much
1898: 227; Maier 1997: 261). The concept of a thunder
god and a god who is generally associated with heav-
enly phenomena was also present in the religions of
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natpisi tom bogu pronadeni su u Reimsu (AE
1935: 64 = ILTG 351), Rindernu (CIL XIII 8701 =
ILS 235 = AE 1980: 656) i Mainzu (CIL XIII 11818)
u Njemackoj, Arlonu u Belgiji (CIL XIII 3980),
Londonu (Burnham et al. 2003: 364, br. 5) i Bar
Hillu (RIB 2166) u Engleskoj.

Keltsko podrijetlo pripisuje se i kultu Jupitera
Depulsora. S podrucja Hrvatske poznata su Cetiri
Zrtvenika posvecena tom bozanstvu: iz Burnuma
(kat. br. 129), Pule (kat. br. 147), Klenovnika kod
Varazdina (kat. br. 186) i Slavonskog Broda (kat.
br. 191).

Na podrudju Rimskog Carstva evidentirano je 37
ili cak 38 posvetnih natpisa Jupiteru Depulsoru
(Kolendo 1989: 1068). Najveca ih je koncentracija
u provincijama Gornjoj Panoniji i Noriku, odakle
potjece 12 (od tog broja 10 je iz Ptuja), odnosno
7 natpisa. Slijede Italija s 4, Dakija, Gornja Mezija
i Afrika s 3, Lionska Galija i Dalmacija s 2, Donja
Mezija s jednim i Spanjolska s vjerojatno jo$ jed-
nim posvetnim natpisom (Kolendo 1989: 1068).
Kultu Jupitera Depulsora pripisuju se i 4 posvetna
natpisa iz Narbonske Galije u kojima se Jupiter po-
javljuje s epitetom Depulsorius i 3 posvetna natpi-
sa iz Spanjolske u kojima se pojavljuje s epitetom
Repulsor (ibid.).

Panonsko-noricko podrucje najvece koncentracije
posvetnih natpisa Jupiteru Depulsoru podudara se
s podru¢jem na kojem je prije uspostave rimske
uprave postojalo Noricko Kraljevstvo, $to ukazu-
je na lokalno keltsko, tj. noricko-tauris¢ansko po-
drijetlo tog kulta (Sasel Kos 1999: 126). U prilog
iznesenom ide i Cinjenica da je vise dedikanata
koji su podigli zrtvenike izvan mati¢nog podruc-
ja kulta bilo upravo panonsko-norickog podrijetla
(Kolendo 1989: 1068; Sasel Kos 1999: 123). Uslijed
novacenja lokalnog stanovni$tva u rimsku vojsku i
mobilnosti njezinih jedinica panonsko-noricki kult
Jupitera Depulsora prosirio se i drugim dijelovima
carstva. Sirenju kulta doprinijeli su i ¢inovnici rim-
skog drzavnog aparata (Sasel Kos 1999: 128). U
slucaju tog kulta vjerojatno je rije¢ o sinkretizmu
sluzbenog rimskog i lokalnog kulta iz predrimskog
vremena (ibid. 126). Najraniji datirani zrtvenik
Jupiteru Depulsoru potjece iz 154. g., dok ih je naj-
vedi broj nastao u periodu izmedu kraja 2. i pocet-
ka 3. st. (Kolendo 1989: 1068).

U slican kontekst dovodi se i kult Jupitera
Kulminala. Njemu se takoder pripisuje lokalno
keltsko panonsko-nori¢ko podrijetlo (Sasel Kos
1999: 140). Medutim za razliku od kulta Jupitera
Depulsora za taj kult nema potvrde da je bio pri-
sutan izvan mati¢nog podrucja juznog Norika
i sjeverozapadne Panonije. Sude¢i na temelju

almost all Indo-Europeans on the European conti-
nent (Mallory 2006: 165; Munro Chadwick 1900:
28). Lucan mentioned that the Celts even made hu-
man sacrifices to Taranis (Phars., 1, 444-446).

A dedication to Jupiter Optimus Maximus, Epona
and Mars Camulus from Salona is also tied to Celtic
culture (cat. no. 46). This dedicatory inscription does
not bear the name of the dedicant, but it may be as-
sumed that it was an individual originally from the
Celtic provinces of the Empire and/or a member of
the cavalry units which were stationed in Salona.
Epona was a Celtic goddess whose name in the Celtic
Briton language meant ‘goddess of horses’ (Koch
2006: 707). Her cult was most widespread in north-
ern and eastern Gallia, along the Rhine and Danube
limes and in northern Roman Britannia (Green 1986:
143; Webster 2001: 221; Koch 2006: 707). She was
most often venerated by soldiers originally from the
Celtic provinces and in general by the members of
cavalry units (Koch 2006: 707). Mars Camulus was a
syncretized name which emerged with the combina-
tion of the names of the Roman and Celtic war gods.
Mars Camulus was revered as a patron by the Celtic
Remi tribe, who lived in the territory of Rheims in
Northern France (Derks 1998: 97). Dedicatory in-
scriptions to this god were found in Rheims (AE
1935: 64 = ILTG 351), Rindern (CIL XIII 8701 = ILS
235 = AE 1980: 656) and Mainz (CIL XIII 11818) in
Germany, Arlon in Belgium (CIL XIII 3980), London
(Burnham et al. 2003: 364, no. 5) and Bar Hill (RIB
2166) in England.

A Celtic origin is also ascribed to the cult of Jupiter
Depulsor. Four altars dedicated to this deity from
Croatia are known: from Burnum (cat. no. 129), Pule
(cat. no. 147), Klenovnik, near Varazdin (cat. no. 186)
and Slavonski Brod (cat. no. 191).

In the territory of the Roman Empire, 37 or even 38
dedicatory inscriptions to Jupiter Depulsor (Kolendo
1989: 1068) have been recorded. The highest concen-
tration is in the provinces of Pannonia Superior and
Noricum, in which 12 (of this number 10 are from
Ptuj), and 7 were recorded , respectively. This is fol-
lowed by Italy with 4, Dacia, Moesia Superior and
Africa with 3, Gallia Lugdunensis and Dalmatia with
2, Moesia Inferior with one and Spain with proba-
bly one more dedicatory inscription (Kolendo 1989:
1068). Another 4 dedicatory inscriptions from Gallia
Narbonensis are also attributed to the cult of Jupiter
Depulsor, for Jupiter appears in them with the epi-
thet Depulsorius, as well as 3 dedicatory inscriptions
from Spain in which his name appears with the epi-
thet Repulsor (Ibid.).

The Pannonian-Noric territory has the highest
concentration of dedicatory inscriptions to Jupiter
Depulsor, corresponding to the territory in which
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epigrafskih spomenika kulta, Jupiter Kulminal
$tovao se pretezno na podrudju agera kolonije
Petovion i municipija Celeja (ibid.).

