INSTRUCTIONS FOR CONTRIBUTORS

Društvena istraživanja is a journal for general social issues that fosters complete thematic and disciplinary openness. It publishes works in different social and humanistic disciplines (sociology, psychology, political science, psychiatry, history, law, economics, demography, linguistics, etc.), and also considers works that are interdisciplinary. All papers are subject to anonymous peer review.

The editorial board only accepts manuscripts that are written in Croatian, English or German, which have not been previously published. Manuscripts should be submitted in paper (three copies by post) and electronic form (CD or e-mail). The editorial board reserves the right to revise the manuscript to the journal’s standards in terms of editing and language. Manuscripts will not be returned.

Contributors are requested to consider the following:
Articles:

1. The length of papers (including references, notes, figures and tables) should not exceed 7000 words.

2. Contributions should be double-spaced and all pages should be numbered.

3. The first page should contain the author’s name and surname, the name and address of the institution in which the author is employed, and the title of the article written in capital letters. 

4. The corresponding author should provide his/her name and full postal address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address if available.

5. Authors should use the following procedure in references and quotations. The source should be cited in the text and not in footnotes. The reference should be in brackets, containing the author’s surname and year of publication e.g. (Mumford, 1962). The page number should be included for quotations or references to books e.g. (Mumford, 1962, 99). If the reference was written by two authors, both should be mentioned e.g. (Berger and Luckmann, 1992). For three or more authors, use the first author followed by et al e.g. (Prelog et al., 1979). Forms such as “ibid”, “op.cit.”, “loc. cit.” etc. should be avoided. Authors should use footnotes exclusively for commenting on or expanding on what is referred to in the text.

6. In the reference list or bibliography at the end of the article, the author should provide full references for all works mentioned as references. They should be listed alphabetically according to the surname of the author, and chronologically if a particular author has more than one work. If several works by the same author were published in the same year, they should be differentiated by letters (a, b, c, etc.) following the year of publication. If a work was written by several authors, all authors should be listed instead of using “et al” or “and collaborators”. For works accessible through the internet, the main information (title, author etc.), the source (http://) and date of retrieval should be provided. The reference list should be written as in the following examples:

Mumford, L. (1962), The City in History. New York, Harcourt, Brace & World, Inc.

Greenberg, M. and Hughes-Evans, D. (1980), Air Pollution. In: J. Aldrich (ed.), Atmosphere, Weather and Climate (Vol. 3, pp. 35-75), London, Methuen.

Schoepflin, G., (1991), Post-communism: Constructing New Democracies in Central Europe, International Affairs, 67(2), 235-270. (where 67 is the volume number, (2) the part of the volume, and 235-270 the page numbers)

Galešić, M. and Stepanić, J. (2003), Toward Parameterisation of E-mail Mediated Communication, Interdisciplinary Description of Complex Systems – INDECS. 1 (1-2): 54-65. http://indecs.znanost.org (18-11-2003)

7. A summary written in Croatian and English or German should also be included. The summary should not exceed 200 words and should indicate the aim of the work, the methodology used, and the most important findings and conclusions. The summary should be separate with the heading “Summary” and include the author’s name and surname, the name and address of their institution, the title of the article and up to five key words.
8. Graphical appendices need to be in black and white, saved in original format, with their size and complexity adjusted to the format of the Journal so that all elements are clear and visible.
Reviews:

Croatian and foreign publications that were published less than two years ago (counting up to the day the review is received by the Journal) can be reviewed. The length of a review should not exceed 2000 words. On the first page, the first line should include the name and surname of the author of the reviewed work. The second line should include the title in capital letters and, if necessary, the subtitle in small letters in the third line. The forth line should include: the name of the publisher, the place of publication, the year of publication and the number of pages.

A review should be signed at the end. 

Reviews of journal issues are also published. Their titles should contain the following information: the name of the journal, the volume and number. Reviews of journals should be signed at the end.

Notices and Information:

The journal also includes notices and information about lectures, debates, scientific conferences and other interesting and important events in Croatian and international scientific circles. They should not exceed 1000 words and should be signed at the end.
