TEGULAE WITH STAMPS FROM THE
REGIONAL MUSEUM IN BENKOVAC

Apstrakt

U tekstu se obraduju tegule s

pecatom iz  Zavicajnog  muzeja
Benkovac, koje su pronadene na Sirem
benkovackom podrucju. Tegule su
otkrivene na 9 arheoloskih lokaliteta. Iz
kataloskog i statistickog pregleda
proizlazi da vecina nalaza potjece iz
sjevernojadranskih radionica, i to s
podrucja delte rijeke Pad i Akvileje. U
vecoj kolicini zastupljene su i tegule s
vojnim pecatima VIII. legije. Takoder su

nadena i 3 pecata dosad nepoznata na

Abstract

Tegulae with stamps from the
Regional Museum in Benkovac found at
the wider area of Benkovac are analyzed
in this article. They were found at nine
archaeological sites. Catalogue and
statistical review show that most of the
finds originate from northern Adriatic-
the region of the Po Delta and Aquileia.
Tegulae with military stamps of Legio
VIII are also quite numerous. Three
stamps that have not been known
previously at the eastern Adriatic coast

ukazuju  na

istocnojadranskoj
obradeni  predmeti
intenzivne trgovacke veze sjeverne
Dalmacije sa  sjevernojadranskim

were also found. All analyzed finds point
to intensive trade connections between
northern Dalmatia and the northern
Adriatic region.

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Tegule su jedan od najcesc¢ih
arheoloskih nalaza koji se otkrivaju tijekom
radova na ostatcima rimskodobne arhitekture
u gradovima ili na rusticnim lokalitetima u
ageru. Upotrebljavane su kao gradevinski
materijal koji se primarno koristi u gradnji
krovova, ali se esto upotrebljavaju i u druge
svrhe, za izgradnju kanala, u podnicama gdje
sluze za ravnanje terena te kao gradevni
element za gradnju grobnica (grobnice pod
tegulama). Nisu pouzdan datacijski materijal
jer su dosta trajne i Cesto su nadene u
sekundarnoj upotrebi.!

Benkovacki prostor poznat je po
brojnim  arheoloskim lokalitetima i
nalazima.2 Tu se nalaze mnogi znacajni
arheoloski lokaliteti (Podgrade — Asseria,
Nadin — Nedinum, Karin — Corinium).
Osnivanjem Zavi¢ajnog muzeja Benkovac
pristupilo se prikupljanju 1 =zasStiti
arheoloske grade.3 Muzej posjeduje preko
5000 arheoloskih predmeta koji do danas
nisu struéno obradeni ni objavljeni.4

Benkovac (stari fond) ¢uva se 27 ulomaka

Tegulae are one of the most
common archaeological finds discovered
when excavating Roman architectural
remains in towns or at rural sites in
countryside. They were used as building
material for roofs, but they could also serve
for other purposes, such as tiling of canals,
or for flooring to level the terrain, or as
building material for tombs (tombs covered
with tegulae). They are not reliable material
for datation because they are long-lasting
and are often found in secondary use.!

The Benkovac region is famous for
many archaeological sites (Podgrade —
Asseria, Nadin — Nedinum, Karin —
Corinium) and  numerous  finds.2
Foundation of the Regional Museum in
Benkovac marked the beginning of
collecting and protecting archaeological
material.3>  There are 5000
archaeological objects in the museum’s

over

holdings that have not been analyzed
scientifically or published.4

Twenty seven fragments of stamped
tegulae are kept in the depot of the Regional

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tegula s pecatima.> Svi ulomci, osim
jednog, imaju podatke o mjestu nalaska,
dok su neki i inventirani u stare knjige
inventara muzeja.® Uglavnom se radi o
tegulama koje su pronadene pri obilasku
terena, prikupljanjem povrSinskih nalaza
na terenu ili dobivene darivanjem, ali s
poznatim mjestom nalaska. Tegule su
nadene na lokalitetima koji se nalaze na
Sirem benkovackom podrucju. Lokaliteti s
kojih dolazi materijal nisu sustavno
istrazivani ve¢ su poznati na temelju
brojne arheoloSke grade koja
prikupljena povrSinskim pregledom ili

