A similarly interesting contribution has
been made by the authors who analyse
changes in politics and strategies of tourism
development on the island of Rhodes in
Greece. How will the experience gained
influence the future development strategy?

The authors from Sarajevo decided to
present the results of the research carried out
concerning dental tourism development in
their home town. Having analysed the results
of the research, the authors propose useful
suggestions for possible improvement of this
type of tourism which are not only relevant
for the Sarajevo area but for the whole re-
gion.

At the end we introduce to you some ex-
periences of ownership restructuring of Bul-
garia's hotel industry. This is especially
interesting for us in Croatia, since we can
compare our similar experiences with those
in Bulgaria. However, we cannot comfort
ourselves with the fact that problems of pri-
vatisation processes have not been solved in
Bulgaria in spite of the fact that this country
is an EU member and Croatia is not.

Board I would like to thank you for your
faith in our journal by sending us numerous
papers for possible publishing. I do believe
that the authors whose contributions we were
not able to accept nevertheless appreciate the
useful suggestions received from oui- review-
ers since they will surely be of great help in
making their future contributions rise up to
the level of scientific excellence.
