I am writing this Editorial in an excep-
tionally joyous atmosphere. Namely, in ad-
dition to the fact that every new issue of
Acta Turistica brings enormous joy, I have
been particularly thrilled by the appearance
of a new book entitled Tourism - Economic
Principles and Organisational System just
before this issue’s closure. My enthusiasm
for the book is only natural since it is the
first academic coursebook written jointly by
the members of the Department for Tourism
of the Faculty of Economics, University of
Zagreb.

My attachment to this event is very spe-
cial since it has resulted from a personal
battle to make Tourism Principles an
obligatory subject for all students of eco-
nomics and business at the Faculty of Eco-
nomics and Business, University of Zagreb,
regardless of their majors. This only proves
that understanding within your own aca-
demic community sometimes takes the
longest time to achieve.

Similarly the experience from the Tour-
ism Principles classes we held and the re-
sulting examinations have demonstrated that
a great number of students believed it to be
one of the easiest courses to pass as they all
have had more or less experience in travel-
ling for tourism reasons which made them
tourism experts eo ipso. Nevertheless, the
students soon realised that the implementa-
tion of the generally accepted criteria of
academic rigor within this course would
prevent them from approaching the course
in the role of the past or future tourist, but
that they have to get a deeper insight into
the economic relevance of tourism in the
national and global economies paying spe-
cial attention to understanding the dynamics
