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Sazetak

Vodenje Hrvatskoga stomatoloskog drustva Hrvatskog lijecnickog zbora (HSD—HLZ-a), zatim or-
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ganiziranje mnogih strucnih i znanstvenih skupova te publicisticke i druge aktivnosti, ¢vrsto su

bili vezani uz bogatu angaziranost i entuzijazam mnogih vrijednih ¢lanova naseg Drustva tije-
kom njegove gotovo 110-godisnje povijesti. No treba istaknuti da su u dugogodisnjoj djelatnosti
i uspjesima Drustva, posebice onim medunarodnim, kljuéni bili ugledni pojedinci, nastavnici Sto-
matoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, i to ve¢ od 1948. kada se pocelo s visokoskolskom
nastavom stomatologije u Hrvatskoj na Odontoloskom odsjeku Medicinskog fakulteta Sveucili-
Sta u Zagrebu, a osobito nakon osnutka samostalnog Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Za-

grebu 1962. godine.
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Uvod

Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo Hrvatskoga lijecnickog zbo-
ra (HSD-HLZ-a) sljedeée ¢e godine, dakle 2013., proslaviti
110. obljetnicu. Drustvo ve¢ ove godine obiljezava 20. godis-
njicu punopravnog Clanstva u Svjesskoj stomatoloskoj federa-
ciji (FDI World Dental Federation) i u Europskoj regionalnoj
organizaciji Svjetske stomatoloske federacije (European Regio-
nal Organisation of the FDI; ERO-FDI). Hrvatsko stomato-
losko drustvo HLZ-a krovna je i najstarija struéno-znanstvena
udruga u stomatologiji u naoj zemlji te jedna od najstari-
jih udruga u zdravstvu uopée. Njezine su aktivnosti mno-
gobrojne i medunarodno je priznata stomatoloska udruga.
Svtha Drustva je promicanje trajnog obrazovanja, razvijanje
svijesti o vaznosti oralnog zdravlja, suradnja s odgovaraju-
¢im domacim i inozemnim znanstveno-nastavnim instituci-
jama i udrugama te s istaknutim stru¢njacima u podrudju
stomatologije i biomedicine uopée, a u skladu sa sloganom
Hruatskoga stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a: ,Historia, Ars, Sci-
entia” (1-9).

Introduction

The Croatian Dental Society of Croatian Medical Asso-
ciation (CDS CMA) will celebrate the 110™ anniversary in
2013. This year, the society celebrates 20 years of rightful
membership in FDI World Dental Federation (FDI) and in
European Regional Organization of the FDI (ERO EDI).
The Croatian Dental Society of Croatian Medical Associa-
tion is the highest ranking and the oldest scientific and pro-
fessional dental organization in the Republic of Croatia. It is
also one of the oldest medical societies in Croatia. The So-
ciety has a rich and active history and is internationally ac-
knowledged. The purpose of the Society’s existence and ac-
tivities is to promote a lifelong learning and awareness of oral
health as well as to collaborate with domestic and interna-
tional scientific and professional institutions, prominent ex-
perts in the field of dentistry and biomedicine, all in unison
with the Society’s slogan: “Historia, Ars, Scientia” (1-9).
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Povijest Drustva

Bogata povijest moderne stomatologije u Hrvatskoj, ka-
ko u stru¢nom, tako i u znanstvenom te edukacijskom smi-
slu, pocela je 20. prosinca 1903. osnutkom Zadruge hrvatskih
liecnika zubara. Utemeljila ju je skupina uglednih lije¢nika-
zubara, inace ¢lanova tadasnjeg Shora lietnika Kraljevine Hr-
vatske i Slavonije, prethodnika danasnjeg Hrvatskoga lijecnic-
kog zbora. Taj se dogadaj, vazan za stomatologiju ali i povijest
hrvatske kulture uopée, odigrao u zgradi danasnjeg Rekzora-
ta Sveucilista u Zagrebu. Osnivaci Zadruge bili su dr. Zhi-
ga Altstidter, dr. Ziga Friedrich, dr. Ziga Herzog, dr. Adolf
Miiller, dr. Ante Paveli¢, dr. Eugen Rado, dr. Artur Reichel,
dr. Edo Spitzer, dr. Ivan Izidor Vinski i dr. Martin Wolf, a
za prvog je predsjednika izabran dr. Eugen Rado. Tadasnja
Zadruga hrvatskih liecnika zubara, u ono doba jedna od pr-
vih organiziranih stru¢no-znanstvenih stomatoloskih udruga
u Europi i svijetu, preteca je danasnjeg Hrvatskog stomatolos-
kog drustva HLZ-a. Ta je stru¢na udruga djelovala kao jedna
od prvih ¢etiriju koje su osnovali ¢lanovi tadasnjeg Sbhora li-
enika Kraljevine Hrvatske i Slavonije, prethodnika danasnjeg
Hruatskoga lijecnickog zbora (HLZ) utemeljenog jos 1874.
Radi ilustracije, u sastavu danasnjeg HLZ-a, osim Hrvatsko-
ga stomatoloskog drustva, djeluju jo§ 122 razli¢ita medicin-
ska i stomatoloska specijalisticka i subspecijalisticka drustva
(1-5).

Treba jo§ spomenuti prapocetak i uvodne dogadaje u na-
stajanju Zadruge. Naime, valja istaknuti da je prvi zubar ko-
ji je zbog svojega visokog drustvenog ugleda primljen za ¢la-
na Shora liecnika Kraljevine Hrvatske i Slavonije ve¢ 1884. bio
magistar zubarstva ]. Hafner, iako nije bio lije¢nik. Jo$ 1866.
zagrebacko ga je Poglavarstvo imenovalo gradskim zubarom.
Godine 1885. ¢lanom Sbora postaje i lije¢nik-zubar I. Mat-
kovi¢, a do 1899. njihov se broj u Sboru postupno povecao
na sedam ¢lanova, a zatim 1900. na deset, $to je u to doba bi-
la ozbiljna osnova za njihovo institucionaliziranje u kasniju
Zadrugu hrvatskih liecnika zubara 1903. godine (3,4,06).

Kako bismo razumjeli medunarodni kontekst, treba jos
re¢i da je Zadruga bila osnovana samo tri godine nakon ute-
meljenja danasnje svjetske krovne stomatoloske organizacije
FDI-ja (FDI Worl Dental Federation). Naime, FDI je osno-
van 15. kolovoza 1900. u prostorijama visokoskolske sto-
matoloske institucije Ecole Dentaire de Paris, tijekom Treceg
medunarodnog stomatoloskog kongresa. Tadasnji dekan toga
fakulteta dr. Charles Godon, voditelj spomenutog kongre-
sa, bio je idejni zadetnik svjetske stomatoloske udruge. Pe-
tero tadasnjih vrhunskih svjetskih autoriteta u stomatologi-
ji, sudionika kongresa, poduprli su taj prijedlog, pa je nastao
Fédération Dentaire Internationale (FDI). Na temelju odlu-
ke Tre¢ega medunarodnog stomatoloskog kongresa izabrana je
Uprava FDI-ja u koju su predlozeni, osim osnivac¢a Charle-
sa Godona (Francuska), E. Sauveza (Francuska), F. Aguila-
ra (Spanjolska), G. Cunninghama (Engleska), E. Forberga
(Svedska) i A.W. Harlana (SAD), jo$ i L. Greves (Nizozem-
ska), E Hesse (Njemacka) i H. Pichler (Austrija). Za prvog
predsjednika izabran je predlaga¢ te povijesne ideje Charles
Godon, dekan i profesor Stomatoloskog fakulteta u Parizu. Ta
se medunarodna udruga danas zove FDI World Dental Fede-
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History of the Society

