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Summary
REMAINS OF A ROMANIC CHURCH IN KAMESNICA

Bases of a semicircular apse and nave of a Romanesque church were uncovered in the village of Kamesnica,
during the reconstruction of the church of St Andrew. The gothic choir had been built on the bases of the Romanesque
nave. There is a graveyard around the churches.

This is a second example of sacral Romanesque architecture found so far in the area of KriZevci - in 1998 bases
of a semicircular apse of a Romanesque church were excavated.
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
