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Dear readers, 

 

We have behind us another consecutive successfully organized and 

executed scientific gathering that we shall remember by an unexpectedly high 

number of participants, as well as the high quality and presentation level of 

the papers presented. The impressions we may record are the beginnings of 

economic activity revitalization in Croatia. For us they are visible from a 

number of small, and yet reliable signals. Although lubricant consumption, 

and especially the structure and relations between given types in consumption, 

has over the past about ten years sufferred very considerable changes, we 

may observe and point out some significant characteristics signaling 

conclusions on moves toward a better functioning of the economy. This 

particularly regards the traffic and industrial production sphere. Many data 

point to the conclusion that total lubricant consumption, as well as that 

specific i.e. the volume of lubricants associated with a given performance of 

machinery and vehicles, has gone up these several last months. Similarly to 

other transition countries, we have also faced considerable changes in 

lubricant management and lubrication in this country. This may be seen from 

a much more rational procedure at relubrication, as well as oil fills, 

improved machinery and vehicle maintenance, and considerably lower 

lubricant losses due to the poor condition of machinery parts, poor sealing, 

or simply uncontrolled waste. 

Taking into account the said improvements and positive moves, based on 

the knowledge on total lubricant consumption and lubricant type structure, we 

are prone to conclude that – so it would seem – we are now over the lowest 

of a long term continuous decrease of the economic activity, especially in the 

industrial production area. Over the past few months, we have recorded an 

obvious increase. 

Even in ex-Yugoslavia, our experts, gathered in the Society for fuel and 

lubricant application, were far advanced in their knowledge and creativity. In 

the meantime, we have passed through difficult war years and are now 

endeavouring to regain our former abilities and knowledge. Young people are 

coming, willing to join the expert activities and approach global competition 

by their knowledge. Mutual exchange of information, as well as 

communications, have become incredibly advanced over the past few years, 
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opening possibilities that were only recently quite unfeasible. Product quality 

has in our midst completely approached the European level. 

The opening of our country towards its neighbours has improved 

considerably over the past years. That is why in the scope of organizational 

preparations for this year's Lubricants 2001 Symposium, we have felt that, 

apart from us, there are many other possible hotel guests, whereas, over the 

past over three decades, we were their only visitors in the second half of 

October. Based on sugesstions provided by tourist officials, during talks and 

preparations associated sith the organization, we have started thinking about 

possibly moving the date to late spring. Still, it would appear that the so far 

symposium date (second half of October) is favourable due to another, equally 

important reason. Namely, our symposium apart from the opportunity it 

provides for the experts and scientists to present the results of their work, 

also constitutes the place where businessmen make contacts and talk. We feel 

that many participants took part in the symposium with the intention of 

making most of the envisaged contacts at one place over only few days, 

especially those associated with the forthcoming business year. We feel that 

many businessmen will also be very mush interested in taking part in the 

work of the Round Table discussion, organized for the first time this year on 

the subject of lubricant management. We have recorded an unexpectedly high 

number of participants in the work of the Round Table: over 150. We shall 

most certainly try to incorporate the experience gathered during this year's 

Round Table in the concept of the next Lubricants 2003 Symposium. 

Changes in the political structure of our neighbouring ex-Yugoslav countries 

point to positive moves in the improvement of circumstances and conditions 

for establishing economic cooperation. The paths of goods exchange are being 

opened, proceded by increasingly improved human relations. There are 

initiatives to re-establish relations and co-operation among expert and social 

associations. Finally, we should expect that improved human relations and 

openness to co-operation shall make it possible for us to expand the for the 

time being limited and too small market.
