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About the Sea as a Test for Human Character

There are those for who the sea remains an eternal mystery: like
barbarians, drifted along from distant steppes on tired horses and
dusty teams, during their entire life they do not manage to read any-
thing from that indigo-blue plate, to them full with flickering unin-
telligible pictograms. For such ones, insensible to it, the sea only is a
separating element and a hindrance stopping peoples and keeping
them on distance. Since they do not respect the sea and do not know
to view it in all its dimensions, such ones do not know how to exploit
its major resources and therefore they regularly transform the sea in-
to an incubus and burden.

For the other ones, who grow up together with the sea, develop-
ing dependence on it, that same surface offers messages as clear as a
day, messages calming down the surrounding hills and directing all
those coming down to the sea toward cooperation and friendship. For
such ones, the sea is not a liquid purgative and a fish dwell, but a mod-
ification of customs, ideas, and ambitions, a view upon the world and
into the world. To take it away, after their opinion, means to close the
inflow offreshness into a national or individual mind, to cut offall the
ropes of an emptied ocean-going ship and to let it float dull and in-
different for its own route. To have a sea, on the other hand, means
to give one's own physiognomy up to the modeling games of its
aerosol, to establish one's place among the landmarks of the islands
and shores, and to move into such an arranged topography all one's
dreams as life-long household furniture.

Considering the Adriatic basin a metaphor of symbiosis of the peo-
ples that, due to historical circumstances, surround it or lean on it in
a less direct way, the goal of this Journal precisely is to promote the
values and ideas that we share, reminding thus of the fundaments of
a rich common Adriatic cultural tradition we can be proud of.
