Zarni grob kulturne grupe Barice-Gredani iz Malinovca kod Nasica
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Tijekom 2009. i 2010. godine proveden je niz zastitnih arheoloskih istrazivanja na trasi magistralnog plinovoda Slobodnica — Donji Miholjac.
Na jednom od istrazenih nalazista, oznacenom kao AN 39 Malinovac - Blata 1, pronaden je Zarni grob kulturne grupe Barice-Gredani iz vre-
mena kasnog bron¢anog doba. Grob se sastojao od manjeg kruznog ukopa u kojemu se nalazila keramicka posuda okrenuta dnom prema
gore. Ispod posude nalazile su se spaljene kosti odrasle pokojnice, a iznad sloj gareZi izmijesan s ulomcima dviju keramickih posuda i ostacima
ukrasne broncane igle. Vaznost nalaza je u tome sto je to dosad najsjeverniji pronadeni grob kulturne grupe Barice-Gredani, Cije se mati¢no
podrucje nalazi juZnije u Posavini. Nedaleko od mjesta pronalaska groba otkriveni su i ostaci naselja iz kasnog bron¢anog doba.

In 2009 and 2010 a series of rescue archaeological excavations were carried out on the route of the main pipeline Slobodnica — Donji Miholjac.
One of the excavated sites (AN 39 Malinovac-Blata 1) yielded an urn grave of the Barice-Gredani cultural group, dated to the Late Bronze Age.
The burial pit contained a ceramic urn, with the bottom turned upwards, covered with a layer of soot mixed with fragments of two ceramic
vessels and the head of a bronze pin. The urn contained cremated remains of an adult female. The importance of this site is in the fact that it is
the northernmost grave of the Barice-Gredani cultural group, which was widespread in the Posavina region. Near the grave a contemporary,
Late Bronze Age, settlement was detected.

Uvod

Nalaziste je otkriveno terenskim pregledom koji je pret-
hodio izgradnji magistralnog plinovoda Slobodnica — Donji
Miholjac. Tom prilikom na povrsini je prikupljena manja ko-
licina keramickih i litickih nalaza na osnovi kojih je nalaziste
okvirno datirano u neolitik/eneolitik i bron¢ano doba. Nala-
ziste je evidentirano i kasnije istraZeno pod nazivom AN 39
Malinovac - Blata 1. U blizini je pronadeno, i kasnije manjim
dijelom istrazeno, i naselje iz kasnog bron¢anog doba.' Vaz-
no je istaknuti da se u oba slucaja radilo o zastitnim arheo-
loskim istrazivanjima koja su obuhvatila iskljucivo trasu pli-
novoda Sirine 5 m. Zbog tih okolnosti nije bilo mogucée utvr-
diti je li rije¢ o usamljenom grobu, manjoj skupini grobova

Introduction

The site was discovered during a field survey before
the construction of the main pipeline Slobodnica - Donji
Miholjac. A small amount of ceramic and lithic fragments
discovered during the survey were dated to the Neolithic/
Eneolithic and the Bronze Age. The site was later excavated
under the name of AN 39 Malinovac - Blata 1. At the same
time, a small nearby Late Bronze Age settlement was de-
tected and excavated.' It is important to know that in both
cases the rescue archaeological excavations were mostly fo-
cused on the 5 m wide pipeline route. These circumstances
made it hard to determine whether this was a solitary grave,
a group of graves or a cemetery. However, the site is impor-

ili cijelom groblju. Bez obzira na to, nalaz je vazan jer je to
dosad najsjeverniji pronadeni grob kulturne grupe Barice-
Gredani. Podrucje rasprostiranja ove kasnobron¢anodobne
grupe vezano je uz rijeku Savu, odnosno slavonski i bosan-
ski dio Posavine. Istovremeno se na podruc¢ju Podravine ra-
sprostirao teritorij viroviticke grupe. Malinovac je smjesten
na slabije istrazenom podrucju izmedu teritorija ovih dviju
kasnobron¢anodobnih grupa (sl. 1).

