On May 25 2013, University of Zagreb School of Dental Medicine
Alumni organization (AMA SFZG) held the first meeting since its foun-
dation. The meeting venue was School of Dental Medicine. AMA SEZG
was founded last February as a medium of voluntary gathering and social-
izing of graduated students and friends of Zagreb School of Dental Medi-
cine. Organization’s mission is establishing ties with all generations of our
alumni from Croatia and from abroad, as well as promoting the profes-
sion, the School, and individuals through regular contacts and collabora-
tion, to our mutual benefit.

Young organization’s first meeting had a symbolic meaning, hence the
written invitations were addressed to our graduated students working in
Slovenia, as potential core for Alumni mundus, as well as to persons rep-
resenting School’s tradition and history: the first generation of graduat-
ed students and our retired professors. About 40 colleagues came to the
meeting.

Program commenced at 10 o'clock. Professor Hrvoje Brki¢, Dean
of School of Dental Medicine, also an initiator of all activities pertain-
ing to foundation of AMA SFZG, opened a meeting and greeted partici-
pants. President of AMA SFZG, Associate Professor Ivan Alajbeg, briefly
informed about an intention of School’s continuous care for alumni, es-
pecially for their life-long learning, but also about a philanthropic need
for two-way support, i.e. to give the School, which has given us a lot,
something back through means of AMA SFZG. This was followed by an-
nouncement of AMA SFZG Vice-President’s, Professor Jadranka Keros’
lecture. Lecture’s topic was our School’s history, since founding to pres-
ent days. Prof. Keros has splendidly coupled photographic documentation
with comments on circumstances and social frameworks within which de-
cisions, those important even for today’s Schools functioning, had been
made. It was nice to see photographs from several present participants
young days, and especially to reminisce of our colleagues and teachers
who, unfortunately, are no longer among us. After the lecture, participants
were expressing their views about professional issues and were suggesting
activities and need for alumni networking into a large organization. The
atmosphere was warm, cordial and dignified.

Formal part was followed by lunch organized at our School, followed
by informative and interesting guided tour of Zagreb sights, until 3 PM,
when we said our goodbyes.

AMA SFZG'’s intention was, through this particular selection of par-
ticipants, to form an initial force, which would contribute to forming and
strengthening ties within AMA SFZG by creating further networks. We
are convinced that good will and interest exist among our colleagues. This
gives us an impulse to spread AMA SFZG activities. Thus the next meet-
ing will have a universal tone, with invitations sent to all available address-
es of our colleagues in the country and worldwide.
