THE PARTIES TO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,
BEINC PARTIES to the International Convention on Oil Pollution

Preparedness, Response and Co-operation, done in London on 30 November
7990,

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT Resolution 10, on the expansion of the scope
of the International Convention on Oil Pollution Preparedness, Response
and Co-operation 1,990, to include hazardous and noxious substances,
adopted by the Conference on International Co-operation on Oil Pollution
Preparedness and Response 1990,

FURTHER TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that pursuant to Resolution 10 of
the Conference on International Co-operation on Oil Pollution Preparedness
and Response'1,990, the International Maritime Organization has intensified
its work, in collaboration with all interested international organizations, on
all aspects of preparedness, response and co-operation to poluttion incidents
by hazardous and noxious substances,

TAKING ACCOUNT of the "polluter pays" principle as a general princi-
ple of international environmental law,

BEING MINDFUL of the development of a strategy for incorporating the
precautionary approach in the policies of the International Maritime
Organization (IMO),

HAVE AGREED as follows:

ARTICLE 1

General proaisions

(1) Parties undertake, individually or jointly, to take all appropriate mea-
sures in accordance with the provisions of this Protocol and the Annex there-
to to prepare for and respond to a pollution incident by hazardous and nox-
ious substances.
(2) The Annex to this Protocol shall constitute an integral part of this
Protocol and a reference to this Protocol constitutes at the same time a refer-
ence to the Annex.

Opie odredbe

(1) Stranke preuzimaju, da ie pojedinadno ili u zajednici, poduzimati sve
prikladne mjere u skladu s odredbama ovog Protokola i njegovog Dodatka,
kako bi se pripremile i djelovale u sludaju nezgode onedi5ienja opasnim i
Stetnim tvarima.
(2) Dodatak ovog Protokola predstavlja njegov sastavni dio i pozivanje na
ovaj Protokol znaii istovremeno pozivanje na ovajDodatak.
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(3) This Protocol shall not apply to any warship, naval auxiliary or other ship
owned or operated by a State and used, for the time being, only on govern-
ment non-commercial service. However, each Party shall ensure by the
adoption of appropriate measures not impairing the operations or opera-
tional capabilities of such ships owned or operated by it, that such ships act
in a manner consistent, so far as is reasonable and practicable, with this
Protocol.

ARTICLE 2

Definitions

For the purposes of this Protocol:
(1) Pollution incident by hazardous and noxious substances (hereinafter
referred to as "pollution incident") means any occurrence or series of occur-
rences having the same origin, including fire or explosion, which results or
may result in a discharge, release or emission of hazardous and noxious sub-
stances and which poses or may pose a threat to the marine environment, or
to the coastline or related interests of one or more states, and which requires
emergency action or other immediate response.
(2) Hazardous and noxious substances (HNS) means any substance other
than oil which, if introduced into the marine environment is likely to create
hazards to human health, to harm living resources and marine life, to dam-
age amenities or to interfere with other legitimate uses of the sea.
(3) Sea ports and HNS handling facilities means those ports or facilities
where such substances are loaded into or unloaded from ships.
(4) Organization means the International Maritime Organization (IMO).
(5) Secretary General means the Secretary-General of the Organization.
(6) OPRC Convention means the International Convention on Oil Pollution
Preparedness, Response and Co-operation (OPRC) ,7990.

ARTICLE 3

Emergency plans and reporting

(1) Each Party shall require that ships entitled to fly its flag have on-board a

pollution incident emergency plan and shall require masters or other per-
sons having charge of such ships to follow reporting procedures to the
extent required by, and in accordance with the applicable provisions of the
conventions developed within the Organization which have entered into
force for that Party. On-board pollution incident emergency plans for off-
shore units, including Floating Production, Storage and Offloading Facilities
(FPSOs) and Floating Storage Units (FSUs) , should be dealt with under
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(3) Ovaj se Protokol neie primjenjivati na ratne brodove, pomoine ratne
brodove ili druge brodove u vlasni5tvu ili pod upravom neke drZave i na
one koji se trenutadno upotrebljavaju u drZavnoj nekomercijalnoj sluZbi.

(4) "Organizacija" znadi Medunarodnu pomorsku organizaciju (IMO) .

(5) "Glavni tajnik" oznadava glavnog tajnika organizacije.
(6) "OPRC Konvencija" znaii Medunarodna konvenciia o pripravnosti, akci-
ji i suradnji za sluiajonetiSienja uljem (OPRC), 1990.

