UVODNIK

Novi znanstveni casopis Miscellanea Hadriatica et
Mediterranea Odjela za povijest Sveucilista u Zadru,
kako mu naslov svjedoci, usmjeren je prema mul-
tidisciplinarnoj znanstvenoj ras¢lambi povijesnih
procesa na Jadranu i Sredozemlju, od prapovijesti
pa do suvremenog doba. U tom je pogledu (prem-
da ovaj prvi broj pretezno donosi povijesne prilo-
ge) otvoren znanstvenim ras¢lambama iz povijesti
umjetnosti, arheologije, lingvistike, arhitekture,
zatim politolo§kim i pravnim prosudbama i analizi
brojnih drugih znanstvenih problema jadransko-
mediteranskoga kruga. Pritom se znanstvene rado-
ve ne svodi samo na akvatorije tih prevaznih mora,
nego i na njihovo blize i dalje zaobalje s povezni-
cama na Jadran i Sredozemlje. Na takav je nacin
ovaj Casopis, uz slicne drugih odjela Sveudilista u
Zadru, dostojan nastavak ranijeg znanstvenog gla-
sila Radovi Filozofskog fakulteta u Zadru. Razdio
povijesnib znanosti, koji je zadnji put pod tim ime-
nom tiskan u 40-om godistu, broj 27, Zadar, 2001.
(2003.). Vec tu se, kao i drugdje po svijetu, povi-
jesno znanstveno istrazivanje i na takvim temelji-
ma poluceni rezultati kroz oblikovanje znanstvenih
radova, pokazalo multidisciplinarnim, ¢ak i onda
kada je autor rada po temeljnom opredjeljenju bio
“samo” povjesnicar. I u svjetskim mjerilima poka-
zalo se da je u suvremeno vrijeme nemoguce ostati
u “tradicionalnim” tematsko-metodoloskim grani-
cama vlastite znanosti; to¢nije, suvremena povijest
i njezino istrazivanje nepojmljivi su bez multidisci-
plinarnosti. U tom pogledu prihvacanje znanstvenih
radova iz relativno srodnih znanosti i znanstvenih
disciplina na tragu je suvremenih stremljenja i u po-
vijesnim znanostima, uz koje one mogu biti samo
bogatije podjednako u spoznajnom, sadrzajnom i
metodoloskom pogledu.

I spoj Jadran - Mediteran nije slu¢ajan. Njime se
zeljelo skrenuti pozornost na injenicu da je povi-
jest Jadrana tesko shvatiti ukoliko se ne promatra

INTRODUCTION

The new scientific journal, Miscellanea Hadriatica
et Mediterranea, published by the Department of
History at the University of Zadar, is focused on
multidisciplinary scientific analysis of the historical
processes occurring in the Adriatic and Mediter-
ranean and spanning from prehistory to the mod-
ern age. Accordingly, even though the first number
has predominantly historical papers, this journal is
opened to all scientific art-historian, archaeological,
linguistic and architectural essays as well as polito-
logical and juridical reviews and scientific analyses
of numerous other cognate topics dealing with Adri-
atic and Mediterranean. At the same time, scholarly
papers are not limited to the expanse of those im-
portant seas but similarly should extend their inter-
est to the coastal and deep hinterland areas with ties
to the Adriatic and Mediterranean. Hence, this new
journal, in collaboration with similar publications
by other departments at the University of Zadar, is
a worthy successor of the previous scientific journal
Radovi Filozofskog fakulteta u Zadru. Razdio po-
vijesnih znanosti, which was, under that name, pub-
lished for the last time in its fortieth issue (no. 27),
published in Zadar in 2001 [2003]. The scientific
historical research and the results achieved through
the creation of scholarly papers have been attested
in this journal to be multidisciplinary, even when
the author of the paper was by its vocation “only”
a historian. Global tendencies, especially in modern
times, have proven that a branch of science cannot
remain in the “traditional” thematic-methodolog-
ical boundaries; to clarify, modern history and its
research are inconceivable without the multidisci-
plinary approach. Therefore, recognition of other
scientific research in relatively cognate sciences and
scientific disciplines is in touch with modern ten-
dencies within the historical science, which can only
prosper in knowledge, content and methodology
through that interaction.

The Adriatic-Mediterranean connection is not
coincidental; on the contrary, it is intended to draw
attention on the fact that the history of the Adri-
atic is difficult to comprehend unless it is seen in

Tom i brojnim drugim skupovima raznolikih po-
vijesnih problema, koji se mogu manje-vise uoditi
barem u tragovima i kod danasnjih zitelja jadran-
sko-sredozemnog akvatorija, njegovih obala, blizeg
i daljeg zaleda, posvecen je ovaj Casopis. Zbog me-
dunarodne “(itljivosti” veé od prvoga broja tiska
se dvojezi¢no, na hrvatskom i jednom od svjetskih
jezika, pa su sukladno tome dobro dosli suradnici
sa svih strana svijeta.
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the context of the Mediterranean. The Adriatic has
been for millennia, either through culture, trade or
knowledge and science, one of the shortest routes
between Europe and Africa or Asia, both with their
developed cultures, and with trading centres dealing
in, for the Europeans, extremely sought out mer-
chandise. New ideas and new knowledge circula-
ted on that route, along with the numerous mili-
tary forces and empires, which held it under their
control for shorter or longer periods of time. Quite
often the process was reversed: Greek colonisation
of the Mediterranean and Adriatic in one direction
was followed by later expansion of Venice and Nor-
mans in the other direction. Unfortunately, despite
the continued research by scientists from different
countries, a lot still remains undiscovered. In exam-
ple, how much do we truly know about the grandi-
ose Arab achievements during the Middle Ages or
perhaps about the actual Norman influence in the
Mediterranean and the Adriatic?

This journal is therefore dedicated to this and
many other clusters of various historical problems,
which can be identified, at least to some degree, in
the current populations inhabiting the coastal and
deep hinterland areas of the Adriatic and the Medi-
terranean. In order to reach international readers,
the journal is from the start published in two langu-
ages, Croatian and one international language, and
accordingly welcomes associates from all sides of
the world.
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
