Postovani Citatelji,

JoS jedna turisticka sezona je iza nas.
Zbrajaju se ostvareni rezultati i po ne znam
koji put sricu se hvalospjevi naSim turistic-
kim uspjesima. Politicki kontekst takve si-
tuacije potpuno je razumljiv. Gospodarsko
stanje u zemlji je sve teze, BDP je u stalnom
padu i gotovo jedino s ¢ime se mozemo po-
hvaliti su pozitivni rezultati ostvareni u tu-
rizmu. I zaista, slazem se da treba Cestitati
svim turistickim djelatnicima koji, usprkos
nepovoljnijim uvjetima privredivanja u us-
poredbi s naSim najve¢im konkurentima, us-
pijevaju nadmasiti sami sebe.

I dok udio turizma u BDP-u Republike Hr-
vatske raste, sve viSe zabrinjava Cinjenica da
s rastom tog udjela pada udio drugih gospo-
darskih aktivnosti u Hrvatskoj, Sto dugoroc-
no postaje pogubno i za sam razvoj turizma.
Naime, $to je veci udio uvoznih komponenata
u integriranom turistickom proizvodu, to je
ekonomki doprinos turizma ukupnom gos-
podarskom razvoju zemlje manji. Turizam bi
trebao utjecati na razvoj drugih gospodarskih
grana i djelatnosti, a ne teziti monokulturnom
razvoju. Turisticki sustav je uvijek u komplek-
snom i viSedimenzionalnom okruZenju i sto-
ga je presudno razumijevanje veza koje sustav
turizma ostvaruje unutar sebe, ali jo§ vise s
cijelim okruZenjem jer nerazumijevanje tih
veza negativno utjece na ukupni gospodarski
razvoj odredene zemlje.

I kad smo se ponadali da ¢e ova Vlada
imati viSe razumijevanja za razvoj turizma
od prethodnih, reforme najavljene za 2014.
godinu krenule su u krivom smjeru. Podi-
zanje poreznog optereéenja u sustavu turiz-
ma ukazuje da drzavna tijela jo§ uvijek ne-
maju jasnu sliku o vaznosti i kompleksnosti
turizma za ukupni gospodarski razvoj Hr-
vatske. PreCeste promjene poreznog sustava
ne samo da negativno utjeCu na postojece
gospodarske subjekte u sustavu turizma,
ve¢ odbijaju i strane ulagace da se znaCajnije

EDITORIAL

Dear Readers,

Yet another tourism season is behind us.
The revenues are being summed up and for
the nth time panegyrics to Croatia’s tourism
outperformance are being forged. The po-
litical context of this situation is perfectly
clear. The economic situation in the coun-
try is deteriorating, the GDP is in constant
decline and only tourism’s positive results
are commendable. Indeed, I agree that all
tourism workers should be congratulated for
excelling themselves in spite of unfavourable
business operating conditions in comparison
to the competitors.

While the tourism’s share in the GDP of
the Republic of Croatia is growing, the fact
that this growth is paralleled by a decline
of other economic activities in the country
may become a threat to the development of
tourism itself in the long run. Namely, the
greater the share of imported components in
the integrated tourism product the lesser the
economic contribution of tourism in the total
economic development. Tourism should be
the driving engine of other economic sectors
instead of streaming towards monocultural
development. The tourism system is always
embedded in a complex multidimensional
environment, which is why the understand-
ing of the innermost connections is crucial.
Even more so is the significance of the en-
tire setting of tourism since the lack of un-
derstanding of those connections hinders the
total economic development of a country.

Just when we started hoping that the
new Croatian government would show more
understanding for the development of tour-
ism than the previous ones, the reforms an-
nounced for 2014 seem to be heading in the
wrong direction. The raised tax burden in
the tourism system indicates that the gov-
ernment bodies still lack a clear picture of
the importance and complexities of tourism
within the total economic development of
Croatia. Too frequent changes in the taxation

s druge strane postoji nedostatak vlastitih fi-
nancijskih sredstava za obnovu postojecih 1
izgradnju novih turisti¢kih kapaciteta, jasno
je kako nas$ razvoj turizma zapravo stagnira.

Iako smo konacno ove godine dobili to-
liko dugo oc¢ekivanu strategiju razvoja turiz-
ma, ipak valja naglasiti da se pogre$no sma-
tra kako Ce ta strategija omoguciti optimalan
razvoj i unapredenje konkurentnosti hrvat-
skog turizma. Na Zalost, s obzirom da Hr-
vatska joS uvijek nema definiranu strategiju
gospodarskog razvoja, ne moze se ocekivati
da €e turizam, kao tek jedan dio ukupne gos-
podarske aktivnosti, moci poluciti rezultate
koji se od njega ocekuju. Ukoliko turizam
nema jasno definiranu viziju razvoja unutar
ukupnog gospodarskog sustava, ukoliko ne
postoji sinergija izmedu drugih sektora gos-
podarstva o kojima turizam ovisi i na ¢iji ra-
Zvoj moZze pozitivno, ali i negativno utjecati,
onda ne samo da se ne ostvaruje optimalni
razvoj turizma, vec se i cijelo gospodarstvo
stihijski razvija, a turizam se tek samo ,,do-
gada®.

system not only have a negative impact on
the existing economic entities in the tourism
system, but they deter foreign investors to get
more substantially involved in the develop-
ment of Croatia’s tourism. On the other hand,
the insufficiency of own financial means for
reconstruction of the existing and the devel-
opment of new tourism capacities is an obvi-
ous explanation as to why tourism in Croatia
is actually in stagnation.

Although this year has seen the long
awaited tourism development strategy it is
still important to emphasise that it is wrong
to assume that this strategy will facilitate an
optimal development and advancement of
Croatia’s tourism competitiveness. Unfortu-
nately, since Croatia still lacks a well-defined
economic development strategy, as just anoth-
er segment of total economic activity tourism
cannot be expected to yield the desired results.
Unless tourism becomes a part of a clear vi-
sion of development within the total economic
system and unless there is a synergy among all
other economic sectors that tourism depends
on and whose development it may influence
both positively and negatively, not only is op-
timal development of tourism humpered but
the entire economy develops erratically and
tourism only “happens”.

Dear readers, I trust that you will find the
contents of the articles in this issue of Acta
Turistica more cheerful than this column.

Hoping that the year 2014 is happier and
more successful than this one ending in 13,
