Pavo BariSi¢ (1959), graduated in law from the Faculty of Law, and in philosophy
and German language from the Faculty of Philosophy at the University of Zagreb;

He is the
director of the Institute of Philosophy in Zagreb and lectures at the Faculty of Philoso-
phy in Zadar.

“Bioethics Forum for Southeast Europe”. He was at numerous expert and public du-
ties, among them also the one as Minister for Science and Technology in Government
of Croatia (1991-1992)
