Drugi objavljeni ¢lanak veZe se uz odr-
ziv razvoj planinskih destinacija i identificira
¢imbenike okoli$a koji pridonose odrzivom
razvoju destinacije. Rad je izuzetno zani-
mljiv jer autori predlazu i teorijski model
okoliSa planinskih destinacija te njihovih
elemenata za proucavanje vaznosti turistic-
kih okoliSa za njihov razvoj. I ovaj ¢lanak
poti¢e na potrebu daljnjih istraZzivanja koja
bi trebala rezultirati mjerenjem utjecaja turi-
stickih okoliSa na razvoj destinacija u planin-
skim podrucjima.

But, this issue is an even
greater thrill since as many as five papers
from very diverse areas of scientific interest
have passed the reviews with flying colours.
Each reviewer importantly contributes to
raising the quality of the manuscript with
his/her comments and recommendations,
and that is why they deserve special grati-
tude for their dedicated hard work and time.

I trust that you will pay particular atten-
tion to read the article featuring the results
of the empirical analysis and warning that
tourism destinations, or destination manage-
ment organisations (DMOs) neglect the cli-
mate change issues. Due to DMO employees’
lacking knowledge and competencies most
of them cannot recognise the true implica-
tions of these changes for the destination. I
believe that these findings will kindle your
research interests in conducting this type of
empirical research in your destinations.

The second published article is tied to
sustainable development of mountain desti-
nations and identifies the environmental fac-
tors that contribute to their sustainable devel-
opment. The manuscript proposes a singular
theoretical model of mountain destinations
and their elements for studying the impor-
tance of tourism environments for their de-
velopment. This article, too, stimulates the
need of further research that could result in
measuring the impact of tourism environ-
ments for mountain destination development.

I also hope that you will be intrigued by
the third manuscript whose results refer to
the quality of services and their influence
on attitudinal loyalty in traditional tourism
agencies in Rumania. Although a great deal
of research in tourism intermediation to-
day is mostly connected to online tourism
agencies, this paper highlights the fact that
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risti¢ckog posredovanja danas uglavnom veze
uz online turisticke agencije, ovaj rad upozo-
rava na Cinjenicu da postoje i zemlje u koji-
ma jo$ uvijek prevladava offline poslovanje.
Objavljeni rezultati istrazivanja upucuju na
zakljucak da opipljivost kao dimenzija kva-
litete usluge kod tradicionalnih turistickih
agencija ima najmanji utjecaj na potencijalnu
vjernost kupca, a pouzdanost najveci.

Je li zaista nauticki turizam manje sezon-
ski osjetljiv od nekih drugih oblika turizma?
IstraZivanje provedeno na reprezentativhom
uzorku marina u Hrvatskoj pruza dobar uvid
u jednu slabo istrazivanu materiju. VaSu Ce
pozornost sigurno privuéi matrica komple-
mentarnosti nautickog turizma s drugim
specificnim oblicima turizma.

I na kraju, Zelim se posebno osvrnuti na
¢lanak profesora Sharme koji svojim zani-
mljivim povijesnim preglednim nastanka
doktorata znanosti objektivno sagledava
dugotrajan i naporan put stjecanja doktora-
ta znanosti. Clanak je protkan filozofskim
promisljanjima i vlastitim iskustvima i daje
poruku svima koji su na putu stjecanja dok-
torata - ne odustajte!

in some countries offline operational style
still prevails. The published research find-
ings lead to the conclusion that tangibility as
a service quality dimension with traditional
tourism agencies has the lowest impact on
customers’ attitudinal loyalty while reliabili-
ty impacts the most.

Is nautical tourism really less seasonali-
ty sensitive than other special interest tour-
ism? The research carried out on a repre-
sentative sample of Croatia’s marinas offers
a valuable insight into a relatively less re-
searched area. Your attention will certainly
be drawn by the matrix of complementarity
between nautical tourism and other special
interest tourisms.

And finally, I would like to particularly
highlight the article by Professor Sharma
whose thought-provoking historical review
of the genesis of doctoral degrees sheds an
objective light on the time and effort con-
suming work involved in pursuing this title.
The article is intertwined by philosophical
deliberations and personal experiences that
boil down to one message to all who pursue
their doctorates — do not give up!
