I u 27. godini izlaZenja naSeg i vaSeg
Casopisa objavljujemo Cetiri vrlo zanimljiva
¢lanka koji potvrduju dosljednost uredivac-
ke politike Acta Turistica da njeguje inter-
disciplinarni pristup istrazivanju u podrucju
turizma i da je otvorena znanstvenicima sa
svih strana svijeta.

Eminentni znanstvenici iz Izraela istra-
zili su mitove vezane uz percepciju rizika
putovanja vjerskih turista, ultra-ortodoksnih
Zidova, u odnosu na putovanja sekularnih
Izraelaca. S obzirom da do sada takva vrsta
istrazivanja nije provodena, izuzetno smo
ponosni da su ti rezultati istrazivanja po prvi
puta objavljeni ba$ u Acta Turistica.

Druga dva ¢lanka orijentirana su na pro-
blematiku indikatora odrzivoga razvoja tu-
rizma. Prvi ¢lanak pristigao nam je od najci-
tiranijeg autora u podrucju turizma u Austra-
liji. On propituje mogucnosti i izazove veza-
ne uz koriStenje mehanizma izvjeStavanja
poznatog pod nazivom Tripple Bottom Line
(TBL) kod poslovnih subjekata u turizmu te
obrazlaze i potencijalne koristi ne samo za
poslovni sektor, vec i za tijela uprave i druge
organizacije koje moraju snositi odgovornost
za odrzivi razvoj destinacije. Propitivanjem
izazova u mjerenju odrzivog razvoja turizma
bavi se i mlada hrvatska znanstvenica koja
na primjeru turisticke destinacije u Hrvatskoj
testira model kojim je moguce odrediti stanje
odrZzivosti razvoja odredene destinacije.

Cetvrti objavljeni Clanak zasigurno ce
izazvati vaSu pozornost jer se u njemu iznose
zanimljivi rezultati komparativne analize o
znacaju inozemnih izravnih i domacih ula-
ganja za uspjesnost poslovanja hotelijerstva u
Hrvatskoj. Iako se ¢esto u Hrvatskoj smatra
da hotelijeri u inozemnom vlasnistvu posluju
bolje od domacih, istraZivanjem je utvrde-
no da veci utjecaj na financijske pokazatelje
imaju domaca ulaganja.

In 27" year of publishing our and your
Acta Turistica we are bringing four very in-
teresting articles that confirm our consistent
editorial policy to foster an interdisciplinary
approach to tourism research and to be open
to scholars from all over the world.

The renowned scientists form Israel have
researched the myths related to the percep-
tion of travel risks with religious tourists,
ultra-orthodox Jews, compared to those with
secular Israelis. As this type of research had
not been conducted before we are particular-
ly proud to be the first to publish its results in
Acta Turistica.

Two more articles focus on the issues
regarding indicators of sustainable devel-
opment of tourism. The article, whose au-
thor is most cited in the field of tourism in
Australia, examines the opportunities and
challenges related to the use of the report-
ing mechanism with tourism businesses
known as the Tripple Bottom Line (TBL).
The author specifically explains the potential
benefits both for the business sector and for
the government bodies as well as for other
organisations responsible for a destination’s
sustainable development. The paper written
by a young Croatian researcher presents a
study of the challenges in measuring sustain-
able development in tourism. Based on a case
study of a tourism destination in Croatia a
model for determining a given destination’s
sustainable development stage is tested.

The fourth article will undoubtedly call
your attention as it presents thought-provok-
ing results of a comparative analysis into the
significance of foreign direct and domestic
investments for achieving high performance
with Croatia’s hoteliers. Although it is com-
monly believed that foreign-owned hotels
perform better than those owed by domestic
investors, the research has established that
