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Tijekom izvodenja zemljisnih radova na lokalite-
tu Cipulji¢ kod Bugojna u sredisnjoj Bosni pro-
naden je kameni ulomak (T.1; T. 2) koji se moze
interpretirati na razlicite nacine. Radi se o vrlo
bogato dekoriranom kamenom bloku. Na pred-
njoj strani su vidljivi vrlo bogati prikazi palmete,
te po jedna manja rozeta sa svake strane, od kojih
je jedna oSteCena. Ispod palmete, nalaze se ukra-
si u obliku stiliziranog akantovog lis¢a. Na stra-
Znjoj strani ocuvanog dijela bloka vidljivi su osta-
ci dviju nasuprot postavljenih grancica i
trokutastog zabata. Moze se pretpostaviti da je
prostor ispod zabata bio predviden za neku cen-
tralnu predstavu, figuru ili nesto slicno.

Ranokrscanska crkva i ranosrednjovjekovna nekro-
pola pronadene na lokalitetu Cipulji¢, povezuju ka-
meni spomenik s istim nalazistem. Kameni floralni
ulomak ostavlja vrlo realnu mogucnost da je rijec
o dijelu sepulkralnog spomenika, koji je kasnije po-
stao ugradbeni element nekog drugog kasnoantic-
kog objekta, moguce u krscanskom kontekstu. Na
ovaj sakralni sadrzaj na istom lokalitetu se nado-
vezala i ranosrednjovjekovna nekropola.

A stone fragment (Pl. 1; PL. 2) found during earth
works at Cipulji¢ near Bugojno in central Bosnia
may be interpreted in a variety of ways. It consists
of an elaborately decorated block of stone, the fa-
ce adorned with a palmette and a small rosette on
each side, one of which is damaged. Below the
palmette is a stylized acanthus leaf decoration.
The vestiges of two branchlets and a triangular
pediment can be seen at the end of the fragment.
The space below the pediment was probably in-
tended for a central figure or other feature.

The fragment is associated with Cipulji¢, where
an early Christian church and an early mediaeval
necropolis have also been found. The floral deco-
ration on the stone is probably part of a funerary
monument, which was later built into some other
monument of late Antiquity, in all likelihood in a
Christian context. Later, in the early mediaeval
period, a necropolis succeeded this religious fea-
ture at the same site.

Na lokalitetu Cipulji¢ kod Bugojna, otkriven je
2005. godine kameni ulomak s bogato dekori-
ranim biljnim ornamentima na prednjoj strani.
Okolnosti nalaza nisu u cijelosti poznate. Nalaz
je otkriven tijekom kopanja instalacija, nakon Ce-
ga je prenesen pred zgradu opc¢ine Bugojno gdje
se i sada nalazi (T. 1: 4, 5).! U arheoloskim je
krugovima podruéje Cipuljiéa poznato po kasno-
anti¢koj crkvi? i ranosrednjovjekovnom groblju.?

Na takvom je lokalitetu i dalje mogué pronala-
zak razli¢itih pokretnih predmeta. Nazalost, od
posljednjih arheologkih istraZivanja u naselju Ci-
pulji¢ obavljane su intenzivne gradevinske aktiv-
nosti. Blizina urbanog naselja u Bugojnu i regi-
onalne ceste, te plodni ravnicarski teren bili su
razlogom gradnje privatnih i gospodarskih obje-
kata, kuca i slicno. Na ostatku se podrucja in-
tenzivno obraduju poljoprivredne parcele. Ove
okolnosti nazalost uvelike smanjuju moguénost
nastavka bilo kakvih sistematskih istrazivanja.
Slucajni su nalazi zato vrlo realna mogucénost, i
na njih treba obratiti paznju.

Jedan od slucajnih nalaza ulomak je kamenog
spomenika isklesan u kamenu muljici.* Dimen-
zije spomenika su 70 cm visine, 60 cm S$irine, te
50 cm dubine. Na prednjoj se strani nalazi izuzet-
no kvalitetan prikaz palmete, a s njezine lijeve i
desne strane smjeStene su male rozete. Desna je
rozeta dobro oCuvana, dok je lijeva oStecena (T.
1: 1, 2, 3; T. 2). Ispod palmete vidljivi su ostaci
stiliziranog lista akanta.

