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which no analogies have been found within the exist-
ing typologies, so that they have been classified as new
variants of stamps from the Pansiana workshop. Four
of them date to the Late Republican or early Augustan
era, six to the Tiberian era, two to the time of Caligula
and one to the reign of Nero. Eight were originally
found in Salona, one is from Podstrana, while the find
sites for the remaining four are unknown.

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Uvod

Pansiana je bila sjevernojadranska radionica ope-
ka koja je djelovala od 45. g. pr. Kr. do 79. g. po. Kr.
te distribuirala proizvode duz jadranske obale. Proi-
zvodnju je zapocela kao privatna radionica u vlasnis-
tvu konzula Gaja Vibija Panse Cetronijana, a u raz-
doblju nakon smrti prvoga vlasnika presla je u carsko
vlasnistvo.' Raniji autori smatrali su kako je radionica
nastavila proizvodnju i nakon vladavine cara Vespazi-
jana, no zapravo su pecate zamijenili s carskom radi-
onicom opeka koja je djelovala u Ravenni i na svoje
proizvode utiskivala pecate samo s imenima careva
od Hadrijana do Aleksandra Severa. lako su se obje
radionice nalazile u carskom vlasniStvu, njihove su
produkcije bile neovisne jedna o drugoj. Carska je
radionica opeka osnovana voljom careva s ciljem
proizvodnje gradevinskog materijala potrebnog za
reorganizaciju objekata u luci Classe, za razliku od
radionice Pansiana, koja je svoje proizvode distribu-
irala na mnogo Sire podrucje jadranske obale. Tako-
der, vidljiva razlika medu radionicama je i ta §to je
radionica Pansiana pecatirala gotovo isklju¢ivo samo
tegule, dok je carska radionice iz Ravenne pecatirala
gotovo isklju¢ivo samo opeke.?

Prema objavama u Casopisu Bullettino di archeo-
logia e storia Dalmata 1 inventarnoj knjizi, do godi-
ne 1926. u Arheoloski je muzej u Splitu unesen 641
ulomak tegula s pecatom radionice Pansiana.® Pregle-
dom Epigraficke zbirke u Muzeju je zateCeno 367 ulo-
maka tegula s pe¢atom radionice Pansiana, od toga
292 ulomka na kojima je saCuvan muzejski inventarni
broj te 75 ulomaka bez inventarnog broja.

Introduction

Pansiana was a northern Adriatic brick workshop
that operated from 45 BC to 79 AD, and distributed
products all down the Adriatic coast. It launched pro-
duction as a private workshop owned by Consul Gai-
us Vibius Pansa Caetronianus, and after the death of
its first owner, it transferred to imperial ownership.!
Earlier scholars believed that the workshop continued
production even after the region of Emperor Ves-
pasian, but they actually mistook these stamps with
those from an imperial brick workshop that operated
in Ravenna, which stamped its products solely with
the names of emperors from Hadrian to Severus Alex-
ander. Even though both workshops were under im-
perial ownership, their production activities were not
linked. The imperial workshop was established at the
behest of the emperors with the aim of producing con-
struction materials necessary for the reorganization of
facilities in the port of Classe, as opposed to the Pan-
siana workshop, which distributed its products over a
much vast swath of the Adriatic seaboard. Addition-
ally, an apparent difference between the workshops is
that the Pansiana stamped tegulae almost exclusively,
while in similar fashion the imperial workshop in
Ravenna almost exclusively stamped bricks.>

The collection of Pansiana stamps in the Archaeo-
logical Museum in Split

According to the publications in the journal Bul-
lettino di archeologia e storia Dalmata and the inven-
tory log, up to 1926, 641 tegula fragments bearing the
stamps of the Pansiana workshop were brought to the
Archaeological Museum in Split.> An overview of the
Epigraphic Collection in the Museum has ascertained
367 tegula fragments bearing the Pansiana workshop
stamp, of which 292 have the museum inventory

Najve¢i broj tegula u Muzej je dospio otkupom iz
privatnih zbirki gradana ili je pronaden terenskim pre-
gledima. Dio nalaza pronaden je arheoloskim istrazi-
vanjima Salone u organizaciji Arheoloskog muzeja u
Splitu, dok je manji dio nalaza darovan od strane gra-
dana te od povijesno-arheoloskog drustva Bihac.

