Nekima se zato Cini da neeticko
ponasanje prilikom koriStenja izvora informaci-
ja nece biti moguce lako otkriti pa se odlucuju
na plagiranje i takve radove prosljeduju manjim
casopisima. No, sre¢com danas i mnogi manji ¢a-
sopisi, u koje ulazi i Acta Turistica, raspolazu sa
sofisticiranim alatima za brzo i lako otkrivanje
dijelom ili u cijelosti plagiranih radova.

Na Zalost, postoje i slucajevi nedozvoljenog
upada u sadrzaje Casopisa (hakiranje ¢lanaka)
koje je motivirano razliCitim razlozima medu
kojima je i nemogucnost placanja pretplate za
koriStenje elektroni¢kih akademskih izvora
podataka.

A presentation at this year’s International
Tourism Bourse in Berlin featured some in-
teresting data on the use of internet in every-
day life. What happens on the internet in one
minute? It registers 150 million e-mails, 20.8
million WhatsApp messages, Sabre processes
2,000 trips, Amazon generates US$ 203,596
in sales, YouTube records 2.78 million video
views and Google processes 2.4 million search
queries (Excelacom, 2016).

Information access is faster and more ef-
fortless, but filtering information has become
more complex. Consequently, some may think
unethical behaviour in using sources of infor-
mation will not be discovered easily and there-
fore opt to forward plagiarised manuscripts
to smaller journals. Fortunately, even many
smaller journals, including Acta Turistica,
have sophisticated tools for efficient discovery
partial or total plagiarism.

Regrettably, there are also cases of journal
hacking that are often motivated by, among
other reasons, the lack of resources for using
electronic academic databases. Acta Turistica
is a scientific journal with open access to the
published articles in accordance with our aim:
to facilitate free access to the research results
and global exchange of knowledge to the entire
scientific and professional public. Therefore,
we believe that Acta Turistica will both expand
the circle of its loyal readers and give addition-
al impetus to many researchers’ publishing
their valuable papers with us.

Since entitlement to publishing exceptional-
ly high quality manuscripts is not exclusive only
to the most prestigious journals, and since the
most eminent tourism study authors are interest-
ed in publishing their work in Acta Turistica, 1
am sure that owing to our open source policy the
articles published in this issue of Acta Turistica
will be widely read and highly cited.
