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DVA SKUPNA NALAZA
KASNOANTICKOG NOVCA
1Z OKOLICE ZADRA

U radu su kataloski obradena dva skupna nalaza kasnoanti¢kog
novca iz okolice Zadra. Prvi nalaz je devet komada novca na-
denih u amfori u podmorju blizu otoka Oliba 1962. godine, a
datiranih od Tacita pa do Konstancija I. Drugi je ostava od 27
komada novca iz perioda vladavine Konstantina L. i njegovih
sinova bez podrobnijeg konteksta nalaza, pronadena 1963. go-
dine na polozaju ,, Travnjaci“ u Radovinu.! Prvi i drugi skupni
nalazi medusobno su sli¢ni jer sadrze novac iz vrlo uskoga vre-
menskog okvira. Radovinska ostava sadrzi i dva neuobicajena
komada Konstantinova novca kovanog u Ticinu, od kojih jedan
ima iregularan revers, a drugi na aversu na portretu iznad lovo-
rovog vijenca ima naknadno utisnut znak. Terminus ante quem
za skupni nalaz kraj Oliba je 296. godina, a za onaj iz Radovina
nesto iza rujna 326. godine.

Arheoloski muzej Zadar veé gotovo dva stoljeca sa-
kuplja numizmaticku gradu s prostora sjeverne Dal-
macije i Sire. Brojnost i kvaliteta grade predstavljaju
izniman potencijal za razumijevanje numizmaticke
problematike ovog dijela Hrvatske.

U Arheoloskom muzeju Zadar ¢uva se skupni
nalaz novca koji je prema saduvanim podatcima
pronaden 1962. godine u podmorju u blizini oto-
ka Oliba.? Nalaz sadrzava devet kovanica, od kojih

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TWO HOARDS OF LATE
ANTIQUITY COINS FROM
ZADAR’S SURROUNDINGS

Two hoards of Late Antiquity coins from Zadar’s surroundings
are catalogued in this paper. The first one includes 9 coins found
in an amphora on the seabed near the island of Olib in 1962,
dated to the period spanning the reigns of Tacitus and Constan-
tius I. The second hoard is made up of 27 coins from the period
of Constantine I and his sons; it was found at the “Travnjaci”
site in Radovin in 1963, but the detailed context of the find is
not known.! The two hoards are similar due to the fact that they
contain coins from a very short period of time. The Radovin
hoard also includes two unusual Constantine coins minted in
Ticino, one of which has an irregular reverse and the other has
a subsequently imprinted mark above the laureate portrait. Ter-
minus ante quem for the Olib hoard is 296 AD and for the Ra-
dovin hoard somewhat after September 326 AD.

For nearly two centuries, Zadar Archaeological Mu-
seum has been collecting numismatic material from
northern Dalmatia and beyond. The quantity and
quality of the collection offer great potentials for un-
derstanding the coins found in this part of Croatia.
According to the available information, the
hoard kept in Zadar Archaeological Museum was
found on the seabed near the island of Olib in 1962.2
The hoard contains 9 coins, two of which being an-

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su dva antoninijani, a sedam numi (nummus). Ovaj
nalaz objavljen je u dva navrata, ali s pogresnim po-
datcima.? Antoninijani su kovani za careve Tacita i
Karina, a numi za auguste Dioklecijana (3) i Mak-
simijana Herkulija (2) te cezara Konstancija I. (2).
Antoninijani su kovani u Ticinu i Rimu, a numi u
Sisku (4) i Akvileji (3). Maksimalni promjer numa
krece se od 27 do 25 mm. Tezina im znatno varira,
tako su dva primjerka tezine preko 8 g, tri su tes-
ka oko 6,5 g, a dva tek nesto vise od 4 g. Mozda
je na tezinu utjecalo propadanje novca u morskim
uvjetima. Dva numa kovana su 294., a ostalih pet
296. godine. Novac je u more dospio najvjerojatnije
tijekom ili nesto poslije 296. godine. Skupni nalaz
sli¢nog sadrzaja s naseg prostora koji bi najvise od-
govarao nalazu kraj Oliba je ostava iz Macje Grede
kraj Gospica pronadena 1904. godine, a u kojoj je
najkasniji novac onaj Dioklecijana i Maksimijana.*

