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Abstract

Autor objavljuje stelu veterana legije Sedma Clau-
dia pia fidelis pronadenu u Sikulima. Donosi restitu-
ciju natpisa, onomasti¢ku analizu i interpretaciju u
kontekstu ostalih epigrafskih potvrda legijskih vete-
rana u Saloni tijekom 1. stolje¢a i njihova naseljava-
nja u Sikulima u doba cara Klaudija (41. — 54.).

Abstract
The author publishes a stele of a veteran of legio
VII Claudia pia fidelis found in Siculi. He provides
reading of the inscription, onomastic analysis and in-
terpretation in the context of other epigraphic confir-
mations of the legionary veterans in Salona in the 1st
century and their settlement in Siculi in the period of

the Emperor Claudius (41-54).

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1. OKOLNOSTI PRONALASKA
STELE. OPIS I NATPIS

U Bija¢ima je 2013. tijekom gradnje neke kude
pronadena stela (SI. 1). U trenutku otkrivanja
bila je cjelovita jer su sudedi po fotografijama sve
crte loma svjeze, a pretrpjela je i o$te¢enja grade-
vinskim udarnim ¢eki¢em. Stela je razlomljena u
devet komada i odmah nakon otkri¢a zabetonira-
na u temelje kude.! Dimenzije stele su nepoznate.
Gornji dio sastoji se od trokutastog pseudozabata
kojemu su kose stranice izvedene jednostavnom
,S¢ profilacijom. U sredini je nepravilna ispup-
¢ena Cetverolisna rozeta. Lijevo i desno od pse-
udozabata su pseudoakroteriji ukraseni cetvero-
strukim palmetama. Natpisno polje uokvireno je
jednostavnom ,S“ profilacijom. Znakovi inter-
punkcije mogu se uociti u svim redcima osim u
7. 1 8. retku.? Tekst je oSte¢en na desnoj strani
unato¢ ¢emu ga je mogude proditati i u cijelosti
restituirati:

' Informacije o okolnostima pronalaska stele, fotografije i do-

pustenje za objavu dobio sam od kolege Ivana Sute, ravnatelja
Muzeja grada Kastela, i kolegice Ivane Klai¢ na ¢emu sam im
zahvalan. To¢na lokacija pronalaska spomenika i autor prilozene
fotografije su nepoznati.

> U radu nije posve¢ena paznja morfologiji spomenika i pa-
leografiji. Preliminarna usporedba s ostalim vojni¢kim nadgrob-
nim spomenicima iz Salone pokazala je da Sekundova stela ima
najvise morfoloskih sli¢nosti sa stelom Lucija Vegnonija (D.
TONCINIC 2011: 96, sl. 65; v. dalje u tekstu bilj. 28), tako-
der otkrivenoj u Sikulima, i sa stelom Seksta Atilija iz Jadera (D.
TONCINIC 2011: 28-30, sl. 7, za tipologiju stela pripadnika
Sedme legije u Dalmaciji v. D. TONCINIC 2011: 147-161).
Slova su na Sekundovoj steli isklesana prili¢no nepravilno, pose-
bice A, G S, te u Saloni nema vojnickog natpisa koji bi mogao
posluziti za analogiju.
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1. CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE
STELE DISCOVERY. DESCRIPTION
AND INSCRIPTION

A stele was found in Bija¢i in 2013 when a house
was built (Fig. 1). In the moment of discovery it was
complete as all fracture lines seem to be fresh jud-
ging from the photographs, and it was damaged by a
construction impact hammer. The stele was broken in
nine pieces and embedded into the house foundati-
ons immediately after the discovery.' The dimensions
of the stele are unknown. Upper part consists of tri-
angular pseudo-gable whose oblique sides were ren-
dered with simple “S” molding. Irregular embossed
four-petalled rosette is in the middle. Pseudo-acrote-
ria decorated with fourfold palmettes are to the left
and right of the pseudo-gable. The inscription field
is framed with simple “S” molding. There are pun-
ctuation marks in all lines except for the seventh and
eighth.? The text is damaged on the right side but still
it can be read and restored in entirety:

Letters on the
Secundus’ stele are carved rather crudely, particularly A, G and S,
and there is no a suitable military inscription in Salona to be used
as analogy.

