Slobodan Čače rođen je u Šibeniku 19. travnja 
1946. godine. Nakon završetka osnovnog i sred-
njeg obrazovanja u rodnom gradu upisao je na ta-
dašnjem Filozofskom fakultetu u Zadru dvopred-
metni studij Povijesti i Arheologije čime je započeo 
svoju blistavu akademsku karijeru. Već kao student 
pokazao je veliko zanimanje za protopovijesno raz-
doblje, osobito Liburnije; također, sudjelovao je na 
nekima od najvećih tadašnjih istraživanja u državi. 
Diplomirao je 1968. g. i odmah potom, tijekom 
1969. i 1970. g., povremeno je radio u Arheološ-
kom muzeju u Zadru, da bi 1970. g. postao kusto-
som područne zbirke u Ninu istoga muzeja gdje je 
ostao do 1974. godine. 

Od 1. ožujka 1974. do svog umirovljenja 30. 
rujna 2014. radio je na Odjelu za povijest Sveu-
čilišta u Zadru (nekadašnjeg Odsjeka za povijest 
Filozofskog fakulteta u Zadru) i aktivno sudjelo-
vao u svim njegovim djelatnostima. Kao mladi 
znanstvenik i sveučilišni nastavnik tijekom ak. 
god.  1974./1975. imao je priliku stručno se usavr-
šavati na uglednom francuskom sveučilištu Faculté 
des Lettres et des Sciences Humaines, Université 
de Provence, Aix-en-Provence, dok je doktorat 
povijesnih znanosti stekao 14. veljače 1987. g. na 
Filozofskom fakultetu u Zadru obranom diserta-
cije “Liburnija od 4. do 1. stoljeća pr. n. e.”. Te je 
iste godine izabran u zvanje docenta na Odsjeku 

Professor Slobodan Čače, full professor with 
tenure, now retired, to whom, on the occasion of 
his 70th birthday, this volume of the scholarly journal 
Miscellanea Hadriatica et Mediterranea is dedicated 
to, is an extraordinary person and a brilliant scien-
tist. All who had the good fortune of meeting him 
know how caring, funny, happy and open-minded 
person he is, always willing to help others. 

Slobodan Čače was born in Šibenik on 19th of 
April 1946. After his primary and secondary educa-
tion in his home-town he went on to study double 
major History and Archaeology at (as it was called 
then) the Faculty of Philosophy in Zadar, which 
was the beginning of his illustrious academic career. 
Already as a student he expressed a great interest 
for protohistoric period, especially in Liburnia; he 
also participated in some of the most prominent 
archaeological research in the country at that time. 
He graduated in 1968, during the 1969 and 1970 
he worked from time to time at the Archaeologi-
cal Museum in Zadar until in 1970 he became a 
curator of this museum’s branch collection in Nin, 
where he remained up to 1974. 

Since March 1st, 1974, until his retirement on 
30th of September 2014 he worked at the De-
partment of History at the University of Zadar 
(previously Department of History at the Faculty 
of Philosophy in Zadar) and was an active par-
ticipant in all of its activities. As a young scien-
tist and university professor, during the academic 
year of 1974/1975 he was given an opportunity 
to undergo a professional specialisation at the re-
nowned French university Faculté des Lettres et 
des Sciences Humaines, Université de Provence, 
Aix-en-Provence, and he defended his PhD thesis 
“Liburnija od 4. do 1. stoljeća pr. n. e.” (Libur-

prof. dr. sc. Slobodana Čače

On the occasion of 70th anniversary of 
Prof. Slobodan Čače’s life and work
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za povijest Filozofskog fakulteta u Zadru i potom 
je redovno napredovao u stručnim i znanstvenim 
zvanjima: u zvanje izvanrednoga profesora izabran 
je 1997., a u redovitoga profesora, I. izbor, 2002. 
godine, da bi 2007. postao redoviti profesor u traj-
nom zvanju.

