are becoming seriously debatable.

I have not once tried on these pages to motivate
potential experts who should have something to say
at least when it comes to the forthcoming tourism
season. My attempts haven’t had a more serious
echo unfortunately, so we have only seen one or
two papers related to tourism per issue. This is
