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U radu se objavljuju numizmaticki nalazi koji potjecu iz fundusa numizmaticke
zbirke Franjevackog muzeja u Tomislavgradu (BiH). Rijel je 0 52 primjerka rimskog
carskog novca. Najstariji primjerci potjecu iz razdoblja prve polovine 3. stoljeca, odno-
sno iz doba viadavine Gordijana I11. (238.-244.) dok su najmladi datirani u period
zajednicke viadavine Valentinijana L., Valenta i Gracijana, odnosno do potkraj via-
davine cara Valenta. Vecinu pak nalaza éine bronéane emisije Konstantina i njegovih
sinova, posebice serije kovane za samostalne viadavine Konstancija II. i Konstanta.
lzuzev dupondija Gordijana III. kovanog w Viminaciju, koji je nesto rjeda pojava
na dalmatinskom prostoru, objavljeni novac predstavija uobicajeni monetarni presjek
optjecaja novea na podrulju rimske provincije Dalmacije u 3. i 4. stoljecn.

The paper publishes the 52 specimens of the Roman Imperial coins from the coin collec-

tion of the Franciscan Musewm in Tomislavgrad (Bosnia and Herzegovina). The oldest
among them were dated back to the reign of Emperor Gordian in the first half of the

3 century (238-244 AD), while the newest ones can be dated to the period of the joint
reign of Valentinian I, Valens and Gratian, and to Emperor Valens’ reign, respectively.

However, most of the coins belong to the bronze issues of Constantine and hbis sons,

particularly to the series struck during the sole reigns of Constantius II and Constans.

With the exception of the dupondius of Gordian III, struck in Viminacium, the spec-

imens published here are the standard coins that circulated in the Roman province of
Dalmatia in the 3 and 4" centuries AD.
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U numizmatic¢koj zbirci Franjevackog muze-
ja u Tomislavgradu nalazi se 120 rimskih ko-
vanica koje su godinama prikupljali franjevci.
Maja Bonaci¢ Mandini¢ obradila je i objavila
61 kovanicu (tadasnju cijelu zbirku) u radu
Zbirka novca franjevackog samostana u Tomi-
slavgradu." Od te objave pa do vremena pisanja
ovoga rada prikupljeno je jo$ 59 kovanica od
kojih ¢e 52 do sada neobjavljene kovanice 3. i
4. stolje¢a biti predmet rasprave. Preostalih se-
dam kovanica novovjekovni su falsifikati. To¢-
no mjesto njihova pronalaska nije poznato, a
zna se samo da potjecu s prostora Duvanjskog
polja. S obzirom na nacin na koji su kovanice
dospjele u Muzej, njihovi podaci imaju manju
znanstvenu vrijednost $to se ti¢e proucavanja
opticaja novca, a vie sluze kao pokazatelj uku-
pnog numizmatickog fonda i zastupljenosti
novca na podru¢ju Duvanjskog polja.

Duvanjsko polje smjesteno je u planinskom
jugozapadnom dijelu Bosne i Hercegovine i
pripada dinarskom kr$u. Poceci prikupljanja
rimskih kovanica na tom prostoru vezu se
uz prve aktivnosti Franjevackog muzeja na
Humcu. Unutar prve arheoloske grade, koju
su fra Andeo Nui¢ i Jerko Ljubi¢ 28. ozujka
1884. godine darovali muzeju za osnivanje
numizmaticke zbirke, nalazile su se i brojne
rimske kovanice s Duvanjskog polja.?

