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Medunarodni oceanski institut s Malte, u suradnji s Akademijom zna-
nosti tredega svijeta, Medunarodnim centrom za teorijsku fiziku, Meduna-
rodnim centrom za znanosti o okoli$u, Ministarstvom inozemnih poslova Ita-
lije i Talijanskom komisijom za nuklearnu i alternativnu energiju (ENEA),
organizirao je teaj pod nazivom: »Upravljanje i zastita morskoga bogatstva
u Sredozemnom moru«. Te¢aj je odrzan u Trstu, od 29. travnja do 24. svib-
nja 1991., na engleskom jeziku.

Direktor teaja bio je dr Anton Vratu$a, honorarni predsjednik Medu-
narodnoga centra za javna poduze¢a zemalja u razvoju, Ljubljana. Predavaci
su bili znanstvenici i struénjaci s podruéja oceanografije, prava i politi¢kih
znanosti, a dolazili su iz Italije, Velike Britanije, Jugoslavije, te s Malte.

Sudionici ovog teaja, iz osam mediteranskih zemalja (Alzir, Egipat, Ju-
goslavija, Libija, Malta, Maroko, Tunis i Turska) pripadali su takoder raznim
strukama (pravo, biologija, kemija, geofizika i oceanografija).

Tecaj je zamiSljen kao program izobrazbe namijenjen vladinim sluzbe-
nicima, znanstvenicima i ostalima koji se bave pomorskim poslovima u me-
diteranskim zemljama, s ciljem da se sudionike upozna s najrazli¢itijim as-
pektima upravljanja i za$tite morskoga okolisa u Sredozemnom moru.

Program je bio podijeljen na Cetiri dijela:

1. — Uvod u oceanografiju i probleme morskoga okolisa Sredozemnog
mora, ’ '
2. — Uvod u pravo mora,
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3. — Plan mediteranske akcije,
4. — Glavna pitanja s kojima se suoava mediteranska zajednica.

Tijekom cijelog tetaja sudionici su bili ukljudeni u razli¢ite aktivnosti,
kao 3to su izrada tjednih izvjeStaja, proucavanje slutajeva, izrada i prezen-
tacija izvjedtaja o stanju zakonodavstva i djelatnosti vezanih uz more u dr-
Zavama iz kojih sudionici dolaze itd.

Multidisciplinarni pristup, te pripadnost predavada i sudionika razlidi-
tim zemljama, djelatnostima i strukama, omogudili su stjecanje sveobuhvat-
nije informacije i potpunije slike o relevantnim pitanjima vezanima uz Sre-
dozemno more.

COURSE ON MANAGEMENT AND CONSERVATION OF MARINE RESOURCES
IN THE MEDITERRANEAN

International Ocean Institute, Valletta, Malta, organized a course on manage-
ment and conservation of marine resources in the Mediterranean. The course was
held in Trieste, Italy, from 29th April — 24th May 1991.

The director of the course was dr Anton VratuSa, Honorary President of the
International Centre for Public Enterprises in. Developing Countries, Ljubljana,
Yugoslavia, .

Sixteen participants from cight Mediterranean countries (Algeria, Egypt, Libya,
Malta, Morocco, Tunisia, Turkey, Yugoslavia) attended the course. All of them
were actively involved in various activities including preparation of module re-
ports, analytical exercises, case studies, country reports.

The course programme was organized in four modules:

1. Introduction to Oceanography and the Mediterranean Marine Environment,
2. Introduction to the Law of the Sea,

3. The Mediterranean Action Plan, }

4. Major Issues Facing the Mediterranean Community.

_ The course was designed for govermment officials, training and research in-
stitutes dealing with marine affairs in Mediterranean countries, with a view to
fagmlzarzze the participants with the structure of the marine environment and
with the major uses of its resources, to stress the common interests between de-
veloped and developing countries in ocean management generally and specifically
in the Mediterranean, and to study the processes of harmonizing national legisia-
tion with International Law dealing with relevant problems.

_ Special attention was paid to the implementation of the principle of multidi-
sciplinary and integrative approach to the problems of the Mediterranean.
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
