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SAZETAK: U ovom se radu ukratko prezentiraju znanstvene spoznaje prof. dr. sc. Borisa Vukoni-
¢a koje su objavljene u njegovim knjigama o razvoju turizma u posljednjih dvadesetak godina. Glavni
predmet istrazivanja autora je turizam i razvoj, §to je ujedno i naziv predmeta kojeg je prof. Vukonié
predavao puna dva desetlje¢a na Ekonomskom fakultetu u Zagrebu. Prva knjiga ,,Turizam i razvoj*
objavljena 1987. godine bila je medu prvim djelima iz ovog podru¢ja u Hrvatskoj. Izuzetnu vrijednost
za razvoj teorije i prakse turizma imaju i druge dvije knjige autora: ,,Turizam i razvoj“ iz 2001. te
knjiga ,,Turizam - budu¢nost mnogih iluzija® iz 2010. godine. Temeljna svrha i cilj ovog priloga jest
da ponovno upozorimo dana$nje studente i stru¢njake u turizmu sa spoznajama i iskustvima koje je
Vukoni¢ iznio u svojim knjigama o razvojU turizma, a koje nisu nimalo izgubile na aktualnosti.
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SUMMARY: In this paper we briefly present the body of scientific knowledge of Professor Boris
Vukonié, published in his books on the development of tourism in the last twenty years. The main
subject of the research is tourism and development, which is also the title of the university course that
Professor Vukoni¢ taught for two full decades at the Faculty of Economics in Zagreb. The first book,
Tourism and Development, published in 1987, was one of the first works in this field in Croatia. The
other two books, Tourism and Development and Tourism - the Future of Many [llusions published in
2001 and 2010 respectively are also of great value for the development of the theory and practice of
tourism. The main purpose and the goal of this review is to inform today’s students of tourism and
tourism experts about the insights and experience that Vukoni¢ presented in his books on tourism
development, which are still relevant today.
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1. UVOD

2. BORIS VUKONIC: ,,TURIZAM
IRAZVOJ“ (ZNANSTVENA
KNJIGA)

Kao $to sam autor naglaSava, temeljna
svrha ovog djela jest da se ,,na temelju rezul-
tata provedenih istraZivanja pomogne onima
koji donose razvojne i druge poslovne odlu-
ke u turizmu* (Vukoni¢, 1987:9). U ovoj se
knjizi Vukoni¢ koristio razli¢itim radovima
i izvorima podataka, ali ne na klasi¢an na-
¢in prihvacanja i citiranja klasika znanstvene
misli o turizmu. Prouciv$i bogatu inozemnu
i domacu literaturu on je nastavio razvijati
vlastite spoznaje o razvoju turizma ne kopi-
rajuci tude. Predmet ove knjige jest opéi pro-
blem razvoja §to ga autor smatra ,,problemom
opstanka CovjeCanstva“ (Vukoni¢, 1987:11).
Turizam i razvoj su dva medusobno uzroc-
na pojma od kojih svaki na odredeni nacin
utjeCe na drugog pa Vukoni¢ postavlja pita-
nje ,,Kakva je ta njihova medusobna veza?*
(1987:11) te pokusava dati i odgovor na to

1. INTRODUCTION

The importance of Boris Vukoni¢’s first
book Tourism and Development in the early
1990s is best evidenced by the fact that it has
inspired a large research in tourism, and has
also helped the development of tourism itself.
It has been particularly useful to practitioners
in planning tourism development, as well as
to many students who have studied tourism
at colleges and higher education institutions.
This book can thus be considered as one of
the cornerstone publications in the field of
tourism development in theory and practice.

Moreover, other books by Professor Vu-
koni¢ which deal with the future develop-
ment of tourism, show that they have been
written by the one who travelled, explored
and shared knowledge of the phenomenon of
tourism with younger generations, in other
words, by someone who “lived tourism”.

