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NUMIZMATICKI NALAZI S ANTICKOG
LOKALITETA SOLINE NA OTOKU SV.
KLEMENT (PAKLENI OTOCI, HVAR)

Clanak obraduje numizmati¢ke nalaze koji su pronadeni tije-
kom arheoloskih istraZivanja rimske vile u uvali Soline na otoku
Sv. Klement (Pakleni otoci, Hvar) u srednjoj Dalmaciji. Rijec je o
32 primjerka novca, od kojih su najstarije monete ilirskog kralja
Baleja te rimski republikanski novac. Slijedi rimski carski novac,
medu kojim su najbrojniji kasnoanticki primjerci, dok je najmlada
moneta kovana u Mletackoj Republici. Tipoloska, kulturno-povi-
jesna, statisticka te kontekstualna analiza ovih nalaza omoguca-
va bolje razumijevanje kronologije ljudskih aktivnosti u okviru
prirodnog i kulturnog krajolika otoka Sv. Klement te ujedno pri-
donosi poznavanju optjecaja najstarijeg novca, pa tako i gospo-
darsko-politickih prilika na prostoru srednje Dalmacije.

NUMISMATIC FINDS FROM THE ROMAN SITE
OF SOLINE ON SV. KLEMENT ISLAND IN THE
PAKLENI ARCHIPELAGO NEAR HVAR

The article analyzes the coins found during archaeological exca-

vations at a Roman villa in Soline Cove on the island of Sv. Kle- 153
ment in the Pakleni Archipelago off the Central Dalmatian island
of Hvar. The earliest among the 32 coins found there are the coins
of lllyrian King Ballaios and Roman Republican coins. Then follow
Roman Imperial coins (with the ones from Late Antiquity being
the most numerous) and a coin struck in the Venetian Repub-
lic. The typological, cultural-historical, statistical and contextual
analyses of these finds can help us better understand the chro-
nology of human activities in the natural and cultural landscape
of the island of Sv. Klement and improve our knowledge of the
circulation of the earliest coins and economic and political situa-
tion in Central Dalmatia of the day.

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Pakleni ili Paklinski otoci vapnenacki su jadranski arhipelag
koji se proteze neposredno uz jugozapadnu obalu srednjo-
dalmatinskog otoka i grada Hvara (SI. 1). Sastoje se od 20-ak
otocica i hridi koji su proglaseni zasticenim prirodnim krajo-
brazom. Najveéi medu njima, Sveti Klement, s tri povremena
zaselka (Vlaka, Palmizana i Momica Polje), povrsinom tek ne-
znatno prelazi 5 km?2 Prvi tragovi ljudske prisutnosti sezu do
razdoblja prapovijesti, a posvjedoceni su grobnim gomilama
iz kasnobronc¢anog (1) i zeljeznog doba (6)' te pokojim slucaj-
nim nalazom (ulomci loncarije i kamenih alatki). Daleko je bo-
lje poznato anticko razdoblje, posebice zbog lokaliteta u uvali
Soline, gdje su sacuvani i djelomi¢no istrazeni ostatci rimskog
i kasnoantickog stambeno-gospodarskog kompleksa.? Soline
su najzasti¢enija juzna uvala na otoku, povoljna za sidrenje,
koja je dodatno zaklonjena manjom sastavnicom Paklinskog
arhipelaga, Dobrim otokom. Istovremeno, uvala je smjeste-
na i na sredisnjem dijelu Sv. Klementa, gdje geomorfoloske
znacajke omogucavaju najbrzu komunikaciju izmedu juzne
i sjeverne strane otoka te uz rub najveceg oto¢nog plodnog
polja, i danas obradivanog (SI. 1). U neposrednoj blizini nalazi

INTRODUCTION

Pakleni (Paklinski) Archipelago is a string of limestone islands
in the Adriatic, stretching off the southwestern coast of the
Central Dalmatian island of Hvar and the eponymous town on
it (Fig. 1). It consists of twenty or so small islands and rocks —
all declared a protected natural landscape. The largest among
them, Sv. Klement, with an area slightly exceeding 5km? has
three non-permanent settlements (Vlaka, Palmizana and
Momica polje). The first signs of human presence can be
traced to prehistory. They include burial mounds from Late
Bronze Age (1) and Iron Age (6)' and occasional accidental
finds (pottery shards and stone tool fragments). We know
much more about the Antiquity period, particularly owing
to the Soline Cove site and its partly investigated remains of
a Roman and Late Antiquity residential and economic com-
plex.? Soline is the best sheltered southern cove on the island.
It is additionally protected by the islet of Dobri otok and is
good for anchoring. Also, it is located on the central part of Sv.
Klement, where geomorphological features enable the short-
est communication between the south and north coasts of
the island, stretching along the edge of the island’s largest

se zaseok Vlaka. Anticki se lokalitet prostire na istonoj strani
najuvucenijeg dijela uvale, nedaleko od danasnje obale, ali i
neposredno uz obalu nastavljajuci prema moru, sukladno pro-
mjenama koje su u razini relativne morske visine nastale od
razdoblja antike.?

Ovaj je lokalitet u 50-im godinama 20. stoljeca iskopa-
vao Grga Novak,* a u novije se vrijeme, od 2007. godine,
provode skromna arheolosko-interdisciplinarna istraZivanja
u organizaciji Muzeja hvarske bastine i Instituta za arheolo-
giju u Zagrebu te u suradnji sa Sveucilistem St. Thomas iz
St. Paula u Minnesoti (SAD).> Arhitektonski su ostatci dje-
lomi¢no i danas vidljivi u krajoliku, odnosno tzv. objekt A
i dugi zid B mjestimi¢no su sacuvani i do 2 m visine. lako,
prema svemu sudeci, tip gradnje odgovara kasnoj antici,
dokumentirane nadogradnje i prepravci, kao i dijagnosticki
ulomci pokretnih nalaza, indiciraju da je lokalitet koristen i u
ranije rimsko, ali i kasnije, u moderno doba. Iskopavanjem i
geofizickim ispitivanjima otkriveni su viseslojni arhitekton-
ski ostatci, sa snaznim naglaskom na razdoblje kasne antike,
od kojih je najbolje istrazeno nekoliko prostorija koje su bile
dijelovi kasnoanti¢kog gospodarsko-skladisnog kompleksa
vile te pokretna materijalna kultura uglavnom iz razdobolja
kasnog 2./1.st. pr. n. e. do kasne antike.® Isticu se ulomci sva-
kodnevno koristenih predmeta poput stolnog, kuhinjskog
i skladisno-transportnog posuda, metalnog oruda i dijelo-
va nakita i nosnje, staklenih i kostanih predmeta, novca, ali
i mnogobrojne kockice mozaika i fragmenti freski, koji su
ukrasavali podove i zidove nekadasnjih prostorija, te ostatci
kruznih opeka koji su bili dijelovi hipokausta, odnosno siste-
ma za podno grijanje. Sve to ukazuje da je rije¢ o jednom
od znacajnijih hvarskih antickih lokaliteta Cija materijalna
ostavstina svjedoci razvitku lokalno/regionalne ekonomije i
kulturne realnosti, alii Zivopisnim trgovackim mrezama koje
su omogucavale protok robe i dobara sa Sireg jadranskog,
odnosno mediteranskog prostora.

