Postovani suradnici/autori i ¢itatelji,

Dopustite da vas podsjetim na ne tako
davnu inicijativu koju smo pokrenuli u
rujnu 2015. godine u svezi mogucnosti
objavljivanja clanaka u casopisu ,Vete-
rinarska stanica” i na engleskom jeziku.
Naime, do tada su ¢lanci u ,Veterinarskoj
stanici” bili objavljivani iskljucivo na hr-
vatskom uz sazetak na engleskom jeziku.

U tom kontekstu treba istaknuti da
casopis ,Veterinarska stanica” ima dugu
i bogatu tradiciju, s obzirom da je prvi
broj objavljen prije gotovo 47 godina,
tocnije 1. rujna 1970. godine. U pocetku
zamisljen kao strucna publikacija, ¢asopis
je evoluirao i danas s pravom nosi naziv
znanstveno-strucni ¢asopis, sa sve vedim
naglaskom na njegov znanstveni dio
u kojem se sve ceSc¢e objavljuju radovi
stranih autora, Sto casopisu daje i
medunarodno znacenje.

Vazna godina u povijesti ¢asopisa bila
je 1987., kad je ucinjen prvi korak prema
poticanju  zanimanja  medunarodne
znanstvene i strucne zajednice za sadrzaj
Casopisa, buduéi da je na inicijativu
tadasnjeg glavnog urednika dr. sc. Maksa
Karlovi¢a uz sazetak svakog clanka na
hrvatskom jeziku objavljen i sazetak
na engleskom jeziku (Summary). To je
omogucilo da od tada do danas casopis
bude postupno uvrStavan u indeksne

baze podataka kao $to su: CAB Abstracts,
Index Veterinarius, Veterinary Bulletin,
Global Health i VetMed Resource.
Nastoje¢i nastaviti taj rastudi trend
medunarodne prepoznatljivosti ¢asopisa,
odluciosamidobio podrsku od zamjenika
lavnog urednika casopisa akademika
Zeljka Cvetni¢a da napravimo i sljedeci
korak (spomenute 2015. godine) prema
daljnjoj internacionalizaciji ¢asopisa tako
$to smo pokrenuli objavljivanje cjelovitog
teksta clanaka i na engleskom jeziku
(Samardzija, 2015.; Vet. stn. 46, (5), 337-
342). Manje je poznato da smo se jos 2011.
godine obratili sa zamolbom SCOPUS
indeksnoj bazi podataka za uvrstavanje
naseg casopisa u tu prestiznu indeksnu
bazu. Nazalost, vrednovanje provedeno
od strane Savjeta za odabir ¢asopisa za
uvrstenje u SCOPUS (Content Selection
Advisory Board; CSAB) tada nije bilo
pozitivno.  Sukladno  preporukama
vrednovatelja, trebalo je uciniti znatne
promjene koje su ukljucivale, izmedu
ostalog, objavljivanje c¢lanaka i na
engleskom jeziku. U drugoj polovici
2015. godine, nakon razdoblja od cetiri
godine, od dobivanja odbijenice od
CSAB-a, tijekom kojega smo ucinili sve
trazene promjene, ponovno smo 2015.
godine podnijeli zahtjev za razmatranje
naSeg casopisa za uvrstavanje u SCOPUS
indeksnu bazu.
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Na nase veliko zadovoljstvo,
nakon nesto vise od godinu dana od
podnosenja zahtjeva, u velja¢i 2017.
godine, toc¢nije 14. veljace dobili smo
pozitivnu recenziju temeljem koje CSAB
predlaze uklju¢ivanje naseg Casopisa u
SCOPUS indeksnu bazu (vidi odluku
CSAB-a!). Tim postignuéem ucinili smo
daljnji korak u evoluciji naSeg casopisa
prema najprestiznijim indeksnim
bazama, kao Sto su: SCI-Expanded i
Current Contents. Osim toga, zasigurno
smo bitno unaprijedili medunarodnu
vidljivost i prepoznatljivost te ugled
naSeg casopisa, Sto ¢e ujedno naSim
suradnicima/autorima  ¢lanaka, prije
svega na engleskom jeziku, omoguditi
povecanju citiranost njihovih clanaka te
vec¢i Hirschov indeks (h-indeks). Time
bi nasi suradnici/autori mogli znatno
unaprijediti svoju znanstvenu kvalitetu
i kompetitivnost u svim aspektima
znanstvene djelatnosti.

The initiative to publish articles in
English in the journal Veterinarska Stanica
began not so long ago, in September 2015.
Previously, articles in Veterinarska Stanica
were published only in Croatian with an
English summary.

In this context, it should be pointed
out that Veterinarska Stanica has a long
and rich tradition, with the first volume
published almost 47 years ago, on 1
September 1970. Initially, the journal was
designed as a professional bulletin, but
has since evolved. Today it rightly bears
the name of a scientific and professional
journal, with increasing emphasis on its
scientific aspect, and increasing numbers
of articles by foreign authors, giving the
journal international significance.
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The journal Veterinarska Stanica is included into the SCOPUS indexed database

An important year in the journal's
history was 1987, when the first step
was taken to increase the interest of
international scientific and professional
communities for the journal’s content.
At the initiative of former Editor-in-
Chief, Maks Karlovi¢, DVM, PhD, all
articles published were required to be
accompanied by an English abstract. This
has allowed the inclusion of the journal
into indexed databases such as: CAB
Abstracts, Index Veterinarius, Veterinary
Bulletin, Global Health and VetMed
Resource.

In order to continue the increasing
trend of international recognition, the
decision was made in 2015 to take the next
step towards further internationalization
of the journal, with the publication of
articles in English (SamardZija, 2015; Vet.
stn. 46, (5), 337-342). This decision was
fully supported by the journal’s Associate
Editor, Academician Zeljko Cvetnic. It is
perhaps less known that an application
was submitted for inclusion of our journal
into the SCOPUS index database in 2011.
Unfortunately, the evaluation performed
by the Content Selection Advisory Board
(CSAB) for inclusion into SCOPUS was
not positive. The review recommended
significant changes be made, including
the publication of articles in English. In
the second half of 2015, after making
the proposed changes, we resubmitted
our application for inclusion into the
SCOPUS indexed database.

To our great pleasure, after just over
a year since our application in February
2017, precisely on 14 February, we
received the positive decision from
CSAB, approving the inclusion of
our journal into the SCOPUS indexed

database (see decision of the CSAB).
This achievement marks the next step in
the evolution of our journal towards the
most prestigious indexed databases, such
as SCI-Expanded and Current Contents.
Furthermore, this is sure to significantly
improve the international visibility,
recognition and reputation of our journal.
Meanwhile, contributors/authors  of
articles in English will achieve increased
accessibility and citation of their articles,
thus achieving a higher Hirsch index
(h-index). In this regard, contributors/
authors could significantly improve their
scientific quality and competitiveness in
all aspects of scientific activity.
Accordingly, the decision to
internationalise the journal could be
considered justified, as this has opened
the door for our journal to join the

exclusive club of eminent indexed
databases.
Such an achievement is great

satisfaction for myself as Editor-in-
Chief, for the Associate Editor and
members of the Editorial Board, and for
all those involved in Croatian veterinary
publication, regardless of whether they
are university professor, scientists,
experts out in the field or working in
various institutions and organizations, as
well as contributors/authors from abroad.

Last but not least, it is my great
pleasure and duty to sincerely thank you
all for your co-operation to date, and
to express my sincerest wishes for the
fruitful continuation of this cooperation,
in order to improve our journal and to
advance veterinary publication activities,
and veterinary science and the profession
as a whole.
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
