Pet radova vezano je za djelovanje
Sibenskih knjiznica i Sibenskog knjiznic¢arskog drustva. Melinda Grubisi¢ Reiter pise
o specijalnoj knjiznici Tvornice lakih metala, Karmen Krncevi¢ i Antonija Mise o
predmetnom katalogu zavi¢ajne zbirke Sibenicensia, a Ana Simi¢ o digitaliziranim
novinama i C¢asopisima iz fonda zavicajne zbirke Sibenicensia Gradske knjiznice
,Juraj Sizgori¢”. Karmen Krnéevi¢ pise o knjizni¢nim uslugama namijenjenim onim
korisnicima koji ne mogu ¢itati standardni tisak, a Marina Cali¢ Polegubi¢ daje
pregled djelovanja Citateljskog kluba Gradske knjiznice ,Juraj Sizgori¢” Sibenik.

PREFACE

In addition to regular sections relating to the activities of the Library Association
in Split and its members, the issue no. 14-15, 2016-2017 of the Bulletin of the Library
Association in Split features 11 Articles and 4 reviews. These thematically diverse
pieces feature content from different types of libraries and inform about the activities
of regional library associations. We would like to thank everyone who has helped us in
the preparation of this issue of the Bulletin and our special thanks go to my colleague
Ingrid Cati¢ for her many years of volunteer work in translating texts to English.

Part One of the Bulletin features 11 reviewed articles, first of which is the paper
by Ljiljana Aleksi¢ on public evaluation of library services based on the results of
the research conducted by the National University Library. Diana Polanski, Vikica
Semenski and Vesna Stricevi¢ deal with the relationship between data liability and
types of authorship in bibliographic records. In her work, Antonela Bokan discusses
watermarks of the Syrian/Latin Dictionary, a manuscript held at the Special Collections
Department of the University Library in Graz. The article by Margita Mireta Zakarija
deals with the content and the importance of the library collection of the Split Jewish
Community. In her article, the author Iva Kolak presents a historical overview of the
National Reading Room of the Cetina Region in Sinj / Narodna ¢itaonica cetinska u
Sinju /. Five of the articles explore the activities of libraries and the library association
in Sibenik. Melinda Grubisi¢ Reiter writes about the special library of Light Metals
Factory; Karmen Krncevi¢ and Antonija Mise discuss the subject catalogue of the
local collection Sibenicensia, and Ana Simi¢ writes about digital newspapers and
magazines from the holdings of the local collection Sibenicensia of the Public Library
“Juraj Sizgori¢”. Karmen Krn&evi¢ writes about the library services for print-disabled
persons, whereas Marina Cali¢ Polegubic¢ explores the activities of the Readers Club of
the Public Library “Juraj Sizgori¢” in Sibenik. The last article in this part of the Bulletin,
written by Melindea Grubisi¢ Reiter, deals with the activities of the Library Association
in Sibenik.

Part Two of the Bulletin features reviews of two university exhibitions and one
scientific symposium. This chapter begins with an article by Nada Topi¢ and her
thoughts on the subject “The Meaning of Professional Associations Today — Library
Associationin Split”.Intheirarticle, theauthors Snjezana Dimzovand Romana Jadrijevic¢
present an overview of the exhibition on selection of antique and rare books from the
19th century from Split and Dalmatia region held in the holdings of the library of the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Split, and Jadranka Vucak presents a short
review of the Exhibition “Ex libris KTF” by the Faculty of Chemistry and Technology
in Split. Branka Radi¢ deals with the international scientific symposium entitled “The
Book and Society: A Social, Philological and Intellectual History of the Book and Its
Present” held in Split in September 2017.

As usually, Part Three of the Bulletin is reserved for the biographies and
bibliographies of the members of the Library Association in Split, on this occasion in
honour of the retirement of our long-term members.



In the section “Activities of the Society” Part Four features a report on the work of
the Library Association in Split which was drafted by its president Nada Topi¢. Also, the
same section lists all prizes, appointments and promotions of our members as well as
information on retirements during the last period. The end of the chapter is dedicated
in memoriam to our dear colleagues who are no longer with us. We bid farewell to our
long-term members of the Association, Asta Furlan and Nevena Radovic.

In this issue, we publish the changes to the Statute of the Library Association in Split
and the Rules of Procedure of the Main Board of the Library Association in Split.
