This issue of Libri & Liberi is the first with a guest editor. This time,
it is Ilgim Veryeri Alaca, PhD, Assistant Professor in the Department
of Media and Visual Arts at Ko¢ University in Istanbul (Turkey).
The Editorial Board was delighted to accept the proposed papers
for a special issue on the materiality of picturebooks, written after
the International Workshop entitled “Material, Spatial and Sensory
Encounters with the Picturebook Object” which took place in
Istanbul in 2017. The authors of individual papers are highly esteemed scholars from
different countries: Germany, Greece, Italy, Portugal, Turkey, the United States, and one
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of them represents two countries, Norway and the United Kingdom. The guest editor
explains the idea of the special issue and gives more details of individual contributions
in her introductory chapter titled “Materiality in Picturebooks” at the beginning of the
Papers section.

To accompany the contributions of this international group of scholars, the
section Dusty Covers in this issue presents a rarity from the private collection of Mr.
Bozidar Mazurani¢, a grandnephew of Ivana Brli¢-Mazurani¢, the highly acclaimed
Croatian children’s author, and the author of two of the most prominent classics, The
Strange Adventures of Hlapic¢ the Apprentice (1913) and Tales of Long Ago (1916).
Mr. Mazurani¢ has kindly shown us his childhood treasure, a set of wooden blocks
representing a puzzle, with Vladimir Kirin’s illustrations for the English edition of
Croatian Tales of Long Ago (1924). This multipart object, on the borderline between
a toy and an experimental picturebook, serves as an addition to the special issue and
represents an example from children’s culture in the Croatian context. The photographs
are by Maja Homen Pavlin, and the explanatory text by Berislav Majhut.

Finally, I wish to express my deepest gratitude to Ilgim Veryeri Alaca and the
other scholars for making it possible for Libri & Liberi to publish such an inspiring
and ground-breaking collection of papers, and for wonderful collaboration which has
resulted in an issue that we will often and gladly reach for.
