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Knjiga Pridraga u zaledu Zadra djelo je povje-
sni¢ara umjetnosti i sveuciliSnog profesora Odjela
za povijest umjetnosti Sveudilista u Zadru Ivana
Josipovica. Istrazivacki poduhvat objavljen u ko-
ricama ove knjige produkt je visegodi$njeg prou-
¢avanja starokr§¢anskih i predromanickih reljefa
pronadenih na arheoloskim lokalitetima u Pridra-
gikod Zadra. U smislu jedinstvenoga i sistematic-
nog istrazivackog pothvata vrijednost ove knjige
ogleda se u sveobuhvatnom i iscrpnom prikazu
svih do 2018. godine otkrivenih starokrs¢anskih
i predromanickih reljefa pronadenih na podrudju
Pridrage. S obzirom na to da je Josipovi¢ dokto-
rirao na temu predromanickih reljefa’ istrazivacki
rad i analiza reljefa iz Pridrage dio su njegova uku-
pnog poznavanja ranosrednjovjekovne hrvatske
umjetnosti. Pridraga u zaledu Zadra prilog je ne
samo povijesti umjetnosti ve¢ i povijesti ranoga
srednjega vijeka.

Monografija je izdana kao druga u nizu knjiga
u seriji Korpus ranosrednjovjekovne skulpture koji
izdaje Muzej hrvatskih arheoloskih spomenika u
Splitu. Urednistvo ove knjige potpisuju uvazeni
znanstvenici Nikola Jaksi¢, Ivan Matejci¢ te Ante
Milosevi¢ koji je ujedno i glavni urednik. Knjiga

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The book Pridraga in the hinterland of Zadar was
written by the art historian and university profes-
sor from the Department of Art History of the
University of Zadar Ivan Josipovi¢. The research
enterprise published in this book is the result of a
lengthy study of early Christian and pre-Roman-
esque reliefs found at the archaeological sites in
Pridraga near Zadar. Comprehensive and detailed
presentation of all early Christian and pre-Roman-
esque reliefs found in the Pridraga region until the
year 2018 reflects importance of this book as a
unique and systematic research project. Since Josi-
povi¢ earned his doctoral degree with the theme of
pre-Romanesque reliefs,' research work and analy-
sis of reliefs from Pridraga were a part of his knowl-
edge of the early medieval Croatian art. Pridraga in
the hinterland of Zadar is a contribution not only to
the art history but also to the history of the Early
Middle Ages.

The monograph was published as the second in
the series Early Medieval Sculpture published by
the Museum of Croatian Archaeological Monu-
ments. Editorial board of this book consisted of
renowned scholars Nikola Jaksi¢, Ivan Matej¢i¢
and Ante Milosevi¢ who is the editor-in-chief. The

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je oplemenjena brojnim fotografijama, orto-foto-
grafijama, geografskim kartama te ilustracijama
$to vrlo uspjes$no rasterecuje glavni tekst tako sto
olaksava citatelju da konkretno percipira kulturnu
bastinu Pridrage. Knjiga je mekoga uveza i dimen-
zija 28x20 cm, sadrzi ukupno 140 stranica, a podi-
jeljena je na Cetiri glavna dijela. Prvi dio obuhvaca
glavni tekst u kojemu autor prikazuje povijest i ra-
nosrednjovjekovnu umjetnost Pridrage, odnosno
starokr$c¢anske i predromanicke reljefe. Kataloski
tekstovi ¢ine drugi dio knjige i sadrze detaljne in-
formacije o arheolo$kim nalazima koji su u fokusu
ove knjige, a slike svih 111 reljefa nalaze se u tre¢em
dijelu pod naslovom “Katalog”. Cetvrti dio knjige
¢ini popis koristene literature.

Prvi dio ili glavni tekst podijeljen je na pet
manjih poglavlja i to redom: “Uvod”, “Pridra-
ga — srednjovjekovni Dolac kod Novigrada”,
“Starokr$éanska crkva sv. Martina i predroma-
nic¢ki oratorij sv. Mihovila”, “Starokr§¢anski i
predromanicki reljefi iz Pridrage - historijat
istrazivanja i metodologija obrade” te na koncu
“Zaklju¢ak”. Na samome pocetku naglasen je
vazan polozaj Pridrage u ukupnoj hrvatskoj ka-
snoantickoj i ranosrednjovjekovnoj umjetnickoj
bastini. U uvodu autor napominje da su arheo-
loski nalazi iz Pridrage razmjesteni na Cetiri mje-
sta: u Muzeju hrvatskih arheoloskih spomenika
u Splitu, Arheoloskom muzeju u Zadru, Konzer-
vatorskom odjelu u Zadru te u Zavi¢ajnoj zbirci
u Novigradu. Upravo ti ulomci reljefa, koji su u
najvecoj mjeri pripadali liturgijskim instalacija-
ma i arhitektonskoj dekoraciji dviju pridraskih
crkava — starokr§¢anskoj crkvi sv. Martina te pre-
dromani¢kom oratoriju sv. Mihovila — detaljno
su i precizno predstavljeni u ovoj knjizi.

