UVODNIK

Postovani Citatelji,

U ovo predblagdansko vrijeme predstavlja-
mo vam Cetiri zanimljiva rada koji su rezultat
istrazivanja razlicite problematike vezane uz ra-
zvoj turizma kako u zemljama Europske unije,
tako i izvan nje. Metodoloski pristup i zakljucci
nadilaze okvire podrucja u kojima je istraZivanje
provedeno. Nadam se da ¢e rezultati ovih istrazi-
vanja potaknuti druge znanstvenike na usporedbe
sa situacijama u drugim dijelovima svijeta.

IstraZivanje autora iz Poljske utvrduje razinu
razvoja funkcije turizma u zemljama ¢lanicama
EU-a temeljenu na statistickoj evaluaciji dos-
tignutog stupnja razvoja. Ti bi rezultati mogli
predstavljati temelj za donoSenje valjanih odluka
vezanih uz politiku turizma Europske unije i to
posebno kod raspodjele fondova namijenjenih za
financiranje razvoja odredenih turistickih aktiv-
nosti.

Autori iz Australije predstavili su rezul-
tate preliminarnog istraZivanja koje bi moglo
znacajno pomo¢i svim relevantnim dionicima u
organizaciji promocije destinacije koriStenjem
drustvenih medija. Autori su identificirali 19 ka-
rakteristi¢nih atributa koji ukazuju na koji nacin
drustveni mediji zadovoljavaju potrebe potrosaca
prilikom planiranja turistickog putovanja u ino-
Zemstvo.

Istrazivanje autora iz Izraela usmjereno je na
jedan od najbrze rastuc¢ih segmenata specifi¢nih
oblika turizma — cikloturizam. Na primjeru ra-
zvoja cikloturizma u Izraelu analizirana su po-
nasanja i iskustva biciklista s ciljem uskladivanja
tog turistiCkog proizvoda s djelotvornim marke-
tingom, ali i poticanjem prikrivene potraznje, vo-
dedi racuna o svim postulatima odrZivog razvoja
turizma.

Suradnja autora iz Australije i Kanade rezul-
tirala je vrlo vrijednim prikazom izazova koji
stoje pred dionicima usmjerenim na obalni i
pomorski turizam. Posebni znanstveni doprinos
ovoga rada ogleda se u Cinjenici da su autori is-
trazili strukture ucinkovitog upravljanja koje
obalnom i pomorskom turizmu pomaZzu razvijati
se u odrzivijem smjeru.

EDITORIAL

Dear readers,

In this holiday season we present in Acta
Turistica four intriguing manuscripts that are
the outcomes of research into various concerns/
connected to the development of tourism both in
the EU countries and beyond. The methodolog-
ical approaches and the conclusions transcend
the limits of the areas in which the research was
conducted. I expect that the results of these in-
vestigations will incentivise other researchers to
compare them with the situations in other parts
of the world.

The research by authors from Poland estab-
lishes the level of development of the function of
tourism in the EU countries based on the statis-
tical evaluation of the achieved level of develop-
ment. These results could present the foundations
for making valid decisions regarding the EU
tourism policy, namely regarding the distribution
of funds intended for financing the development
of certain tourism activities.

The authors from Australia present the results
of a preliminary research that could significantly
facilitate the organisation of destination promo-
tion by using social media to all relevant stake-
holders. The paper identifies 19 distinctive attri-
butes that indicate in what ways the social media
meet the needs of the consumers when planning
foreign travels.

One of the fastest growing segments of spe-
cial interest tourism — cyclotourism — is the focus
of the authors from Israel. Based on the example
of cyclotourism’s upsurge in Israel the analysis
includes the behaviour and experiences of cyclists
with the aim to align this tourism product with ef-
fective marketing as well as with stimulating un-
tapped demand while adhering to all assumptions
of sustainable tourism.

The cooperation of the authors from Aus-
tralia and Canada resulted in a highly valuable
portrait of the challenges that stand before the
stakeholders aiming at planning coastal and mar-
itime tourism. The specific scientific contribution
of this article includes the fact that the authors
researched the structures of efficient management
