Rad obraduje osamdeset sedam ulomaka tegula s utisnutim
pecatima iz Muzeja ninskih starina, odjela Arheoloskog muzeja
Zadar. Predmeti su pronadeni tijekom arheoloskih istrazivanja
urbanih elemenata Enone ili kao slucajni nalazi s podrucja Nina
i njegove uze okolice. Analizom je definirano trinaest razli¢itih
pecata, od kojih vecina potjece sa sjevernojadranskog prostora
oko Akvileje i delte rijeke Pada, dok su manjim brojem zastupljeni
pecati pretpostavljene lokalne proizvodnje okolice Jadere. Koli-
¢inskim udjelom znacajno se izdvaja radionica Pansiana koja ¢ini
51 % svih razrjeSenih pecata. Kronoloska pripadnost i podrijetlo
materijala ukazuju na trgovacku povezanost Enone s podru¢jem
sjevernoitalske obale Jadrana od druge polovine 1. st. pr. Kr. do
pocetka 2. st. po. Kr.

STAMPS ON THE TEGULAE FROM MUSEUM
OF NIN ANTIQUITIES DEPARTMENT OF
ARCHAEOLOGICAL MUSEUM ZADAR

The paper analyzes eighty-seven tegula fragments with im-
pressed stamps, from the Museum of Nin Antiquities, Depart-
ment of Archaeological Museum Zadar. The fragments were
found either during the archaeological excavation of the urban
elements of Aenona or as chance finds from Nin and its immedi-
ate surroundings. Thirteen various stamps were defined, most of
them from the Aquileia and Po River Delta regions in Northern
Adriatic and a few of them from the supposed local workshop
in the vicinity of lader. Pansiana workshop stands out in terms
of quantity: It accounts for 51% of all the resolved stamps. The
chronological aspect and the origin of the material used indicate
the existence of trade routes between Aenona and the northern
Italian Adriatic coast in the period from the second half of the 1
century BC to the early 2" century AD.

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Otocic¢ na kojem se nalazi dio danasnjeg grada Nina tijekom
1. tisu¢ljeca pr. Kr. bio je jedno od sredista zeljeznodobne
kulturne skupine Liburna koji su Zivjeli na podru¢ju od Rase
na sjeveru do Krke na jugu i na obliznjim otocima. Tijekom
1. st. pr. Kr. s romanizacijom pocinje urbani razvoj i preo-
brazba liburnskog naselja u rimski grad nazvan Enona (lat.
Aenona). Za vladavine Augusta ili Tiberija, Enona stjece sta-
tus municipija u sastavu provincije Dalmacije pod sudskom
nadleznosc¢u Skardonitanskog konventa.! Politicka situacija
u kojoj su se nasle liburnske zajednice sa sobom donosi teh-
nolosku novinu u vidu gradnje opekama i pokrivanja krovo-
va crjepovima (lat. tegulae). Uslijed urbanizacije i povecane
graditeljske aktivnosti od druge polovine 1. st. pr. Kr. pocinje
uvoz rimske gradevinske keramike iz sjevernojadranskih ra-
dionica smjestenih na Sirem podrucju oko Akvileje i us¢a ri-
jeke Pada.? Lokalna proizvodnja na isto¢noj obali sjevernog
Jadrana u provinciji Dalmaciji potvrdena je figlinom Seksta
Metilija Maksima u danasnjoj Crikvenici (rimski Ad Turres).?
Istrazivanja i terenski pregledi u uvali Plemici kod Rtine rezul-
tirali su otkricem slojeva gorene zemlje, brojnih keramickih
nalaza i ulomaka tegula odbacenih zbog neuspjela pecenja
koji upucuju na postojanje keramicarske radionice.* Numiz-
maticki i keramicki materijal preliminarno datiraju lokalitet
u razdoblje od kraja 1. st. pr. Kr. i pocetka 1. st. po. Kr. do oko
sredine 1. st. po. Kr> Lujo Marun biljezi ostatke Cetiriju peci u
selu Smrdeljima na polozaju Rivine, povezane s vojnom pro-
izvodnjom gradevinske keramike u obliznjem Burnumu,® a
postojanje drugih lokalnih opekarskih radionica u provinciji
Dalmaciji pretpostavljeno je na osnovi brojnih nalaza peca-
ta na tegulama.” Analiza distribucije pecata doprinosi spo-
znajama o proizvodniji i trgovini gradevinskom keramikom.®
Rad obraduje osamdeset sedam uglavnom neobjavljenih
ulomaka tegula s utisnutim pecatima (graf. 1).? Predmeti su
pohranjeni u Muzeju ninskih starina, ustrojstvenoj jedinici

INTRODUCTION

In the 1t millennium BC, the small island on which part of
the present-day town of Nin is located was one of the cent-
ers of the Iron Age cultural group of the Liburni, whose terri-
tory stretched from Rasa to the north to the Krka River to the
south, including the neighboring islands. In the 1% century
BC, Romanization of the region marked the beginning of the
urban development and transformation of a Liburnian settle-
ment into a Roman town named Aenona. During the reigns
of Augustus or Tiberius, Aenona was given the status of mu-
nicipium in the province of Dalmatia, under the jurisdiction
of the juridical Convent of Scardona.! The new political devel-
opments in the Liburnian communities brought with them
a technological novelty of building structures of bricks and
using tile roofing (Lat. tegulae). The urban development and
growing construction activities in the second half of the 1
century BC resulted in import of Roman roofing tiles from the
North Adriatic workshops in the Aquileia and Po River Delta
regions.? Local production in the northern part of the Eastern
Adriatic was confirmed when the traces of the figlina of Sextus
Metilius Maximus were found in the present-day Crikvenica
(Roman Ad Turres).2 The excavations and surveys in Plemici
Cove near Rtina yielded layers of burnt earth, numerous pot-
tery finds and tegula fragments discarded after failed firing,
indicating that a pottery workshop had existed there.* Based
on the numismatic and ceramic material found, the site can
be preliminary dated to the period spanning late 1% century
BC/early 1 century AD and c. mid-1%* century AD.> Lujo Marun
recorded the remains of four pottery kilns at Rivine site in the
village of Smrdelji, associated with the military production of
roofing tiles in the neighboring Burnum. As for other local
brickworks in the province of Dalmatia, their existence was as-
sumed on the basis of numerous finds of stamped tegulae.”
This analysis of the distribution of the stamps will contribute
to ourinsight into the production of roofing tiles and the trade
in it The paper analyzes eighty-seven fragments of stamped

