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Tradicija sestrinskog glasnika

Iznimna je Cast preuzeti vodstvo tima koji ¢e u nadolaze-
¢em periodu uredivati ¢asopis koji je svojom tradicijom,
kvalitetom i nedvojbenom prepoznatljivo$¢u u profesional-
noj javnosti u Republici Hrvatskoj, ali i izvan nje, stekao za-
pazen ugled.

Sestrinski glasnik (eng. Nursing journal) [ISSN 13431-7563;
on-line-ISSN 1848-705X] Hrvatske udruge medicinskih se-
stara (eng. Croatian Nurses Association) jedan je od nekoli-
ko sestrinskih ¢asopisa u Republici Hrvatskoj, no zasigurno
onaj koji uz svoju najduzu tradiciju ima i najperspektivniju
budu¢nost.

Tradicija sestrinskih ¢asopisa u Republici Hrvatskoj zapoce-
la je u prosincu 1932. godine kada su zagrebacke medicin-
ske sestre izdale prvi ¢asopis na podrucju tadasnje drzave
naziva Vjesnik Sekcije za Savsku banovinu. Vec u sije¢nju slje-
dece godine ¢asopis mijenja naziv u Sestrinska rijec te izlazi
do pocetka Drugog svjetskog rata [1]. Nakon dvije godine
stanke medicinske su sestre u Hrvatskoj nastavile izdavati
Casopis pod nazivom Sestrinski vjesnik koji je doZivio neko-
liko promjena imena. Sestrinski je vjesnik u dva navrata na
nekoliko godina prestao izlaziti, ali svoj je kontinuitet odr-
7ao sve do danas u Sestrinskom glasniku.

Do promjene imena u Sestrinski glasnik dolazi 1995. godine.
Uredivacki smjer tadasnjeg Vjesnika ponesto je izmijenjen
[2, 3]. U Sestrinskom glasniku zapocinju se objavljivati sa-
Zeci sa sastanaka podruZznica Hrvatske udruge medicinskih
sestara te izvjesc¢a sa simpozija, stru¢nih skupova, tuzemnih
i medunarodnih konferencija. U periodu od 2000. godine u
Glasniku se ponovno pocinju objavljivati stru¢ni i znanstve-

The tradition of Nursing Journal

It is an exceptional honor to take the lead in the team that
will edit Nursing Journal in the following period. With its
tradition, quality and unquestionable recognition in the
professional public in the Republic of Croatia and abroad,
Nursing Journal (NJ) gained a notable reputation. Nursing
Journal [ISSN 13431-7563; on-line-ISSN 1848-705X] by Croa-
tian Nurses Association is one of the few nursing journals in
the Republic of Croatia, but certainly, the one that has the
longest tradition and the most promising future. The tra-
dition of nursing journals in the Republic of Croatia began
in December 1932 when nurses from Zagreb published the
first journal called Vjesnik Sekcije za Savsku banovinu. In Ja-
nuary 1933 the journal changed its name to Sestrinska rije¢
and was published until the beginning of World War Il [1].
After a two-year break, nurses in Croatia continued to pu-
blish the magazine Sestrinska rije¢, which underwent seve-
ral name changes. Its publishing stopped on several occa-
sions for a few years, but it has maintained its continuity to
this day. The name was changed to Sestrinski glasnik (engl.
Nursing Journal — NJ) in 1995. At that time, the direction of
Editorial board was slightly changed [2, 3]. Abstracts from
the meetings of the branches of Croatian Nurses Associa-
tion and reports from symposia, professional conferences,
domestic and international conferences are starting to be
published in Nursing Journal. In the period from 2000, pro-
fessional and scientific articles began to be published again
in NJ. During the period from 2000 to 2010, a total of 238
articles categorized as professional and/or scientific articles
were published [4]. In the period from 1995 to 2003, the
Editor-in-Chief was Dragica Simunec, in 2004 the Editor-in-
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ni ¢lanci. Tijekom razdoblja od 2000. do 2010. godine objav-
lieno je ukupno 238 ¢lanaka kategoriziranih kao strucni i/ili
znanstveni ¢lanci [4]. U razdoblju od 1995. do 2003. godi-
ne glavna je urednica bila Dragica Simunec, 2004. godine
urednik je bio Davor Zec, od 2005. do 2010. godine uredni-
ca je bila Dubravka Matijasi¢-Bodalec, a od 2011. do travnja
2020. godine urednica je bila Visnja Vic¢i¢-Hudorovié. Nakla-
da ¢asopisa u posljednjih je 10 godina smanjena s 2000 na
1000 primjeraka. Godine 2020. iznimno je tiskano posebno
izdanje Casopisa u nakladi od 50 primjeraka.