Na podru¢ju Hrvatske poznate su tri posvete
Jupiteru Kulminalu. Sve potjecu s podrucja koje
je pripadalo kolonijalnom ageru Petoviona. Dva
zrtvenika pronadena su u Petrijancu (kat. br. 184

i 185), a jedan u Krizovljanu kod Varazdina (kat.
br. 187).

Vise Jupiterovih kultova sinkretistickog karakte-
ra bilo je orijentalnog, ponajprije sirijskoga po-
drijetla. Najmasovniji od njih bio je kult Jupitera
Dolihenskog. S podrucja Hrvatske poznato je
osam zrtvenika posvecéenih Jupiteru Dolihenskom
(kat. br. 10, 28, 79, 138, 157, 189, 190 i 213) i je-
dan nadgrobni spomenik svecenika njegova kulta
(kat. br. 49). Cetiri zrtvenika potje¢u s lokaliteta
u provinciji Dalmaciji: Narona (kat. br. 10), otok
Brac¢ (kat. br. 28), Vinali¢ kod Vrlike (kat. br. 79) i
Arupij (kat. br. 138). Tri su Zrtvenika iz provincije
Gornje Panonije: Metulum (kat. br. 157) i munici-
pij Jasorum (kat. br. 189 i 190). Jedan je iz Murse u
Donjoj Panoniji (kat. br. 213). Epitet Dolichenus do-
lazi od imena antickog grada Doliche u Komageni
(dana$nji Diilik u Turskoj). Taj grad nalazio se na
raskrizju vise putova koji su gradove u sjevernoj
Siriji povezivali s maloazijskim gradovima (Turcan
2001: 159). Jupiter Dolihenski jest interpretatio ro-
mana sirijskoga boga Baal Hadada, koji se $tovao
u gradu Doliche i okolnim mjestima u sjevernoj
Komageni. Glavno svetiste tog bozanstva nalazilo
se na vrhu brda Diiliikk Baba Tapesi, 3 km od spo-
menutog grada (Speidel 1978: 1). Dolihensko bo-
Zanstvo nastalo je mijesanjem razli¢itih kulturnih
utjecaja — dominira priroda hetitskoga boga gro-
movnika uz odredene huritske i semitske kulturne
elemente (Nash-Williams 1952: 72). Njegovo hetit-
sko ime bilo je Teshub, ali su ga poslije semitizirani
Sirijci identificirali sa semitskim bogom Hadadom
i nazivali Ba‘al (ibid.). Dolihenski Ba‘al postupno se
definirao kao bozanstvo univerzalnog karaktera,
vrhovni vladar neba i zemlje (Medini 1981: 413).
Aneksija Komagene 71. g. i dolazak rimskih legi-
ja sa zapada za vojna djelovanja protiv Zidova i
Par¢ana presudno su utjecali na romanizaciju si-
rijskog kulta Ba‘ala Dolihenskog i njegovu daljnu
ekspanziju Rimskim Carstvom (Turcan 2001: 167).
Kult Jupitera Dolihenskog na zapad su donijeli
vojnici koji su sudjelovali u Trajanovim kampa-
njama protiv Parcana, a dijelom i trgovci sirijskog
podrijetla (Nash-Williams 1952: 73; Turcan 2001:
167). Veliki centri kulta Jupitera Dolihenskog nala-
zili su se u provincijama izrazito vojnoga karakte-
ra, duz rimskih limesa — u Neviodunumu u Meziji,

the Noreian Kingdom existed prior to the establish-
ment of Roman rule, which indicates a local Celtic,
i.e, Noreian-Taurisci, origin of this cult (Sasel Kos
1999: 126). The fact that several dedicants who erect-
ed altars outside of the core area of this cult were
precisely Pannonian-Norican in origin additionally
backs the latter assertion (Kolendo 1989: 1068; Sasel
Kos 1999: 123). A result of the recruitment of local
populations into the Roman military and the mo-
bility of its units was that the Pannonian-Norican
cult of Jupiter Depulsor spread to other parts of the
Empire. Roman civil servants also contributed to the
spread of this cult (Sasel Kos 1999: 128). In case of
this cult it was probably a matter of syncretism be-
tween the official Roman and local cults from pre-
Roman times (Ibid. 126). The earliest dated altar to
Jupiter Depulsor is from 154 AD, while the highest
number emerged in the period between the end of
the second century and the beginning of the third
(Kolendo 1989: 1068).

The cult of Jupiter Culminalis is placed in a similar
context. A local Celtic Pannonian-Norican origin is
ascribed to it as well (Sasel Kos 1999: 140). However,
as opposed to the cult of Jupiter Depulsor, there is no
confirmation that this cult was present outside of its
core territory of southern Noricum and north-west
Pannonia. Based on the epigraphic monuments of
this cult, Jupiter Culminalis was venerated primarily
in the territory of the Poetovio colony’s ager and the
municipium of Celeia (Ibid.).

Three dedications to Jupiter Culminalis are known
in Croatian territory. All come from the area which
belonged to the colonial ager of Poetovio. Two altars
were found in Petrijanec (cat. no. 184 and 185), and
one in KriZovljan near Varazdin (cat. no. 187).