je

slucajnim nalascima mjeStana te je tako
evidentirana kao arheoloSki lokalitet.
Istrazivanja su provedena na lokalitetima
Bukovié Velesovo,” Benkovac
Glogovac,® Nadin (Nedinum)® i Podgrade
(4Asseria)!® u kojem istrazivanja i danas

traju. Do sada se jako mali broj autora
bavio problematikom tegula s pecatima na
prostoru anti¢ke Liburnije,!! a pogotovo
na prostoru benkovackog kraja, dok je na

prostoru Istre 1 srednje Dalmacije

Museum in Benkovac (old holdings).> The
findspot is known for almost all fragments
(except one), and some of them were
described in the old inventory books.® Most
of them were found during field surveys or
when collecting surface finds, and some of
them were acquired as gifts, but with known
origin. Tegulae were found at the wider
Benkovac region at the sites that were not
excavated systematically but they gave
numerous surface finds or stray finds which
revealed them as archaeological sites.
Archaeological excavations were undertaken
at the following sites: Bukovi¢ — Velesevo,’
Benkovac — Glogovac,® Nadin (Nedinum),?
and Podgrade (4sseria)!0 where excavations
are still under way. Few authors wrote about
tegulae with stamps in the ancient Liburnia
region,!! especially in the Benkovac region,
whereas more authors treated this topic in
Istria and central Dalmatia.!2

Inventory books have gone missing during the
Croatian War of Independence, so that, besides the
findspot the exact information about the
circumstances of discovery are not known.

Medu tegulama iz depoa Zavicajnog
muzeja Benkovac, najbrojnije su varijante
pecata PANSIANA (13 kom. — kat. br. 1-2, 5-
9, 12-13, 15-16,26-27), zatim LEG VIII AVG
(7 kom. — kat. br. 17-23), SOLONAS/ATE (2
kom. — kat. br. 3-4), AF (kat. br. 14), C PR
CAS (kat. br. 10), C ARATRI (kat. br. 11),
VIBIENI P P (kat. br. 25) te jedan ulomak
pecata samo sa sacuvanim slovom E (kat. br.
24) koji je tesko odrediti.

Pecati sjevernojadranskih radionica

Opekarski obrt u 1. stoljecu cvate na
obalama sjevernog Jadrana zahvaljujuci
obilnim lezistima gline, kvalitetne materije
za opekarsku proizvodnju.

Do danas su evidentirane mnoge
sjevernojadranske radionice, a dio njih je
razvio $iroku distribuciju proizvoda.!3 Medu
ovim radionicama najc¢es¢e su zastupljene:
PANSIANA, SOLONAS, FAESONIA i Q
CLODI AMBROSI. U depou muzeja u
Benkovcu zastupljene su sve varijante osim
Q CLODI AMBROSI. Ipak, najces¢a od njih
je PANSIANA s 13 pecata koja ¢ini skoro
polovicu od ukupnog broja peCata u
Zavic¢ajnom muzeju Benkovac, oko 48%.

Among the tegulae from the
holdings of the Regional Museum in
Benkovac, the most numerous varieties of
the stamps are: PANSIANA (13 specimens.
— cat. nos. 1-2, 5-9, 12-13, 15-16, 26-27),
then LEG VIII AVG (7 specimens — cat.
nos. 17-23), SOLONAS/ATE (2
speciemens — cat. nos. 3-4), AF (cat. no.
14), C PR CAS (cat. no. 10), C ARTATRI
(cat. no. 11), VIBIENI P P (cat. no. 25) and
a fragment of a stamp with a single
preserved letter — E (cat. no. 24), which is
difficult to determine.

Northern Adriatic workshops’ stamps

Tilemaking craft flourished in the
15t century on the northern Adriatic coast
thanks to abundant clay deposits which
made a quality material for the production
of bricks and tiles.