The rich history of modern dentistry in Croatia, in sci-
entific and educational sense, started on December the 20,
1903 with the founding of the Collective of Croatian dental
doctors. The collective was founded by a group of prominent
dental doctors, all members of the Association of medical
doctors of the Kingdom of Croatia and Slavonia, the prede-
cessor of today’s Croatian medical association. This histori-
cally important event for dentistry, and Croatian culture in
general, took place in the Rectorate building of the Univer-
sity of Zagreb. The founders of the collective were Dr. Zhi-
ga Alwstidrer, Dr Ziga Friedrich, Dr Ziga Herzog, Dr Adolf
Miiller, Dr Ante Paveli¢, Dr Eugen Rado, Dr Artur Reichel,
Dr Edo Spitzer, Dr. Ivan Izidor Vinski and Dr Martin Wolf.
The first elected president was Dr E. Rado. The Collective of
Croatian dental doctors was one of the first organized pro-
fessional and scientific dental organizations in Europe and in
the world at the time. Today we know this collective as the
Croatian Dental Society of Croatian Medical Association.
This scientific organization worked as one of the four organi-
zations founded by the members of the Association of medi-
cal doctors of the Kingdom of Croatia and Slavonia, the pre-
decessor of today’s Croatian Medical Association, founded in
1874. For illustrational purposes, today’s Croatian Medical
Association counts 122 subsidiaries, apart from the Croatian
Dental Society, all ranging from different medical and dental
specialties and subspecialties (1-5).

The time to mention the early beginnings of the collec-
tive seems appropriate at this point. The first dentist who was
admitted to the governing body of the Association of med-
ical doctors of the Kingdom of Croatia and Slavonia was a
master of dentistry, ]. Hafner and this happened in 1884.
He was admitted on the account that he enjoyed high social
status despite the fact that he was not a doctor. In 1866, the
City Council of Zagreb named him a city dentist. In 1885,
the Council admitted another dental doctor I. Matkovi¢. By
the year 1899, the number of dental doctors in the Coun-
cil increased to seven. In 1900, the number increased to ten
dental doctors, which is an important fact that later resulted
in foundation of the Collective of Croatian dental doctors in
1903 (3, 4, 6).

To put this story in the international perspective, it is
important to mention that the Collective was founded on-
ly three years after the FDI World Dental Federation had
been founded. The FDI was founded on August the 15%,
1900, at the facilities of the dental educational institution
Ecole Dentaire de Paris during the event of the Third Inter-
national Dental Congress. Dr Charles Gordon served as the
school’s Dean at that time and ran the international congress
when he had an idea of organizing a world dental federa-
tion. Five prominent experts in dentistry of that time sup-
ported that idea and Fédération Dentaire Internationale (FDI)
was founded. By the decision of the 3" International Dental
Congress, governing body of the FDI - was elected consist-
ing of, besides the founders Ch. Gordon (France), E. Sauveza
(France), E Aguilar (Spain), G. Cunningham (England), E.
Forberg (Sweden) and A.W. Harlan (USA), and L. Grevers
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ration. Kratica FDI, u angliziranoj varijanti naziva federacije,
vidljivo je istaknuta zbog iznimnog po$tovanja osnivaca i ori-
ginalnog naziva organizacije.

U Hrvatskoj je aktivnost Zadruge trajala do 1914. Na-
kon zatifja tijekom Prvog svjetskog rata, godine 1919. osniva
se nova staleska udruga pod imenom Sekcija zubnib lijecni-
ka koja ubrzo mijenja ime u Drustvo zubnih lijetnika Savske
Banovine. U tada$njoj je drzavi Drustvo udruzeno i u Savez
stomatoloskih drustava Kraljevine Jugoslavije koji je bio ucla-
njen u FDI Godine 1939. Drustvo zubnih lijeinika Savske
Banovine mijenja ime u Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo. Na-
kon Drugoga svjetskog rata sva drustva ukljucena u tadas-
nji Zbor lijecnika Hrvatske dobila su naziv sekcija, pa je tako
godinama funkcionirala i Stomaroloska sekcija Zbora lijecni-
ka Hrvatske, nakon $to je reaktivirana 1947. Nakon Drugoga
svjetskog rata Sekcija je opet povezana s FDI-jem preko svoje
krovne drzavne udruge Saveza stomatoloskih drustava Jugosla-
vije. Danasnji naziv Hroatsko stomatolosko drustvo Hrvatsko-
ga lijecnickog zbora (HSD-HLZ-a) datira od 1991., u skladu
s promjenama Statuta HLZ-a kada sve sekcije postaju drus-
tva, a Zbor lijecnika Hrvatske postaje Hrvatski lijecnicki zbor.
Godine 1992. Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo Hrvatskoga lijec-
nickog zbora postaje punopravni ¢lan FDI-ja i ERO-FDI-ja
(3,4,8,9).

Djelatnost Drustva

Bez obzira na minimalni vremenski zastoj u funkcioni-
ranju udruge u doba dvaju svjetskih ratova, iako su se i tada
pojedini ¢lanovi neformalno sastajali, te zbog stanovitog or-
ganizacijskog diskontinuiteta u djelovanju izvan Zbora ili u
sklopu njega, smatra se da su hrvatski stomatolozi staleski or-
ganizirani i vrlo aktivni gotovo ve¢ 110 godina. Ovom pri-
godom nemoguce je predstaviti sve detalje iz bogate povijesti
Drustva, osim osnovnih naglasaka, imaju¢i u vidu kontekst i
razloge pisanja ovoga ¢lanka (1 -9).

Strucni i znanstveni skupovi

Tijekom svoje dugogodisnje povijesti hrvatski su stoma-
tolozi bili iznimno aktivni u provedbi trajne izobrazbe te or-
ganiziranju mnogih stru¢nih i znanstvenih sastanaka i skupo-
va. Ne mozemo u ovom tekstu navesti sve skupove u njihovoj
organizaciji, ali treba spomenuti neke vrlo znacajne odrzane
u bivéim drzavama u ¢ijem je sastavu bila i Hrvatska (u Au-
strougarskoj monarhiji, Kraljevini Jugoslaviji i Socijalistickoj
Federativnoj Republici Jugoslaviji), a zatim one u doba sa-
mostalne Republike Hrvatske.

Prigodom osnivackog sastanka Zadruge hrvatskih lietni-
ka zubara 20. prosinca 1903. godine odrzana je i znanstve-
na sjednica na kojoj je istaknuto stajaliste ¢lanova Zadruge
kako je postalo ocito da se zdravstvena disciplina kojom se
bave tadasnji lije¢nici-zubari treba smatrati ravnopravnom
svim ostalim medicinskim disciplinama. Takvo je misljenje
sudionika, kako u znanstvenom tako i u stru¢nom smislu,

(Holland), E Hesse (Germany) and H. Pichler (Austria). The
first elected president was Ch. Gordon, Dean and professor
from the School of Dental Medicine in Paris. This interna-
tional organization is now called FDI World Dental Feder-
ation. The prefix FDI was kept to show respect towards the
founders and the original name of the same organization.

In Croatia, the activity of the Collective lasted until
1914. After the World War I, in 1919, a new strategic asso-
ciation was founded under the name Section of dental physi-
cians. The Section changed its name to the Society of dental
physicians of Savska Banovina. During that time the Soci-
ety was a part of the Alliance of dental societies of the King-
dom of Yugoslavia that itself was a member of the FDI. In
1939 the Society of dental physicians of Savska Banovina
changed its name to the Croatian Dental Society. Later, af-
ter World War II, all the societies that were part of the Cro-
atian medical assembly were renamed into Sections, so the
Dental section of the Croatian medical assembly emerged in
1947. After World War II, the Section was again connected
with the FDI through its umbrella association, the Alliance
of the dental societies of Yugoslavia. The organization as we
know it today, Croatian Dental Society of the Croatian Med-
ical Association (CDS CMA) dates from 1991 in accordance
with the Croatian Medical Association statute change where
all the Sections became Societies, and the Croatian Medical
Council became the Croatian Medical Association. In 1992,
the Croatian Dental Society of Croatian Medical Associa-
tion became a rightful member of the FDI and ERO FDI
(3,4,8,9).