Polozaj i opis nalazista

Selo Malinovac nalazi se oko 15 km sjeverno od Nasica,
uz cestu koja vodi prema Donjem Miholjcu. Arheolosko na-
laziSte smjeSteno je na poloZaju Blata, oko 2 kilometra za-
padno od sela. Rije¢ je o podru¢ju omedenom rijekom Vu-
¢icom s juzne, Sumom Jasenci sa zapadne i kanalom Stara
Vucica sa sjeverne strane (sl. 2). Danas cijelo podrugje Blata
prekrivaju obradene oranice, ali po vidljivoj mreZi nekadas-
njih kanala i vodotoka moze se pretpostaviti da je u pros-
losti bilo plavljeno. Predio, na kojemu su nadeni arheoloski
nalazi, blago je uzvisen u odnosu na okolno zemljiste. Istra-
Zivanjem je utvrdena jednostavna stratigrafska situacija.
Ispod sloja oranice, debljine oko 40 cm, nalazi se Zutosiva
zdravica sa zeljeznim oksidima. Strojnim uklanjanjem sloja
humusa otkriven je Zarni grob ¢ija se tamna zapuna jasno
isticala u odnosu na okolnu zemlju (sl. 3).

Opis groba

U grobnoj jami kruznog oblika, promjera 0,70 m i dubine
0,50 m, nalazila se keramicka posuda okrenuta dnom pre-
ma gore (sl. 4). Posuda je bila sacuvana in situ, ali izZlomljena
na brojne ulomke te je kasnije u potpunosti rekonstruirana
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tant because it is the northernmost detected grave of the
Barice-Gredani cultural group. It is known that this Late
Bronze Age cultural group was widespread near the Sava
River in the Slavonian and Bosnian part of Posavina. The
Podravina region is the area of the contemporary Virovitica
cultural group. Malinovac is located between the territories
of the two cultural groups from the Late Bronze Age (Fig. 1).

Description of the site

The village of Malinovac is situated approximately 15 km
north of Nasice, near the road to Donji Miholjac. The archae-
ological site is situated on the part named Blata, approxima-
tely 2 km west of the village (Fig. 2). The river Vucica makes
the southern, the Jasenci forest the western, and the Stara
Vucica canal the northern border. The site is situated on a
slightly elevated terrain in comparison with the surroundin-
gs.Judging by the remains of old land improvement ditches
the site of Blata was probably flooded in the past. The basic
stratigraphic picture is very simple, consisting of the upper,
0.40 m thick, layer of soil above the yellowish soil. The grave
filling was easily recognizable against the surrounding soil
(Fig. 3).

Grave description

A ceramic urn with the bottom turned upwards was
placed in a round pit (0.70x0.5 m) (Fig. 4). The urn, found
in a fragmented state, was subsequently completely re-
constructed (Fig. 5).2 The urn filling was composed of two

(sl. 5).2 U zapuni unutar Zare nalazila su se dva sloja. Gornji,
deblji sloj sastojao se od zute zemlje s tamnim mrljama, a
donji, tanji sloj sastojao se od spaljenih kostiju i garezi. Ukop
groba bio je ispunjen tamnom zemljom, gareZi, ulomcima
dviju keramickih posuda i manjom koli¢inom spaljenih ko-
stiju. U zapuni ukopa pronadena je i glava broncane igle i
ulomak smedeg roznjaka. Moguce je da je gornji dio groba
unisten obradom zemlje.

layers. Under the upper layer, which was yellow with dark
spots, was a layer made up of cremated bones, soot and as-
hes. The pit was filled with dark soil mixed with ashes and
fragments of two ceramic vessels, a small amount of crema-
ted bones, the head of a bronze pin and a stone fragment.
It is possible that the upper layer was destroyed due to soil
cultivation.

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Opis grobnih nalaza

1.Zara(sl.5;T.1:1)

Sirok lonac zaobljenog tijela, ravnog dna i lagano izvi-
jenog oboda. Na trbuhu se nalaze dvije simetri¢no postav-
liene horizontalne drske. Izraden je od neprocis¢ene gline
izmijeSane s kvarcnim pijeskom, tanjih je stijenki, s vanjske
strane je nesto grublje, a unutrasnje finije fakture. Boja je
neujednacena i krece se od smede do tamnosive. Prijelom
je takoder tamnosive boje. Na vanjskoj strani posude vidljivi
su tragovi izlaganja vatri. Dimenzije: Sirina dna: 11,5 cm; Siri-
na otvora: 33 cm; najveca Sirina: 37,8 cm; visina: 20 cm.