Planoai za akciju i izujeitit:anie

(1) Svaka stranka duZna je zahtijevati da brodovi ovla5teni isticati njenu zas-

(2) Each Party shall require that authorities or operators in charge of such sea
ports and hazardous and noxious substances handling faciliiies under its
jurisdiction as it deems appropriate have hazardorc atrd-rro*ious substances
pollution emergency plans or similar arrangements which are co-ordinated
with the national system established in accordance with article 4 and
approved in accordance with procedures established by the competent
national authority.
(3) When the appropriate authorities of a Party learn of a pollution incident,
they shall notify other Parties whose interests are likely to be affected by
such incident.

ARTICLE 4
National and regional systems for prepnredness and response

(1.) Each party shall establish a national system for responding promptly and
effectively to pollution incidents. This system shall inilude ai a minimum

(a) the designation of:
(i) the competent national authority or authorities with responsibility
for preparedness for and response to pollution incidents;
(ii) the national operational contact point or points; and
(iii) an authority which is entitled to act on behalf of the state to
request assistance or to decide to render the assistance requested;

(b) a national contingency plan for preparedness and respbnse which
includes the organizational relationship of the various bodies involved,
whether public or private, taking into account guidelines developed by
the Organization.

(2) In addition, each Party, within its capabilities either individr,rally or
through bilateral or multilateral co-operation and, as appropriate, in co-
operation with the shipping industries and industries dealing with haz-
ardous and noxious substances, port authorities and other relevint entities,
shall establish:

(a) a minimum level of pre-positioned equipment for responding to pol-
lution incidents, commensurate with the risk involved, and programmes
for its use;
(b) a programme of exercises for pollution incident response organiza-
tions and training of relevant personnel;
(c) detailed plans and communication capabilities for responding to a
pollution incident. Such capabilities should be continuously available;
and
(d) a mechanism or arrangement to co-ordinate the response to a pollu-
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ma i/ili sustavima upravljanja okoliSom sadinjenima od strane trgovadkih
druStava, i ovaj se dlanak na navedene planove ne primjenjuje.
(2) Svaka je stranka duZna zahtijevati od uprava ili poduzetnika odgovornih

Nacionalni i regijski sustaai pripraanosti i akcije

(1) Svaka stranka duZna je uspostaviti nacionalni sustav zabrzu i djelotvor-
nu akciju u sludajevima nezgode onediSienja. Takav sustav mora ukljudivati
najmanje:

(a) naznaku:
(i) nadleZnog nacionalnog organa ili vlasti odgovornih za pripravnost
i akciju u sludajevima nezgode oneiiSienja;
(ii) nacionalnog operativnog centra ili centara veze; te
(iii) organa koji je ovlaSten u ime drtave zahtijevati pomoi ili
odludivati o pruZanju pomoii kada se ona zatraLi;

(b) nacionalni plan o pripravnosti i mjerama za akciju u nuZdi, koji
ukljuduje organizacijsku vezu izmedu razliditih javnih ili privatnih tijela,
koja u njoj sudjeluju, vodeii raduna o uputstvima Sto ih je utvrdila
Organizacija.

(2) Uz to, svaka stranka u okviru svojih moguinosti, pojedinadno ili putem
bilateralne ili multilateralne suradnje, te, kada je moguie, u suradnji s bro-
darskim gospodarstvom, i industrijom koja koristi opasne i Stetne tvari,
ludkim vlastima i ostalim odgovarajuiim naslovima, duZna je utvrditi:

(a) minimalne kolidine unaprijed pripremljene oPreme za pripravnost za

sludajeve nezgode onedi5ienja uskladene s postojeiim opasnostima, kao i
programe za njihovu upotrebu;
(b) program vjeZbi organizacija za akciju u sludaju nezgode oneii5ienja i
uvjeZbavanja odgovarajuieg osoblja;
(c) podroban plan i moguinosti veze u akciji povodom sludaja nezgode
oneiiSienja.

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tion incident with, if appropriate, the capabilities to mobilize the neces-
sary resources.

(3) Each Party shall ensure that current information is provided to the
organization, directly or through the relevant regional organization or
arrangements, concerning;

(a) the location, telecommunication data and, if applicable, areas of
responsibility of authorities and entities referred to in paragraph (1) (a);
(b) information on pollution response equipment and expertise in disci-
plines related to pollution incident response and marine salvage which
may be made available to other States, upon request; and
(c) its national contingency plan.

ARTICLE 5
International co-op eration in pollution response

(1) Parties agree that, subject to their capabilities and the availability of rele-
vant resources, they will co-operate and provide advisory services, technical
support and equipment for the purpose of responding to a pollution inc!
dent, when the severity of such incident so justifies, upon the request of any
Party affected or likely to be affected. The financing of the costs for such
assistance shall be based on the provisions set out in the Annex to this
Protocol.
(2) A Party which has requested assistance may ask the Organization to
assist in identifying sources of provisional financing of the costs referred to
in paragraph (1) .