Gornji izduzeni polukruzni dio kamenog spome-
nika odvojen je od donjeg dijela Cetvrtastom pro-
filacijom.Ta je profilacija o¢ito bila dijelom kom-
paktnog Cetvrtastog okvira od kojeg su saCuvane

A fragment of stone with an elaborate floral deco-
ration on the face was discovered in 2005 at Cipu-
lji¢ near Bugojno. The circumstances of the find
are not entirely clear; it was uncovered during
excavations for the installation of services, and
taken to the Bugojno municipal council building,
where it still stands (Pl. 1: 4, 5).! Cipulji¢ is well
known in archaeological circles for its early Chri-
stian church? and early mediaeval burial ground.

This area is one that could still yield various por-
table artefacts. Unfortunately, the village of Ci-
pulji¢ has been the focus of considerable building
works since the last archaeological investigations.
The proximity of the town of Bugojno and a ma-
jor road, as well as the fertile, level ground, were
conducive to the construction of private and com-
mercial buildings, houses and so forth. The rest of
the area is under intensive agricultural cultivation.
As a result, the opportunities for continuing with
systematic investigations are very limited. At the
same time, there is a greater likelihood of chance
finds, for which vigilance is needed.

This fragment of a stone monument is one such
chance find. Made of mudstone,* it is 70 cm high,
60 cm wide, and 50 cm deep. The face is deco-
rated with a palmette of superior workmanship,
with a small rosette on either side. The rosette
to the right is well preserved, but the one on the
left is damaged (P1. 1: 1, 2, 3; Pl. 2). The vesti-
ges of a stylized acanthus leaf can be seen below
the palmette.

The entire upper register of the fragment, whi-
ch is semi-elliptical in shape, is divided from the
lower by a rectangular moulding, evidently part
of a rectangular frame, of which a rather narrower

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samo tanke linije s desne i lijeve strane (T. 1: 1,
2;T.2:1,5,6).

Unutar spomenutog okvira s lijeve i desne strane
smjesteni su dekorativni motivi grana s listom.
Ovakvi floralni reljefi javljaju se na brojnim spo-
menicima u Bosni i Hercegovini.® Ispod reljefa
vidljiv je trokutasti zabat u kojem se o¢ito nalazio
centralni dio spomenika (T. 1: 1, 2; T. 2: 1, 5, 6).

Bocne i straznja strana spomenika grubo su obra-
dene. Na kamenu su vidljivi i ostaci dvaju utora
(T. 2: 3, 4): jednog na vrhu neposredno iza ru-
ba palmete, drugog, znatno veceg, u istoj liniji u
drugom dijelu spomenika. Gledaju¢i sa straznje
strane evidentno je da se radi o spomeniku polu-
kruznog oblika koji najvjerojatnije prati trokuta-
sti zabat s prednje strane (T. 2: 2, 3). Njegov je
donji dio vidljivo uleknut, a gornji dio sa straznje
strane natkriven.®

Navedene ¢injenice daju $iroku mogucnost inter-
pretacije spomenika u pogledu njegove uporabe,
namjene i drustvenog konteksta. Ovaj rad pred-
stavlja jedno od mogucéih rjesenja i eventualan
motiv za izno$enje drugih misljenja i objasnjenja
ovog neobi¢nog spomenika.

Jedan od osnovnih metodoloskih pristupa inter-
pretacije odnosi se na blizu ili dalju analogiju
ovom spomeniku.

Sli¢ne uvjetne analogije s reljefima palmete, kao
centralnog motiva na gornjem dijelu spomenika,
utvrdene su na nadgrobnim spomenicima koji se
¢uvaju u Ateni, Pireju’ i Edinburghu® (T. 3). Ovi
spomenici nedvojbeno su grékog podrijetla. Na
dvama od triju navedenih spomenika nalaze se i
grcki natpisi (T. 3: 1, 2), a dva su analoski bliza
nasem primjerku jer se i njihove palmete nalaze
u polukruzno oblikovanom dijelu kamena (T. 3:
2, 3). Pored velike palmete, na nadgrobnom spo-
meniku iz Atene postavljene su i dvije male, jed-
na sa svake njezine strane tvoreéi tako akroterij
(T.3:1).

Ovo, naravno, nikako ne sugerira da je spomenik
pronaden na lokalitetu Cipulji¢ grékog podrijetla.

moulding to right and left is still extant (PL. 1: 1,
2;PL.2: 1,5, 6).

Within this frame are decorative motifs consisting
of leafy branchlets to left and right. Floral reliefs
of this kind are known on many monuments in
Bosnia and Herzegovina.’ Below them is a trian-
gular pediment, evidently part of the central sec-
tion of the monument (P1. 1: 1, 2; PL. 2: 1, 5, 6).