Osim iz Salone (212 primjeraka) pecati potje¢u i s
18 nalaziSta u njezinoj neposrednoj okolici, a to su Bi-
jaéi (14 primjeraka), Kamen (8 primjeraka), Zrnovnica
(7 primjeraka), Podstrana (6 primjeraka), Kastel Stari
Miri (4 primjerka), Kucine Libovac (3 primjerka), Sto-
brec (2 primjerka) te Kamen Epetij, Kastel Luksi¢ Go-
stini, Kastel Novi Javorje, Kastel Stari Gomile, Kastel
Sucurac, Klis, Lokve Spalato, Omis Jesenice, Omis
Skalice i Vranjic (po jedan primjerak). Za 76 pecata
mjesto nalaza nije poznato, no s obzirom na porijeklo
inventiranih nalaza s velikom se vjerojatnoséu moze
pretpostaviti da potjecu iz Salone ili srednje Dalmaci-
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number preserved on them, while 75 have no inven-
tory number.

The highest number of tegulac made its way to the
Museum through purchases of the private collections
of citizens or by discoveries made during field inspec-
tions. Some of the finds were discovered in archaeo-
logical research in Salona, organized by the Archaeo-
logical Museum in Split, while a smaller number of
finds were donated by private citizens and by the
Biha¢ History and Archaeology Society.

Besides Salona (212 examples), the stamps also
came from 18 find sites in its immediate vicinity: Bijaci
(14 examples), Kamen (8 examples), Zrnovnica (7
examples), Podstrana (6 examples), Kastel Stari Miri
(4 examples), Kuc¢ine Libovac (3 examples), Stobrec¢
(2 examples) and Kamen Epetium, Kastel Luksic¢
Gostini, Kastel Novi Javorje, Kastel Stari Gomile,
Kastel Sucurac, Klis, Lokve Spalato, Omi$ Jesenice,

je. Geografski je moguce uociti koncentraciju nalaza
u Saloni i njezinoj neposrednoj okolici te koncentraci-
ju nalaza na podrucju anticke Narone. Dvadeset Cetiri
primjerka prikupljena s ovog nalaziSta smjestaju Na-
ronu na drugo mjesto prema ukupnom broju pecata.
Pecate iz Narone Muzeju je darovao gospodin Jerko
Moskovita 1926. godine* (karta 1).

Tipologija pecata Pansiana

Giovanni Uggeri prvi je godine 1975., analizira-
juci pecate s podrucja Ferrare, izradio tipologiju pe-
Cata radionice Pansiana.’ Robert Matijasi¢ predlozio
je godine 1983.podjelu pecata na devet tipova, unutar
kojih izdvaja Sezdeset dvije ortografske inacice.® Va-
leria Righini podijelila je 1993. g. peCate na dvade-
set tipova i sedamdeset Cetiri ortografske inacice,” a
istu je tipologiju 1998. g. sazela na osamnaest tipova
i sedamdeset jednu inacicu.® Maria Teresa Pellicioni
nadopunila je 2012. g. tipologiju Valerije Righini te
pecate podijelila na osamnaest tipova i sedamdeset
osam inacica.’

Sve tipoloske klasifikacije pecata prate kronolos-
ki slijed razvoja radionice. Unutar tipova autori pre-
poznaju nekoliko inacica koje se razlikuju u duzini

Omis$ Skalice and Vranjic (one from each). The find-
site for 76 stamps is not known, but given the ori-
gin of the inventoried finds, it may be assumed with
great certainty that they originally came from Salona
or central Dalmatia. Geographically, a concentration
of finds in Salona and its immediate vicinity, as well
as a concentration of finds in the territory of ancient
Narona, may be observed. The stamps from Narona
were donated to the Museum by Mr. Jerko Moskovita
in 1926* (Map 1).