Skupni nalaz novca iz Radovina sadinjava 27
komada novca pronadenih na polozaju , Travnja-
ci“ negdje prije prosinca 1963. godine.’ Dosad je
spomenut u radu M. Nada, ali s nepotpunim po-
datcima.® Radovinski skupni nalaz, iako relativno
malen u odnosu na neke druge novéane ostave iz
kasnoantickog perioda, po svome sastavu vrlo je ra-
znolik, tako da je medu 27 komada zastupljen veci
broj vladara i kovnica. Najstarija tri primjerka koji
su ovdje zastupljeni iskovani su za Licinija II., Kon-
stantina I. te za njegova cezara Krispa izmedu 318.
i 319. godine, a najmladi primjerak datira se u prvu
polovicu 326. godine. Rije¢ je o novcu emitiranom
za Krispa koji se datira do njegove smrti, odnosno
nikako nakon njegova damnatio memoriae.” Od 27
komada novca iskovanih u vremenskom rasponu
od osam godina najvise ima novca kovanog izme-
du 320. - 321., odnosno izmedu 321. - 324. godi-

rednim brojem 189. Amforu, na Zalost, nismo uspjeli locirati do
trenutka predaje rada, pa je ovom prilikom nismo u stanju publi-
cirati.

Zbog
toga, dok se na ,, Travnjacima“ ne provedu arheoloska istraziva-
nja, reminiscencija na ovu ostavu ima informativan karakter. To¢-
no mjesto nalaza po knjizi inventara je izmedu kuca Paica i Bistre,
od Bistre Mihovila, pok. Nikole; 12 mj. 1963., nadeno na zemlji-
$tu koje pripada Ivi Vranjicu iz Viso¢ana. Novci su inventirani pod
brojevima A 1770 do A 1796.

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toniniani and seven nummi (nummus). The hoard
was published twice but some of the information
was incorrect.> While the antoniniani were minted
for Emperors Tacitus and Carinus, the nummi were
minted for Augusts Diocletian (3) and Maximian
Herculius (2) and Ceasar Constantius I (2). Anton-
iniani were minted in Ticino and Rome and nummi
in Siscia (4) and Aquileia (3). The maximum diame-
ter of nummi ranges from 27 to 25mm. Their weight
varies significantly: for example, two specimen weigh
over 8g, two around 6.5g and two slightly above 4g.
Their weight could have been affected by salt water
conditions. Two nummi were minted in 294 AD and
the remaining five in 296 AD. The coins probably
ended up in the sea in 296 AD or somewhat later. Of
the hoards found in this region, the one most similar
to the Olib hoard was found in Macja Greda near
Gospi¢ in 1904. The newest coins in it were Diocle-
tian’s and Maximian’s.*

The Radovin hoard consists of 27 coins. They
were found at “Travnjaci” site some time before De-
cember 1963.° It was only mentioned in M. Nad’s
work so far, but with incomplete information.® Al-
though the Radovin hoard is relatively small com-
pared to some other hoards of Late Antiquity coins,
its contents are varied: its 27 coins belong to several
rulers and mints. Three oldest specimens were mint-
ed during the reigns of Licinius II, Constantine I and
his Caesar Crispus, between 318 and 319 AD. The
newest specimen is dated back to the first half of 326
AD. It was emitted for Crispus and is dated to the pe-
riod preceding Crispus’ death — certainly not after his
damnatio memoriae.” The specimens minted between
320 and 321 AD and between 321 - 324 AD, respec-
tively, account for most of the 27 coins minted within
the 8-year period. The coins minted by Constantine

under number 189. Unfortunately, we could not locate the amphora
by the time of submission of this paper, so we cannot publish it here.

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ne. Najzastupljeniji je novac Konstantina I. i novac
koji je Konstantin izdavao za sina Krispa. Tako je
Konstantin I. zastupljen s 14 komada, $to zapravo
nije nista neuobicajeno s obzirom na veliku nakladu
njegovih emisija u svim carskim kovnicama. Naj-
stariji Konstantinov novac je centenional iskovan
u Ticinu oko 318./19. godine i rije¢ je o novcu s
reversnim prikazom dvije Viktorije koje drze $tit
unutar kojega je natpis VOT/XX. Osim ovog tipa
novca, ovaj vladar zastupljen je i s drugim ranim
emisijama poput VIRTVS EXERCIT, kao i BEATA
TRANQVILITAS. Ove tipove novca karakterizira
takoder natpis VOT/XX koji se nalazi unutar olta-
ra ili vojnog stijega. U Konstantinovo ime iskovano
je jos i 10 centenionala s reversom VOT/XX, od-
nosno legendom DN CONSTANTINI MAX AVG.
Serije tog novca pustane su u optjecaj izmedu 320.
1 325. godine. Za 10 Konstantinovih komada moze
se utvrditi kovnica, a to su Ticinum (4), Siscija (2),
Tesalonika (1), Trier (1), Arelate (1) i Akvileja, Rim
ili Siscija (1).