Ovdje pociva Gaj Aulije Sekundo, Gajev sin,
(upisan u glasacki okrug) Aniensis, (iz) grada Kre-
mone, veteran legije Sedma Claudia pia fidelis. Ari-
ja Agatemerida za Zivota je postavila sebi i svome
zasluznome i najdrazemu suprugu, [i(?)] Kvintu
Ariju Prisku(?) [ocu ili bratu ili patronu].

2. LEGIJSKI VETERAN GA]J
AULIJE SEKUNDO

Pokojnikov imenski obrazac sadrzi prenomen,
gentilicij, filijaciju, glasacki okrug, kognomen i
domicil, $to su elementi karakteristi¢ni za ime-
novanje rimskog gradanina u ranom principatu.’
Gentilicij Aulius do sada nije poznat na natpisima
iz rimske provincije Dalmacije. U ltaliji je potvr-
den 12 puta, u Galiji Belgiki i objema Germani-
jama dva puta, a po jedan put u Noriku, Pano-
niji, Hispaniji i Narbonskoj Galiji. Kognomen
Secundus jedan je od najrasirenijih u rimskom
svijetu jednako kao i u provinciji Dalmaciji.’ Gaj
Aulije Sekundo porijeklom je iz Kremone. Grad
je osnovan 218. pr. Krista u Desetoj regiji Italije,
upisan je u glasacki okrug Aniensis i od Augu-
stova vremena ima status kolonije.® Ni jedan voj-
nik legije Sedma Claudia pia fidelis u Dalmaciji
nije bio iz Kremone, ali su trojica bila upisana u
glasacki okrug Aniensis.” Iz Kremone su bila ¢e-
tvorica pripadnika legije Jedanaesta Claudia pia
fidelis stacionirane u Burnumu.® Grad porijekla

Here lies Gaius Aulius Secundus, son of Gaius,
(registered in the voting tribe) Aniensis, (from)
the city of Cremona, veteran of legio VII Claudia
pia fidelis. Arria Agathemeris made this for herself
and her well-deserving husband, [and(?)] Quintus
Arrius Priscus (?) [father or brother or patron].

2. LEGIONARY VETERAN
GAIUS AULIUS SECUNDUS

The deceased person’s naming formula contains
pracnomen, gentilicium, filiation, voting tribe, co-
gnomen and domicile as elements characteristic of
naming a Roman citizen in the Early Principate.’
Gentilicium Aulius has not been recorded on the
inscriptions from the Roman province of Dalma-
tia. In Italy it was confirmed twelve times, in Gallia
Belgica and both Germaniae two times, and once
in Noricum, Pannonia, Hispania and Gallia Nar-
bonensis respectively.* Cognomen Secundus is one
of the most widespread cognomina in the Roman
world including the province of Dalmatia.> Gaius
Aulius Secundus was originally from Cremona. The
city was founded in 218 BC in the tenth region of
Italy, inscribed in the voting tribe Aniensis, having
the status of a colony from the Augustan era.® None
of the soldiers of legio VII Claudia pia fidelis in Dal-
matia was from Cremona, but three of them were re-
gistered in the voting tribe Aniensis.” Four members
of the Legio XI Claudia pia fidelis stationed at Bur-
num were from Cremona.?® City of origin is known