Kao sveučilišni nastavnik svoje je znanje nese-
bično prenosio na brojne naraštaje mladih ljudi. 
Mnogi od njih danas su i sami sveučilišni nastav-
nici, dok su drugi ostvarili uspješnu karijeru kao 
muzejski stručnjaci ili nastavnici u školama, ili su 
se zaposlili u raznim ustanovama i poduzećima di-
ljem Hrvatske i inozemstva. Njegova su predavanja 
uvijek bila osobito posjećena i omiljena među stu-
dentima, a o tome koliko su bila zanimljiva svje-
doči i to da su im prisustvovali i studenti drugih 
studijskih grupa. 

Predavao je brojne predmete iz starovjekovne po-
vijest, kako one obavezne (od kojih valja izdvojiti 
npr. “Opća povijest staroga vijeka”, “Povijest Grka 
i Rimljana”, “Hrvatske zemlje u starom vijeku” te 
“Primitivna društva i rane civilizacije”) tako i one 
izborne (npr. “Rimska dominacija u Iliriku 168. ‒ 
35. g. pr. Kr.”, “Političko uređenje naroda sjevero-
zapadnog Ilirika”, “Helenizam na Jadranu” i brojni 
drugi). Studente je upoznavao i s općom teorijom 
povijesne znanosti te metodologijom znanstvenog 
istraživanja putem obaveznih predmeta “Uvod 
u povijest” i “Metodologija povijesne znanosti”. 
Osim toga, predavao je starovjekovnu povijest i 
u programima drugih studijskih grupa (“Povijest 
Grka i Rimljana” na studijima Arheologije te Grč-
kog i latinskog jezika i književnosti, a “Povijest sta-
rog vijeka” na Visokoj učiteljskoj školi, odnosno, 
kasnijem Odsjeku za učitelje i odgojitelje). Kao go-
stujući predavač održavao je nastavu i na drugim 
sveučilištima, kako u zemlji (na studiju povijesti na 
Hrvatskim studijima Sveučilišta u Zagrebu), tako 
i u inozemstvu (u ak. god. 2001./2002. držao je 
nastavu iz predmeta “Željezno doba na Jadranu” 
na studiju Arheologije Sveučilišta u Ljubljani). 
Predmetom “Antička povijest Hrvatske” (kasnije 
preimenovanim u “Hrvatske zemlje u starom vi-
jeku”) prvi je u sveučilišnu nastavu povijesti uveo 
proučavanje starovjekovne povijesti na hrvatskom 
prostoru.

Osim na preddiplomskoj i diplomskoj razini, 
predavao je na nekoliko poslijediplomskih stu-

nia from the 4th to the 1st century BC) on the 14th 
of February 1987 at the Faculty of Philosophy in 
Zadar. That same year he was granted the posi-
tion of assistant professor at the Department of 
History at the Faculty of Philosophy in Zadar 
and since then he regularly advanced both in sci-
entific and academic capacity: in 1997 he became 
an associate professor, in 2002 he was elected a 
full professor and in 2007 he became a full pro-
fessor with tenure.  

As a university professor he generously shared his 
knowledge with many generations of young peo-
ple. Many of them are now university professors 
as well, while others achieved a successful career as 
experts in museums or as school teachers, or they 
found jobs in various institutions and businesses 
throughout Croatia and abroad. His lectures were 
always well attended and beloved among the stu-
dents, and the fact that students from other de-
partments came to listen to them speaks in favour 
of their popularity. 