Tijekom obilaska Duvanjskog polja i
opisivanja arheoloskih lokaliteta na njemu
Vaclav Radimsky daje i podatke o rimskom
novcu.’ Navodi da je obilazedi teren pronasao
velik broj rimskih kovanica, a da je i 16 dobro
sacuvanih prikupio od lokalnog stanovnistva.*

Znacajnu koli¢inu rimskog novac pronasao
je Carl Patsch 1897. godine. On je tijekom
arheoloskih istrazivanja na lokalitetu Crkvina
(mjesto danasnje katolicke crkve u Tomislav-
gradu) pronasao 60 rimskodobnih kovanica.’
Osim tih, jos$ je uz pomo¢ fra Andela Nuica

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The coin collection of the Franciscan Muse-
um in Tomislavgrad contains 120 Roman coins
collected by the Franciscan monks over years.
Maja Bonaci¢ Mandini¢ was the first to ana-
lyze and publish 61 coins (the entire collection
then) in her paper The Coin Collection from the
Franciscan Monastery in Tomislavgrad." In the
meantime, 59 more coins have been added to
the collection. Of these, 52 will be discussed
in this paper and the remaining 7 are mod-
ern-age forgeries. The coins are dated back to
the 3" and 4™ centuries AD and have not been
published yet. The exact site where they were
found is unknown. It is only known that they
come from Duvanjsko polje karst field. Given
the way the coins ended up in the Museum,
they are not so relevant for scientific studying
of the contemporary circulation of money as
they are an indicator of the overall presence of
coins in the Duvanjsko polje area.

Duvanjsko polje belongs to the Dinaric karst
region in the mountainous southwestern part
of Bosnia and Herzegovina. The Franciscan
Museum in Humac deserves credit for initi-
ating the collecting of Roman coins in these
parts. The first archacological finds that Friar
Andeo Nui¢ and Friar Jerko Ljubi¢ donated to
the Museum on 28 March 1884 as the initial
part of its numismatic collection included nu-
merous coins from Duvanjsko polje.?

During his visit to Duvanjsko polje, while
describing archaeological sites there, Vaclav
Radimsky also made notes of Roman coins.’
He states that he found numerous such coins
during his field trips and that he bought 16
well-preserved specimens from the locals.*

During archaeological excavations carried
out at the Crkvina site (where a present-day
Tomislavgrad catholic church stands) in 1897,
Carl Patsch found 60 coins from the Roman
period.” With a help from Friar Andel Nui¢

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i nekolicine utjecajnijih gradana, uspio priku-
piti poprili¢an broj kovanica od lokalnog sta-
novnistva s prostora Duvanjskog polja. To¢no
mjesto pronalaska pojedinih primjeraka nije
bilo moguce odrediti jer ve¢ina vlasnika nije
znala gdje su pronadene.® Izmedu ostaloga,
Carl Patsch donosi i podatak o velikoj kolici-
ni rimskog novca koji se s Duvanjskog polja
prenosi u Imotski i Split gdje se dalje proda-
je kolekcionarima (nazalost, tako je i danas).”
Donosi i podatak da je uz intervenciju Fra-
ne Buli¢a, jedan kolekcionar 1891. godine
Zemaljskom muzeju BiH u Sarajevu prodao
1342 rimske kovanice koje potjecu s prostora
Bosne i Hercegovine, od kojih je velik broj s
Duvanjskog polja.®

Nakon Carla Patscha dugo se vremena
nitko nije bavio numizmatickim nalazima
pronadenima na Duvanjskom polju. Tek
1964. godine Ivo Bojanovski donosi podatak o
pronalasku 11 rimskih kovanica u Crvenicama
na jugu Duvanjskog polja.’

U novije vrijeme, to¢nije 2001. godine, Maja
Bonaci¢ Mandini¢ objavila je kovanice koje
se nalaze u vlasniStvu Franjevackog samosta-
na u Tomislavgradu. Obradila je 61 rimsku i
dvije srednjovjekovne kovanice. Te su monete
najve¢im dijelom pronadene na prostoru Du-
vanjskog polja a samo za Sest primjeraka zna se
to¢no mjesto pronalaska.'