2. BORIS VUKONIC: TOURISM
AND DEVELOPMENT (SCIENCE
BOOK)

As the author emphasizes, the fundamen-
tal purpose of this work is “to help those who
make development and other business de-
cisions in tourism, build upon the results of
the research” (Vukonic¢, 1987:9). In this book
Vukoni¢ used various works and data sourc-
es, but not in a classic way of accepting and
quoting the classics of scientific thinking in
the field of tourism. Having studied rich for-
eign and domestic literature, he has contin-
ued to develop his own knowledge of tourism
development, not copying anyone else. The
subject of this book is the general problem of
development which the author regards as “the
problem of the survival of mankind” (Vu-
koni¢, 1987:11). Tourism and development are
two mutually pertinent concepts, each affect-
ing the other in a certain way. VukoniC rais-
es the question: “What is their relationship?”
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pitanje. IshodiSte razmatranja su ekonomska
obiljezja turizma, ali ne kao ,,dominantan
nacin razmiSljanja ili prosudivanja, ve¢ kao
usmjeravajuce obiljezje” (Vukonié, 1987:13).
Naime, uvazavajuéi svu vaznost ekonomskih
funkcija turizma, VukoniC istraZuje turizam
kao sloZzenu drustvenu, a ne samo kao eko-
nomsku pojavu.

Sto se tice ekonomskih obiljezja turizma,
on istice da nema znanstvenih argumenata
koji bi govorili u prilog pojmova ,turisticka
usluga®, ,turistiCka privreda”™ ili ,.turisticko
poduzece®, a jedina prava ekonomska ka-
tegorija koja najbolje odrazava ekonomske
ucinke turizma je ,,turisti¢ka potrosnja“ (Vu-
koni¢, 1987:30). Teorija turistickog proizvo-
da kojom se bavi u ovoj knjizi, tj. ,,dobro*
koje se razmjenjuje na turistickom trzistu,
sloZen je pojam te je prema miSljenju Vuko-
nica ¢ak i osporavan naziv (1987:29). Stoga
on s pravom postavlja pitanja: ,,Sto je pred-
met razmjene u turizmu?“, ,,Sto je dobro koje
konzumira turist i nalazi ga na turisti¢kom
trzistu?** (1987:30) te zakljucuje da se ,,turi-
sticki proizvod moZze smatrati dobrom kojim
zadovoljavamo turistiCku potrebu, a sastoji
se od viSe opipljivih i neopipljivih elemenata
koji zajednicki i skupno nastoje zadovoljiti
potrebe turista“ (1987:31). Navedeno objas-
njenje dodatno argumentira Cinjenicom da je
specifi¢nost turistickog proizvoda Cinjenica
§to je uvijek u odredenom smislu nedovrSen
jer je podlozan stalnom dogradivanju (Vuko-
ni¢, 1987:32).

Ovakav pristup u definiranju pojma tu-
risti¢kog proizvoda, s kojim se u potpunosti
slazemo, daleko je ispravniji nego njego-
vo puko poistovjecivanje s ,,dobrom* kako
to Cine neki drugi autori, na S$to upozorava
Vukoni¢. On naglaava Cinjenicu da se ,,tu-
risti¢ki proizvod kao pojam moZe promatrati
samo u vezi s trziStem, $to znac¢i u odnosima
koji vladaju na tom trzistu* (1987:33) jer se
turisticki proizvod realizira na trziStu samo
ako se susretnu turisticka potraZnja i turistic-
ka ponuda i1 po tome se razlikuje od materi-
jalnog proizvoda.

(1987:11) and tries to answer that question.
The starting points of the considerations are
the economic characteristics of tourism, but
not as “a dominant way of thinking or judg-
ment, but as a guiding feature” (Vukonic,
1987:13). Taking into account the importance
of economic functions of tourism, Vukoni¢
researches tourism as a complex social phe-
nomenon, not just as an economic one.