NUMIZMATICKI NALAZI

Katalog numizmaticke grade iz uvale Soline na otoku Sv.
Klement, obradene u ovom radu, sastoji se od 32 nalaza.”
Svi primjerci, osim jednog koji je mletacki, pripadaju raz-
doblju antike (SI. 2). Polovica kovanica ¢itka je i databilna,
dok je ostatak nemoguce preciznije datirati zbog raznih
stupnjeva istrosenosti i korozije.

fertile field, tilled to this day (Fig. 1). The hamlet of Vlaka is lo-
cated very near. The Antiquity site lies on the eastern side of
the deepest point of the cove, near the present-day coast and
sometimes in its immediate vicinity. It extends towards the
sea, following the changes in the relative sea level that have
taken place since the Antiquity.?

Grga Novak led the excavations on this site in the 1950s.*
More recently, since 2007 modest archaeological and interdis-
ciplinary excavations have been carried out. They are organ-
ized by the Hvar Heritage Museum and Zagreb Institute of
Archaeology, in cooperation with St. Thomas University in St.
Paul, Minnesota (U.S.).> The architectural remains can still be
seen in the landscape: The so-called Structure A and Structure
B have been preserved and are still up to 2 meters high. While
thereis every indication that the type of architecture can be as-
sociated with Late Antiquity, the subsequent additions and re-
constructions, as well as the diagnostic fragments of movable
finds, indicate that the site was also used in the earlier Roman
times and later Modern Age. The excavations and geophysical
exploration revealed multilayered architectural remains, pri-
marily from Late Antiquity. Their best researched parts include
several premises that were part of the outhouses and ware-
houses belonging to the Late Antiquity villa and some mov-
able material culture mostly dated to the period between late
2n/1%t centuries BC and Late Antiquity.® Of particular interest
are the fragments of utensils such as tableware, kitchenware,
transport and storage vessels, metal tools, parts of jewelry and
attire, glass and bone objects, coins, numerous fragments of
the mosaics and frescos that decorated the floors and walls
of these premises, and fragments of round tiles that once be-
longed to the hypocaust (underfloor heating system). All this
indicates that this is one of important Roman sites of Hvar, the
material heritage of which is a witness of the development of
the local/regional economy and culture and the intensity of
the trade routes that enabled a flow of goods from the greater
Adriatic area and Mediterranean in general.

NUMISMATIC FINDS

The catalogue of the numismatic material found in Soline
Cove on Sv. Klement island and analyzed in this paper in-
cludes 32 coins.” All the specimens belong to the Antiquity,
except one Venetian coin (Fig. 2). A half of them are legible
and datable but the others are worn out and corroded to
an extent that makes it impossible to date them.

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Predstavljeni materijal danas je dio arheoloske zbirke Mu-
zeja hvarske bastine na Hvaru, zahvaljujuci arheoloskim istraZi-
vanjima rimske i kasnoanticke vile, i to tijekom kampanja koje
su se odvijale u razdoblju od 2011. do 2014. godine.? Vecina
novca izasla je na vidjelo upravo tijekom stru¢no vodenih isko-
pavanja zapadnog dijela antickog kompleksa koji se pruza
prema moru te njegova sredi$njeg dijela, u pravcu sjevera i
plodnog polja. Od sveukupnog broja 72 % dolazi iz sondi 11
i 12, koje su istrazene 2012. godine. Po jedan komad (ili 3 %)
otkriven je u sondi 6 i sondi 9, koje su iskopane 2011.i2012.
godine, dok ostatak (22 %) potjece iz sonde 14 iz 2014. godine.
Sukladno kontekstu nalaza te stanju stratigrafije dokumenti-
rane na lokalitetu, dio ovih nalaza moze se iskoristiti u raspravi
o kronologiji arhitektonskog kompleksa, dok se ostatak pro-
matra u Sirem okviru ljudskih aktivnosti na ovom otoku kao
dijelu srednjodalmatinskog prostora. Jedan primjerak novca
slucajan je nalaz (kat. br. 20), pronaden prilikom povrsinskog
pregleda terena na putu prema vapnenici koja je smjestena s
druge strane uvale, nesto zapadnije uz obalu.®

ILIRSKI NOVAC

Osvrt na numizmaticku gradu zapocinjemo s jedinim primjer-
kom ilirskog novca, pronadenog na ovom lokalitetu, koji pri-
pada ilirskom vladaru Baleju (kat. br. 2). lako o Baleju ne po-
stoje pisani izvori, ve¢ ga poznajemo samo po numizmatickim
nalazima, smatra se da je vladao na dijelu srednjeg, vjerojatnoi
juznog isto¢nojadranskog prostora.' Stovise, pretpostavlja se
da je imao dvije kovnice, jednu u Farosu, a drugu Riznu, $to se
ogledava kroz dva dokumentirana tipa njegova novca, farski
i rizanski. Prvu podjelu Balejeva novca na farski i rizanski tip
dao je Arthur Evans 1880. godine. Prihvaca ju Josip Brundmid,
a zatim i ostali numizmaticari. Po njoj farski tip karakterizira Ar-
temida koja stoji, dok ta ista Artemida na rizanskom tipu kora-
¢a."" U naSem je slucaju rije¢ o primjerku rizanskog tipa, za koji
su uobicajene broncane kovanice s Balejevim portretom na
aversu i prikazom Artemide koja je zakoraknula ulijevo te le-
gendom na reversu.'? lvan Marovi¢ u svom ¢lanku iz 1988. go-
dine daje nesto drukdiju podjelu prema legendi na reversu,'
medutim nas je primjerak toliko izlizan da se natpis vladara ne
nazire te ga, stoga, ne mozemo smjestiti u njegovu tipologiju.
Ipak, prema tezini od 2,28 g uklapa se u najcesce dokumenti-
rane vrijednosti Balejeva bron¢anog novca."