Drugo poglavlje je rasprava o toponimiji Pri-
drage te o oblikovanju danasnjega sela na dijelu
nekadasnjega srednjovjekovnog naselja koje se
nazivalo Dolac. Autor je u ovome dijelu ustvr-
dio i argumentirao da je Pridraga naziv dobila
po svom geografskom polozaju, a navodi ¢ak pet
poznatih naziva koji su se koristili za isto mje-
sto: Dol, Martindol, Sumartindol, Dolac i, na
koncu, Pridraga, a potonji se naziv ustalio tek
od 18. stoljeca. Dio koji prije svega ima historio-
grafsku vaznost i prilog je poznavanju ranosred-
njovjekovne povijesti ¢ini opis granice Gornjega
iDonjega Dolca, odnosno Pridrage, a koji slijedi

book is enriched with a number of photographs,
orthophotographs, geographic maps and illustra-
tions that successfully disburden the main text
and facilitate specific perception of the cultural
heritage of Pridraga. It is a paperback edition, with
dimensions of 28x20 cm, and total of 140 pages. It
is divided into four main parts. The first part com-
prises the main text in which the author present-
ed history and early medieval art of Pridraga, i.e.
early Christian and pre-Romanesque reliefs. Cata-
logue texts constitute the second part of the book
and contain detailed information on archaeologi-
cal finds that this book focuses on, and images of
all 111 reliefs can be found in the third part under
the title “Catalogue”. The fourth part of the book
refers to bibliography.

The first part or the main text is divided into five
smaller chapters: “Introduction”, “Pridraga — medi-

eval Dolac near Novigrad’,

research methodology” and finally “Conclusion”
At the beginning importance of Pridraga was em-
phasized within Croatian late antique and early
medieval art heritage. In the introduction the au-
thor mentions that the archaeological finds from
Pridraga are presently housed in four institutions:
Museum of Croatian Archaeological Monuments,
Archaeological Museum in Zadar, Conservation
Department in Zadar and Regional Collection in
Novigrad. Exactly these relief fragments that for
the most part belonged to liturgical furnishings and
architectural decoration of the two churches from
Pridraga — early Christian church of St Martin and
pre-Romanesque oratory of St Michael — are pre-
sented in detail and extensively in this book.

The second chapter is a discussion on toponymy
of Pridraga and formation of present-day village in
the area of former medieval settlement called Dolac.
The author claimed that Pridraga got its name af-
ter its geographic position and offered arguments
therein. He mentioned as much as five toponyms
for this place: Dol, Martindol, Sumartindol, Dolac,
and finally, Pridraga. The latter name was widely ac-
cepted only from the 18th century onwards. A part
that definitely has historiographic importance and
contributes to understanding of the early medieval
history is the description of the border between
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liniju uz bunar Lupoglavac, zatim slijedi arheo-
loski lokalitet Mijovilovac ili Manastirine te na
koncu starokr$¢ansku crkvu sv. Martina.

U tre¢em poglavlju autor opisuje lokalitete dvije
gore spomenute pridraske crkve, a zatim rasprav-
lja 0 kompleksnom pitanju njihovih izvornih titu-
lara i dataciji. Argumenti koji su prili¢no jasno i
precizno navedeni u tekstu upucuju na ¢injenice
kako su izvorni titulari obje crkve sac¢uvani do
danasnjih dana, dakle da je rije¢ o sv. Martinu i
sv. Mihovilu. Jednako tako, datacija obje crkve je
detaljno razradena pa je moguce uociti kronoloski
slijed gradnje crkve sv. Martina, koja je izgradena
na temeljima rimskodobne gospodarske zgrade
krajem S. i poc¢etkom 6. stoljeéa kao slobodnosto-
je¢i trikonhos, a u kasnijim fazama su joj prigradi-
vani drugi atributi. S druge strane, autor na teme-
lju argumenata i slijedeci zakljucke Nikole Jaksica
i Miljenka Jurkovic¢a potvrduje i datira rotundu
sv. Mihovila u sredinu 9. stoljec¢a. Upravo predro-
manicki reljefi s navedenih lokaliteta potvrduju
zaklju¢ke o dataciji dvije crkve. Autor u tekstu
detaljno raspravlja i o klesarskim radionicama i
donosi prili¢no iscrpan pregled razli¢itih teza o
titularima i dataciji.