1)."° Pregledom konteksta u kojima su nadeni predmeti pri
arheoloskim iskopavanjima, utvrdeno je da potjecu iz struk-
tura i prostora integriranih u urbanu cjelinu rimske Enone."

tegulae — mostly unpublished (Chart 1).° These artifacts are
stored in the Museum of Nin Antiquities in Nin which, organi-
zationally, is a department Archaeological Museum Zadar. The
tegula fragments from the Museum in Nin were found either
accidentally or during the archaeological excavations and sur-
veys in Nin and its immediate surroundings, Cape Brtali¢ near
Privlaka and Zukve site between Nin and Vrsi (Map 1)."° Thanks
to the analysis of the context in which the artifacts were found
during the archaeological excavations, it was established that
they come from the structures and spaces integrated in the ur-
ban complex of Roman Aenona.” The structures include resi-
dential buildings, road and communal infrastructure™ and
part of Forum with the Temple.' The localities standing out in
terms of quantities are Banovac (with its appertaining Banovac

domus s rasko$nim mozaicima, smjesten uz cestu u blizini
foruma," i okolica crkve Sv. Kriza, u kojoj je istrazen rimski
stambeni kompleks od tri insule.'® Sluc¢ajni nalazi pronadeni
su na ninskom otoci¢u i u njegovoj okolici,'” a mjesto nalaza
nije poznato za Cetiri predmeta koji, s obzirom na podrucje
djelovanja Muzeja, vrlo vjerojatno potjecu s istog prostora.
Materijal u radu obraden je abecednim redom imena radi-
onice ili gentilicija iz teksta pecata. Navedeni su opisi peca-
ta, analogije iz Italije i provincije Dalmacije te onomasticka
analiza u svrhu osnazivanja predlozenih okvirnih datiranja
pecata i ubikacija radionice.”® Nepotpuno ocuvani pecati
koje nije moguce adekvatno restituirati i interperirati izdvo-
jeni su kao zasebna skupina. Rad je popracen fotografijama
i katalogom predmeta.

ANALIZA PECATA

Q. CLODI AMBROSI

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva Sest ulomaka tegula
s pec¢atom Q. CLODI AMBROSI, pronadenih u Ninu (kat.
br. 1-6). Slova pecata udubljena su, bez kartuse. Proi-
zvodi radionice Siroko su rasprostranjeni na obje jadran-
ske obale. Veca je koncentracija u podrucju oko Akvileje,
s nalazima na brojnim lokalitetima sve do Picena. Pecati
su rjedi juzno od rijeke Pada, s iznimkom Ariminija. Na
isto¢noj obali Jadrana proizvodi te radionice vrlo su ¢e-
sti, posebno u Istri i provinciji Dalmaciji. Zabiljezeni su
do Ljesa na jugu, s rijetkim primjercima pronadenim na
otocima i u unutrasnjosti.'” Nomen Clodius latinskog je

—Kera Garden site, where a domus with luxurious mosaics was
found by the road near the Forum)'™ and the surroundings of
the Church of the Holy Cross, where a Roman residential com-
plex of three insulae was researched.' The accidental finds
come from the Nin island and around it.”” Four of the artifacts
were found at an unknown site but, given the geographical
area of the Museum’s activities, it is very likely they originate
from the same area. The artifacts analyzed in this paper are
arranged in the alphabetical order of the names of the work-
shops or gentilicia mentioned in the texts of the stamps. In or-
der to support the proposed rough dating of the stamps and
the proposed locations of the workshops, the descriptions of
the stamps are given, together with analogies from Italy and
the province of Dalmatia and an onomastic analysis.'® The in-
complete stamps that cannot be adequately reconstructed
and interpreted are classified as a separate group. The paper
also contains the photographs and catalogue of the artifacts.

STAMPS - ANALYSIS

Q. CLODI AMBROSI

Six tegula fragments stamped with Q. CLODI AMBROSI, found
in Nin, are kept in the holdings of the Museum of Nin Antig-
uities (Cat. No. 1-6). The letters of the stamps are impressed,
with no cartouche. The products of this workshop were wide-
spread on both Adriatic coasts — more in the Aquileia region
than elsewhere — and can be found at numerous sites all the
way to Picenum. The finds are less common south of the Po
River, with the exception of Ariminum. They were particularly
common in the Eastern Adriatic, particularly in Istria and the
province of Dalmatia. They are found all the way to Lezhé to
the south, with rare specimens found on the islands and in the

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podrijetla, poznat s brojnih natpisa zapadnog dijela Car-
stva. Vrlo je Cest u sjevernoj ltaliji, unutar koje se izdva-
jaju Akvileja, Briksija i Ariminij.2> Cognomen Ambrosius
spominje se uglavnom na natpisima u Italiji, na podruc-
ju koje su obuhvacale Regio XI i Regio I, a znacajnije je
zastupljen u Mediolanu i Rimu.?" Proizvodnja se prema
koncentraciji pecata ubicira u okolicu Akvileje.

hinterland.” The nomen Clodius is of Latin origin. It is known
from numerous inscriptions found in the western part of
the Empire. It is very common in Northern lItaly, particularly
around Aquileia, Brixia and Ariminum.®* The cognomen Am-
brosius is mostly mentioned in the inscriptions found in Italy,
in the area that included Regio Xl and Regio I. It was particularly
common in Mediolanum and Rome.?' Based on the concen-
tration of the stamps, the area around Aquileia was identified
as the center of the production. Based on the tegulae with
stamps of Quintus Clodius Ambrosius, discarded on account
of failed firing, it is believed that one workshop was located in
Muzzana.?? The other one was in Carlino, where a pottery kiln
was discovered, with tegulae with the same stamp in its im-
mediate vicinity.> Although this workshop exported its goods
to many regions, only two types of its stamps are known.
This indicates that the production was short-lasting, but in-
tensive.2* This stamps were dated to the period between the
second half of the 1%t century AD to the early 2™ century AD,*
although earlier dating was also proposed on the basis of the
finds in the context with the stamp PANSIANA from the Late
Republican and Augustan periods.?®