Uredivacki odbor Sestrinskog glasnika Zeli iskazati zahval-
nost za iznimna postignuca koja je ostvarila glavna urednica
Vidnja Vici¢-Hudorovic i njezin tim u mandatnom razdoblju
od 2011. do 2020. godine. Pod njezinim je rukovodstvom
Casopis postigao zavidan napredak koji ¢e aktualnom glav-
nom uredniku i Uredivackom odboru osigurati kvalitetan
temelj za daljnji razvoj. Navedeno predstavlja i svojevrstan
izazov za odrzavanjem visokih standarda koje je casopis
nedvojbeno dosegao, ali i teznju ka boljemu. Vrijedi ista-
knuti da je Visnja Vici¢-Hudorovi¢, mag. med. techn., struc.
spec. oec. jedna od istaknutih medicinskih sestara u Repu-
blici Hrvatskoj koja je svojim dosadasnjim radom i poznava-
njem profesije doprinijela poboljsanju kvalitete skrbi za bo-
lesnike, a posebice kvaliteti obrazovanja medicinskih sesta-
ra. lzmedu ostalog, koautorica je udzbenika ,Profesionalna
komunikacija u sestrinstvu”. Posebno treba istaknuti da je,
u vrijeme dok je obnasala funkciju glavne urednice Sestrin-
skog glasnika, postala i prva magistra sestrinstva na mjestu
ravnateljice Skole za medicinske sestre Vrapée [5]. Vrijedan
je doprinos urednice Vic¢i¢-Hudorovi¢ i njezina tima u ure-
divanju Sestrinskog glasnika koji pod njezinim vodstvom
nije samo promijenio vizualni identitet nego je postigao i
znacajne kvalitativne promjene. Broj i analiza objavljenih
¢lanaka u vremenu od 2011. do 2020. godine bit ¢e prika-
zani u sljedecem broju Sestrinskog glasnika, no uo¢eno je
znacajno povecanje pristiglih i objavljenih znanstvenih te
stru¢nih radova naspram prethodnog perioda. Posebice se
istice da je Casopis od 2013. godine uvrsten u portal hrvat-
skih znanstvenih ¢asopisa ,Hrcak”, a od 12. prosinca 2012.
godine uvrsten je i u znanstvenu zajednicu svjetskih ca-
sopisa koji imaju oznaku Digital Object Identifier [DOI]. Od
tada, svaki objavljeni ¢lanak u Sestrinskom glasniku dobiva
oznaku DOI te biva citiran putem sustava EBSCO host ba-
ze podataka i CARNet-a [Hrvatska akademska i istrazivac-
ka mreza], a uporabom sustava Crossref [www.crossref.org]
citira se i u bibliografskim bazama podataka svjetske aka-
demske zajednice [6, 7].

Izniman je doprinos urednice Vi¢i¢-Hudorovi¢ u objavlje-
nim uvodnim ¢lancima tijekom godina njezina djelovanja.
U ¢lancima nije samo iskazano vrsno poznavanje proble-
matike provedbe znanstvenog rada i procesa publiciranja u
sestrinstvu nego je stvoren skup tekstova koji mogu pomo-
¢i svakome tko se Zeli upoznati s procesom stvaranja znan-
stvenog rada, pa ¢ak i onima koji svoja znanja Zele prosiriti.
Rijec je o vrlo znacajnom doprinosu za hrvatsku sestrinsku
znanstvenu zajednicu. Primjeri:

Chief was Davor Zec, from 2005 to 2010 the Editor-in-Chief
was Dubravka Matijasi¢-Bodalec, and from 2011 to April
2020 the Editor-in-Chief was Visnja Vici¢-Hudorovi¢. NJ's
circulation has decreased from 2,000 to 1,000 copies in the
last 10 years. In 2020, a special edition of NJ was published
in a circulation of 50 copies.