Several of the syncretic Jupiter cults were oriental,
primarily Syrian, in origin. The most massive of
them was the cult of Jupiter Dolichenus. Eight altars
dedicated to Jupiter Dolichenus from Croatia’s ter-
ritory are known (cat. no. 10, 28, 79, 138, 157, 189,
190 and 213), as well as one gravestone to a priest
of his cult (cat. no. 49). Four altars are from sites in
the province of Dalmatia: Narona (cat. no. 10), the
island of Brac (cat. no. 28), Vinali¢ at Vrlika (cat. no.
79) and Arupium (cat. no. 138). Three altars are from
the province of Pannonia Superior: Metulum (cat.
no. 157) and the municipium of Iasorum (cat. no. 189
and 190). One is from Mursa in Pannonia Inferior
(cat. no. 213). The epithet Dolichenus is derived from
the name of the ancient city Doliche in Commagene
(today’s Diiliik in Turkey). This city was at the inter-
section of several roads which connected the cities in
northern Syria with the cities of Asia Minor (Turcan
2001: 159). Jupiter Dolichenus is the interpretatio ro-
mana of the Syrian god Ba’al Hadad, who was vener-
ated in the city of Doliche and surrounding places
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Apulumu u Dakiji, Brigetiju i Karnuntumu u
Panoniji, Virunumu i Mauer an der Urlu u Noriku,
Pfiilnzu u Reciji, u Britaniji duz Hadrijanova zida,
u Africi u Lambezi, mjestu Castellum Dimmidium
i na istoku duz granice na Eufratu (Nash-Williams
1952: 73, 74; Turcan 2001: 167). Od svoje pojave na
zapadu u vrijeme Hadrijana kult se afirmirao i bio
posebno popularan u periodu od vladanja Marka
Aurelija do vladanja careva iz dinastije Severa, kad
je naglo izgubio popularnost (Turcan 2001: 167).
Sirijskoga je podrijetla i kult Jupitera Heliopoli-
tanskog. Spomenici tog kulta takoder su prisutni
na podrudju Hrvatske. Rije¢ je o Zrtveniku Jupiteru
Heliopolitanskom pronadenu u Sisku, koji je dao
podici tamosnji konzularni benificijar (kat. br. 174).
Na kraju posvetnog natpisa istice se da dedikant ne
zeli da se tom Zrtveniku prinose svinje. Takva za-
brana stoji u vezi s vjerovanjem u necistoc¢u svinja
koje je u ono vrijeme bilo posebno rasireno medu
ljudima orijentalnog podrijetla (Hajjar 1977: 337).
Jupiter Heliopolitanski jest interpretatio romana
sirijskoga boga Ba‘al Hadada iz Baalbeka u danas-
njem Libanonu. U anti¢ko doba smatralo se da kult
podrijetlo vodi iz Heliopolisa u Egiptu (Lucian.,
De Dea Syria, 5; Macrob., Saturnalia, 1, 23, 10).
Medutim presudan dogadaj u razvoju tog kulta bilo
je osnivanje makedonske, a potom rimske koloni-
je Heliopolis na mjestu Baalbeka, koju je August
osnovao za veterane V. i VIIL legije (Turcan 2001:
149). Kolonija rimskih gradana Heliopolis stvorila
je po uzoru na kapitolijski model trijade svoju vla-
stitu trijadu koju su, pored Jupitera Heliopolitana u
sredi$tu, ¢inili jo§ Venera Heliopolitanska i Merkur
Heliopolitanski (ibid.). Ta sinkretizirana bozanstva
takoder su ubastinjena u lokalni panteon. Kult
Jupitera Heliopolitanskog osim u Heliopolisu bio
je popularan i drugdje na istoku, posebno u liba-
nonskim gradovima Beki (Bekaa) i Beirutu (Turcan
2001: 155). Posredstvom doseljenika iz Beiruta u
Puteoliju u Kampaniji (danasnji Pozzuoli) kult
Jupitera Heliopolitanskog prosirio se po Italiji i
brojnim mjestima u zapadnim rimskim provincija-
ma (Moore 1900: 51; Turcan 2001: 155).

Iz Salone potjecu dva posvetna natpisa u kojima
Jupiter nosi epitet Caelestis (kat. br. 43) i Celestis
patronus (kat. br. 38). U oba slucaja moze se pret-
postaviti da su dedikanti bile osobe oslobodenic-
koga statusa i orijentalnog podrijetla. Tu je rijec o
sinkretizmu rimskog i sirijsko-fenickog kulta bo-
Zanstva koje upravlja nebom i nebeskim pojavama.
To bozanstvo Fenicani su nazivali Baal Shamen
(Cumont 1911: 127; Palmer 1997: 55). Kad je po-
drucje Sirije pripojeno Perzijskom Carstvu, Baal
Shamen dovodio se u vezu s perzijskim bogom

in northern Commagene. The central shrine of this
deity was atop the hill called Diiliik Baba Tapesi, 3
km from the city (Speidel 1978: 1). The Dolichene
deity emerged as a combination of different cul-
tural influences: the nature of the Hittite thunder
god dominates, with some Hurric and Semitic cul-
tural elements (Nash-Williams 1952: 72). His Hittite
name was Teshub, but it was later Semitized by the
Syrians, identifying him with the Semitic god Hadad
and calling him Ba’al (/bid.). The Dolichene Ba’al
was gradually defined as a deity with a universal
character, the supreme ruler of heaven and earth
(Medini 1981: 413). The annexation of Commagene
in 71 and the arrival of Roman legions from the west
during campaigns against the Jews and Parthians
crucially influenced the Romanization of the Syrian
cult of Baal Dolichenus and his further expansion
in the Roman Empire (Turcan 2001: 167). The cult
of Jupiter Dolichenus was brought to the west by
the soldiers who had participated in Trajan’s cam-
paigns against the Parthians, and partially by mer-
chants of Syrian origin (Nash-Williams 1952: 73;
Turcan 2001: 167). The major centres of the Jupiter
Dolichenus cult were located in provinces with an
explicitly military character all along the Roman
limes: in Neviodunum in Moesia, Apulum in Dacia,
Brigetio and Carnuntum in Pannonia, Virunum and
Mauer an der Url in Noricum, Pfiinz in Raetia, in
Britain along Hadrian’s Wall, in Lambaesis in Africa,
at Castellum Dimmidium and in the east all along
the border on the Euphrates (Nash-Williams 1952:
73, 74; Turcan 2001: 167). Since its appearance in the
west during the reign of Hadrian, the cult affirmed
itself and became particularly popular during the
reign of Marcus Aurelius, and enduring until the
rule of the Severan emperors, when its popularity
dissipated rather abruptly (Turcan 2001: 167).

The cult of Jupiter Heliopolitanus is also Syrian in
origin. The monuments of this cult were also present
in Croatia’s territory. This includes an altar to Jupiter
Heliopolitanus discovered in Sisak, which was erect-
ed by the local beneficiarius consularis (cat. no. 174).
At the end of the dedicatory inscription, it states that
the dedicant did not want pigs to be offered at this al-
tar. Such a prohibition is probably tied to the belief in
the impurity of pigs that was quite widespread at the
time among people of oriental origin (Hajjar 1977:
337). Jupiter Heliopolitanus was the interpretatio ro-
mana of the Syrian god Ba'al Hadad from Baalbek
in today’s Lebanon. In Antiquity, it was believed
that the cult had its origins in Heliopolis in Egypt
(Lucian., De Dea Syria, 5; Macrob., Saturnalia, 1,
23, 10). However, a crucial event in the growth of
this cult was the establishment of the Macedonian,
and then Roman colony of Heliopolis at the site of
Baalbek, which Augustus established for veterans of
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Ahura-Mazdom (Cumont 1911: 127). Nakon pro-
pasti Perzijskog Carstva i uspostavljenja helenistic-
kih monarhija, to bozanstvo bilo je poznato pod
imenom Zeus Ouranios (Palmer 1997: 55). S pro-
dorom rimske kulture na istok i njegovim uklju-
¢ivanjem u okvire Rimskog Carstva kult se prosi-
rio i europskim kontinentom. Stovatelji Jupitera
Celestisa posvjedoceni su u Venafru u Kampaniji
(CIL X 4852) i jos jednom nepoznatom talijan-
skom nalazis$tu (CIL XI 5643).