Many northern Adriatic workshops
have been recorded, and some of them had
quite widespread distribution of the
products such as PANSIANA, SOLONAS,
FAESONIA and Q CLODI AMBROSI.13
All varieties except the latter can be found
in the Benkovac Museum’s holdings.
Stamp PANSIANA appears most often, on
13 specimens, which makes almost half of
the entire number of stamps on tegulae in
the Regional Museum in Benkovac,
around 48%.

Tegulae with PANSIANA stamp in
different varieties are very common find in

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Tegule s pecatom PANSIANA u
raznim varijantama iznimno se ¢esto susre¢u
na jadranskom priobalju.!4 Pretpostavlja se
da se radionica nalazila juzno od rijeke Pad,!3
a izvozila je tegule u golemim koli¢inama na
prostore Picena, Istre i danasnje Dalmacije o
¢emu svjedoci i vecinska zastupljenost tegula
s ovim pecatom u muzeju u Benkovcu.
Proizvodi radionice PANSIANA mogu se
kronoloski najbolje definirati jer se nakon
smrti vlasnika (Vibius Pansa, 43. g. pr Kr.) u
pecatu javljaju imena imperatora u Cije je
vlasnistvo presla radionica.l0

Pretpostavlja se da pecat PANSIANA
bez ikakvih drugih atributa spada u vrijeme
vladavine cara Augusta (27. g. pr. Kr. — 14. g.)
i njemu pripada pecat (kat. br. 26).17 Vremenu
Tiberija (14. g. — 37. g.) pripadaju dva ulomka
tegula s tim pecatom (kat. br. 7, 23).18 Tegula
pod kat. br. 23 jako je zanimljiva zbog toga §to
se na njoj, sekundarno urezuje ascia 1 jednim
djelom unistava pecat. To je dokaz o
sekundarnoj upotrebi tegule, vjerojatno kao
jedne od poklopnica groba koji je vlasnik ili
netko od pokojnikove obitelji Zelio zastititi od
oskvrnuca stavljajuci ga pod zastitu ascije -
sub ascia dedicavit.!® To je primjer jako

the Adriatic coastal region.!4 The workshop
was probably located south of the Po river, 3
and it exported tegulae in great quantities to
Picenum, Istria, and present day Dalmatia
region which is confirmed by a great number
of tegulae of this type in the Benkovac
Museum. Products of the PANSIANA
workshop can be easily chronologically
determined because after the death of the
workshop’s owner (Vibius Pansa, 43 BC)
the stamp was changed and new owner’s
name was added — that of the emperor. 10
The stamp PANSIANA without any
attributes is believed to belong to Augustus’
era (27 BC — 14 AD) (cat. no. 26).17 Two
fragments of tegulae with these stamps
belong to the period of Tiberius’ reign (14 —
37) (cat. nos. 7, 23).18 Tegula with cat. no.
16 is very interesting beacause an ascia was
incised subsequently, destroying a part of
the stamp. This is a proof of secondary use
of tegula, probably as a covering plate of a
grave which was supposed to be protected
against violation by the owner or a member
of the deceased person’s family with an act
of placing him under the protection of ascia
(sub ascia dedicavit).!9 This is an example

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siroke upotrebe tegula u raznim gradevinskim
zahvatima u gradovima, jednako kao 1
gradevnog materijala za grobove. Jedna tegula
(kat. br. 9) pripada vremenu cara Klaudija (41.
g. — 54. g.).20 Ostali ulomci tegula s pe¢atom
PANSIANA, njih 9 (kat. br. 1-2, 5-6, 8, 12-13,
15 127) spadaju u grupu tipoloski neodredivih
pecata PANSIANAZ! zbog svoje oStecenosti.
Tegule s pecatom PANSIANA nadene su na
osam od devet ovdje obradenih arheoloskih
lokaliteta. Nije evidentirana u Nadinu
(Nedinum) §to ne znaci da je tu nije bilo, ve¢
to samo govori o jako slabom stupnju

istrazenosti lokaliteta na benkovac¢kom
podrucju.
Od ostalih  sjevernojadranskih

radionica zabiljezen je pecat SOLONAS ili
SOLONATE,22 potvrden na dva primjerka
(kat. br. 3-4) samo s jednog lokaliteta Brgud
— Cikule. Solonates su jedna od autohtonih

S obzirom na slicnost s
pecatom PANSIANA, tegule s
pecatom datiraju se u sredinu 1. st.23

na prostoru anti¢ke Liburnije.