The Society’s activities

Regardless of the minimal loss of time between two
world wars, it is widely considered that Croatian dentists
have been seriously organized and very active for nearly 110
years. They were active even during the time between the two
world wars through a series of informal meetings. It is impos-
sible to mention all the details from the society’s rich cultural
background in this short paper. The emphasis will be on the
most important facts having in mind the reason for writing

this paper in the first place (1-9).

Professional and scientific conventions

During their long professional history, Croatian dentists
were very active in the field of lifelong education and organi-
zation of professional and scientific conventions. It is impos-
sible on this occasion and in this text to mention all the con-
ventions organized by Croatian dentists, but some should be
mentioned nevertheless. They were held during the existence
of the former political unions that Croatia was a part of (Aus-
tro-Hungarian Monarchy, Kingdom of Yugoslavia and So-
cialist Federative Republic of Croatia) and in the indepen-
dent Republic of Croatia.

During the founding meeting of the Collective of Croa-
tian dental doctors on December the 20%, 1903, a scientific
session was held during which an attitude of its members was
voiced expressing a desire to make the scientific discipline of
dentistry equal to the medical scientific discipline. This at-
titude was backed up by a series of scientific reports held at
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bilo potkrijepljeno referatima odrzanima na tom povijesnom
skupu. Program bududega rada bio je posvecen brizi za razvi-
janje svijesti pucanstva o oralnom zdravlju, posebice osniva-
nju $kolskih zubnih ambulanti. Clanovi Zadruge radili su na
socijalnom zbrinjavanju stanovnistva te su pruzali pomo¢ i
besplatnu njegu zuba skolskoj djeci. Djelatnost Zadruge uve-
like je utjecala na kasniji razvoj stomatoloske struke i institu-
cija Hrvatske (3,4).

Godine 1906. Zadruga hrvatskih lietnika zubara sudjelu-
je i na prvoj Hrvatskoj higijenskoj izlozbi odrzanoj u sklopu
Sokolske izlozbe za tielesni odgoj i skolsku higijenu. Takvih je
priredaba prije Prvoga svjetskog rata bilo jos nekoliko. Za tu
je prigodu 1906. tiskana brosura s naslovom O vagnosti zuba-
la i njegovoj njezi, u nakladi od 10.000 primjeraka i besplat-
no se dijelila posjetiteljima. Na izlozbi su takoder predstavlje-
ni raznovrsni modeli s posljedicama preranog gubitka zuba,
protetski nadomjesci, obturatori, nagrizne ploce itd. Nazo¢-
nima se obja$njavao i utjecaj bolesti zuba na opée zdravlje. O
svemu tome napisan je i vrlo pozitivan osvrt u Lijecnickom
vjesniku, Casopisu tadasnjeg Sbora liecnika Kraljevine Hrvat-
ske i Slavonije koji jos i danas izlazi u nakladi Hrvatskoga lijec-
nickog zbora. Navodno je ta izlozba odrzana samo tri godine
poslije iste takve u Becu, kao druga u tadasnjoj Austrougar-
skoj monarhiji (3,4).

Nakon Prvoga svjetskog rata Drustvo zubnih lijeinika
Savske Banovine organizira i sudjeluje u radu skupova Save-
za stomatoloskih drustava Jugoslavije. Prvi kongres toga Saveza
odrzan je u Hrvatskoj, u Crikvenici 1933. godine, a organi-
ziralo ga je Drustvo zubnih lijecnika Savske Banovine. Drus-
tvo i njegovi ¢lanovi i poslije su bili vrlo aktivni te uspjesno
sudjeluju i na ostalim kongresima Saveza na Bledu (1934.)
i u Beogradu (1935.). Cinjenica da se prvi kongres odrao
ba$ u Hrvatskoj govori i o tada$njem statusu Stomatoloskog
drustva Savske Banovine i njegovih autoriteta u sklopu Sa-
veza stomatoloskih drustava Jugoslavije (D. Bocak, 1. Cupar,
Z. Njemirovskij, J. Kallay i dr.). Valja napomenuti da su dr.
I. Cupar, dr. Z. Njemirovskij i dr. ]. Kally nakon Drugoga
svjetskog rata bili ugledni nastavnici novoosnovanog Odon-
toloskog odsjeka Medicinskog fakulteta Sveucilistu u Zagrebu, a
zatim i samostalnog Stwomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Za-
grebu (4,10).

Treba istaknuti i niz vrlo uspjesnih stomatoloskih kon-
gresa u Jugoslaviji organiziranih nakon Drugoga svjetskog
rata u republikama tadasnje drzave, a kojima je nase Drus-
tvo bilo suorganizator. Odrzavali su se svake ¢etvrte godine u
drugoj republici. U novoj Jugoslaviji prvi je kongres odrzan
ponovno u Hrvatskoj, u Zagrebu 1952. godine u organiza-
ciji Stomatoloske sekcije Zbora lijecnika Hrvatske. Njezini ¢la-
novi bili su vrlo aktivni i na iduéim stomatoloskim kongresi-
ma u Beogradu, Ljubljani, Sarajevu, Budvi, Ohridu i drugdje
(4). Zbog vtlo uspjele organizacije te kvalitete znanstvenog i
struénog programa posebno valja istaknuti Sedmi meduna-
rodni kongres stomatologa Jugoslavije (Zadar, 1980.) kada je
ponovno bio red na Hrvatskoj da organizira takav skup.

Stomatoloska sekcija ZLH-a u tom je razdoblju organizi-
rala i niz drugih skupova u Hrvatskoj. Zahvaljujuéi suradnji
sekcija Hrvatske i Slovenije odrzavaju se i zajednicki stru¢-
no-znanstveni sastanci u medukongresnom razdoblju, po-
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the same meeting. A long-term development program was
created that emphasized oral health awareness in the gener-
al population and organization of school dental clinics. The
members of the Collective worked on providing socially ac-
ceptable oral health care to general population and free oral
health care for school children. The Collective’s activity had
a great influence on the later development of dental profes-
sion and institutions in Croatia (3, 4)

In 1906, the Collective took part in the first “Croatian
hygienic expo” in Croatia, held within “Sokol’s expo of phys-
ical education and school hygiene”. Several similar exposi-
tions took place before World War 1. On that occasion, a
brochure was printed called: “On the importance and care of
the teeth”. The brochure was printed in 10 000 copies and
handed out at the expo. The exposition also hosted the dis-
play of prosthetic teeth, obturators and educational infor-
mation on the premature teeth loss and the consequences
that followed. The visitors were introduced to the oral diseas-
es and the influence they have on the general health. A very
positive article regarding this expo was written and published
in “Lije¢nicki vijesnik”, the official magazine of Medical as-
sembly of the Kingdom of Croatia and Slavonija. The same
magazine is published even today by the Croatian Medical
Association. Supposedly this exposition took place only 3
years after the same expo had taken place in Vienna and it
was the second of its kind in the entire Austro-Hungarain
Monarchy (3, 4).