Description of grave finds

1.Urn (Fig.5; T.1: 1)

Wide pot with round body, flat base and slightly everted
rim. Two horizontally elongated handles, are placed sym-
metrically on the belly of the vessel. The exterior surface
of the urn is coarse and the interior is smoothed, brown to
dark-grey colour, with a dark-grey cross section. Traces of
burning are visible on the outside of the pot. Height: 20 cm;
rim diameter: 33 cm; greatest width: 37.8 cm; base diameter:
11.5cm.

Glava broncane igle. Rijec je o tipu igle sa spljostenom
kuglastom glavom ukrasenom horizontalnim urezima. Di-
menzije: Sirina: 1,5 cm; visina: 1,6 cm.

3.8alica(T.2: 1)

Salica ravnog dna, bikoni¢nog tijela s naglasenim prije-
lazom izmedu ramenaivrata posude. Obod je izvijen prema
van. Jedna Siroka trakasta rucka spaja obod i rame posude.

Antropoloska analiza®

Unutar Zare pronadena je veca koli¢ina spaljenih ljudskih
kostiju bijele i sive boje. Manja koli¢ina kostiju pronadena je
i u zapuni ukopa iznad Zare. Antropoloskom analizom utvr-
deno je da su kosti unutar i izvan Zare pripadale istoj oso-

A fragment of a bronze pin with flattened spherical
head.

3. Ceramic cup (T. 2: 1)

Biconical cup with flat base. The rim is slightly everted.
A wide strap handle connects the rim to the shoulder. The
exterior and interior surfaces are ochre colour. Height: 9.5
cm; rim diameter: 17 cm; greatest width: 19.5 cm; base di-
ameter: 6.5 cm.

4. Fragments of a vessel (T. 2: 2)

A vessel, probably a pot, with flat base and slightly
everted rim. The fabric is of poor quality and coarse with
thick walls. The colour varies from ochre to dark-grey. Base
diameter: 11 cm.

5. Stone flake (T. 1: 3)

Fragment of brown chert. Length: 2 cm; width: 1 cm;
thickness: 0.3 cm.

Anthropological analysis?®

The urn was filled with a large amount of cremated hu-
man bones. A smaller amount of bones was found in the
filling of the grave pit above the urn. The anthropological
analysis showed that the bones outside and inside the urn
belonged to the same person, It was determined, based on
the general gracility of bones and the morphology of the
cranial bones that the remains belonged to a person of

lubanje utvrdeno je da se radi o ostacima osobe Zenskog
spola. Na temelju zavrsetka rasta kostiju, gustoci trabekular-
ne kosti i stupnju spajanja kranijalnih Savova, procijenjena
dob osobe je 25 do 40 godina. Na pronadenim kostima nije
utvrdena prisutnost nikakvih patoloskih promjena (Slaus et
al. 2010: 39).

Pogrebni ritual

Kao i na drugim sli¢nim nalazistima, ni na ovom nisu
pronadeni ostaci lomace ili spalista pa nije poznato na ko-
jem se mjestu obavio obred spaljivanja. Ipak, zbog male
udaljenosti izmedu naselja i mjesta pokopa, mozemo samo
pretpostaviti da se obred spaljivanja obavio negdje u blizi-
ni. Zajedno s pokojnicom spaljen je i nakit (u ovom slucaju
broncana igla). Nema dokaza da su i dvije prilozene kera-
micke posude bile razbijene i bacene u vatru. Na vanjskoj
povrsini zare nalaze se tragovi izlaganja vatri, sto ne mora
biti vezano uz pogrebni ritual, ve¢ moze biti posljedica nje-
ne prijasnje upotrebe u ku¢anstvu. Zara je poloZena u grob-
nu jamu s dnom okrenutim prema gore $to je nacin pokopa
specifi¢an za kulturnu grupu Barice-Gredani. U stru¢noj lite-
raturi ustalilo se misljenje da su najprije spaljeni ostaci po-
kojnika bili istreseniiili poloZeni na dno grobne jame, a zatim
poklopljeni kerami¢kom posudom. Na ovaj dio pogrebnog
rituala grupe Barice-Gredani detaljno se osvrnuo B. Marijan
koji smatra da su kosti pokupljene u Zaru i zajedno polozene
u grob (Marijan 2010: 140-141). Nakon polaganja kostiju i za-
re u grobnu jamu, pokupljen je preostali materijal s lomace
(garez, ulomci keramike, glava broncane igle i manja kolici-
na kostiju) te je njime zatrpana zZara i grobna jama.* Nema
dokaza da je grob na povrsini imao neku vidljivu oznaku.