(3) In accordance with applicable international agreements, each Party shall
take necessary legal or adminisirative measures to facilitate:

a) the arrival and utilization in and departure from its territory of ships,
aircraft and other modes of transport engaged in responding to a pollu-
tion incident or transporting personnel, cargoes, materials and equip-
ment required to deal with such an incident; and
(b) the expeditious movement into, through, and out of its territory of per-
sonnel, cargoes, materials and equipment referred to in subparagraph (a) .

ARTICLE 6

Research and deaelopment

(1) Parties agree to co-operate directly or, as appropriate, through the
Organization or relevant regional organizations or arrangements in the pro-
motion and exchange of results of research and development programmes
relating to the enhancement of the state-of-the-art of preparedness for and
response to pollution incidents, including technologies and techniques for
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onediSienja/ uz moguinost mobilizacije svih neophodnih sredstava,
prema prilikama.

(3) Svaka se stranka mora pobrinuti da se tekuie informacije, izravno ili
putem odgovarajuiih regijskih organizacija ili dogovora, dostavljaju
Organizaciji u pogledu:

Medunarodna suradnja u mjerema protizs oneiiitenja

(1) Na zahtjev svake stranke koja je ugroZena ili bi mogla biti ugroZena, a

kada ozbiljnost takve nezgode to zahtijeva, stranke su suglasne da ie prema
svojim moguinostima i raspoloZivim sredstvima suradivati i pruZati savje-
todavne usluge, tehniiku i materijalnu podrSku, kako bi se ostvarila akcija u
sludaju nezgode onediSdenja.

(1) Stranke su suglasne suradivati izravno ili, prema prilikama, putem

tion.
(2) To this end, Parties undertake to establish directly or, as appropriate,
through the organization or relevant regional organizations or arrange-
ments, the necessary links between Parties' research institutions.
(3) Parties agree to co-operate directly or through the organization or rele-
vant regional organizations or arrangements to promote, as appropriate, the
holding on a regular basis of international symposia on relevant subjects,
including technological advances in techniques and equipment for respond-
ing to pollution incidents.
(4) Parties agree to encourage, through the Organization or other competent
international organizations, the development of standards for compatible
hazardous and noxious substances pollution combating techniques and
equipment.

ARTICLE 7
Te chnical c o-op er ation

(1) Parties undertake directly or through the organization and other inter-
national bodies, as appropriate, in respect of preparedness for and response
to pollution incidents, to provide support for those Parties which request
technical assistance:

(a) to train personnel;
(b) to ensure the availability of relevant technology, equipment and facil-
ities;
(c) to facilitate other measures and arrangements to prepare for and
respond to pollution incidents; and
(d) to initiate joint research an development programmes.

(2) Parties undertake to co-operate actively, subject to their national laws,
regulations and policies, in the transfer of technology in respect of pre-
paredness for and response to pollution incidents.

ARTICLE 8
Promotion of bilateral and multilateral co-operation in preparedness and response

Parties shall endeavour to conclude bilateral or multilateral agreements
for preparedness for and response to pollution incidents. Copies of such
agreements shall be communicated to the Organization which should make
them available on request to Parties.

gations of any Party under any other convention or international agreement.

ARTICLE 1-O

Instit ut ional a gr e em ent s

(1) Parties designate the Organization, subject to its agreement and the avail-
ability of adequate resources to sustain the activity, to perform the following
functions and activities:

(a) information services:
(i) to receive, collate and disseminate on request the information pro-
vided by Parties and relevant information provided by other sources;
and
(ii) to provide assistance in identifying sources of provisional financ-
ing of costs;

(b) education and training:
(i) to promote training in the field of preparedness for and response to
pollution incidents; and
(ii) to promote the holding of international symposia;

(c) technical services:
(i) to facilitate co-operation in research and development;
(ii) to provide advice to States establishing national or regional
response capabilities; and
(iii) to analyse the information provided by Parties and relevant infor-
mation provided by other sources and provide advice or information
to States;

(d) technical assistance:
(i) to facilitate the provision of technical assistance to States establish-
ing national or regional response capabilities; and
(ii) to facilitate the provision of technical assistance and advice,'upon
the request of States faced with major pollution incidents.

(2) In carrying out the activities specified in this article, the Organization
shall endeavour to strengthen the ability of States individually or through
regional arrangements to prepare for and combat pollution incidents, draw-
ing upon the experience of States, regional agreements and industry
arrangements and paying particular attention to the needs of developing
countries.
(3) The provisions of this article shall be implemented in accordance with a
programme developed and kept under review by the Organization.