The back and sides of the monument are crudely
worked. The remains of two grooves can be seen
(PL 2: 3,4): one just by the edge of the palmette in
the upper register, and another, significantly larger
groove directly below in the other part of the mo-
nument. From behind, the monument can be seen
to be semi-circular in outline, probably echoing
the triangular pediment on the face (Pl. 2: 2, 3).
The lower part is noticeably recessed or overhung
by the upper part of the back of the monument.®

All these features allow for a wide range of po-
ssible interpretations of the monument regarding
its use and purpose, as well as its social context.
This paper sets out one such interpretation, as we-
11 as possible reasons for the presentation of other
opinions and explanations of this unusual monu-
ment.

One of the basic methodological approaches to
interpretation is to seek more or less close analo-
gies with the monument.

Provisional analogies with palmettes as a cen-
tral motif on the upper register have been found
on funerary monuments in Athens, Piracus’ and
Edinburgh® (P1. 3). These monuments are undou-
btedly of Greek origin; two of the three also bear
epitaphs in Greek (P1. 3: 1, 2). Two of these mo-
numents are more closely analogous to our spe-
cimen, in that the palmette relief is set in a semi-
circular form (PI. 3: 2, 3), whereas the Athens
monument has two smaller palmettes to each side
of the larger one, forming an acroterion (P1. 3: 1).

This does not, of course, mean that the monu-
ment found at Cipuljié¢ is also of Greek origin.
It may be more accurately dated by the stylized

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Okvirna datacija moze se precizirati prema stili-
ziranom akantovom lis¢u, koje cijeli spomenik
stavlja u period od kraja 2. do 4. stoljec¢a. Kasno-
anticka bazilika pronadena na istom lokalitetu,’
ne moze se staviti u direktnu korelaciju s pronade-
nim spomenikom. Ipak, pojedini u njoj pronadeni
ulomci pokazuju izvjesne sli¢nosti. Ti su ulomci
prili¢no devastirani zbog Cega se ne moze preci-
zno definirati njihova namjena, ali motivi palme-
te i stilizirane rozete ukazuju na sli¢nost s nasim
spomenikom.'®

Sama namjena ovog predmeta je dvojbena. Pre-
ma prednjoj bi se strani spomenik mogao defini-
rati kao nadgrobna stela, ali bocne i ledna strana
(T. 1: 3; T. 2: 2, 3, 4), njihova gruba obrada i po-
stojanje dva utora ukazuju na to da je predmet bio
ugraden u neki zid ili objekt. Debljina spomeni-
ka sugerira zakljucak da je spomenik morao biti
ugraden u masivniji zid. Ovakvi deblji spomenici
prili¢no su Cesti i nazivaju se blokovima.!! Za na$
se ulomak s velikom sigurno§¢u moze utvrditi da
je rije¢ o kamenom bloku.

Masivni kameni blokovi i utori nisu rijetki na po-
dru¢ju Bosne i Hercegovine. Jedan od njih je i
spomenik u Brezi koji ima velike utore i neobra-
dene lednu i boc¢ne strane, $to ukazuje na njegov
ugradbeni karakter.'> Znacajan broj stela'® i cipu-
sa'* na podrugju Bosne i Hercegovine takoder ima
neobradene ledne strane, a nesto rjede i bocne.

Manji utor neposredno uz unutarnju ivicu palme-
te takoder ide u prilog zakljucku da je ulomak bio
ugraden u masivniji zid ili objekt (T. 2: 2, 3, 4).
On nam govori da je spomenik bio u razini okol-
ne povrsine u njegovoj neposrednoj blizini u koju
je mogao biti ugraden cijelom svojom debljinom.
Ako je ovaj spomenik uistinu bio ugradbeni ele-
ment, to nam sugerira postojanje nekog rimskog
sakralnog ili sepulkralnog spomenika ili objekta
u kojem se sam spomenik nalazio.

Osim toga, moguca je i pretpostavka da je ovaj
kameni ulomak mogao bio dio grobnice ili ne-
ke nadgrobne edikule. Uvjetne analogije koje se

acanthus leaf, which places the entire monument
in the period from the late 2" to the 4 century.
The late Antique basilica at the same site® cannot
be directly associated with the fragment, but so-
me other fragments found in the basilica display
certain similarities. This applies in particular to
a fragment which is too badly damaged for its
purpose to be identified, but the floral motifs of a
palmette and stylized rosette bear some likeness
to our monument.'?