Typology of Pansiana stamps

In 1975, Giovanni Uggeri, while analysing stamps
from the Ferrra area, was the first to compile a ty-
pology of stamps from the Pansiana workshop.® In
1983, Robert Matijasi¢ proposed a division of the
stamps into nine types inside which he distinguished
between sixty-two orthographic variants.® In 1993,
Valeria Righini divided the stamps into twenty types
and seventy-four orthographic variants,” but then in
1998 she cut this same typology down to eighteen
types and seventy-one variants.® Maria Teresa Pelli-
cioni supplemented Righini’s typology in 2012, and
divided the stamps into eighteen types and seventy-
eight variants.’

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teksta, povezanosti slova, interpunkcijskim znakovi-
ma i dekorativnim elementima.

Tipolosko-kronoloska analiza pecata iz zbirke Ar-
heoloskog muzeja u Splitu pokazala je kako su naj-
zastupljeniji pecati datirani u kasnorepublikansko,
odnosno augustovsko razdoblje (128 primjeraka). 1z
Tiberijeva vremena, kada se uz ime radionice poci-
nju utiskivati imena careva, datira 38 pecata. Pecati
cara Kaligule zastupljeni su sa 18, a cara Klaudija sa
10 primjeraka. 1z vremena cara Nerona datira 49, a
cara Vespazijana svega 5 primjeraka. Dva primjerka
pripadaju tipu Pans(iana) Cae(saris) ¢ija datacija u
literaturi jo$ nije usuglasena'® (grafikon 1).

Trinaest primjeraka iz zbirke sadrzi pecat kojemu
nije moguce pronaci analogiju ni sa jednim tipom
unutar postojecih tipologija. Pecati se od tipova iz
literature razlikuju u interpunkcijskim znakovima i
dekorativnim elementima. Primjerci su izdvojeni kao
nove inacice pecata te su uvrsteni u tipologije Valerie
Righini 1 Marie Terese Pellicioni na nacin da su im
unutar glavnih tipova uz najsli¢nije inacice dodana
slova ili brojevi.!" Sve je peCate onomastickim kri-
terijima moguce datirati u uze vremensko razdoblje
djelovanja radionice. Kasnorepublikanskom, odnosno
augustovskog razdoblju pripisujemo Cetiri, Tiberije-
vom Sest, Kaligulinom dva, a Neronovom vremenu
jedan primjerak pecata.

Kasnorepublikanski / augustovski pecati

Unutar tipa Pellicioni 2 (a-n) = Righini 2 (a-n)
= Matijasi¢ Il (1-12) mozZemo smjestiti Cetiri nove
inacice pecata. Pecati ovoga tipa sadrze utisnuto ime
Pansiana, odnosno kognomen prvoga vlasnika radio-
nice. Mnogo je inacica istoga tipa koje se medusobno
razlikuju u duzini teksta, ligaturama, interpunkcijama
i dekorativnim elementima. Valeria Righini i Maria
Teresa Pellicioni izdvajaju dvanaest inacica pecata te
ih datiraju u kasnorepublikansko i augustovsko raz-
doblje, izmedu 43. g. pr. Kr. i 14. g. po. Kr."? Robert
Matijasi¢ prepoznaje dvanaest razlicitih inacica ovoga
tipa, a datira ih u razdoblje vladavine cara Augusta.'
Pecati ovoga tipa najzastupljeniji su medu pecatima
radionice Pansiana te ih nalazimo na brojnim loka-
litetima duz jadranske obale."* U zbirci Arheoloskog

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All typological classifications of stamps are ac-
companied by a chronological sequence of the work-
shop’s development. Within the types, scholars have
distinguished several variants which differ in terms
of the length of text, the connections between letters,
punctuation marks and decorative elements.