Nakon Konstantina I. po zastupljenosti slijedi
Konstantinov novac kovan za Krispa koji je u ovom
skupnom nalazu predstavljen s osam primjeraka.
On je u ovoj ostavi, kao i Konstantin I., zastupljen
s dva ranija primjerka iskovana izmedu 319. i 320.
te sa Sest komada novca koji slave njegovu vota qu-
inquennalis ili vota decennalis. Medu njegovim mo-
netama je i jedina od 27 kovanica koja nije votivnog
karaktera. To je moneta PROVIDENTIAE CAESS
iskovana u Sisciji (®*ESIS®)® i ujedno predstavlja
najmladi novac iz ovoga skupnog nalaza. Iskovana
je do kolovoza ili rujna 326. godine, odnosno do
trenutka kad je Krisp uhiéen u Puli te po Konstan-
tinovu nalogu osuden na smrt.” Ova moneta moze
se uzeti kao terminus ante quem radovinskoga sku-
pnog nalaza. Ukupni fundus novca za Krispa zabi-
ljezen u ovoj ostavi porijeklom je iz Siscije (6), Tici-
na (1) i Arelate (1).

Krispovu suvladaru i bratu Konstantinu II. s ko-
jim ga je od 317. Konstantin Veliki uzvisio na rang
cezara pripadaju tri monete; to su centenionali s re-
versom VOT/V i jo$ jedna kovanica, nazalost slabo

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I and the ones Constantine emitted for his son Cris-
pus account for most of them. There are 14 coins of
Constantine I, which is not unusual given the large
circulation of his emissions in all imperial mints. The
oldest Constantine’s coin is the centenionalis minted
in Ticino around 318 — 319 AD. On the reverse it
depicts two Victories holding a shield inscribed with
VOT/XX. Other coins of the same ruler found in the
hoard include other early emissions such as VIRTVS
EXERCIT and BEATA TRANQVILITAS. These
types are also characterized by the inscription VOT/
XX found within an altar or a standard. Ten centen-
ionalis with VOT/XX on the reverse and with the in-
scription DN CONSTANTINI MAX AVG were also
minted in Constantine’s name. Series of these coins
were put into circulation between 320 and 325 AD.
For 10 Constantine’s coins we can establish the mints
they came from: Ticinum (4), Siscia (2), Thessalonica
(1), Trier (1), Arelate (1) and Aquileia, Rome or Sis-
cia (1).

After the Constantine I coins, the most numerous
ones are Constantine’s coins minted for Crispus, 8 of
which are found in this hoard. Just like the ones of
Constantine I, his coins include two earlier specimens
minted between 319 and 320 AD and 6 coins cel-
ebrating his vota quinquennalis or vota decennalis.
One of his coins is also the single one of the total of
27 coins from the hoard which is not of votive char-
acter. It is the PROVIDENTIAE CAESS coin, minted
on Sicily (®ESISe)®. It is the newest coin the hoard.
It was minted not later than in August or Septem-
ber 326 AD, when Crispus was arrested in Pula and
sentenced to death by Constantine’s order.” This coin
can be considered as the terminus ante quem of the
Radovin hoard. Of all the coins in this hoard that
were minted for Crispus, 6 are from Siscia, 1 from
Ticino and 1 from Arelate.

Three types of currency belong to Crispus’ co-
ruler and brother Constantine II (who, same as his
brother, was elevated to the rank of Caesar by their
father Constantine the Great in 317 AD). These are:
centenionalis with the VOT/V reverse; another coin,
unfortunately with a hardly legible reverse (VOT/V

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¢itkog reversa (VOT/V ili X), te ranija emisija cen-
tenionala VICTORIAE LAETAE PRINC PERP koja
je iskovana u trecoj radionici siscijske kovnice oko
319. godine. Sa sigurnoséu za Konstantina II. mogu
se evidentirati jo$ dvije kovanice izradene u Sisciji i
Ticinu. Osim Konstantinove obitelji zastupljen je i
novac Konstantinova suvladara Licinija . i njegova
sina Licinija II. Tako Liciniju I. pripada novac tipa
VOT/XX iskovan u Akvileji te jos jedan identican
primjerak necitke provenijencije. Liciniju IL. atribu-
iran je novac s reversnom legendom ROMAE AE-
TERNAE s Romom koja sjedi i upisuje u $tit X/V.
Taj novac iskovan je u Rimu.