VII. The majority were
from Asia Minor (25) and
Italy (20), much less from
Macedonia (5) and Gallia
(1). 'They

came from 33 different

Narbonensis

cities, mostly in Italy (12):
Aesis, Arretium, Bene-
ventum, Bononia, Brixia,
Florentia, Forum Corne-
lii, Libarna, Ticinum, Pla-
centia, Pisaurum and Ve-
rona.9 Aulius’ inscription
confirms Cremona as the
13* Italian city of origin
of this legion’s members
stationed in Dalmatia.
After coming to Illyri-
cum, legio VII participated
in crushing Bato’s uprising
between the years 6 and 9
and then it was stationed
in the camp Tilurium. The
year 42 was of particular
importance in its history

when it sided with the

Emperor Claudius during the governor Scribonia-
nus’ revolt thereby earning the honorary title Cla-
udia pia fidelis. It left Dalmatia between 58 and 62
when it was sent to Viminacium in Upper Moesia.'’
Mention of the honorary title dates the formation
of Secundus’ stele to the period after the year 42"
and his acquisition of the veteran status falls exactly
between that year and legion’s departure from the
province. Secundus’ stele could have been set up in
a relatively short period as the statistics shows that
the veterans from his legion lived for less than three
years after the end of their military career.'> Howe-

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to dogoditi i nakon duZeg vremena," pa ¢ak i u
vrijeme kada legija vi$e ovdje nije boravila." Nepo-
znato je koliko je imao godina Zivota i godina voj-
ne sluzbe, $to ne iznenaduje jer su ovi podatci slabo
poznati za legijske veterane u Saloni u 1. stoljecu.
Naime, godine sluzbe dokumentirane su za cetvo-
ricu, a starosna dob za Sestoricu bivsih pripadnika
legija Sedma i Jedanaesta Claudia pia fidelis koji su
u vojsci prosje¢no proveli 30 godina, a preminuli
su u dobi od 51,5 godine."”

3. KOMEMORATORICA ARIJA
AGATEMERIDA I KVINT ARIJE
PRISKO(?)

Veteranu Sekundu i sebi stelu je za Zivota po-
stavila supruga Arija Agatemerida.'® Spominjanje
supruge nije neobi¢no jer je Sekundo nakon ot-
pusta iz vojske dobio pravo Zenidbe (conubinm)
sa svojom partnericom.'”” Ukupno 16 salonitan-
skih natpisa legija Sedma i Jedanaesta Claudia pia
fidelis spominje veterane i ¢lanove uze obitelji,
oslobodenike, oslobodenice i ostale osobe s njima
povezane na razli¢ite nacine. Supruge su izricito
spomenute na pet natpisa i vjerojatno na jos$ jed-
nom natpisu.'® Tre¢a osoba cije je ime zabiljezeno
na steli je Kvint Arije Prisko(?). S obzirom na ras-
polozivi prostor na zavrsetku 9. retka najvjerojat-
nije je njegov kognomen Priscus. Ovaj kognomen
jedan je od najrasirenijih u Carstvu, takoder i u
Dalmaciji, gdje je bio popularan medu domacim
stanovnistvom.”? Zenin kognomen Agathemeris

je grekog porijekla, ¢est na natpisima u Rimu, i

ver this could have happened after longer period,'
even when the legion was not stationed in Dalmatia
any longer."* We do not know how old he was or
how long he served in the legion which is not su-
prpising as these information are poorly known for
the legionary veterans in Salona in the 1st century.
In other words, years of service were documented
for four, and the age for six former members of the
legions VII and XI Claudia pia fidelis who served
an average of 30 years in the army, and they passed
away at the age of 51.5.”

3. COMMEMORATOR ARRIA
AGATHEMERIS AND QUINTUS
ARRIUS PRISCUS (?)

The stele was set up by Arria Agathemeris for
herself and her husband veteran Secundus while
she was still alive.'* Mentioning of wife is not unu-
sual as Secundus had the right to marry (conubinm)
his partner after the end of military service."” Total
of 16 Salonitan inscriptions of the legions VII and
XI Claudia pia fidelis contain mention of veterans
and members of their immediate family, freedmen
and freedwoman and other persons associated with
them in different ways. Wifes were explicitely men-
tioned on five inscriptions and most likely on one
more inscription.'® The third person whose name
was mentioned on the stele was Quintus Arrius
Priscus (?). Considering the available space at the
end of the ninth line most probably his cognomen
was Priscus. This cognomen was one of the most
widespread cognomina in the empire, including