He has taught numerous courses on ancient his-
tory, both required (among which “General histo-
ry of Antiquity”, “History of Greeks and Romans”, 
“Croatian lands in Antiquity” and “Primitive soci-
eties and early civilizations” should be pointed out) 
and elective (e.g. “Roman domination in Illyricum 
168 ‒ 35 BC”, “Political organization of peoples 
of NW Illyricum”, “Hellenism at the Adriatic” 
and many others). He introduced general theory 
of historical science and methodology of scientific 
research to the students via the compulsory cours-
es “Introduction to history” and “Methodology 
of historical science”. Apart from that he taught 
ancient history on other departments (“His-
tory of Greeks and Romans” at the Department 
of Archaeology and Department of Greek and 
Latin Languages and Literature, and “History of 
Antiquity” at “Four-year Teachers’ College” later 
“Department of Teachers and Preschool Teachers 
Education”). As a guest lecturer he taught at other 
universities, both in Croatia (at the Division of 
History, University Department of Croatian Stud-
ies, University of Zagreb) and abroad (in academic 
year 2001/2002 he taught the course “Iron Age at 
the Adriatic” at the Department of Archaeology, 
University of Ljubljana). With the course “Ancient 
history of Croatia” (later renamed “Croatian lands 
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dija, ponajprije na Sveučilištu u Zadru (predmet 
“Jadranski prostor u starom vijeku” na studijima 
“Povijest pomorstva hrvatskog Jadrana” i “Jadran ‒ 
poveznica među kontinentima” te predmet “Antič-
ka povijest Ilirika” na studiju “Arheologija istočnog 
Jadrana”), ali i u Dubrovniku (kolegij “Protopo-
vijest: geneza grada izvan klasičnih područja” na 
studiju “Kultura istočne jadranske obale” Interu-
niverzitetskog centra u 
Dubrovniku). Mento-
rirao je nekoliko ma-
gistarskih i doktorskih 
radova, a svi su njegovi 
nekadašnji magistran-
di i doktorandi danas 
istaknuti hrvatski znan-
stvenici i sveučilišni na-
stavnici.

Rado se odazivao na 
pozive studenata da su-
djeluje predavanjima na 
njihovim skupovima i 
jednako se rado podu-
zimao sudjelovanja u 
radu povjerenstava na 
školskim gradskim i žu-
panijskim natjecanjima 
iz povijesti.

Zarana je svoj znan-
stveni interes usmjerio 
prema starovjekovnoj 
povijesti istočnog Ja-
drana s težištem na li-
burnskom području, 
čemu je posvećen veći 
broj njegovih radova. 
Iako su Liburni i Libur-
nija njegova konstantna istraživačka tema, njegovi 
znanstveni interesi mnogo su širi i protežu se od 
povijesne topnimije, preko analize vijesti antičkih 
izvora do društvenih i religijskih ideja i koncepata. 
Njegov znanstveni rad odlikuju sustavnost i teme-
ljitost, smisao za podrobnu analizu, interdiscipli-
narnost pristupa, argumentirano i jasno iznošenje 
zaključaka i stvaranje sinteza, ali jednako tako i 
kompleksnost sadržaja te metoda. Njegovi su ra-
dovi uzor kolegama i mlađim naraštajima.

Sudjelovao je na brojnim arheološkim istraživa-

in Antiquity”) he was the first to introduce the re-
search of Croatian ancient history into the univer-
sity courses. 

Apart from teaching at the undergraduate and 
graduate study programmes, he also taught at sev-
eral postgraduate doctoral studies, primarily at 
the University of Zadar (course “Adriatic territory 
in Antiquity” at the doctoral studies “History of 

Maritime Affairs of 
the Croatian Adri-
atic” and also at “The 
Adriatic - A Link be-
tween Continents” 
and course “Ancient 
history of Illyri-
cum” at the doctoral 
study “Archaeology 
of the Eastern Adri-
atic”), but also in Du-
brovnik (course “Pro-
tohistory: Genesis of 
the city beyond the 
classical territories” 
at the doctoral study 
“Culture of the East-
ern Adriatic” at Inter 
University Centre, 
Dubrovnik). He was 
a supervisor of several 
masters’ and doctoral 
theses, and all his pre-
vious MA and PhD 
students are now 
prominent Croatian 
scientists and univer-
sity professors. 

He gladly accepted 
student’s invitations to participate and give lec-
tures at their conferences and was equally happy 
to be a member of committees at city or county 
competitions on history.

Early on he focused his scientific interests on the 
ancient history of Eastern Adriatic, especially of 
Liburnian territory, to which the large part of his 
works is dedicated. Although the Liburni and Li-
burnia are his constant research topic, his scientific 
interests are much wider, spanning from historical 
toponymy and analysis of ancient written sources,

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njima, a nekima je bio i voditeljem. Osobito va-
lja istaknuti istraživanje koje je vodio na prostoru 
helenističkog svetišta na Rtu Ploča kod šibenske 
Rogoznice koje je na svjetlo dana iznijelo brojne 
ulomke keramičkih darova heroju Diomedu i po-
tvrdilo pretpostavke da se ondje doista nalazio Pli-
nijev Diomedov rt (Pro-
monturium Diomedis).

up to religious ideas and concepts. His scientific 
work is marked by its analytic and thorough meth-
odology, sense of in-depth analysis, interdiscipli-
nary approach, substantiated and clear presenting 
of conclusions and forming of synthesis, but at 
the same time by the complexity of content and 

method. His works are a 
role model for colleagues 
and younger generations. 