Numizmaticki nalazi obradeni u ovom radu
obuhvacaju vremenski raspon od kraja prve
polovine 3. stolje¢a pa do sredine druge po-
lovine 4. stolje¢a (Sl. la-c). Sve kovanice su
uglavnom dobro sauvane te se kod veéine
mogao odrediti car koji ih je dao kovati ili po-
drijetlo novca. Samo se dvije kovanice (kat. br.
23 i 24) zbog istrosenosti nisu mogle poblize
odrediti, osim da potjecu iz razdoblja Kon-
stantina Velikog ili nekog od njegovih nasljed-
nika. Vecina kovanica potjece iz Siscije dok je

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and a few distinguished citizens, he also man-
aged to buy numerous coins from the locals
of Duvanjsko polje. The exact locations where
individual specimens had been found are un-
known because most of their owners were not
familiar with the information.® Carl Patsch
also mentions a large quantity of Roman coins
that was taken to Imotski and Split and then
sold to collectors (unfortunately, the practice
has persisted to the present-day).” He also says
that, owing to Frane Buli¢’s efforts, a collector
sold 1,342 Roman coins to the National Mu-
seum of Bosnia and Herzegovina. The coins
were from Bosnia and Herzegovina, many of
them from Duvanjsko polje.®

For a long time, Carl Patsch was the last
one to study the Duvanjsko polje numismatic
finds — until 1964, when Ivo Bojanovski men-
tions a find of 11 Roman coins in Crvenice on
the southern side of Duvanjsko polje.’

More recently, in 2001, Maja Bonaci¢ Man-
dini¢ published the coins from the collection
of the Franciscan Museum in Tomislavgrad.
She analyzed 61 Roman and two medieval
coins. Most of them had been found in the
Duvanjsko polje area, but only for six of them
the exact location is known.'

The numismatic finds discussed in this pa-
per span the period from the end of the first
half of the 3 century AD to the middle of
the second half of the 4 century AD (Fig. 1a-
c). Since the coins are mostly well-preserved,
it was possible for most of them to determine
their origin or the emperors who had them
struck. Two of them (cat. no. 23 and 24) were
the only ones it was not possible to be more
specific about, except that they were from the
period of Constantine the Great or one of his
successors. Most of the coins came from the
Siscia mint and only a few of them were struck
in Aquileia, Ticino and Rome, as well as in

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u manjoj mjeri zastupljen novac kovan u Akvi-
leji, Ticinu i Rimu te onaj iz isto¢nih kovnica
Antiohije, Kizika i Tesalonike (SI. 2).

Kronoloski, najstarija kovanica je dupondij
cara Gordijana III. (kat. br. 1). Iskovan je u
Viminaciju za potrebe lokalne trgovine. Taj
novac nije rijetka pojava na prostorima izvan
granica nekadasnje provincije Gornje Mezije
tako da je vrlo éest kao nalaz u Slavoniji, ali je
na prostoru Dalmacije, odnosno unutrasnjosti
rimske provincije Dalmacije, relativno rjedi.'?
Nazalost, na njemu nije sacuvana godina
lokalnog kovanja pa ga je nemoguée poblize
datirati.

Ostale kovanice iz 3. stoljeca su antoninijani
iz vremena vladavine careva Galijena (kat. br.
2, 3, 4), Klaudija II. (kat. br. 5 i 6), Aurelijana
(kat. br. 7), uzurpatora u Galiji (vjerojatno
Tetrik I., kat. br. 8), Proba (kat. br. 91 10) i
Karina (kat. br. 11). Antoninijani, moneta koju
je uveo car Karakala 215. godine kao srebrni
novac u vrijednosti dva denara,”® postala
je kroz inflaciju druge polovine 3. stolje¢a
bakrena, s vrlo tankom presvlakom srebra.
Navedena presvlaka na ovim kovanicama nije
sa¢uvana, a opcenita kvaliteta takvog novca
odrazava teske i turbulentne sociogospodarske
i politicke prilike u Rimskom Carstvu u 2.
polovici 3. stolje¢a. Posebice se to odnosi
na period od kraja Galijenove vladavine
do Aurelijanove novcane reforme kada je
bronc¢ani novac dozivio svoj umjetnicki i
vrijednosni pad te gotovo postao bezvrijedan. '
Ve¢ina ovih antoninijana pripada emisijama
siscijske kovnice (kat. br. 2, 3, 6, 7, 9 i 10),
dvije pripadaju rimskoj (kat. br. 41 5), a jedna
je iskovana u Ticinumu (kat. br. 11)." Jedino
se za kovanicu kat. br. 8 ne moze sa sigurno$éu
odrediti provenijencija.