As for the economic characteristics of
tourism, he points out that there are no scien-
tific arguments to support the term “tourism
service”, “tourism industry” or “tourism en-
terprise”, and the only economic category that
best reflects the economic effects of tourism
is “tourism consumption” (Vukoni€, 1987:30).
The theory of tourism product that this book
discusses, i.e. “the commodity” being ex-
changed on the tourism market, is a complex
concept and the very term is disputable, ac-
cording to Vukoni¢ (1987:29). Therefore, he
rightly asks the questions: “What is the sub-
ject of exchange in tourism?”, “What is the
commodity that a tourist consumes and finds
on the tourism market?” (1987:30). Vukonic
concludes that “a tourism product can be con-
sidered a commodity when it satisfies tourism
need; it consists of several tangible and intan-
gible elements that collectively and together
strive to meet the needs of tourists “(1987:31).
The additional argument for the above expla-
nation points to the specific feature of a tour-
ism product, i.e. that it is always unfinished to
a certain degree since it is subjected to con-
stant upgrading (Vukonic, 1987:32).

This approach in defining the concept of
a tourism product, the concept we fully agree
with, is far more correct than the mere iden-
tification of a tourism product with “a com-
modity”, and Vukoni¢ points out that some
authors do exactly that. Vukoni¢ emphasizes
that “a tourism product as a term can only
be viewed in relation to the market, i.e. in
the relationships that govern the market”
(1987:33), since a tourism product is realized
on the market only if tourism demand and
tourism offer meet, which differentiates a
tourism product from a tangible product.
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Pojam razvoja turizma

Objasnjavajuci razliku izmedu pojmova
rasta i razvoja, Vukoni¢ dovodi u vezu i po-
jam razvoja turizma. On smatra da osnovni
zadatak ekonomskog razvoja jest prevladati
siromastvo, bez obzira na pojam siromastva
(1987:65). Na slican na¢in moZe se objasni-
ti i razvoj turizma. ,,Cilj razvoja turizma u
konacnici uvijek je podreden opéem razvoju
zemlje* (Vukoni¢, 1987:67). Naime, interesi
iciljevi razvoja turizma teSko se mogu ostva-
riti bez cjelokupnog privrednog i druStvenog
razvoja zemlje kojem pripada i turizam.
Vukoni¢ naglasava da ,,suvremena politika
razvoja turizma predstavlja zapravo izbor
optimalne razvojne varijante” (1987:69). Pri
tome polazi od misljenja klasika u turizmu
W. Hunzikera i K. Krapfa (1942:15-22) koji
su medu prvima upozorili na ,,kompleksnost
turizma kao pojave i na potrebu interdisci-
plinarnog pristupa u istraZivanju turizma“
(Vukoni¢, 1987:75). Ove su spoznaje poseb-
no vazne u trazenju optimalne razvojne vari-
jante turizma u odredenoj zemlji.

NajviSe prostora u ovoj knjizi Vukoni¢ je
posvetio temi Turizam kao cinitelj razvoja,
naglaSavajuc¢i uvodno da su ,,ekonomski in-
teresi bili dugo vremena iskljucivo mjerilo
efikasnosti razvoja turizma* (1987:79). Osim
pozitivnih ucinaka turizma, mnogi autori
upozoravaju i na Stetne posljedice koje do-
nosi turizam. Vukoni¢ posebno analizira
kriticke stavove autora Josta Krippendorfa
koji nastoji svojim zapaZanjima o pozitivnim
vrijednostima turizma suprotstaviti negativ-
ne ucinke razvoja turizma na odredenom po-
drucju (1987:81).

Vukoni€ kriti¢ki analizira stavove i dru-
gih autora poput Alfiera koji istice da se
HturistiCkom izgradnjom totalno okupiraju
pojedini prostori ¢ime se unistava ravnoteza
u prirodi i sam prirodni prostor s pogubnim
posljedicama za samu prirodu, te da se pri-
vatizira op¢e prirodno dobro, osobito more
i morska obala® (1987:82). Vukoni¢ prihvaca
stavove D. Alfiera i S. Markovica te se oni

Concept of tourism development

When explaining the difference between
the concepts of growth and development,
Vukoni¢ introduces the concept of tourism
development. He suggests that the basic task
of economic development is to overcome
poverty, regardless of the concept of poverty
(1987:65). The development of tourism can
also be explained in a similar way. “The goal
of tourism development ultimately hinges
upon the general development of a country”
(Vukonic, 1987:67). Namely, the interests and
goals of tourism development can hardly be
achieved without the overall economic and
social development of the country, of which
tourism is a part. Vukoni¢ emphasizes that
“contemporary tourism development policy
is actually a choice of optimal development
path” (1987:69). This is based on the views
of the classics in tourism: W. Hunziker and
K. Krapfa (1942:15-22) who were among the
first to highlight “the complexity of tourism
as a phenomenon and the need for an inter-
disciplinary approach to tourism research”
(Vukonic¢, 1987:75). This insight is of vital im-
portance in seeking the optimal development
forms of tourism in a particular country.