Nekoliko je teorija o viemenu Balejeve vladavine, pa po-
sljedi¢no i kovnice njegova novca. Pojedini autori smjeStaju

The material presented here is part of the archaeological
collection of the Hvar Heritage Museum on the island of Hvar.
It originates from the archaeological excavation campaigns
carried out at the Roman and Late Antiquity villa between
2011 and 2014.2 Most of the coins were discovered during the
excavations at the western part of the complex (stretching to-
wards the coast) and at its central part (stretching north, to-
wards the fertile field). Of all the coins found, 72 percent come
from Trenches 11 and 12, investigated in 2012. One coin was
found in Trench 6 (3 percent), dug in 2011, and one in Trench
9 (3 percent), dug in 2012. The remaining 22 percent come
from Trench 14 (dug in 2014). Depending on the context and
stratigraphy documented at the site, some of these finds can
be used for establishing the chronology of the architectural
complex, while the remaining specimens can help us recreate
the wider framework of human activities on this Central Dal-
matian island. One of the coins was found accidentally (Cat.
No. 20) while surveying the surface of the terrain on the way
to the lime pit located on the opposite side of the cove, further
west along the coast.’

ILLYRIAN COINS

We can begin with a specimen of the lllyrian coinage minted
for the lllyrian King Ballaios that was found at this site (Cat.
No. 2). There are no written sources about Ballaios; we only
know about him from the numismatic finds. It is believed
that he reigned in part of the Central and, probably, South-
ern region of Eastern Adriatic.”® It is also believed that he
had two mints — one in Pharos and the other in Rhizon, after
which the two known types of his coins were named. Ar-
thur Evans was the first one to introduce this classification of
Ballaios’ coinage - in 1880. Josip Brunsmid accepted it and
so did later numismatists. The Pharian type is characterized
by standing Artemis and the Rhizon type by walking Arte-
mis." Our coin is of the Rhizon type: a bronze coin depicting
Ballaios’ portrait on the obverse and Artemis advancing to
the left and an inscription on the reverse.” In his 1988 arti-
cle, lvan Marovi¢ offers a somewhat different classification,
based on the inscriptions on the reverse.”* However, as our
specimen is too worn out and the ruler’s inscription is not
visible, we cannot apply his typology here. Still, its weight
(2.289) corresponds with the most frequently documented
values of Ballaios’ bronze coins.™

The exact period of Ballaios'reign is not known. Conse-
quently, neither is the period when the mints of his coins

je u drugu polovinu ili kraj 3. st. pr. n. e."* ili od 195. - 175.
g. pr. n. e,'8 dok ve¢ina domacih autora smatra da ju valja
datirati u razdoblje od 167. do 135. g. pr. n. e.'” Nedavnim
istrazivanjima u Riznu, 2010. godine, pronadena je ostava
Balejeva novca s ukupno 4656 primjeraka.' lako cijeli kon-
tekst nije jo$ u potpunosti detaljno objavljen, navodi se da
je ostava pronadena ispod paljevinskog sloja koji je radio-
karbonskom analizom datiran u razdoblje 260. - 230. g. pr.
n. e., ¢ime bi mlade datacije dosle u pitanje." Nazalost, u na-
$em slucaju, kovanica je pronadena u plitkom sloju koji je
iskoristavan za poljoprivredne radove te zbog toga ne moze
doprinijeti raspravi o kronologiji i problematici kovanja.
Stovise, ista je situacija zabiljeZzena i na susjednim otocima
Hvaru i Visu, gdje ni jedan komad Balejeva novca nije pro-
naden kao dio intaktnog konteksta. Pojava ovih kovanica
u srednjoj Dalmaciji, pa samim time i na Sv. Klementu, ali i
duz isto¢ne jadranske obale nije rijetkost, pronalazimo ih na
prostoru od Boke kotorske do Zadra, srednjodalmatinskom
zaledu (danasnjoj Hercegovini), ali pojedini su primjerci za-
biljezeni i u Epiru, Italiji, Sardiniji te ¢ak i u Banatu, Madarskoj
i Slovackoj.® Ti nalazi svakako govore u prilog monetarnoj
snazi Balejeva novca te zivim trgovackim vezama koje su se
posljednjih stoljeca pr. n. e. odvijale na jadranskom prostoru.

RIMSKI REPUBLIKANSKI NOVAC

Najstariji primjerak rimske monete medu numizmatic-
kom gradom iz Solina rimska je uncia (kat. br. 1). Ovaj
tip novca poceo se kovati u ranom 3. st. pr. n. e., a vri-
jednost mu je odgovarala ekvivalentu od 1/12 asa.?’ Na$
primjerak potjeceiz217.-215.g. pr.n. e. te je anonimnog
kovanja.?? Nazalost, nije pronaden u intaktnom arheolos-
kom sloju, ve¢ u crvenkastom glinastom sloju povise zZive
stijene, u kojem se javljaju keramicki ulomci od kasnohe-
lenisticke sivopremazane keramike do africkog stolnog

flourished. There are several theories. While some authors
date his reign to the second half or late 3 century BC'® or
to the period from 195-175 BC,'® most of Croatian authors
believe he reigned from 167 to 135 BC."” During recent ex-
cavations in Rhizon (in 2010), a hoard of Ballaios’ coins was
found. It contained a 4,656 specimens.'® Although the de-
tailed context has not been published yet, it was reported
that the hoard had been found underneath a burned layer
that was radiocarbon dated to the period from 260 to 230
BC, thus challenging the datings to later periods.” Unfor-
tunately, in our case, the shallow layer the coin was found
in had been tilled and therefore cannot help us establish
the chronology and other aspects of its minting. Similar
situation was on the neighboring islands Hvar and Vis,
where not one Ballaios’ coin has been found in an intact
context. Such finds in Central Dalmatia — and thus on Sv.
Klement — are not rare. That also goes for other parts of
the Eastern Adriatic coast (from Boka Kotorska to Zadar)
and Central Dalmatian hinterland (present-day Herzego-
vina); individual specimens were also found in Epirus, Italy,
Sardinia and even in Banat, Hungary and Slovakia.?® These
finds can certainly be seen as evidence for the importance
of Ballaios’ currency and intensity of the trade taking place
in the Adriatic in the final centuries BC.