Historijat istrazivanja predmetne teme, odno-
sno arheoloskih lokaliteta dvije navedene crkve
sadrzan je u cetvrtom poglavlju. Autor je krono-
loski nabrojao i opisao sva istrazivanja provedena
u Pridragi, pocevsi od onoga 1891. godine koje je
pokrenuo fra Lujo Marun, a zatim sva arheolos-
ka istrazivanja i konzervatorske zahvate do 2007.
godine kada je pronaden posljednji ulomak kod
crkve sv. Martina. Arheolo$ka su istrazivanja bila
prekinuta tijekom Drugoga svjetskoga rata, kada
je Pridraga bila u sastavu Kraljevine Italije, a ti-
jekom trajanja Domovinskoga rata obje crkve su
pretrpjele znatna ostecenja. U nastavku se anali-
ziraju reljefi i klesarske radionice u kojima su oni
nastali te se navode tri identificirane klesarske
radionice: Majstor zadarskih ambona, Klesarska
radionica iz vremena kneza Trpimira i Dvorska kle-
sarska radionica iz vremena kneza Branimira.

U posljednjem poglavlju autor sumativno za-
klju¢uje kako su oba pridraska lokaliteta po broj-
nosti i vrijednosti nalaza predromanickih reljefa
izjednacena. Jo$ jednom potvrduje izvorne titu-
lare i dataciju gradnje te ih na koncu povezuje s
klesarskim radionicama.
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Gornji and Donji Dolag, i.e. Pridraga, following the
line next to Lupoglavac well, then the archaeolog-
ical site of Mijovilovac or Manastirine and finally
early Christian church of St Martin.

In the third chapter the author describes the sites
of the two mentioned churches in Pridraga and
then discusses a complex problem of their original
titulars and dating. Arguments that are quite clear-
ly and precisely mentioned in the text suggest that
the original titulars of both churches have been
preserved to the present day, meaning these were
St Martin and St Michael. Dating of both churches
is analyzed comprehensively so that chronological
order of the construction of the church of St Martin
could be recognized, as it was built on the founda-
tions of a Roman-era structure by the end of the Sth
and beginning of the 6th century as a free-standing
triconchal church, and in later phases other attri-
butes were added. On the other hand, the author
dates the rotunda of St Michael to the mid-9th cen-
tury on the basis of arguments and following the
reasoning of Nikola Jaksi¢ and Miljenko Jurkovié.
Precisely pre-Romanesque reliefs from the men-
tioned sites confirm conclusions about dating of
the two churches. The author discuses extensively
stone carving workshops and presents a thorough
overview of different theses on titulars and dating.

Research history of the given subject, that is of the
archaeological sites of the two mentioned church-
es is presented in the fourth chapter. The author
listed chronologically and described all previous
research conducted in Pridraga, starting from the
one in 1891 initiated by Fr Lujo Marun, and then
all archaeological excavations and conservation
procedures until 2007 when the last fragment was
found near the church of St Martin. Archaeological
research was interrupted in the Second World War
when Pridraga was a part of the Kingdom of Italy.
In the Croatian War of Independence both church-
es were heavily damaged. The continuation brings
analysis of reliefs and stone carving workshops in
which they were made. Three such workshops were
identified: Stonecutter of the Zadar ambos, Stone
carving workshop from the period of Duke Trpimir
and Court stone carving workshop from the period of
Duke Branimir.