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva tri ulomka tegula s
pecatom T. COELI, pronadena u Ninu (kat. br. 7-9). Na
jednom ulomku utisnuta su dva pecata (kat. br. 8). Slova
su u reljefu unutar pravokutne kartuse. Matrica pecata
T. COELI iz Altina, koja se po rasporedu slova ne moze
usporediti ni s jednom poznatom varijantom pecata na
tegulama, otvara moguénost da je radionica pecatirala
i druge vrste proizvoda.” Pecat je u znacajnim kolic¢ina-
ma zastupljen na sjevernojadranskom podrudju, u oko-
lici Konkordije i Opitergija. Primjerci su poznati u Istri, ali
su rijetki u Dalmaciji.®® Nomen Coelius latinskog je po-
drijetla, zabiljeZen na mnogim natpisima u Italiji, unutar
kojih po broju prednjaci Regio X. Dva natpisa iz Opitergi-
ja, datirana u 1. st. po.

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva dva ulomka tegula s
pecatom P. COIEDI, pronadena u Ninu (kat. br. 10-11). Slo-
va pecata su u reljefu unutar pravokutne kartuse. Pecati P
COIEDI iznimno su rijetki i poznata su samo tri primjerka.
Dva su pronadena u Krudevu, a jedan na nepoznatom na-
laziStu u uzoj okolici Zadra.** Nomen Coiedius latinskog je
podrijetla i vrlo je rijedak. Osim na dva natpisa iz provincija
Gornje Germanije i Tingitanske Mauretanije, ogranicen je
na podrucje sredidnje Italije koje je obuhvacala Regio VI,
gdje je zabiljezen na Cetiri natpisa datirana od 1. st. pr.

T. COELI

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds three tegula frag-
ments stamped with T. COEL/, found in Nin (Cat. No. 7-9).
One fragment has two stamps on it (Cat. No. 8). The re-
lief letters are in a rectangular cartouche. The matrix of
the stamp T. COELI from Altino - incomparable with any
other known tegula stamp subtype by the arrangement
of letters on it — indicates that the workshop impressed
its stamps on other types of products, too.?” Considerable
quantities of this stamp were found in Northern Adriatic,
around Concordia and Opitergium. Specimens of it are
known in Istria, but are rare in Dalmatia.”® The nomen Coe-
lius is of Latin origin. It is found in many inscriptions in Italy,
primarily in Regio X. Two inscriptions from Opitergium, dat-
ed to the 1% century AD,” are associated with the produc-
tion of this workshop. The numerous stamps found in the
neighboring present-day Chiarano indicate that the work-
shop must have been located in the vicinity.>* The remains
of a pottery kiln in Chions, found together with numerous
stamped tegula fragments - including the T. COELI stamp
- support the assumption that roofing tiles were also pro-
duced in the vicinity of Concordia.?' The distribution of the
finds of stamps, kiln remains and inscriptions associated
with the production indicate that the workshop must have
been in - or between - the agers of Concordia and Opiter-
gium and that it can be dated to the period spanning the
late 1t century BC and the early 1% century AD.??

P. COIEDI

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds two tegula fragments
stamped with P. COIEDI, found in Nin (Cat. No. 10-11). The
relief letters of the stamp are in a rectangular cartouche.
The P. COIEDI stamps are very rare: Only three specimens
are known. Two were found in Krusevo and one at an un-
known site in the immediate surroundings of Zadar.?®* The
nomen Coiedius is of Latin origin and is very rare. With the
exception of two inscriptions from Upper Germania and
Mauretania Tingitana, it is limited to the Central Italy Regio

Slova pecata su u reljefu unutar pravokutne kar-
tuse. Definirana su tri tipa pecata koji se razlikuju po sa-
drzaju teksta. Dva spominju ime radionice Faesonia(nay),
a jedan imenski obrazac A(uli) Faesoni A(uli) (ili), za koji
R. Matijasi¢ na temelju morfologije jedne varijante nudi
restituciju A(uli) Faesoni Af(ricani).*® Proizvodi te radionice
rasprostranjeni su na Sirokom podrucju obiju obala Ja-
drana. U ltaliji se ve¢om koncentracijom izdvajaju Regio
X i Regio VIII. Zastupljeni su na podru¢ju kod Ferrare, Ra-
vene i Ariminija. Sjevernije su rjedi, pronadeni u Konkor-
diji, Akvileji, Tergestu i sjevernoj Istri.

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VI, where it was recorded on four inscriptions dated to the
period between the 1%t century BC and 3™ century AD.>*Two
inscriptions from Suasa (present-day Castelleone di Suasa
near Ancona) mention Lucius Coiedius Candidus and Legio
Vill Augusta - a senator decorated by Emperor Claudius and
the unit in which he served as a military tribune.* An hon-
orary inscription found at Domus dei Coiedii site, in a Roman
house furnished with luxurious mosaics and frescos, identi-
fies Suasa as the place of residence of this family.® The es-
tate of the senatorial family was a favorable place for start-
ing an economic activity in the vicinity — perhaps even a
roofing-tile workshop.®” Due to lack of such stamps in Italy,
one should take into account the possibility that the pro-
duction took place in the area where the only specimens of
this stamp were found - near lader.3® The Latin nomen (re-
corded mostly in Italy) and the binominal formula of a prae-
nomen and nomen used for Publius Coiedius indicate Italic
origin®® and help us date the stamp to the period from the
15t century BC to the 1°t century AD* or, more accurately, to
c. mid-1* century AD, when cognomen becomes a usual el-
ement of a name.*" Based on the distribution of the stamps
and the content of the dated inscriptions, we can assume
that the workshop was active somewhere around lader in
the 1%t century AD.*?