The Editorial Board of Nursing Journal would like to expre-
ss its gratitude for the exceptional achievements of Editor-
in-Chief Visnja Vici¢-Hudorovi¢ and her team in the period
from 2011 to 2020. Under her leadership, the magazine has
made enviable progress that will provide the current editor-
in-chief and the Editorial Board a quality basis for further
development. This also represents a challenge to maintain
the high standards that NJ has undoubtedly reached, but
also the pursuit of better. It is worth noting that Visnja Vi-
¢i¢-Hudorovic is one of the prominent nurses in the Repu-
blic of Croatia, whose work and knowledge about the nur-
sing profession so far has contributed to improving the qu-
ality of care for patients, and especially the quality of edu-
cation of nurses. Among other things, she is the co-author
of the textbook “Professional Communication in Nursing”.
It should be especially noted that, at the time when she
was the editor-in-chief of NJ, she became the first master of
nursing as the director of the School for Nurses Vrapce [5].
The contribution of Visnja Vici¢-Hudorovi¢ and her team
in editing NJ is valuable; under her leadership, it not only
changed the visual identity but also achieved significant
qualitative changes. The number and analysis of published
articles in the period from 2011 to 2020 will be presented
in the next issue of NJ. In addition, it is important to note
a significant increase in received and published scientific
and professional papers compared to the previous period.
It is especially emphasized that NJ has been included in the
portal of Croatian scientific journals “Hrcak” since 2013, and
since December 12th 2012 it has been included in the scien-
tific community of world journals marked by Digital Object
Identifier [DOI]. Since then, each article published in NJ has
been marked by DOI and cited through the EBSCO host da-
tabase system and CARNet [Croatian Academic and Resear-
ch Network]. Using the Crossref system [www.crossref.org],
it is also cited in bibliographic databases of world academic
community [6, 7].

The contribution of the Editor-in-Chief Visnja Vici¢-Hudo-
rovi¢ in the published introductory articles during the ye-
ars of her leadership is exceptional. The articles not only
show excellent knowledge of the implementation of scien-
tific work and the process of publishing in the field of nur-
sing, but also create a set of articles that can help anyone
who wants to get acquainted with the process of creating
scientific work, and even those who want to expand the-
ir knowledge. This is a very significant contribution to the
Croatian nursing scientific community. Examples:

lako su ucinjeni napori i pokusaji u vidu prepoznatljivosti
velikih baza podataka kao sto su PubMed ili SCOPUS s ci-
liem dobivanja faktora utjecaja/odjeka [engl. Impact factor],
Sestrinski glasnik jo$ nije dobio faktor utjecaja/odjeka, no
ispunjeni su prvotni kriteriji, a zadatak je aktualnog Uredivac-
kog odbora nastaviti s radom prema ostvarenju tog cilja [8].

Aktualni glavni urednik, zajedno s cijelim Uredivackim od-
borom, upucuje zahvalu glavnoj urednici Visnji Vici¢-Hudo-
rovi¢, zamjenicama Aleksandri Vidosa i Nikolini Mati¢ te
svim ¢lanovima Uredivackog odbora, Medunarodnog ure-
divackog savjeta i Uredivackog savjeta, kao i svim suradni-
cima koji su omogucili navedena postignuca. Buduci da je
vecina objavljenih ¢lanaka potvrdena i najavljena za objavu
za vrijeme vodstva prethodne glavne urednice, potrebno
je istaknuti doprinos prethodnog Uredivackog odbora za
ovaj, prijelazni broj Sestrinskog glasnika.

Programski planovi za budué¢nost

Sredidnja teZnja glavnog urednika i Uredivackog odbora bit
¢e dobivanje faktora utjecaja/odjeka kako bi ¢asopis posti-
gao zeljenu razinu i status. U kontekstu tog cilja, odrede-
ni su dugoroc¢ni ciljevi koji se mogu odrediti putem sljede-
¢ih kratkoro¢nih ciljeva ili koraka od kojih su neki u tijeku
ostvarivanja, a neki e se tek ostvariti.

Hrvatska udruga medicinskih sestara kao nakladnik ¢asopisa
Sestrinski glasnik sklopila je ugovor s Hrvatskim uredom za
DOI pri Nacionalnoj i sveucilisnoj knjiznici u Zagrebu ¢ime se,
pocevsi od aktualnog broja, DOI identifikator oznake dodje-
ljuju posredstvom Nacionalnog ureda za DOI. Na taj je nacin
osigurana administrativna, tehnicka i financijska podrska s
obzirom na to da u ime nakladnika godisnju ¢lanarinu Cro-
ssrefu, kao i troskove pojedinacnih DOI registracija, snosi Na-
cionalna i sveuciliSna knjiznica sredstvima koje je osiguralo
Ministarstvo znanosti i obrazovanja Republike Hrvatske.