Sirijsko podrijetlo pretpostavljeno je i za kult
Nepobjedivoga Sunca (Sol Invictus ili Deus Sol
Invictus), koji je takoder ostavio traga u predmet-
nim natpisima (Cumont 1911: 114; Teixidor 1979:
49). Solarni su kultovi u Rimskom Carstvu poseb-
no bili popularni u 3. st. (Dirven 1999: 174; Watson
1999: 197). Car Elagabal popularizirao je i u rim-
ski kontekst uveo kult boga Sunca (Sol Invictus
Elagabalus) koji se $tovao u njegovoj rodnoj Emesi
u Siriji (Ball 2000: 444). On je ujedno bio i sve-
¢enik tog kulta. Popularnost kulta Nepobjedivoga
Sunca (Sol Invictus) kulminirala je u vrijeme vla-
danja cara Aurelijana, koji je kult izdigao na dr-
Zavnu razinuy, a za potrebe kulta u Rimu je 274. g.
podigao veliki hram (Beard, North & Price 1998:
259). Hram Nepobjedivoga Sunca poznat je po
tome $to je bio ukrasen obiljem Zrtvenih darova
nastalih kao ratni plijen tijekom rimskog osvajanja
Palmire (Ball 2000: 444). Pretpostavlja se da su ti
darovi pokradeni iz hrama “Sveti vrt” u Palmiri,
u kojemu su se stovali Aglibol i Malakbel, lokal-
na bozanstva Mjeseca i Sunca (Teixidor 1979: 34;
Watson 1999: 196).

Iako se kult Nepobjedivoga Sunca koji je promovi-
rao Aurelijan, poput Elagabalova kulta, Cesto do-
vodi u vezu s istokom, posebno s Malakbelom, bo-
gom Sunca iz Palmire, u njemu se prepoznaje i vise
izvornih rimskih elementa (Beard, North & Price
1998: 259; Watson 1999: 196; Liebeschuetz 2006:
189). Na rimskom Kvirinalu jo$ je u republikansko
doba zabiljezen kult Sunca (Sol Indiges), neovisan
o isto¢nim utjecajima, koji su ponajvise njegovali i
odrzavali pripadnici roda Aurelija (Talley 1986: 88;
Fowler 2003: 191). Pretpostavlja se da je taj kult bio
sabinskoga podrijetla (Fowler 2003: 191). Hram
boga Sunca u Rimu postojao je i na Cirku (Circus
Maximus) (Talley 1986: 88). U oba slucaja godis-
nje svetkovine u tim hramovima nisu se odrzavale
25. decembra, na dan zimskog solsticija (ibid. 89).
Ikonografski elementi kulta Nepobjedivoga Sunca
iz vremena cara Aurelijana, za razliku od onih iz
vremena cara Elagabala, obiljezeni su snaznim
grcko-rimskim  karakteristikama (Beard, North
& Price 1998: 259). Svecenici tog kulta zvali su se

the fifth and eighth legions (Turcan 2001: 149). The
Heliopolis colony of Roman citizens was established
on the basis of the Capitoline model of the triad
which, in addition to Jupiter Heliopolitanus in the
centre, also consisted of Venus Heliopolitana and
Mercury Heliopolitanus (Ibid.). This syncretized de-
ity was also domesticated into the local pantheon.
Besides Heliopolis, the cult of Jupiter Heliopolitanus
was also popular elsewhere in the east, especially
in the Lebanese cities of Beka’a and Beirut (Turcan
2001: 155). Through the migrants from Beirut to
Puteoli in Campania (today’s Pozzuoli), the cult of
Jupiter Heliopolitanus spread from Italy to numer-
ous places in the western Roman provinces (Moore
1900: 51; Turcan 2001: 155).

In Salona there are two dedicatory inscriptions in
which Jupiter bears the epithet Caelestis (cat. no. 43)
and Celestis patronus (cat. no. 38). In both cases it
may be assumed that the dedicants were persons
of freedman status of oriental origin. This is a case
of syncretism of the Roman and Syrian-Phoenician
cult of the deity who administered the heavens and
heavenly phenomena. The Phoenicians called this
deity Ba'al Shamen (Cumont 1911: 127; Palmer 1997:
55). When the territory of Syria was incorporated
into the Persian Empire, Baul Shamen was associ-
ated with the Persian god Ahura-Mazda (Cumont
1911: 127). After the fall of the Persian Empire and
the establishment of the Hellenistic monarchies,
this deity was known by the name Zeus Ouranios
(Palmer 1997: 55). After the incursion of Roman cul-
ture into the east and its incorporation within the
framework of the Roman Empire, the cult spread
to the European continent as well. Worshipers
of Jupiter Celestis were confirmed in Venafro in
Campania (CIL X 4852) and once more at an uni-
dentified Italian find-site (CIL XI 5643).

A Syrian origin is also assumed for the cult of the
Unconquered Sun (Sol Invictus or Deus Sol Invictus),
which also left its mark in the inscriptions examined
herein (Cumont 1911: 114; Teixidor 1979: 49). Solar
cults in the Roman Empire were particularly popular
in the third century (Dirven 1999: 174; Watson 1999:
197). The Emperor Elagabalus popularized it in the
Roman context and introduced the cult of the Sun
god (Sol Invictus Elagabalus) which was revered in
his birthplace Emesa in Syria (Ball 2000: 444). He
was also a priest of this cult. The popularity of the
cult of Sol Invictus culminated during the reign of
Aurelian, who raised the cult to the state level, and he
erected a temple in Rome in 274 for the needs of this
cult (Beard, North & Price 1998: 259). The temple of
Sol Invictus was also known for its decoration with
an abundance of sacrificial gifts which were taken as
war booty during the Roman conquest of Palmyra
(Ball 2000: 444). It is assumed that these gifts were
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pontifices, imenom koje je karakteristi¢no za kole-
gije sveéenika izvornih rimskih kultova (ibid.). U
kojoj je mjeri Aurelijanov kult Sunca bio sinkreti-
stickog karaktera predmet je brojnih rasprava i jos
uvijek izmice jasnijem uvidu (Watson 1999: 196).

Za krug isto¢nih solarnih bozanstava henoteisticke
naravi vezu se epiteti Invictus i Aeternus (Halliday
1970: 157; Turcan 2001: 161). Sol je Invictus u
predmetnom natpisu iz Metuluma (kat. br. 156), a
vrhovni Jupiter Aeternus u dva natpisa iz Narone
(kat. br. 81 11) i jednom iz Parencija (kat. br. 154)
i Murse (kat. br. 210). Zanimljivo je da se posvet-
ni natpis iz Metuluma nalazi na suncanom satu.
U redoslijedu bozanstava u posvetnom natpisu iz
Narone (kat. br. 8) Deus Sol na prvom je mjestu,
ispred vrhovnog Jupitera. Jedan natpis iz Siska po-
svecen je vrhovnom Jupiteru, Solu i geniju mjesta
(kat. br. 176).