Jedan ulomak nosi pecat AF u
ligaturi (kat. br. 14.) i1 rekonstruirana je kao

of the widespread use of tegulae for different
building activities in towns, and also as
building material for tombs. One of the tegulae
(cat. no. 9) was made during Claudius’ reign
(41-54).20  The remaining nine tegula
fragments with PANSIANA stamp (cat. nos.
1-2, 5-6, 8, 12-13, 15 and 27) bear damaged
stamps which makes their typological
determination difficult2! Tegulae with
PANSIANA stamp were found at eight out of
nine sites mentioned in this article. This stamp
was not recorded in Nadin (Nedinum) which
does not mean that it was not represented there
but only reflects poor state of exploration of
the sites in the Benkovac region.

Out of other northern Adriatic
workshops  stamp  SOLONAS  or
SOLONATE?2 was found on two fragments
(cat. nos. 3-4) from the site Brgud — Cikule.
Solonates were one of the autochtonous
civitates which Pliny mentioned among
municipia of Regio VIII, present day Emilia,
and probably the stamp represents the name
of that ethnic community. On the basis of
similarities with PANSIANA stamp, tegulae
with SOLONAS stamp are dated to the mid-
first century. 23 This stamp is often found in
the ancient Liburnia region.

One fragment bears a stamp AF in
ligature (cat. no. 14) and it was read as

Pretpostavka je da se i ta radionica
nalazila na prostoru izmedu padske nizine i
danasSnje Ankone. U anti¢koj Liburniji se taj
zig javlja dosta rijetko, 1 na temelju malog
broja tipova ovog pecata pretpostavlja se da
je radionica bila aktivna samo kratko
razdoblje.26

Osim ovih peCata u Zaviajnom
muzeju Benkovac javljaju se dva ulomka
tegula s pecatom iz Islama.2” Radi se o
pec¢atima C PR CAS (katbr. 10) i C
ARATRI (kat. br. 11) koji u do sada
dostupnoj literaturi nisu zabiljeZeni na
prostoru isto¢nojadanske obale.

Pecat C PR CAS zastupljen je s 1
ulomkom (kat. br. 10). Radi e o tipu pecata
koji je utisnut u svjezu glinu oker boje, bez
kartuSe. Ovaj tip tegule s pecatom po obliku
sli¢an je pecatima Q CLODI AMBROSI, C
TITIT HERMEROTI, EVVARISTI i
EPIDANA ¢ije se radionice smjeStaju u
okolicu Akvileje 1 koje se datiraju izmedu
sredine 1. st do pocetka 2. st. 28 Najblize
analogije veZu se uz sjevernojadranski
prostor, u okolicu Akvileje gdje
pronadene tegule s istim pecatima i istom

su

tehnikom izrade (utisnuti pecat u glini oker

rs, like R. Matijasi¢, read this stamp
differently as [A(uli).Faesoni].Afiicani.)?>
Supposedly this workshop was located in
the region between the Po Valley and
present day Ancona. This stamp appears
quite rarely in Liburnia, and on the basis of
the small number of this stamp’s types it is
likely that the workshop functioned only for
short while.26

Besides these stamps in the Regional
Museum in Benkovac there are also two
fragments of tegulae with stamp C.PR.CAS
(cat. no. 10) and C ARATRI (cat. no. 11)
from Islam.27 These stamps have not been
previously recorded at the eastern Adriatic
coast according to available literature.