After World War I, the Society of dental physicians of
Savska Banovina participated in the conventions held by the
Alliance of dental societies of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia. The
first congress took place in Crikvenica in 1933 and it was or-
ganized by the Society of dental physicians of Savska Banov-
ina. Later on, the Society and its members actively partici-
pated in other conventions in Bled (1934) and in Belgrade
(1935). The fact that the first convention organized by the Al-
liance took place in Croatia speaks in favor of the status that
the Society of dental physicians of Savska Banovina enjoyed
at that time under the governance of the Alliance of dental
societies of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia (D. Bocak, I. Cupar,
Z. Njemirovskij, J. Kallay, etc.). It should also be mentioned
that Dr I. Cupar, Dr Z. Njemirovski and Dr J. Kallay worked
as professors of the newly founded Odontology department
of the School of Medicine, University of Zagreb. All of them
later worked as professors at the newly founded School of
Dental Medicine, University of Zagreb (4, 10).

A series of successful Dental Conventions of Yugoslavia
organized after World War II should be mentioned wherein
our Society actively participated. They were held every four
years in one of the six republics of the former state. The first
convention after the war was held in Zagreb in 1952 and was
organized by the Dental section of the Croatian Medical As-
sembly. The members of the sections actively participated at
other Dental Conventions of Yugoslavia (Belgrade, Ljublja-
na, Sarajevo, Budva, Ohrid, etc.) (4). The convention which
especially stood out was the 7* International Dental Con-
vention of Yugoslavia held in Zadar in 1980. The convention
was a success in terms of level of organization and the quality
of scientific and professional program.
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¢evsi od prvoga odrzanoga u Otoccu na Krki 1958. godine,
a zatim su svake Cetiri godine slijedili oni na Plitvicama, Ble-
du i Crikvenici. U njihovoj organizaciji osobito su se anga-
zirali dr. D. Virag i dr. V. Lapter (4). Nesto kasnije prof. dr.
sc. V. Lapter postaje predsjednik Stomatoloske sekcije ZLH-
a (1967.-1970.), a zatim i vrlo ugledan te uspjesan dekan
Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu (1981. - 1985.),
(4).

Stomatoloska sekcija ZLH-a organizirala je u 60-tim i
70-tim godinama vrlo uspjesne mjese¢ne sastanke koji su se
uglavnom odrzavali u predavaonici Stomatoloskog fakulteta
Sveucilista u Zagrebu, u Gunduli¢evoj ulici 5. Stovise, po-
vremeno su na takve sastanke pozivani i ugledni predavaci
iz Europe (4).

Godine 1974., u povodu 100-te godisnjice Zbora lijecni-
ka Hrvatske, Stomatoloska sekcija ZLH-a sve¢ano je proslavila
tu veliku obljetnicu svoje krovne udruge. Organizirala je vrlo
uspjesan simpozij u Zagrebu u danasnjem Ozvorenom ucilistu
u Vukovarskoj ulici, s raspravom za okruglim stolom i kva-
litetnom izlozbom dentalne opreme. Skup je bio vrlo dobro
posjecen i u javnosti iznimno pozitivno prihvaéen. U tadas-
njim je aktivnostima Sekcije bio vrlo uspjesan njezin pred-
sjednik prof. dr. sc. M. Dobreni¢ (1973.-1974.).

Osim toga, Stomatoloska sekcija ZLH-a organizirala je i
skupove pod nazivom Simpoziji Slavonije i Baranje u Osi-
jeku, zatim medunarodne simpozije Hruatsko-Stajerski da-
ni (Rabac, Graz, Novi Vinodolski) u suradnji sa Stomatolos-
kom klinikom Sveulilista u Grazu i Stajerskim stomatoloskim
drustvom (Austrija), simpozije Stomaroloski dani Hrvatske u
Zagrebu te mnoge skupove odrzane u sklopu tradicionalnih
izlozaba Medicina i tehnika na Zagrebackom velesajmu i osta-
le. U organizaciji tih dogadanja vrlo je aktivan bio tadasnji
predsjednik Drustva prof. dr. sc. V. Amsel (1975.-1985.), ka-
snije i dekan Fakulteta (1985.-1989.).

Od nastanka danasnje drzave — Republike Hrvatske, da-
kle, od 1992. nadalje, osim organiziranja niza simpozija pod
nazivom Novosti u stomatologiji u Zagrebu te mnogih drugih
skupova i tecajeva diljem zemlje, treba istaknuti sudjelova-
nje naseg Drustva u organizaciji Sest kongresa Svjetskog zbo-
ra hrvarskib lijecnika (Frankfurt, 1992.; Zagreb, 1993.; Pu-
la, 1994.; Osijek, 1995.; Opatija, 1997.; Dubrovnik, 2000.).
Osobito valja istaknuti ¢etiri medunarodna kongresa Hrvat-
skoga stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a (Zagreb, 1994.; Cavtat,
1998.; Zagreb, 2003.; Zagreb, 2008.) koje je organiziralo na-
$e Drustvo, a vazni su zbog nazo¢nosti iznimno kvalitetnih
domacih i stranih sudionika te predavaca s nekoliko konti-
nenata. Osobito je vazno, pa to posebno isti¢emo, da su me-
du sudionicima kongresa 2003. godine bili tadasnji predsjed-
nik FDI-ja dr. H-R. Yoon iz Juine Koreje (2003. — 2005.)
i izvr$ni direktor dr. J. Barnard iz Juznoafricke Republike, a
na kongresu 2008. godine tadasnji predsjednik #D/-ja dr. B.
Conrod iz Kanade (2007. — 2009.), predsjednik ERO-FDI-
ja L. Hescot iz Francuske (2007. — 2010.), danasnji predsjed-
nik te organizacije G. Seeberger iz Italije (2010. — 2013.) i
predsjednik Odbora za edukaciju ERO-FDI-ja prof. dr. sc. A.
Mersel iz Izraela (5,11).

Od ostalih medunarodnih skupova danasnjeg Drustva
valja istaknuti suorganizaciju medunarodnih simpozija Alpe-
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The dental section of CMA organized a series of addi-
tional conventions in Croatia during the same period of
time. Both dental sections of Croatia and Slovenia collab-
orated on the scientific and professional seminars where the
first one was held in Otocec na Krki, in 1958. The following
seminars took place in Plitvice, Bled and Crikvenica every
four years. Two individuals stood out from the organization-
al committee, Dr D. Virag and V. Lapter (4). Later on, Dr V.
Lapter became the president of the Dental section of CMA
(1967-1970), only later to become the Dean of the School of
Dental Medicine, University of Zagreb (1981-1985), (4).

During the 1960’s and 70, the Dental section of CMA
organized very successful monthly meetings that were held in
the lecture hall of the School of Dental Medicine in Zagreb,
Gunduli¢eva 5. Furthermore, distinguished lecturers from
Europe often attended the same meetings (4).

In 1974, in the light of the 100™ anniversary of the Cro-
atian Medical Council, the Dental section of the CMA cel-
ebrated the anniversary in a festive way. A very successful
symposium was organized in Zagreb, in the rooms of today’s
Open University in Vukovarska Street. Discussions were held
and an exhibition of dental equipment was organized that
attracted a large number of visitors. During that period the
President of the Dental section of the CMA Professor M.
Dobrenié¢ was very successful (1973-1974).

Furthermore, the Dental section of CMA organized con-
ventions called the Convention of Slavonija and Baranja in
Osijek. Also, there were the International symposiums of
Croatian - Styrian Days (Rabac, Graz, Novi Vinodolski) orga-
nized in collaboration with the Dental clinic of the University
in Graz and the Styrian Dental Society. They also organized a
symposium in Zagreb called Dental days in Croatia and many
other conventions as part of traditional expo “Medicine and
technology” held on Zagreb Expo, etc. During that period
very active was president of the CDS CMA Professor V. Amsel
(1975-1985), later on, dean of the School (1985-1989).