Kulturna i kronoloska pripadnost groba

Ovaj nalaz vec¢ je spomenut u stru¢noj literaturi u kon-
tekstu pojave dvaju usamljenih paljevinskih grobova (Ja-
kopovec, Malinovac) s poklopljenom Zarom na podrucju
Podravine. Ipak, pitanje o kulturnoj pripadnosti ovih dvaju
grobova ostalo je otvoreno (LoZnjak Dizdar 2011: 18, 30).
Grob iz Jakopovca kod Varazdina pronaden je slucajno i
sadrzavao je oSte¢enu Zaru okrenutu dnom prema gore.
lako je takav nacin pokopa karakteristican za grupu Barice-
Gredani, to nije bilo dovoljno da se grob pripise toj grupi
(Beki¢ 2006: 108; 2011: 65). Jedan od glavnih razloga, zasi-
gurno, je prevelika udaljenost od mati¢nog podrucja grupe
Barice-Gredani. Za grob iz Malinovca kod Nasica s velikom
sigurno$¢u mozemo tvrditi da pripada grupi Barice-Greda-
ni. Naime, nacin pokopa sa Zarom polozenom u grob dnom
okrenutim prema gore jedno je od glavnih obiljeZja po ko-
jem se ova grupa razlikuje od istovremene viroviti¢ke gru-
pe. Zbog toga ni udaljenost od mati¢nog podrucja grupe
Barice-Gredani nije razlog da se grob ne pripise toj grupi.
Sto se ti¢e grobnih nalaza (Zara, 3alica, ulomci lonca i bron-
¢ana igla), ni jedan od njih ne moze se vezati iskljucivo za
jednu kulturnu grupu, vec se javljaju u Sirem kontekstu kul-
ture polja sa zarama. Salica i lonac iz ovog groba kronoloski
nisu previse osjetljivi i javljaju se na brojnim kasnobronca-
nodobnim nalazistima grupa Virovitica i Barice-Gredani, ali
i u Sirem kompleksu kulture polja sa zarama. Zara ovog tipa

female sex. Based on the end of growth of the bones, the
density of the trabecular bone and the degree of fusion of
cranial sutures, the age was assessed at 25 to 40 years. No
pathological changes were observed on the bones (Slaus et
al. 2010: 39).

Burial rite

Similar to all other sites of this type no remains of a
pyre or a place of cremation were found, so it is unknown
where the cremation took place. However, due to the small
distance between the village and the place of burial, we
can only assume that the cremation ceremony took place
somewhere in the vicinity. The accessories (bronze pin)
were cremated together with the deceased. There is no evi-
dence that the two supplied ceramic pots were broken and
thrown into the fire. The exterior surface of the urn exhibits
traces of exposure to fire, which might not be related to the
funeralritual, but rather due toits previous use in the house-
hold. The urn was placed in the grave pit with the bottom
turned upwards, which is typical for the Barice-Gredani cul-
tural group. In the literature it is considered that the burnt
remains of the deceased were first shaken out or laid on the
bottom of a pit and then covered with a ceramic vessel. This
part of the funeral ritual of the Barice-Gredani group was
thoroughly commented by B. Marijan, who believes that
the bones were swept along in the urn and placed in a buri-
al pit (Marijan 2010: 140-141). The remains were afterwards
gathered into the urn together with the ashes and soot and
brought to the burial place. The rest of the material from
the pyre was also gathered (accessories, soot, ashes, bone
fragments and ceramic fragments) and used for covering
up the grave pit. There is no evidence that the grave had a
visible mark on the surface.

Cultural and chronological interpretation

This site was already mentioned in literature with ref-
erence to two solitary cremation graves (Jakopovec, Ma-
linovac) from the Podravina region. However, the ques-
tion of the cultural attribution of these two graves remains
unanswered (Loznjak Dizdar 2011: 18, 30). The grave from
Jakopovec near Varazdin had been found by accident and
contained a fragmented urn with the bottom turned up-
wards. Although this type of burial is characteristic for the
Barice-Gredani cultural group, this was not deemed as suf-
ficient evidence to attribute the grave to this cultural group
(Bekic¢ 2006: 108; 2011: 65). One of the reasons was certainly
the distance from the main area of the Barice-Gredani cul-
tural group. The grave from Malinovac near Nasice can be
attributed to the Barice-Gredani cultural group with great
certainty. Namely, the burial with the bottom of the urn
turned upwards is one of the main distinctions from the
contemporary Virovitica cultural group. The accessories
(cup, pot, bronze pin), however, are common in the wider
area of the Urnfield culture. This type of urn (wide pot) is not