The purpose of the object is uncertain. The face
suggests that it was a funerary stela, but the sides
and back (P1. 1: 3; PL 2: 2, 3, 4), with their cru-
de finish and the presence of two grooves, indi-
cate that it was built into a wall or other structu-
re. The depth of the fragment suggests that it was
set into a substantial wall. Thick monuments of
this kind are fairly common and are known as
blocks.!! Our fragment too can with considerable
certainty be identified as a stone block.

The presence of grooves, as well as the massi-
ve block-like form, are not uncommon in Bosnia
and Herzegovina. A monument found in Breza,
with large grooves and with the back and sides
left rough, also appears to have been built into a
wall.!? A significant number of funerary stelae'®
and cippi'* found in Bosnia and Herzegovina also
frequently have the sides left rough and the back
almost invariably so.

Further evidence for the fragment having been set
into a substantial wall or structure is the presence
of the smaller groove just beside the inner edge
of the palmette (P1. 2: 2, 3, 4), suggesting that the
monument was set flush with the surrounding sur-
face, that is with its entire depth within the body
of the wall. If the monument was inset in this way,
it would suggest that it belonged to a Roman reli-
gious or funerary monument or structure.

Another strong likelihood is that the fragment co-
uld have been part of a tomb or funerary aedicu-
le. Provisional analogies pertaining solely to the
tridimensionality of our fragment and analogous

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odnose iskljuc¢ivo na trodimenzionalnost naseg
ulomka utvrdene su na spomenicima u Rimu,
Padovi i Kopenhagenu.'> Rekonstruirana obitelj-
ska grobnica pronadena na Via Appia vrlo je slic-
na bloku iz Cipuljiéa: u centralnom dijelu zabata
pored palmete nalaze se prikazi rozeta,'¢ a mo-
numentalnost grobnice ukazuje na moguénost da
se i ulomak iz Cipuljiéa moZe promatrati iz istog
aspekta.

Radi nepostojanja reljefa u edikuli ili trokuta-
stom zabatnom reljefu ispod floralne dekoracije,
ne mozemo zakljuciti kojoj je vrsti ovaj spome-
nik pripadao. S obzirom na vidljivo udubljenje
ispod krova na dvije vode (T. 1: 2; T. 2: 1, 2, 3,
5, 6) koje postoji i na lednoj strani (T. 1: 2; T. 2:
2, 3), mozemo pretpostaviti da je taj prostor bio
predviden za reljefni prikaz, figuru osobe, obite-
lji ili neceg slicnog.

U prilog interpretaciji ovog spomenika kao edi-
kule ide 1 ¢injenica $to su ovakvi spomenici Cesto
bili dijelom arhitektonske kompozicije. Najcesce
su se javljali u obliku trokutastih zabata, $to ih
upravo i povezuje s grékim nadgrobnim hramovi-
ma ili grobnim kapelicama. Zbog toga su i pozna-
ti stru¢njacima kao stele u obliku edikule, odno-
sno »naiskos« stele.!” Analizom dimenzija ovog
spomenika, osobito njegove debljine, utvrdeno je
kako je ova pretpostavka ipak najmanje vjerojat-
na. Grcke stele koje imaju polukruzno kruniste s
palmetom definiraju se kao »Palmeten stele«.'®

U prilog interpretaciji spomenika kao ugradbe-
nog reljefa ide i vrlo dobra studija koja analizira
ugradbene gradevinske portrete i reljefe u Histriji
i Dalmaciji.!® Analiza ulomaka koji su bili pred-
metom ove studije pokazala je da su nadgrobni
reljefi ugradivani u razliite gradevine, a najcesce
se nije radilo o cjelovitom spomeniku, nego samo
o nekom njegovom sadrzaju, odnosno dijelu.°

Izgradnja velikih mauzoleja i monumentalnih
grobnica kao grobnih obiljezja i arhitektonskih
ulomaka u vezi s njima poznata je na podrucju da-

specimens can be found in Rome, Padua and Co-
penhagen.!> A reconstructed family tomb found
on the Via Appia even has closely comparable
features on the pediment, with a central palmette
and rosettes,'® while the imposing size of the mo-
nument suggests that the Cipulji¢ fragment could
belong to such a context.

The absence of reliefs on the aedicule or trian-
gular pediment relief below the floral decorati-
on makes it difficult to determine what kind of
monument it belonged to. The recess below the
saddle roof (P1. 1: 2; P1. 2: 1, 2, 3, 5, 6), found al-
so on the back of the fragment (PL. 1: 2; P1. 2: 2,
3), suggest that this space was intended for a reli-
ef of a figure, family scene or other such feature.