A typological and chronological analysis of the
stamps from the collection of the Archaeological
Museum in Split has shown that the most commonly
represented stamps date to the Late Republican or the
Augustan era (128 examples). 38 stamps were dated
to the Tiberian era, when the names of the emperors
began to be impressed together with that of the work-
shop. Stamps of Emperor Caligula are present with
18 examples, while those of Claudius with 10 exam-
ples. 49 examples date to the time of Emperor Nero,
and only 5 to the reign of Vespasian. Two examples
belong to the Pans(iana) Cae(saris) type, whose dat-
ing has not yet been settled in the relevant literature'
(chart 1).

The thirteen examples from the collection contain
stamps for which no analogy can be found inside any
of the existing typologies. The stamps differ from the
types cited in the literature in terms of punctuation
marks and decorative elements. The examples have
been distinguished as new variants of stamps and in-
cluded in the typologies of Valeria Righini and Maria
Teresa Pellicioni such that letters or numbers were
added to the most similar variants within the main
types.!! Based on onomastic criteria, all of the stamps
can be dated to the narrower chronological period of
the workshop’s operation. Four have been attributed
to the Late Republic or Augustan era, six to the Tibe-
rian era, two to the time of Caligula, and one to the
reign of Nero.

Late Republican/Augustan stamps

Four new stamp variants can be placed within the
type designated as Pellicioni 2 (a-n) = Righini 2 (a-n)
= Matijasi¢ III (1-12). Stamps of this type contain
the impressed name Pansiana, i.e., the cognomen of
the workshop’s first owner. There are many variants
of this same type on which the length of the text,
ligatures, punctuation and decorative elements dif-
fer. Valeria Righini and Maria Teresa Pellicioni dis-
tinguished twelve variants of these stamps and dated

43 BC and 14 AD." Robert Matijasi¢ distinguished
twelve different variants of this type, and dated
them to the reign of Emperor Augustus.'* Stamps of
this type are the most common among the Pansiana
workshop stamps, and they can be found at numer-
ous sites along the Adriatic coast.'

If only the stamp’s
letters are considered, then it would belong to type
Pellicioni 2 e = Righini 2 e, but the decorative element
at the end of the text in combination with this text for-
mat cannot be found among any type in the existing
typologies. A decorative element shaped like a styl-
ized sapling can be seen in the Pellicioni 2 b = Righini
2 b stamp types which contain the text Pansiana. The
find-site of this stamp is not known.

Type 2 hl

The example listed under cat. no. 2 contains the
text Pansiana after which there is a decorative ele-
ment it shaped like a triangle with its top point slanted
to the left. If only the letters on the stamp are consid-
ered, then it would belong to type Matijasi¢ 11I/3 =
Pellicioni 2 h = Righini 2 h, but the decorative ele-
ment after the text cannot be found among any types
of the existing typologies. The stamp was discovered
in Salona.

Type 2 h2

The example listed under cat. no. 3 contains the
text Pansiana followed by a decorative element with
indeterminate shape. If only the stamp’s letters are
considered, then it would belong to type Matijasi¢
[II/3 = Pellicioni 2 h = Righini 2 h, but the decora-

types in the existing typologies. The find-site for this
stamp is unknown. Although this stamp variant is not
present in the typologies, a parallel can be seen in a
publication by Ivan PediSi¢ and Emil Podrug using an

Type 20

The example under cat. no. 4 contains the text
Pansi[---] before which there is a decorative element
in the shape of a stylized tree sapling. No analogies to
such a combination of text and decorative elements
can be found inside the existing typologies. The deco-
rative element in the shape of a stylized sapling can be
found impressed after the text Pansiana on stamps of
type Pellicioni 2 g = Righini 2 g. The find-site of this
stamp is unknown.