Kad se svi ovi podatci uzmu u obzir, dolazi se
do zakljucka da razli¢itim votivnim serijama (s nat-
pisom unutar vijenca ili s prikazom unutar kojeg se
nalazi vota) od 27 komada novca pripada njih 26.
Njih 19 na reversu u vijencu imaju legendu VOT, i to
VOT/XX (11 komada), VOT/X (2 komada), VOT/V
(4 komada) i VOT s necitkom godisnjicom (2 koma-
da). Od kovnica ovih primjeraka najzastupljenija je
Siscija (8 komada), sto je i vrlo logi¢no s obzirom na
blizinu, vaznost i nakladu te kovnice u Konstantino-
vu periodu. Ona je zastupljena s novcem izradenim
u najmanje Cetiri razli¢ite oficine, sa sedam razlici-
tih kovnickih varijanti u odsjecku. Nakon Siscije po
brojnosti nalaza slijedi novac porijeklom iz Ticina
sa Sest komada novca kovanog u Cetiri radionice te
Arelate s dvije kovanice iz dvije radionice. Po jedna
moneta atribuirana je kovnicama u Akvileji, Tesa-
lonici, Rimu i Trieru, dok se za jednu moze pretpo-
staviti da je iskovana u Sisciji, Akvileji ili Tesalonici.
Ostalih je 7 komada novca zbog losijeg stanja sacu-
vanosti nemoguce atribuirati ijednoj kovnici.

Zastupljenost pojedinih kovnica u skupnom na-
lazu iz Radovina podudarna je donekle s uzorkom
vazeéim za sjevernu Dalmaciju tog perioda s jasno
uocljivom razlikom koja se manifestira gotovo pot-
punim izostankom novca isto¢nih kovnica. Od za-
padnih kovnica u skupnom nalazu iz Radovina naj-
zastupljenija je Siscija s 42 %, slijedi Ticinum s 31,5
%, potom Arelate s 10,5 %. Kod uzorka sjeverne
Dalmacije omjer je Siscija 56 %, Ticinum 14 % te
Rim 10 %. U uzorku vazeéem za prostor sjeverne
Dalmacije za ovo razdoblje zastupljenost istocnih
kovnica iznosi 31,5 %, dok je u skupnom nalazu iz
Radovina ona 0,5 %.!° Po svemu sudeéi, ovaj sku-
pni nalaz ne predstavlja strukturu novca koja je bila
uobicajena za prostor sjeverne Dalmacije na kraju
prvog desetljeca 4. stoljeca.

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or X); and an earlier emission of VICTORIAE LA-
ETAE PRINC PERP centenionalis, minted in the
third workshop of Siscia’s mint around 319 AD. Two
other coins, minted in Siscia and Ticino, respectively,
can be positively attributed to Constantine II. Besides
the coins of Constantine’s family, coins of his co-ruler
Licinius I and his son Licinius II are also found in this
hoard. Thus, a coin of the VOT/XX type, minted in
Aquileia, and another, identical one of illegible prov-
enance, belong to Licinius I. The coin with ROMAE
AETERNAE inscribed on the reverse, with the seated
Roma inscribing X/V in her shield, can be attributed
to Licinius II. It was minted in Rome.

When all the above is taken into account, we can
conclude that 26 out of 27 coins belong to various
votive series (inscribed within a wreath or with a de-
piction containing a vota). Of these, 19 have VOT in-
scribed on reverse: VOT/XX (11 specimens), VOT/X
(2 specimens), VOT/V (4 specimens) and VOT with
an illegible anniversary (2 specimens). Most of the
coins were minted in Siscia (8 specimens) — which
is very logical due to the vicinity, importance and
circulation of that mint in the Constantine’s period.
The coins coming from there were made in at least 4
various officinae, with 7 mint subtypes in a segment.
The second most numerous after Siscia coins are Ti-
cino coins (6 of them, minted in 4 workshops) and
Arelate coins (two of them, minted in 2 workshops).
One coin can be attributed to the mints in Aquileia,
Thessalonica, Rome and Trier, respectively. For one
coin we can assume it was minted in Siscia, Aquileia
or Thessalonica. As for the remaining 7 coins, their
poor condition prevents us from attributing them to
any particular mint.