Dalmatia, where it was popular among the local

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to ve¢inom medu robovima i oslobodenicima.?
U Dalmaciji je potvrden dvaput na natpisima
iz Salone i na jednom iz nepoznatog nalazista.”!
Agatemerida i Prisko(?) imaju isti gentilicij pre-
ma ¢emu bi se moglo zakljuditi da je on bio nje-
zin otac ili brat ili patron. Na kraju 8. retka ima
dovoljno mjesta za veznik ez, kao $to i na kraju
9. retka nakon kognomena moze stati oznaka
Agatemeridina i Priskova(?) medusobnog odno-
sa. Prema tome, on je druga osoba komemorira-
na ovim nadgrobnim natpisom. Medutim, ime
Kvinta Arija Priska(?) moze biti restituirano i u
genitivu $to bi sugeriralo da je tako Agatemerida
navedena kao njegova k¢i ili oslobodenica. Gen-
tilicij Arrius italskog je porijekla i vrlo rasprostra-
njen. U Italiji je potvrden 47 puta, Hispaniji 13,
Galiji Belgiki i objema Germanijama etiri puta
te s jo$ nekoliko primjera u Narbonskoj odnosno
Lugdunskoj Galiji, objema Panonijama i objema
Mezijama, Noriku, Dakiji i Britaniji. U Dalma-
ciji je zabiljezen 16 puta.”> O Arijima u Saloni u
ranom principatu moze se vrlo malo re¢i jer je na
raspolaganju tek nadgrobni natpis (CIL 3, 2085)
koji je svojemu sinu G. Turaniju Sedatu, duoviru
u Skardoni i ¢lanu familije vjerojatno lokalnog
porijekla, postavila Arija Sukcesa.”® Sve potvrde
iz kasnoga principata potjecu iz Salone ukljucu-
judi jednu iz Skripa i iz Sikula.>* U kontekstu Se-
kundove supruge Arije Agatemeride i Kvinta Ari-
ja Priska(?) vaina je stela (/LIug 2781) iz Sikula
koju je Ariju Kalationu i njegovoj zeni postavila
njihova k¢i.® Prema tome bi se moglo kazati da
su pripadnici ove familije bili vlasnici zemalja u
zapadnom dijelu salonitanskog agera i u kasnom
principatu.

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population.” Wife’s cognomen Agathemeris is of
Greek origin; it is often found on the inscriptions
in Rome, mostly among slaves and freedmen.? In
Dalmatia it was confirmed twice on the inscripti-
ons from Salona and one inscription from an un-
known finding place.”’ Agathemeris and Priscus (?)
have identical gentilicium indicating that he might
have been her father or brother or patron. At the
end of the eighth line there is enough space for the
conjunction e, just like designation of Agatheme-
ris’ and Priscus’ (?) relation might have been wri-
tten at the end of the ninth line. In that way he is
the second person commemorated on this funerary
monument. However the name of Quintus Arrius
Priscus (?) could be restored in the genitive case as
well suggesting that Agathemeris was mentioned as
his daughter or freedwoman. Gentilicium Arrius is
of Italic origin and it is very widespread. In Italy it
was confirmed 47 times, in Hispania 13 times, four
times in Gallia Belgica and both Germaniae, and
with several more examples in Gallia Narbonensis
and Lugunensis, both Pannoniae and both Moe-
siae, Noricum, Dacia and Britannia. In Dalmatia
it was recorded 16 times.** Little is known about
Arrii in Salona in the Early Principate as there is
only a funerary inscription (CIL 3, 2085) set up by
Arria Successa, dedicated to her son G. Turranius
Sedatus, duovir in Scardona and probably a mem-
ber of a family of local origin.” All confirmations
from the Late Principate originate from Salona in-
cluding the one from Skrip and from Siculi.** In
the context of Secundus’ wife Arria Agathemeris
and Quintus Arrius Priscus (?) we need to mention
a stele (/LIug 2781) from Siculi set up to Arrius
Calatio and his wife by their daughter.” Therefo-
re we might say that members of this family were
owners of land in the western part of the Salonitan