He participated in nu-
merous archaeological ex-
cavations, some of which 
he also led. The excava-
tions of the Hellenistic 
sanctuary at Rt Ploča near 
Rogoznica in the vicin-
ity of Šibenik should es-
pecially be pointed out, 
as it brought to light 
numerous fragments of 
pottery gifts dedicated to 
hero Diomedes, which 
confirmed the hypothesis 
that this was indeed the 
site of Pliny’s Promontu-
rium Diomedis.

He frequently published the results of his schol-
arly and professional research in monographs and 
scholarly journals, among which certainly stand 
out the cooperation in large international project 
Adriatic Islands Project, and the systematic research 
of historical toponymy of Adriatic islands led by 
the Centre for Adriatic Onomastics Research at 
the University of Zadar, which brought forward 
seven volumes of Onomastica Adriatica. His schol-
arly papers “Discripti in decurias (Plin. Nat. hist. 
3, 142-143) – uređenje osvojenih područja pod 
Augustom” (Discripti in decurias (Plin. Nat. hist. 3, 
142-143) – Organization of the Conquered Territo-
ries under Augustus, 2010), “South Liburnia at the 
Beginning of the Principate: Jurisdiction and Terri-
torial Organization” (2006), “Obredi uz kneževski 
grob u Atenici i tragovi arhaičnog kraljevstva u Ili-
riku” (Rituals at the Princely Grave in Atenica and 
the Traces of Archaic Kingdom in Illyricum, 1985), 
and especially “Prilozi proučavanju političkog 
uređenja naroda sjeverozapadnog Ilirika” (Con-
tribution to the Research of Political Organization 
of Peoples of NW Illyricum, 1979) are particularly 
important for our knowledge of social history of 
autochthonous peoples of the Eastern Adriatic an 
its hinterland. 

Although in many of his works he dealt not only 
with in-depth analysis of Pliny’s text but also with 
other Roman and Late Roman authors, in several 

of his scholarly articles Pliny was 
his main research topic, and those 
works form a sort of opus Plini-
anum (“Plinije kao izvor za povijest 
srednje Dalmacije do druge polov-
ice 1. st. po Kr.” [Elder Pliny’s Data 
as a Source for the History of Central 
Dalmatia up to the Second Half of 
the 1st cent. BC] in 2001, “Plinije

He presented the results of his research on nu-
merous national and international scientific con-
ferences and was also a co-organizer of the inter-
national scientific conference Round table of the 
International project “Digitalised atlas of the ancient 
Adriatic”: “Communications at the ancient Adriatic

Apart from his scholarly and scientific activities, 
he was an active member of University’s adminis-
tration as well as a public figure. For example, he 
published the results of his work in printed and 
other forms of mass media so that they could be 
available to keen larger public. From 2001 to 2005 
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prestanka rada Fakulteta, odnosno do registracije

he was also a member of Zadar City Council.
He was the Head of the Department of History 

and, in three mandates, the Vice-Dean of Faculty 
of Philosophy in Zadar: from 1989 to 1990, and 
again, during the war, from 1990 to 1992, and 
during the period from 2000 to 2002 as the Vice-
Dean for Science he participated in preparations 
for the founding of the University of Zadar. His 
mandate was extended until the end of duration 
of the Faculty, i.e. until the registration of the Uni-
versity.

Due to his health condition he is currently less 
active; however, his lively spirit and sharp mind are 
equally engaged as ever. Each meeting with him is 
a unique experience which enrichens the person, 
not only because of the new insights and knowl-
edge, but also because of his witty observations. 

All of us who know him, but also even those who 
have only heard of him, are thus looking forward 
to every encounter with him, for every opportu-
nity for either a simple conversation or exchange 
of ideas and experiences with this scholar, teacher, 
humanist ‒ in a nutshell, with a great man.