Nakon vladavine vojnickih careva i uspostav-

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mints of the East — in Antioch, Cyzicus and
Thessalonica (Fig. 2).

Chronologically, the oldest coin is the du-
pondius of Emperor Gordian III (cat. no. 1). It
was struck in Viminacium to be used for local
trade. These coins are not rare in the regions
in the vicinity of the former province of Upper
Moesia. It is therefore often found in Slavonia,
but in the present-day Dalmatia, i. e. the hin-
terland of the Roman province of Dalmatia,"!
it is relatively rare.'” Unfortunately, the year of
local minting has not been preserved so no ac-
curate dating is possible.

Other 3"-century coins include antoniniani
from the reign of Emperors Gallienus (cat. no.
2, 3, 4), Claudius II (cat. no. 5 and 6), Aureli-
an (cat. no. 7), the usurper in Gaul (probably
Tetricus I, cat. no. 8), Probus (cat. no. 9 and
10) and Carinus (cat. no. 11). The antoniniani
were introduced by Emperor Caracalla in 215
AD as silver coins worth two denarii,” but,
due to the inflation in the second half of the
3 century, were later made of bronze with a
very thin silver coating. The coating has been
preserved on these specimens. The gener-
al quality of such coins reflects the hard and
turbulent socio-economic and political condi-
tions in the Roman Empire in the second half
of the 3" century. This particularly refers to
the period between the end of Gallienus’ reign
and Aurelian’s monetary reform, when bronze
coins lost almost all of their artistic and mon-
etary value, becoming practically worthless.'*
Most of these antoniniani were struck in the
Siscia mint (cat. no. 2, 3, 6, 7, 9 and 10); two
were struck in Rome (cat. no. 4 and 5) and
one in Ticinum (cat. no. 11)." The coin cata-
logued as no. 8 is the only one the provenance
of which remains uncertain.

After the reign of military emperors and es-

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ljanja tetrarhije, monetarne prilike se ponov-
no sreduju kroz pojavu numa (nummus)'® kao
krupnog brondanog novca sa srebrnom pres-
vlakom koji je u ovome radu zastupljen s pri-
mjercima cara Maksimina II. (kat. br. 12 13).

Nakon $to su rimsku drzavu potresali gra-
danski ratovi iz kojih je kao pobjednik izasao
Konstantin I., nastupilo je vrijeme relativnog
unutarnjeg mira koje se ocituje i na pojavi
nove vrste novca koja se emitirala od 317. do
348. godine. Konstantin I. je tako zastupljen
s tri primjerka svojeg relativno ranog novca
kovanog nesto prije i oko 320. (kat. br. 14,
15 i 16) te takoder s tri primjerka kovanih do
pocetka 330-ih godina (kat. br. 17, 18 i 19).
Taj novac je u stru¢noj literaturi poznat kao
centenional.” Emisije iz tog perioda ve¢inom
pripadaju zapadnim kovnicama: Ticinumu i
Trieru, koje su ¢este na naSem prostoru sa seri-
jama novca DN CONSTANTINI MAX AVG
(VOT/XX) te PROVIDEN-TIAE AVG. U
taj period smjesta se i serija VIRTVS EXER-
CITVM kovana takoder kao Konstantinov
vota novac ali i Krispov primjerak BEATA
TRANQVILITAS.™