The largest part of this book by Professor
Vukonié, Tourism and Development, is devot-
ed to the theme; “Tourism as a factor of de-
velopment”. The author underlines in the in-
troduction that “economic interests were for a
long time the sole measure of the efficiency of
tourism development” (1987:79). Besides the
positive effects of tourism, many authors also
warn about its adverse consequences. Vukoni¢
specifically analyses the critical views of Josta
Krippendorf, who juxtaposes the positive val-
ues of tourism with the negative impact that
tourism has in a given area (1987:81).

Vukoni€ critically analyses the perspec-
tives of other authors, such as Alfier who
emphasises that “construction activities in
tourism have totally conquered certain ar-
eas, thus destroying the balance in nature
and the natural space with disastrous con-
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mogu se smatrati prvim spoznajama o po-
trebi zaStite prostora u hrvatskom turizmu.
Posebnu pozornost Vukoni¢ pridaje analizi
turizma kao ¢imbenika ekonomskog razvo-
ja receptivnih turistickih zemalja. Pri tome
kriticki analizira temeljne ekonomske in-
dikatore razvoja turizma i njihov utjecaj na
ekonomski razvoj, posebno na bruto drustve-
ni proizvod.

PiSuéi o razinama turisticke razvijenosti
on je prikazao moguénosti koriStenja odre-
denih modela za mjerenje stupnja turisticke
razvijenosti pojedinih receptivnih zemalja.
U posljednjem dijelu ove knjige dao je op-
seznu analizu razvoja turizma u zemljama u
razvoju. Glavnu teza postavlja u obliku pi-
tanja ,, je li turizam jedina nada privrednog
razvoja“ ovih slabo razvijenih zemalja ili je
,,JOS jedna iluzija*“ (1987:144). Suglasni smo
s autorom da nema jednozna¢nog odgovora
na ovo pitanje.

Zaklju¢na Vukoniceva poruka je da turi-
sticki razvoj treba planirati (1987:138). Doi-
sta bismo se mogli sloZiti s ovom tezom, s ob-
zirom na Cinjenicu da se turizam ne dogada
slu¢ajno, on se ne moze razvijati stihijski jer
ostavlja brojne negativne posljedice. Stoga
ga je potrebno planirati kako na nacionalnoj,
tako i na lokalnoj razini, odnosno potrebno
je upravljati razvojem turizma.

O znacCaju ove knjige tih ranih devede-
setih godina svjedoCe brojna istraZivanja u
turizmu, ali i njegov razvoj u praksi vecine
receptivnih turistickih zemalja. Vrijedno je
istaknuti da se autor koristio brojnim izvori-
ma i spoznajama o razvoju turizma u svijetu
koje je pretoCio u ovu knjigu. Medutim, do-
prinos autora daleko je veci u Sirenju znan-
stvene i stru¢ne misli o razvoju turizma u
svijetu i Republici Hrvatskoj. U to vrijeme
ova je knjiga bila jedna od klju¢nih publi-
kacija iz podrucja razvoja turizma u teoriji i
praksi, a i danas je aktualna.

sequences for the nature itself. Furthermore,
the common natural resource is privatised,
especially the sea and the seaside “(1987:82).
Vukoni¢ accepts the views of D. Alfier and
S. Markovié, which, for the first time in Cro-
atian tourism show awareness that space in
Croatian tourism should be protected. Vu-
koni¢ gives special attention to the analysis
of tourism as a factor of the economic devel-
opment of receiving tourism countries. He
critically analyses the underlying economic
indicators of tourism development and their
impact on economic development, particu-
larly on the gross social product.