ROMAN REPUBLICAN COINS

The earliest specimen of the Roman coins in the Soline nu-
mismatic material is a Roman uncia (Cat. No. 1). This type of
coin was first struck in the early 3™ century BC and its value
was an equivalent of 1/12 asses.?' Our specimen is dated to
the period between 217 and 215 BC and is of anonymous
minting.?? Unfortunately, due to leveling of the terrain dur-

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posuda (africka sigilata) iz 4. st., a rezultat je to nivelira-
nja prostora prilikom pozamasnih arhitektonskih zahvata
koji se odvijaju tijekom kasne antike.”

Pronadene su jo$ dvije rimske republikanske monete.
Rijec je o dva identi¢na denara — suberata (kat. br. 3 i kat. br.
4). Suberat je latinski naziv za novac od neplemenitog meta-
la, povrsinski presvucen tankim slojem plemenitog metala.
U ovom se slucaju radi o posrebrenoj kovini. Takvi denari s
jezgrom od bakra karakteristi¢ni su u kriznim vremenima
kada je postojala potreba za velikim koli¢inama novca, a nije
bilo dovoljno srebra za njegovu izradu.?* Monete pripadaju
Luciju Manliju, prokvestoru za vrijeme Lucija Kornelija Sule®
i putujucoj kovniciiz 82. g. pr. n. €. Analogne kovanice nala-
zimo u zbirci Arheoloskog muzeja u Splitu, a pronadene suu
Saloni. Nazalost, otkrivene su izvan arheoloskog konteksta,
u ostavama Putalj 1899. godine i tupinolomu sv. Kajo 1965.
godine te su u Arheoloski muzej stigle otkupom.?” Oba su
denara na Solinama dokumentirana u sloju crvenkaste ze-
mlje neposredno povise Zive stijene, u kojem se uz veliki
udio sitnog kamenja, oblutaka i skoljki pronaslo i niz sitnih
keramickih ulomaka finijeg stolnog posuda iz razdoblja ka-
snog 2. st. pr.n.e.do 2. st.

RIMSKI CARSKI NOVAC

Slijedi rimski carski novac, od kojeg je 11 moneta dovoljno
¢itko za determinaciju. U potpunosti nedostaju nalazi iz 1.
stoljeca, dok najstariji primjerak carske monete pripada 2.
stoljecu. Rijec je o bron¢anom asu cara Lucija Vera iz 162.
godine (kat. br. 5) s natpisom na aversu IMP CAES L AVREL

ing extensive architectural alterations in Late Antiquity,?
it was not found in an intact archaeological layer, but in a
reddish clayish layer just above the bedrock, where frag-
ments such as late Hellenistic gray-coated pottery and Af-
rican tableware (African terra sigillata) from the 4" century
were recorded.

Two other Republican currencies were found. These are
two identical denarii - suberates (Cat. No. 3 and Cat. No. 4).
Suberatus is a Latin word for a coin of a base metal with a
thin layer of a precious metal. In this case, the metal is coated
with silver. Such denarii with a copper core were typical for
the times of crises, when there was a high demand for large
quantities of coins but there was not enough silver for their
minting.?* These coins belong to Lucius Manlius, proquaestor
under Lucius Cornelius Sulla.>> They were struck in a traveling
mintin 82 BC** The collection of Archaeological Museum Split
contains analogous coins, found in Salona. Unfortunately,
they were found outside an archaeological context, in the
Putalj hoards in 1899 and in Sv. Kajo marl quarry in 1965. The
archaeological museum bought them.” Both Soline denarii
were documented in a reddish earth layer just above the bed-
rock. Besides a large share of fine gravel, boulders and sea-
shells, the layer also contained numerous fragments of rather
fine tableware from the period between late 2" century BC
and the 2" century AD.

ROMAN IMPERIAL COINS

Roman Imperial coins are also represented here. Of these,
11 are sufficiently legible for determination. The find con-
tains no coins from the 1 century AD. The earliest Imperial

VERVS AVG. Lucije Ver bio je suvladar cara Marka Aurelija,?
a oba su cara prikazana na reversu monete. Moneta Lucija
Vera, kovana u Rimu, jedini je numizmaticki nalaz iz 2 st.
na ovom lokalitetu i, nazalost, nije dokumentirana u arhe-
oloskom sloju.

Najbrojniji su nalazi iz vremena kasne antike. Nekoli-
ko primjeraka moneta kovano je za Konstantina Velikog
i njegovih sinova. Najstarija od njih pripada bronc¢anoj
nominali Aes 3, u vrijednosti 1/2 centenionala, kovana
za cezara Konstantina Il. (kat. br. 6). Centenional je bron-
¢ani novac koji su poceli kovati Konstantinovi sinovi od
317. godine, a koji je zamijenio nummus, tj. follis uve-
den nov¢anom reformom za vrijeme cara Dioklecijana.?
Istom tipu novca pripada centenional kovan za cezara
Krispa 321. - 324. godine (kat. br. 7). Slijede tri bronca-
ne monete u nominali Aes 3. Prva pripada Konstansu
(kat. br. 8) s natpisom FEL TEMP REPARATIO (,obnavljanje
starih vremena”).3° S istim natpisom te karakteristi¢nim
prikazom ,palog konjanika” kovane su dvije monete
Konstancija Il. (kat. br. 9i 10). Ova je kombinacija uve-
dena monetarnom reformom 348. godine.*’ Druk¢ijeg
je reversa moneta Konstansa ili Konstancija Il. (kat. br.
11) s natpisom VOT XX MVLT XXX. Nazalost, avers s nat-
pisom vladara te natpis kovnice istroseni su i necitki za
detaljniju determinaciju. Sve Cetiri navedene kovanice
mogu se datirati u sredinu 4. st. Monete Konstancija Il.
Ceste su medu numizmatic¢kim nalazima pronadenim u
ku¢i Sarjanovi¢ u Hvaru.?? Posljednja moneta iz razdo-
blja Konstantinove kuce kovana je prigodom osnivanja
nove prijestolnice Konstantinopola (kat. br. 12) i bila je
svojevrsni promidzbeni novac novog sredista Carstva s
aversom CON[STAN-TINOPOLI] i Viktorijom na reversu.
Slican novac dokumentiran je u Novalji.*®* Novac cara
Konstantina i njegovih sinova cesto se pronalazi na an-
tickim lokalitetima diljem Dalmacije i Hrvatske, a ¢ini ve-
liki dio numizmatickih zbirki nasih muzeja.*