In the last chapter the author concludes that both
sites from Pridraga are equal in the number and
importance of the finds of pre-Romanesque reliefs.
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Drugi dio knjige ¢ine katalogki tekstovi koji opi-
suju 111 ulomaka reljefa pronadenih u Pridragi pa
su tako i podijeljeni na isti broj tekstova oblikova-
nih prema jednoli¢nom obrascu. Autor je kataloske
tekstove oblikovao tako da sadrze sljedeée infor-
macije: mjesto gdje je ulomak pohranjen, dimenzi-
je ulomka, detaljan i precizan opis pojedinog reljefa
i literaturu u kojoj se pojedini reljef spominje ili je
obraden na odredeni na¢in. Na primjer (str. 40;
usp. kat. br. 30 na str. 108), “Ulomak pluteja s pri-
kazom konjanika-kopljono$e sa zmijom i jelenom
pronaden u Novigradu, a koji najvjerojatnije potje-
¢e iz crkve sv. Martina u Pridragi, datiran je u prvo
desetljece 9. stoljeca. Iako se donedavno mislilo
da je izgubljen, nedavno je uocen u fasadi zapadne
dogradnje ljetnikovca Werner na adresi Tuskanac
obzirom da sadrzi detaljan likovni prikaz, najvjero-
jatnije, sv. Jurja koji ubija zmiju, a pred njima bjezi
jelen.”. Autor je cijelu scenu iscrpno opisao i obja-
snio svu simboliku takvog prikaza te na kraju detalj-
no naveo svu literaturu u kojoj se ovaj ulomak spo-
minje. Tre¢i dio ove knjige, nazvan Katalog — slike,
sadrzi slikovne prikaze svih pronadenih i istrazenih
ulomaka reljefa i to na 114 slika. Slike, odnosno fo-
tografije koje su popracene kataloskim tekstovima
i poredane istozna¢nim broj¢anim oznakama kako
bi se lak§e medusobno povezivali djelo su Zorana
A. Alajbega. Fotografije su izvrsne kvalitete i omo-
gucuju ¢itatelju odlican pregled svih reljefa koji su
obradeni u ovome istrazivanju. Popis literature kao
posljednji dio ove knjige naveden je poslije kata-
logkih tekstova i sadrzi popis od 121 bibliografske
jedinice.

Na koncu, treba istaknuti kako se vrijednost ove
knjige ponajprije ogleda u jedinstvenom i cjelovi-
tom predstavljanju reljefnih ulomaka iz Pridrage
razmje$tenih u Cetiri institucije i viSe gradova. Svi
poznati i analizirani ulomci reljefa iz Pridrage ova-
ko su prezentirani na jednom mjestu i dostupni su
zainteresiranoj javnosti slikovnim prikazom, ali i
popratnim tekstom. Svi dijelovi knjige odli¢no su
ukomponirani u jedinstvenu monografiju kojoj ka-
talog-slika zajedno s kataloskim tekstovima ujedno
predstavlja argumente glavnoga teksta. Na kraju,
knjiga sadrzi elemente koji obuhvacaju arheologi-
ju, povijest i povijest umjetnosti pa je pretpostav-
ka da ¢e i posluziti kao jedna od polazi$nih toc¢aka
onima koji se kroz stru¢ni ili znanstveni rad budu
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Once more he confirmed the original titulars and
dating of their construction and finally he associat-
ed them with the stone carving workshops.

The second part of the book consists of catalogue
texts that describe 111 fragments of reliefs found in
Pridraga accompanied by the identical number of
texts following the same pattern. The author includ-
ed the following information in the catalogue texts:
present location of the fragment, dimensions, de-
tailed and precise description of a certain relief and
bibliography in which a certain relief is mentioned
or analyzed in some way. For instance (p. 40; cf. cat.
no. 30 on p. 108), “A fragment of a panel with a de-
piction of a horseman-spearman with a snake and a
deer was found in Novigrad, most likely originating
from the church of St Martin in Pridraga, dating to
the first decade of the 9th century. Although it was
believed that it had been lost, it was noticed recent-
ly in the front of the western annex of the mansion
Werner at the address Tuskanac 36. This relief from
Pridraga is very interesting since it contains a de-
tailed depiction, probably of St George killing a
snake, and a deer running away in front of them.”.
The author described the scene in detail and ex-
plained the symbolics of such depiction, and finally
he listed all publications in which this fragment is
mentioned.

The third part of this book entitled Catalogue
— images comprises 114 photographs of all found
and analyzed fragments of reliefs. Zoran A. Alajbeg
is the author of the photographs that are accompa-
nied by the catalogue texts and listed with numer-
ical marks. These high-quality photographs offer a
reader an excellent overview of all reliefs analyzed
in this research. Bibliography as the last part of the
book is listed after the catalogue texts and it con-
tains a list of 121 bibliographic units.

Finally it is worth mentioning that the impor-
tance of this book is primarily reflected in a unified
and integral presentation of the relief fragments
from Pridraga housed in four institutions and sev-
eral cities. All known and analyzed fragments of
reliefs from Pridraga were presented together and
made available to the public through photographs
and accompanying text. All parts of the book have
been skillfully integrated into a unified monograph
in which the catalogue with photographs together
with the texts in the catalogue represent arguments
of the main text. Finally this book contains elements

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encompassing archaeology, history and art histo-
ry so we can assume that it will serve as a starting
point for all those who might deal with Pridraga in
their professional or scientific work. It was written
so that the ideas and theses were formed into a log-
ical and chronologically organized whole that will
be understandable not only to historians, archaeol-
ogists, art historians and students of the mentioned
humanistic fields, but also to wider public interest-
ed in the medieval past of Pridraga.