Faesoniana

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds two tegula fragments
with the stamp of Faesoniana workshop, found in Nin (Cat. No.
12-13). The relief letters of the stamp are in a rectangular car-
touche. Three types of this stamp have been identified. They
have different texts. Two of them mention the workshop's
name, Faesonia(na), and the third one includes the name
formula A(uli) Faesoni A(uli) f(ili). Based on the morphology of
one of the subtypes, R. Matijasi¢ interprets it as A(uli) Faesoni
Aff(ricani).”® The products of this workshop are widespread on
both coasts of the Adriatic. In Italy, somewhat larger concen-
trations are found in Regio X and Regio VIIl. They are found
around Ferrara, Ravenna and Ariminum. They are less com-
mon further up north, but are found in Concordia, Aquileia,
Tergeste and northern Istria. Many analogies were also found

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva cCetiri ulomka tegu-
la s pecatom Q. GRANI PRISCI, pronadena u Ninu (kat.
br. 14-17). Pecat sa slovima u reljefu unutar pravokut-
ne kartus$e utisnut je na jednom ulomku tegule (kat. br.
14), dok preostala tri primjerka imaju udubljena slova
bez kartuse (kat. br. 15-17). Pecati su rasprostranjeni
na sjevernojadranskom podru¢ju koje obuhvaca Regio
X u Akvileji, Opitergiju, Konkordiji i Istri. Na prostoru
provincije Dalmacije nalazi su zabiljezeni u okolici Ja-
dere, u Enoni, na Cvijinoj gradini i juznije, u Naroni, a
jedan primjerak pronaden je na Korculi.>*® Nomen Gra-
nius latinskog je podrijetla, vrlo Cest u Italiji i u zapad-
nom dijelu Carstva.

the distribution and concentration of the stamps, it is believed
that the workshop flourished between the Po River delta and
Ancona - more specifically, in the vicinity of Ariminum.* The
fact that a small number of known types are found across a
large geographic region indicates that the production was
short-lasting and intensive,* taking place between the late 1
century BC and the mid-1% century AD.*

Q. GRANI PRISCI

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds four tegula fragments
stamped with Q. GRANI PRISCI, found in Nin (Cat. No. 14-17).
The stamp with relief letters in a rectangular cartouche is im-
pressed in one fragment (Cat. No. 14), while the remaining
three fragments contain impressed letters without no car-
touche (Cat. No. 15-17). The stamps are widespread in the
North Adriatic region comprising Regio X in Aquileia, Opiter-
gium, Concordia and Istria. In the province of Dalmatia, they
are found near lader, in Aenona, at Cvijina gradina hillfort
and further south, in Narona; one specimen was found on
the island of Korcula.>® The nomen Granius is of Latin origin,
very common in Italy and in the western part of the Empire. A
relevant number of such inscriptions were found in Northern
Italy — in Ateste and Patavium.®' Based on the distribution of
the stamps, it is believed that the workshop was located in
the greater surrounding area of Aquileia.>> The remains of a
pottery kiln and tegulae with the workshop's stamp found in

MVTTIENI

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva pet ulomaka tegula
s pecatom MVTTIENI, pronadenih u Ninu (kat. br. 20-24).
Slova pecata su u reljefu unutar pravokutne kartuse, s
posljednja dva slova, N i/, u ligaturi. Nalazi tegula s pe-
¢atom MVTTIENI rasprostranjeni su na uskom podrucju
provincije Dalmacije oko Jadere, u Enoni i na Cvijinoj
Gradini.®' Jednoimenski obrazac mozda navodi vlasnika
ili osobno ime keramicara radionice. Nomen Muttienus
latinskog je podrijetla i zabiljezen je uglavnhom na po-
drudju koje je obuhvacala Regio Il u Lukeriji i Venusiji.
Nomen je u provinciji Dalmaciji potvrden natpisom iz
Senije. Pojedinci s tim gentilicijem cesto su navedeni
kao oslobodenici.%? Proizvodnja se mozda odvijala u
uvali Plemi¢i kod Rtine, gdje je u kontekstu keramicar-
ske radionice pronaden ulomak tegule s utisnutim pe-
¢atom M[VTTIENI].®
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present-day Campodipietra near Salgareda, between Opiter-
gium and Concordia could indicate a more accurate location
of the workshop.>® The production was dated to the 1 cen-
tury AD>*

C. IULI AFRICANI

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds two tegula fragments
stamped with C. IULI AFRICANI, found in Nin (Cat. No. 18-19).
The letters of the stamp are impressed, with no cartouche. The
stamp is widespread on the northern Adriatic coast of Italy;
specimens of it were found in Concordia, Aquileia, Tergeste
and in Ariminum south of the Po River. As for the Eastern Adri-
atic, the stamp is found in Istria and in the province of Dalma-
tia.>> The nomen lulius is of Latin origin. It became widespread
during the Julio-Claudian dynasty. It was very popular and is
mentioned in more than 3,000 inscriptions.> Africanus is an
ethnic cognomen of Latin origin, very common in Italy, African
provinces and Hispania.”’ There is a possibility that the owner
of the workshop was the renowned orator and knight Gaius
Julius Africanus from the period of Nero's reign, mentioned in
an inscription from Rome.*® The area around Aquileia could be
the possible location of the workshop.>® The stamp could be
dated to the second half of the 1% century AD.%°

MVTTIENI

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds five tegula fragments
stamped with MVTTIENI, found in Nin (Cat. No. 20-24). The
relief letters of the stamp are in a rectangular cartouche;
the last two letters, N and |, are ligated. Tegulae stamped
with MVTTIENI can be found in a narrow strip of the prov-
ince of Dalmatia, around lader, in Aenona and at Cvijina
gradina.’" The single-name formula perhaps identifies
the owner or the praenomen of the master potter of the
workshop. The nomen Muttienus is of Latin origin, recorded
mostly in Luceria and Venusia in Regio Il. An inscription
from Senia confirms the nomen in Dalmatia. Individuals
with this gentilicium are often mentioned as freedmen.
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Pansiana