Prilikom prelaska u nadleznost Hrvatskog ureda za DOI, do-
govoreno je da ¢e priviemena odrediSna mrezna stranica
Casopisa Sestrinski glasnik biti portal hrvatskih znanstvenih
i stru¢nih ¢asopisa ,Hr¢ak”, a istovremeno se pokrenuo po-
stupak uredivanja i pripremanja mreznih stranica ¢asopisa
kako bi se uskladio sa zahtjevima Crossrefa kojima trenutna
stranica ne udovoljava. Bit ¢e potrebno na mreznoj stranici
Casopisa urediti odredisnu, zasebnu adresu svakog pojedi-
nog c¢lanka kako bi se DOI identifikator povezao s odredi-
Stem svakog objavljenog ¢lanka. Svaka odredisna stranica
¢lanka morat ¢e sadrzavati potpune bibliografske podat-
ke (naslov, autor/i, vrsta rada, sazetak i klju¢ne rijeci) te pri-
stup ili nacin pristupa cjelovitom tekstu. Drugim rije¢ima,
svaki ¢lanak morat ¢e imati svoj URL pristup na kojemu su
dostupni navedeni podaci.

Although efforts and attempts of recognizing large data-
bases such as PubMed or SCOPUS have been made with
the aim of obtaining so-called impact factors, NJ has not
yet received an impact factor, but the first criteria have
been fulfilled, and the task of the current Editorial Board is
to continue its work towards achieving this goal [8].

The current editor-in-chief, together with the entire Edito-
rial Board, thanks the former Editor-in-Chief Visnja Vici¢-
Hudorovi¢, her deputies Aleksandra Vidosa and Nikolina
Mati¢, and all members of the Editorial Board, the Inter-
national Editorial Council and the Editorial Committee, as
well as all associates who made these achievements pos-
sible. Since most of the published articles were confirmed
and announced for publication during the leadership of
the previous editor-in-chief, it is necessary to highlight the
contribution of the previous Editorial Board for this, transi-
tional, issue of Nursing Journal.

Program plans for the future

The central aspiration of the editor-in-chief and the Edi-
torial Board will be to obtain impact factors in order for
the journal to achieve the desired level and status. In the
context of this goal, long-term goals are set through the
following short-term goals. Some of them are in progress
and some are yet to be achieved.

Croatian Nurses Association, as the publisher of NJ, has si-
gned a contract with the Croatian DOI Office at the Nati-
onal and University Library in Zagreb, whereby, starting
from the current issue, the DOI code identifier is assigned
through the National DOI Office. In this way, administrati-
ve, technical and financial support is provided. On behalf of
the publisher, the annual membership fee Crossref, as well
as the costs of individual DOI registrations, is covered by
the National and University Library with funds provided by
the Ministry of Science and Education.

During the transition of jurisdiction to the Croatian Office
for DO, it was decided that the temporary website of Nur-
sing Journal would be the portal of Croatian scientific and
professional journals “Hrc¢ak”. At the same time, the process
of editing and preparing the journal’s website was initiated
to get in accordance with Crossref’s requirements that the
current site does not fulfill. It will be necessary to edit the
individual address of every single article on the journal’s
website in order to link the DOI identifier to the destinati-
on of each published article. Each landing page of the ar-
ticle will have to contain complete bibliographic data (title,
author(s), type of paper, abstract and keywords) and access
or method of access to the full text. In other words, each
article will need to have its own URL access where the listed
information is available.

Kako bi se osigurao $to jasniji postupak prijave i obrade
prijavijenih ¢lanaka, u planu je uvodenje programa Open
journal system [0OJS], odnosno programskog paketa koji
povezuje polaznu mreznu stranicu ¢asopisa s postupkom
prijave od strane autora, odnosno kontrole uredivackog
procesa od strane Uredivackog odbora. Uvodenjem OJS-a
unapreduje se uredivacki proces, ali i doprinosi prepoznat-
ljivosti Casopisa putem povecane transparentnosti izbora
te uredivanja ¢lanaka. Uvodenje OJS-a ne doprinosi samo
poboljsanju uredivackog procesa casopisa vec i znacajnoj
dostupnosti ¢lanaka znanstvenoj zajednici i svima koji su
zainteresirani za objavu ili pretrazZivanje pojedinih ¢asopisa
[9]. Plan je uvodenje nove mreZzne stranice ¢asopisa i OJS
prijave ¢lanaka tijekom 2021. godine. U meduvremenu je
Uredivacki odbor unio odredene izmjene u upute za pri-
premu i prijavu ¢lanaka u ¢asopis, a kao kanal sluzbene ko-
respondencije uvedena je adresa elektronicke poste putem
domene @hums.hr (sestrinski.glasnik@hums.hr).