Isto¢noga je podrijetla i sinkretisticki kult Jupitera
Sabazija. Iz Zdrijca kod Nina potjece jedan Zrtve-
nik posvecen Jupiteru Sabaziju i Iku, autohtonu
liburnskom bozanstvu (kat.br. 114). Osoba koja je
dala podici taj Zrtvenik vjerojatno je bila isto¢nog
podrijetla. Sacuvani anticki izvori ne kazuju puno
o podrijetlu Sabazijeva kulta. Smatra se da je nje-
gova postojbina bila Frigija, a moguce ¢ak i Medija
u Maloj Aziji, odakle se kult vrlo rano prosirio i na
podrucje Trakije (Lane 1989: 2). Najranija potvrda
prisutnosti Sabazijeva kulta na Balkanu je iz 1. st.
pr. Kr. (ibid.). Zbog koribantskih rituala njegovih
$tovatelja i nacina provedbe inicijacijskih ceremo-
nija Sabazijev kult vise antickih izvora usporeduje
s dionizijskim kultom (Lane 1989: 3; Turcan 2001:
315). Taj kult bio je posebno popularan medu Zen-
skom populacijom (Lane 1989: 2).

ZAKLJUCAK

Epigrafski izvori ukazuju na kompleksnu prirodu
Jupiterova kulta u vrijeme Rimskog Carstva. Cini
se da se u pozadini tih kulturnih spomenika kriju
brojne i razlicite kultne prakse, religijski osjecaji,
a i razlicita politicka ozracja sredina u kojima su
nastajali. Kult vrhovnog Jupitera u republikansko
doba bio je okosnica rimske drzavne religije, me-
dutim s pojavom principata tezite drzavne religije
sve se vise prenosilo na novouspostavljen kult rim-
skog vladara. Jupiteru je i dalje pripisivano vrhov-
nistvo nad onozemaljskim svijetom, dok se, prav-
dano upravo autoritetom vrhovnog Jupitera, ovo-
zemaljski svijet podcinjavao rimskomu princep-

stolen from the temple of the “Sacred Garden” in
Palmyra, in which Aglibol and Malakbel, the local
moon and sun gods, were venerated (Teixidor 1979:
34; Watson 1999: 196).

Even though the cult of Sol Invictus that was pro-
moted by Aurelian, like the cult of Elagabalus, was
often associated with the orient, and particularly
with Malakbel, the sun god from Palmyra, several
genuinely Roman elements can be recognized in it
(Beard, North & Price 1998: 259; Watson 1999: 196;
Liebeschuetz 2006: 189). A sun cult (Sol Indiges) was
recorded on the Roman hill of Quirinalis as far back
as the Republic period, and it was entirely independ-
ent of oriental influences and mostly nurtured and
maintained by members of the Aurelia family (Talley
1986: 88; Fowler 2003: 191). It is assumed that this
cult was Sabine in origin. A temple to the sun god
in Rome also existed at the Circus Maximus (Talley
1986: 88). In both cases, the holy days in these tem-
ples were not observed on 25 December, on the day
of the winter solstice (/bid. 89). The iconographic
elements of the cult of Sol Invictus from the time
of Emperor Aurelian, in contrast to those from the
time of Emperor Elagabalus, were recorded with vig-
orous Graeco-Roman traits (Beard, North & Price
1998: 259). The priests of this cult were called pontif-
ices, a name characteristic of the collegium of priests
in authentic Roman cults (/bid.). The extent to which
Aurelian’s sun cult was syncretic has been the sub-
ject of much debate, and it still eludes a clearer in-
sight (Watson 1999: 196).

The epithets Invictus and Aeternus are associated
with the circle of oriental solar deities of henotheis-
tic nature (Halliday 1970: 157; Turcan 2001: 161). Sol
is Invictus in the relevant inscription from Metulum
(cat. no. 156), while Jupiter Optimus Maximus is
Aeternus in two inscriptions from Narona (cat. no.
8 and 11) and in one each from Parentium (cat. no.
154) and Mursa (cat. no. 210). It is interesting that
the dedicatory inscription from Metulum is on a
sundial. In the order of deities in the dedicatory in-
scription from Narona (cat. no. 8), Deus Sol is in the
first place, before Jupiter Optimus Maximus. One in-
scription from Sisak is dedicated to Jupiter Optimus
Maximus, Sol and the local genius (cat. no. 176).

The syncretic cult of Jupiter Sabasius is also orien-
tal. An altar from Zdrijac, near Nin, is dedicated to
Jupiter Sabasius and licus, an indigenous Liburnian
deity (cat. no. 114). The person who arranged the
erection of this altar was probably of oriental origin.
Preserved ancient sources do not say much about
the origin of the cult of Sabasius. It is believed that
he originated in Phrygia, and possibly also Media
in Asia Minor, whence the cult very early spread to
the territory of Thrace (Lane 1989: 2). The earliest
confirmation of the presence of the cult of Sabasius
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su. Veza rimskih konzula s vrhovnim Jupiterom,
posvjedocena brojnim antickim literarnim izvori-
ma jo$ u republikansko doba, u vrijeme principata
postala je toliko uska da se rimski princeps cesto
poistovjecivao s vrhovnim Jupiterom.

Kult vrhovnog Jupitera i kult rimskog princep-
sa bili su najrasprostranjeniji kultovi na podrudju
rimskog imperija, a posebno su obvezivali one koji
su svoju profesionalnu karijeru gradili u drzavnim
upravnim strukturama. Dedikant je prino$enjem
zrtve vrhovnom Jupiteru za dobrobit rimskog vla-
dara i/ili njegove obitelji demonstrirao svoju lojal-
nost instituciji rimske drzave i rimskom vladaru
koji joj se nalazio na celu. Kult rimskog vladara
uselio se i u hramove drugih bozanstava.

Kult vrhovnog Jupitera, posebno u kontekstu
Kapitolijske trijade i licnosti rimskog vladara, bio je
najtipi¢niji institucionalizirani rimski kult. Sirio se
s ekspanzijom rimskog imperijalizma i bio je prisu-
tansve do krajnjih granica njegova utjecaja. Sluzbau
funkciji drzavne propagande osigurala je tom kultu
popularnost kakvu nije uzivao nijedan drugi kult.
Kada je R. Bartoccini za Epigrafski rjecnik pisao na-
tuknicu Ivppiter, distribucija Jupiterovih natpisa u
regijama po kojima su organizirani Korpusi latin-
skih natpisa bila je sljede¢a: Hispanija 144, Azija,
europske grcke provincije i Ilirik 928, Cisalpinska
Galija 206, grad Rim 114, Britanija 115, Afrika 135,
Kalabrija, Apulija, Samnij, Sabinium i Picenum 40,
Lukanija, Kampanija, Sicilija i Sardinija 36, Emilija,
Etrurija i Umbrija 41, Narbonska Galija 86, Tri
Galije i Germanija 595, Lacij 25 natpisa (Peeters
1938: 158; Bartoccini 1941: 254—261). Ukupan broj
iznosio je 2 465 Jupiterovih natpisa. U rimskim
provincijama latinskog govornog podrudja, uz
iznimku Afrike, broj privatnih posveta vrhovnom
Jupiteru daleko premasuje broj posveta svim dru-
gim bozanstvima (Fears 1981: 101).