Stamp C PR CAS is represented with
a single fragment (cat. no. 10). This is a stamp
type which was impressed into fresh clay of
ochre colour, without cartouche. This stamped
tegula type resembles in form the stamps Q
CLODI AMBROSI, C TITI HERMEROTI,
EVVARISTI and EPIDANA workshops of
which were located in Aquileia’s surrounding
and they are dated from the mid-first to the
early second centuries.?8 The closest
analogies can be found in the northern
Adriatic region, in Aquileia’s surrounding
where tegulaec with identical stamps were

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boje).29 Autorica Gomazel na temelju
pronadenih tegula s peCatima i analiziranih
natpisa vezanih za ovaj tip tegula
rekonstruira pecat kao C PR(aecellius)
CAS[si(anus)], datira ga u razdoblje izmedu
kraja 1. st do pocetka 2. st., a radionicu
pretpostavlja u okolici Akvileje.30

Takoder dosad nepoznat tip pecata
na prostoru isto¢nojadranske obale je 1 pecat
C ARATRI (kat. br. 11) koji je jako slican
gore navedenom tipu tegula s pecatom C PR
CAS. Radi se o pecatu koji je utisnut u
svjezu glinu, oker boje bez kartuse. Najblize
analogije ovog tipa pecata nadene su na
sjevernojadranskom prostoru, u i oko
Akvileje.3! Autorica Gomazel provedenom
paleografskom analizom pecata i natpisa s
spomenom Aratrius datira pecat u prvu
polovicu 1. st. pr. Kr., dok radionicu ubicira
u prostor Akvileje.32

Za jedan ulomak tegule s pecatom
VIBIENI P P (kat. br. 25) s lokaliteta Tinj
nisam uspio pronaci nikakve analogije s
dosad poznatim radionicama u dostupnoj
literaturi. Keramika je po izradi, boji i
kvaliteti peCenja dosta slicna tegulama s
prostora sjevernojadranskih radionica.33

Tu je joS jedan ulomak tegule s
pecatom koji sam donio u radu, ali je jako
oStecen 1 sacuvano je samo jedno cjelovito

found, made using the same technique
(impressed stamp in the ochre clay).29
Author Gomazel reconstructs this stamp as
C PR(aecellius) CAS[si(anus)] on the basis
of finds of tegulae with stamps and analysis
of inscriptions related to this tegula type.
She dates it to the period between the end of
the 15! and the beginning of the 2nd
centuries, and the workshop was supposedly
in Aquileia. 30

Another previously unknown stamp
type at the eastern Adriatic coast is stamp C
ARATRI (cat. no. 11) which is very similar
to the aforementioned tegula type with C PR
CAS stamp. It is a stamp impressed into
fresh clay of ochre colour, without cartouche.
The closest analogies for this stamp type
were found in the northern Adriatic region, in
Aquileia and surrounding region.3! Author
Gomezel dated the stamp to the first half of
the 15t century BC after the paleographic
analysis of stamps and inscriptions
mentioning Aratrius, and she located the
workshop in the Aquileia region.32

I failed to find analogies in available
literature for a fragment of tegula with
stamp VIBIENI P P (cat. no. 25) found in
Tinj. The material resembles tegulae from
the northern Adriatic workshops in colour,
production, and the quality of firing.33

Another fragment of a tegula with
stamp was found in Podgrade (4sseria) but it
is badly damaged and only one letter is
legible — E (cat. no. 24). Two more letters are
recognizable on this fragment, but I did not
manage to decipher them. The colour and the
firing of the material is similar to the products
of the northern Adriatic workshops which is
why [ mention it in this part of the article. As
parts of the stamp are preserved on this
tegula, it had to be mentioned in this article.

Military stamps

Among the stamps on tegulae from the
Regional Museum in Benkovac (old holdings)
seven stamps belong to Legio VIII Augusta
(cat. nos. 17-23) and they were all found in
Podgrade (Asseria). They are all of ochre
colour, moderately fired, with a stamp in form
of tabula ansata within which there is a relief
stamp with letters LEG VIII AVG. Besides in
Podgrade (Asseria),3* stamps of this legion
were discovered at Ivosevci (Burnum)3> and
Humac near Ljubuski (Bigestae).3

Legio VIII is a very old military unit,
founded in Caesar’s time.37 Its role and
connection with Dalmatia are not well