Since Croatia gained its independence, besides some oth-
er symposia, courses and lectures, the Dental society partici-
pated in organizing the Congress of the international Croa-
tian doctor assembly for six times (Frankfurt, 1992; Zagreb,
1993; Pula, 1994; Osijek, 1995; Opatija, 1997; Dubrovnik,
2000). The International congress of Croatian Dental Soci-
ety was organized four times (Zagreb, 1994; Cavtat, 1998;
Zagreb, 2003; Zagreb, 2008) and were extremely success-
ful due to the large number of domestic and foreign partici-
pants as well as distinguished lecturers from different conti-
nents. The 2003 congress was of special significance because
the president of the FDI, Dr H-R. Yoon from South Korea
(2003 — 2005) and the executive director J. Barnard from
South Africa attended the congress. The 2008 congress was
attended by the FDI president at that time, Dr B. Conrod
from Canada (2007 — 2009), president of the ERO FDI P
Hescot from France (2007 — 2010), today’s ERO FDI pres-
ident G. Seeberger from Italy (2010 — 2013) and the presi-
dent of the ERO FDI Educational committee, Professor A.
Mersel, PhD, from Israel (5, 11).

Amongst other international conventions, the Society
participated in the organization of the International Alpe-
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Adria sa Stomatoloskom sekcijom Zdravniskog drustva Slovenije
(Portoroz, 1992., 1994., 1996., 1997., 1998.) i Medunarod-
nog kongresa Bosne i Hercegovine u suorganizaciji sa Stomato-
loskim drustvom Bosne i Hercegovine (Neum, 2009.).

Kada se u ovom kontekstu spominje organizacija stru¢-
no-znanstvenih skupova, iskljucivo se misli na one u orga-
nizaciji Hrvatskoga stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a, a ne i na
skupove koje su organizirala specijalisticka drustva HLZ-a
osnovana nakon 1970. ili Hrvatska stomatoloska komora usta-

novljena 1995. godine.

Znanstveno-strucni casopisi

Pocetak informiranja stomatologa u Hrvatskoj posred-
stvom znanstveno-strunih Casopisa vezan je za ¢lanove ta-
dasnje stomatoloske udruge u Hrvatskoj — Stomaroloskog
drustva Savske Banovine. Nakon Kongresa stomatologa Jugosla-
vije u Crikvenici (1933.), ¢lan Drustva dr. J. Kallay preuzima
duznost urednika Casopisa Stomatoloski glasnik, glasila Save-
za stomatoloskih drustava Kraljevine Jugoslavije koji do 1937.
izlazi u Ljubljani. Godine 1937. uredni$tvo se seli u Zagreb,
u prostorije danasnjeg Hrvatskoga lijecnickog zbora, a Caso-
pis uskoro dobiva ime Folia stomatologica Cija dva volumena
ureduje dr. I. Cupar (1937. — 1938.) i jo§ dva dr. ]. Kallay
(1939. — 1940.). Godine 1949. Folia stomarologica ponovno
izlazi, a ureduje je prof. dr. sc. I. Cupar. Casopis prestaje izla-
ziti 1950. iz financijskih razloga. Ovdje jo$ treba istaknuti da
je dr. Kallay, ugledan ¢lan Drustva, godine 1935. i 1936. ure-
dio i dva broja Paradentoze, povremenog Casopisa za publi-
ciranje rezultata parodontoloskih istrazivanja ¢lanova Drus-
twa ARPA Jugoslavica, ogranka tadasnje udruge International
Association for Research in Paradentosis (ARPA), (4,7,8).

Danas je Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo HLZ-a, zajedno
sa Stomatoloskim fakultetom Sveulilista w Zagrebu, naklad-
nik znanstveno-stru¢nog Casopisa Acta stomatologica Croati-
ca osnovanog 1966. godine, ¢iji je prvi i dugogodisnji ured-
nik bio prof. dr. sc. Z. Njemirovskij, jedan od pionira studija
stomatologije u Hrvatskoj, bivsi predsjednik Drustva (1961.-
1966.) i prodekan Fakulteta. Danasnji glavni urednik toga
casopisa, prof. dr. sc. H. Brki¢, ujedno je i potpredsjednik
Hrvatskoga stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a i prodekan Fakul-
teta, a od listopada ove godine preuzima i duznost dekana
Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista w Zagrebu. Godine 1993.
Drustvo je jo$ bilo suosnivac i nakladnik Hrvatskoga stomato-
loskog viesnika, zajedno sa Stomatoloskom poliklinikom Zagreb
(urednik prof. dr. sc. V. Jerolimov, 1993. — 1996.). Hrvatsko
stomatolosko drustvo HLZ-a, u dogovoru sa sunakladnikom
Stomatoloskom poliklinikom Zagreb, a na prijedlog uredni-
ka Casopisa, 1996. predaje ¢asopis u nakladni$tvo i na dalj-
nje uredivanje Hrvatskoj stomatoloskoj komori, smatrajuéi da
¢e takav Casopis, prema svojem profilu, biti korisniji upravo
osnovanoj Komori (4,8).

Medunarodna djelatnost

Pocetak medunarodne povezanosti hrvatskih stomatolo-
ga s FDI-jem seze u prvu polovicu 20. stolje¢a. Tu treba ima-
ti na umu ¢injenicu da je dr. I. Cupar jos 1939. i 1940. godi-
ne, kao zacetnik i jedan od prvih nastavnika kasnijeg studija
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Adria symposiums with Dental section of Medical society of
Slovenia (Portoroz, 1992, 1994, 1996, 1997, 1998) as well
as the International congress of Bosnia and Herzegovina or-
ganized by the Dental society of Bosnia and Herzegovina
(Neum, 2009).

When professional and scientific conventions are men-
tioned in this context, the ones that are considered are the
ones organized by the Croatian dental society of CMA but
not the conventions organized by the Specialist societies
of CMA founded after 1970 or Croatian dental chamber,
founded in 1995.

Scientific and professional journals

The early beginning of education through publications
started during the time of the Dental society of Savska Ban-
ovina. After the Dental congress of Yugoslavia had been held
in Crikvenica (1933), a member of the Society, Dr J. Kallay
took the responsibility of editing the journal “Stomatoloski
glasnik”, the official journal of the Alliance of dental societies
of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia. The journal was first published
in Ljubljana in 1937. In 1937, the editorial office moved to
Zagreb, in the offices of today’s Croatian Medical Associa-
tion. The journal was renamed to “Folia stomatologica”. The
first two volumes were edited by Dr I Cupar (1937 — 1938),
and other two were edited by Dr J. Kallay (1939 - 1940).
In 1949,”Folia stomatologica” was published again and edit-
ed by Professor 1. Cupar. In 1950, the journal folded due to
financial reasons. It should also be mentioned here that Dr
Kallay edited two editions of the journal “Paradentoza” be-
tween 1935 and 1936. This magazine served as a publishing
venue for current research on the topic by the members of the
ARPA Yugoslavia Society (4, 7, 8).

The Croatian Dental Society of HLZ together with the
School of Dental Medicine, University of Zagreb have been
working together on publishing the magazine called “Acta
Stomatologica Croatica“ founded in 1966. The magazine’s
first editor-in-chief was Professor Z. Njemirovskij. He was one
of the pioneers of dentistry in Croatia, former president of the
Society (1961-1966) and vice dean of the School. Today’s chief
editor of this magazine is Professor H. Brki¢, PhD. He is also
the vice president of the Croatian Dental Society of CMA and
Vice Dean of the School. Starting in December of this year,
he will become the Dean of the School of Dental Medicine,
University of Zagreb. In 1993, the Society was the cofounder
and publisher of the magazine called “Hrvatski stomatoloski
vijesnik” (Croatian dental journal). The other founding insti-
tution was the Dental Polyclinic Zagreb (editor was Professor
V. Jerolimov, PhD 1993 — 1996). The Croatian Dental Society
of CMA in the agreement with the Dental Polyclinic Zagreb
transferred the editorial responsibilities to the Croatian Den-
tal Chamber in 1996. The idea was that the journal would be

more useful to the newly founded chamber (4, 8).