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(Siroki lonac) nije ¢esto zastupljena na grobljima kasnog
bronc¢anog doba. Sli¢an oblik moze se naci u virovitickoj i
u grupi Barice-Gredani. Zara s ovog nalazi$ta pripada tipu
lll, 3 u statisticko-tipoloskoj analizi keramike grupe Barice-
Gredani s podrucja sjeverne Bosne (Ludaji¢ 2010: T. IlI: 3). Na
podrugju viroviticke grupe isti oblik posude zabiljezen je na
kasnobron¢anodobnom naselju Kalnik - Igris¢e (Karavani¢
2009: 21, sl. 19: A6 c). Donekle sli¢na Zara, samo s visokim
vratom, nadena je samo na paljevinskom groblju Drljano-
vac kod Nove Race (Majnari¢-Pandzi¢ 1994:T. 2: 4).

Najpogodniji nalaz za dataciju, svakako, je bron¢ana
igla sa spljostenom kuglastom glavom ukrasenom horizon-
talnim urezima. Javlja se u brojnim ostavama, grobljima i
naseljima te je obiljezje Il. faze kulture polja sa Zarama ko-
ja traje u Br D do Ha A1 (Miklik-Lozuk 2009: 15-16; Marijan
2010: 85-86). Igle spljostene glave, koje imaju bikoni¢nu
profilaciju, spadale bi u nesto stariji tip od varijante s kugla-
stom glavom, a traju i u Ha A1l stupnju (Marijan 2010: 86).
Prema tome, grob iz Malinovca mogli bismo to¢nije datirati
u stupanj Br D. Sli¢na igla pronadena je i na obliznjem nase-
lju (Nodilo, Baki¢-Stojsavljevi¢ 2010) $to ga, takoder, smjesta
u vrijeme kasnog bronc¢ano doba. Vise podataka o ovom
naselju bit ¢e dobiveno detaljnijom objavom svih rezultata
istrazivanja.

Grob iz Malinovca za sad je jedan od rijetkih materijal-
nih dokaza prisutnosti grupe Barice-Gredani u Podravini.
Odnosno, on je jo$ jedan dokaz da je uzdignuti dakovacko-
vinkovacki ravnjak bio podru¢je preko kojeg se ostvarivao
dodir kasnobron¢anodobnih kulturnih grupa Virovitica i
Barice-Gredani (Loznjak Dizdar 2011: 18, 30).
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common on cemeteries of the Late Bronze Age. The similar
shape can be found in the Virovitica and Barice-Gredani cul-
tural groups. The urn from this site is identical to the type
lll, 3 in the typological analysis of the Barice-Gredani cul-
tural group pottery from the north Bosnian region (Ludaji¢
2010: T. lll: 3). In the area of the Virovitica group the same
vessel form can be found at the Late Bronze Age settlement
Kalnik—IgriS¢e (Karavani¢ 2009: 21, Fig. 19: A6 c). An almost
identical urn, only with a taller neck, was found at the site of
Drljanovac near Nova Raca (Majnari¢-Pandzi¢ 1994:T. 2: 4).
The bronze pin with flattened spherical head decorat-
ed with incised horizontal lines is an easily datable find. It
is common in hoards, cemeteries and settlements and is
typical for phase Il of the Urnfield culture, from Br D to Ha
A1 (Miklik-Lozuk, 2009: 15-16; Marijan 2010: 85-86). The bi-
conical pin with a stepped head is possibly a bit older, and
spherical-head pins last through Ha A1 (Marijan 2010: 86).
A similar pin was found in the nearby settlement (Nodilo,
Bakic¢-Stojsavljevic¢ 2010) dated to the late Bronze Age. More
information about this settlement will be available when all
the results of the investigation have been published.
Nevertheless, the grave from Malinovac remains a ma-
terial proof of the presence of the Barice-Gredani cultural
group in the Podravina region. This site is another proof
that the Vinkovci plateau was an area of intermingling of
the Barice-Gredani with the contemporary Late Bronze Age
Virovitica cultural group (LozZnjak Dizdar 2011: 18, 30).