In support of the suggestion that the monument
was an aedicule is the fact that such monuments
constitute an architectural composition. They
usually occur in the form of triangular pediments,
a feature that relates them to Greek funerary tem-
ples or shrines. They are also known to scholars-
hip as aediculae or funerary naiskoi.!” The dimen-
sions of this monument, however, particularly its
depth, make this the least likely possibility. Greek
round-headed stelae with a palmette are known as
»Palmeten stele«.'®

Further support for the hypothesis that the monu-
ment was an inset funerary relief'is to be found in
an excellent paper dealing with structural portra-
its and reliefs in Histria and Dalmatia.!® Analysis
of the fragments covered by this paper indicates
that funerary reliefs were built into a variety of
structures. Most were not intact, but constituted
only part of a monument.?

Large mausoleums and monumental tombs erec-
ted as grave markers and the architectural fra-
gments associated with them are known from se-
veral sites in Bosnia and Herzegovina (Table 4: 1,

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nasnje Bosne i Hercegovine, i to na viSe lokaliteta
(T.4:1,2),kao Sto su Sipovo, Pritoka kod Bihaca,
Podgradina kod Glamoc¢a i Trbus¢e kod Foce.?!

Zbog stupnja devastacije spomenika ispod zabata,
njegovo tumacenje kao nadgrobnog reljefa ostaje
dvojbeno. Ovakva situacija ne ostavlja prostor za
sigurno utvrdivanje radi li se u prostoru ispod za-
bata o polukruznom udubljenju ili onom na dvije
strehe. U slucaju da se ispod zabata nalazilo poto-
nje, spomenik je mogao sluziti i kao glavni akro-
terij neke gradevine, najvjerojatnije u kontekstu
gradevnog portretnog reljefa.

Ne treba iskljuciti ni moguénost da je nekadas-
nji rimski nadgrobni spomenik u kasnijoj fazi bio
iskoristen kao spolij u kasnoanti¢kom kr$éan-
skom kontekstu, s obzirom na to da je voditel]
arheoloskih istrazivanja na lokalitetu, konstatirao
da su ostaci kasnoanticke crkve gradeni od grade-
vinskog materijala iz prethodnih rimskih epoha.??

Navedene tvrdnje sugeriraju i novi karakter sa-
mog lokaliteta Cipuljié. Iako je spomenuti loka-
litet primarno poznat po ranosrednjovjekovnoj
nekropoli i kasnoantickoj bazilici, na ovom se
prostoru prije podizanja kr§¢anske crkve i nesto
novijeg groblja najvjerojatniije nalazio sakralni
ili sepulkralni objekt. I na drugim je lokalitetima
u Bosni i Hercegovini potvrdena ljudska prisut-
nost i aktivnost u razli¢itim razdobljima na istom
podruéju.?* Ovo bi moglo biti i rjeSenje pitanja
karaktera samog lokaliteta Cipulji¢. Na mjestu
sadasnjeg naselja najvjerojatnije je bio neki se-
pulkralni sadrzaj, na Sto se nadovezala kasnija iz-
gradnja kr$c¢anske bazilike, te u ranom srednjem
vijeku velike nekropole.

2), among them gipovo, Pritoka nr. Biha¢, Pod-
gradina nr. Glamo¢ and Trbus¢e nr. Foca.?!

The extent of the damage below the pediment,
however, also makes it difficult to identify the
monument with certainty as a structural funerary
relief, for one cannot be sure whether the area
below the pediment consisted of a semi-circular
recess or was set under a saddle roof. If the latter,
the monument could also have served as the main
acroterion of a building, probably in the context
of a funerary portrait in relief.

The possibility cannot be excluded that what was
formerly a Roman funerary monument was later
used as decorative spolia in a late Antique Chri-
stian context, particularly since the head of the
archaeological excavations at this site found that
the late Antique church had been built of materi-
als from the Roman period.?

All this suggests a new character for Cipulji¢ it-
self. Although principally known for its early me-
diaeval necropolis and late Antique basilica, the-
re was probably a religious or funerary structure
there even before the early Christian church was
built, followed later by the burial ground. A hu-
man presence or human activity over several di-
fferent periods at the same site have been iden-
tified at other sites in Bosnia and Herzegovina,?
and the same could well be true of Cipuljié. There
was almost certainly some religious component
in what is now the settlement of Cipulji¢ in Bu-
gojno, prior to the construction of the Christian
basilica, which was in turn succeeded by a large
necropolis in early mediaeval times.