Stamps dated to the reign of Emperor Tiberius

Four new stamp variants can be classified within
type Pellicioni 8 (a-1) = Righini 8 (a-1) = Matijasi¢
IV (1-15). Stamps of this type include the impressed
name 7i(beri) Pansiana, i.e., the first two letters of
the emperor’s name followed by the name Pansiana.
There are many variants of this same type on which
the length of the text, ligatures, punctuation and deco-
rative elements differ. Valeria Righini distinguished
eleven,!” Robert Matijasic¢ fifteen,'® and Maria Teresa
Pellicioni twenty variants of this stamp type.!” The
stamps date to the reign of Emperor Tiberius, be-
tween 14 and 37 AD. The distribution of the stamps is
widespread at numerous sites throughout the Adriatic
seaboard, with a higher concentration in the areas of

The slanted bar
on the last letter N is connected to the last upright bar
of the letter such that it resembles a ligature of the let-
ters A and N, but it is not because the entire letter A is
rendered after the letter N. If only the text in the stamp
is considered, then it would belong to type Matijasi¢
IV/9 = Pellicioni § a = Righini 8 a, but the punctua-
tion mark between the two words combined with this
text format does not correspond to any other type in
the existing typologies. Examples from the areas of
Adria and Polesina contain the same type of text in
the stamp, but the punctuation mark between them is
circular in shape (punctum distinguens).”
Both stamps were found in Salona. Although this vari-
ant is not present in the typologies, a parallel can be
seen on a stamp discovered in Bribirska glavica and
published by Ivan Pedisi¢ and Emil Podrug.”

Type 8 fl

The example under cat. no. 7 contains the text
Ti(beri) Pansian[a] with a small spindle-shaped punc-
tuation mark between the two words. If only the text
is considered, then it would belong to type Pellicioni 8
f = Righini 8 f, but the punctuation mark between the
two words combined with this text format cannot be
found any types in the existing typologies. The stamp
was found at the Podstrana site, Poljica.

Type 8 hl

The examples under cat. no. 8 and 9 contain the text
Ti(beri) Pansiana with a triangular punctuation mark
(triangulum distinguens) between the two words. If
only the text is considered, then it would belong to
type Pellicioni 8 h = Righini 8 h, but the punctuation
mark between the two words of the text is not custom-

When the con-
tent of these two stamps is merged, then the text on
this stamp variant can be completely restored, as fol-
lows: C(ai) Caesar(is) Pansi(ana). The stamps were
discovered at a site in Salona.

Stamps dated to the reign of Emperor Nero

One new stamp variant can be placed inside type
Pellicioni 16 (a-o0) = Righini 16 (a-p) = Matijasi¢ VII
(1-17). Stamps of this type contain the text Neronis
Cla(udi) Pan(siana) which based on onomastic crite-
ria have been ascribed to the period in which Emper-
or Caligula reigned, between 54 and 68 AD. Valeria
Righini distinguished twelve,*® Maria Teresa Pelli-
cioni thirteen,’’ and Robert Matijasi¢ seventeen vari-
ants of this stamp type.*” The variants differ from one
another in terms of the length of text, ligatures, punc-
tuation marks and decorative elements. The distribu-
tion of stamps was widespread at numerous sites in
all Italian regions, and in Istria and Dalmatia.*® In the
collection of the Archaeological Museum in Split, the
documented stamps were found at sites in Bijaci, Ka-
men Epetium, Kastel Luksi¢ Gostini, Kastel Sucurac,
Lokve Spalato, Narona, Podstrana Poljica, Salona,
Sustipan Jesenice and Zrnovnica Krilace.**

Type 16 11

The example under cat. no. 13 contains the text
[---Jud(i) Pansian(a) with a circular punctuation
mark (punctum distinguens) between the two words.
If only the text in the stamp is considered, then it
would belong to type Matijasi¢ VII/2 = Pellicioni 16 1
= Righini 16 1, but the punctuation mark between the
two words combined with this text format cannot be
found among any types in the existing typologies. The
stamp was discovered in Salona.