The share of individual mints in the Radovin
hoard is comparable with the pattern applicable to
northern Dalmatia of that period, with one clear dif-
ference: almost total absence of coins from the mints
in the East. Of the coins from the Western mints,
the most numerous are the ones from Siscia (42%);
they are followed by Ticinum (31.5%) and Arelate
(10.5%). In the pattern applicable to northern Dal-
matia, the shares are as follows: Siscia 56 %, Ticinum
14% and Rome 10%. The share of the coins from
Eastern mints in the northern Dalmatian pattern for
the period is 31.5% and in the Radovin hoard pat-
tern it is 0.5%.'° To all appearances, the structure of
coins in this hoard does not reflect the one typical for
northern Dalmatia at the end of the first decade of
the 4 century.

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Ovaj skupni nalaz sadrzi i dva primjerka novca
koje je zbog svojih stilskih karakteristika potrebno
izdvojiti. Oba su iskovana u Ticinu (kat. br. 20 i
22) i predstavljaju nehoti¢ne ili namjerne interven-
cije na povrsinu kovne plocice u trenutku i nakon
kovanja. Pod kat. br. 22 nalazi se iregularan Kon-
stantinov novac s vijencem na reversu (VOT/XX),!
a na kojemu je greskom uokolo vijenca umjesto le-
gende DN CONSTANTINI MAX AVG utisnuto D
MAX AVG [...] MAX AVG. Kao sto to Cesto biva,
takav natpis moze se dogoditi dvostrukim udarcem,
kad se nakon prvog otkova kalup ili novac sluc¢ajno
zaokrenu pod odredenim stupnjem, a udarac se au-
tomatski odbije i ponovi.

Pod kat. br. 22, tab. 3, Sl. 1. nalazi se novac
s obljetnicom Konstantinove vicennaliae na kojem
je uofena naknadna intervencija. Ona se nalazi na
krajnjem dijelu careva portreta, odnosno iznad lo-
vorovog vijenca. Rije¢ je o utisnutom znaku ,,X*.
Usporedbe za ovakvu pojavu za sada nismo pronas-
li u dostupnoj strucnoj literaturi.'?

Skupni nalaz novca iz podmorja kraj Oliba sa-
drzi devet komada novca datiranih od 276. do 296.
godine. Po sastavu on se dijeli na dva antoninijana
koji pripadaju Tacitu i Karinu te nume kovane u
vrijeme prve tetrarhije, odnosno za dva augusta (Di-
oklecijan i Maksimijan Herkulije) i jednog cezara
(Konstancije 1.). Novac je iskljucivo zapadne pro-
venijencije. Nalaz u amfori kraj Oliba predstavlja
standardni presjek optjecaja novca na trokutu izme-
du Akvileje, Siscije i Zadra. Kako je rijec o relativ-
no malom broju novca od kojih se najstariji datira
u 276. godinu, a vecinu sacinjavaju relativno malo
koristene kovanice iz perioda nakon monetarne re-
forme 294. godine,'® moze se pretpostaviti kako je
amfora dospjela u more negdje iza 296. ili malo ka-
snije, svakako ne iza 305. godine.'*

Skupni nalaz novca iz Radovina sadrzi primjer-
ke 27 komada novca kovanih u periodu izmedu
318.1326. godine veéinom u Sisciji i Ticinu za vla-
dare Konstantina I. i Licinija 1. te za njihove ceza-
re Krispa, Konstantina II. i Licinija II. Uvjerljivo
prevladava novac zapadne provenijencije. Prema
svome porijeklu, ova ostava ne predstavlja struk-
turu novca koja je bila uobicajena za prostor Sje-
verne Dalmacije u periodu od 317. do 330. godine.

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This hoard also contains two specimens which
should be singled out here because of the character-
istics of their style. They were both minted in Ticino
(Cat. No. 20 and 22) and they exhibit unintentional
or intentional interventions on the surface of the coin
planchet during and after minting. Catalogued under
No. 22 is an irregular Constantine coin with a wreath
on the reverse (VOT/XX),! containing a mistake: the
inscription D MAX AVG [...] MAX AVG is imprint-
ed around the wreath instead of DN CONSTANTINI
MAX AVG. It was a common mistake — the result of
a double strike: when the die or the coin accidently
move at a certain angle after the first strike and the
die automatically rebounds and strikes again.