Age and years of
service are known only for Titus Sabinus who died
at the age of 56 after 32 years in the army.*® Two
more damaged inscriptions also probably belonged
to the veterans. Lucius Arruntius died at the age of
55 meaning that he had at least 30 years of military
service so that his veteran status can be assumed.?!
Aulus Rutilius Tuscus (A. R/utilius] Tuscus) had chil-

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dently starting after the end of service.”> After the
year 42 the following soldiers were discharged: C.
Lucretius,”® T. Curtiacus,”* C. Lollius Valens,® L.
Fabius Saturninus,®® C. Vatinius Capito” and one
legionary whose name was not preserved.”® Data on
the age and years of service are known only for two.
Gaius Curiatius Secundus died when he was 65,%
and Lucius Caesius Bassus at the age of 53 after 33
years in the legion.”” Probably a damaged inscrip-
tion of a certain [---]relifius(?)] should be added to
this list, who served for 30 years.*’ The inscriptions
contain no information on their posts in the legion,
and only Curtiacus was active as a civil servant in
Salona.”” Some of these veterans might have been
kept on active service sub vexillo as indicated by the
comparison of age with years of service, and some
probably also served in the governor’s officium.” It is
impossible to prove their involvement in governor’s
administration as none of the inscriptions contai-
ned mention of these positions which would proba-
bly be done as they were praised highly.

A small number of veterans of the Dalmatian le-
gions returned to their hometowns, most of them
stayed in Dalmatia.* Only rare former soldiers star-
ted their civilian life in the vicinity of former camps.

Majority settled in the cities, particularly Salona

Julius Lucilius has been left out of the list (/Liug 2096; EDH
HDO034438) as his inscription most likely belongs to the Late
Principate (L. MATTJEVIC, 2015: 101). After crushing the Pa-
nnonian-Dalmatian upheaval and simultaneously with arrival
of legio VII in Tilurium, the legion was stationed in Burnum,
leaving in 68 or 69 to northern Italy where it fought in the civil
war and then it was dispatched to Rhine; see. E. RITTERLING,
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vojnika®® od kojih su neki preminuli i prije napu-
njenih 25 godina sluzbe, tako da taj broj vjerojat-
no nije premasivao stotinu.”®> Od ovih pet legija
najduze su u provinciji i prakticki istodobno bo-
ravile Sedma i Jedanaesta legija i stoga se njihove
veterane moze promatrati kao jedinstvenu cjeli-
nu. One su izmedu zavrSetka ustanka 9. godine i
Skribonijanove pobune 42. godine otpustile mak-
simalno oko 6000 vojnika od kojih se veliki broj
najvjerojatnije doselio u Salonu. Medutim, ¢vrste
dokaze tadasnjih otpustanja predstavlja samo osam
natpisa i nesumnjivo ih je moralo biti puno vise.”*
U zapadnom dijelu agera tada su se smjestili vete-
rani Sedme legije Lucije Vegnonije i Aulo Rutilije
Tusko® gdje su mozda bili privuceni plodnim ze-
mljiStima pogodnima za odrzavanje imanja. O¢ito
je rije¢ o pojedina¢nim naseljavanjima kojih je u
tom dijelu gradskog teritorija takoder moralo biti
vise. Medutim, ovaj proces dobio je svoj instituci-
onalni okvir za vladavine cara Klaudija (41. — 54.)
kada su u Sikulima izmedu Salone i Tragurija vete-
ranima dodijeljena zemljiSta i organizirano njiho-
vo naseljavanje.”® Najvjerojatnije je rije¢ o carevu
svojevrsnom oduzivanju legionarima koji se nisu
odmetnuli u zacetku Skribonijanove pobune 42.
godine.”” Izravna potvrda o dedukciji nalazi se
u Plinijevoj Naturalis historia (111, 141: Siculi in
quem locum divus Claudius veteranos misit), a po-
dupire je i veca brojnost veteranskih natpisa s ob-
zirom na to da su nastali u osjetno kra¢em vreme-