Od 317., odnosno od 323. te 324. godine,
cezari postaju Krisp, Konstantin II. i Konstan-
cije II. U njihovo ime Konstantin takoder izdaje
serije kojima promovira mlade cezare, a to su ti-
povi novca PROVIDENTIAE CAESS (kat. br.
26, 27 128) te kasnije GLORIA EXERCITVS"
(kat. br. 25) s dva standarda na reversu, ali i u
svoje ime izdaje monetu tipi¢no zapadne ili sis-
cijske provenijencije poput SOLI INVICTO
COMITT (kat. br. 20), odnosno iskljucivo za-
padne BEATA TRANQVILITAS (kat. br. 21).
Prva se, na osnovu zvijezde u polju lijevo, moze
pripisati kovnici u Sisciji ili Ticinumu, a druga,
na osnovu razdvojene i karakteristi¢ne legende
na aversu u dativu DN CRISPO-NOB CAES,

kovnici u Lugdunumu. Iz perioda rane vlada-

tablishing of the tetrarchy, the monetary situ-
ation became regulated again with the intro-
duction of nummus'® as a large-sized bronze
coin with a silver coating. In this paper it is
represented with specimens struck for Emper-
or Maximinus II (cat. no. 12 and 13).

After Constantine I had won the civil wars
that had shaken the Roman state, a relatively
peaceful period ensued. It is reflected in the
introduction of new coins, issued from 317
to 348 AD. Constantine I is thus represent-
ed with three specimens of his relatively early
coins, struck around 320 AD and somewhat
earlier (cat. no. 14, 15 and 16), as well as with
three coins struck by the early 330s AD (cat.
no. 17, 18 and 19). This coin is known in lit-
erature as centenionalis.”” The issues from the
period mostly belong to the western mints —
Ticinum and Trier. Coins belonging to the se-
ries struck there are frequently found in these
parts, including DN CONSTANTINI MAX
AVG (VOT/XX) and PROVIDEN-TIAE
AVG. The VIRTVS EXERCITVM series was
also struck in that period; Constantine’s voza
money and Crispus BEATA TRANQVILI-
TAS specimen also belong to these series.'®

After 317 AD — more specifically, from 323
to 324 AD — Crispus, Constantine II and
Constantius II became Caesars. In their name,
Constantine issued series that promoted them
as young Caesars. They included PROVI-
DENTIAE CAESS type (cat. no. 26, 27 and
28) and, subsequently, GLORIA EXERCIT-
VS type!? (cat. no. 25), with two standards on
the obverse. Constantine also struck coins in
his name, such as SOLI INVICTO COMI-
TI (typically struck in the western mints or
in Siscia) (cat. no. 20) and BEATA TRANQ-
VILITAS (struck in the western mints only)
(cat. no. 21). Based on a star in the field left,
the former can be attributed to the Siscia mint

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vine navedene trojice Konstantinovih sinova, u
radu su donesene tri kovanice s prikazom vrata
vojnog logora (PROVIDEN-TIAE CAESS),
a tri su kovane i u ime Konstantina (PROVI-
DENTIAE AVGG). One simboliziraju carevu
providnost i brigu nad vojskom, odnosno njezi-
nim potrebama.

Sljede¢oj vojnoj seriji Konstantinove vla-
davine pripada novac s reversnom legendom
GLORIA EXERCITVS (prikaz dva vojnika
izmedu kojih se nalaze jedan ili dva standar-
da), kovan kao veéi s jednim ili reducirani cen-
tenional s dva standarda a koji je u ovome radu
u ime Konstantina ili njegovih suvladara za-
stupljen u obije varijante s pet primjeraka (kat.
br. 22, 23, 24, 28 1 29). Iz tre¢eg desetljeca 4.
stoljeca potjec¢u i komemorativne serije grado-
va Rima (kat. br. 30 i 31) i Konstantinopola
(kat. br. 32). One su kovane u ast stare i nove
prijestolnice Rimskog Carstva te u ovome
radu predstavljaju posljednje novce iskovane
za Konstantinova zivota. Novac kovan za Kon-
stantinove vladavine, u ime viSe eminenata,
moze se ve¢inom pripisati kovnicama u Sisciji i
Kiziku, a manje Trieru, Antiohiji i Lungdunu-
mu. Ve¢ sljede¢i novac, denominirani centeni-
onal s jednim standardom na reversu (kat. br.
29), kovan je nedugo iza Konstantinove smrti
za Konstantina II. ili Konstancija II. koji na-
kon tog dogadaja nose titule augusta.