Writing about the levels of tourism devel-
opment Vukoni¢ reviewed the possibilities of
using certain models for measuring the degree
of tourism development of individual receiv-
ing countries. In the last part of this book, he
provides a comprehensive analysis of the de-
velopment of tourism in developing countries.
Vukoni¢ formulates the main thesis in the form
of a question: “Is tourism the only hope for eco-
nomic development” of these underdeveloped
countries or is it “another illusion” (1987:144).
We agree with the author that there is no unam-
biguous answer to this question.

Vukoni¢’s concluding message is that tour-
ism development should be planned (1987:138).
We could indeed agree with this thesis, given
the fact that tourism does not occur by chance,
it cannot develop chaotically without produc-
ing numerous adverse consequences. Therefore
it is necessary to plan tourism both at national
and local level, in other words to manage the
development of tourism.

The importance of this book in the ear-
ly 1990s was shown by a rise of research
into tourism, but also by the development of
tourism in most receiving tourism countries.
It is worth pointing out that the author con-
sulted numerous sources and drew upon his
own knowledge of the development of tour-
ism in the world which he put into this book.
Moreover, a huge contribution of this book
has been in disseminating scientific and pro-
fessional research of tourism development in

PoCevsi od zadaCa planiranja u
turizmu obraduju se modeli planiranja, pro-
gnoziranje kao temelj planiranja u turizmu,
tehnike planiranja te planiranje kao turistic-
ka razvojna koncepcija. Posebno su vazni
modeli prognoziranja turisticke potraznje i
potro$nje koji su razradeni koriStenjem spo-
znaja i drugih autora. Iako je u to vrijeme ve¢
postojala brojna turisti¢ka literatura u svije-
tu, ovaj se udzbenik moZe smatrati izuzetno
vrijednim za prouCavanje turizma i razvoja
kako studentima, tako i stru¢njacima u turi-
stickoj praksi.

This book was published under the same
title as the previous one, but it is to a large
extent revised and different. Vukoni¢ uses
parts of the text from the first book, some
chapters cover the same subject matter, but
are revised and extended, and some new
chapters are added. This book is based on
new sources and new research by the author.
In its content and form it is a textbook, pri-
marily intended for university students but is
very useful for tourism practitioners as well.
Vukoni¢ points out that a textbook is much
more demanding than a book, so this can be
considered as its “added value”. Given that
some chapters of the textbook have already
been reviewed in the first book, I shall refer
here to new insights it gives.

In the chapter “Tourism and Space”, the
relationship between tourism and space is
presented: the use of space as a natural re-
source in tourism, its protection, transforma-
tion of space for tourism, tourism and spatial
planning and the management of the tourism
space. ‘“Planning for Tourism Needs” chapter
starts with the tasks of tourism planning, then
continues with planning models, forecasting
as the basis of tourism planning, planning
techniques and finishes with planning as a
tourist development concept. Of particular
importance are the models of forecasting
tourism demand and consumption where the
author elaborates the problems by incorporat-
ing the research of other authors. Although
there was already a large body of tourism
literature in the world at that time, this text-
book can be considered highly valuable for

The textbook has been well accepted and
used as the literature for students at the Fac-
ulty of Economics and Business in Zagreb,
as well as at some other faculties and busi-
ness schools where tourism is studied.

4. BORIS VUKONIC - TOURISM
- THE FUTURE OF MANY
ILLUSIONS (SCIENCE BOOK)

The third book by Boris Vukoni¢ in the
field of tourism and development has a very
interesting title from which the main thesis
derives and the author’s question: “Is tourism
an illusion or a reality?” The basic chapters
of this book are: “The Past and Present of the
Tourism Phenomena” and “The Future of the
Tourism Phenomena”.