Dvije monete pripadaju caru Gracijanu (kat. br. 13
i 14). Na oba primjerka uocava se identi¢ni prikaz cara
Gracijana koji drzi Viktoriju u ruci, s legendom REPARA-
TIO REIPVBLICAE. Car je prikazan u smislu ,obnovitelja
Republike” zbog pomirljiva stava prema Senatu i zbog
uspjesno vodenih ratova protiv barbara.** Jedna moneta
kovana je u Rimu (kat. br. 13), a druga u Lugdunumu (kat.
br. 14), obje u razdoblju od 378. do 383. godine. Sli¢an
novac cara Gracijana prethodno je na Hvaru otkriven u

coin goes back to the 2" century AD. It is a bronze as of
Emperor Lucius Verus from AD 162 (Cat. No. 5), with the
inscription IMP CAES L AVREL VERVS AVG on the obverse. Lu-
cius Verus was a co-ruler with Emperor Marcus Aurelius.?®
Both emperors are depicted on the reverse. The Lucius
Verus currency, struck in Rome, is the only numismatic find
from the 2" century AD at this site. Unfortunately, it was
not documented in an archaeological layer.

Late Antiquity specimens account for most of these
coins. A few were minted for Constantine the Great and his
sons. The earliest among them is a bronze coin with a nomi-
nal value of Aes 3, equal to 1/2 of a centenionalis minted for
Caesar Constantine Il (Cat. No. 6). Centenionales were bronze
coins first struck by Constantine’s sons in AD 317, replacing
the nummus or follis introduced as part of Emperor Diocle-
tian's monetary reform.?® The centenionalis struck for Caesar
Crispus between AD 321 and 324 (Cat. No. 7) belongs to the
same type. There are also three bronze coins with a nominal
value of Aes 3. The first one belongs to Constans (Cat. No. 8),
with the inscription FEL TEMP REPARATIO (“recreating the old
times"”).3° Two coins of Constantius Il have the same inscrip-
tion and a characteristic depiction of a“fallen horseman” (Cat.
No. 9 and 10). This combination was introduced as part of the
monetary reform of AD 348.3' The coin of Constans or Con-
stantius Il (Cat. No. 11) has a different reverse, with the inscrip-
tion VOT XX MVLT XXX. Unfortunately, the obverse with the
ruler’s inscription and with the name of the mint are worn out
and illegible for detailed determination. All of the four coins
can be dated to the mid-4™ century AD. The numismatic ma-
terial found in the Sarjanovi¢ House in Hvar includes numer-
ous coins of Constantius I1.3> The last currency from the reign
of the House of Constantine was struck to mark the founding
of the new capital — Constantinople (Cat. No. 12). With the in-
scription CON[STAN-TINOPOLI] on the obverse and Victory on
its reverse, it was intended to promote the Empire’s new cent-
er. Similar coin was documented in Novalja.®* Coins of Emper-
or Constantine and his sons are often found on Roman sites
throughout Dalmatia and Croatia. They account for a large
portion of the numismatic collections of our museums.?*

Two coins belong to Emperor Gratian (Cat. No. 13 and
14). Each specimen contains identical depiction of Emperor
Gratian with Victory in his hand, and the inscription REPA-
RATIO REIPVBLICAE. The Emperor is depicted as a “restorer
of the Republic” due to his conciliatory attitude towards the
Senate and his successful wars against barbarians.3* One of

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kuci Sarjanovi¢,* te diljem Dalmacije, npr. u Bija¢ima,*”
Bribiru,*® Novalji.*

Gracijanov suvladar i brat bio je car Valent. Valentu pri-
pada jedna bron¢ana moneta nominale Aes 3 (kat. br. 15).
Slican novac pronaden je u Novalji.** Kada je Valent 378.
godine poginuo u bitci s Gotima kod Hadrijanopola, Gra-
cijanov suvladar postaje Teodozije I.*' Razdoblju Teodozija
I takoder pripada jedna moneta, u ovom slucaju nominale
Aes 4, kovana u Antiohiji u razdoblju od 383. do 392. godi-
ne (kat. br. 16).%

Nakon kovanica koje su dovoljno citke za determinaciju,
slijedi drugi dio kovanica koje su toliko ostecene da ih se ne
moze datirati. Prema tezini i obliku jedna od ovih kovanica
ranijeg je postanka od ostalih (kat. br. 17). Svakako datira u
anticko razdoblje, ali nemoguce je reci kojem to¢no razdo-
blju pripada. Ostale kovanice (kat. br. 18-31) potpuno su ne-
Citke, medutim mjestom nalaza, oblikom i teZinom uvjetno
ih moZemo smjestiti u razdoblje kasne antike.

Ako promotrimo kontekst nalaza kasnoantickog nov-
ca iz Solina, dolazimo do zakljuc¢ka da je dio pronaden u
pli¢im slojevima koji su iskoriStavani tijekom visestoljetnih
poljoprivrednih radova, dok nekoliko primjeraka dopri-
nosi razumijevanju kronologije istrazivanog arhitekton-
skog kompleksa. Tako je novac cara Gracijana, pronaden
u kontekstu zida pretpostavljene kasnoanticke arhitekture
dokumentirane u sondi 9, pa samim time govori u prilog
gradevinskih zahvata tijekom 4. st. Potom je novac cara
Valenta, kao i nekoliko komada nedatabilnog kasnoan-
tickog novca dokumentirano u arheoloskom sloju koji je
dokumentiran u gospodarsko-proizvodackom dijelu vile, a
prema keramic¢kim ulomcima datira se u pocetak ili prvu
polovinu 5 st.** Vise ulomaka kasnoanti¢ckog novca, kao i
novac cara Konstantina I., pronadeno je u glinastom sloju
povise Zive stijene, koji je nastao kao posljedica niveliranja
prostora prilikom kasnoanti¢kih arhitektonskih zahvata.