Radionica gradevinske keramike Pansiana dobila je
ime po prvom vlasniku, rimskom politicaru Gaju Vibiju
Pansi Cetronijanu, koji je obnasao nekoliko namjesnic-
kih funkcija, a za konzula je izabran 43. g. pr. Kr. Iste je
godine umro, poslije bitke kod Mutine protiv Marka
Antonija.** Gens Vibia podrijetlom je iz Perusije i dala
je nekoliko znamenitih pripadnika rimskog drustva,
prikazivanih na srebrnom novcu prve polovine 1. st.
pr. Kr., a najpoznatiji je upravo Gaj Vibije Pansa Cetro-
nijan.®> Nomen Vibius vrlo je Cest, zabiljezen na vise od
tri stotine natpisa iz zapadnog dijela Carstva. Najvise se
spominje u regijama sredi$nje i sjeverne ltalije. Vrlo je
rijedak kao cognomen, znacajnijim brojem zabiljezen
samo u Noriku.®® Nomen Caetronius otkriva izvorno po-
drijetlo i nakon posvojenja dodan je imenskom obrascu
kao agnomen.®” Spominje se na ukupno dvadeset osam
natpisa, uglavnom u sjevernoj Italiji, od kojih je Sesnaest
iz Akvileje, Atesta i Patavija.%® Pansiana spada u najce-
$¢e zastupljene sjevernojadranske radionice prema bro-
ju nalaza pecata.®® Proizvodi su zabiljezeni na Sirokom
prostoru obiju obala Jadrana, a po koncentraciji nalaza
izdvaja se Regio VI, odnosno podrucje juzno od usca ri-
jeke Pada. Regio X, posebno u juznom i isto¢nom dijelu
oko Adrije, podrucja Polesina, Verone i Patavija, biljezi
brojne nalaze te radionice, dok su nesto rjedi na sjeveru
oko Altina, Konkordije, Akvileje i Tergesta. Na isto¢noj
obali Jadrana masovne koli¢ine proizvoda te radioni-
ce zabiljezene su u Istri i provinciji Dalmaciji. Osim na
obali, poznati su primjerci iz unutrasnjosti, s podrudja
Knina, Drnisa i Hercegovine.”? Koncetracija nalaza proi-
zvodnju ubicira juzno od rijeke Pada. Pretpostavlja se da
je postojalo vise radionica, ali samo je jedna arheoloski
potvrdena nalazom neuspjesno pecene tegule s peca-
tom u Voghenzi, danasnjoj opcini Voghieri kod Ferrare.”
Nakon smrti prvog vlasnika, donacijom, konfiskacijom
ili prodajom, posjed na kojem se nalazila radionica pre-
lazi u vlasnistvo trijumvira i kasnije cara. Zadrzava naziv
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The production possibly took place in Plemici Cove near
Rtina, where a tegula fragment stamped with M[VTTIENI]
was found in the context of a pottery workshop.®®

Pansiana

The roofing-tile workshop Pansiana was named after its origi-
nal owner, Roman politician Gaius Vibius Pansa Caetronianus,
who held several governor’s functions. He was appointed con-
sul in 43 BC. He died that same year, after the Battle of Mutina
against Mark Antony.** The gens Vibia, originally from Perusia,
gave several distinguished members of the Roman society, de-
picted on silver coins in the first half of the 1 century BC. The
most prominent among them was Gaius Vibius Pansa Caetro-
nianus.%° The nomen Vibius is very common. It is found in more
than 300 inscriptions from the western part of the Empire. It
is mostly concentrated in the regions of Central and Northern
Italy. It is very rare as cognomen (somewhat more common in
Noricum).®The nomen Caetronius reveals a person’s true origin;
after adoption, it was added to the name formula as an agno-
men.?” It is mentioned in twenty-eight inscriptions, mostly in
Northern Italy, sixteen of which from Aquileia, Ateste and Pata-
vium.®8 Of the stamps of Northern Adriatic workshops, those of
Pansiana are among the most represented ones on the tegu-
lae found.® Its products were widespread on both coasts of
the Adriatic, but were most concentrated in Regio VIl - the area
south of the Po River Delta. Numerous finds of the products
of this workshop were also recorded in Regio X, particularly in
its southern and eastern parts around Adria, Polesine, Verona
and Patavium. They are somewhat less common further north,
near Altino, Concordia, Aquileia and Tergeste. On Eastern Adri-
atic coast, massive quantities of this workshop's products were
found in Istria and the province of Dalmatia. Specimens were
found not only on the coast, but also in the hinterland, around
Knin, Drni$ and in Herzegovina.” Based on the concentration
of these finds, the area south of the Po River can be identi-
fied as the workshop's location. It is believed that there were
several of them, but only one has been confirmed archaeo-
logically (a stamped tegula discarded after failed firing was
found in Voghenza in the present-day municipality of Voghi-
era near Ferrara.”" After the death of its first owner, the estate
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Pansiana na pecatu u nominativu, ispred kojeg carevi
od Tiberija u skracenom obliku dodaju svoje ime u ge-
nitivu.”? Oznacavanje vlasnistva na taj nac¢in omogucuje
datiranje unutar vremenskog okvira od kasne Republi-
ke i Augusta do vladavine Vespazijana.”?

Fundus
Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva Cetrdeset ulomaka tegula s
pecatima radionice Pansiana (graf. 2; kat. br. 25-64). Ve-
¢ina predmeta pronadena je u Ninu i na rtu Brtali¢ kod
Privlake, dok je za Cetiri primjerka mjesto nalaza nepo-
znato. Koli¢inskim slijedom zastupljeni su pecati iz raz-
doblja kasne Republike i Augusta, Tiberija, Nerona, Kali-
gule i Klaudija. Sedam pecata (kat. br. 23, 29, 31, 39, 54,
55i62) ima utisnut littus, motiv spirale okrenut udesno,
koji se javlja na Augustovim, Tiberijevim i Kaligulinim
pecatima.’® Primjerak pecata koji zbog znacajnog oste-

26-27, 29-35), dok se jedan pecat
moze poblize oznaciti kao tip Righini 3 (a-b) i Pellicioni
3 (a-b), simenom radionice restituiranim u obliku Pa(n)
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M.T. Pellicioni 2012, 51.