Osim mogucénosti cjelovitog pretrazivanja objavljenih ¢la-
naka u aktualnim brojevima, planira se priprema i digita-
lizacija svih brojeva Sestrinskog glasnika od 1995. godine
nadalje kako bi bili dostupni za pretrazivanje na mreznoj
stranici Casopisa.

Posebna se paznja planira posvetiti dvojezi¢nosti ¢asopi-
sa. Naime, budud¢i da casopis izdaje Hrvatska udruga me-
dicinskih sestara, teznja je da on ostane dostupan hrvat-
skom sestrinskom ¢itateljstvu, no sa zeljom da se od 2022.
godine zapocne postupak dvojezi¢ne objave ¢lanaka. Tako
bi se ¢lanci, osim na hrvatskom jeziku, objavljivali i na en-
gleskom 3to je znacajan preduvjet za daljnje stjecanje pret-
hodno navedenog faktora utjecaja/odjeka. Kada je rije¢ o
objavljivanju originalnih znanstvenih ¢lanaka, glavni ce
urednik i cijeli Uredivacki odbor u tome dati podrsku auto-
rima te e poticati njihovo dvojezi¢no objavljivanje.

Konacno, cilj je potaknuti provodenje istraZivanja te objav-
liivanje ¢lanaka unutar autonomne sestrinske discipline
usmjerenih prema izvornim postavkama sestrinskih teorija
i unutar filozofije sestrinstva. Uzevsi u obzir da se u Hrvat-
skoj tek razvija misao o sestrinskim teorijama te istraziva-
njima koja se temelje na njima, ostvarenje tog vrlo ambicio-
znog cilja nece se ostvariti s lakocom. U svakom slucaju, to
je izazov koji aktualni glavni urednik, njegova zamjenica i
cijeli Uredivacki odbor postavljaju pred sebe u mandatnom
razdoblju od 2020. do 2024. godine.

Nema sukoba interesa
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In order to ensure a clearer procedure for submitting and
processing submitted articles, the plan is to introduce the
Open journal system [OJS], i.e. a software package that
connects the homepage of the journal with the application
process by the author, or control of the editorial process by
the Editorial Board. The introduction of OJS improves the
editorial process, but also contributes to the recognition of
the journal through increased transparency of choice and
editing of articles. The introduction of OJS not only contri-
butes to the improvement of the editorial process of the
journal but also to the significant availability of articles to
the scientific community and all those interested in publis-
hing or searching certain journals [9]. The plan is to introdu-
ce a new journal website and OJS article submission during
2021. In the meantime, the Editorial Board made certain
changes to the instructions for preparing and submitting
articles for publication. An e-mail address via the @hums.
hr domain (sestrinski.glasnik@hums.hr) was introduced as a
channel for official correspondence.

In addition to the possibility of a complete search of publis-
hed articles in current issues, it is planned to prepare and
digitize all issues of NJ from 1995 onwards in order to make
them available on the journal’s website.

Special attention will be paid to the bilingualism of NJ. Be-
cause the journal is published by Croatian Nurses Associa-
tion, the aim is to keep it available to Croatian nursing re-
aders, but with the desire to start the process of bilingual
publication of articles from 2022 onwards. In addition to
the Croatian language, articles would also be published in
English, which is a significant prerequisite for the further
acquisition of the aforementioned impact factor. When it
comes to publishing original scientific papers, the editor-
in-chief and the entire Editorial Board will support the aut-
hors and encourage their bilingual publication.

Finally, the aim is to encourage the conduct of research and
the publication of articles within the autonomous nursing
discipline directed towards the original principles of nur-
sing theories and within the philosophy of nursing. Consi-
dering that the idea of nursing theories and research based
on them is still being developed in Croatia, the achieve-
ment of this very ambitious goal will not be achieved with
ease. Certainly, this is the challenge that the current editor-
in-chief, his deputy and the entire Editorial Board set in the
term of office from 2020 to 2024.
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