Proces romanizacije autohtonih kultova bio je
vrlo vazan aspekt romanizacije rimskih provin-
cija. Rije¢ je o dugotrajnim sinkretistickim pro-
cesima u kojima je ¢itav niz razli¢itih kultova bio
podvrgnut adaptiranju i suzivljavanju s instituci-
onaliziranim rimskim kultovima, najcesce s kul-
tom vrhovnog Jupitera. Epigrafski izvori s podruc-
ja Hrvatske biljeze 23 razli¢ita epiteta koji stoje
uz Jupiterovo ime. Najce$¢e su u pitanju epiteti
Optimus Maximus, koji ¢ine kapitolijsku formulu
Jupiterova imena. Ta imenska formula pojavljuje
se u 186 od ukupno 224 predmetna natpisa, tj. u
83% natpisa. Na razini hrvatskih dijelova rimskih
provincija i regija taj udio je sljedeci: u provinci-
ji Dalmaciji 119 od ukupno 149 natpisa (tj. 79,9%
natpisa), u X. italskoj regiji 6 od ukupno 13 natpisa

in the Balkans is from the first century BC (Ibid.).
Because of the corybantic rituals of its worshipers
and the performance of its initiation ceremonies, the
cult of Sabasius is compared to the Dionysian cults
in several ancient sources (Lane 1989: 3; Turcan
2001: 315). This cult was particularly popular among
women (Lane 1989: 2).

CONCLUSION

Epigraphic sources demonstrate the complex nature
of the cult of Jupiter in the Roman Empire. It would
appear that these cultural monuments conceal be-
hind them numerous and diverse cult practices,
religious convictions and even the various political
moods of the locales at which they emerged. The cult
of Jupiter Optimus Maximus in the Republic era was
the backbone of the Roman state religion, although
with the establishment of the Principate the focus of
the state religion increasingly moved to the newly-
formed cult of Roman rulers. Supremacy in the heav-
enly world was still ascribed to Jupiter, while Jupiter’s
authority was claimed precisely to justify subjuga-
tion of this world to the Roman princeps. The bond
between the Roman consuls and Jupiter Optimus
Maximus, demonstrated in numerous ancient liter-
ary sources already in the Republican era, became so
close during the Principate that the Roman princeps
was often equated with Jupiter Optimus Maximus.

The cults of Jupiter Optimus Maximus and the
Roman princeps were the most widespread cults in
the territory of the Roman Empire, and they were
particularly binding for those whose careers were in
the state’s administrative structures. A dedicant who
made sacrifices to Jupiter Optimus Maximus for the
welfare of the Roman ruler and/or his family dem-
onstrated his loyalty to the institutions of the Roman
state and the Roman ruler who stood at its head. The
cult of the Roman ruler moved into the temples of
other deities as well.

The cult of Jupiter Optimus Maximus, particularly in
the context of the Capitoline Triad and the personal-
ity of the Roman ruler, was the most typical institu-
tionalized Roman cult. It spread with the expansion
of Roman imperialism and it was present up to the
extreme peripheries of its influence. Service in the
function of state propaganda ensured a popularity
for this cult that was not enjoyed by any other cult.
When R. Bartoccini wrote the entry Ivppiter for his
Epigraphic Dictionary, the distribution of inscrip-
tions to Jupiter in the regions covered by the Corpus
Inscriptionum Latinarum was as follows: Hispania
144; Asia, the European Greek provinces and
Nlyricum; 928, Gallia Cisalpina, 206; city of Rome,
114; Britannia, 115; Africa, 135; Calabria, Apulia,
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(tj. 46,1% natpisa), u provinciji Gornjoj Panoniji
svih 36 natpisa, u provinciji Donjoj Panoniji 25 od
ukupno 26 natpisa (tj. 96,1% natpisa). Kapitolijska
formula Jupiterova imena manje je ucestala u hr-
vatskome dijelu provincije Dalmacije i italskoj X.
regiji nego u hrvatskome dijelu obiju Panonija,
gdje izostaje u svega jednom natpisu (kat. br. 191).

Epicentri Jupiterovih kultova na podrudju
Hrvatske bili su u glavnim gradovima provincija
i regija. S podrucja Salone i njezina agera potjecu
43 Jupiterova natpisa, $to je 28,8% ukupnoga broja
natpisa pronadenih na podrucju hrvatskoga dije-
la rimske provincije Dalmacije. Drugi epicentar
Jupiterovih kultova u hrvatskome dijelu provin-
cije Dalmacije bio je Burnum. S podrucja njegova
agera potjeCe 18 posvetnih natpisa, $to je 12,6%
ukupnoga broja natpisa iz tog dijela provincije.
Popularnost Jupiterovih kultova u Burnumu moze
se protumaciti izrazitim vojnim znacajem tog gra-
da. U hrvatskome dijelu italske X. regije srediste
Jupiterovih kultova bila je Pula. S podrucja nje-
zina agera potjece 11 posvetnih natpisa Jupiteru,
$to je 84,6% ukupnoga broja natpisa iz tog dijela
regije. U panonskome dijelu Hrvatske sredista
Jupiterovih kultova bile su Siscija i Mursa. S po-
drugja Siscije potjece 20 posvetnih natpisa, sto je
55,5% ukupnoga broja natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela
provincije Gornje Panonije, a s podru¢ja Murse
potjecu 22 posvetna natpisa, $to je 84,6% ukup-
noga broja natpisa iz hrvatskoga dijela provincije
Donje Panonije.

U latinskim epigrafskim spomenicima s podruc-
ja Hrvatske osim kapitolijskih prisutni su sljedeci
Jupiterovi epiteti: Adflator (kat. br. 60), Aeternus
(kat. br. 8, 11, 42, 154 i 210), Augustus (kat. br. 9,
24, 53, 58, 111, 150 i 185), Caelestis (kat. br. 38 i
43), Cohortalis (kat. br. 7), Conservator (kat. br. 48,
124, 137,138, 143, 144, 156 i 176), Culminalis (kat.
br. 184, 185 i 187), Depulsor (kat. br. 129, 147, 186
i 191), Dolichenus (kat. br. 10, 28, 49, 79, 138, 157,
189, 190 i 213), Fulgurator (kat. br. 172, 1731 212),
Fulminator (kat. br. 81, 172 i 173), Heliopolitanus
(kat. br. 174), Herclis (kat. br. 23), Invictus (kat. br.
281156), Nundinarius (kat. br. 163), Sabazius (kat.
br. 114), Senam(us?) (kat. br. 162), Tanarus (kat. br.
103a), Taranucus (kat. br. 99), Tonans (kat. br. 112)
i Victor (kat. br. 148 i 153).