Zakljucak

Analizom pojedinih pecata na
tegulama iz ZaviCajnog muzeja Benkovac
vidljivo je da je najviSe zastupljen pecat
PANSIANA (13) i to u nekoliko varijanti
(Tiberi Pansiana, Neronis Claudi Pansiana
1 tipoloski neodredivi pecati Pansia[naj),
zatim tegule s oznakama legije LEG VIII
AVG (7) te tegule s pecCatom
SOLONAS/ATE (2) i FAESONIA (1). Svi

known. Patsch believes that this legion took
part in subduing the Bato’s rebellion (6-9
AD), but that it was not necessarily
stationed in Dalmatia.38 The same author
wrote that Legio VIII spent some time in
Dalmatia the 2nd I.
Bojanovski in his article about Legio VIII

in century.39
concludes that this unit was on the territory
of present day Dalmatia in 69 for short
while, on its way to Italy.40 Therefore
Bojanovski dates tegulae with this legion’s
stamp to 69 AD. There are some opinions
that a part of this legion was stationed at
Burnum because it produced tegulae in
present day Smrdelji.4!

Conclusion

Analysis of some stamps on tegulae
from the Regional Museum in Benkovac
revealed that PANSIANA stamp was the
most numerous (13), and it appears in
several varieties (7iberi Pansiana, Neronis
Claudi and typologically
undeterminable stamp Pansia/na]). Tegulae
with the stamp LEG VIII AVG are second
most numerous (7 items), the stamp
SOLONAS/ATE appears on two fragments,
and there is just one tegula with the stamp

FAESONIA. All mentioned stamps have
already been known in ancient Liburnia, 42
and the Benkovac region is a part of it. Most
of these tegulaec were produced in the
northern Adriatic region, in the area south
of the Po Valley towards present day
Ancona from the late first century BC till
the end of the first century AD, except for
tegulae with legion’s stamp.*3

Tegulae with the stamp LEG VIII
AVG (7) were produced in the area of
Smrdelji, near IvoSevci (Burnum) which was
the location of the military camp and where a
part of Legio VIII might have been stationed in
69 AD.#4

Stamps C PR CAS (1) and C ARTARI
(1) have not been previously known at the
eastern Adriatic coast. They were produced in
the northern Adriatic region in Aquileia’s
surrounding.*> The former stamp is dated from
the mid-first to the early second centuries, and
the latter one to the mid-first century BC.

Besides the aforementioned stamps
there is one more tegula with stamp which
lacks adequate analogies in available literature,
and it has not been known previously. It is
VIBIENI P P stamp (1). Judging from the way
of their production and firing their origin might
be in the northern Adriatic region.46

Another fragment of tegula with stamp
is preserved in the Benkovac Museum, but the
only legible letter at the stamp is E, and the
remaining two could not be read. Its
production characteristics and form make it
similar to northern Adriatic tegulae.4’

Finds of tegulae in the Benkovac
region confirm considerable building
activities taking place in the first century AD.
Tegulae  with  stamps  PANSIANA,
SOLONAS/ATE, FAESONIA confirm strong
trade connections with northern Adriatic
tilemaking workshops. Trade with eastern
Adriatic centres is very intense during the first
century AD.48 Tegulae were shipped to great
coastal ports (Iader, Salona, Narona),* as
well as to smaller ports such as Pakostane.>0
They were transported further inland thanks to

Tegulae
that were analyzed in this article confirm such
thesis as they were all found near Roman
roads: road lader—Salona (Islam, Nadin,
Benkovac, Bukovi¢, Brgud, Podgrade—
(Asseria)’! and the road from the port of
PakoStane to Podgrade (Asseria) (Tinj,
Miranje).52

Besides the imported northern Adriatic
tegulae, in the mid-first century legions*
tegulae came into use, as the legions came to
this region and developed their production
activities. This is confirmed by the finds of
tegulae with the stamp of Legio VIII which
might have spent some time in the Burnum
region in 69 AD and produced tegulae there.53

In the mid-first century AD local
tilemaking workshops started to develop in
the present day Dalmatian region, but they
are not confirmed on the tegulae from the
Regional Museum in Benkovac.>4