International activity

The international collaboration between Croatian den-
tists and the FDI started during the first half of the 20th
century. It should be stated here that Dr I. Cupar was the
president of the Croatian dental society in the Alliance of
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stomatologije u Hrvatskoj, u to doba bio predsjednik i pred-
stavnik Hrvatskoga stomatoloskog drustva u Savezu stomatolos-
kih drustava Kraljevine Jugoslavije, a ujedno je predstavljao taj
Savez u upravnim tijelima FDI-ja (4,7,10).

U novo se doba prvi pokusaj ukljucivanja Hrvatskoga sto-
matoloskog drustva u FDI dogodio za mandata predsjedni-
ce prof. dr. sc. A. Arambasin-Ceki¢ (1986. — 1992.), tada i
prodekanice Fakulteta, dok jos Republika Hrvatska nije bi-
la medunarodno priznata. Medunarodna aktivnost Drustva,
u formalnom i sadrzajnom smislu, mogla se dalje razvija-
ti tek nakon osamostaljenja i medunarodnog priznanja ze-
mlje 1992. godine, $to je bio preduvjet da Hrvatsko stomato-
losko drustvo HLZ-a preda potpuno dokumentiranu molbu
za uclanjenje u FDI i ERO—FDI. U tom su smislu obavlje-
ne i opsezne konzultacije s tadasnjim predsjednikom ERO-
FDI-ja dr. A. Schneiderom iz Njemacke (1992. — 1998.) ti-
jekom medunarodnog skupa u Portorozu u svibnju 1992.
Iste godine, u rujnu na kongresu FD/-ja u Berlinu, Drustvo
je primljeno u redovito ¢clanstvo FDI World Dental Federati-
ona i Europske regionalne organizacije FDI-ja (ERO-FDI-ja)
za mandata predsjednika Drustva prof. dr. sc. V. Jerolimova
(1992. —1998.; 2007. — danas), kasnijeg dekana Stomatolos-
kog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu (1995. — 1999.). U tim je
nastojanjima Dru$tvo imalo i veliku potporu Stomatoloskog
Jakulteta Sveucilista w Zagrebu tijekom mandata dekana prof.
dr. sc. G. Knezevica (1990. — 1995.), kasnijeg predsjednika
Drustva (1998. — 2007.). Od toga trenutka — od 1992. do
danas — predstavnici Drustva sudjeluju u radu skupstine na
godi$njim kongresima FDI-ja i na godi$njim plenarnim sjed-
nicama ERO-FDI-ja, u radu vaznih odbora i radnih grupa te
u drugim aktivnostima u tom okruzju.

Zahvaljujuéi viSegodi$njim nastojanjima Hrvatskoga sto-
matoloskog drustva HLZ-a, zajedno s tada$njom Hrvatskom
stomatoloskom komorom (predsjednik dr. 7. Zubovi¢, 1995.
—2006.), Drustvo 2001. organizira Godisnju plenarnu sjed-
nicu Europske regionalne organizacije FDI-ja u Dubrovniku,
za mandata predsjednika ERO-FDI-ja P. Miiller-Boschun-
ga iz Svicarske (1998. — 2001.). Gosti su bili predsjednik
FDI-ja dr. A. Ratnanesan iz Malezije (2001. — 2003.), bivsi
predsjednik te organizacije dr. H. Erni iz Svicarske (1995. —
1997.), kasnija predsjednica dr. M. Aerden iz Belgije (2005.
—2007.) i danasnji predsjednik dr. O. Monteiro da Silva iz
Portugala (2011. - 2013.).

Nadalje, Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo HLZ-a kandidira-
lo se 2008. godine i za organizaciju kongresa FDI-ja u Za-
grebu, predvidenog za 2011. Zato je u Zagrebu odrzan sa-
stanak s tada$njim izvr$nim direktorom te organizacije dr. J.
Barnardom iz Juznoafricke Republike i direktorom Kongre-
snog odjela FDI-ja ]. Wilsonom iz Velike Britanije. lako su
u Upravi FDI-ja vilo pozitivno ocijenili na$ opsezni elaborat
za organizaciju potencijalnog kongresa, od skupa smo morali
odustati zbog nedostatnih smjestajnih kapaciteta.

Godine 2009. Drustvo organizira u Zagrebu vrlo uspje-
$an sastanak predstavnika zemalja ¢lanica FDI-ja, sudionica
projekta o preventivi pod nazivom Live, Learn and Laugh, u
kojem godinama sudjeluje i nase Dru$tvo. Voditeljica dije-
la LLL-projekra za Hrvatsku je mr. sc. V. Barac-Furtinger, dr.
med. dent., tajnica Drustva.
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dental societies of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia in 1939 and
in 1949. He represented that Alliance within the FDI’s gov-
erning body. He also became one of the first professors at the
School of Dental Medicine in Zagreb (4, 7, 10).

Recently, the first attempt to include the Croatian Den-
tal Society into the FDI was during the presidency of Cro-
atian Dental Society of CMA by Professor A. Arambasin —
Ceki¢ (1986-1992). The professor was also a vice dean of the
School. This all happened while Croatia was still not recog-
nized as an independent country. Only after Croatia gained
its independence in 1992, was it possible for the Society to de-
velop on the international plan. The country’s independence
was the prerequisite for the Croatian Dental Society of CMA
to file for membership in the FDI and ERO FRI. Dr A. Sch-
neider from Germany (1992 — 1998) was the president of the
ERO FRI at that time, and he acted as a consultant during the
international convention in Portoroz, May 1992. During that
same year at the congress in Berlin, September 1992, the So-
ciety was admitted to FDI and ERO FDI during the Society’s
presidency of Professor V. Jerolimov. The professor later be-
came the Dean (1995 — 1999) of the School of Dental Med-
icine in Zagreb. During the endeavors to be acknowledged
by the FDI, the Society had a full support from the School
of Dental Medicine, during the mandate of Professor G.
KneZevi¢ (1990 — 1995) who was the Dean at that time, later
on of the Society (1998 — 2007). From 1992 until today, the
Society’s representatives have been participating in the yearly
FDI conventions and in the yearly plenary conventions of the
EDO FDI. They also participate in the important committees
and work groups involving the ERO FDI activities.

Due to many efforts in international collaboration, the
Croatian Dental Society of CMA together with the Croatian
Dental Chamber (president Dr 7. Zubovi¢, 1995 — 2006)
had the opportunity to organize the yearly plenary confer-
ence of ERO FDI in Dubrovnik in 2001. Honorary guests of
those conventions were the president of the FDI at that time,
Dr A. Ratnanesan from Malaysia (2001 — 2003), former
president of the FDI, Dr H. Erni from Switzerland (1995 —
1997), the future president of the FDI, Dr M. Aerden from
Belgium (2005 —2007) and the current president of the FDI,
dr. O. Monteiro da Silva from Portugal (2011 —2013).

Furthermore, the Croatian Dental Society of CMA was
nominated in 2008 to organize the FDI congress in Zagreb
that was supposed to take place in 2011. The meeting orga-
nized in Zagreb was attended by the executive director of the
FDI, DrJ. Bernard from South Africa and the director of the
congressional part, Mr. J. Wilson from Great Britain. The
FDI’s administration graded the proposal as very successful
one but due to the lack of accommodation capacity, the pro-
posal did not pass.