A fragmentary piece of a tegula was found at the
Popove bare site in Vid, near Metkovi¢, bearing a
stamp for which no analogy has been found among
any type in the existing typologies. The stamp contains
the text Ner(onis) Caes[---] on which the letters NER
and AE are rendered in ligature, while between the two
words there is a triangular punctuation mark (#riangu-

Zakljucna razmatranja

U depou Epigrafske zbirke Arheoloskog muzeja u
Splitu pohranjeno je 13 ulomaka tegula s pe¢atom ra-
dionice Pansiana kojima ne nalazimo analogije unu-
tar postojecih tipologija. Od trinaest ulomaka izdvo-
jeno je ukupno deset inacica pecata koji se od inacica
poznatih iz literature razlikuju u interpunkcijskim
znakovima i dekorativnim elementima. Sve je pecate
bilo moguce datirati u uze vremensko razdoblje dje-
lovanja radionice. Kasnorepublikanskom, odnosno

lum distinguens).*® Even though the right part of the
stamp with the text Pansiana has not been preserved,
the stamp can nonetheless be certainly ascribed to the
products of this workshop and not the imperial brick
workshop in Ravenna, which only began production
and printing stamps bearing the names of emperors
from the reign of Hadrian onward.* Based on onomas-
tic criteria this stamp has been ascribed to the time of
Emperor Nero, but typologically it can be classified as
a new stamp variant within type Pellicioni 15 (a-b) =
Righini 15 (a-b).

At the site of the Dominican Convent of St.
Catherine in Split, two tegulae bearing Pansiana work-
shop stamps®” were found as part of the structure of a
grave covered by tegulae; one of them bears a stamp
for which no analogies have been found in the rel-
evant literature. The stamp contains the text Pasiana
on which the central letter A is separated by triangu-
lar punctuation (triangulum distinguens), while after
the text there is a decorative element of unidentifiable
shape. If only the text in the stamp is considered, then
it would belong to type Matijasi¢ 11I/10 = Pellicioni
3b = Righini 3b, which has been dated to the period
between 43 BC and 14 AD.*® Since the stamp after the
text contains a decorative element which combined
with this text format has no analogies among the ex-
isting typologies, it can be classified as a new variant
within this type.

Two tegulae bearing stamps of the Pansiana work-
shop that have no analogies in the relevant literature
were found at the sites of Dujmovaca in Split and

Podgrade near Benkovac.’* Both stamps contain the
incomplete text /---Jud(i) Pansi(ana), in which the
letters VD and AN are rendered in ligature, while the
final letter I is rendered in the form of a spear. Unfor-
tunately, given that both stamps are incomplete, it is
impossible to date them to any period narrower than
that between the reigns of Claudius and Nero.

Concluding considerations

There are 13 stamps from the Pansiana workshop
stored in the depot of the Epigraphic Collection in the
Archaeological Museum in Split bearing the stamp
of the Pansiana workshop for which there are no
analogies inside the existing typologies. Out of these
thirteen, a total of ten stamp variants have been dis-
tinguished, which differ from the variants known in
the relevant literature in terms of punctuation marks
and decorative elements. All of the stamps could be
dated to the narrower period of the workshop’s op-
eration. Four of them date to the Late Republic or
early Augustan era, six to the Tiberian era, two to the
time of Caligula and one to the reign of Nero. Eight
examples were found in Salona, and one at the Pod-
strana site. The find-site of four is not known, but it
may be assumed that they originated in Salona or cen-
tral Dalmatia. The Late Republic stamp from the Do-
minican convent site in Split, two stamps of Emperor
Tiberius found at Bribirska glavica and Velika Mrda-
kovica stored in the Sibenik City Museum, a stamp
of Emperor Nero from the Popove bare site in Vid
near Metkovi¢ and the stamps from Dujmovaca site in
Split and the Podgrade site near Benkovac have been
distinguished as new variants of Pansiana workshop
stamps.

The new stamp variants enhance the diversity of
the already observed epigraphic and stylistic features
of the workshop. Each new publication of stamps
from museum collections and all new research ex-
pands knowledge on the typology and distribution of
Pansiana workshop products, so it is therefore vital to
stress the importance of analysis and publication of
these types of finds.