A coin celebrating the anniversary of Constan-
tine’s vicenalia with a subsequent intervention can
be found under Cat. No. 22, Tab. 3, Fig. 1. The in-
tervention can be seen on the edge of the Emperor’s
portrait, above the laurel wreath. An X is imprinted
there. We have not found any similar examples in the
available literature yet.!

The hoard found on the seabed near Olib con-
tains 9 coins dated back to the period between 276
and 296 AD. It includes two antoniniani belonging
to Tacitus and Carinus and the nummi minted during
the first Tetrarchy — namely, during two Augusts (Di-
ocletian and Maximian Herculius) and one Casear
(Constantius I). They all came from Western mints.
The coins found in the amphora near Olib reflect the
standard circulation pattern for the coins used in the
triangle between Aquileia, Siscia and Zadar. Given
the facts that the coins from the amphora are rela-
tively few, that the oldest one among them are dated
to 276 AD and that most of them are relatively little
used coins from the period after the monetary reform
of 294 AD,'3 we can assume that the amphora ended
up on the seabed immediately after 296 AD or a bit
later, but definitely not after 305 AD."

The Radovin hoard contains 27 coins minted be-
tween 318 and 326 AD, mostly in Siscia and Ticino
during the reigns of Constantine I and Licinius I, and
for their Caesars Crispus, Constantine II and Licinius
II. A large majority of the coins came from Western
mints. This hoard does not reflect the structure of
coins typical for northern Dalmatia in the period be-
tween 317 and 330 AD. It is certainly interesting to

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Svakako je zanimljivo spomenuti to da ona sadrzi
i dva komada Konstantinova novca s neuobicaje-
nim intervencijama na aversu ili reversu. Najstariji
novci iskovani su iza 318., a najmladi je emitiran
326. godine. Zadnji novac u ostavi datiran je u
kraci vremenski period do Krispova protjerivanja
iz javnog sjecanja oko kolovoza/rujna 326., a tre-
nutak deponiranja ovoga skupnog nalaza trebalo
bi traziti nesto nakon tog datuma, svakako ne pre-
vise jer novac nije bio dugo u optjecaju, odnosno
nije previse istrosen, a i nedostaje Konstantinov
novac kovan za Konstancija II. koji je uzdignut na
rang cezara u studenom 324. godine. Kao $to to
sugeriraju neke druge novcane ostave sa slicnim
sastavom, ' sasvim je sigurno da je novac iz Rado-
vina deponiran u zemlju prije 330., odnosno prije
pojave novog i vrlo ucestalog centenionala, s re-
versnom legendom gloria exercitvs.

U ovome radu prikazana su dva skupna nalaza
novca iz okolice Zadra. Tematika su skupni nalaz
novca iz podmorja kraj Oliba te skupni nalaz nov-
ca iz Radovina. Oba nalaza datiraju se u pocetak
kasne antike, odnosno u prvu Cetvrtinu 4. stoljeca.
Objava ovih nalaza u mnogocemu ¢e nadopuniti
poznavanje kasnoanticke numizmaticke grade na
prostoru sjeverne Dalmacije.

mention that it includes two Constantine coins with
unusual interventions on the obverse and reverse, re-
spectively. While the oldest coins were minted after
318 AD, the newest one was emitted in 326 AD. The
last coin from the hoard was dated to the short pe-
riod preceding Crispus’ damnatio memoriae around
August/September 326 AD, and the hoard itself was
probably deposited sometime after this date — cer-
tainly not too long afterwards, because the coins had
not been in circulation for a very long time (they are
not worn out) and because they do not include the
ones minted by Constantine for Constantius II (who
was elevated to the rank of Casear in November 324
AD). As some other hoards of similar coins suggest,'
the Radovin coins were positively deposited into the
ground before 330 AD - in other words, before the
appearance of the new and very frequent centeniona-
lis with the gloria exercitvs inscription on its reverse.

This paper presents two hoards of coins from the
Zadar surroundings: one from the seabed near the
island of Olib and one from Radovin. Both hoards
are dated to the beginning of Late Antiquity — spe-
cifically, to the first quarter of the 4™ century. The
publishing of these hoards will improve our knowl-
edge of numismatic material in northern Dalmatia in
many aspects.