nu u usporedbi s prethodnim razdobljem. Naime,

ba spomenuti pocasni natpis (CIL 3, 2028 (8753); EDH
HDO054776) koji su Luciju Preciliju Klementu Julijanu (L. Pra-
ecilius Clemens Iulianus), primipilaru i prefektu kastra legije Peta
Macedonica, postavili neki veterani koji su se borili pod njegovim
zapovjedniStvom dok je legat zdruzenih provincija Mezije, Ma-
kedonije i Ahaje bio Publije Memije Regul, dakle izmedu 35. i
42. ili 44. godine. Nije isklju¢eno da su ovi veterani sudjelovali
u naseljavanju koje spominje Plinije (J. C. MANN 1983: 321),
kao $to nije isklju¢eno da su pripadali legiji Peta Macedonica
prema ¢emu je u Plinijevoj recenici objedinjeno vise dedukcija

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Each legion discharged about 120 soldiers®® per year
some of which died before they had been in service
for 25 years so that this number probably was not
over 100.%° Out of these five legions the Seventh and
Eleventh spent most time in the province, almost
simultaneously so that their veterans can be inter-
preted collectively. These legions discharged about
6000 soldiers at most between the uprising in AD 9
and Scribonianus’ rebellion in AD 42 and most of
these veterans probably settled in Salona. However,
reliable evidence of discharge can be found only in
eight inscriptions but doubtlessly there had to be
much more examples.** Veterans of legio VII Lucius
Vegonius and Aulus Rutilius Tuscus® settled in the
western part of ager where they might have been
attracted by fertile soil suitable for agricultural estate.
Evidently these were individual cases of settlement
that had to be more frequent in that part of the city
territory. However this process got its institutional
framework during the reign of the Emperor Claudi-
us (41-54) when land was allotted to the veterans in
Siculi between Salona and Tragurium and their set-
tling was organized.*® Most probably this was kind
of emperor’s payback to legionaries who remained
loyal at the beginning of Scribonianus’ revolt in AD
425 Direct confirmation of deductio can be found
in Pliny’s Naturalis historia (111, 141: Siculi in quem
locum divus Claudius veteranos misit), and it is sup-
ported by a bigger number of veteran inscriptions
since they were made in shorter time in comparison

with the earlier period. Namely, between the year

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izmedu 42. godine i 58. — 62. godine kada je u
Dalmaciji boravila legija Sedma Claudia pia fidelis
odnosno 68. — 69. godine kada je iz nje otisla legija
Jedanaesta Claudia pia fidelis, potvrdena su deveto-
rica veterana. lako je provincijska metropola i prije
toga veteranima bila atraktivna za nastavak Zivota,
nema sumnje da je ovo bio osobito snazan poticaj
njihovu naseljavanju u okviru kojega je i Sekundo
ovdje mogao do¢i. Sikuli su ovisili o Saloni, imali
su status pagusa’® i u izvorima su jedina pouzdano
potvrdena dedukcija veterana bez osnivanja kolo-
nije na podruc¢ju provincija Dalmacije, Panonije,
Mezije, Trakije, Makedonije i Ahaje.”” Naseljava-
nje veterana u tom dijelu salonitanskog agera do
sada su potvrdili samo natpisi bivsih pripadnika le-
gije Jedanaesta Claudia pia fidelis — Lucija Tetenija
Panse, Lucija Pescenija Saturnina i Tita Oktavija
Histera pronadeni na prostoru danasnjih Kastela.*
Otkri¢em stele Gaja Aulija Sekunda nedvojbeno je
dokazano naseljavanje i veterana legije Sedma Cla-

udia pia fidelis u Sikulima.