Samostalna vladavina Konstancija II. i
Konstanta zabiljezena je s tri kovanice njihove
zajednicke serije na zadnjem tipu centenionala
prije novéane reforme 348. godine, a rije¢ je
o monetama s reversom VICTORIAE D D
AVGG Q NN (kat. br. 34, 35 i 36) koje su
sve kovane u Sisciji, od 342. do 348. godine.
Zadnje dvije (kat. br. 35 i 36) su s istom
kovnom markom u polju i kovane su u istoj
radionici (ASIS ?).

Nakon monetarne reforme 348. godine® po-
¢inje se kovati bronc¢ani novac u vise serija s re-
versnom legendom FEL TEMP REPARATIO

koja treba simbolizirati ponovno radanje Rima

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and the latter, based on a specific divided in-
scription in dative on the averse, DN CRIS-
PO-NOB CAES, can be attributed to the
Lugdunum mint. This paper mentions three
coins depicting army camp gates issued in the
beginning of the reign of the above mentioned
(PROVIDEN-TIAE
CAESS), as well as three such coins issued in
the name of Constantine (PROVIDENTIAE
AVGG). The symbolized the Emperor’s provi-

dence and his care for the army and its needs.

Constantine’s  sons

The next military series of Constantine’s
reign is represented with coins with GLORIA
EXERCITVS inscribed on the obverse (and
depicting two soldiers with one or two stand-
ards between them). The larger version of this
centenionalis has a single standard and the
smaller one has two of them. Five specimens
(belonging to both versions) are represented in
this paper (cat. no. 22, 23, 24, 28 and 29).
They were struck in the name of Constantine
or his co-rulers. The series commemorating
the cities of Rome (cat. no. 30 and 31) and
Constantinople (cat. no. 32) also belong to the
third decade of the 4th century. These are the
last of the coins struck during Constantine’s
life that are represented in this paper. The
coins struck during his reign, in the names of
several eminences, can mostly be attributed to
the mints in Siscia and Cyzicus and only a few
of them to Trier, Antioch and Lugdunum. The
subsequent coins — denominated centenion-
ales with a single standard on the obverse (cat.
no. 29) — were struck immediately after Con-
stantine’s death for Constantine II or Con-
stantius II. The latter two emperors obtained
the title of August soon afterwards.

The sole reigns of Constantius II and Con-
stans were marked with three coins of their
jointly issued series. It was the last type of
centenionales before the monetary reform of
348 AD, with VICTORIAE D D AVGG Q
NN inscribed on the obverse (cat. no. 34, 35
and 36). They were all struck in Siscia between
342 and 348 AD. The last two (cat. no. 35

and 36) have the same mint stamp and were

srebrenom presvlakom, dozivio je tijekom se-
dam godina vise redukcija i promjena kvalitete
tako da se na kraju poceo kovati kao Ae3/Ae4.”!
U ovome radu zabiljezene su tri monete kovane
nakon prve redukcije ranih 350-ih godina. Go-
tovo sve pripadaju Konstanciju II. (osim kat.
br. 44 i 45) u cije su ime ce$¢e emitirane. Za
jednu se kovanicu sa sigurno$¢u moze utvrditi
da je iskovana u kovnici u Sisciji (kat. br. 43).
Zadnjim monetama te serije pripadaju novci
Konstancija Gala kao cezara kovani oko 353.-
354. godine i Julijana II. kovani u istom peri-
odu. Razdoblje od 350. do 363. godine inace
je zastupljeno s velikim brojem kovanica koje
su kovane zbog financijske krize u velikim ko-
li¢cinama i sa znatnom koli¢inom atribuiranom
Konstanciju II.** Nakon dolaska na vlast dvo-
jice panonskih careva Valentinijana I. i Valen-
ta, provedena je monetarna reforma u kojoj
nov¢ani standard postaje novac velicine Ae 3
kovan u serijama SECVRITAS REIPVBLI-
CAE i GLORIA ROMANORVM. Taj novac
je u pocetku kovan vrlo kvalitetno i zadrzao je
svoj idealni standard relativno dugo iako je ko-
van u velikim koli¢inama, a o ¢emu svjedoce
i razne monetarne oznake u razli¢itim kombi-
nacijama na njegovom reversu. U ovome radu
opisane su Cetiri kovanice (kat. br. 46, 48, 49
i 50) takvih serija te jedna reducirana Valen-
tinijanova moneta RESTITV-TOR REIPVB
kovana oko 365. godine (kat. br.