In the chapter: “The Past and Present of
Tourism Phenomena” the author gives a broad
analysis of the development of tourism in the
world and in Croatia up to the present. Look-
ing at the future of tourism development, the
author analyses the constraints of tourism
development and forecasts what tourism de-
velopment will look like under their impact.
Among these major constraints Vukoni¢
points to wars and terrorism, religious preju-
dice, famine in the world, health issues and
health risks, etc. The chapter also analyses the
many phenomena that will affect the future
tourism development: tourism in the global-
ization process, the third world tourism, mega
events attracting visitors to tourist destina-
tions, historical cities as assets on the interna-
tional tourism market, the phenomenon of the
so-called dark tourism and others. Based on
this analysis the author asks: “Should human-
ity be concerned about the future of tourism?”

Vukoni¢ rightly sees that the future of
tourism should be based on the resources
and the ways of their protection and man-
agement, which follows the principles of sus-
tainable development. He emphasizes that:
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- Koristi od turizma treba prosiriti na cijelo
drustvo (2010:21).

Iako su prihvatljiva ova nacela odrzivog
razvoja turizma, danas je najveci problem u
njihovoj primjeni u turistickoj praksi, poseb-
no na lokalnoj razini. U ovoj knjizi Vukonié¢
posebno raspravlja o ekonomici turizma. Re-
ferirajuci se na misSljenja mnogih domacih i
inozemnih autora, on dovodi u pitanje eko-
nomiku turizma kao samostalnu znanstvenu
disciplinu. Pri tome se posebno referira na
knjige iz ekonomike turizma autora: J. Pla-
nine, 1963.; S. 1 Z. Markovi¢, 1972.; S. Un-
kovica, 1974.; D. Alfiera, 1988.; R. Baretjea i
P. Deferta, 1972.; G. Gubilata, 1983. i drugih
autora. Na temelju tih analiza Vukoni¢ za-
kljucuje da je ,,sintagma ekonomika turizma
postala zapravo sinonim za turisti¢ki feno-
men‘ (2010:58).

Ovo je glediSte blisko Enciklopediji tu-
rizma (Jafari, 2000) ,,u kojoj se ne spominje
izravno pojam ekonomika turizma, ali se u
objasnjenju pojma ekonomija objaSnjava da
se turizam treba promatrati i s ekonomskog
aspekta, i to podjednako s mikro i makro-
ekonomskog stajaliSta, s regionalnog sta-
jaliSta, sa stajali§ta ekonomskog razvoja,
investicija i zapoSljavanja“ (Vukoni¢, 2010:
61). Vukoni¢ ne spori da sva ta stajaliSta
pripadaju ekonomiji, samo je pitanje pripa-
daju li ,,ekonomici turizma™“ kao disciplini
sasvim jasno odredenog sadrzaja (2010:61).
Na taj na¢in on razvija zanimljivu tezu koja
traZi nova istrazivanja fenomena ekonomi-
ke turizma. Neovisno koliko smo suglasni s
ovakvim stavom o ekonomici turizma, valja
naglasiti da je Vukoni¢ razvio zanimljivu
tezu koja traZi nova istrazivanja o fenomenu
ekonomike turizma.

Sagledavaju¢i buduénost razvoja turiz-
ma Vukoni¢ se referira na prognoze Svjet-
ske turisticke organizacije i zakljuCuje da se
»turizam ne moze razvijati brze nego Sto se
razvija gospodarstvo zemlje, niti turisticki
razvoj moze i¢i suprotno op¢im razvojnim
smjerovima u takvoj zemlji*“ (2010:86). To se

- Natural, historical, cultural and other re-
sources should be adequately protected
so as to be used in the future.

- Tourism development should be planned
and managed lest it generates serious so-
cio-cultural and environmental problems.

- Customers should be provided with deep
satisfaction so that tourist destinations re-
tain marketing position and market popu-
larity.

- The benefits of tourism should be extend-
ed to the whole society (2010:21).