MLETACKI NOVAC

Samo jedan primjerak monete na ovom lokalitetu izlazi iz
okvira antike. Mletacka gazzeta s natpisom DALMA AT ALBAN
(kat. br. 32) vrlo je ¢est primjerak novovjekovnog novca koji
se pronalazi na isto¢noj jadranskoj obali. Ove su monete od-
lukom Senata kovane u Veneciji u zadnjoj Cetvrtini 17. st. i
u 18. st., za potrebe trgovine u Dalmaciji i Albaniji. Primjerci
manje tezine, poput ovog iz Solina, u optjecaju su tijekom
18. st., a najvjerojatnije je kovan krajem 17. ili pocetkom 18.

the coins was minted in Rome (Cat. No. 13) and the other in
Lugdunum (Cat. No. 14) - both in the period between AD
378 and 383. Earlier finds of similar Gratian coins include the
one in the Sarjanovi¢ House on Hvar*® and throughout Dal-
matia, like those in Bijaci,*” Bribir*®® and Novalja.*

Gratian’s co-ruler was his brother, Emperor Valens.
A bronze coin with a nominal value of Aes 3 (Cat. No. 15)
was struck in his name. Similar coinwas found in Novalja.*
When Valens died in the Battle of Adrianople against Goths
in AD378, Theodosius | became Gratian’s co-ruler.*' The
coins analyzed here also include one that belongs to the
reign of Theodosius I. It is an Aes 4 coin, minted in Antioch
in the period between AD 383 and 392 (Cat. No. 16).*?

Besides the coins which are sufficiently legible for de-
termination, there are those which are so damaged that
they cannot be dated. Based on its weight and shape, one
of them seems to be older than the rest (Cat. No. 17). It can
certainly be dated to the Antiquity, but we cannot specify
the exact period. Other coins (Cat. No. 18-31) are completely
illegible, but their shape, weight or the place where they
were found help us date them plausibly to Late Antiquity.

As for the context of the finds, some of the Late Antig-
uity coins from Soline were found in the shallow layers that
had been tilled over centuries and a few specimens can help
us understand the chronology of the architectural complex
investigated there. For example, the coins of Emperor Gra-
tian were found in the context of the supposed Late Antig-
uity architecture documented in Trench 9, thus corroborat-
ing the theory that the architectural alterations took place
in the 4™ century AD. Then there is a coin of Emperor Valens
and several undateable Late Antiquity coins, documented
in the archaeological layer excavated in the villa's outhouses
which, based on the pottery shards, can be dated to the ear-
ly 5t century AD or its first half.** Several fragments of Late
Antiquity coins, as well as coins of Emperor Constantine |,
were found in the clayish layer just above the bedrock that
had been created due to leveling of the terrain during ex-
tensive architectural alterations in Late Antiquity.

VENETIAN COIN

Only one specimen found at this site does not belong to the
Antiquity. The Venetian gazzeta with the inscription DALMA
ATALBAN (Cat.No. 32) is a Modern Age coin very often found
on the eastern Adriatic coast. By the decision of the Senate,
these coins were struck in Venice in the final quarter of the
17 century and in the 18" century for the purpose of trade

st. U Hvaru je pronadeno mnogo primjeraka ovog novca,*
a Cesto se pronalazi i na arheoloskim istrazivanjima u Dal-
maciji.** Na Solinama je dokumentiran u sloju zemlje koji je
iskoristavan tijekom poljoprivrednih radova.

ZAVRSNA RAZMATRANJA

Numizmati¢ka grada iz uvale Soline na otoku Sv. Klement
ne izlazi iz okvira uobicajenog tipa novca koji se u proma-
tranom razdoblju pojavljuje u srednjoj Dalmaciji, a doku-
mentiran je na nizu lokaliteta. Samim time potvrduje vec
ustanovljene trendove gospodarsko-politi¢kih zbivanja na
srednjem dijelu isto¢nog Jadrana u promatranom periodu.
Takoder, uzorak je premalen za ozbiljnije statisticke ana-
lize. Ipak, ovi nalazi omogucavaju donosenje nekih hipo-
teza vezanih uz samo arheolo3ko nalaziste u uvali Soline
otoka Sv. Klement, koje se pokazalo kao vazan lokalitet Sire
arheoloske zone otoka odnosno grada Hvara. Vremenski
raspon obradenih moneta, koji se krec¢e od 3. st. pr. n. e.
do kasne antike te jednim primjerkom iz kraja 17. - 18. st.
govori u prilog dugotrajnoj naseljenosti i koristenju ovog
prostora. Ovaj podatak ne zacuduje s obzirom na geomor-
foloske i komunikacijske znacajke samog lokaliteta te ne-
posredne blizine najplodnijeg polja na otoku i izvora pitke
vode, kao osnovnih preduvjeta zivota na odredenom pro-
storu. Prema stanju ocuvanosti materijalnih nalaza za sada
ne mozemo govoriti o fazi arhitektonskih ostataka koji bi
se datirali u kasno helenisticko ili rano rimsko razdoblje.
Ipak, snazne indikacije da je ta faza postojala, sacuvane su
u ostatcima pokretne materijalne kulture, prema kojima
je lokalitet posjecivan najkasnije od kasnog 3./2. st. pr. n.
e. Nesto veca koncentracija materijala zabiljezena je u po-
odmaklo helenisti¢ko i rano rimsko doba, kada se datiraju
mnogobrojni ulomci posuda za svakodnevnu upotrebu
razli¢itih keramickih vrsta* te gore opisani primjerci rim-
skih republikanskih moneta i novac kralja Baleja. lako nije
pronaden isejski novac, prema svemu sudeci niz ulomaka
keramickih posuda (uklju¢ujuci mozda i ulomke kalupa za
proizvodnju reljefnog posuda) odgovara kasnohelenickoj
isejskoj proizvodnji.*’ Blizina Ise i Farosa kao najvaznijih
gr¢kih otocnih gradova u srednjoj Dalmaciji, ali i Hvara kao
najsnaznijeg zeljeznodobnog naselja na otoku Hvaru, si-
gurno je imala utjecaj na zacetke razvoja ovog lokaliteta
u protopovijesnom/helenistickom razdoblju. Stovise, sam
lokalitet nalazi se direktno na plovhom putu od Ise pre-
ma kopnu, odnosno Saloni. Mozemo se zapitati reflektira
li spomenuti helenisti¢ki materijal istovremenu stalniju

in Dalmatia and Albania. Specimens of a smaller weight,
such as the Soline coin, were in circulation throughout the
18™ century. The Soline specimen was most likely struck in
the late 17t century or early 18" century. Many such coins
were found in Hvar.* It is also often found during archaeo-
logical excavations in Dalmatia.** At Soline site, it was docu-
mented in the layer that had been tilled.