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with the workshop was donated or sold to, or confiscated by,
the Triumviri and, later, the Emperor. It maintained the nomi-
native of its name Pansiana on the stamp. Subsequently, the
emperors, starting with Tiberius, just added the abbreviations
of their names in genitive in front of this name.”?This helps us
date the ownership over the workshop to the period from Late
Republic and Augustus to the reign of Vespasian.” The work-
shop's activity peaked during the reigns of Augustus and Nero
but decreased during the reigns of Caligula, Claudius and Ves-
pasian.”* The fact that the finds of its stamps are so numerous
and widespread helped us develop their detailed typological
classification. Recently published papers have discovered new
subtypes of the workshop's stamps. Their chronology can be
determined primarily on the basis of the onomastic categories
of their texts.”” The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds 40 tegula
fragments with stamps of Pansiana workshop (Chart 2; Cat.
No. 25-64). Most of these specimens were found in Nin and
at Cape Brtali¢ near Privlaka. The sites of four specimens are
unknown. Arranged by quantity, the most represented stamps
are the ones from Late Republic, Augustus, Tiberius, Nero, Ca-
ligula and Claudius. Seven stamps (Cat. No. 23, 29, 31, 39, 54,
55 and 62) contain an impressed littus — the motif of a spiral
turned to the right, found on the stamps of Augustus, Tiberi-
us and Caligula.”® One specimen which is hard to reconstruct
positively due to substantial damage could be the earliest one
and could belong to Matijasi¢ I1/1, Righini 5a and Pellicioni 5a
type (Cat. No 25).”7 It is very rare’® and it contains the abbre-
viation QCP, followed by the workshop's name, Pansiana. It
can be associated with this figlina on the basis of the stamp
with a completely preserved text found in Ariminum. The fol-
lowing reconstruction of the text is proposed: Q(uinti) C(avari)
P(risci) Pansiana.”® It is dated to the period between the mo-
ment when the original ownership of Gaius Vibius Pansa was
transferred to others and the emergence of Augustus’ stamps,
from 43 BC to 27 BC,¥ or to Late Republican and Augustan pe-
riod, from 43 BC to AD 14.2" Nine stamps can be classified as

C. PETRONI APRI D EPIDIAN

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva jedan ulomak te-
gule s pecatom C. PETRONI APRI D EPIDIAN pronaden
u Ninu (kat. br. 65). Slova pecata udubljena su, bez
kartuse. Gaj Petronije Aper u imenskoj formuli defini-
ran je kao zakupnik (conductor)®* radionice nazvane
Epidiana,® povezane s obitelji Epidija akvilejskog po-
drijetla, koja je vjerojatno davala u najam posjede s
radionicama.®® Poznato je vise tipova pecata na kojima

Matijasic¢ Ill (1-12), Righini 2 (a—n) and Pellicioni 2 (a-n) types.
They only contain the workshop’s name Pansiana (Cat. No. 26—
27, 29-35). One stamp could be more accurately classified as
Righini 3 (a—b) and Pellicioni 3 (a-b) type, with the workshop's
name reconstructed as Pa(n)siana (Cat. No. 28).2% Based on the
fact that the emperors started inscribing their names in stamps
only as of Tiberius,®® the above mentioned types can roughly
be dated to the period between 43 BC and AD 14% or, more
accurately, to the reign of Augustus from 27 BC to AC 14.8 Five
stamps (Cat. No. 36-40) belong to the types Matijasi¢ IV (1-15),
Righini 8 (a-1) and Pellicioni 8 (a-1). According to the recon-
structed text, Ti(beri) Pansiana, Emperor Tiberius owned the
workshop. This dates the stamp to the period from AD 14 to
AD 37.% One stamp can be identified as Matijasi¢ V/2, Righini
12a and Pellicioni 12a type (Cat. No. 41). Its reconstructed text
reads [C(ai) Caesjar(is) Pansi(ana)®® dating the stamp to the
reign of Emperor Caligula, from AD 37 to AD 41.8 One stamp
(Cat. No. 42) was positively identified as belonging to the reign
of Claudius and to Matijasi¢ VI (1-17), Righini 14 (a—g) and Pel-
licioni 14 (a—g) types. Its text has been reconstructed as Ti(beri)
Claudi Pansiana,® dating the stamp to the period from AD 42
to AD 54.°" One stamp belongs to Matijasi¢ VII/5, Righini 16a
and Pellicioni 16a types; its text has been reconstructed as
Ner(onis) Caes(aris) Pansiana (Cat. No. 43). Four stamps (Cat. No.
44-47) with a text reconstructed as Neronis Cla(udi) Pan(siana)
belong to Matijasi¢ VIl (1-17), Righini 16 (a—p) and Pellicioni 16
(a-0) types.** They are dated to the period of Nero's reign, from
AD 54 to AD 68.%% Seventeen stamps (Cat. No. 48-64) are too
damaged and too illegible to allow typological classification.
This is why they are only roughly dated in this catalogue.

C. PETRONI APRI D EPIDIAN

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds one tegula fragment
stamped with C. PETRONI APRI D EPIDIAN, found in Nin (Cat.
No. 65). The letters of the stamp are impressed, with no cartou-
che. Gaius Petronius Aper, mentioned in the name formula, is
defined as leaseholder (conductor)** of the workshop named
Epidiana.® It is associated with the Epidia family of Aquileian

SATRIAE DIDYMES

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva jedan ulomak tegu-
le s pecatom SATRIAE DIDYMES, pronaden u Ninu (kat. br.
66). Slova pecata udubljena su, bez kartuse. Tekst pecata
u dvoimenskom obrascu navodi Zenu. Rasprostranjen je
na sjevernojadranskom prostoru, podrucju koje je u ltali-
ji obuhvacala Regio X u Konkordiji, Akvileji i Tergestu. Za-
stupljen je i u provinciji Dalmaciji, s primjercima iz Salone,
Nina i Zatona."' Nomen Satrius latinskog je podrijetla, vrlo
Cest u cijeloj Italiji, posebno u cisalpinskim podrucjima
koja su obuhvacala Regio X na istoku, Regio VIl na jugu i
Regio Xl na zapadu. U europskim je provincijama rijedak, ali
je Cest u africkim provincijama.’® Poznato je vise pripad-
nika tog roda koji su se bavili proizvodnjom gradevinske
keramike, a potvrdeni su pecatima oko Vicenze i na po-
dru¢ju od Adrije do Roviga.'® Cognomen Didyme grckog je
podrijetla, zabiljezen na trideset i dva natpisa s podrucja
srediSnje i sjeverne Italije, u Rimu, Konkordiji i Akvileji, od
kojih se iz deset moze is¢itati status oslobodenika. Ces¢i je
kao osobno ime na gr¢kim natpisima s istoka, Jonije i afri¢-
kih provincija.'® Na osnovi gr¢kog podrijetla kognomena,
Satria Didyme vjerojatno je bila oslobodenica ili potomak
oslobodenika.’® Ubikacija radionice moze se pretpostaviti
u okolicu Konkordije i datirati u 1. st. po. Kr.'%
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origin. The family probably leased their estates together
with workshops.? There is a number of stamp types with im-
pressed names of possible owners or leaseholders of the same
workshop: EPIDIORUM C. M., L. EPIDI THEODORI and VALERIAE
MAGNAE EPIDIAN. The stamp was mostly recorded in Italy, par-
ticularly in the areas that belonged to Regio X (and a few speci-
mens in Regio V). There are analogies in Aquileia, Opitergium,
Tergeste and northwestern Istria.”” The nomen Petronius is of
Latin origin, confirmed by a number of inscriptions in Rome
and Aquileia.”® The cognomen Aper was derived from the Ro-
man word for boar and is very common in Italy and western
part of the Empire (found in more than 100 inscriptions).
Based on its concentrations, we can identify the Aquileia en-
virons as the workshop’s location, dating it roughly to the 1
century AD.'®