Navedeni epiteti kazuju da je nastanak vise
Jupiterovih kultova posvjedocenih na podrudju
Hrvatske obiljezen sinkretizmom razli¢itih kul-
turnih elemenata. Na podrucju Hrvatske u anti¢-
ko doba osim autohtonog stanovnistva zivjelo je i
stanovnistvo doseljeno iz drugih dijelova Rimskog
Carstva, koje je sa sobom donijelo i dijelom

Samnium, Sabinium and Picenum, 40; Lucania,
Campania, Sicily, and Sardinia, 36; Aemilia, Etruria
and Umbria, 41; Gallia Narbonensis, 86; the three
Gallia provinces and Germania, 595; and Latium,
25 inscriptions (Peeters 1938: 158; Bartoccini 1941:
254-261). The total number was 2,465 inscriptions to
Jupiter. In the Roman provinces of the Latin-speaking
territories, with the exception of Africa, the number
of private dedications to Jupiter Optimus Maximus
far surpassed the number of dedications to all other
deities (Fears 1981: 101).

Romanization of indigenous cults was a very impor-
tant aspect of the overall Romanization of the Roman
provinces. These were long-lasting syncretic proc-
esses in which an entire series of different cults were
subjected to adaptation to and co-existence with in-
stitutionalized Roman cults, most often with the cult
of Jupiter Optimus Maximus. Epigraphic sources
from Croatia’s territory have recorded in them 23
different epithets accompanying the name Jupiter.
Most often these are the epithets Optimus Maximus,
which is the Capitoline formula for Jupiter’s name.
This name formula appears on 186 of the total 224
inscriptions, i.e., 83% of the inscriptions. At the level
of the Croatian parts of the Roman provinces and
regions, this share is as follows: in the provinces of
Dalmatia, 119 of the total 149 inscriptions (79.9%), in
Italian Regio X, 6 of the total 13 inscriptions (46.1%);
in the province of Pannonia Superior, all 36 inscrip-
tions; in the province of Pannonia Inferior, 25 of the
total 26 inscriptions (96.1%). The Capitoline formula
for Jupiter’s name is less frequent in the Croatian part
of the province of Dalmatia and the Italian Regio X
than in the Croatian parts of both Pannonias, where
it is absent in only one inscription (cat. no. 191).

The epicentres of Jupiter cults in Croatia’s territory
were in the capitals of the provinces and regions.
43 inscriptions to Jupiter are from the territory
of Salona and its ager, which is 28.8% of the total
number of inscriptions found in the territory of the
Croatian part of the Roman province of Dalmatia.
The other epicentre of Jupiter cults in the Croatian
part of the province of Dalmatia was Burnum. 18
dedicatory inscriptions are from the territory of its
ager, which is 12.6% of the total number of inscrip-
tions from this part of the province. The popular-
ity of Jupiter cults in Burnum may be seen as due
to the overtly military significance of this town. In
the Croatian part of the Italian Regio X, Pula was
the centre of the Jupiter cults. 11 dedicatory inscrip-
tions to Jupiter originated in its ager, which is 84.6%
of the total number of this part of the ager. In the
Pannonian part of Croatia, the centres of Jupiter
cults were Siscia and Mursa. 20 dedicatory inscrip-
tions are from the Siscia area, which is 55.5% of the
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nastavilo bastiniti materijalnu i duhovnu kulturu
iz svoje postojbine. Kult kapitolijskog Jupitera, tj.
kult Kapitolijske trijade, predstavljao je okosnicu
sluzbene drzavne religije. Znatno manje masov-
ni, ali takoder sveprisutni, bili su Jupiterovi kul-
tovi nastali sinkretizmom rimskih i orijentalnih
religijskih elemenata, prije svega onih sirijskoga
podrijetla. Te kultove europskim kontinentom
prosirilo je stanovnistvo orijentalnog podrijetla i
pripadnici rimske vojske koji su boravili u isto¢nim
provincijama carstva. Religijski elementi orijental-
nog podrijetla prepoznaju se u kultovima Jupitera
Dolihenskog, Jupitera Heliopolitanskog, Jupitera
Celestisa, Jupitera Eterna i Jupitera Sabazija. Na
podrucju Hrvatske prisutni su i Jupiterovi kulto-
vi koji su nastali sinkretizmom rimskih i keltskih
religijskih elemenata. Pretpostavlja se da su takva
karaktera bili kultovi Jupitera Taranuka, Jupitera
Tanara, Jupitera Depulsora i Jupitera Kulminala.
Kultovi Jupitera Depulsora i Jupitera Kulminala
pripisuju se autohtonu keltskom stanovnistvu koje
je naseljavalo panonsko-noricki prostor, tj. rimske
provincije Gornju Panoniju i Norik.

Na podrucju Hrvatske posvjedoceni su i Jupiterovi
epiteti koji su bez analogija u poznatim epigrafskim
spomenicima na podrucju Rimskog Carstva. Rijec
je o epitetima Adflator, Nundinarius i Senam(us?).
Jupiter Adflator i Nundinarij vjerojatno su stajali u
vezi s kultom vladara.

Na analiziranim epigrafskim spomenicima zabi-
ljezena su imena 210 osoba koje se mogu dovesti
u izravnu vezu s Jupiterovim kultovima praktici-
ranima u anticko doba na podrudju Hrvatske. Ime
dedikanta nije zabiljezeno u 26 posvetnih natpisa.
Zrtvenik je postavilo 206 imenovanih osoba (186
muskaraca i 20 Zzena), od kojih je jedan muskarac
podigao i hram, jedan je bra¢ni par hram obnovio,
dok je drugi bracni par sebi za Zivota podigao nad-
grobni spomenik. Te osobe pripadale su razli¢itim
drustvenim stalezima i profesijama. Pripadnost
odredenom drustvenom stalezu cesto se moze
odrediti na temelju imenskog obrasca osobe. Kad
nam je osoba poznata, najcesce je rijec o slobod-
nim gradanima/gradankama, potom oslobode-
nicima/oslobodenicama, a najrjede o robovima/
ropkinjama. U slucajevima kad znamo profesiju
dedikanta (96 od ukupno 210 osoba) najcesce je
rije¢ o pripadnicima raznih vojnih postrojbi (60
osoba, tj. 62,5% ukupnoga broja osoba kojima zna-
mo profesiju), ¢lanovima svecenickih redova (15
osoba, tj. 15,6% ukupnoga broja osoba kojima zna-
mo profesiju), ¢lanovima gradskih uprava (13 oso-
ba, tj. 13,5% ukupnoga broja osoba kojima znamo
profesiju), drzavnim duznosnicima i sluzbenicima

total number of inscriptions from the Croatian part
of the province of Pannonia Superior, while 22 dedi-
catory inscriptions are from the Mursa area, which
is 84.6% of the total number of inscriptions from the
Croatian part of Pannonia Inferior.