In 1999, the Society organized a very successful meet-
ing in Zagreb that was attended by all the FDI member state
representatives. The meeting was held during the FDI con-
vention called Live, Learn and Laugh. The person in Cro-
atia responsible for the conventions was DMD V. Barac —
Furtinger, MS, the Society’s secretary.

Some members of the Society decided to take over pres-

tigious responsibilities in FDI and ERO FDI. DMD V. Ba-
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Neki ¢lanovi Drustva preuzimaju i istaknute duznosti u
FDI-ju i ERO-FDI-ju, pa tako mr. sc. V. Barac-Furtinger po-
staje predsjednica radne skupine Zene u stomatologiji ERO-
FDI-ja te potpredsjednica sekcije Women dentists worldwide
FDIja. Prof. dr. sc. V. Jerolimov tajnik je Odbora za eduka-
ciju ERO—FDIja i osoba za vezu (Liaison Officer) izmedu
akademske i prakti¢ne stomatologije zemalja ¢lanica ERO-
FDI-ja, a takoder sudjeluje u provedbi dvaju projekata iz tog
djelokruga. Treba posebno istaknuti da su neki ugledni ¢la-
novi naseg Drustva, ujedno profesori Stomatoloskog fakulteta
Sveucilista u Zagrebu, bili pozvani predavadi na kongresima
FDIja: prof. dr. sc. H. Brki¢ (New Delhi, 2004.), prof. dr.
sc. 1. Mileti¢ (Dubai, 2007.) i prof. dr. sc. M. Valenti¢-Peru-
zovi¢ (Singapur, 2009.). Ove je godine pozvana predavacdica
na FDI-jevu kongresu u Hong Kongu bila tajnica Drustva
mr. sc. V. Barac-Furtinger. Prof. dr. sc. V. Jerolimov bio je po-
zvani voditelj Simpozija stomatoloske protetike na Trecem pa-
neuropskom stomatoloskom kongresu koji je organizirao ERO-

FDI (Kijev, 2009.).

Drustvena uloga

Aktivnost Hrvatskoga stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a tije-
kom povijesti, posebice nekih njegovih ¢lanova, izravno je ili
posredno utjecala na razvoj svijesti o vaznosti oralnog zdrav-
lja u nas te na razvijanje mreze fakultetski obrazovanih zdrav-
stvenih kadrova stomatoloskog usmjerenja, tada $kolova-
nih samo u inozemstvu. Tako se postupno doslo i do ideje
o osnutku visokoskolskog studija stomatologije u Hrvatskoj,
najprije organiziranog u okviru Odontoloskog odsjeka Medi-
cinskog fakulteta Sveucilistu w Zagrebu 1948. godine, koji za-
tim 1962. prerasta u samostalni Stomatoloski fakultet Sveuci-
lista w Zagrebu (7,10,12 — 13).

[ kada je ve¢ rije¢ o osnutku visokoskolskog studija sto-
matologije u Hrvatskoj, treba posebno istaknuti da je prof.
dr. sc. I Cupar bio posljednji predsjednik Hrvatskoga sto-
matoloskog drustva u razdoblju prije Drugoga svjetskog rata
(1939.-1940.), a zatim i prvi predsjednik Stomatoloske sekci-
je Zbora lijecnika Hrvatske nakon njezina reaktiviranja 1947.
Takoder je bio dekan Medicinskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Za-
grebu (1949./1950.), te je u sklopu te visokoskolske ustano-
ve 1948. osnovao Odontoloski odsjek. Nesto kasnije profesor
Cupar postaje akademikom (1958.), a zatim uglednim tajni-
kom Razreda za medicinske znanosti Jugoslavenske akademije
znanosti i umjetnosti (1959.-1973.). Ponajprije treba reci da
je prof. dr. sc. I. Cupar bio glavni motivator i osniva¢ stoma-
toloskog studija u Hrvatskoj te da je okupio strucni tim koji
je takav studij postupno oblikovao do utemeljenja samostal-
nog Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista w Zagrebu. Vazna je bi-
la i okolnost da je novoosnovani studij stomatologije ve¢ od
ranije imao visokoskolsku razinu. U prvom redu to se odno-
si na pojavu lije¢nika-zubara, uglednog ¢lana Drustva zubnih
lijecnika Savske Banovine prof. dr. sc. E. Radoseviéa, stru¢nja-
ka i znanstvenika europske razine i na njegovu Katedru za sto-
matologiju na tada$njem Lijecnickom fakultetu Kraljevine Sr-
ba, Hrvata i Slovenaca uw Zagrebu, osnovanu jos 1922., dakle
ve¢ prije punih 90 godina. U prakti¢nom smislu za organiza-
ciju klinicke nastave iz stomatoloskih predmeta, osim tadas-
nje Stomatoloske klinike na Salati, olakotna je okolnost bila
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rac — Furtinger, MS, became the president of the Woman in
dentistry working group of ERO FDI and vice-president of
FDTI’s section Women dentist worldwide. Professor V. Jeroli-
mov became the secretary of the Educational committee of
ERO FDI and a liaison officer between academic and practi-
cal dentistry of the ERO FDI member states. He also partic-
ipated in the implementation of two projects from that do-
main. It should also be mentioned that a few distinguished
professors from the School of Dental Medicine in Zagreb, al-
so the members of the Society, were invited as guest speakers
on several FDI conventions: Professor H. Brki¢ (New Del-
hi, 2004), Professor I. Mileti¢ (Dubai, 2007) and Professor
M. Valenti¢-Peruzovi¢ (Singapur, 2009). This year the guest
speaker invited to the Hong Kong FDI congress is the dis-
tinguished member of the Society, V. Barac-Furtinger, MS.
Professor V. Jerolimov was a host of the Symposium of prost-
hodontics during the 3* Paneuropean dental congress orga-

nized by the ERO FDI held in Kiev, 2009.

The role in society

The activity of the Croatian dental society of CMA and
its members throughout history has influenced the overall at-
titude towards oral health. It has also influenced the devel-
opment of academic staff and educational facilities in Croa-
tia. Slowly but surely, the idea of developing an independent
school for educational purposes started with the Odontolo-
gy department of the School of Medicine in Zagreb in 1948
and culminated with the independent School of Dental
Medicine, University of Zagreb in 1962 (7, 10, 12, 13).

Professor 1. Cupar was the last president of the Croa-
tian dental society during the period before the World War
IT (1939 — 1940) and the first president of the Dental section
of the Medical assembly of Croatia after it was reactivated in
1947. He also served as the Dean of the School of Medicine in
Zagreb (1949 — 1950) when he founded the Odontology de-
partment. Later on, professor Cupar became Fellow of the Yu-
goslav Academy of Science and Art (1958), and soon after dis-
tinguished secretary of the Department of Medical Sciences of
this Academy (1959-1973). It should be emphasized that Pro-
fessor . Cupar was the main motivator and founder of den-
tal education in Croatia by gathering the professional team
that shaped the path to independence for the School of Den-
tal Medicine, University of Zagreb. The important circum-
stance is that the newly founded school of dentistry had a sol-
id foundation in higher education. All the credits for this go
to the Professor E. Radosevi¢, a distinguished member of the
Society of medical dentists of Savska Banovina, an expert and
renowned scientist and a chair of the Department for dentist-
ry at the Medical College of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats
and Slovenians in Zagreb founded in 1922, which was more
than 90 years ago. In the practical sense, in order to organize
the clinical part of the education, he used the already existing
place in Gunduli¢eva 5, where a Dental trade school was oper-
ational between 1947 and 1950. The property was claimed by
the Odontology department of the School of Medicine, and
from 1962 it operated as the independent School of Dental
Medicine, University of Zagreb (3, 4, 6 — 8, 10).
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i to $to su ve¢ postojale prostorije i oprema u Gunduli¢evoj
ulici 5, gdje je od 1947. do 1950. djelovala tzv. Visa zubarska
Skola Liji je sljednik poslije bio Odontoloski odsjek Medicinskog
fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, a od 1962. godine Stomatolos-
ki fakulter Sveucilista w Zagrebu (3,4,6 — 8,10).