5. ZAKLJUCAK

U Sikulima, zapadnom dijelu salonitanskog
agera na prostoru danasnjih Kastela, pronadena je
2013. o$tec¢ena stela veterana legije Sedma Clau-
dia pia fidelis. Veteran Kvint Aulije Sekundo bio
je iz Kremone u sjevernoj Italiji, natpis otkriva
da ga je nakon 42. godine komemorirala njegova
supruga Arija Agatemerida, a spominje se i Gaj
Arije Prisko(?). Gentilicij Aulius do sada nije bio
poznat u onomastickom repertoaru rimske pro-
vincije Dalmacije kao $to ni medu pripadnicima
ove legije u Dalmaciji nije bio poznat ni jedan iz
Kremone, iako su mnogi potjecali iz razli¢itih ital-
skih gradova. Koncentracija natpisa, posebice onih
bivsih pripadnika dalmatinskih legija Sedme i Je-
danaeste Claudia pia fidelis, pokazuje da je Salona

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42 and 58-62 when legio VII Claudia pia fidelis
was stationed in Dalmatia, and 68-69 when legio
XI Claudia pia fidelis left Dalmatia, nine veterans
were confirmed. Although the provincial metropolis
was attractive to veterans as a place for continuation
of life before this Claudius’ act, there is no doubt
that this was an important encouragement to their
settling that might explain Secundus’ arrival to this
area. Siculi depended on Salona, having a status of
pagus’® and in the sources they are the only reliably
confirmed land allotment to veterans (deductio) wi-
thout founding a colony in the regions of the pro-
vinces of Dalmatia, Pannonia, Moesia, Thrace, Ma-
cedonia and Achaea.” Settling of the veterans in this
part of the Salonitan ager has been confirmed only
by the inscriptions of the former members of legio
XI Claudia pia fidelis — Lucius Tettennius Pansa,
Lucius Pescennius Saturninus and Titus Octavius
Hister found in the region of present-day Kastela.*®
Discovery of the stele of Gaius Aulius Secundus has
undoubtedly confirmed settling of the veterans of
legio VII Claudia pia fidelis in Siculi as well.

5. CONCLUSION

A damaged stele of a veteran of legio VII Clau-
dia pia fidelis was found in 2013 in Siculi, in the
western part of the Salonitan ager in the region of
present-day Kastela. Veteran Quintus Aulius Se-
cundus was from Cremona in northern Italy, and
the inscription reveals that his wife Arria Agathe-
meris was the commemorator after the year 42,
and Gaius Arrius Priscus(?) is also mentioned.
Gentilicium Aulius has not been known in the
onomastic repertory of the Roman province of
Dalmatia just like none of the soldiers originating
from Cremona and serving in this legion in Dal-
matia have been recorded though legionaries came
from many Italic cities. The concentration of the

Tada je intenzitet naseljavanja oéito bio pojacan,
sto pokazuje i brojnost epigrafskih potvrda vetera-
na obiju dalmatinskih legija. Upravo su u Sikulima
nakon 42. godine potvrdena trojica bivsih pripad-
nika legije Jedanaesta Claudia pia fidelis, a stela
Gaja Aulija Sekunda prvi je i izravan dokaz da su
tamo naseljavani i pripadnici legije Sedma Claudia

pia fidelis.
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inscriptions, particularly those of former members
of the Dalmatian legions VII and XII Claudia pia
fidelis, indicates that veterans chose Salona as the-
ir favourite place for starting a civil life in the 1st
century. We can assume that Secundus served in
Salona before he was discharged as one vexillation
of legio VII may have been stationed there judging
from the inscriptions of active members of this le-
gion. It is also possible that he was settled there
within deductio of the veterans in Siculi during the
reign of the Emperor Claudius (41-54). Evidently
settling intensified in that period as indicated by a
growing number of epigraphic testimonies of ve-
terans of both Dalmatian legions. It was exactly
in Siculi that three former members of legio XI
Claudia pia fidelis were confirmed after the year
42, and the stele of Gaius Aulius Secundus is the
first and direct testimony that members of legio
VII Claudia pia fidelis were settled there as well.
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