Zajednicke serije Valentinijana I. i Valenta
te Valentinijanovog sina Gracijana kovane su

struck in the same mint (ASIS ?).

After the monetary reform of 348 AD,*
multiple series of bronze coins with the in-
scription FEL TEMP REPARATIO on the
obverse were introduced. The inscription
symbolized the rebirth of Rome and the re-
vival of its better days. The most common of
these series — the so-called Fallen Horseman
— is represented here (cat. no. 37, 38, 39, 40,
41, 42, 43, 44 and 45). These coins, initially
struck as Ae 2 with a silver coating, saw sev-
eral reductions and changes of quality over a
period of seven years, until they were eventu-
ally struck as Ae3/Ae4.?! This paper presents
three currencies struck after the first reduction
in the early 350s. Almost all of them belong
to Constantius II (except the cat. no. 44 and
45) in whose name they were usually issued.
It was positively established for one of them
that it had been struck in the Siscia mint (cat.
no. 43).

The final currencies of the series are the
coins of Constantius Gallus as a Caesar, struck
around 353-354 AD, and of Julian II, struck
in the same period. The period between 350
and 363 AD is otherwise represented with
a large number of coins because they were
struck in large quantities due to a financial
crisis. Most of them are attributed to Con-
stantius 1.7 After the Pannonian emperors,
Valentinian I and Valens, had risen to power,
a monetary reform was carried out and coins
of the Ae 3 size, struck in the SECVRITAS
REIPVBLICAE and GLORIA ROMANOR-
VM series, became a standard. In the begin-
ning, these coins were of a very high quality
and they adhered to the ideal standard for a
relatively long period of time despite being
struck in large quantities, as can be seen from
various combinations of currency marks on
their obverses. This paper mentions four coins

from such series (cat. no. 46, 48, 49 and 50)

Navedeni novac iz zbirke Franjevatkog mu-
zeja u Tomislavgradu predstavlja vrlo vrijedan
spomen na proslost tog unutrasnjeg dijela rim-
ske provincije Dalmacije.

The joint series of Valentinian I and Valens
and of Valentinian’s son Gratian had been
struck until Gratian’s sole reign, when Ae
2 size was introduced as a new bronze coin
standard.”

Gratian’s coins of GLORIA ROMANOR-
VM type (cat. no. 51 and 52), struck in Siscia
or Thessalonica while he was still a co-ruler
with his father, are chronologically the latest
coins mentioned and published in this paper.

The coins from the collection of the Fran-
ciscan Museum in Tomislavgrad are a valuable
reference to the past of the hinterland of the
Roman province of Dalmatia. They come from
an area less explored in terms of numismatics.
This work presents an overview of the 3*- and
4*-century circulation of the coins from the
collection, found in Duvanjsko polje and in its
vicinity. It publishes 52 coins dating to the pe-
riod between the reigns of Emperors Gordian
III and Gratian (Fig. la-c). Thirteen of these
coins were struck during the military emperors
and the Tetrarchy (Fig. 1a), 32 specimens are
from Constantine’s period (Fig. 1b) and seven
coins belong to the Valentinian’s dynasty from
the second half of the 4" century (Fig. 1c).
Some 40% of all the coins were struck in the
Siscia mingt; for 27% of them it was not pos-
sible to identify the mint (Fig. 2). These spec-
imens reflect well the typical coins that were in
circulation in Roman Dalmatia in the 3 and
4™ centuries AD. Importantly, these finds have
not been published yet and, albeit the exact
locations where the coins were found are not
known, they will certainly help us gain a better
insight into the money used in Duvanjsko polje
and the surrounding region in the past.