Although these principles of sustainable
tourism development are incontestible, the
biggest problem today is their application in
tourism practice, especially at the local level.
In this book, Vukoni¢ specifically discusses
economics of tourism, referring to the views
of many domestic and foreign authors. He
questions the economics of tourism as an
independent scientific discipline, particu-
larly drawing on the books from the field of
tourism economics of the following authors:
J. Planine, 1963; S. and Z. Markovi¢, 1972;
S. Unkovic, 1974; D. Alfier, 1988; R. Baretje
and P. Defert, 1972; G. Gubilata, 1983 and
others. Based on these analyses, Vukoni¢
concludes that “the syntagm of tourism eco-
nomics has become a synonym for tourist
phenomenon” (2010:58).

This view is close to the one from Ency-
clopedia of Tourism (J. Jafari, 2000), “which
does not directly mention the concept of
economics of tourism, but when explaining
the concept of economy it states that tour-
ism should also be seen from the economic
perspective, both from micro and macroeco-
nomic aspect, regional aspect, and from the
aspects of economic development, invest-
ment and employment “(Vukoni¢, 2010:61).
Vukoni¢ does not dispute that all of these
aspects pertain to economy, but the question
is whether they pertain to “the economics
of tourism” as a discipline of a clearly de-
fined content (2010:61). Thus he develops
an intriguing thesis which requires further
research into the tourism economics phe-
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danas ipak ¢ini samo djelomi¢no to¢nim jer
ima i drukcijih primjera u svijetu.

Prihvacajuci misljenje svjetskih ekspera-
ta koji su izdvojili deset najvaZnijih izazova
o kojima ¢e ovisiti buducnost Covjecanstva,
medu koje ulaze: ,,pothranjenost i glad, za-
preke slobodnoj trgovini, bolesti, obrazova-
nje, zivot i razvoj, globalno zatopljenje, voda
za piCe i kanalizacija, konflikti, oneciSCenje
zraka i terorizam® (Vukoni¢, 2010:142), on
utvrduje bitne probleme koji ¢e utjecati na
razvoj turizma u buduénosti. Razvojni izazo-
vi turizma u buduénosti su: sigurnost, zatim
nestasice pitke vode, onecisCenje i klimatske
promjene kao klju¢ni ¢imbenici odrZzivog ra-
zvoja turizma, te potom prirodne katastrofe,
Sirenje raznih bolesti, terorizam i mir u svije-
tu, kao i ekonomski problemi poput ekonom-
skih i financijskih kriza i recesije.

Temeljem cjelokupne analize Vukonié
se na kraju s pravom pita: ,,Jma li turizam
buduénost?* (2010:140). Slazemo se da tu-
rizam ima buducnost, ali da treba uciti na
primjerima razvoja turizma iz proslosti, pri-
hvacaju¢i miSljenje svjetskih eksperata koji
su pokusSali definirati deset najvaznijih ¢im-
benika o kojima ovisi buducnost svijeta, ali i
turizma. UoCavanje glavnih razvojnih izazo-
va turizma temeljna je vrijednost ove znan-
stvene knjige jer se spoznavanjem problema
na njih moZemo pravodobno pripremiti. Ovi
¢imbenici znacajno Ce utjecati na zivot ljudi
u svijetu, ali i na buducnost turizma jer ,,tu-
rizam je njezna, ali i zilava biljka“ (Vukonic;
2010:155).

5. ZAKLJUCAK

Ishodiste razmatranja u knjigama o ra-
zvoju turizma Vukoni¢ usmjerava na eko-
nomska obiljezja turizma, ali istovremeno
istrazuje i piSe o turizmu kao slozenoj drus-
tveno-ekonomskoj pojavi ¢ime mu daje puno
§ire znacenje. Po njegovu misljenju ciljevi
razvoja turizma ne mogu se ostvariti bez
cjelokupnog privrednog i drustvenog razvo-

nomenon. Regardless of how much we agree
with this view of the economics of tourism,
it should be emphasized that in this way Vu-
koni¢ develops an interesting thesis that ne-
cessitates new research into the phenomena
of tourism.

Considering the future of tourism devel-
opment, Vukoni¢ refers to the World Tour-
ism Organization’s forecasts and concludes
that “tourism cannot develop faster than the
country’s economy, neither can tourism de-
velopment go against the directions of gener-
al development in a country” (2010:86). To-
day, however, this is only partially true, since
there are opposite examples in the world.