CONCLUSIONS

The numismatic material found in Soline Cove on Sv. Klement
island corresponds with the usual type of coinsin circulation in
Central Dalmatia in the period observed. It was documented
at a number of sites, thus confirming the already established
trends of the economic and political events in the central part
of Eastern Adriatic in the period observed. Also, the sample is
too small for relevant statistical analyses. However, these finds
make it possible for us to hypothesize about the site itself. The
fact that the analyzed coins span the period from the 3 cen-
tury BC to Late Antiquity (plus one coin from the late 17-18%"
centuries) indicates that the area with the archaeological site
in Soline Cove on Sv. Klement island had been populated and
used over a long period of time. This is not surprising, given
the site’s geomorphological features and connections with
neighboring areas and the vicinity of the island’s most fertile
field and a source of fresh water as essential conditions re-
quired for habitation in an area. At the moment, the condi-
tion of the material finds does not allow us to claim that the
architectural remains had their Late Hellenistic or Early Roman
phases. However, strong indications that there were such
phases can be found in the remains of the movable material
culture - evidence that the site had been visited since late 3
or 2" centuries BC. The Late Hellenistic and Early Roman pe-
riods are characterized with somewhat larger concentrations
of the material. Numerous fragments of pottery utensils of
various types* and the above described specimens of Roman
Republican and King Ballaios’ coins can be dated to these peri-
ods. Although no Issean coins have been found, there is every
indication that a number of pottery fragments (including,
perhaps, fragments of molds for production of relief pottery)
correspond with the Late Hellenistic Issean production.*” The
vicinity of Issa and Pharos as the most important insular Greek
towns in Central Dalmatia and the town of Hvar as the most
advanced Iron Age settlement on the island of Hvar certainly
had impact on the development of this site in the protohistori-
cal/Hellenistic period. Indeed, the site itself lies on the seafar-
ing route from Issa to Salona on the mainland. The question

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iskoristenost ovog prostora ili je rezultat nekih drugih po-
vremenih aktivnosti. lako ne postoje jasni kontekstualni
nalazi koji bi podupirali ovo prvo, taj je scenarij izgledniji s
obzirom na to da novac vjerojatno ne bi bio odbacen kao
otpad, npr. od posada s brodova, imajuci na umu konstan-
tnu vrijednost same kovine. Stoga se ¢ini izgledno da je u
ve¢ u razdoblju (poodmaklog) helenizma na ovom lokali-
tetu postojala nekakva ruralna naseobina koja se bazirala

Klementu jasno
indiciraju aktivnost lokalnog stanovnistva na ovom otoku
i iako, za sada, nisu potvrdene prapovijesne gradine, nji-
hovo je postojanje moguce ostalo sacuvano u modernoj
toponimiji okolnih brda, pa se mozemo zapitati uz koga
valja vezati najraniju pretpostavljenu fazu ovog lokaliteta
- indigeno srednjodalmatinsko stanovnistvo, dosljake iz
obliznje Ise ili pak nekog Rimljanina. Najraniji rimski novac
koji nagovijesta sve CeSce i intenzivnije uplitanje rimske
politike i trgovine u isto¢nojadranske prilike, u srednjoj se
Dalmaciji datira u 3. stoljece, $sto odgovara i nalazima repu-
blikanskog novca iz uvale Soline. Prisutnost tog tipa novca
na ovim prostorima tijekom 3. i prve polovine 2. st. pr.n. e.

drana.” Ipak, s obzirom na neposrednu blizinu Ise te prija-
teljske isejsko-rimske odnose u ovom periodu, njegova pri-
sutnost ne zacuduje. lako za sada nije konstatiran novac iz
1. st a samo jedan primjerak monete mozemo datirati u 2.
st., keramicki nalazi ukazuju na kontinuitet, bez caesurae.*
Niz ulomaka uvezenih posuda iz razdoblja helenizma te
rimskog i kasnoanti¢kog perioda u uvali Soline, kao i doku-
mentirani brodolomi izmedu Paklenih otoka i grada Hvara
(rt Pelegrin, rt Izmetiste, uvala Stori Stoni, uvala Duboka)*'
ukazuju da je polozaj otoka Sv. Klement (Hvara) na povolj-
nim pomorskim putovima, od kojih se jedan racvao prema
Saloni, a drugi nastavljao prema sjeveru i Sibenskom arhi-
pelagu, odigrao vaznu ulogu u razvitku ovog lokaliteta. Po-
sljednja istrazivanja u gradu Hvaru na lokalitetima Arsenal i
hotel Palace iznjedrila su nove spoznaje o razvoju anti¢kog
naselja na prijelazu stare na novu eru koja do sada nisu bila
poznata, a istrazivanja na istim nalazistima te na jo$ nekoliko
lokaliteta u Hvaru dokazuju da se na tom prostoru u kasnoj
antici razvija ozbiljno naselje koje je onda sigurno Sirilo svoj
utjecaji na otocice u hvarskom arhipelagu.>? Najzastupljeniji
novac u uvali Soline novac je 4. st. To samo po sebi ne ¢udi
jer sumonete ovog perioda dobro zastupljene na raznim lo-
kalitetima zahvaljujuci njegovu intenzivnom kovanju zbog