SATRIAE DIDYMES

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds one tegula fragment
stamped with SATRIAE DIDYMES, found in Nin (Cat. No. 66).
The letters of the stamp are impressed, with no cartouche.
The stamp’s text in the double-name formula mentions
a woman. In ltaly, it was widespread in the Northern Adri-
atic areas included in Regio X - specifically, in Concordia,
Aquileia and Tergeste. Specimens of its were also found in
Salona, Nin and Zaton in the province of Dalmatia.’”' The no-
men Satrius is of Latin origin. It is very common in whole of
Italy, particularly in the Cisalpine areas included in Regio X
in the east, Regio VlIl in the south and Regio X/ in the west.
It is rarely found in European provinces but is common in
African provinces.'® There was a number of members of this
genus who were involved in the production of roofing tiles,
as is indicated by the stamps found around Vicenza and in
the area between Adria to Rovigo.'® The cognomen Didyme
is of Greek origin. It is found in thirty-two inscriptions from
Central and Northern Italy, Rome, Concordia and Aquileia.
The status of freedmen is designated in ten of them. It is
more common as a praenomen in Greek inscriptions in the
East, lonian region and African provinces.' The Greek origin

C. TITIHERMEROTIS

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva jedan ulomak tegu-
le s pecatom C. TITI HERMEROTIS, pronaden u Ninu (kat.
br. 69). Slova pecata udubljena su, bez kartuse. Pecati su
rasprostranjeni na obje sjevernojadranske obale u Italiji,
Istri i Dalmaciji. Nalazi su zabiljezeni u okolici Akvileje i
Konkordije na sjeveru te juznije, u Ariminiju.""> Nomen
Titius latinskog je podrijetla, vrlo ¢est u zapadnom di-
jelu Carstva, gdje se spominje na vise od dvije stotine
natpisa. Najveca koncentracija zabiljeZzena je u Italiji, po-
sebno na podrudju koje je obuhvacala Regio X, u Akvileji,

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of the cognomen suggest that Satria Didyme was probably
a freedwoman or a descendant of a freedman.'® It can be
presumed that the workshop was located in Concordia’s
surroundings and we can date it to the 1%t century AD.'%

EX. OF L. TETTI. DE. SEDES

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds two tegula fragments
stamped with EX. OF L. TETTI. DE. SEDES, found in Nin (Cat.
No. 67-68). The relief letters of the stamp are in a rectangu-
lar cartouche. The stamp EX. OF L. TETTI. DE. SEDES can be
found in a narrow strip of the province of Dalmatia, around
lader, in Aenona and at Cvijina gradina.'” The nomen Tet-
tius is of Latin origin.'® It is found in numerous inscriptions
in Central Italy and is particularly concentrated in Rome. It
is very often associated with freedmen.'® In the province
of Dalmatia, it is mentioned in five inscriptions - two from
lader and one from Arba, Aequum and Salona, respective-
ly.""*The cognomen - if its reconstruction Desedes is correct,
given the punctuation mark between the first letters (E and
S - is known only from the tegulae found in the area
around lader." The distribution of the stamp allows the
possibility that it was produced locally, possibly in Plemici
Cove near Rtina, where, in addition to the finds indicating
the existence of a pottery workshop,'” a tegula fragment
stamped with EX. OF L. TETTI. DE[SEDES] was found."*

C. TITIHERMEROTIS

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds one tegula fragment
stamped with C. TITI HERMERQTIS, found in Nin (Cat. No. 69).
The letters of the stamp are impressed, with no cartouche. The
stamps were widespread on both Northern Adriatic coasts, in
Italy, Istria and Dalmatia. They were found around Aquileia and
Concordia in the north and in Ariminum in the south.' The
nomen Titius is of Latin origin. It is very common in the western

Sli¢an izgled
pecata, imenski obrazac i gramaticki elementi upucuju
na mogucu rodbinsku vezu dvaju vlasnika radionice.’?

TVL. CAL

Fundus Muzeja ninskih starina ¢uva deset ulomaka te-
gula s pecatom TVL. CAL, pronadenih u Ninu (kat. br. 70—
79). Slova pecata udubljena su, bez kartuse. Tekst pecata
navodi imena bez pouzdane restitucije i nije jasno radi li
se o dvije osobe ili dvoimenskom obrascu pojedinca.’®
Rasprostranjen je na sjevernom Jadranu, uglavnom na
podrucju koje je obuhvacala Regio X i gradovi Konkor-
dija, Akvileja, i Tergeste. Analogije se nalaze i u Istri, dok
je manja koncentracija zastupljena u provinciji Dalma-
ciji.”®® Temeljem rasprostranjenosti pecata radionica se
mozda moze ubicirati na podrucje Konkordije.