Besides the Capitoline epithets, the Latin epigraphic
monuments from Croatia’s territory also contain
the following epithets for Jupiter: Adflator (cat.
no. 60), Aeternus (cat. no. 8, 11, 42, 154 and 210),
Augustus (cat. no. 9, 24, 53, 58, 111, 150 and 185),
Caelestis (cat. no. 38 and 43), Cohortalis (cat. no.
7), Conservator (cat. no. 48, 124, 137, 138, 143, 144,
156 and 176), Culminalis (cat. no. 184, 185 and 187),
Depulsor (cat. no. 129, 147, 186 and 191), Dolichenus
(cat. no. 10, 28, 49, 79, 138, 157, 189, 190 and 213),
Fulgurator (cat. no. 172, 173 and 212), Fulminator
(cat. no. 81, 172 and 173), Heliopolitanus (cat. no.
174), Herclis (cat. no. 23), Invictus (cat. no. 28 and
156), Nundinarius (cat. no. 163), Sabazius (cat. no.
114), Senam(us?) (cat. no. 162), Tanarus (cat. no.
103a), Taranucus (cat. no. 99), Tonans (cat. no. 112)
and Victor (cat. no. 148 and 153).

These epithets demonstrate the emergence of many
Jupiter cults in Croatia’s territory characterized by
syncretism of diverse cultural elements. Besides
the indigenous population, people who migrated
from other parts of the Roman Empire also lived in
Croatia’sterritory during Antiquity, and they brought
with them and to some extent continued to nurture
the physical and spiritual cultures of their native
lands. The cult of Capitoline Jupiter, i.e. the cult of
the Capitoline Triad, was the core of the official state
religion. Much less substantial, but nonetheless om-
nipresent, were Jupiter cults which emerged by syn-
cretism between Roman and oriental religious ele-
ments, primarily those of Syrian origin. These cults
were disseminated through the European continent
by oriental populations and Roman troops who had
been stationed in the Empire’s eastern provinces.
The religious elements of oriental origin can be rec-
ognized in the cults of Jupiter Dolichenus, Jupiter
Heliopolitanus, Jupiter Celestis, Jupiter Aeternus
and Jupiter Sabasius. Jupiter cults which emerged
by syncretism between Roman and Celtic reli-
gious elements were also present in Croatia’s terri-
tory. It is assumed that this was the character of the
cults of Jupiter Taranucus, Jupiter Tanarus, Jupiter
Depulsor and Jupiter Culminalis. The cults of Jupiter
Depulsor and Jupiter Culminalis are ascribed to the
indigenous Celtic population which inhabited the
Pannonian-Noric zone, i.e., the Roman provinces of
Pannonia Superior and Noricum.

Epithets for Jupiter also appeared in Croatia’s territo-
ry which have no analogies in any known epigraphic
monuments in the territory of the Roman Empire.
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(7 osoba, tj. 7,3% ukupnoga broja osoba kojima
znamo profesiju).

Ovdje analizirani epigrafski spomenici potvrda
su sudjelovanja u Jupiterovu kultu pojedinaca koji
su ih dali podi¢i. U pojedinim sluc¢ajevima natpisi
osvjetljavaju i motiv zbog kojega su dedikanti pri-
stupili kultnim radnjama. Jedni su u kultu, kao $to
je bio slucaj s konzularnim beneficijarima prilikom
preuzimanja ovlasti, sudjelovali po sluzbenoj duz-
nosti, dok su druge na to navodili privatni razlo-
zi. U iznimnim slucajevima epigrafski spomenici
kazuju i o molbama koje su pojedinci Jupiteru slali
na usliS$enje. Medutim ne mozemo znati koliko su
Cesto ti pojedinci rimskog provincijalnog drustva u
kultu sudjelovali, koliko su cesto Jupitera zazivali u
svojoj svakodnevici i koje mu zavjete davali te koje
su ih radosti ili tuge i nevolje u zZivotu snalazile. Za
razliku od kultne prakse koja je u nekome kultu
sasvim sigurno u vecoj ili manjoj mjeri bila stan-
dardizirana i koja nam je djelomi¢no poznata iz an-
tickih literarnih izvora te likovnih i skulpturalnih
prikaza odnos prema nadrealnom svijetu svaki po-
jedinac izgradivao je i gajio individualno. Religijski
osjecaji dio su Covjekove intimne prirode, koju ve-
oma Cesto, ¢ak kad to i Zeli, ne moze u potpunosti
predociti drugima, a posebno izmicu uvidu onih s
kojima ne dijeli isto vrijeme, prostor i kulturu.

These are the epithets Adflator, Nundinarius and
Senam(us?). Jupiter Adflator and Nundinarius were
probably tied to the cult of the ruler.

The names of 210 individuals were recorded in the
analyzed epigraphic monuments, and they can
be directly linked to the Jupiter cults practiced in
Croatia’s territory during Antiquity. The names of
the dedicants were not recorded in 26 inscriptions.
Altars were erected by 206 named individuals (186
men and 20 women), of whom one man also erected
a temple, one married couple renovated a temple,
while another married couple installed a gravestone
for themselves during their lifetimes. These persons
belonged to different social stations and professions.
Social station can often be ascertained on the basis
of a given person’s nomenclature. When the person
is known, this is most often a free citizen, and then
a freedman/woman, and least frequently a slave. In
cases when the profession of the dedicant is known
(96 of the total 210 persons), most often these were
members of various military units (60 persons, i.e.,
62.5% of the total number of persons whose profes-
sions are known), members of the priestly orders
(15 persons, or 15.6% of the total number of persons
whose professions are known), members of city gov-
ernments (13 persons, or 13.5% of the total number
of persons whose professions are known), or state of-
ficials and civil servants (7 persons, or 7.3% of the to-
tal number of persons whose professions are known).

The epigraphic monuments analyzed herein con-
firm the participation of those who erected them
in Jupiter cults. In individual cases, the inscriptions
also shed light on the motives for the involvement
of the dedicants in cult activities. Some participated
in cults by virtue of their duties, as was the case of
the beneficiarii consularis when assuming author-
ity, while others cited private reasons. Under excep-
tional circumstances, epigraphic monuments also
say something about the entreaties which individu-
als addressed to Jupiter for his aid. However, there
is no way to know how often these individuals in
Roman provincial society participated in cults, how
often they invoked Jupiter in their everyday lives and
which vows they made to him and which joys or sor-
rows or misfortunes they encountered in their lives.
As opposed to the cult practices that were stand-
ardized to a greater or lesser degree and which are
partially known from ancient literary sources, and
artistic and sculptural portrayals, each individual
developed and nurtured his or her own relationship
with the supernatural world individually. Piety is a
part of a person’s intimate nature, which often, even
when this is desired, cannot be fully shared with oth-
ers, and it particularly escapes the insight of those
with whom the denizens of the past did not share the
same time, space and culture.