Treba re¢i da se od tada, dakle od uvodenja visokoskolske
nastave stomatologije u Hrvatskoj, uobicajilo da Hrvatsko sto-
matolosko drustvo vode autoriteti HSD-HLZ-a, istaknuti pro-
fesori Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, $to govori
o iznimno ¢vrstoj i kvalitetnoj sprezi Fakulteta i Drustva ti-
jekom proteklih desetljeéa. Osim kolegice dr. Nade Hanze-
kovi¢ (1971. - 1972.), svi ostali predsjednici Drustva bili su,
kronoloskim redom, profesori Fakulteta: Ivo Cupar, Zdenko
Njemirovskij, Vladimir Lapter, Milutin Dobreni¢, Vladimir
Amdel, Ana Arambasin-Ceki¢, Vjekoslav Jerolimov i Goran
Knezevi¢, medu kojima je petero bivsih dekana i dvoje pro-
dekana Fakulteta.

Prije vise od cetiri desetlje¢a vrlo uspjesni predsjednik ta-
dasnje Stomatoloske sekcije ZLH-a i prodekan Fakulteta, prof.
dr. sc. Z. Njemirovskij, napisao je: Rad Stomaroloske sekcije
ZLH-a usko je povezan s naobrazbom stomatoloskih kadrova
u Hrvatskoj na fakultetskom nivou. ........ Osnutak Odontolos-
kog odlsjeka Medicinskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, odno-
sno osamostaljenje Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagre-
bu, ima velik utjecaj u pravcu intengiviranja rada Sekcije. Te
su rijeci, s danasnje distance gledano, bile potpuno utemelje-
ne i znakovite, samo su s viemenom dobile jos snazniju vri-
jednost (4).

Razvojem struke od 1959. nadalje, postupno se uvode
specijalizacije iz razli¢itih grana stomatologije, a nakon 1966.
osnivaju se i odgovarajuca specijalisticka stomatoloska drus-
vom redu uclanjeni u Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo kao svo-
je krovno drustvo unutar HLZ-a. U mnogim aktivnostima
HSD-HLZ-a sudjeluju i predstavnici specijalistickih stoma-
toloskih drustava HLZ-a, $to je narodito bilo vidljivo tije-
kom organizacije medunarodnih kongresa Hrvatskoga stoma-
toloskog drustva HLZ-a, osobito onog posljednjeg odrzanog
2008. u Zagrebu (8,9,11).

Vazno je jos istaknuti da su 1995. godine, temeljem tadas-
njih zakonskih odredbi, Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo HLZ-
a i Stomaroloski fakulter Sveucilista w Zagrebu postali osniva-
¢i Hruatske stomatoloske komore, strukovne udruge kakve su
u mnogim zemljama ve¢ postojale. Prve aktivnosti u vezi s
osnutkom Komore bile su poduzete ve¢ ranije za mandata
predsjednice Hrvatskoga stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a, prof.
dr. sc. A. Arambasin-Ceki¢. Godine 1995., na temelju ta-
dasnjih novih zakonskih odredbi, postupak osnivanja vodio
je tzv. Inicijativni odbor na Celu s predsjednikom Hrvatskoga
stomatoloskog drustva HLZ-a prof. dr. sc. V. Jerolimovim. Go-
dine 1995. Komora je kona¢no osnovana zahvaljujuéi surad-
nji Drustva i Stomatoloskog fakulteta Sveulilista u Zagrebu, za
mandata dekana prof. dr. sc. G. KneZevica (14).

Hrvatsko stomatolosko drustvo HLZ-a

It should be emphasized that ever since the higher dental
education was founded in Croatia, the usual practice was that
the authorities from the Croatian Dental Society of CMA
work as professors at the School. This stresses the strong con-
nections between the school and the society itself during last
several decades. With the exception of Dr Nada Hanzekovi¢
(1971 - 1972), all other presidents of the Society worked as
professors at the School: Ivo Cupar, Zdenko Njemirovskij,
Vladimir Lapter, Milutin Dobreni¢, Vladimir Amsel, Ana
Arambasin-Ceki¢, Vjekoslav Jerolimov and Goran Knezevié.
This list also counts five Deans and two Vice Deans.

More than four decades ago, a very successful president
of the former Dental section of CMA and a Vice Dean of
the School, Professor Z. Njemirovskij wrote: “The activities
of the Dental section of CMA are closely connected with the
education of the academic staff in Croatia working at the
University level...the foundation of the Odontology depart-
ment of the School of Medicine, University of Zagreb, more
correctly the independence of the School of Dental Medicine
had a great influence on the Section itself”. These words,
from today’s perspective, were not only completely sound
and meaningful but became more significant over time (4).

With the development of the dental profession and start-
ing from 1959, specialized fields of dentistry were slowly in-
troduced to the profession. After 1966, appropriate special-
ized dental societies of Croatian medical association (CMA)
were slowly introduced as well dictating that their members
first need to be members of the Croatian dental society. CDS
CMA participates in many activities as a representative of
the specialized fields in dentistry, a fact clearly seen when in-
ternational conventions are organized by the Croatian Den-
tal Society of CMA, especially the last one held in Zagreb in
2008 (8,9, 11).

It is important to mention that in 1995, the Croatian
Dental Society of CMA and the School of Dental Medicine,
University of Zagreb founded the Croatian Dental Chamber.
The Chamber acts as a professional association. The initial
activities concerning the formation of the Chamber were un-
dertaken during the mandate of the Professor A. Arambasin
— Ceki¢, the president of the Croatian Dental Society at that
time. In 1995, based on the newly formed legal regulations,
the procedure to form the Chamber was run by the Initiative
committee, managed by the president of the Croatian Den-
tal Society at that time, Professor V. Jerolimov. In 1995, the
Chamber was finally formed under the joint effort by the So-
ciety and the School of Dental Medicine, University of Za-
greb under the mandate of the Dean G. Knezevi¢ (14).
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Zaklju¢ak

I dalje je vazno razvijati dobar odnos medu krovnim in-
stitucijama u hrvatskoj stomatologiji koje ¢ine Drustvo, Ko-
mora i svi studiji stomatologije u zemlji (u Zagrebu, Rije-
ci i Splitu).

The position and the respectability of the Society in the
international surroundings have improved during the last
couple of decades and that is the course we should stay on.
The members should continue with completion of their ob-
ligations towards the Society, towards the ERO FDI and to-
wards the obligations concerning the international scientific
projects. It is also very important to intensify the participa-
tion of our experts in dental education around the world and
vice versa as we expect more international experts to partici-
pate at the conventions and lifelong learning in Croatia.

In the light of the World oral health day, on September
the 12™ of this year, a special attention will be given to the
role the oral health plays in the overall general health qual-
ity. The date for oral health day is specific for several rea-
sons. First, the FDI founder, Dr Charles Gordon was born
on the September the 12 1854. Second, the historical In-
ternational conference of World Health Organization with
primary health care as the main topic was held on Septem-
ber the 12*, 1978 in Almaty, Kazakhstan. Therefore, by the
decision of the FDI, September 12 is dedicated to world,
regional and national manifestations dedicated to promote
and educate people about the importance of oral health. Our
Dental society will mark this special day by having the ap-
propriate public gathering and written proclamation for the
general public.

And finally, in the light of the 110" anniversary of the
Society, we will organize the 5™ International Congress of the
Croatian Dental Society of CMA.