Accepting the opinion of world experts
who outlined the ten most important chal-
lenges that the future of humanity will de-
pend on, including “malnutrition and famine,
barriers to free trade, disease, education, life
and development, global warming, drinking
water and sewage, conflicts, air pollution and
terrorism” (Vukoni¢, 2010:142), Vukonic
identifies the major problems that will affect
the development of tourism in the future. The
future challenges of tourism development,
and the key factors of sustainable tourism
development are: security, the lack of drink-
ing water, pollution and climate change, nat-
ural disasters, spreading of various diseases,
terrorism and peace in the world, as well as
economic problems such as economic and fi-
nancial crises and recession.

Finally, after a thorough analysis Vu-
konic¢ rightly raises the question: “Does tour-
ism have a future?” (2010:140). We agree that
tourism does have a future but lessons have
to be learned from the past tourism develop-
ment experiences, accepting the reasoning
of the world experts who have attempted to
define the ten key factors the future of the
world depends on, and with it the future of
tourism. The fundamental value of this ac-
ademic book is its recognition of the main
challenges of tourism development, since
this gives us the chance to timely prepare for
them. These factors will significantly affect
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ja receptivne turisticke zemlje pa suvremena
politika razvoja turizma predstavlja izbor op-
timalne razvojne varijante.

VaZna je njegova zakljucna poruka da
turisticki razvoj treba planirati jer se tu-
rizam ne dogada slu¢ajno, on se ne moze ra-
zvijati stihijski jer ostavlja brojne negativne
posljedice. Stoga je potrebno upravljati ra-
zZvojem turizma.

Posebno su vrijedna Vukoniteva raz-
miSljanja o ekonomici turizma. Referirajuci
se na mi$ljenja mnogih domacih i inoze-
mnih strucnjaka u turizmu, on dovodi u pi-
tanje ekonomiku turizma kao samostalnu
znanstvenu disciplinu. Neovisno koliko je
prihvatljivo ovakvo stajaliSte o ekonomici
turizma, Vukoni¢ je razvio zanimljivu tezu
koja trazi nova istrazivanja o fenomenu eko-
nomike turizma.

U traZenju odgovora na pitanje: ,,Ima li
turizam buducnost?* autor se zalaze da tre-
ba uciti na turizmu iz proslosti, uvazavajuci
miSljenje svjetskih eksperata koji su pokusSa-
li definirati najvaZnije Cinjenice o kojima Ce
ovisiti budu¢nost svijeta i turizma. Na kraju
moguce je zakljuciti da su ove spoznaje au-
tora otkrile novi pogled na turizam i njegovu
buduénost.

the lives of people in the world and the future
of tourism, as “tourism is a gentle but resil-
ient plant” (Vukoni¢, 2010:155).

5. CONLCUSION

Discussing tourism development in his
books, Vukoni¢ starts from the economic
characteristics of tourism. At the same time
he comprehends tourism as a complex so-
cio-economic phenomenon, thus giving it
a much wider meaning. His position is that
the goals of tourism development cannot be
achieved without the overall economic and
social development of the receiving tourism
country, so the focus of contemporary tour-
ism development policy should be on choos-
ing the optimal form of development.

The author’s final message is far-reach-
ing: Tourism development should be
planned. Tourism does not occur by chance
and it cannot develop chaotically since that
would entail numerous adverse consequenc-
es. This is precisely why tourism develop-
ment has to be managed.

Of special value are VukoniC’s views on
the economics of tourism. Referring to the
positions of numerous domestic and foreign
experts in tourism, he challenges the eco-
nomics of tourism as an independent scien-
tific discipline. Regardless of how acceptable
this view on tourism economics is, Vukoni¢
has developed an interesting thesis that re-
quires further research on the phenomenon
of tourism economics.

In seeking answers to the question: “Does
tourism have a future?” the author advocates
learning from the past tourism experiences,
taking into account the opinions of the world
experts who have attempted to define the
most important factors which will determine
the future of the world and of tourism itself.
Finally we can conclude that these insights
of the author offer a new perspective on tour-
ism and its future.
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