arises can the said Hellenistic material be seen as evidence of
permanent use of this area or as a result of some other, occa-
sional activities. Although there are no clear contextual finds
that would support it, the first of the two scenarios seems
more likely because the coins would probably not be discard-
ed as a waste (by ship crews, for example), given the constant
value of the metal. It therefore seems plausible that some ru-
ral, agricultural settlement (just like many such contemporary
settlements on the island of Vis) existed here back in the (Late)
Hellenistic period.* The excavated Late Bronze Age and Iron
Age graves on Sv. Klement clearly indicate the activities of the
local population of the island. Although no prehistoric hill-
forts have been confirmed on the island yet, it is possible that
their existence could have been preserved in the present-day
place names in local hills. The question therefore arises who
should the earliest supposed phase of this site be associated
with — the indigenous Central Dalmatian population, new-
comers from neighboring Issa, or some Roman? In Central
Dalmatia, the earliest Roman coins heralding the increasingly
common and intensive involvement of Roman politics and
trade in the state of affairs in the Eastern Adriatic are dated to
the 3 century. This corresponds with the finds of Republican
coins in Soline Cove. The presence of these coins in these parts
in the period of 3 and first half of the 2" century BC is primar-
ily explained in the context of posting of various Roman of-
ficials and, to an extent, activities of Roman merchants, across
the Adriatic.* However, given the immediate vicinity of Issa
and its friendly relations with Rome in this period, this pres-
ence comes as no surprise. Although no coins from the 1 cen-
tury have been recorded yet and only one specimen can be
dated to the 2™ century, the ceramic finds indicate continuity,
without caesura.>® Numerous fragments of imported vessels
from Hellenistic, Roman and Late Antiquity periods found in
Soline Cove, as well as documented shipwrecks between Pa-
kleni Archipelago and the town of Hvar (Cape Pelegrin, Cape
Izmetiste, Stori Stoni Cove, Duboka Cove)®' indicate that the
fact that the island of Sv. Klement (Hvar) lied on the favorable
seafaring routes (one of which branching off to Salona and the
other continuing north to Sibenik Archipelago) had an impor-
tant role in the development of this site. The latest excavations
at Arsenal and Hotel Palace sites in the town of Hvar gave us a
new insight into the development of the Antique settlement
at the turn of the common era. The excavations at these and
some other sites in Hvar have proven that an advanced set-
tlement developed there in Late Antiquity — a settlement that
must have had its influence on the islets of the Hvar Archipel-
ago.*? Coins from the 4™ century AD account for most of the
numismatic material found in Soline Cove. This is no surprise:

tadasnje inflacije.® Ipak, ta ¢injenica zajedno s kontekstual-
nom analizom snazan je indikator da je u tom periodu, i to
prema dataciji novca najranije tijekom druge polovice 4. st.,
doslo do znacajnih arhitektonskih zahvata na lokalitetu u
Solinama, tijekom kojih je najvjerojatnije ponovno upotrije-
bljen postojeci gradevinski materijal i niveliran dio prostora.
Vaznost pomorske trgovine narocito je izrazena od kraja 4.
stoljeca pa nadalje zbog sve veée nesigurnosti na granica-
ma Carstva i stalnih upada barbara sto pogoduje intenziv-
nijem razvoju i Sirenju kasnoantickih naselja koji se nalaze
na vaznim pomorskim putovima od istoka prema zapadu.
Razvoju ovih naselja pomogla je i Justinijanova rekonkvista
u 6. stoljecu, kada se prema arhitektonskim obiljezjima da-
tira dio sacuvanog kompleksa u Solinama, a kada, ujedno,
isto¢nojadranska obala doZivljava novi uzlet.** lako novac iz
ovog perioda za sada nije potvrden, ova je faza indicirana
ne samo tipom arhitekture ve¢ i importima fokejske i africke
keramike iz 6. st.>> Naime, sam nedostatak novca ne ¢udi s
obzirom da je polaganim raspadanjem Carstva tijekom 5. 6.
st. iz kovnica u udaljenije dijelove pristizalo sve manje i ma-
nje svjezeg novca, stoga su nuzno u optjecaju zadrzavane i
starije monete.>

Pronadeni mletacki novac, ulomci majolike te niz ar-
hitektonskih nadogradnji govore nam o prilogu kontinui-
tetu zivota na ovom prostoru i u kasnijem razdoblju. Ovo
polje intenzivno se obradivalo u srednjem i novom vijeku
kada je selo Vlaka nedaleko od polja bilo jedino naselje na
Paklenim otocima. Snaznije naseljavanje ovog arhipelaga
pocinje dolaskom Hvara pod mletacku vlast u 13. stolje-
cu, a sistematsko naseljavanje nakon 1420. godine, kada
Hvar pada pod drugu mletacku vlast pod kojom ostaje do
kraja 18. stolje¢a. U 15. stoljecu Hvar postaje vazna mle-
tacka luka te Venecija potice stanovnistvo na obradu ko-
munalnih polja na Paklenim otocima njihovim davanjem
u zakup.”” lako pronadena kovanica potjece s kraja 17. ili
pocetka 18. stoljeca, vrijedan je dokaz da se polje obraduje
i u tom periodu, a po svemu sudedi isto je polje i danas
jedna od osnovica Zivota na otoku.

The coins from this period are often found at various sites be-
cause many of them were minted in those days due to infla-
tion.> Still, this fact, together with the analysis of the context,
is a clear indicator that (based on the dating of the coins, not
earlier than in the second half of the 4" century) substantial ar-
chitectural alterations were carried out at Soline site, when the
existing construction material was probably reused and some
of the terrain was leveled. Maritime trade became particularly
important in the late 4™ century due to the growing insecurity
on the borders of the Empire and constant raids of barbarians.
This situation triggered a more intensive development and
growth of Late Antiquity settlements located along important
seafaring routes from East to West. Justinian’s reconquest in
the 6% century —to which part of the preserved Soline complex
is dated on the basis of its architectural features and when the
eastern Adriatic coast was undergoing its new heyday — also
helped the development of these settlements.** Although no
coins from this period have been confirmed yet, this phase has
been indicated with the help of not just the architecture, but
also the imported 6"-century Phocaean and African ware.>
This lack of coins comes as no surprise because, with the slow
disintegration of the Empire in the 5" and 6™ centuries, less
and less fresh coins from mints were reaching more remote re-
gions and they were forced to keep older coins in circulation.>®

The Venetian coin, fragments of majolica and various
architectural additions can be seen as evidence of the con-
tinuity of habitation in these parts even in later periods.
This field was tilled intensively in Middle Ages and New
Age, when the nearby village of Vlaka was the only settle-
ment on the Pakleni islands. More intensive settlement of
the islands began when Hvar came under Venetian rule in
the 13™ century. Systematic settlement began after 1420,
when Hvar came under the Venetian rule for the second
time (and would remain under it until late 18" century). In
the 15 century, when Hvar became an important Venetian
port, the authorities were stimulating the locals to farm the
communal land on Pakleni Archipelago by leasing them the
land.*” Although the Venetian coin dates from the late 17"
or 18™ centuries, it is valuable evidence that this field was
tilled in that period. By all indications, the field has remained
important for the life on the island to this day.