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part of the Empire, where it is mentioned in more than two
hundred inscriptions. Its largest concentration is found in Italy,
particularly in the areas once included in Regio X — in Aquileia,
Ateste and Patavium.''* The cognomen Hermeros is mentioned
in but a few inscriptions in Italy and is also rare in the East and
in Greek inscriptions.'” Its versions in tegula stamps include
Hermerot, Hermerotis and Hermerots. It is believed that they
all refer to the same person - the workshop's owner Gaius
Titius Hermerotus.''® The cognomen Hermes is mentioned in
the stamp C. T. HERMETIS, of which only a few specimens have
been found in Northern Italy and Istria.""® The Hermes version is
common in Latin inscriptions in Northern Italy and in Western
Provinces, but also in the Greek inscriptions in the east.'® The
cognomens Hermeros and Hermes are of Greek origin. These
cognomens suggest that they were freedmen or descendants
of freedmen.'” The similarity of the stamps, the name formula
and the grammatical elements indicate that the two owners
of the workshop were related.'? It can be presumed that the
workshop was located in Aquileia’s surroundings — specifically,
in the town of Teor in the present-day municipality of Teor - Ri-
vignano'# and it can be dated to the first half of the 1% century
BC or around mid-1¢t century AD.'**

TVL. CAL

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds ten tegula fragments
stamped with TVL. CAL, found in Nin (Cat. No. 70-79). The let-
ters of the stamp are impressed, with no cartouche. The names
included in the text have not been reconstructed positively. It
is not clear if they refer to two persons or is it a double-name
formula of a single person.'” The stamp was widespread in
Northern Adriatic, primarily in the areas included in Regio X
and the cities of Concordia, Aquileia and Tergeste. Analogies
for the stamp are also found in Istria and there was also a small
concentration of it in the province of Dalmatia.'?® Based on the

Cata. Obradeni materijal pronaden tijekom arheoloskih
istrazivanja potjece iz konteksta urbanih struktura Eno-
ne, a slu¢ajni nalazi s podru¢ja Nina i njegove uze okoli-
ce: rta Brtali¢ kod Privlake i polozaja Zukve. Prepoznaju
se dva izvoriSta uvezenih proizvoda: prostor oko Akvileje
i Konkordije (Q. CLODI AMBROSI, T. COELI, Q. GRANI PRIS-
Cl, C. IULI AFRICANI, C. PETRONI APRI O EPIDIAN, SATRIAE
DIDYMES, C. TITI HERMEROTIS, TVL. CAL) i usce rijeke Pada
(Faesoniana, Pansiana). Proizvodi sjevernojadranskih ra-
dionica prema zastupljenosti prevladavaju s udjelom
od 88, 6 % ukupnog broja razrjeSenih pecata.

distribution of the stamp, the workshop was perhaps located
in the area around Concordia. It is dated to the period from the
1%t century BC to the 1 century AD."

UNIDENTIFIABLE STAMPS

The Museum of Nin Antiquities holds eight tegula frag-
ments found in Nin and at Zukve site (Cat. No. 80-87). Due
to their poorly preserved condition, illegibility and lack of
analogies, their positive reconstruction and interpretation is
not possible. The stamp Cat. No. 80 contains shallow, poorly
preserved and hardly discernable relief letters in a rectan-
gular cartouche. There is no positive analogy for the stamp’s
partially preserved text L(— ——)BON(———)S[— ——]."2The
specimen Cat. No. 81 has a stamp with relief letters in a car-
touche - tabula ansata shape. The letters are shallow and
hardly recognizable, with the exception of the first letter, M,
which has a triangular punctuation mark on both sides. A
worn out and, perhaps, retrograde S can be discerned, fol-
lowed by T and M. The text M[ — JT( — — — )M[ — — — ] is not
adequate for a convincing interpretation. A tegula fragment
with two stamps (Cat. No. 82) contains a unique morphol-
ogy and a name without analogies. The first stamp has relief
letters in a rectangular cartouche, with a partially preserved
text XOFTGFL for which the following partial reconstruction
is proposed: [E]x of(ficina)T(— — - )G(———)[ -] TF(— ——)
L[ - ——].Underneath it there is a complete stamp with the
text ZEDESTI. Its relief letters are in a semicircular cartouche
turned upwards. There is room for various reconstructions
as the damage is substantial and there are no reliable analo-
gies. Due to their partial legibility, positive interpretation
of five specimens (Cat. No. 83-87) is not possible because
there is a number of names of owners and workshops that
could potentially be identified in the paleographic features
and recognizable parts of their texts.

CONCLUSION

The Museum on Nin Antiquities, located in Nin as an or-
ganizational unit of Archaeological Museum Zadar, holds
eighty-seven tegula fragments with thirteen different
stamps. The analyzed material was found during archaeo-
logical excavations at the urban structures of Aenona and
the accidental finds came from Nin and its immediate sur-
roundings: Cape Brtali¢ near Privlaka and Zukve site. Two
sources of the imported products have been identified: the
area around Aquileia and Concordia (Q. CLODI AMBROSI, T.
COELI, Q. GRANI PRISCI, C. IULI AFRICANI, C. PETRONI APRI O

CAL)
and the Po River delta (Faesoniana, Pansiana). The prod-
ucts of Northern Adriatic workshops account for 88.6% of
the total number of resolved stamps, with Pansiana work-
shop products accounting for 51% of the resolved stamps.
These stamps are dated to the periods of reign of Augus-
tus, Tiberius, Caligula, Claudius and Nero, but there are also
stamps which cannot be classified typologically. As for the
stamps MVTTIENI and EX. OF L. TETTI DE. SEDES, their local
origin was assumed on the basis of the concentration of
their finds around lader and the analogies for both of them
found in the context of the pottery workshop in Plemici
Cove near Rtina.'?® The stamp P. COIEDI, known only from
the area around lader, perhaps also belongs to local pro-
duction. Although the sample analyzed here is small, strik-
ing is the absence of the stamps of Solonas workshop,
owned by a North Adriatic community whose products
were widespread and common in the Eastern Adriatic.®
On the other hand, the stamp TVL. CAL is represented with
ten specimens and ranks second as the second most nu-
merous stamp. Its share shows a departure for the eastern
coast of the Northern Adriatic, where Pansiana workshop
is more often followed by Solonas, Q. CLODI AMBROSI or
Faesoniana when it comes to the frequency of stamps.'®!
All the stamp specimens were dated to the period from the
second half of the 1t century BC to the early 2™ century
AD. The analysis and cataloguing of the stamped tegula
fragments from the Museum of Nin Antiquities will help
us gain a deeper insight into the distribution of the stamps
in Aenona and the province of Dalmatia and the local pro-
duction of roofing tiles in the area around lader. These
objects evidence the growing intensity of construction ac-
tivities and urban development that began in the second
half of the 1t century BC. Their origin confirms Aenona’s
involvement in the trade in roofing tiles with North Italic
coast of the Adriatic.
